Part of the pro-
cession mande its way into Lhe sane-
tuary, swhilst another part, including
IHis Lordship, proceeded to the new
Lady-altar at the Lpistle side of the
church, where Jlis Lordship incensed
blessed, and dedicated the altur. This
pard of the ceremony over, His lord-
ship and attendant Canons took their
pluces in the sanctuary.

Igypt.” In place of the child  there
came a God of vengeance and a (od
of terror, a God pot reathing merey
but a God who selected to save for
Himself a lonely handful, and to
leave the rest of mankind to do what
they liked. Thank God this was not
to last always. The little germ still
