From an exarination of the returns fron the principal Ports of entry, and mi-
formation otlherwise obtained, I an led to believe that prices of general merchandise
have continued to recede. At the end-of the Fiscal Ycar 1875-76 it was gcnerally be-
lieved that market values had reached botton, and the tondency thereafter, vould be
upward, but the result has not justitied that expectation. It is truc that suglar and
Molasses shew quite a considerable advance upon the average of the year's import-
ations. The rise has not been sustained, howover, but bas receded since the first of
July last below its former level.

In hardware there bas been a marked deeline in prices, especially in imports froni
the United States. English heavyhardware hias fallen about 7ý- per cent., and heavy
shelf goods in the same line about 5 por cent. The same classes of -oods, however,
from the United States shew a general decline of about 12 per cent.

Iron from Great Britain has fallen materially, although previously at an tun-
usually low figure. Bar, rod, hoop, and nail sheets have declined 20s. to 259.
sterling per ton, and galvanized ir-on 35s. to 40s. sterling per ton. Titi plates 3s. to

3s. 9d. per box, and Canada plates is Gd. to 2s. per box.

Cottons and cotton goods have fallen generally from 5 per cent. to 7½ per cent.,

including brown ducks and cotton flannels from the United States.
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Stationery from Great Britain does not appear to have sensibly receded in price,

but that froni the United States appears to have fallen to a serious extent, viz.:

Paper about 10 and other stationery from 10 to 25 per cent.

Drugs and chemicals, so far as they affect the Revenue, appear to remain nearly

in statu quo. lu free goods, however, such articles as "Caustic Soda" and " Sal

Soda ' have 1illen about 15 per cent.

Tras -lt is very diffieult to determine whether there has been an actual fall in

the price of teas or not. According to the Trade Returns the average prices, both in

Greein a l lack, of the Doninioa imports have been steadily declining for the last

four or Jive years. These averages shew, for Green Tea, in 1874, 35 cents; 1875, 36

cents 1876, 29 vents; and in 1877, 26 cents per pound. For Black Tea, 1874, 282
cents; 1875, 2 6 ïS cents; 1S7G, 26" cents; and in 1877, 25 cents per pound. This fait-

ing oli, however, may, and probably is, to a great extent, the result of smaller in-

portations of the higher grades or classes, and larger importations of the inferior

grades. Fron ail the information which bas reachod this Department, it appears to

be well established that there is a growing demand for good mediums and the lower

grades, and a correspondingly dininished demand for the higher, probably resulting

frorm the hard times. The reason why there appears so small a difforence between

the average price per pound of Green and .Black Toas, is that ail Japan teas are classed

aS Green, and theyconstitute a very large proportion of the whole.

These are but a few examples introdueed to indicato the continuance, up to the

end of the Fiscal Year, of the general depreciation of values and accompanying de-

pression in commerce. It also points to the fact that less revenue lias been realized

taai the tariff rates would have secured, if applied to goods purchased in a higher

m arket.

It is further appareut, fron the warehouse returns, that the necessary con-

-fliption of the year lias beei drawn to soie extent from previous importations, the

baluines in warchouse at the close being snaller than at the commencement of the

year; and varions ilications render it apparent that it has become the general

practice of iimporters to order more frequently and in mach smaller qnantities than

vas their habit im more prosperoui seasons. It is, perhaps, correct to assume that

both measures are prudent, and ivill have a tendency not only tè prevent extensive

disasters, but to hasten the recovery of our Canadian commerce froin its present

iepressed condition.

The following tables are introduced as a ready means of following the general

ourse oftrade in the )ominion with its fluctuations. The first, being a general stato-

ment, embraces the wholo period from the date of Confederation to the 30th June

last, and contains mucli interesting information in small compass. With reference to

the great reduction in the percentage of imports over exports observable in 1876, it

vill be readily scen that the causO is attributable chiefly to a diminution in the value

of imports of about $30,000,000 as compared with the preceding year, while the

exports, by the same comparison, shew an increase of ever $3,000,000.

Linens and woollens have declined from 7j to 10 per cent. and silks from 10 to

15 per cent.
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In conclusion, I may be permitted to observe that the construction of all the

tables in this volume, has been devised with spocial reference to the combination of
the Most extensive commercial information with the greatest possible conciseness
afnd sinplicity. It is more than probable that individuals will still fait to find in thoin

ites of information of special interest to themselves, and not being acquainted with

the Modus operandi whereby sucli information can be obtained by this Department,

they may present requests which, if complied with, would involve much moi-e labour

and expense than the information was really worth, and even in some cases applica-
tions may be made, compliance with which would be found impossible, but se far as
the Means of the Department extend, all reasonable requests for additional statistics

have been, and always will be, cheerfully answered in as full and satisfactory a

mIanner as possible.
