ONDON is a pretty place ami all that. Kverybody says so, 
and every writer declares that it is. Those who have ever 
lived here, on returning exclaim with emphasis, “There’s 
no place like home’’—meaning London.

Its 
nearest port is twenty-four miles to the south, on Lake Erie, but its wide- %
awake people have overcome any disadvantage that might accrue to an 
inland city by building a railway to the lake. This line of railway, together 
with stations, bridges and all necessary buildings, is owned by the city of 
London, but operated by the Detroit and Lake Erie Railway, which has 
facilities for ferrying coal from the mines across the lake, giving London 
manufacturers the advantage of cheaper coal than their competitors in other 
Canadian cities.

In addition to these great commercial arteries, London has 
the main line of the Grand Trunk, with the Sarnia branch, the St. Mary’s 
branch, and the London Huron and Bruce Railway; also the main line of 
the great Canadian Pacific Railway. Indeed no other Canadian city has 
greater shipping facilities than London, which makes it the thriving manu­
facturing centre that it is, and one most attractive to those seeking to estab­
lish new industries. Another fact worth noting is that more trains come 
into and go out of London in a day than any city in Canada. Surrounded 
by the very best farm lands in the world, with no city of any importance 
nearer than 110 miles, it makes London the chief market of the west.
