huste to get into fashionable so-
ciety ? A sensible business man
remarked the other duy that he
knew young girls who have not
yet tinished their course in school
whosc health is permanently im.
paired by the style of dressing
for fashionable parties. To what
extent this crying evil is carried
can vot be definitely known, but
that it is alarming, if not positive-
ly shametul, few of the thoughtful
and sober-minded portion of the
community will deny.

Are
there not pitfalls and gins enough
to catch the unwary without plac-
ing ,these beguiling temptations
before our children? A child-
dren’s party is given simply to
meet other children and spepd a
pleasant evening together, which
is turned into “a hop,” and thus
are young children in some instan-
ces induced to attend such enter-
tainments as their parents would
not patronize. ‘This is all'wrong
—an evil which should ‘be correct-
ed as speedily and thoroughly as
possible. And the enmities, jeal-
ousies and rivalries bred and born
of such occasions, can nitebut be
regarded as evil and only evil con-
tinoally. One chances to be dress-
ed in better and handsomer style
than the rest, or one has come not
baving on fashionable party at-
tire, the one exciting jealousy, and
the other calling forth hurtful cri-
ticism. And then the happen-
ings of the occasion furnish fruit-
ful themes of remark for days and
weeks to come. Thus the minds
of the children are filled with un-
profitable subjects, and their at-
tention is so diverted as to pre-
clude the possibility of continuous
a&)lication tostudy, which is so
absolutely essentiul to their pro-
rer training for the realities of
ife. It may be justly said, too,
that such entertaimeats cultivate
a taste for the light and frivolous
which enervates the rising gener-
tion, and unfits them for the grave
responsibilities which must soon
devolve upon them.

The theme grows as it is con-
templatgd and suggestions come
erowding into the mind, which it
might ge well to present; but
enough perhaps has been said for
this time.

Will the leaders of society think
of these things? And will &r—
ents8 eainestly consider the t
interests of their children both
for time and eternity ? And let
all remember the words of divine
inspiration: “odliness with con-
tentment is great gain. For we
brought nothing into this world,
and itis certain we can carry
nothing out.”—Journal and Mes-

senger.

A CHINESE FUNERAL.

Itis a great disgrace for a
Chinaman to die away from home.
If the old man, the aged woman,
the little child, the son or daugh-
ter, is stricken down outside the
family roof, no matter how far a-
way, now mautter how prostrate
by disease, the first thing to be
done is to convey the sufferer
with speed back to the shelter of
home, there to die enjoying ' the

ood will of the relentless gods,
soon as the breath leaves the
body the mourning begins. This
mourning consists of low crying,
loud screaming, and wild howl-
ing, all comminogled in & hideous
tumult that grates repulsively on
the ear of refinement.

It is as true of heathen count-
ries as of Christian, that the ig-
norant and uncultured are more
noisy and uncontrolled in their
griefs or joys vhan the ‘educated
and refined. ‘

Very otten the grief of these
mourners is geuuina, while it
lasts, but it soon wears itself out.
In many instances mourners are
hired in China to do the howling,
and the louder thoy wail the bet-
ter pleased are the friends with
their bargain. While' no country
can produce more elegant!y finish-
ed coffins tor its rich than China,
no country has a humbler cham-
ber for the ashes of its poor. The
coffins of the very poor in China
are great cumbrous things, made.
serfectly round, with one end

ulged and flaring. The wood of
which they aré made is light-colo-
red, resembling pine, always un-
painted. After the body i» plac-
ed in the coffin it is suspended by
long ropes fastened to coolie sticks.
Four or six coolies litt these
sticks or poles to their shoulders,
und with the coffin swinging back
and forth between them, they
start off with the customary grunt,
On the top of the coffin is fasten-
ed aqueer looking bird ,supposed to
represent a rooster. It is made

of white paper, excepting the
comb which is red. ~On this,

As the body is borne to its last,
westing place iloNmopay is ‘seat-
tered along the streets. This
{+mouney has no commercial value,
but it is,used in all heathen wor-
'ship to please the gods. ‘A boy
heads. the faneral processiony ring-
ing a bell, and men follow, beat-
ing gong$ and filling the air with
discordant noises, all for the
blind purpose of frightening away
any evil spirits tLat might be
near. Before the dead body some
member of the family walks car-
rying a long branch covered with
green leaves. And thus, amid
so much superstition, the dead is
laid in his shallow grave.

Owing to the immense popula-
tion, many bodies are baried in
the same grave, one above anoth-
er. ' China is one vast grave-yard,
especially the hill-sides. This
does not seem strange when we
remember that in one ¢ity alone
dwell three million souls. The
mode of burial, above described,
does not prevail in all parts of
China. - Different circumstances

roduce differeat modes, It must
remembered what a vast terri-
tory is covered by the Chinese
empire, and that the people who
live in one province csu not even
speak the dialeet of the adjoining
province. They'do nit wear the
same style of clothing or worship
in the same manner, and many of
their customs are entirely differ-
ent.

WATERMELONS.

Watermel #s of excellent gnality
may be grown in latitudes which
are naturally unsuited to tnem on
account of the shortness of the sea-
son, or where the soil is not sufficient-
ly sandy to furnish the necessary
heat for their rapid growth, by start-
ing the plants in a bot bed. My
plan, which is very successful, is to
put two seeds 1n a small earthen pot,
two inches in diameter, filled with
rich earth. The pots are then placed
in a hotbed, and the spaces between
them filled with sand. The plants
should be left in the hotbed until
they begin to run, by which time tbe
earth will be suffiiently warm for
their transplanting. Holes should
be dug in the garden or field, ina
sunny spot,and filled with well-rotted
manure mixed with soil, in which the
plants should be set. A hole a foot
in depth, and large enough to con-
| tain two shovelfuls of manure is large

enough. One plant should be set in
' a hill. They can be readily removed
from the pots by a slight blow on
- the buttom from the hand. A hill
| of sand two feet in diameter and
about four inches thick should be
' placed around the plants, which
serves to both increase and retain
| the heat, and at the same time act as
| a mulch to the bed undernpeath, in
which the plant has been set. The
| south side of a stone wall or board
' fence is a nice place to grcw melons,
, as the fence reflects the heat and at
| the same time breaks the wind.
| The Mountain Sweet is the best va-
| riety I have grown, as they are early
| and of superior quality. The Excel-
sior is sweet, but it lacks in solidity. A
| dozen hills managed in this manner
| described will afford more of this de-
hicious fruit than an ordinary family
' can consume. The surplus will find
ready market at good prices.—N. Y
| Tribune.

We thought at the time
that the idea was an ld man’s whim,
as we were not so lunatic as to beli-
eve that the moon had much influznce
on vegetation, nor do we believe it
| now; still, we had too much respect
| for our old friend not to try his sug-
‘ gestion, and after cutting bushes for
many years in tbe latter part of
| August we are satisfied that it isa
! good time to attend to this Job. The
philosoplly of its destroying the
| bushes lies not in the moon, but pro-
| bably in the fact that at this time of
| the year the vitality of the bushes
| is mostly in the trunks and branches,
and if these are cat off before they
| have vitalized the roots by the réturn
| of the true sap, the plant generally,
not always, succumbs. In uny event
| bushes on a farm are almost as bad
| as weeds,and should be exterminated.
| If cutting will not do it, then they
{ should be grubbed out at the roots.

cold together. This will make it
much more moist and juicy, besides
t>nder and sweet, than if taken out,
and all the moisture in it dried out
by standing and steaming until it
grows cold. Hams, tongues, etc.,
should be cooked in the same way.

As the drowning season will short-
ly begin, always supposing the setting
in of fine weather, it may not be
amiss to remind our readers that,
whben a person is drowning, if he ie
taken by the arms from behind, be-
tween the elbow and shoulder, he
cannot touch the person attempting
tc save him, and whatever struggles
be may make will only assist the
person holding bim in keeping his
bead above water. A good swimmer
can keep a man thus above water for
an hour. If seized anywhere else
the probability is that he will clutch
the swimmer, and, perbaps, as is of-
ten the case, both will be drowned.

Those
who scan the literature which enters
many of our homes, or listen to the
sentiment rather than the music of
some of the *‘revival melodies” in
use in our prayer-meetings, or weigh
the words which sometimes greet the
ear in our social services, will under-
stand the danger to which we refer.

From several quarters we learn that
the discussion in the London Confer-
ence on the case of Dr. Burns excited
a good deal of interest. With the
readiog of the minutes of the Hamil-
ton District Meeting the whole case
was re-opened. By the Conference, as
by the District, Dr=Burns was acquit-
ted of the charge of holding views at
variance with our doctrines on the
three points of the Inspiration and
Authority of the Holy Scriptures—the
doctrine of the Atqnement—and the
eternity of future punishment. The
Guardian states that his acquittal
“ was not a result of special plead-
ing, or explaining away of his words,
on his part. He stated his views and
defended them in a manly and candid
manner.” We rejoice in the decision
arrived at, but in view of the letter to
Dr. Thomas are not sure that the ad-
monitory resolution of the District
Meeting might not with some wisdom
have been contirmed. Onthedoctrineof
eternal punishment, the Guardian says,
little time was spent, as ‘‘ Dr. Burns
had never expressed any disbelief in
the orthodox doctrine, and had merely
pleaded for liberty of belief in the
Church for those who had the hope of
restoration beyond the grave.” So

NCV A SCOTI A CONFERENCE.
WiNpsor, June 21st, 1882,

The ninth Annual Session of this
Conference began here this morning.
The Rev. John Lathern, retiring
President, took the chair at 9 o'clock,
and gave out the 763rd hywn, begin-
ning—** And are we yet alive And see
each others’ face.” The Secretary read
the third chapter of Ephesians, and
Rev. Dr. McMurray and J. S. Addy
led the Conference in prayer. The
roll being called 61 ministers resvond-
ed to their names.  This number was
considerably increased during the
morning. Before proceeding to busi-
ness the retiring President feelinuly
addressed the Conference as follows,
viz. :

One year ago you entrusted me with
the responsibilities of the Presidential
oftice. Thedistinction was the high-
est and most honorable I ever ex-
pcctcd to reccive upon earth. I keen
ly realized my responsibility at the
tie of acceptance of oftice, and fre-
quently during the year I have been

couscious of an 1nadequate discharge |

of my weighty official trust, but [
have endeavored to serve you to the
best of my ability. Early in the year
my thought was turned to the assuring
promise of. Jehovah—*‘ Certainly I
will be with thee,” and that word has
not faiied. My tust acknowledgmeut
is due to the God of all grace and
morcy. I have also to thank my
fathers and brethren in the ministry
for their uniform kindness, courtesy,
and thoughtful consideration.

Turning to matters of connexional
interest and importance we cannot for-
get that we have reached omne of our
great denominational landmarks and
that we are now meeting on historic
ground. One bundred years ago
William Black, of blessed memory,
then a young man recently converted
to God, comunitted himself to pioneer
enterprise in this Province. The ris-
ing town of Windsor, then a central
position, from which the light might
radiate to distant extremities ot the
land, at oncearrested his attention. In
the month of June, 1782, one hun-
dred years ago, Mr. Black preached
here several times. There was no
chureh or spacious audience room.
On Sabbath, June 16th, the congre-
gation being tvo large for a private
house, the afternoon service was held

i in the orchard, class-meeting and
love feast were instituted, and the lit-
tle society organized that month in
Windsor contained the germ of Me-
thodism and of the Methodist Church
as it now exists in Nova Scotia, and
in the Dominion of Canada. Itis to
my mind a striking and blessed coin-
cidence that the Centennial Counfer-
ence has in course fallen to Windsor.
The census returns recently published
have furnished evidence of continued
guwth and extension. In the num-

r of its adherents, Methodism is
now first of the Protestant denomina-
tions in this Dominion. The extraor-
dinary increase of 24 per cent for Nova
Scotia and an average of 30 per cent
for the Dominiun shows that the last
closing decade of the century bas been
signalized by unprecedented success,
and challenges grateful and renewed
resolve. bBishop Black and his co-
adjutors, with many of his successors
have passed away ; but their spirit

| still stands forth in the ranks of
a living ministry. God buries
his workmen but carries on his work.
The consecrated standard has been
taken from hands stiffened in death
and is still bravely borne in the con-
test. There is evidence in financial
returns that privation and self sacri-
fice are the lot and the spirit of very
many laborers in this field ; but that
which we cuvet most, rich spiritual
results has been divinely vouchsafed
unto us. We can thank God and take
courage. In the dying words of our
venerable founder, for the century the
watchword of a sacramental host, we
may still say : *‘ The best of all is God
is with us.”

METHODISM.
v

The Christian man must pray that
Christs’s Kingdom may be advanced
by every evangelical denomination.
For that reason I have, in three pre-
vious articles, directed the attention
ot the Methodist Church ot the Mari-
time Provinces to the great need of
more aggressive Christian work in
our cities. In order to emphasize the
need ot looking after the cities, it is
sufficient to state that of the fitty mil-
lions of the population of the United
States, the cities comtain over nine
millions, or nearly one-fifth of the to-
tal population.

But in view of the work which lies
before our Christian Churches, which

‘is world-wide in its extent, I desire
to refer to an auxiliary, the impor-
tance of which in furthering Christ’s
Kingdom, although acknowledged,
is not valued to the extent its power
can be used. I spegk of the religious
press to which none ot the Churches
ot Canada are  giving its rightful
place.

The various churches are alive to
the ‘¢ power of the pulpit,” and re-
gard as all important to have every
pulpit filled and well filled tvo, and
rightly so, for the value of the regu-
lJar proclamation of Evangeltical
truth from the pulpits of our land
irom Sabbath to Sabbath cannot be
estimated. Now in present.inf the
claims of the religious press, I am
not undervaluing the pulpit’s power
and influence, but simply asserting
the immense value of ¢ the press”
as an auxiliary.

Spurgeon preaches in London, as
did a tew years ago the late Dr. Pun-
shon, to congregations of 4,000 or
5,000 people and a London paper
produces thyse sermons on its pages
and scatters 200,000 copies weekly,
which means one million readers!
What a mixed audience this repre-
sents! The Christian Herald is taken
from the press room by news compan
ies, news agents, book sellers, news.
boys, railway news carriers and by
the mails and scattered all over Eng-
land! And crossing the ocean they
are reprinted by the New York pa-
per and scattered over the United
States and Canada! What a mighty
power therefore is the religious press
ot the world! Coming to our own

country (Canada) we find religious
weekly papers published in the i-
ume provinces in the interests ot
each denomination. These papers
are small in circulation but their in-

~fluence in the future is mighty, if
only these denominations value them
ari ht..h ‘ " .

ach of our religious rs (I am
referring to the hfalritimp:govi(nces)
teaches the same doctrines and in-
culcates the same religious truths as
the denominational pulpit re-
presents.

It may be that the editorial expres-
sions of opinion on the public ques-
tions of the day, about which good men
differ, do not harmonize with the
private opinion of individuals, but it
1s still true that the Denominational
paper is a very fair exponent of the
religious views of the denomination
among which it circulates, It is still
turther worthy of note, that these re-
ligious papers serve as moral preach-
ers to our governors and rulers, in
pointing continually to right princi-
ples of action and {n recommendin
that righteousness which ‘¢ exal
a nation,”

For these reasons, which need not
be.enlarged upon, the deepest inter-
eat should be manifested in the wel-
fare (which means the large circula-
tion) ot their Church paper.

Think even now, of the great in-
fluence that a religious paper must
exert, which has a circulation of
3,000. Ifthe WESLEYAN has attain-
ed that circulation the editor and
publisher address an audience of
15,000 weekly. What a power for

is thus in their hands ! But if

the ministers and the people were
uuited this power might be increased
three or four fold, resulting in the
r progress of the Methodist

and alsowe trust in the great--

r advancement of'Christ’s Kingdom.
(I,Snt. this Church-paper extension
scheme, I must consider in another

g only that what might
be done has not been done yet DY
our religious papers for their wider
extension and influence. t
might be done should be done, or at

EDGAR RAND.

Died at Cornwallis, May 2nd, 1882,
of consumption, Edgar Rand, in the
24th year of his age.

Death, which claims all ages and
from whose stroke none are exempt,
took 1n this case: one whose demise
leaves a vacant place in the home
where he was so much beloved, and
in the community of which he was a
rising member. Edgar Rand was a
young man of promise: being intel-
ligent and applying himselt with in-
dustry and skill to his business a
career was opening before him as a
man of position and influence in the
community. * But death blights the
hopes of the parents and
frustrates the purposes of the son.
His disease, somewhat complicated In
its nature, was very painful, ending
at last in consumption, which termin-
ated his life. Throughout a protract-
ed illness he bore his sufferings with
resignation to the Divine will. Al-
though'a young man of good moral
character he had never, while in

 health, sought the Saviour. The en-

forced quiet of a sick bed led to
thoughtfulness, and through the
blessing of God resting upon the in-
structions he then received he was
brought into a clear apprehension of
Christ as his Saviour. His conver-
sion was most interesting in the ste
that led to it, and in the change if-
self. There was some difficulty at
first in realizing the willingness of
God to save the einner when guilt
pressed as a burden; and there was
candor and sincerity in the relation
of experience. There was no simu-
lation of unfelt emotion, and when
finally the simplicity of the way ot
salvation as the way ot faith flashed
upon the mind, the change was evi.
denced to be real inthe new light
that illumined the countenance, as
well as the words that dropped from
the lips.
“ Joy through his swimming eyes did bieak
And meant the thanks he could not speak.”

The words of that sweet hymn,
¢ Abide with me,” were often upon
his lips. May the closing lines of
that hymn express the prayer and
confident hope of those who read
these words as they did of him of
whom we write :

BANK NOTES.

A correspondent in tte Times calls
attention to one or two poiuts con-
nected with a recent decisi. n of the
Court of Appeal to the effect that
an alteration the number of anote
justifies the Bank of England (and
1t is persumed any other bank of is-
sue) in refusing to meet such note.
A man steais a £5 note, numbered
6027, To make it more difficult to
trace he alters the number to 6925.
and the note passes through a num-
ber of innocent hands till it reaches
the Bank of England, where,
possibly by reference to their own
bouks, the authorities discover the
alteration , treat it as waste paper,
and, baving done this, become en-
titled to the £5 for which they
were liable on it—in other words,
tbeyc may write~ off their
liability on note 6025 without
any corresponding Ppayment., A-
gain, persons taking Bank of Eng-
land notes largely have hitherto
preferred those having the stamp of
some other great bank, as good evi-
dence that the notes are not forged,
but are really what they appear to
be-—~documents showing an unim.
peachable claim on tbe Bank of
England. It appears to me that
this assurance will, to the inconveni-
ence of the public, be. much shaken
b{ the recent decision, even if it
should not lead to the discontinu-
ance of the custom of stamping al-
together. In fact, it well beboves
the Bank and the public to coasider
this decision on the question of its
bearing on the ciremnlation of bank-
notes generally.

A special ada
tation of the Morse dot-unp;-duh ayt
tem is used, becanse the Japanese
language has no alphabet ; but forty-
seven signs are sufficient to meet all
needs ; and a school has been estab-
lished for the education of Japanese
youth in the mysteries of telegraphy
and telephony. A curious difficulty
is met with in the fact that spiders
have taken a fancy to weaving their
webs between the wires, with the re-
sult that, directlya shower of rain
occurs, the webs become condac tors
of electricity, weaken the wire-cur
rents, and thus play bavoc with the
messages. A staff of men with bam-
boo rods are constantly oeccupied in
sweeping these tiresome cobwebs
away.

RuPERT'S LAND.— Archdeacon
Kirby, who bas spcnt many years as
a missionary within the arctie circle,
lectured in Detroit the other evening
upon his work and the people among
whom it has been performed, There
are, four dioceses in Rupert’s Land,
and if one bishop .writes to another
his letter has to go by the way of Eng-
land, travelling 12,000 miles between
two points which are only 800 miles
apart, “ When an Esquimaunx girl
marries,”’ said the lecturer, “she cuts
the bair off the top of her husband’s
head, rolls it up into a ball, and
places it upon the side of her head,
combing her own over it.
