The Rev. T. C. Robertson in his history of the
Christian Church (a text book, I presume, in most of
our theological colleges) Book 1. chap.

On the following page he adds, ‘‘after a time the

*“it was added to the service which had before bee'n
“‘usual.” In vol 1. part . chap. 4 of Maclaine's
