Religious Education in Public Schools.

\Me have always acknowledged that there
are difficulties in the way of general religious
edugation; but some of the objections raised
to it are of a very curious character. Thes in
the district of Seacombe (England), the four
dissenting members, who form the minority
on the board; have forwarded an appeal to the
Edéication Department, asking that “Articles
of Anglican Belief, commonly called “the
Apostles’ Creed,” be immediately removed
from the school curriculum, as also what they
briefly call “the Duties,” to which, by the way,
the Duke of Wellington attributed the finest
qualities of the English character. They do
not, like the farmer of the story, object also
to the Ten Commandments, because they are
in the Catechism, but they go perilously near
to the prejudices of that benighted agricultur-
ist; for they say, “We are opposed to their use
in association with the Catechism and the
other sections herein complained "df*—the
Creed to wit—“which are distinctive. of the
Church of England.” This is very astonish-
ing. Certainly the Apostles’ Creed is no
special property of the Anglican Comagitnion.

Not only is it accepted by‘ Methodists, Pres-

byterians, and  Congregationalists; but,
formerly, at least, it was taught by Unitarians.

We do not mean that religion could not be

taught without the use of the Apostles’

Creed, but it is a great pity that people should

not inform themselves better on these subjects

before they resorted to controversy.

Flats for Poor Gentle Folk.

The question of housing the growing jas
population is becoming a problem  of ‘great
interest everywhere. In the East End of
London, great improvements are-being made,
and houses are being built with flats for
families—let at moderate rehts, yet involying
no loss to the proprietor. This is a most im-
portant movement, and may be extended with
advantage in many places and to different
classges. A plea has been made. for flats for
poor gentlepeople. The pleader was the wife
of-a clergymian, with £150 a _year, Yand a
family. A house Wwas out of the question,

" owing to the narrowness of -means, and the
chéipest flat, except those for working-classes,
1s £40 a year. The very excellent suggé@tion
.is made that flats should be built and kept for
poor gentlepeople only.

tead the decisive sentence, setting apart the edifice
for sacred purposes, in connection with the Churck
of England in Canada, for all time coming. This
was followed by the usual morning prayers, and
the ante-communion service, in which His Lord-
ship took part; after which the Bishop preached a
highly evangelical discourse, appropriate to Whit-
sunday, and the consecration of the church. A
liberal offertory was presented at the close of
Divine service, which was most impressive through-
out, and one long to be remembered in the parish
of Port Stanley. During the taking up of the
offertory, Prof. Dunn, of St. Thomas, rendered a
sacred solo entitled. “De profundis,” accompanied
by the organist of the church.

The building, which will be near St. Augustine's
church, owes its inception to the energy of the Rev.
Prebendary Harry Wilson, and is to be used for
the purpose of a large coffee-palace—a public-
house without beer. It will contain a large coftee-
bar, dining-room, recreation-room, room for Bible
classes, etc., together with cubicles for single men
lodgers.

Sir,—It is with much pleasure that I read the
letter of Miss Steele in your issue of the 31st ult.
I only wish that the “ Canadian Churchman” had
a few more lady writers of such sound Church prin-
ciples. She has most satisfactorily answered your
correspondent, “ A Churchman,” as to the revival
on the day of Pentecost, and also as to revivals
carried on amongst the sects. There are, however,
two sides to every question. The *“ Churchman”
has flaunted before our eyes the announcement that
the Rev. Arthur Murphy, M.A., has been ap-
pointed missioner to all Canada by the Church
Parochial Mission Association of Westminster,
London, Eng., at the salary of $2,500 a year. Mr.
Murphy has a wide field of labour assigned him,
yet he comes to take up his abode in the church-
going city, Toronto, and not as we would naturally
expect among the Indians in the Northwest. When
the Rev. Canon DuMoulin was elected Missionary
Bishop of Algoma he purposed leaving his family in
Toronto, while he himself laboured during the
summer months in that diocese, hut he was not per-
mitted to do so, and consequently relinquished the
appointment. It would seem that the ‘ Church
Parochial Association” of Westminster labour
under the mistaken idea that we are all akin to
savages and require a ‘‘missioner”’ to stir us up
to a better state of things. The appointment of a
missioner to all Canada by the said society natur-
ally suggests to our minds the following questions:
Is there no scope for such philanthropy in all
England ? What about benighted London ? Surely
there is ample need and ample room there for the
labours of the missioner to whom the said society
has been so liberal. Are there not thousands of
clergymen labouring in England on less than one-
fifth of the salary they have given him ?

Strawberries in Jellv.——For strawberries in
jelly a laver of orange jellv half an inch deep
~Eould be put in the bottom of a round mould
or baking dish. \When it has hardened suff-
ciently chasten by standing in a pan of cold
water) arrange five strawberries in the centre
to form a star. and also make a design at the
cage. Add more jelly, taking care not to add
teo quickly or the fruit will float; repeat above
arrections until the dish is full; when firm,
turn out. encircle with a wreath of whipped
cream and garnish with berries.

Strawberry Iee Cream.—Put a pint of
cream and one cupful of sugar on to boil ina
double boiler: when the sugar is dissolved
set aside to cool.  Add one cupful of sugar to
a quart and a half of strawberries, and after
letting them stand an hour strain through
cheese-cloth. Add a pint of cieam to the
sweetened cream and freeze. When nea}'ly
frozen add fruit juice; beat strongly and finish
freczing.  Allow to stand two or three hours
before serving. §

Preserved  Peaches.—Pare ripe, not sol
peaches, and weigh an equal quantity of sugar
as peaches; put together in an earthen Ut
over night. In the morning pour off the syrup
and boil a few minutes. Sect the kettle back
and remove the scum, then place over the fire.
