These ill-used delinquents seem to have 
made up their minds that any sympathy in 
connection with their shortcomings should 
fall to their own lot. True, the game which 
they played was unlucky ; but they seeui to 
forget that th» stakes came out of other 
pocketa than theirs. , It is often almost 
amusing to see with what utter unconcern 
some of the heavier specimens of the five- 
shillings-in-theqiound gentry view the fate 
of the small fry who are swanqied in their 
wake, providing they can get their own af­
fairs squared up snugly. With some of them 
it seems a matter of indifference what deci­
sion their creditors arrive at ; their affairs

fRTHEH RANK REPORTS.

We làit week reviewed the poaitioli of two 
promintht banks in the province of Quebec. 
This week we propose to notice the reports 
just presented by two of the Ranks whose 
head quarter: are in Ontario.

We take first the Ontario Rank, which, 
though' its chief office is in a small town, 
is a large and prominent institution, hariiig 
branch* a in the two commercikl centres of 
Canada,j and showing by its (statement of 
assets tnd liabilities that its business and 
connecnOns are large. The stockholders of 
the bagk for some tune back hjtvo been agi­
tating file question of a changé of position 
for the head office, and have Urged that as 
the institution has so far outgrown its origi­
nal intention, its base of ojierat ons ought to 
be cha igvd. The bank was intended when 
establi) hud, to be a local institution for the 
purjioa i of supplying banking facilities to 
the ri< i farming district comprised in tile 
countii s! of Ontario-, Durham and the adja­
cent c strict. The capital was intended to 
bo;840 i,<100, which would have been amply 
suffi ci^ if for the purposs, but tli j Legislature 
ofjthal day, impressed with tlu idea,that a 
large c pital vas essential to safety, refused 
the tli utcr unless the capital were made a 
millioi . This necessitated an enlargement 
beyom its origin.nl sphere, and efforts to 
obtain ftock'subscriptions in other quarters. 
Moutr sal was nâtumlly resorted to, and the 
stwck-l ook was placed in the hands of an 
old fr end and business eonnqction of the 
Presid mt, Mr. Haihcs. Through' his influ­
ence souse of the lctading men of Montreal 
were secured aa subscribers, and so many 
others,] followed their lead that lief ore the 
canvaÀ was finished there xvaâ more stock 
held iji Montreal than at any other single 
pbint. I A branch iitVeasarily followed, and 
a larg| businctn has ever since been ilorie. 
The bank some time afterwards opened in 
Toronto, and having some influential loyal 
councatious, a good business was built iq*— 
whiuhiu retained toi the present. At Loth 
thfito llhi/Vs tbb Lan» ikAtsCwks buildings vl

a fiist-class character, either of which would 
tie perfectly suitable for a head office.

There is of 'course division of opinion as to 
which of the two places would be the most 
desirable in case a change is made. That 
tlie batik cyuld lie better worked from a 
commercial centre is generally conceded, 
though under'the guidance of its present 
board, and particularly of its experienced 
President, it bias had a reasonable measure 
of prosperity. Montreal is urged by many 
as the leading banking centre of the prov­
inces, and as having a large proportion of the 
stockholders resident there. On the other 
hand the bank, by its very name, appears 
before the world as being identified with the 
province of Ontario, and it is urged it would 
bo strange indeed if it w ere to become, con­
trary to all the intentions of its founders, a 
Quebec institution. The matter was expect­
ed to lie brought to a point at the late meet­
ing, but, just at the last moment, the stock­
holders were advised that the bill authorising 
the change xvas so defective in many par­
ticulars, that it would lie very unsafe to base 
any action upon it. The stockholders there­
fore, very wisely left matters in their present 
•liaiie, and when Parliament again site a new 
and more complote bill will be obtained, 
containing every provision necessary for 
accomplishing the object.

Meantime tlie business of the bank has been 
thoroughly revised ; all losses have been pro­
vided for, and after every provision has been 
made for putting the business on a sound and 
healthy basis, there remains a reserved fund 
of 8175,(MX).

The bank has a large and valuable busi­
ness, and with judicious management, with 
the experience already acquired, and a cont- 
prebensive supervision of all outlying posts, 
it has every proepfet of doing well and pay­
ing a good return to its stockholders.

The Dank of Toronto is an institution so 
well known here and generally through the 
province that w e need say little of the report 
just exhibited.

The bank has, from small beginnings, risen 
to a position of great credit and power. It 
has been for sonic time in the hands of the 
wealthiest men of the province of Ontario, 
some of whom are amongst our first-class 
men of business. The bank has been 
steadily accumulating a large reserved fund, 
and has justified the desirableness and neces­
sity of it in a country like Canada. The 
business of the year has been remarkably 
lucrative, and the reserved fund now ap­
proaches very nearly one-half the capital. 
The business community of Toronto know 
its vaLie, and from the manner in which the 
bgainens of the bank lias been conducted in 
tht: jfcst, thtiy can form ah estimate ot What
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its course is likely to be in the future, when unusually luxuriant and promising. Barley, accoi

Our fair Province of Ontario never 
looked more fresh and beautiful than at the 
present time. In those portion* of it which 
we hare lately seen, the fields never looked 
greener, the forests more luxuriant in foliage, 
the waters more limpid. In the older and 
wealthier sections, the scenery bogjns to re­
mind one of the prettiest districts of Eng­
land and France : the ugly stumps are gone, 
fine houses strike the eye at every turn, new 
and Jhfcndsome fences abound, and, better 
than -all, the fields manifest evidence* that 
the science of husbandry is liecoming better 
understood and more commonly practiced.

Whilst the general apjiearance of the coun­
try is so gratifying, we regret to say that the 
picture is not without a few lines of shade.
The growing crops seldom held forth the 
promise of more abundance ; bnt there is 
one exception in some districts, and that, un­
fortunately, is our great staple. It is unde­
niable that the fall wheat suffered very con­
siderably during the winter months. The 
fields were at times uncovered by snow, but 
both by smothering and frosts a great deal 
of injury was inflicted In some of the best 
wheat-growing counties, it is calculated the 
crop will Hot be much more than one-half.
There is reason to believe, however, this 
will not be the general experience, for in 
other localities this" militant cereal is re­
ported to be quite healthy and promising.
Until the grain is actually cut, it is difficult 
to estimate the result correctly ; but admit­
ting the deficiency there must be in the 
yield of fall wheat in some localities, we 
shall not give up hopes tliat, taking Ontario 
as a whole, the yield will be close upon the 
average.

The hav-fields are ready for the scythe, 
and in the more advanced sections the whirl 
of the mow er is already to be heard. The 
clover also suffered not a tittle from the 
winter, and but for a very favorable soring, 
the crop of hay would have been deficient.
Under the influence of the recent rains, how­
ever, the meadows hare greatly improved, 
and there now promises to be a sufficiency 
of fodder. This is fortunate, for the farmers 
have of late year* gone so extensively into 
stock-raising that a short hay-crop would be 
most seriously felt.

The spring eftps, almost altogether,

spring toil. Unless something unforeseen doubt t. 
occurs, the excellence of the spring crops becomes 
will make up for any deficiency which there of Mon 
may be in fall wheat.

The orcltards never promised better. A 
few weeks ago it was impossible to drive into 
the country without seeing acres of blossoms.
Wo do not remember, in all our experience, 
ever having seen the orchards present so 
tnuch beauty and promise. Everything in­
dicates that we shall have abundance of 
fruit ; and we may say the same of moet 
garden produce, which is generally turning 
out well. The fruit crop of Ontario is an­
nually increasing in extent and value. We 
know none which, when intelligently man- 
agod, pays tlie grower better ; and it is grati­
fying to know thatvof late years it has added 
considerably to the wealth of the country.
La*t fall, the singularly early frosts caught 
some of our best fruit-growers napping, and 
many thousands of bushels were froxen on 
the trees. As if ashamed of its naughty con­
duct at that time, nature now promisee them 
an unusually abundant crop this fall.

Our harvest prospects are, upon the wholo 
satisfactory ; ami as to the appearance of the 
country—take a drive out if yon wish to see 
natural beauty in all its varied forms. We 
know nothing mote delightful, at this season 
of the year, than to escape from the heat, 
the dust, and tlib din of the city, and to 
spend a few days in the country, drinking in 
the pure, fresh air, admiring nature at it| 
meridian splendor, and imbibing hope and 
joy from the flattering promise of earth’s 
fast-ripening fruits.

It appears that the capital is greatly im­
paired, so that the company will be required 
either to restore the lost- capital by calls on the 
shareholders, or reduce its capital stock and’* 
transact its business on a scale of less magni­
tude. The insurance laws of New York provide 
that when the capital of a cniu|*uiy is inqiairvd, 
to the- extent of 25 per cent, the superintendent* 
may close its doors, unless the equilibrium is n- 
stored. In the present case the period - of sixty 
days has been granted the Home, at the end of 
which, if it has not restored the integrity of its 
capital, its affairs wiO be placed in the hands of' 
the Attorney General, Its total risks last year
