Agricultural Notés.

If you have a pasture growipf up in
weeds or brier bushes, pa% sheep on it
| two or three seasons, Then put cows
or some. other kind of stock on the
‘ground. Changing the kind of stock
on a pastare about every two years is
excellent both for the pasture and the
stock,

Lambs very soon leain to eat. When
you are hurrying them on for market
give them as 'soon as they begin to eat
in addition to their mothers’ milk a
mixture of eornmeal, oats and bran.
Putitin a crit where the old sheep
cannot disturb it, but: where the fambs
tan get it whenever  they choose. It
will bmw them on amazingly. -

A man with an ordinary farm® can’
keep 20 brood sows upon if aid raise
food for them and their pigs if the land
is fertile and rich and he has as much
as 20 acres of pasture. The 20 sows at
two litters a year should raise 240 pigs,
out of which fine profit could be real-
ized if they were well managed. Many
experienced live stock rhen” declare
there is more money inhogs than™in
any other kind of farm animals,

Reports from Manitoba indicate that
the spring spring seeding will be com-
pleted five weeks earlier than last year.
This should prove a distinct advantage
to the prairie farmer.. His great diffi-
culty is the summer frosts, and if the
wheat crop is sufficiently mature before

"the frost comes not to be m_]uled by it,

the Manitoba farmer 1s sure’ of o goad
crop.

Amervican fruit seems to be getting it
on every side. The Austrian authori-

PREPARATIONS FOR THE K GREAT
MARCH TO KHARTOUM.
n rasy N
Preparing to Occupy Gem. Gordom’s Old
_Charge — An Enstance of the Effects of
Modern Arttllery — The Dervishes
Sure to be Beaten. %

The British newspapers are now re-
ceiving despatches almost daily from
their correspondents with the columns
under General Gatacre and Bir Her-
bert Kitchener.

The force under the latter which
leads the advance is principally compos-
ed of Egyptian troops officered by Bri-
tishers, : T

The following from the correspondent
of the Daily Chronicle dated Wady
Halfa gives an interesting glimpse of
the situation and the probable course
of eventsa :

Long before this can reach you the
decision of the Government of Down-
ing street will have been made pub:
lic eoncerning the principle of help to
the Government of Egypt in this com-
ing campaign, though the amount
may not be made known until later.
But it is more clear than ever that help
must be found outside Egyptian re-
sources if the Khalifa Abdullahi is to
be- beaten out of Khartoum. And I
should not wonder if England is asked
to find a million for this purpose. I
could tell what it is necessary to find
the million for, but it has not heen my
habit to blurt out official secrets unless
it is for the public good that they
should be made known. And here it is
not in the public interest that there
gshould be any statement of the Sir-
dar’s plans, much as some of us might
like to summarize them, for the benefit
of our readers.

And really thers is cause for saying
that a general’s intentions are not and
should not be

PUBLIC PROPERTY.
There is especial cause for saying so
in the present instance. There are plen-
ty of people in Egypt who make it their
business to supply the Dervishes with
information of purposed Anglo-Egyp-
tian movements. ~Abdullahi gets the
Cairo'and Alexandria Arabic papers
which wateh the European and espeoi-
ally the British Press very carefully

in the interest of the man whom they
regard as an arch-heretic and yet as

i @ Mussulman who stands infinitely su-

perior to all Christians.

Let me give you an instance, Last
year it was annoumced on good enough
authority that Sir H. Kitchener had
been advised from London not to ad-
vance beyond Berber. When he sent
the gunboats under Colin Keppel up
beyond Metemneh, almost before the
course of peaceful post could have tak-
en the papers containing the semi-of-
ficial announcement as far as Khar-
towm, the Khalifa exclaimed in intense
surprise and indignation: “ Why the
fellow is disobeying the orders he has
received !” The amusement this created
when Slatin Pasha’s and Colonel Win-
gate’s spies sent in the report, was
tempered a good deal by the considera-
cion that the enmemy is wonderously
well informed, and that if the difficul-
ty of thé operations in future is not to
be enormously increased—if, in fact, an
extra risk is not to be run by the sol-
diers of the Khedive and of the Queen,
—a limit must be put to the publica-
tion of information likely to be useful
to the astute gentlemen at Omdurman.
Many of us have been inclined to scout
the possibility of barbarians like the
Mahdists being able to get or to make
use of such information. But the fact
remains that they do get it, and that
it is very valuable to them occasionally
in enabling them to avoid an impend-
ing blow or to pause in the delivery of
one likely to rebound on themselves.
EFFECTS OF MODERN ARTILLERY.

That visit of the gunboats to Metem-
neh has produced a piece of evidence of
the effect of modern shell fire on earth-
works, which has not yet, to my know-
ledge, been made public. Commander
Keppel has reported that after he had
passed beyond Metemneh he determin-
ed in returning to lead his little squa-
dron of three. The Dervishes fired on
him vigorously, and he more vigorous-
ly replied. His shell in a very few
rounds so smashed up the embrasures
of the Dervish forts that they- could
not see the leading gunboat for the
clouds of dust, or stand to thein weap-
ons unter the iron hail. The conse-
fuence was that the second and third
gunboats not only had no need ta fire,
but actually could not effectually fire
by reason of the invisibility of anything
on which they could have laid their
guns. I think that incident will bring
home very forcibly to thinking men
what is the power of modern artillery,
even in the case of guns of small cal-
ibre. By the way, It may be wmen
tioned that, in view of the operations
at High Nile, tyyvo more naval lieuten-
ants have been applied for I can only
recommend my young friends in blue
and gold not to speak all at once.

It is the more unnecessary to com
plain of silence on the part of the staff
in this campaign, because, in the first
place, the general lines of the opera-
tions have long been. by the necessity
of the case, obvious. They are limit-
ed by natural obstacles, and facilitated
in turn, by the operations of nature.
The obstacles have been and are being
overcome ; every advantage is being and
will be taken of the .

NATURAL ADVANTAGES.

In the second place, the very details
of the plans are made no secret to those
who undertake to preserve discretion
concerning them—to understand them

of his hand, bar afew isolated raids of
no importance. Strategioally, he must
fight one, or at the most three, losing
battles if he fights at all on a big scale.
Michaelmas Day will see Khartoum
once more with British rulers, whether
the flag be the crescent and star or the
Union Jack. Even allowing the widest
conceivable margin for delays and cagu-
alties, ther{ never was a series of oper-
ations contemplated of which the re-
sult could be more easily foreseen. Ru-
mors reach me from Berber about the
increasing signs of hostility among the
15,000 inhabitants of that six-mile-long
city. At first the sympathisers with
the “ English ” appeared to far oatnum-
ber the admirers of the Khalifa. Now
I am told of officers being insulted in
the streets, and that they are advised
never to go out without their revol-
ve. One officer goes so far ag to 8say,
“ Berber is a volcano.”

Interview With an Authority on the Ex-

* port Bacon Trade—Imporiance of Core

in Feeding _and Haudling—Immense

Increase in the Busimess During the

Last Few Years.

‘During the fiscal year ending June
30, 1890, the e/xport,s of bacon from
 Canada amounted to less than seven
and a-quarter million pounds, and the
exports of hams tp a little over 10,000
pounds.

During the fiscal year ending June
80 last, our exports of bacon amount-
ed to 59,546,000 pounds, and of hams
to a little over nine and ahalf million
pounds. -

There is ‘no industry connected with
agriculture which shows such remark-
able “dévelopment in so short a time
as our export trade in hog products.

It is of ‘the first importance, then,
that farmers should know just exactly
what is necessary in order to increase
a trade which already shows such pro-
mising development. In order to se-
cure information en this point, The
Farmers Sun representative interview-
ed J. W. Flavelle, a gentleman who has
the deserved reputation of being the
best authority on export bacon trade

“ We are not breeders,” was the re-
ply, “and do not wish to say( anything
either for or against a certain hog
because of its breed ; but as exporters
we'know that certuin breeds produce
qualities which enable us to market
their products 4t the best possible
rate, and these exceptionally good
qualities which prevail in some hogs
have a tendency to increase the value
of the whole steck.

“The thoroughbred Tamworth,” con-
tinued Mr. Flavelle, “ gives us

A VERY DESIRABLE CLASS
of bacon hogs. We find;.however, when

from an ‘exporter’s standpoint,” ob-
jectionable types, (such - as Poland
Chinas, Duroc Jerseys, Chester Whites;
Essexs, Suffolks, Jerseys, or some types
of Berkshires, that the result is not so
{ good” from & packer’s standpoint. The
product shows too much of the type
of the inferior breed and not enough
of the Tamworth.

“In contrast to these, we find that
the Improved Yorkshire White has a
tepdency to assert its own individual
characteristic in a cross even with the
objectionable types I have just men-
tioned. The Improved Yorkshire is
an excellent hog for the packers, and,
when crossed with inferior breeds, it
develops in the progeny its own pecu-
liarly excellent features, viz., a lengthy
deepi side, an abundance of lean and a
thick belly. One of the greatest needs
of the trade, from a breeding stand-
point, is the introduction of thorough-
bred Yorkshire males, for the purpose
of crossing with other breeds, not so
suitable for the packer’s purpose.

“ At the present time a thoroughbred
Tamworth! from 165 to 190 Ibs., if pro-
perly fed, makes an admirable bacon
hog. The same can be said of the thor-
oughbred Yorkshire. The difference. be-
tween the two is that the Tamworth is
not so desirable to cross with objec-
tionable hogs. Generally speaking,”
continued the speaker, “ what export-
ers require is a lengthy, smooth, deep-
sided hog, with well-developed hams,
and moderate shoulder and head. If

“No,”" was the reply, “not if the
feeding is done intelligently. A man

—whether for fat or lean meat. Corn
and peas will produce fat,while barley,
oats amd bran will give bone and
muscie. * By using barley, oats and
bran, with a smail amount of peas to
barden on towards the end of the
feeding, the bacon hog can be produc-
ed at as low a cost as a fat hog. A

“We desire to emphasize in the strong-
est- manner the urgent necessity
for increased attention in the mat-
ter of feeding. What malkes us more
urgent in this matter is the fact
that we have information that at a
great many railway stations in the
province from 1 to 10 cars of Ameri-
can corn have been received since the
first of January. If this corn is fed
generally to hogs it will mean adis-
tinct deterioration in the quaiity of
Canadian product, and in the long run
willl be fatal to the best development
of the trade.” Then we are afraid Lhat
corn will be used altogether with whey
for the purpose of feeding hogs at
cheese factories throughout the pro-
vince. If this be done, the result will
be disastrous, and the consequence so
serious that we urge upon your read-
ers who are interested in feeding pens
at the factories|to make it a fixed rule
to feed no ('urA with whey. Whey is
all right,but with the whey should be
[ used not corn, but oats, barley, peas
and midd ings.

PLANS PERFECTED T0 RAISE A
FORCE OF 118,000 MN,

—; .

Bill ¢o Be Introduced Anto the Mouse o
Raise 60,000 Volunteers,

- A despatoh from Washington, says:
—The army ‘administration on Satur-
day practicdlly completed the most
conmiprehensive plans for raising an
army of 118,000 men for the immedi-
ate occupafion of the Island of Cuba,
and to defend the coasts of the Unit-
ed States. A series of conferences,
the first of which was held between
President McKinley and Secretary Alg-
er, was continued during the day.

It was agreed to organize the regu-
lar army on a war footing according
to the provisions of the Hull hill, pro-
viding for a total force of about 58.-
060 men. The two-battalion organiza~
tion of each regiment, as it exists in
time of peace, is to bhe increased to the
three-battalion organization of four
companies each, having .a total mem-
bership of 1,200. The infantry compan-
ies will have 1268 men each, the cavalry
troops 100, the light hatterigs of ar-
tillery 173, and the heavy batteries of
artillery 200 each. The increase in the
roster of the heavy -artillery batter-
ies is regarded as especialiy necessary
in order to man the high power arme
our-piercing guns, as well as the mort-
ars and other pieces in connsction
with the new sea coast fortifications.

It is expected that the Hull bill will
be taken up in the House on Monday

or Tuesday. It is the intention of the
War Department Jo have -presented on
the same day a bill authorizing the
President to call for 60,000 volunteer
troops, to be composed of menibers of
the National Guard from the several
States. A bill of this kind is being
drafted in the departinent, It is pos-
sible that as soon as the call for vol-
unteers is issued the State troops will
be ordered to go into camyp-at the place
where their encampments are annual-
ly held. I'rom these camyps the volun-
teers could be selected, to be trans-
ported to the Department of the Gulf,
and thence to” the Island of Cuba, or
to sych other places as. required.
" BUYING SUPPLIES.

In anticipation of a call
volunteer troops, the War Department
btas made arrangements for the pur-
chase of large quantities of all kinds
of supplies, equipment, and stores for
distribution, and contracts will be
awarded, immediately after it becomes
evident that war is inevitable,amount-
ing to $1,000,000, for the Quartermast-
er-General’s department alone. Con-
tracts will be awarded on Monday und-
er bids opened, yesterday at the Quar-
termasters’ depots in = Philadelphia,
New. York and Chicago, under which
thousands of dollars will bhe expend-
ed and immense quantities of camp
equipment secured. The contracts in
all cases will call for immediate deliv-
eries at the points in the South to be
designated by the War Department.*

Besides these, the authorities will
purchase 130,000 yards of tentage,with
which the small tents will be manu-
factured, 8,000 overcoats of the army
pattérn, but lighter make, and 10,-
000 camgaign hats, these to be of the
soft felt variety, such as the men wear
on the western plains. Four thousand
canvas hats, 3,000 pairs of “light under-
wear, 5,000 blouses of light make, and
large quantities of other supplies, are
also in the list of articles to be bonght.

\ THE DAIRY OOW.‘ pe
. We must all e the fact that
thsogw is the foundation ‘of the dairy.
'She is the machine with which tfe
d}lg'ym:m does his work. The méchine
by which he Produces milk and butter.
Bhe takes the raw- materials—the hay,

‘0orn, oats, 'bran, 'ete., and converts
theni into the finished product. Of

‘course she I8 mors than a mere ma-
chine as she reproduces her kind as
well as. sustains her life. But aside
from thesé functions, her value iscon-
fined to her . power to manufacture
milk. This being the case, the dairy-

. man in selecting a cow is concerned
In the selection of an animal which
I8 most efficient in this productive
power. _The manufacturer in select-
ing machinery for his factory chooses
that best adapted for the intended
work. FEconomy and efficiency are
the qualities desired, that machine
which will produce the most and best
work with the least waste of fuel and
energy. The farmer or dairyman is
a8 trely a manufacturer as the man
making cloth, tools or clothing. His
farm is his factory and his cow his
machinery by which he works the raw
material of his farm into milk, butter,
or cheese. The same principles gov-
erning the selection of machinery in
the factory, should govern the selec-
tion of his cows. He wants, for the
economical produciion of milk, the cow
that will produce the greater profit
—the cow that will produce the most
and best milk. at the least cost. In
other words, the cow especially adapt-
ed to the production of butter—the
Bpecial purpose cow. The old fallacy
of a double purpose cow is giving way
before the demands of more scientific
methods of farming, although she still
has earnest adherents, Not but they
admit that the special beef animal will
produce more and cheaper heef, and
the special dairy cow will produce but-
ter at a less cost than the general pur-

cow, the claim being that there
greater profits from combining the
two. We suppose the adherents to
this idea would advocate the use of
the old-fashioned combined reaper
and mower f6r grain and grass. The
reaper with the rake or dropper would
not be as efficient in the field as the
improved self-binder, nor the mower
48 ecomomical in time and horse pow-
er as the ball-bearing mower of pres-
ent date; nevertheless one machine
could be used for both purposes. ‘Any
up-to-date farmer would scoff at the
idea. of such a machine on his farm,
yet the same man will cling to the no-
tion that the double purpose cow is the
most profitable. And why ? Simply
because in the one case the advantage
of the special machine is easily ap-
parent, while in the other case he has
not taken the trouhle to know, through
Investigation, the value of one cow
over apother. But the successful
dalryman of the future is going to
be driven to a more intimate know-
ledge of his cows. He will be com-
lled to exercise the most careful
udgment in selecting a cow that will
produce butter at the greatest net
profit. Toose and indifferent meth-
ods in all departments of farming must
be sunplanted by the inteiligent ap-
plication of the most approved tools
and methods. Dairying is no excep-
tion. The dairyman of the future
must of necessity, we predict, manu-
facture his butter with a special dairy
cow. .
[PLANTING AND CARING FCR
GRAPEVINES.

Plant vines eight feet apart each
way. Run rows north and south. Dig
boles 18 inches 8quare, and at ‘least
15 inches deep. If to be had, put five
to eight pounds of old hones in the
bottom of each hole. fill the holes with
good top soil and pulverize it as well
a8 possible. One-year-old vines from
cuttings are best, but thoge two years
old will dg. The plunting should be
done as much as possible with the
hands. Place the roots in their nat-
urul position, and fill around them
closely with good soil which is fine and
At planting, et the .vinn
back to two buds immediately alove the
top of the original cutting, sothe new
growth will start from very near the
ground. When the buds are well start-
ed, rub off all except the st rongest
leoking ones  thus growing but one
vine, which sheuld be kept tied up, as
It lengthens, to a five-foot stake set
at the time of planting.

It is best to trellis at once,

mellow.

but if
work is pressing this may be deferred
till summer or fall. The horizontal
trellis is recommended. In making it,
the posts are set 16 feet apart. Saw
tops off square five or six feet from
the ground. A cross piece of 2x4 two
feet long is laid on the top of each post
and securely nailed at right anzles to
the direction of the row. Three No.
12 galvanized wires are stapled to
these cros pieces, one directly over
the post, and the others one inch from
the ends of the cross-pieces. When the
growth of the vine hus reached the
center wire pinch off the top. The
formation of laterals or branches
now begins, und they should be so
pinched back and directed as to cover
21l three of the wires with /healthy
bearing canes or vines.

Very little summer pruningis done
with the knife, but prune frequently
with thumb and fifger. The ends of
the bearing shoots are pinched off two
or ¥aree laaves beysnd the last cluster
of fruit, and most of the barren shoots
ar rewnved.  The important points

in pruning is, that
made on wood . which
grew - during previous year, and
enough of this should always be left
to bear-a full crop. Prune'early in
winter to avoid bleeding. - COnt back
the bearing shoots to’ from two to four
Jjoints, according to the number of
them on each vine. As no very ex-
plicit directions can be given for prun-
ing in all cases, every grower must
exercise his own intelligént judgment
in the matter.. If bones have been
used as directed, a shovelful of wood
ashes to the vine every year or two
will be sufficient frfilizing; other-
wise fertilize as needed, making sure
that egough potash and phosphoric acid
are used. Cultivate sufficiently of-
tén and thoroughly to keep the soil
mellow and free from weeds.

BUCCESS WITH CURRANTS.
- Prolificacy, size and quality of fruit
are dependent upon generous. fertiliza-
tion of the soil when the plants are
set>ond more upon frequent applica-
tions after théy begin to begr. Under
favorable conditions the currant is a
vigorous grower, and of course meeds
a large supply of food. Its roots are
small and fibrous, so fertilizers should
bo applied generously, directly and at
least annually. The neglect to year-
ly dress the bushes after of bearing

age is the reason many fail to succeed
in the cultivation of this fruit. These
annual dressings need not be large but
should be applled about the roots of
the bushes and always in the fall be-
fore the ground freezes.

Any well rotted manure will be bene-
ficial, elso the addition of wood ashes,
bone-meal or chemical fertilizer. An
application of nitrate of soda in April
when the leaves are coming out, say
150 1bs per acre, and the same amount
again when the fruit is two-thirds
grown, gives excellent results. This
would be a small handful to each hill,
sprinkled about the bushes a little dis-
tance from the stalks. An examina-
tion of the root system of this plant
will convince one of ‘the necessity of
frequent applications of fertilizing
elements to insure good crops of fruit.
‘The roots grow 'in a limited space and
largely near the surface, hence, barn
manure applied in the fall affords pro-
tection against frost, while the rain
ind melting snow carry the soluble
elements into the soil, where they are
appropriated by the roots when growth
commences in early spring.

The prevalence of the gooseberry
saw-fly larvae is looked upon by many
48 a serious drawback in the currant
and gooseberry culture. If looked af-
ter from the time the leaves begin to
develop up to thel 15th of Juns, it can
be readily controlled. Use white helle-
bore as an insecticide. Dust on the
bushes when damp or apply a spray,
mixing one ounce of the hellebore
with a pail of water. Paris green is
more effective, a level teaspoonful to
a pail of water being sufficient. This
may be used early in the season and
the hellebore later, if found necessary
to spray after June 10. A later brood
of insects appears usually after the
fruit is picked, which should he des-
troyed to prevent defoliation of the
plants and subsequent injury of the
following year's crop of fruit.

EXTENT OF THIS INSECT'S RAVAGES
IN THE STATES.
- = g
The Fest Has Enfested Twenty States —
Characteristics and' Methods of the Bug
—= Méthods for Tts Destiuction Mast be
FPersistently Carried 'Omp — Eneantes

Which Prey Upon It.

The United Btates Agricultura: De-
rartment has just issued a bulletin on
the San Jose scale in 1896-57, prepar-
ed by Entomologist L. 0. Howard. It
is of miuch interest at this time in view
of the recent edict of the German Gov-
ernment the legislation of the Canad-
ian Parliament, prohibiting the im-
portation of jiving plants, fruits, ete.,
because of the alleged discovery of scale
on pears shipped from California. In
the light pf what we now pow, the
bulletin says, onr agricultural know-
ledge of the distribution of the scale
in the Fast in the autumn of 1895 was
comparatively slight. It was then re-
ported as occurring in twenty States,
but in comyparatively few localities in
each, with the single exception of New
Jersey. In 1896-§7 actual field inspec-
tion in Virginia, Maryland, Illinois,
Ohio, Georgia and several others show-
ed- that in these States the insect was
nearly as widespread as in New Jersey,
while twelve States and the Distriet of
Columbia have been added to the num-
bec containing infested plants. The con-
dition in over thirty States and Ter-
ritories are then given, some of the
more important being as follows:

California.—In this SBtate the in-
sect is or has been generally distribut-
ed. The conditions of climate some-
times kiil jt out, and it often seems to
be destroyaed by a fungus disease, but
neglected and improperly sprayed or-
chards exhibit trees in as bad condition
as can be found in any of ‘the orchards
of New Jersey or Maryland.

Maryland,— Mor?ctu&l damage
Seems Yo have beeni¥done in this State
than in a!most any other. The scale
has been treated in sixteen counties,

Iilinois.—The scale was not known
to exist in this State in November, 95,
but Prof. Forbes has found twenty-two
colonies in nineteen different localities
situated in eleven counties,

Michigan.—This State, not known
to be infested in 1895, has been found to
have a number of infested localities in

the southern half.

New Jersey.—In ‘his last bulletin
Prof. Smith states that all efforts to
exterminate the insect scale must he
abandoned. In 1895 the scale was wide-
spread and since that time the situa-
tion has not become perceptibly better.
A list of fifty-five fruit and shade trees
and ornamental shrubs aifected by the
pest is given._ Considerahle space is
devoted te a discussion of the remedies
suggested to kill the pest.

THE BUG AND ITS RAVAGES.

The S8an Jose scale insect has been
for some time past a very serious cause
of worry to fruit growers, Almost mi-
croscopic in  size, the “pernicious
scale,’”” as it is otherwisel called, is at-
tackipg the fruit orchards and fruit
patches in nearly a score of States, and
destroying them as effectually as if the
fruit-producing districts were overrun
by fire. The bug in question has a
very curious life history. The male,
in its perfect state, is fly like, with two
wings and long feelers; his eyes are
purple and his wings iridescent with
yeilow and green. His existence in this
form only lasts a few hours, at the end
of which he dies. The rest of the 25
days of his lifetime is spent beneath; a
waxy scale, formed on the tree-bark
from B secretion exuded from his body.
It is the same with the fema'e, save
that she never assumes wings. When
siie is aboult 35 days old the female
begins to give birth to young ones. The
latter are not.produced from eggs, but
are born a'ive, The baby insect forces
itself out from beneath its mother’s
protecting sca'e and runs about over
the hapk of the trea until it finds a
suitable/place to settle. When the
J proper spot is found, the infant bug in-

b

serts through the bark its long,brist le-
like sucking beak, then it proceeds to
The insect a'l its life long, is a
bloodsucker. It sucks the blood, or
sap, of the plant. When millions—aye,
billions,—of the creatures are attacking
| & tree together, the latter must suc-
cumb before Jong, as a man would do if
he were exposed, bound and helpless, to
the combined assau:ts of myriads of
mosquitoes, The .new born bug is
orange ye!low, with an oval body and
six"legs.

THE SCALE

Is formed by the s'ow melting togeth-
er of the filaments of wax. Eventually
the males issue from beneath their
scales in the winged form described.
It is estimated that a single female
may have 3,216,000,000. descendants in
a single season,and under favorable
conditions a large proportion of this
enormous number will .actually sur-
vive. The bugs occupy all parts of the
infested plant—trunk, limbs, twigs,
leaves and fruit. One of the chief dif.
ficulties in connection with this in-
sect pest has to do with the ways in
wh.icg it Is distributed and carried to
previously uninfested localities, Young
fruit trees growh in nurseries and ship-
ped all over the country are apt to
convey it. Being very small individu-
ally, the scales are not likely to be
observed until the infestation has be-

come very bad. Fruit, too, is apt to
be infested; and-to-serve as ‘a

able insect {s found in Australia,Chile
and Hawaii, all likelihood” it was
introduced into the United States from
Chile. Tt is said to have reached Cali-
fornia first in 1870. The name bestowed
Upon it comeg from the fact that it first
appeared conspicuously in the San Jose
Valley, California. By 1873 it had be-
come a serious pest in that region,
and from that time on it spread rapid-
ly northward and eastward. In the
‘East it was first discovered in 1898, at
Charlotteville, Va. Since then the
plague has extended alarmingly, and it
is now found in many localities in near-
by all of the Easter States. Fortuna-
tely, the scale-bug has insect enemies
which prey upon it—notably, a kind of
beetle. These are being encouraged in
California, and seem to be reducing its
numbers there. In Florida recently has
been discovered a peculiar fungus,
which' attacks it as a disease. Washes
of kerosene and other substances are
employed as destroying agents. But no
measures can be effective unless per-
sistently carried out, and it is believed
that the pest can never be extermin-
ated wholly in badly infested places.

FABRIC'S NAMES TRANSLATED,

Many of our fabrics and dress goods
have French names—and we use.them
without much idea that they origin-
ally had any meaning.

Armure is a material woven so that
the cloth hks the effect of being wov-
en with small seeds on the thread.

Barre refers to a fabric crossed by
bars of a contrasting color.

Bayadere comes from the dancing
girls of the East, whose garments are
made of stuff crossed from selvage to
selvage with stripes, and when worn
with stripes appear to run around the
body. {

Beige—Composed of yarn in which
two colors are mixed.

Bourle—A fabric baving a marked
curl or loop in the yarn, which is
thrown to the surface. Boucle, is
French for curl.

Bourette—This puts a lump instead
of a curl on the surface. The word
comes from bourer—to stuff.

Carreau—The same as checks.
reaux meani squares.

Chene—A printed effect.

Orepon—A crepe or crinkled effect.

Damasse—A figured fabric, showing
2 contrast in luster between the
groundwork and the figure. We have
the same idea carried out in damask
linen.

Drap d’Ete—An all-wool fabric with
a twilled face and broadcloth back, wo-
ven as a twill and finished as a broad-
cloth, with the gloss showing on the
back of the fabric.

Drap de Paris—A twilled armure. In
the weaving the seed-like effects are
given a twill effect as in a serge.

tamine—Open work effect.

Friese.—A fabric in which the pile
stands up from the surface in uncut
loops. Frieser is to curl, or, as we
say, to friz.

Gloria is a silk and wool material.

Jacquard—A weave called after its
inventor, in which every warp thread
can be made to move independently of
any other, intricate figures being this
produced. All such complex figured fa-
brics are classed under the broad name
of Jacquards.

Matelasse—A fabric whose face is
broken into rectangular figures and
puffed up 80 as to resemble quilting.
Maéglasue may best be translated as

t ;

elange (literally, mixed) —A fabric
produced from yarn that has been
either printed in the wool or dyed of
different weolors and mixed together
before being spun.

Satin Berber—A satin-faced wool fa-
bric with a wool back. The effect is
one of finish, rather than of weave.

Satin' Soeil—A satin-faced armure fa-
bric woven with a ribbed effect,

Sicilian.—A plain-weave fabric com-
posed of a cotton warp and mohair fill-
ing, with the filling threads less twist-
ed and broader on the surface than
in regular mohair.

Twill—A raised cord running in a
diagonal direction in the fabric from
left to right. Any fabric with this
weave may be called a twill, The num-
ber of twills to the inch in cashmere,
and other standard fabrics is often us-
ed to indicate their quality.

Vigoureux.—An effect produced by
printing the yarn of which the fabric
is composed and using it without any
regard to order or design.

Zibeline — A wool material used in
imitation of sable fur. It has on the
face long hairs that give it a fur-like
appearance, and may be produced in
several ways- but all give the same
distinguishing feature—a ° “camel’s-
hair”’ fabriz.
