l"HE merchants hesitate somewhat

What it will do is to
give greater stead iness to that in salt cod,

1o prevent excessive fluctuations in price;

and, in any case, they say they are pre-

pared to assist, if it is a question of food
supply for the Empire at this time of

Crisis.

Newfoundland is ready to do ‘her 'part;
it rests with this country to provide suit-
able sea-transport for the getting of the
fish across.

What are the ch|ef kinds of fish? Dr.
Hugh Smith, the Commissioner of Fisher-
ies at Washington, one of the greatest
living authorities on the fisheries of the
Western North Atlantic, writing to me
on the subject in 1911, said: “The fish-
ing grounds on the coasts of Newfound-
land and Labrador, and those of Greenland
and Iceland, constitute the most produc-
tive waters for certam “kinds of fish*on ]
the western side ‘of the Atlantic Oeean.
and the supply is more or less constant.
Each important species is, of course, not
obtainable throughout the year, but there
1s no month in which some kind of com-
mercial fish may not be obtained in large
quantities  In addition to cod, which is
the staple fish of this region, and halibut,
which is caught chiefly by American fish-
ermen, there is an enormous supply of
herring and a fairly good supply of sal-
mon, trout, and lobster, together with
caplin and squid, which are in bigdemand
tor bait. There are also various kinds of
flat fish which are nqt now utilised to any
large extent, together with' cusk, hake,
and other deep-sea fishes. The tuna, or

the Newhndhnd ﬁshermen at the pres-
ent time do not make any use of this
species. I would call particular attention
to the abundance of halibut on the West
Coast of Newfoundland, where the Ameri-
cans have been carrying on a profitable
fishery for many years in in-shore waters,
The enarmous bodies of herring which

resort to the bays on the West Coast in|

winter support a large fishery that is con-
ducted primarily by Canadian and Ameri-
can vessels. These fish are taken in a
frozem and salted condition to the home
port, and meet a ready demand.”

The above statements have since been
confirmed in the fullest way in a detailed
report by Mr. Walter Duff, of the Scottish
Fishery Board, who made an extended
inspection of the fisheries on behalf of the
Newfoundland Government in 1914, [
may mention that I was privileged to
accompany Mr. Duff, and so was enabled
to aoguire a great deal of valuable first-
hand information regarding the nature
and extent of these immensely valuable
and prolific fishing grounds. [ will quote
briefly what Mr. Duff said about the more
abundant kinds of fish. It will give some
idea of how varied and extensive the
Newfoundland,” he says, " is the cod, so
much so that it overshadows all other
fish. Its total value last year (1913) was
£1,044,700, while thé value of the herrings
was only £79,963. Yet fromi my own
observations and from the information T
was able to acquire there seems to be no
doubt that, properly handled, the herring
fishery may become almost as important
“and as valuable as the cod.” He speaks
most favorably also about the salmon;
which is not the Pacific salmon, but the
same a8 our British salmon. Mr. Duff
deals briefly ‘with many other kinds of
tisk—haddock, hake, halibut, the New-
foundland turbot, flatfish, skate, caplin,
smelts, sea-bream, tuna or horse-mackerel,
lobsters, and eels.

I would here point out that the general
view is that the U. S. markets are the
natural and best markets for Newfound-
land fish—that is to say, fresh fish: and
it is quite true, that unless steps are taken
to bring these fisheries into touch with
the British markets they will inevitably
turn towards those of the United States,
Where steps are already being taken to-
wards that end, especially now that the
impdrt duty has been taken off fish in the
United States tariff. The fish are there
and will be utilized: we may ‘be sure of
% Shall it be by the United States -or
by ourselves 7 . It is certain that for many
years the British Isles, and through us the
Cemtinent, will be able to absorb as much
fish as they can get, and it would be a
thousand pities if the products of these
sreat Imperial fisheries were allowed to
be diverted to a foreign market, as they
certaindy will be if no effect is made to
attract them here.

The
real pinch’will comé a year or so after the
war, when all thiswork is at an end; when
the exhaustion of the war and the tight-

T:eavy taxation and the depletion of ‘sup~
plies. . That is what happened after the
Napoleomc wars—what happens \after
every great war. Then, if Newfoundland
is'in a position to supply fish in sufficient
quantity to bring the prices down to be-
fore-war rates, or even lower, she will be
rendering inestimable national service.
But that fish cannot be supplied unless
the necessary preparations are made be-
forehand ; the feans, not only for catch-
ing, but for collection and storage. It will
be too late when the war is over; the
proper time for making these preparations
is now. At the Imperial stocktaking
at the end of the war, is the fish supply

om Newfoundiand, with all its vast
poteufia'lizien, to'be taken-‘;nto aocount or

a warning again and again of the urgent
necessity of looking ahead; of making
ready beforehand. He has taken a keen
interest in the possibility of a trade in
fresh fish, and has always insisted that in
all calculations, in all trade arrangements
for the future, and particularly in the
question of the development of the fisher-
ies, it is wise to assume that at the end
of the war we shall have to deal with en-
tirely changed conditions, and that we
must equip ourselves in advance t) cope
with them. He has insisted equally strong8
ly on the necessity of building up this
coming trade on stable economic found-
ations ; that it must be a trade which will
pay under normal conditions; not an
emergency trade rushed into hurriedly be-
cause of the passing exigencies of the
war. And if it be properly organized,
with co-operation and co-ordination here
and in Newfoundland, théere need be no
fgar for the future: that the trade will
not. be permanent and- increasing; the
world-scarcity of food will ensure that.

The problem, so far as Newfoundland
is concerned, is a perfectly simple one.
Just as Australia, New Zealand, and the
Argentine have enriched themselves, and
have been able to build up an immense
trade by transporting in a chilled or
frozen state their vast supplies of meat to
the teeming populations of Europe, so
Newfoundland has it in her power to build
up quite as great a trade, and to enrich
herself, proportionately, in the same way
that these countries have done. if she can
but devise some means of transporting
her equally vast supplies of fish, in a fresh
or frozen condition, to the great markets
of Europe and America, where fresh fish
is every day coming more and more- into
demand. ‘She has the never-failing har-
vest of the sea around her shores She
has the men and the means to gather it
in; all she hastodois to find a way to
forward it to the markets where it is
needed. She can build up one of the
greatest and most lucrative industries in
the world, but it is an industry which in
ordinary times, like the British fisheries,
and like the Australian and New Zealand
‘meat trade, would take time and patience
to organizé and to develop.

But in war, and in times of food urgency
like these, things are done in a few
months which at other times it would re-
quire years to accomplish. And it must
be remembered that the development of
these fisheries is an Imperial, and not
'merely a Newfoundtand question.

One word in conclusion. When the

There will
be plenty of work for freq land- for
a homestead, good / o be made, and
a comfortable living, ‘Vfough at times a
somewhat hard one, for those who are

little of the war as he will, whereas those
that be strongest by land are many times
nevertheless in great straits,”

You may like to know whether there is
any likelihood of the enterprise of which
I spoke taking definite shape, and I am
glad to say there is, There are still ob-
stacles in the way, but they are being
gradually overcome ; and we have every
reason to think that before long two boats
will be geady for work. One is already
partly built, and the other can be built
very speedily. They ought to be bringing
fish across some time in the early autumn.
Should this prove to be'so it will be large-
ly owing to the encouragement and assis-
tance afforded by the Board of Agriculture
and Fisheries, which has recognized from
the beginning of the war what an effect a
regular supply of fish from Newfoundland
would have upon the food supply, and has
done all in its power to enable such a
supply to be obtained.—United Empire,
for November, 1917.

THE HALIFAX
RELIEF FUND

Definite news of the ternble explosion

St. Andrews, N. B.
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Final Appeal Judge
- Gives Ruling ¢
Mr. Justice Duff (the Final Gourt of Appeal) De-

clares it is Essential that there shall be No
Diminution in Agricultural Production.

(Published by authority of Director of Public Information,
Ottawa.)

Hon. Mr. Justice Duff gave judgment on December

6th, in the first test case brought before him, as Central
Appeal Judge (the final court of appeal), for the exemp-
tion of a farmer. The appeal was made by W. H. Rown-
tree in respect of his son, W..J. Rowntree, from the

decision of Local Tribunal, Ontario, No. 421, which

refused a claim for exemption. The son was stated to

be an experienced farm.hand, who had been working-

on the farm continuously for the past-seven years, and
ever since leaving school. . He lives and works with his
father, who owns a farm of 150 acres near Weston,
Ontario. . With the exception of a younger brother, he
is the only male help of the father on the farm. The
father is a man of advanced years,

In granting the man exemption “until he ceases to
be employed in agricultural labor,” Mr. Justice Duff
said:

“The Military Service Act does not deal with the
subject of the exemption of persons engaged in the agri-
cultural industry; and the question which it is my duty
to decide is whether the applicant being and having
been, as above mentioned, habitually and effectively en-
gaged in agriculture and in labor essential to the carry-
ing on of agricultural production, ought to be exempted
under the provisions of the_Military Service Act.

“These two propositions are indisputable :

“(1) In order that the military power of the allies
may be adequately sustained, it is essential that in this
commiry and under the present conditions, there
showld be no diminution in agricultural production.

“(2) Th? supp‘lzlt of competent labor available for
‘the purpose of agricultural production is not abundant,
but -gg’ﬂyu deficient. ;
~  “The proper conclusion appears to be that the ap-
Plsant, a competent person, who had been habitually
and effectively engaged .in labor essential to such pro-
dwetion, ought not to be withdu\!n from it.

“It is perhaps unnecessary to say that such exemp-
tiens are not granted as concessions on account of 'per-
somal hardship, still less as a favor to a class. The sole
ground of them is that the national interest is the better
served by keeping these men at home.. - The supreme
mecessity (upon the existence of which, as its preamble
shows, this policy of the Military Service Act is found-
ed) that leads the State to take men by compulsion and
put them in the fighting line requires that men shall be
kept at home who are engaged in work essential to en-

ble the State to maintain the full efficiency of the com-
;ntg;t forces, and whose places cannot be takem by
pthers not within the class called out.”

HoN. SIR MACKENZIE BOWELL

Belleville, Ont., Dec. 10—Sir Mackenzie
Bowell died this evening at 7.40, following
a week’s illness.

The late Hon. Sir Mackenzie Bowell
_was born in Rickinghall, Suffolk, England,
on December 27, 1823, the son of John
Bowell, a carpenter and builder, coming
to Canada with his parents in 1833. In
1834 he entered the office of the Belleville
Intelligencer as a “ printer’s devil,” from
which he climbed to the editorship and
propietorship of the paper, which he held
ever since. He was thus the " Nestor of
Canadian journalism.” He entered the
‘house of commons in 1867 as member for
North Hastings serving until twenty-six
years later, when he was appointed tothe
Senzte, where he was leader of the Con-
servative forces till 1906. He was’ Minis-
ter of Cust: in the Macdonald cabinet
in the Abbot government, and as Minister
of Trade and Commerce in the, cabinet of
Sir John Thompson in 1893 visited Aus-
tralia, where he arranged for the holding
of the second Intercolonial Conference.
which resulted in the institution of imper-
ial conference in London.

On_December .21, 1894, he succeeded
the late Sir John Thompson as premier,
taking also the office of president of the
council, holding office till 1896. He was
{ knighted on January 1, 1895. The vet-
| eran Canadian statésman was also a vet-
eran of the Fenian Raid of 1866. He was
a leader in the Orange order, holding, at
one time, the office of grand master.
was p_re;fdent of the Imperial Association
of Canada, a governor of Toronto Univer-
sity, and a member of the senate of Albert
College (Methodist).

"In 1847 he married Harriet Louise
Meere, who died in 1884. Two sons sur-
vive -him-J. M. Bowell, collector of
customs at Vancouver, and C. J.- Bowell,
editor of the Belleville Intelligencer.
Three daughters also survive—Mrs. J.
G. Jamieson, St. Paul, Minn.; Mrs, George
W. McCarty and Mrs. Charles P. Meiton,
Belleville.

A grandson, Private Ian MacKenzie
Bowell, was wounded in France in 1916.

A Bookman's Budget. Composed and
Complled by Austin Dobson. London
H. Milford. 3s.6d. net.

R. Austin Dobson has composed a

delightful miscellany, partly origin-
al and partly “conveyed” from other
men’s writings. It is the very thing. for
those odd quartersof an hour which many.
of us, unlike Gladstone, do not know how
to employ usefully. Mr. Dobson  touches
on many llter‘ry topics, small and great.
* Flaubert and Style,” * The Seduction of
the Second«lass,” “ The Epithet ‘Senti-
mental’” “The Dread of Imitation,”
“ Goldsmith on Plagiarism,” “ Guicciar-
dini’s Prolixity,” are a few items that we
note at random. To some he givesa
page, to others a paragraph. Here and
there are light verses of his own, with a
few by other authors. Wherever we open
the book, ‘we find 'something’ curious or
amusing. As economy is the order of the
day, let us quote first a maxim of Guic-
ciardini, who, though he could not prac-
tise thrift in the use of words, described
“ True Husbandry ” as accurately as any
Scotsman of fable :(—

“ The principal - thing, in matters of
economy, is to cut off all superfluousex-
pemses; but true husbandry, in my mind,
doth lie in expending the same money to
more vantage than another; and, as the
vulgar say, to have four pennies for your
groat.”

On another page Mr. Dobson discusses
the old problem how to pronounce
* Pamela.” We are reminded that people
disagreed in Richardson’s day; as Field-
ing's Pedlar told Parson Adams, "some
pronounce it one way, and some the
other.” Richardson made the "e” short.
Pope made it long in his couplet: —

“The gods, to curse Pamela with her
pray’rs,

Gave the gilt Coach and dappled Flanders
mares.”

Sir Philip Sidney, from whose ~Arcadia

Pope borrowed the name, pronounced it in

the same way, as is known from his " old

dittie ” beginning :—

* Philoclea and Pamela sweet

By chance in one great hous did meet.”
Dipping into the book afresh, we come on
the controversy raised by Swinburne in
the Spectator a generation back as to the
authorship of the famous phrase in the
Zatler, No. 49, “ To love her is a liberal
education.” Swinburne declared that
Congreve wrote it; Mr. Dobson agrees
with most authorities in assigning it to
Steele. Another instance of a mistaken
attribution, based on considerations of
style, is-that of the old chap-book Tommy
Trip, which has been assigned to Gold-
smith because it contaihes the familiar
jingle :—

“ Three Children sliding on the Ice
Upon a Summer’s Day,
As it fell out they All fell in,
The Rest they ran away.”
Many people would say that Hood- wrote
it- - As a matter of fact, a Latin version
of the quatrain appeared in the Gentle-
man’s Magazine for 1754, when Goldsmith
was studying at Leyden. The lines were
quoted in a book of 1713, and have been
traced back to a story in doggerel rhyme
which was printed in 1653 and may have
amused our Puritan forefathers at a still
earlier date. Mr. Dobson has an interest-
ing note on the saying, "It is only a step
from “the sublime to the ridiculous.”
Napoleon said this to the Abbé de Pradt.
But, did he invent the aphorism? Tom
Paine in his Age of Reason wrote: " One
step above the sublime makes the ridicu-
lous, and one step above the ridiculous
- makes the sublime.” But Marmontel
years before had said: " Asarule, the
ridiculous touches the sublime”; and he
had been anticipated, a century earlier, by
Fontenelle, who wrote in his Dialogucs of
the Dead: “One could not show more
clearly how the magnificient and the ridic-
wlous are so near that they touch.” The
sport of hunting aphorisms till they dis-
appear in the mists of antiquity has a fas-
cination for Mr. Dobson.. Even Buffon is
shown to have borrowed his famous “Le
style est 'homme méme” (" Style is the
wan lumself ) from Quintilian, who pro-
bably found it in some forgotten Greek
author. The Navy will be interested in
the quotation from Cowper's Tume Piece,
answering his question, “What was a
monitor in George’s days ?” in the lines:—
* A monitor is wood-plank shaven thin.
We wear it at our backs.”
The “ monitor ” of the early Georges was,
in other words, a " backboard,” such as
Amelia Sedley wore at Miss Pinkerton’s
" Academy. Mr. Austin Dobson isiso en-
tertaining that we might go on quoting
indefinitely. His little book will be
specially welcome, we imagine, to book
men in the Navy or the Army who are
cut off from libraries, as it deals concisely
with a wide range of subjects.—The Spec-
tater.
