G00D PROGRESS BEING MADE

The Hall Mines Smelter—News of Lardeau and
Trout Lake—Prospectors Qut on the Hills
in Many Sections—The Slocan Still Has
Snow Falling in Places. =

There is nothing very special this week
to report from outside camps. Warmer
and moré seasonable weather -8’ every-
where reported, with the exception of
some portions of the Slocan, where the
snow still holds on. The rush of travel
into the Boundary Creek country contin-
ues. No positive settlement of the eight-

hour law question in the Slocan and Nel-
son divisions has been reached, but there
are indications that an arrangement will
be arrived at before the 1st of June.

Below will be found items of interest
from many properties.

LARDEAU-TROUT LAKE.

A great deal of work will be done on
the John L. group as soon as the smow
Jeaves the ground.

Stanley Nix is working on his property,
the Beta, located on Trout creek about
two miles from Trout Lake.

Work is progressing very favorably on
the Silver Queen. They expect to be
through the contract in two weeks.

Work will be commenced shortly on
the St. Elmo. Captain Johnson will as-
sist Hugh MecPherson and Neil Swinton
in the work.

The Beatrice has a showing of 30 in-
ches of solid ore in the lower tunnel. The
average value of the ore shipped will be
§125 per ton in silver and lead.

THE CROW’S NEST SCANDAL.

What an Eastern Paper Has to Say of
the Deaths of Fraser and Macdonald.

In referring to the report of the gov-
ernment inquiry into the deaths of
Fraser and Macdonald, workmen on the
Crow’s Nest Pass railway, the Hamilton
Herald says:

@ommissioner Clute has reported at
length on the scandals in connection with
the deaths of young Fraser and Macdon-
ald, workmen employed on the Crow’s
XNest Pass railway. The report confirms
the worst rumors of the inhumanly cruel
treatment to which these men were sub-
jected. The lives of Fraser and Macdon-
ald were sacrificed to the spirit of greed
which prompted their taskmasters to
work them like packhorses and house
them like swine and to utterly heglect
them when they fell sick. Mr. Clute
recomnfends that on such work as the
Crow’s Nest Pass railway there should be
4 medical officer appointed by the govern-
ment, together with a fully equipped
field hospital. One can’t see why the
government should be at the expense of
providing for the needs of sick men em-
ployed by the C. P. R. or contractors do-
ing work for it. There should, however,
be a governent inspector to see that the
company or the contractors provide for
the necessities of the workers, both when
they are well, and when they are sick. So
much for the future. In the meantime
the country would like to know who was
responsible for the deaths of those two
men on the northern prairies. In Mr.
Clute’s report that point seems to be
evaded. He condemns the cruel treatment
which thes ick men received, but appar-
ently makes no effort to fasten the re-
sponsibility upon the guilty parties. In
this respect the report is weak and dis-
appointing. Inhumanity of a similar
kind is not to be checked by merely stat-
ing that inhumanity is to be condemned.
Some person or persons are responsible
for the deaths of Fraser and Macdonald.

THE REPUBLIC LETTER.

An Interview With a Gentiemnn From tie
South Haif.

Republic, May 21.—[Special.]—The Min-
er’g correspondent had rather an inter-
esting talk with a gentleman who has re-

turned from the south half. A 20-foot
shaft has been sunk on the Richmond,
and t}ge assays run from $5 to $44 in gold.
The Sunlight has a 1u-toot shaft with a
wide ledge. Considerable work has been
done on the Blackrock. The claims are in
King’s camp, 25 miles south of Republic,
and are situated on Gold creek. Mr. King
hgs been working a crew of men on the
Nesplem claim, where the strike has been
reported. For over 60 feet the ledge has
been stripped and crosscut, the intention
being to sink a shaft to a depth of several
hundreh feet. Mr. King will also develop
the Bomanza group. Ed Gove and  son
are now in the camp with a complete out-
fit, intendirg to develop their claims. On
Deer creek, Whilford and Martin have
run a 50-foot tunnel and crossed a 19-foot
ledge, which at a th 6f 35 feet, aver-
ages $12.60 in gold. Great parallel ledges
cut their way through mountains and val-
leys for over 10 miles from King’s, Davis’
Park City and Callahan camps, which av-
erage high in gold, silver and lead. The
‘assays received yesterday from the Eva
Fay, in Callahan’s camp, ran so high that
Mr. Callahan desires to again sample the
bottom of the 12-foot shaft, to assure him-
self of its complete accuracy.

A pack tran has arrived from Myer’s
Falls, making the trip in two days. They
were loaded with such luxuries as straw-
berries, lettuce and other green dainties.

The shaft on the cross vein of the
Blacktail has encountered rich ore, which
runs from $13 to $45, the average value
being $25.

The Shipments Last Week Reached
Over 4,000 Tons.

THE BLACK IRON STRIKE

It Is Six Feet in Width and the Ore Isof a
Fair Grade—The Vein on the Iron Horse
Has Been Crosscut for 30 Feet—Ore is of
Low Grade.

The terrible accident which happened in
the War Eagle mine Saturday morning,
whereby four miners met a sudden and
awful death has somewhat interfered with
the mining businéss of the camp. It was
difficult yesterday to get mining men to
discuss' any subject other than the War
Eagle disaster. The new machinery at the
War Eagle was not turned over during
the week, and the Centre Star has conse-
quently not started to ship regularly. The
fron Mask has arranged to ship at least
350 tons per week in future, but this last
week only sent down 18 tons. The Le Roi
shipped steadily all week, sending down
2,173 tons to the smelter at Northport.
The total shipments for the week, while
falling below those of last week are well
above .the average, 4,078 tons representing
the output. It xzemains to be seen wheth-
er the accident in the War Eagle will re-
sult in a further delay of the advance
promised last week for this mine and the
Centre Star. Until this is accomplished
the ore shipments are likely to remain
stationary.

Work has been resumed upon the White
Bear and the Deer Park and developments
are being rapidly pushed on both prop-
erties.

The Ore Shipments.

The ore shipments for the past week
are somewhat lighter than for the week
before, and aggregate 4,078 tons. This is,
however, understood to be the minimum
of the shigments from now_ on. Some
slight trouble in the Le Roi mines reduced
its shipments below what had been expect-
ed, and yesterday the War Eagle shipped
nothing. There 1s a considerable amount
of ore in the Centre Star mine read% for
shipment, but the Iron Mask will be a
small shipper for the next few weeks, until
the new machinery is installed, when it
will become one of the big mines of the
camp.

THE VOTING WAS VERY QUIET.

Workers For and Against the The
Resuit Cleared the Atmosphere and the
Citizens Now Know Exactly Where They
Are At.

Two bylaws of mmportance were adopt-
ed by a large majority by the freeholders
of this city at an election held Monday.
One was to raise by way of debentures
the sum of $150,000 to purchase, or con-
struct, equip, maintain and operate a sys-
tem of waterworks and to operate a sys-
tem of electric lights in this city. The
other was for the city to raise by way of
debentures the sum of $25,000 for improv-
ing certain of the streets and avenues of
the city.
The water and light bylaw was adopt-
ed by a vote of 174 for and 33 against, or
a majority of 141 in its favor. This was a
majority of 84 per cent.
The street improvement bylaw was
adopted by a vote of 200 for and four
against. This made the majority for the
bylaw. 196, or practically unanimous.
The election was one of unusual quiet-
ness. The oppositionists, who were hope-
lessly in the minority, fought the water
and light bylaw the hardest, but the
fight they put.up was not of much effect,
as was shown‘by the returns. Its leading
opponents were J. Fred Ritchie, Hector
MecPherson, D. B. Bogle, H. S. Wallace,
ex-mayor, Thomas Beamish, Andy Daly,
Thomas Barr and John E. Taylor.
The opponents were few in number,
but about 1 o’clock they made consider-
able of a stir and it was for a short time
feared that they would accomplish some-
thing. This caused the friends of the py-
law to put forth renewed exertions, and
they can point to the result of the ballot-
ing with considerable pride.’ The city
will now soon own a light and water ser-
vice of its own.

A Terrible Fatality in the War Eagle |
Mine This Morning.

THE MEN FELL DOWN 350 FEET

Engineer Rock Hull Lost Control of the New |
Electrical Engine and the Skip Fell With
Five Men on It==Two Severely Injured and
May Die.

Killed—
H. A. Honeyford,
James O. Palmer,

Thomas Nelville.

Injured—
\W. F. Schofield,
Mike Cook.

At 12:30 o’clock this morning an acci-
dent occurred in the War Eagle by which
three men lost their lives and two were
ceverely injured. -At the hour mentioned
Thomas Nelville, H. A." Honeyford,
James O. Palmer, Mike Cooke and W. F.
Schofleld got on the skip in the main
shaft of the mine for the purpose of go-
ing from one level to another.

R. Hall, who was the engineer, in charge
of the electric hoist, seems to have lost
control of the skip in some inesplicable
manner, and the Tesult was that it
dropped from the 250-foot level to the 600-
foot level, a distance of 350 feet. The
skip was smashed and broken, and the
dead and the wounded mixed up in the
wreck. The miners working in the other
parts of the mine hurried to the rescue
of their unfortunate comrades. It was
found that Thomas Neville, A. J. Honey-
ford and James O. Palmer were killed.

Michael Cooke and W. F. Scofield were
severely injured.

Th cage was;so badly smashed and the
machinery was so out of order that it was
found to be impossible to hoist the dead
2nd wounded out in this way. Short lad-
ders were secured, and the wounded were
fastened to them and taken by the miners
to the surface through the Iron Mask
workings.

Thy were taken to the Sisters- hospital,
where their injuries were attended to. It
is said that thy are pretty badly hurt, but
just how seriously could not be learned
this morning.

The dead were brought out in the same
manner and taken - to the undertaking
establishment of Lockhart & Jordan,
whither they were escorted by a number of
their friends and fellow workers.

News of the accident reached this
office at too late an hour to learn more of
the particulars of the tragedy or to state
who is respomsible. An inquest will,
doubtless, be held and then the responsib-
ility for the terrible accident can be laid
on the shoulders of the proper parties.

The terrible accident which happened at
the War Eagle mine Saturday morning,
was one of the most frightiul that has
ever occurred in the Rossiand camp. Five
men started to come up irom the 250-foot

level and got into the skip in the ordinary
way. They were fully entitled to ride in
the skip, and were passengers in the or-
dinary way going on service from one part
of the mine to the other. “When the sig-

nal was given for the hoisting of the skip, |

which entails on the engineer in charge a
considerable exertion of strength,
braced himself, and as he did so, the lever
gave way. The power had already been
turned on, and the drum at once began
to revolve for a downward frip. The
quick release of the lever when the great
exertion was put forth, threw Rock Hull
the engineer, backward to the steps com-
ing up to the platform, and before he rould
pick himself up the accident probably hap-
pened.

In the power ,room are two separate
drums, each running a skip, and these can
be arranged to run either way, and either
separately or together. There are four
levers for the engineer in charge to handle,
the two center ones being connected -with
the clutches that work the drums, one
lever for each drum, and two others work
the strap brakes. These levers are con-
nected like all other levers, by pins, and
these pins are held in place by nuts. One
of these nuts, by some means, became
loosened, and left the connecting pin a
chance to work out. It was this pin that
caused the accident. It worked its way
out, and when the signal came the drum
was released. The skis started down with
frightful ‘velocity, and with the result
that H. A. Honeyford, James O. Palmer
and Thomas Neville were instantly killed,
and W-.@. Scofield was so badly nurt that
he died at 1 o’clock yesterday, while
Michael Crook, who was slightly hurt and
will recover. N

The engineer said
that the blame should not fall on him, as
it was not his fault, and he wamted the
witness to tell the boys so. This the wit-
ness agreed to do, as he did not consider
that the engineer was to blame after he
had inspected the lever and ascertained
what had happened. The .men were not
compelled to ride on the skips, but there
were no orders to prevent their doing so.
There were three other ways the men
could use in getting in and out of the
levels, but the witness stated to a juror
that if a man were to pack steel up to
the surface in any other way than b the
skips it would take him about three hours
to do it. There were ladders the full
length of thé main shaft. Men were en-
gaged specially in taking up drills to the
surface to be sharpened and returning to
the levels, with others that had been
sharpened. The majority of the men do
not ride upon the skips, but there are no
orders iorbiddirg them to do so.

T. s W. Kenning testified to the
death of the four men. Two were instant-
ly killed and one died in the wagon on
the way to the hcspital, and one di
some hours later in the hospital. Every-
thing possible was done, concluded the
doctor to alleviate the sufferings of the
men ufter the accident.

MINES INCREASE IN'VALUE.

HOW

It is interesting to note how mines in-
crease in value as they pass into different
hands. This is most emphatically shown
by the figures at which some of the larger
properties of _this and other camps are
now held. Take the War Eagle, for in-
stance. 1t was purchased by Patrick
Clark and associates for a nominal sum.
They incorporated it for $500,000 in $1
shares. Then it was sold to the Gooder-
ham-Blackstock syndicate for $700,000.
The War Eagle Consolidated Mining com-
pany was organized on January 22, 1897,
with a capital stock of $2,000,000. The
shares of this company have steadily ad-
vanced in price until now they are worth
say $3.60 per share. This would make the
value of the War Eagle $7,200,000. This
is over fourteen times the value of the
company originally formed by Patrick
Clark, and shows how stock sometimes
advances, and how much a rich mine is
valued by the public.

Then look at the present value of the
Le Roi, and compare it with the time that
it was given to Colonel Topping in 1890
for recording fees, amounting to about $15.
1t is said that Colonel Topping subse-
quently sold all his interests in this prop-
erty for about $50,000 to the parties who
afterwards formed the Le Roi Mining
& Smelting company, with a capital stock
of $2,500,000 in shares of $5 each. These
shares were sold for a few cents when

A PATHETIC ADMISSION.

There is a world of pathetic meaning in
a sentence taken from a recent letter
from Faith Fenton, written at Dawsoca
recently, wherein she says: ‘“The camp
is exceedingly healthful and everybody
‘appears’ ,to be getting enough to eat.”
By the meaning conveyed in the last part
of the sentence it would seem that at
periods in the history of Dawson, and |
some of them of a recent datey}
men went hungry there and perhaps, who |
knows, they died for want of the common
necessaries of life. This seems strange,
indeed, in this, the golden city of the
Klondike, where fortunes are being made
within its limits in very short periods,
that there should be hungry men anxious
to secure enough of the necessaries of life
to keep them alive. In the gambling
houses and in the wide open theaters the
fortunate holders of rich claims often
spend enough in a single Hour to keep
a hundred of their impoverished fellow
residents from hunger and cold for a long
period. In other cases the lucky miners
were carefully banking every few days
sufficient gold to keep want away from
all of the hungry that were in the city.
At Dawson many were called, but only
the few were favored by fortune and
most of the unfortunates doubtless saw
and are now experiencing hungry days in
that city of mixed opulence and poverty.
Here in the Kootenays there are no such
extremes. There is work here in plenty
and all are getting enough to eat. Here
fortune smiles on the many and not on
the few, like in Dawson. The result is a
more general distribution of wealth, and
a more satisfactory prosperity. Here we
know that everybody is getting enough to
eat, we are certain of that, and we do
not have to say that “everybody ‘appears’
to be getting enough to eat.” It is to be
hopéd that the present satisfactory condi-
tion of affairs will long remain with us.
How the newly-rich miners of Dawson
could sleep soundly, when they knew that

they were first placed upon the market.

is an increase of $1,500,000 over the pur-
chase price of $3,500,000. Since then
the shares have appreciated in value, till a
few days since they were quoted at £10 a
share. This would make the entire capital
stock worth $10,000,000. This is quite an
advance over the $15 that Colonel Top-
ping originally paid for the mine, and
nearly three times what the B. A. C. paid
the original Le Roi company for it. It
shows that Whitaker Wright is something
of a wizard when it comes to working up
the London market.

The history of the famous Payne mine
is  another illustration  of how
the value of a “good . mine grows. This
property was incorporated on February 9,
1897, with a capital stock of $2,500,000.
At the outset the shares sold for consid-
erably less than par. The control of this

mine has passed into the hands of Mon-'

treal parties. The company has been re-
organized, and it now has 1,000,000 shares
of a par value of $2.50 each. The stock is
quoted on theé “Montreal exchange at $3.97,
or practically $4 per share. This would

- make the present value only a little short

of $4,000,000

Thus we have the War Eagle selling for
$7,200,000, the Le Roi for $10,000,000, and
the Payne for $4,000,000, or a grand total
of $21,200,000. Thig seems an enormous
price for the mines, but it must be consid-
ered that they are the banner properties
of the Kootenays.

A word as to the possibilities of these
big mines. It has long been held that the
immense ore bodies, the freedom from

water and the fact that values hold out, |
and if anything, increase as depth is at- |

‘tained in the Le Roi, show that the mine
is worth more than the valuation of $10,-
000,000, which the public has placed upon
it. Up to April it had paid $825,000 in div-
idends. In addition to this it paid to the
old stockholders the value of the ore that
was at the smelter at the time of the pur-
chase by the B. A. C., which would
amount to $125,000. This would bring the
total of its dividends up to $950,000.

The Payne has paid $1,025,000 in divi-
dends. It has large ore reserves, and this
being the case, it is now selling for even
less than it is worth at the popular valua-
tion of $4,000,000.

The War Eagle has paid so far dividends
t6 the extent of $309,000. With its en-
larged plant, its splendid reserves of ore,
and the fact that it is now better prepared

than ever to carry on mining, its valua- !

tion of $7,200,000 is not excessive. If the
Le Roi is worth $10,000,000, which it cer-
tainly is, why should the War Eagle be
somewhat below it in value?

SATURDAY’S FATALITY.

]

It will_be some day$ before the horror
which seized the public mind at the news
of the terrible disaster, in the War Eagle
mine yesterday morning, has worn off.
The grief felt on all sides shows that the
citizens, while they must recognize the
danger which cannot be separated from
work in the mines, cannot contemplate
with complacency the occurrence of these
fatalities, and this attitude on their part
will ultimately result in the occupation be-
ing surrounded with such safeguards that
life will be as safe under, "as above,
ground.

THE ALASKAN BOUNDARY. |

It is evidently the determination of the
American authorities to obtain the settle-
ment of the Alaskan boundary question
in accordance with their wishes or to have
it remain in the unsatisfactory shape it
now is. Apparently they hope through
the negotiations now being carried on be-
tween Lord Salisbury and Mr. Choate to
arrive at such an understanding with the
Mother Country that Canada will have
little voice in the final disposition of af-
fairs, and past experience has taught
them to believe that with Canada so ex-
cluded they will be able to make practic-
ally’ what terms they please. They do
not allow, however,efor the rapid growth
of national sentiment in the Dominion,
which renders impossible such ignoring of
our rights and interests, by the Mother
Zountry, as has occurred in the past; nor

o

they take into censideration the grow-

g knowledge  of Canada’s importance
among the people of the British Islands,
which is enough- in itself to safeguard us
against spoliation to gratify the avarice
or pride of any other people, no matter
how desirable it may be from a diplomatic
standpoint, to placate them. The time
has gone by forever when the Imperial
government will part with a foot of ter-
ritory which Canada claims .as hers with-|
out the free and full consent of the peo-
ple of the Dominion. The time has pass- ‘
ed, too, when this could be done without
interests being endangered which are of '
vital importance to the Empire—of im- '
portance far superior even to the good-
will and friendship of the United
States.

The citizens of the Republic, however,
have been so wrapped up in themselves '
for the past 50 years that they have not
had time to make themselves acquainted |
with popular feeling and sentiment in
other countries, and they are far at sea:
in regard to Canada when they imagine
she can be treated as a crown colony. In
all matters which are essentially ‘Can-
adian the people of the Dominion will |
have the final and determining voice and
the Imperial government are rather in-
clined to encourage than to repress this
feeling, especially in regard to this coun-
try.

The charge for freight and tréatment cn
the ores of this camp is now only $7 per
ton, and it is claimed that the recent con-
tract given by the War Eagle-Centre Star
management was still less than this asit is
claimed by those who know, that it was
not more than $6.75 per ton for freight
and treatment. The maximum cost of
mining ore here is not more than $3 per
ton, and the cost of advance work will
run up in the vicinity of $2.50 per ton.
Say the cost of freight and treatment is
$7, the cost of mining $3, and of advance
work $2.50 per ton. This makes the total
cost of mining and reduction $12.50 per
ton. This effectually disposes of the as-
sertion made by the Rat Portage Miner
that “as a matter of fact British Colum-
bia ores of a value of $30 per ton are un-
profitable.” Ore that goes $14 per ton
will"yield a profit, and this is considerably
less than $30. This is shown by the fact
that the ores mined and reduced by the
War Eagle last year only went a little
over $21 to the ton, and yet that com-
pany has paid dividends, and will continue
to do this on just such ore as this.

It may be true that the ores of the Slo-

can that run under $30 per ton cannot be

mined at a profit under existing condi-
tions. The miners in that section are
compelled by the prevailing situation to
send their ores to the smelters of the
United States, and to pay an import duty
on the lead in the ore, hesides the freight
and treatment charges. 't'his may bring
the aggregate of these various charges up
so high as to make the mining, transport-
ing, paying the duty and deducting the
silver-lead ore about %30 per ton. The
same causes would make the mining of
this class of ore unprofitable in the vicin-
ity of Rat Portage. Fortunately the ores
of- the Slocan carry an average of about
50 per cent.in lead and from 80 to 250
ounces of silver per ton. This makes it
possible for them to be mined and sent
away for reduction at a large fprofit.
When the difficulties that lie in the way
of the Slocan silver-lead miners, which
are principally artificial, are cleared away

| §o that they can smelt their product

profitably at home, there will be a change
for the better. What he wants is a home
market for his lead and for the manufac-
tured products of lead, and then silver-
lead ores that go $15 to the ton can be
mined ‘and reduced at a profit.

The Rat Portage Miner should inform
itself of the actual condition of affairs
before it makes a general denunciation
like the one that is contained in the
above.

REDISTRIBUTION BILL.

Conservative members of parliament
and the conservative press are raising a
loud outcry against the Dominion govern-
ment’s redistribution bill, but it is hard-
ly likely that any serious attention will
be paid to their protests by the people,
who will regard almost any action in this
respect by the liberal administration as
justified. . The gerrymander act by Sir
JSohn Macdonald in 1882, which manipu-
(ated the constituencies for the advantage
of the conservative party, was so glaringly
unjust that neither he or his colleagues
ever attempted to justify it except on
the principle of party expediency.. The
country, and especially the province . of
Ontario, has, owing to its operation,
been unfairly - represented ever since.
That the liberals of two or three counties
should have been violently taken out of
their natural constituencies and huddled
together, where, instead of having a fair
chance of electing two, and perhaps three,
members, they were forced to be satisfied
with one, was an assault on the principles
of just representatioh, which would not
be submitted to in this day, and which
even when it' was accomplished, caused
a moral shock to the party which profited
by it. Many portions of Ontario suffered
in this way, and by the adoption of the
present bill the principle of municipal
county representation, which was inter-
fered with by the gerrymander will be
restored. Sir Wilfrid Laurier, therefore,
is simply putting in operation a principle
which, as he pointed out in introducing

John Macdonald himself in 1872 as the
fundamental principle of representation
in this country. whe language which Sir
John made use of 10 years before he vio-
lated the principle he thus established,
was: “It is desired, as much as possible,
to keep the representation within the
county, so that each county that is a
municipality ‘of Ontario, should be repres-
ented, and if it becomes large enough,
that it should be divided into ridings.”

This is the prnciple on which Sir Wil-
frid Laurier’s measure is based, and it
will meet with the strongest approval of
every fair minded citizen of Canada. 1t

SOLEMN SERVICES WERE llELl).l

The Catholic Church and Miners’ Union Hall
Were Thronged with Those Who Partici=
pated=-=Seven Hundred and, Fifty Men in
the Cortege.

Rossland on Tuesday wore the sable trap-,
pings of woe, for her citizens, irrespective |
of condition, turned out in large numbers(
and paid the last tribute of respect to the
memory of Albert J. Honeyford, James O.
palmer and Thomas Neville, three of the
four miners killed in the War Eagle mine|

early on Saturday morning last. The oc-
casion was made a great public demon-
stration, and one which will be long re-
membered. Stores and business houses
were closed during the funeral ceremon-
ies, and work ceased in most of the mines.
I'he services in the Miners’ Union hall
and in the Catholic church were attended
by all who could crowd in the respective
puildings, and many were turned away.
The cortege that followed the bodies to
the grave was the largest ever seen in the
city. There were 750 men in_line. In-
deed, there was only one similar public
demonstration which in any way com-
jared with it, and that was on March
14 1896, when the funeral of five men
killed 1n the Centre Star took place.
Everybody almost in Rossland at that
time took part in the ceremonies, but
they could hardly compare with the num-
ber who participated 1n yesterday’s dem-
onstration, for the reason that the popula-
tion at that time was much smaller than
at present. Though none of the three
unfortunate victims of the accident-had
kith or kin here, they were not put away
in the grave without teats, for during
the services there were but few dry eyes
among those who were present.

The funeral ceremonies commenced at
3:30 p. m. At that hour the bodies were
taken from the undertaker’s and trans-
ported to the places where the rites
were to be held. The bodies of Albert J.
Honeyford and James O. Palmer were
taken to Miners’ Union hall, and that of
Thomas Neville to the Catholic church.

IN MINERS’ UNION HALL,

Services Held Over Two of the Victims—
A Large Throng.

The bodies enclosed in handsome cas-
kets garnished with flowers, were
taken into the hall by waiting pall bear-
ers as soon as the hearses arrived with
them at 3:30. The body of Albert J.
Honeyford was placed on the west side
of the hall, near the stage, while that of
James O. Palmer was glaced on the east
side of the hall, near the stage. As soon
as the bodies arrived, Father H. Irwin of
the English church, and Rev. 8. Rhodes
of the same church at Nelson, held a short
preliminary service according to the rit-
ual. While this was in progress the hall
began to fill. The seats were reserved for
ladies, and these were soon filled with the
fair sex. The rear portion of the hall was
occupied by miners, business and profes-
sional men, while outside of the hall there
were hundreds who were unable fto gain
admission. At 3:50 the local-members of
the Salvation am‘% entered the hall, Jead-
ed by Adjutant Woodruff. They had “with
them a full brass band. Each of the mem-
bers wore upon the left arm a band of
white cloth. The big bass drum was also
covered with a white- cover. This is evi-
dently the Salvation army mourning color.
They were given seats on the east side of
the hall, near the front, where was located
the coffin that contained the remains of
their late comrade, A. J. Honeyford.
Shortly after this the choir of the Church
of Kngland, led by Organist Fred Bur-
jroughs, to the number of 21, took seats on

Father Palmer impressed his hearers
with the fact that all should pursue the
same course if they desired to__attain
what had brightened Thomas Neville’s
last moments. They should give their aid
to the church that she might complete her
mission and attain her end, which was
the implanting of the principles of virtue
in the heart of man. :

Every society, the preacher ‘saxd, had
a special object in view when it was In-
stituted and the Catholic church was a
society founded by Jesus Christ for the
purpose of leading man in the way of
truth and virtue and of perpeuating the
name and example of the Divine Master.

! A fire occurred Wednesday morni

The shack was
shared by two miners, one of whom works

| shift. . Although they have lived in the
shack for some time, none of the neigh-
bors this morning could give their names.
The man who was injured this morning
had been drinking for several days, so the
neighbors say, and was said to have come
home at an early hour this morning in a
state of inebriation. At about a quarter
after 4 o’clack, a boy living in one of the
neighboring shacks, saw * smoke coming
through the roof, and aroused some of the
people in the other buildings, telling them
that the shack was on fire. The door was
found to be locked, and some hesitation
was at first felt about breaking it open,
but when +the flames began to -shoot
through the roof, the lock was foreed.
| On entering the neighbors found the
man who occupies the shack during the
night lying on the floor on his back, with
a block of timber lying near his head and
burning brightly. The whole interior of
the shack was in flames, and the bed cloth-
ing was all but consumed. The man was
hastily conveyed from the burning build-
ing to the outside, and a doctor sent for,
several persons having gone previously to
notify the fire brigade. The man, who

WHAT HE HAS TO SAY REGARDING
THE TITLES TO TOWN LOTS.

He Does Not Intend to Give Up All
Claims of the Crown—The Cemetery
Matter.

The following letter was received Mon-
day by Mayor Goodeve from Attorney-
General Martin Regarding the titles to
lots in_the disputed portion of the town-
site. The letter is dated May 20: «

Sir: Referring {o your letter of the
10th ultimo, as far as I can make out 1t
appears that the pdkition of the titles to
lands in the railway addition in Rossland
is as follows:

Mr. Dundee’s claim covers the whole of
these lands. A crown grant of the sur-
face has been made to the Paris Belle of
a gertain portion, Mr. Dundee having re-
linguished his claim to the portion con-
tained in the crown grant to the Paris
Belle. The registrar refused to register
the lands coming within the crown grant
to the Paris Belle, but this embargo has
been removed, and all the land included
in that crown grant is in a position to be
dealt with 5o far as the registry office is
concerned. Three other claims, the Gol-
den Chariot, Alice and Great Western
have duly made application to the govern-
ment for a crown grant of the surface
rights, and paid their money prior to ‘the
passing of the act of 1898, which provides
that holders of mineral claims are only
entitled to purchase the surface rights on
payment of $5 per acre when those claims
are in unreserved districts. The land in-
cluded in the railway addition to Rossland

He Has_ Visited Republic and Summit—
His Views of This Camp.

Clarence J. McCuaig, of the firm of
McCuaig & Rykert, the well-known min-
ing brokers of Montreal, arrived yester-
day from Spokane and will be in the city
several days. In conversation yesterday
with a representative of The Miner, Mr.
McCuaig said that since he arrived in
the west he had visited the Anaconda
and Reﬁubhc. camps. His visit to Ana-
. conda, he said, was principally for the
purpose of seeing the directors of the
Payne mine, two of whom reside there.
At Republic he had made a complete in-
spection of the mine and was very much
pleased with the rapid progress that was
being made.
