Outlook For an Active
Summer Grows Bright-
er Daily.

Increzsed shipments and enhanced
activity is the record of the past week
in the Rossland camp.

AMONG THE MINES.

GIANT.—The Giant came prominent-
ly to the front again through the re-
sumption of operations after a couple
of months’ idleness due to the inability
of the smelter to receive the mine’s
output.

SMELTER.

QUTLINE OF EXTENSIVE DEVEL-
OPMENT NOW UNDER WAY
- AT THE MINE.

“Ore carrying $62 in gold and netting
the company handsome returns has been
shipped from the Velvet mine to the
Northport smelter recently,” said Wil-
liam Gray, manager of the mine yester-
day. This rock ran 2.4 ounces in gold
and was mined on the 200 foot level.
It ie a highly decomposed quartz.”

Mr, Gray is in the city for a day or
tw» on business in connection with tie
Velvet, where mining and shipping op-
erations are steadily under way with a
total force of forty-two men.

“Just at this particular juncture,” cou-
tinued Mr. Gray, “we are virtually in
statu quo. Raises are being run from
the 200 to the 100 level and from the
300 to the 200. The raises will provide
much needed ventilation for the mine.
We are shipping regularly twenty tons
to the Northport smelter. As -soon 2as
the raises are completed the company
expects to stope from twenty-five to
thirty tons daily. Six teams are engaged
in hauling, and we hope to secure four
additional teams in a few days.

“The raise from the second to the first
level will conneet with the ore shoot
in the Portland property, which is prac-
tically owned by the same people who
control the Velvet.

ANIMATED = COUNCIL

ROSSLAND’S CITY FATHERS
WAKE UP IN GOOD STYLE
AND SCRAP.

ACTUALLY ENCOUNTERED A VE-
TO LAST NIGHT — HOW IT
HAPPENED.

(From Wednesday's Daily.)

The first veto in the memory of the
gldest councillor at Rossland’s civie
board went down on the records last
night, and thereby hangs a tale. In-
cidentally it was demonstrated that
there is a cleavage among the members,
with Mayor Dean, and Aldermen Em-
bleton,, Dunlop and McKichan on one
side and Aldermen Daniel, Armstrong
and Talbot on the other.

A portion of last night’'s session was
exceedingly animated. A score of resi-
dents gathered to witness the proceed-
ings, and apparently enjoyed the little
clash which ensued.

The difference of opinion arose over
a resolution by 'Aldermen Daniel and
Talbot to the effect that a certain water
service requested by Paul D. Wilcox
and several other ratepayers be installed.
The city engineer had reported to the
council that the work would cost $270
and would yield a revenue of $9 per
month, or about forty per cent on the
investment. Following the submission
of this resolution a dispute ensued as
to whether Alderman Daniel had been
in attendance at the fire, water and
light committee when it had been de-
cided to postpone action on the Wilcox
application. Mayor Dean reiterated his

man Daniel regarded as personal.

ney-general or pigeon-holed, as the de-
partment may dictate.

The Ratepayers’ association demand-
ed that its petition be replied to, and this
was the answer returned.

On the order sheet for last night's
meeting was a communication from the
organization asking immediate attention
to the issue raised in their petition filed
several .weeks previously. The topic was
broached under the head of ‘“unfinished
'business,” and Alderman Daniel was the
first member of council to enter the de-

bate.

It was his last thought, he said,
to resign his position at. the council
board, but he wished to go on record
as heartily in favor of the polieo investi-
gation asked for. It would cost money,
he knew, but he ‘wanted his attitude
understood,

Alderman Dunlop took a different view
of the question. It was a fact, he point-
ed out, that the attorney-general of the
province was responsible for the appoint-
ment of the police commissioners, and
if there was necessity for investigating
the . administration - of these of-
ficials it was for the attorney-
general’s department to take the initia-
tive, and not the council, which had no
voice in the appointment of the com-
missioners and could not afford the ex-
pense entailed.

The erection of retaining walls for
the various floors of the mill is pro-
gressing actively, ten ‘masons being
engaged.

The work will be
got under way promptly so that no de-
lay will be encountered.

The schedule in connection with the
company’s concentrator plant is as
follows:

September 15—Crushing mnchlnery
October 1—Mill ready to run.

The foregoing is only an estimate
based upon known conditions, but as
matters have come off according te
schedule, or almost so, the company
hopes its plans will be realized. =

Applications are made on oath,
which may be administered by any of
the following officers: Justice of the
peace, mayor, reeve, alderman, council-
lor, commissioner for taking affidavits
in the supreme court, registrar of titles,
notary publie, collector of votes, provin-
cial constable, special provincial con-
stable, government agent, government as-
sessor, mining recorder, deputy mining
| reqorder, judge of any court, stipendiary
magistrate, municipal clerk, municipal
assessor, postmaster, postmistress or In-
dian agent.

The resolution which the Rossland
association was asked to endorse read
as follows:.

“In the opinion of this branch of the
Provincial Mining association, the
present provincial mineralogist is un-
suited for the position he occupies, and
we believe it In the interests of the
province that the executive of the pro-
vincial assoclation urge upon the gov-
emment the desirability of a change.
Our reasons for this belief are as fol-

“First—His reports on new mining
camps are invariably pessimistic and
tend to discourage both prospector and
capitalist seeking a suitable fleld for
operations; so notoriously is this the
case that interior mining districts hav-
ing few developed properties have never
welcomeqd his visits, and his name has
become a by-word and a jest among
large numbers of the prospecting fra-
temity of Southern B. C.

“Second—Because of their official
character his reports have an extreme-
ly injurious effect on outsiders unac-
quainted with the country’s resources,
and go far to nullify the efforts of
those who are working for the devel-
opment of new sectiomns.

“Third—In . t we protest
strongly against his report on this dis-
trict, which did it a grave Injustice.”

The meeting was in session a couple
of hours, the foregoing being the prin-
cipal topic under debate. After it had
been disposed of by reference to the
central association, the meeting dis-
cussed minor detalls arising out of the
assoclation’s business. Incidentally it
was decided that in future no Wednes-
day night meetings should be held, be-
cause of prominent members of the ex-
ecutive being compelled to attend
meetings of the Miners’ Union on Wed-
nesday nights, To meet the conven-
fence of these gentlemen another even-
ing will be selected for future meetings.

The Keremeos Valley and

Its Prospects—Some
Fine Ciaims.

SECOND ARTICLE,

Editor Miner: In my last article I
mentioned a few of the mining camps
in the upper Keremeos valley that are
at present awaiting the advent of a
railway to become contributors to the
revenue of the pmvﬁ:ee as shippers of
ore and employers of labor. But there

are many, very many, mining proper-
ties at Camp Hedley, Aspen Grove,
Princeton, Copper Mountain and else-
where in the great Similkameen coun-
try that are similarly dependent on
cheaper transportation facilities to be-
come producers, to say nothing of the
vast coal measures awaiting develop-
ment in various places In the Similka-
meen valley. From east to west for
seventy miles—from the free milling
quartz groups of mines at Fairview, of
which the Stemwinder mine, with its
40-stamp mill, is the most developed,
to the big copper ledges on Kennedy
and Copper mountains, the Ashnola
coal seams and the Aspen Grove gold-
copper lodes—there are mining camps
along the whole distance, and even
as far east as Camp McKinney, which
would be very close to any railway
running from Midway to the coast.

In this article, however, I intend to
confine myself to a description of the
gold-copper-silver camps of the lower
Keremeos valley. Xeremeos creek is
about 20 miles in length, flowing
through a mineral country from its
source to its mouth. All its tributaries
—Beaconsfield = creek, West Fork,
Cedar, Olalla and Shuttleworth creeks
—also drain good mineral sections, and
on all these creeks are located gold-
copper and free milling claims that are
being precluded from being worked
only on account of the lack of proper
transportation facilities. In the last
nine miles of its course Keremeos
creek flows through a wide valley com-
pletely covered by splendid farms, and
Joins the Similkameen river about two
miles south of the town of Keremeos,
where the Similkameen comes in from
the west and continues its course
southeast to the international boun-
dary. There is a good wagon road
running alongside Keremeos creek
from the Similkameen to Beaconsfield
creek, passing through Camp Beacons-
field to the Nickel Plate mine, At
Fish lake this road branches off to
Penticton, which is the shipping foint
for the whole vast district known as
“The Similkameen.”

In the lower Keremeos valley the
winters are very short, the snowfall
seldom exceeding six or eight inches,
and sometimes not enough to permit of
sleighing at all. Usually the first snow
comes ‘about Christmas, and the
ground I8 bare about the end of Feb-
ruary, so that any kind of outdoor
work can be carried on all the year
round. Mr. Robertson, provincial min-
eralogist, gives the altitude at 2000 feet
above sea level, but I think this must
be a mistake of his aneroid. From my
own observations I place it at 1400 feet,
about the same as Revelstoke. It will
thus be seen that there are very few
obstacles in the way of developing
mineral claims in the lower valley at
any time of the year. Timber and
water are both plentiful, but, of course,
all kinds of mining supplies are dear
and lving is much more expensive
than in Rossland. :

About four miles north of Olalla, and
just where Keremeos creek emerges
from the canyon into the broad valley,
is situated the Mount Zion-Combination
group of claims, on which considerable
work has been done. 'There are two par-
allel ledges on this property, both run-
ning northwest and southwest. The
Jower ledge is about 200 feet above the
wagon road, and also the right of way
for the proposed railway, surveyed last
year. This ledge has been stripped
and cut into for 600 feet, and averages
about 26 feet in width, dipping to the
east. The ore is chiefly chalcopyrite,
with white iron carrying silver. There
is also considerable mispickel, zinc
blende, calcite, fluorite and friable
quart2. Ten or twelve assays have
been made from samples taken at var-
fous places in the ledge from surface
to eight feet depth. In gold the val-
ues went from $5 to $28 per ton; cop-
per from three per cent to 15 per ceat,
and silver (only one assay) 24 ounces.
These are first class values and I have
little doubt that the ledge will average
over $25 per ton from the footwall to
the hanging wall. A tunnel run in to
intersect the ledge will gain 100 feet
in depth for 100 feet driven, or foot
for foot, and, allowing for the dip east-
ward into the mountain and away
from the tunnel, 125 feet of driving will
strike the ledge at a depth of 100 feet.
Then drifting both ways on this big
ore body shipments could 9% :om-
menced within three months with two
shifts at work, and if the ground is
not above the usual hardness of the
Ollalla camp, I should say that wfth
the expenditure of about $2,000 the
Mount Zion could be placed on the
shipping list. O course all the ax-
pense of machinery and buildings
‘would come afterwards, but if the
Ollalla Copper company builds its
smelter in the near future, as at pres-
ent is the company’s intention, the
Mount Zion ore could be treated at
such a profit as would enable the >wn-
ers to erect the whole of their machin-
ery without drawing on their pocket-
books for a dollar. But—the ‘‘bat”
that all the Similkameen mining men
are now up against—can, or will the
Ollalla company build the smelter be-
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1 on charges?

the Nickel Plate has not waited for the
railway. But it must not be forgot-
ten that the Nickel Plate people are
millioniares, ‘and money is no object
with them.

Six hundred feet east of the Mount
Zion ledge there is a similar one on the
Combination claim. A shaft is down
about 12 feet on this ledge, but as neith-
er the footwall nor hanging wall has
been exposed the exact width of the
ledge is not yet known. From surface
showings it appears to be wider than
the Mount Zion, not less than fifty feet,
but the general run of the ore is not
quite so high grade. Instead of the rieh
yellow copper found in the lower lead
there is a lot of molybdenite, which may
prove to be the most valuable streak in
this big body of ore. I was not able
to ascertain the value of this ore, but
if it is as rich as it looks the few thou-
sand dollars spent in sinking the shaft
to 100 feet and crosscutting to both walls
would in all probability be repaid by
the amount of ore got out in the opera-
tion. It could be teamed to the smelter
at Olalla for $1.50 per ton.

This group has just been bonded for
a good figure to a syndicate of Ross-
land and Wisconsin men, who will get
to work at once to crosscut the Mount
Zion ledge by a tunnel commencing about
10¢ feet above the creek and wagon road.
R. W. Northey, who put the deal
through, will have charge of the work,
and he has a strong belief that when
the properties now in course of devel-
opment have good-sized ore dumps on
view to corroborate the contention that
‘the mineral traffic of the Similkameen
is not an ienis fatuus. there will be a
skurry on the part of Jim Hill and the
C. P. R, as to which shall get their
road in first

Coming down the valley, we next
reach Olalla, one of the prettiest little
towns in the province. It is situnated
at the junction of Keremeos and Olalla
creeks, and has magnificent water power
for all purposes. The townsite is on
a centle slope towards Keremeos creek.
and is amply timbered. The Olalla Cop-
per company owns a great number of
claims on both sides of the valley, and
at present is chiefly eneaged in develop-
ing the Bullion and Flagstaff groups.
Bullion mountain adjoins the townsite
on the east side of the valley and
the Bullion group comprises nine claims.
The development work on this group
consists of about 850 feet of tunneling
and several open cuts at various points
in the mountain side, all these showing
up splendid bodies of ore, which carry
values in gold and copper, as well as
some silver in certain places. Some of
this ore assays high, one sample going
$100 in copper alone, but the average
value will be somewhere between $10
and $15 per ton, which will be a good
pay grade, considering the immense size
of the ore bodies.

The ore occurs in felsite, which is cut
at intervals by lime dykes, along which
the principal copper lodes have so far
been found. The ore zone on the Bul-
lior. group is known to be at least 600
feet in width. It follows the line of
contact between a vast diorite dyke ly-
ing to the south and the felsite before
mentioned, but is entirely in the felsite.
The line of contact between these two
formations runs nearly true east and
west, the ore bodies, which run porth-
east and southwest, butting against the
diorite and ending there or else dip-
ping beneath it. Only diorite is found
at the surface immediately south of the
contact, although further south acain
there ig another hich erade eopper zone,
or it may possibly be the same that
has dipped under the diorite. This lat-
ter may probably be the case, as the dio-
rite is not quite half a mile in width.

There are twelve men at work on the
Bullion and nearly every day there is
fme gratifying surprise to report as
the blasts expose magnificent looking
yellow copper, fine samples of which
are exhibited in the windows of the
company’s office on Main street, Olal-
la. A party of New York and other
Eastern people interested In the com-
pany are expected to arrive at Olalla
at the end of thig month, and if thev
are satisfied with the outlook, they
will, it is said, authorise the construc-
tion of a 650-ton smelter and a smail
power plant. There is not the least
doubt that their verdict will be favar-
able.

British Columbia Elect-
oral Districts For
Commons.

Tarte’s Amendment Voted
Down by a Large
Majority.

OTTAWA, June 18.—Over five milliog
dollars supplementary estimates for the
current year, ending June 30th, were
brought down this morning. There is
$5000 r0r dredging in British Columbia;
$45,187 for the Quesnel-Atlin and Port
Simpson-Hazelton telegraph lines; $19,-
000 for Vancouver harbor; $4000 for
public buildings; Hardy Bay whart
$2000; Salmon river, $3000; Alberni-Clay-
cquot, $1050; further amount for new
steamer in British Columbia, $9000; gov-
ernment of Northwest' Territories, $225.
000; government of Yukon, $203,642; Yy-
kon telegraph lines, $175,418.

The vote against Mr. Tarte’s amend-
ment was the largest of the session, there
being 52 of a majority for the govern-
ment. The amendment declared that
it was the bounden duty of the govern-
nent to revise and readjust, withoat
delay, the present tariff so as to main-
tain a fiscal policy adequately and firmly
protective of the large national interests
at stake, and also that it was the duty
of the government to carry out an elec-
tric transportation policy.

The redistribution committee made
progress today. Prince Edward Island,
Nova Scotia and British Columbia were
completed. In Prince Edward Island
Queen’s gets two members, Kings one,
and Prince one. In Nova Scotia Pictou
loses one and Viectoria is attached to
Cape Breton. New Brunswick was al-
lowed to stand over to decide whether
Albert was to be attached to King's or
St. John county.

British Columbia was taken up next.
Mr. Morrison was heard in respect to
the  division of Yale and Cariboo. It
was decided to-divide it into two con-
stituencies, one known as Kootenay and
the other as Yale-Cariboo. Kootenay in-
clvdes Rossland, Nelson and all portions
east of Arrow and Kootenay lakes. Yale-
Cariboo gets the remainder of the pre-
sent Yale-Cariboo, including the Grand
Forks division. The villages of Hope
and Yale were attached to Westminster.
The city of Vancouver includes North
Vancouver and South Vancouver,
Moodyville and that portion of Rich-
mond east of Howe Sound. The city
of. Victoria is a separate constituency.
Nanaimo will icclude Esquimalt, Saan-
jch, Cowichan and Nanamio city. A new
ccnstituency, which will be ealled Co-
mox-Atlin, will include all that portion
of Vancouver island north of Nanaimo
censtituency and all the coast north of
Vancouver constituency on the main-
land, including Skeena and Atlin dis-
tricts. Th> name of Burrard will be
dropped.

The bill i« orating the Canada In-
dustrials, Lir od, with a capital of $1,-
000,000, prom .ied by ex-Governor Mack-
irtosh of Rossland, has passed its final
parliamentary stages and will be assent-
ed to by the governor-general in due
course. The measure is broad in its
franchise privileges, including lumbering
and iron and copper mining and erection
of smelters.

ALL TRAINS TO ROSSLAND PASS
OVER FLOODED
TRACKS.

COLUMBIA AND ITS AFFLUENTS

ALMOST REACHED 1894
MARK.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)
The danger of disastrous floods along
the Columbia river and its prineipal
affluents is now more imminent than at
any time since 1894, when high water

was reached. Reports are to hand from
various quarters that the level of the
water is within a few inches of the
’94 mark, and that a further rise is ex-
pected,
The Spokane train was an hour and
a half late yesterday—today there is a
possibility that the train may not get
through at all. At the lime quarry be-
low Northport and at Hendryx Cut the
water is unusually high, and a few inch-
es additional may block traffic alto-
gether. At the lime quarry twenty inch-
es of water covered the track yesterday,
and the train was forced to plow through
this. If any further rise occurs the wat-
er will invade the fire box of the loco-
motive, and traffic will be suspended.
At Hendryx Cut a slight further rise
will make considerable trouble, although
the most dangerous spot appears to be
at the quarry.
On the upper reaches of the Columbia
equally serious trouble is expected un-
less a subsidence sets in. At Trail the
water front is several feet deep and
some houses have been abandoned.
On the Kootenay river the rise has
been rapid. There seems to be danger

ed by water between Sloean Crossing
and Nelson. At Calamity curve, just
west of Granite, the river was over 2
foot above the track level yesterday,
and the train swept through the flood
like & man-’o-war.

SOUTHERN B. C. COPPER OUTPUT.

The great smelting works at Ana-
~conda, Montana, made a world’s
record for May for copper production.
The end of the month showed that the
<copper output was 13,570,000 pounds—
about 3,000,000 pounds greater than any
wmonth since the works were complet-
«ed. This record is certainly a refuta-
tion of the rumors that this huge plant
was not constructed on the best lines
known to the metallurgical world, and
was a rank failure. Even this great
output ‘was not accomplished by any
‘strenuous efforts, but was the result
©of good, careful work. It takes about
2000 men in the many different depart-
ments of the plant to keep the works
dn operation.

The Rossland-Boundary copper mines
are only in their first stages of devel-

opment. But they already have
more ore in sight than the
Anacondai properties. The chief
geason for this 1s the enormous
-gize of the British Columbia ledges.
“With adequate smelting facilities the
«copper output of Rogsland-Boundary
sshould greatly exceed what that of Ana-
<conda could ever be. It is, however,
shopeless for the copper miners of this
district to expect to attain this much
olesired comndition until there is an
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ample and cheap supply of fuel. This
cannot take place until .the provincial
government allows the coal of the
Flathead and Lodge Pole districts In
East Kootenay to'eome into the mar-
ket in active competition with the pro-

duct of the Crow’s Nest collieries,

A BAR TO PROSPERITY.

With the smelters of Southern B. C.
running at half of their capacity the
output of the mines is curtailed to the
extent of many thousand tons. THis is
going to have a very bad effect on the
mwineral production for the current year,
The whole trouble lies in the fuel sup-
ply. There is not sufficient coke.

There never will be sufficient coke at

tban the Crow’s Nest are available, It
is therefore absolutely essential that the
Flathead and Lodge Pole coal areas be
opened to development without further
delay.

With the opening of these new areas,
it is not to be expected that fuel frem
that source would become immediately
available, but it would be sufficient
guarantee to the mines, and plans for
development on a large scale—now de-
layed solely because of the fuel situation
—would be put into operation forthwith.

This is all that stands between the
Kootenays and the ‘greatest possible
prosperity.

A CORRECTION OF SENTIMENT.

Fourth of July. Aside from the fact
that these gentlemen desire to appropri-
ately observe the anniversary of their
country’s natal day, they see an oppor-
tunity to assist in putting a lttle extra
money in circulation and ‘thus help to
advance the general prosperity of the
community. It is to be hoped that mno
American resident in Rossland will ac-
cept the disgraceful expressions as being
a reflection of the true sentiment that
prevails here concerning Americans ani
American institutions. The people of
this country, and particularly of Ross-
lard, are much too broad-minded %o
oLject to any little event like a Fourth
of July celebration on this side of the
international boundary. The abuse
is all the more objectionable because it
endeavors to disparage the board of
trade alsg, simply because some of the
originators of the celebration are British
subjects as well as members of that
Lody. This is the first time that The
Miner has deigned to recognize 1ockl gut-
ter journalism, and would not do 80 now
but for the fact that some British sub-
jects who are celebrating with their
American cousins , directed attention
to the article in question and requested
that this journal contradict it and eo
preclude the possibility of a false and
disgraceful impression of Rossland being
gained abroad.

THE SUBSIDY CURSE,

DEPARTMENTAL INEFFICIENCY.

The new government at Victoria has
been too busy straightening out the
tangle left by Prior, McInnes and
Wells to give much consideration to
the way provineial departmental busi-
ness is conducted.' The inefficient
and neglectful manner in which the
various departments are operated is a
scandal of long standing, and it is high
time that the old order of things were
changed for the better,

The Department of Lands and
Works comes in for the Ia.rg'est num-
ber of protests and complaints. The
way this department is conducted has
become 8o notorious taht it is a wonder
the legislature did not long ago appoint
an investigating committee to hear
complaints and report upon a plan of
complete reorganization, The staff of
this department needs careful over-
hauling., Particular attention should
be paid to the record that the Deputy
Commissioner has made for himself,
If evidence is wanted as to how he has
run the department it is obtainable
from every district in the province.
Collected, we venture to say, it would
make a truly startling story of annoy-
ing neglect and appalling incompetency
—if nothing else of a worse nature.

right man in this office could be largely
instrumental in creating the liveliest
interest in our mineral resources., With
monthly bulletins prepared and writ-
ten in a style that would make them
popular, incalculable good would be ac-
complished. The technical, financial
and general press the world over would
be glad to publish these bulletins free
of cost and a splendi@ advertisement
would thus be obtained. But instead of
doing this and much other beneficial
work, he grinds out a colorless, valueless
and decidedly pessimistic report six
months to a year old. It is small won-
der that branches of the Provincial
Mining Assoclation ' have found it

There may be - inefficiency in the
other departments, but no complaint
about’ them has reached us, We are
only dealing with those that we have
been asked repeatedly to expose. It is
far from pleasant to have to do this.
The fault lies with those who have al-
lowed men who are incompetent or
worse to enter the government service.

BRITAIN NEEDS A WEAPON.

In proposing his new imperial trade
policy Mr. Chamberlain is influenced
by two motives. One is the desire to
add the element of interest to that of
sentiment as an imperial bond. The
other is his desire to strengthen the
hands of the United Kingdom in its
fight for the defence of its own mar-
kets and for the preservation and ex-
tension of its commerce in foreign mar-
kets.

The latter motive is not emphasized
80 much as the former; but perhaps it
is not less strong. Eyen if it be de-
cided that\BritaJn cannot grant a pre-
ference to the colomies, it is likely to
become necessary for her, before long,
to resort to taxation for other thsp
revenue purposes in order to gain a
national weapon of defence  in the
commercial warfare urged mln(st her
by rival nations., They close their mar-
kets to British goods, but pour their
surplus products into the free British
market, which is becoming more and
more the dumping ground for the
world’s surplus goods. So lomg as this
state of things meant cheap food and
raw material only, it was viewed with
complacence by the British people, for
although it has brought British agri-
culture to the verge of ruin, it has
beeh upon the whole favorable to Brit-
ish commerce,

Now, however, conditions are rapidly
changing. Bunitain’s protected rivals
are enabled to slaughter their s.urplun
manufactures in the free British mar-
ket; and as the mamfacturing indus-
tries of these countries are being de-
veloped at an enormous rate, the sur-
plus increases year by year until now
the volume poured annually into Brit-
ain has begun to threaten the prosper-
ity of many British imdustries, and is
causing a feeling of uneasiness and an-
xiety for the future.

And Britain is absolutely defenceless.
She has no lever with which to bring
pressure upon her rivals and compel
them to give her falirer commercial
treatment. British industry after in-
dustry. may go down, smothered by
the torrent of surplus foreign goods,
but with the present system in force
nothing can be done to help them.
They feel the pressure even now, dur-
ing a period of general prosperity; but
public men and manufacturers are
asking, what will it be when the next
period of depression comes round and
the protected countries will have double
or treble the quantity of surplus pro-
duct to dispose of that they have now.

Three years ago Lord Salisbury
soundeqd the note of warning and point-
ed out the danger of Britain’s defence-
less condition, In the recent speeches
of Premier Balfour and Mr. Chamber-
lain on the trade question this ele-
ment of weakness was pointedly and
candidly discussed. It is a realization
of the danger and anxiety for the fu-
ture which, we believe, have caused
the premier and Mr. Chamberlain to
force the question of a change in the
national trade policy upon the atten-
tion of the British people.

Armed with the power to tax for-
eign products, the British government
would be in a position to force better
terms from foreign coumtries. What
immense tariff concessions the United
States would be willing to make to
save American food produces from be-
ing taxed! How ready Germany would
be to grant better terms in return for
the freedom of the British market!

In the “campaign of education”
which is about to bégin in Britain, Mr.
Chamberlain and his numerous }eu-
tenants will have much to say about
these things, and probably with great

effect.

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It is a general principle of interna-
tional law that in order to afford a
basis for extradition the offense must
be made criminal by the laws of the
country upon whose authorities the de-
mand is made as well as by those of
the country making the demand. This
principle is embodied in the extradition
treaty between Great Britain and the
United States. It was lately invoked
in the case of Whitaker Wright, the
English financial operator, who was
taken into custody in New York upon
a complaint charging him with having
committed fraud in England. His
counsel sought to have him discharged
from custody on the ground that the
offense was not made criminal by the
laws of both countries. The United
States circuit court for the southern
district of New York refused to order
his discharge, and the United States
supreme court has this week dismissed
a writ of habeas corpus taken out by
‘Wright, on the ground that the offense
charged is made criminal both by .a
British statute and by the penal code
of the state of New York, and that,
therefore, the commissioner who held
‘Wright for extradition had jurisdiction
and had aright to refuse to accept bail
for his appearance. It looks as though
Wright will yet have to answer the
charge of having wrecked the B. A. C.

PREFERENTIAL TRADE.

Canadian papers have been furnished
by the Chamberlain incident with an-
other illustration of the necessity of
securing British news through some
other channel than the Associated
Press. That agency deems it wise to
color British events to suit readers of
the United States, and there is evi-
dence at hand to show that in this
case it has succeeded too well in its
endeavor. The London Chronicle has

of British editorial opinions on the
subject of Mr. Chamberlain’s sugges-
tion, and so sturdy an American paper
as the San Francisco Chronicle upon
perusing the extracts given is moved
o remark: “A glance at these ex-
pressions discloses the fact that the
Associated Press reports of the state of
British opinion were misleading, The
solidarity exhibited by the house of
commons by no means mirrors the con-
dition of outside sentiment, That, on
the whole, seems to be uncertain, but
the uncertainty is marked by a strong
disposition to investigate and to not
be diverted from the- purpose 'of in~-
quiring into the merits of the proposal
of Chamberlain by the clamorous
charge of the free traders that prefer-
ential treatment of the colonies would
inevitably result in the starvation of
British workingmen.”

The Unionist papers stand by Cham-
berlain with remarkable unanimity.
They do not all indorse his proposal
outright, but they insist that it shall
receive proper consideration. The Lon-
don Times, for instance, remarks: “One
thing clear is that a very large issue
is about to be placed gefore the con-
stituencies of this country, which, if
threshed out in the scientific spirit for
which Mr, Balfour pleads, will in any
case be a powerful instrument of poli-
tical education.” The Morning Post
says: “There are strong arguments
for, as there are strong arguments
against, the policy of tariffs and pre-
f * The Daily Telegraph de-
clares that the British people will not
“be deterred from forming their own
conclusions by the pusillanimous warn-
ing against giving offense to Germany
or any other power.” The Express
says: It is a scheme which deserves’
the most encouraging response.” The
Pall Mall Gazette observes that “the
gist of the policy described by the lead-
ers of the ministry will not be obscur-
ed, as their opponents are pleased to
hope, by any bandying of the terms
‘free trade’ and ‘protection.’” The St.
James Gazette tells its readers that
“Mr. Balfour and Mr. Chamberlain
have told the truth which had to be
told, if they and their supporters have
to wander in the wilderness for telling
it.” The Globe asserts that there must
be “a widening of the basis of taxa-
tion,” and concludes that “the govern-
ment have an unparalleled opportunity
before them.” The Saturday Review is
sure that “it would be impossible to
start a free trade regime in England
at this moment,” because there is now
“a quite different state of things from
what existed in the days of Cobden and
Bright.”

The provincial Unionist press dis-
courses in about the same strain, but
the Liberal organs generally denounce
preferential treatment and insist that
it “means, without doubt, starvation
for the great masses of the people.”
Liberal editors as a rule refer to the
project of Chamberlain as “rank
protection,” but there is an uncertain
note in their utterances which sug-
gests that they have lost confidence in
their ability to make a bogy of the
word. They all approach the matter
from the party standpoint, and do not
attempt to conceal their satisfaction
over the creation of an issue wupon
which they think they may take a
stand which will carry them back into

The improvement in the price of silver
gives encouragement to silver miners

all over the world, especially since there
iz good reason to believe that in the near
future the price will ‘advance to about
65 cents, which is practically the rate
fixed by the coinage of Philippine dol-
lars.

The pending negotiations will probably,
result in establishing a gold-silver ra-
tio at which a market price for the white
metal of something like 65 cents can be
maintained.

Commerce between gold and silver
countries calls for a stable ratio, because
it is the fluctuation in the rate of ex-
change which at times subjects import-
ers into silver countries to great loss
by reason of a fall in the price of silver
after their goods have been ordered.
Great Britain, the United States and
Germany are as deeply interested in this
as Mexico and China because they are
heavy exporters to the latter. They
should, therefore, use their influence to
fix a ratio that would be stable.

Improvements in the cost of production
have made it profitable to mine silver
ore of a so much lower grade than it was
practicable to mine twenty-five years
ago, that with silver at 65 cents, silver
mining would be almost if not quite as
profitable as when silver was worth
$1.29, ’

Hence the outlook for silver produc-
ing districts is brightened by the rise
in the price, and if the advance con-
tinues until 65 cents is reached every
silver camp will become as active as it
was in the early eighties. .

KING PETER'S DILEMMA.

Peter Karageorgevitch has been
recognized as the new king of Servia
by the Czar of Russia, the Emperor
of Austria, the King of Italy and the
Prince of Montenegro, his father-in-
Jaw, and other powers will probably
follow their example, although Great
Britain is showing considerable reluc-
tance about doing so at present and
the Emperor of Germany is apparently
indifferent. It redounds to the credit
of the old Emperor of Austro-Hungary
that he coupled his congratulations
with an expression of the profoundest

« porror at the manner in which Kara-
georgevitch’s accession to the Servian
throne was brought about., The czar
has corrected the omission of any refer-
ence ta the crime in his congratulatory
message by the subsequent publica-
tion of an officlal note in the St.
Petersburg Gazette which denounces
the assassination of Alexander and de-
mands the punishment of those who
were responsible for it, The gushing
congratulations of the Prince of Mon-
tenegro overstep the bounds of com-
mon decency.

The civilized world will indorse the
sentiments of the czar and the Austrian
emperor and join with them in demand-
ing the punishmenf of the assassins.
1f Peter condones the deed he will place
himself and his country outside the
pale of civilized fellowship. Besides,
he will be practically approving a
revolutionary method which may be
applied to himself by the same agents,
if his course should fail to meet their
approval, Moreover, it will have the
effect of encouraging the assassination
method for the correction of political
grievances not only in his own domin-
ions but in every civilized country, and
thus put the lives of other rulers in
positive jeopardy.

The Servian king thus ascends the
throne between two fires. He must re-
spect the demands which these rulers
and the civilized world make upon
him or suffer the consequences of
ostracism. If, however, he endeavors
to comply with these demands he must
sacrifice those to whom he owes his
elevation to the throne. The murder-
ers of his predecessor not only made
his succession possible, but they dic-
tated his election to the Skuptschina.
They are now escorting him, also, to
the national capital and they will, no
doubt, be conspicuous in the ceremon-
ies of his enthronement. Under these
circumstances, to punish these men for
their crime, according to.their just de-
serts, may be construed as an act of
base ingratitude and involve him in
trouble with his own people at the
opening of his reign. The civilized
world is, however, waliting to see
whether King Peter has the courage to
administer justice or is a coward who
shrinks from the performance of a
plain but disagreeable duty.

would soon act in the matter. It is cer-
tain that Mr. Sweeney and associates
have for years endeavored to act inde-
pendently of the smelter trust, but have
been compelled to put up with their
demands, owing to railroad combina-
tions. It is said that Mr. Hill is agree-
able to Mr, Sweeney’s plans, and that
a smelter at or near Spokane, Wash-
ington, will be the outcome. Such a
plant would draw its output from the
Republic camp as well as the Coeur
d’Alenes, and many other districts
that are now shipping to the Puget
Sound smelters. Such a proposition is
a necessity and one that is most feas-
ible, as there is no question as to the
qQuantity of ore necessary to keep a
huge plant in constant operation, and
of sufficient quality as to meet all re-
quirements as to fluxes.

Such an undertaking is undoubtedly
feasible and would pay well from the
start, and it would be a grzat benefit
to the Kootenays in more ways than
one. Aside from the fact that a silver-
lead smelter at Spokane would add to
the competition for argentiferous ores
in this district and thus help the miner,
it would be a large consumer of B. C.
fuel. It would be, however, hopeless
for the proprietors of the smelter to
relie upon Kootenay coke until the pro-
vincial government breaks the Crow’s
Nest monopoly by permitting other
areas of coal lands to be developed in
East Kootenay. :

AN OPPORTUNITY OVERLOOKED.

It would be well for the manufac-
turers of sawmill machinery to give
the newspapers of the Kootenays more
attention. The lumbering industry in
this district is second only to that of
mining. There are ‘tens of thousands
of acres of magnificent timber lands in
Southeastern B. C. that will be logged
within the next few years In order to
supply the great and ever increasing
demand of the Northwest Territories
for lumber. Orders are being sent from
here almost daily for lumber and shin-
gle machinery, and many new mills
will be started in the next twelve
months, Machinery houses that want
the business of this district should use
the advertising columns of the local
newspapers. They will be found a very
profitable investment in this particu-
lar instance. It is surprising that the
sawmill machinery houses of the East
have not established agencies here on
lines similar to the branches that ex-
ist of the mine machinery firms. The
latter have done exceptionally well
and the prospects for the seller of
sawmill supplies should be equally good
if systematically worked up.

BRITISH OPINION.

If the cabled news from Britain were
our only source of information con-
cerning the state of British public
opinion with regard to Mr. Chamber-
lain’s new trade proposals, one would
almost be compelled to admit that
public opinion is solidly against them.
Almost all the newspaper opinions that
have been cabled are adverse opinions.
This is natural, for the cable news is
prepared for American readers, and it
is pleasant to American readers to be-
lieve that Mr. Chamberlain’s scheme
is unpopular in Britain,

But British newspapers are not by
any means unanimous in their con-
demnation of the proposed change.
Some of the most influential journals
in the country heartily favor it, and
many others, while a little scared by
the boldness of Mr, Chamberlain’s ut-
terances, are evidently very willing to
be convinced.  We reprint below sev-
eral editorial remarks from British pa-
pers which indicate that the colonial
secretary is not “flouting public opin-
ion” to the extent that the cable critics
would have us believe:

London Times: Mr. Chamberlain is
going to tell the workingmen that, if
we are to hold the empire together, to

to us, and to maintain any power of
selling goods to the world at large, we
must tax food. He is going to tell the
workingmen with the utmost frank-
ness just what the thing will cost them
in their weekly bills, and, on the other
hand, what they will gain by it. He
considers that there will be a heavy
balance in their favor, and he believes
that they are quite able to understand
and very likely to approve the trans-
action.

London Standard: Nothing is further
from the truth than the suggestion
that the nation has been invited to take
another “leap in the dark,” and to
plunge headlong into protection. Mr.
Chamberlain showed that there is to
be no plunging or leaping at all.

St. James’ Gazette: Till the assent
of the country is won, as Mr. Cham-
berlain pointed out, it were futile to
approach the colonies with any defi-
nite suggestions. Nothing could be
more disastrous than to arrive at
agreements with them, and then to
find the whole policy repudiated by the
electorate of this country at a general
election. But the leaven is hidden in
the measure of meal, and it will work.

Birmingham Gazette: Mr. Chamber-
lain did not hold up the suggested pol-
icy either as a bogle to drive the peo-
ple mad nor as an Aunt Sally for the
people to knock down. On the con-
trary, he has raised it as a standard
under and for which he will fight.

Sheffield Telegraph: The fiscal
change which Mr. Chamberlain has

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IS FOUND

Product of Free Gold Vein
in Lardeau River
Country.

Kaslo People Are Much
Excited Over the

Discovery.
/

KASLO, June 23.—Frank Marquis
and George Gilbert came in this morn-
ing from the Lardo-Duncan country
with evidence of a gold find that casts
everything heretofore locally heard of
completely in the shade. These gentle-
men have with them pieces of quartz
that are more than one-half gold, and
a prominent mining man stated that in

describing them it would be more
proper to say pieces of gold with a lit-
tle quartz. These specimens will run
in values to the ton up to figures al-
most incredible. Intense excitement
was aroused, and the room where the
find was on exhibition has been throng-
ed all day. In the fruit can brought
down there is in the neighborhood of
$100 worth of gold, Parties are being
rapidly formed to proceed te the dis-
trict of the find, and the fortunate gen-
tlemen are noways backward in giving
every assistance to others who may

by making additional locations. Mr.
Marquis, who is a reliable and experi-
enced mining man, states that they
have over one hundred thousand dol-
lars’ worth of ore in sight, putting it
at one-half what he is confident would
be realized with but little work. He
says he has at a very low estimate
over a ton of ore ready to be sacked
that will give returns of at least the
above stated amount,

One has only to see the ore brought
down to believe the statement made.

The property, which is called the
Gold Park group of two claims, is
located on Poplar creek, a tributary
of the Lardo river, about one mile
from the Kootenay and Arrowhead
railway ‘and about twenty miles from
Lardo. The find was made while do-
ing assessment work, Some twenty
open cuts have been made, in all of
which good ore has been uncovered,
giving fair wvalues, but nothing else
like this find was met with. The ore
is white quartz and carbonates carry-
ing large quantities of free gold. The
vein from which this ore was taken
is about seven inches wide, widening
out in-places to ten inches, the whole
gangue being impregnated with fili-
gree gold. The vein has been uncov-
ered in places for several hundred feet.

The owners came to town to procure
supplies, mortars and sacks to sack
the ore and will return at once. A
large party is preparing to accompany
them. BSeveral parties have already
left for the ground, The country s
very heavily timbered, and the imme-
diate vicinity is rough and precipitous.
There is no doubt that this is the same
source from which the large quantities
of placer gold found in the Lardo river
have originated. Numerous finds have
been made on the Lardo and its tribu-
taries of gold quartz carrying good
values, but nothing approaching -his
has ever been met with.

The strike is about forty miles from
Kaslo, and is not far from Tenderfoot
and Meadow creeks, where good prop-
erties are being now worked. Messrs.
Marquis and Gilbert say that they are
in the same mineral belt with the Sil-
ver Cup, Triune and Ophir-Lade
groups, all of which carry the same
cha.ra.cwr of ore.

EXAMINATION PAPERS FOR EN-

VERY DIFFICULT,

LAST YEAR'S NOT A CIRCUM-
STANCE — WHY 'TWAS
DONE.

Publi¢ school studenis trying for en-
trance to the high school at the mid-
summer examinations now under way

throughout the province have an ex-
ceedingly hard row to hoe. It is pre-
dicted that the percentage of pupils
passing the tests will be much smaller
than usual this year, owing to the un-
vsually difficult papers set by the pro-
vincial department.

Last year’s papers were the hardest
on record up to that time, but a new
record in point of difficulty is set this
summer.

The papers on mathematiés and Can-
adian history, on which pupils have al-
ready written are described as veri-
table puzzle problems, much in excess
of the standard ordinarily considered
high enough for public school pupils.
Ten' pupils are writing in Rossland, of
svhom one is from the Trail public
&chool. The children were regarded as
well- up in their work, and it was ex-
pected that a large percentage would
pass the ordeal.

FROM THE ORIENT.

Chinese and Japanese Clash with Rus-
sian Representatives.
VICTORIA, June 23.—The steamship
Duke of Fife, which ran between Pugst
Sound and the Orient for several years
for the Northern Pacific line, has been
bought by the Morioka company, and
is to be used in the conveyance of emi-
grants between Japan and Peru. She
was embarking her first batch of pas-
sengers when the Empress left Kobe on

June 8th.

News was received by the Empress of
China that on May 25th a collision took
place near Antung, between a force of
Chinese regulars and a body of free-
booters in Russian employ. The latter
were defeated with a loss of nine Kkil-
led and nine taken prisoners. The Rus-
sian officer responsible for the conduet
of the Russian native levies in general
happened to be at Yong Am Pho when
this trouble occurred. He hastened to
the scene and brought a strong charge
against - the officer in charge of the
Chinese regunlars, who in turn, appealed
to Peking, claiming that the freeboot-
ers had been behaving with the greatest
lawlessness, raiding private houses and
stealing property. The Russian consul
from Mukden proceeded to Antung to
settle the matter.

On the night of June 7th there was a
collision between Russian soldiers and
Japanese civilians in ‘Seoul. The Jap-
anese, who are described as merchants,
had three wounded.

News was given from Peking that
European entertainment is in vogue at
the Chinese capital. The empress dow-
ager witnessed an entertainment of Eu-
ropean music and dancing at the palace
on the 28th of May. Sir Robert Hart’s
band furnished the music. The Misses
Yu Kung, dressed as a nch peasant
boy and girl, danced a minuet, after
which Lady Yu Kung, with her daugh-
ters, a German lady, and four Chinese
princesses danced a set of lancers. All
of which her majesty appears to have
found very entertaining.

LUMBIA’S POPULATION,

A map has been issued by the provin-
cial government showing the electoral
districts of the province under the new
redistribution measure. Rossland city
is a distinet riding. The surrounding

of Ymir electoral district, and includes
the following sections: Waneta, Ymir
town, Sirdar, Kuskonook, Creston and
vicinity, Trail city, Smelter Junction,
Velvet mine, West Robson and Fire
Valley, the total population being 3928.

The population of Rossland is given at

6133 and the numbers of votes polled in
the Dominion and provincial elections
of 1900 are given respectively at 1003 and
1169. This vote was polled within the
city proper, now established as an elec-
toral district.
The Bureau of Public Information’s
report contains a variety of interesting
statistics relating to the population of
the province, The population is placed
at 177,272, of which 87,828 are described
as rural and 89,477 as urban. By origin
the largest number claim to be English,
52,910 claiming England as the land of
their birth. The smallest number claim
Jewish origin, only 146 being thus de-
scribed. Under the head of nationali-
ties, 144,994 are described as C&nadians,
14,201 as Chinese and 10,070 as American.
Other natfonalities in profusion are rep-
resented. ;

Yale-Cariboo has 41,840 males out of
a total of 114,840 and 20,049 out of a
total of 64,576 females. In the province
there are 74,173 unmarried males and
34,549 unmarried fgmales. Of the total
males only 52 are described as divorced
and 37 females. Of the latter class Yale-
Cariboo carries off the palm; 29 of the
£2 male ‘divorcees and 14 out of the 37
females belong to the “up-country.”

'IN PHOENIX DISTRICT.

Work on New Mines — Snowshoe snd
Granby Operations. —

PHOENIX, June 20.—The tunnel on
the Blue Jay, work on which has been
proceeding for some months, is now
in an even 200 feet, the last few fest
Lbeing in the ledge, which shows good
ore. The property is under lease and
bond by Morrison and Edwards, and is
one of the old locations in the camp,
being located at the extreme end of the
hog back on which the Old Ironsides
and Knob Hill mines are situated.

Now that the unwatering of the Athel-
stan, in Wellington, camp, has been fin-
ished, Foreman Oxley has a force of men
at work preparing to ship surface ore if
possible. The ore will be hauled by
wagon to the Winnipeg mine, and thence
shipped to the Montreal & Boston Coppar
company’s Sunset smelter at Boundary
Falls, which concern is understood to
have some interest in the work now o-
ing on at the Athelstan.

At the Snowshoe the new 150 h. p.
electric hoist, the largest of any kind
yet installed in the Boundary, is now
about ready for use, the timbering of
the main incline 300 foot shaft having
ben completed and other details fin-
ished. The hoist will be in operation in
a day or two. The force at the Snow-
shoe continues to be about 100, and the
shipments run about ten to twelve cars
of ore daily.

At the Granby mines the force has
been reduced slightly of late, owing to
the fact that but two furnaces are in
operation at the company’s smelter. As
ar auxiliary coke supply is now begin-
ning to come in, however, a third. and
perhaps a fourth, furnace will be placed
'in operation in a day or two, when the
force at the mines will again be some-
what increased.

four years and now have the mipe in
shape to furnish a daily output for a
small mill. The ore is strictly of a free
milling nature, the values running from
$10.80 to $104. Thirteen assays taken
over a course of 700 feet on the ledge
gave an average of $15.40 per ton in gold.
The company has been ecapitalized for
$50,000, divided into 500,000 shares at
the par value of ten cents per share,
fully paid up and non-assessable. Two
hundred shares have been put in the
treasury, at par value, for the purpose
of installing a mill, preparations for
which are already under way. A crew
of men with a pack train of supplies
have already left for the property.

This emanates from W, H. Springer of
Spokane, who has been in the city for
the past week. Mr. Springer has for
several years represented the big
‘Washington firm of Finch & Camp-
bell, whose interests in the Pacific
Northwest are probably greater than
those of any other firm operating in
mines. Mr, Springer is a pioneer of
the Slocan country, Springer creek be-
ing named after him. He was the ori-
ginal locator of the well known Freddie
Lee. In 1896 Mr. Springer was in Ross-
land and became particularly fa-
miliar with the mineral resources of
the camp,

Mr. Springer’s mission on this visit
is to examine the Jumbo mine in the
interests of Finch & Campbell, who are
large shareholders, His opinion is de-
cidedly favorable. There is no doubt,
he says, that the mine possesses an im-
mense ore body already blocked out.
If it can be demonstrated that the aver-
age values are sufficlent to leave a
profit the future of the property
is assured for several years. Mr.
Springer says that the ore body on the
No. 1 level is 150 feet in length with-
out the boundary being defined as yet,
and 26 feet in width. While it is not
sufficiently developed to justify an ab-
solute statement as to the tonnage “in
sight,” he is of opinion that about 25,-
000 tons is blocked out in the ore bedy
on the first level.

NORTHPORT
IS ACTIVE

Le Roi Smelter Is Now
Treating 1100 Tons
Daily.

Cutting Down Big Ore
Reserve Rapidly—The
Coke Supply. |

After many vexatious interruptions
due to inadequate coke supplies, the
Northport smelter has at last reached a
peint where more activity is attained
thean has been the =ase in _ the past
‘twelvemonth of thereabouts. Five fur-
naces are running out of the total bat-
tery of six, and almost 1100 tons of ore
is being put through every 24 hours.
Trkis is especially important from Ross-
land’s standpoint, for reasons obvious
to everyone who has looked into the
question, and affords the best possible
guarantee of enhanced activity at the
Rossland mines shipping to the Le Roi
reduction works.

E. J. Wilson, the new manager of the
smelter, has introduced several more or
less important changes in respect to the
works. It is predicted that under Mr.
Wilson’s regime the Le Roi smelter
will attain the greatest measure of effi-
ciency yet achieved, which means re-
duced costs and corresponding advan-
tages to the mines shipping thereto.

The smelter is deriving its coke sup-
plies from Washington points and West
Suvperior, Wis. The expected shipments
from East Kootenay have to all intents
and purposes failed to materialize, al-
though there may be some improvement
yin this respect at a comparatively early
date. When East Kootenay coke com-
mences to arrive in any quantity it is
probable that the No. 6 furnace will be
promptly blown in, but as yet this is not
seriously under consideration. R. C.
Morgan, general superintendent of the
Spokane Falls & Northern railway, stat-
ed that his company had over 100 cars
of coke in sight for the Northport smelt-
er, and that the high water wounld not
be permitted to interfere with the deliv-
ery of fuel at the works, unless matters
assumed a much more serious complex-
jon than the outlook seemed tc warrant
at this time. Where only a compara-
tively short .section of track is covered
with water the trouble can be over-
come at a pinch by backing down a large
come at a pinch by backing down a long
train of cars from one end of the flooi-
ed section, and picking the string up
with a locomotive at the other end, thus
precluding the necessity of the loco-
motives entering the water.

It is evident therefore that the Le R9i
smelter has an excellent outlook for con-
tinned activity on the present exten-
sive basis, with a probability that op-
crations will soon be enlarged to the full
capacity of the works—about 1400 tons
daily.

The effect of this on the Rossland
camp is obvious. A short time will suf-
fice to reduce the big reserve of ore at
the works to normal proportions of 15,-
000 to 20,000 tons, and to keep the smelter
running at full capacity will then ne-
cessitate a very substantial increase in
the output of the Le Rol mine. The
rresent output of 500 tons per day will
necessarily be doubled at least to enable
the company to take full advantage of
means of reducing treatments costs, and
to mine and handle this increased out-
put means big increases in the working
forces at the mine. This spells increased
payrolls and enhanced business through-
out the community. The desirable re-
sults extend to other properties in a
lesser degree to such an extent that
the entire community will profit very
materially from the increased activity
at Northport.

"TWAS CURTIS DID IT

ROSSLAND’'S MEMBER TURNED
| SCALE IN FAVOR OF
PARTY LINES.

HIS ADVICE TO PREMIER Mec-
BRIDE DID THE TRICK—
HOW IT HAPPENED.

(From Friday's Daily.)

Smith Curtis, Rossland’s member. in
the late legislature, declares that he
turned the scale in favor of a division
in the province along straight party
lines. Had it not been for a certain
conversation he had with Premier Me-
Bride at a time when matters were in a
formative stage, a coalition government
would have undoubtedly been formed,
in which the late opposition would have
borne an important part. The general
election would have eventuated, but the
division ‘'would not have been on party
lines and the advent of this phase of
British Columbia politics might have
been postponed for years.

A quiet little conversation between
Mr. Curtis and Hon. Richard McBride!
turned the trick. This is how it hap-
pened.

Mr. Curtis received a note from Pre-
miér McBride shortly after the latter
had been called to power by the Heu-
tenant-governor, and in the seclusion
of the premier’s private office was in-
formed that he (the premier) was in a
quandary as to the lines on which to
form his government and divide the pro-
vince. Mr. MecBride’s indecision arose
from the fact that he had come into
power with the assistance of an oppo-
gition formed of Liberals and Conser-
vatives alike. Mr. Curtis pointed out
that Mr. McBride had accepted the
platform of the Conservative party,
which had declared for party lines. and
it was equally well known that the
Liberals wanted a division on Federal
party lines. It was, therefore, estab-
lished that the country wanted party
lines, and Myt Curtis expressed the
opinion that Mr. McBride was in honor
bound to grant the desire as expressed
by the conventions of Liberals and Con-
servatives. Furthermore, he personally
favored such a division, and proceeded
to give his own views on the subject
at some length. At the conclusion of
the conversation, the premier remarked
that Mr. Curtis’ opinion had determined
him in the policy he would adopot, and
shortly after the formation of the pre-
sent government along straight Con-
servative lines ensued.

The ex-member from Rossland is nat-
urally indignant at the shabby trick
played him and the Rossland riding in
respect to the appropriations for public
works. He had secured an appropria-
tion of $14,500 for the construction of
trails and roads, among the items be-
ing the Burnt Basin wagon road, ne-
cessary to the development of a rich
section of the Rossland district, and
this appropriation was properly passed
by the committee drafted to examine
the appropriations before the supply was
voted as per agreement. Unon the vote
being recorded, Mr. Curtis left the com-
mittee, to find later to his unutterable
disgust that later in the day the appro-
priations for all public works had been
reconsidered and defeated. He blames
Joseph Martin and W. W. B. MecInnes
principally for the whanton upsetting
of plans which made for the good of the
entire country, and the incident only
added to the list of black marks which
Curtis has recorded against them, and
which he proposes to air in their respec-
tive constituencies, if he has the time
and money to go take the stump against
the gentlemen in question. Paterson,
the Grit candidate for the Islands. also
s in Curtis’ bad books. and will be
onposed by Curtis if conditions are pro-
pitious.

GIANT WORKING.

Mining operations have been resumed
at the Giant. Today a force of men
will be at work on the property, and
already shipping operations have been
started. The company had seventy or
eighty tons of ore ready for teaming
to the railway, and it is proposed to ship
ebout ten tons per day for the present.
A larger output would be shipped were
the smelter at Trail prepared to receive

nunlimited quantities. Unfortunately. the

coke shortage prevents the smelter from
adépting this attitnde. hence the Giant's
ontput will be restrieted for the present.
Mining s confined to the first level of
the property.

FOR THE PAYNE.

The result of the tests in zinc separ-
ation by the use of the Wilfley tables
at the Payne mine has been so satis-
factory that the company has placed an
order for six tables in addition to the
one installed for experimental purposes.
This marks an important advance in
connection with the zinc mining industry
of the Slocan.

ANOTHER SHIPMENT.

The lessees of the I. X. L. mine are
bringing down a shipment of ore from
the mine to the railroad for shipment
to the Northport smelter. The consign-
ment will be in the neighborhood of 25
tons, and it is expected to realize mnot
less than $30 per ton. The operators
of the property have been at work for
some time, but preliminaries engrossed
considerable time, and steady mining
work has only been under way for a
part of the period.

No steps have
been taken toward reopening the Contact
mine, which is the prinecipal property in
the Basin, and ‘it is not likely that any
extensive work will be undertaken there
until the government carries out its un-
dertaking in the matter of constructing
a wagon road.

The -Contact company had arranged
to equip the property with machinery
on an extensive scale. Plant is essen-
tial to further development of the mine,
and the success attained up to the
present time has been sufficient to war-
rant the erection of works on a consid-
erable scale. It is absolutely necessary

JUMBO SPUR.

The management of the Jumbo mine
has opened negotiations with the Spo-
kane Falls & Northern road for the
construction of a spur to a suitable
point for the loading of ore from the
mine, and the question is likely to be
disposed of at an early date.

A report was circulated yesterday to
the effect that an eight-foot vein of
ore had been encountered in the Jumbo
workings., This is & misastatement, ac-
cording to M, R. Galusha, managing
director, who states that there has
never been but one ore body in the
Jumbo. At times this body carried
richer streaks, but nothing in the shape
of an entirely new find has been made.

LONDON, June 19.—Lord Camper-
down in the house of lords today drew
the attention of the house to the recent
revelation of Foreign Minister Lans-
downe to the effect that Germany had
intimated that if the other British colo-

nies follow the example of Canada, in
giving a preference to British imports,
Great Britain would probably not be
allowed to continue in receipt of most
favored nation terms. Lord Camper-
down asked that the papers on the sub-
ject be laid on the table.

Lord Lansdowne replied that he de-
sired to deprecaté the assumption that
the conduct of Germany was actuated
by deliberate hostility to Great Brit-
ain. He considered that Germany’s
course was not unnatural, considering
the way in which Great Britain had
hitherto dealt with these questions
concerning the colonies. If Great Brif-
ain made her position perfectly clear
and intelligible, as she ought to do, it
would, he thought, be possible to ac-
complish a settlement of these ques-
tions in a manner satisfactory to
Great Britain and to her colonies.

ARBITRATION OVER FLUME LINE
GROUND POSTPONED FROM
SATURDAY.

Mining—The tonnage stoped during
April is lower than for several months
past. This is largely due to the fact
that without increasing the present
force the sill floors of three stopes have
been taken out, a proceeding which,
of course, entails additional labor in
breaking the ore, The gold values in
the ore mined are higher than have
been obtained since December, entirely
owing to the yield of the stope near the
east end of the 500-foot level, but the
copper contents are lower than former-
iy.

This had
not begun to arrive yet, and the result
of the arrival of this coal on the mar-
ket in San Francisco could not be an-
ticipated. It would undoubtedly permit
the Western Fuel company to use their
Nanaimo coal for domestic purposes in-
stead of manufacturing. but it would be
very difficult to predict what effect
1t would have on the price.

NORTHPORT
IS ACTIVE

Le Roi Smelter Is Now
Treating 1100 Tons
Daily.

Cutting Down Big Ore
Reserve Rapidly—The
Coke Supply. |

After many vexatious interruptions
due to inadequate coke supplies, the
Northport smelter has at last reached a
peint where more activity is attained
than has been the =ase in the past
‘twelvemonth of thereabouts. Five fur-
naces are running out of the total bat-
tery of six, and almost 1100 tons of ore
is being put through every 24 hours.
Tkis is especially important from Ross-
land’s standpoint, for reasons obvious
to everyone who has looked into the
question, and affords the best possible
guarantee of enhanced activity at the
Rossland mines shipping to the Le Roi
reduction works,

E. J. Wilson, the new manager of the
smelter, has introduced several more or
less important changes in respect to the
works. It is predicted that under Mr.
‘Wilson’s regime the Le Roi smelter
will attain the greatest measure of effi-
ciency yet achieved, which means re-
duced costs and corresponding advan-
tages to the mines shipping thereto.

The smelter is deriving its coke sup-
plies from Washington points and West
Superior, Wis. The expected shipments
from East Kootenay have to all intents
and purposes failed to materialize, al-
though there may be some improvement
yin this respect at a comparatively early
date. When East Kootenay coke com-
mences to arrive in any quantity it is
probable that the No. 6 fuarnace will be
promptly blown in, but as yet this is not
seriously under consideration. R. C.
Morgan, general superintendent of the
Spokane Falls & Northern railway, stat-
ed that his company had over 100 cars
of coke in sight for the Northport smelt-
er, and that the-high water would not
be permitted to interfere with the deliv-
ery of fuel at the works, unless matters
assumed a much more serious complex-
jon than the outlook seemed tc warrant
at this time. Where ounly a ¢éompara-
tively short section of track is covered
with water the trouble can be over-
come at a pinch by backing down a large
come at a pinch by backing down a long
train of cars from one end of the flooi-
ed section, and picking the string up
with a locomotive at the other end, thus
precluding the necessity of the loco-
motives entering the water.

It is evident therefore that the Le Roi
smelter has an execellent outlook for con-
tinned aectivity on the present exten-
sive basis, with a probability that op-
crations will soon be enlarged to the full
capacity of the works—about 1400 tons
daily.

The effect of this on the Rossland
camp is obvious. A short time will suf-
fice to reduce the big reserve of ore at
the works to normal proportions of 15,-
000 to 20,000 tons, and to keep the smelter
running at full capacity will then ne-
cessitate a very substantial increase in
the output of the Le Roi{ mine. The
rresent output of 500 tons per day will
necessarily be doubled at least to enable
the any to take full advantage of
means of reducing treatments costs, and
to mine and handle this increased out-
put means big increases in the working
forces at the mine. This spells increased
payrolls and enhanced business through-
out the community. The desirable re-
sults extend to other properties in a
lesser degree to such an extent that
the entire community will profit very
materially from the increased activity
at Northport.

"TWAS CURTIS DID IT

ROSSLAND’'S MEMBER TURNED
‘ SCALE IN FAVOR OF
PARTY LINES,

HIS ADVICE TO PREMIER Mec-
BRIDE DID THE TRICK—
HOW IT HAPPENED.

(From Friday’s Daily.)

Smith Curtis, Rossland’s member. in
the late legislature, declares that he
turned the scale in favor of a division
in the province along straight party
lines. Had it not been for a certain
conversation he had with Premier Me-
Bride at a time when matters were in a
formative stage, a coalition government
would have undoubtedly been formed,
in which the late opposition would have
borne an important part. The general
election would have eventuated, but the
division would not have been on party
lines and the advent of this phase of
British Columbia politics might have
been postponed for years.

A quiet little conversation between
Mr. Curtis and Hon. Richard McBride
turned the trick. This is how it hap-
pened.

Mr. Curtis received a note from Pre-
miér MecBride shortly after the latter
had been called to power by the Heu-
tenant-governor, and in the seclusion
of the premier’s private office was in-
formed that he (the premier) was in a
quandary as to the lines on which to
form his government and divide the pro-
vince. Mr. MecBride’s indecision arose
from the fact that he had come into
power with the assistance of an oppo-
gition formed of Liberals and Conser-
vatives alike. Mr. Curtis pointed out
that Mr. MecBride had accepted the
platform of the Conservative party.
which had declared for party lines. and
it was equally well known that the
Liberals wanted a division on Federal
party lines. It was, therefore, estab-
lished that the country wanted party
lines, and Mjn Curtis expressed the
opinion that Mr. McBride was in honor
bound to grant the desire as expressed
by the conventions of Liberals and Con-
servatives. Furthermore, he personally
favored such a division, and proceeded
to give his own views on the subject
at some length. At the conclusion of
the conversation, the premier remarked
that Mr. Curtis’ opinion had determined
him in the policy he would adopt, and
shortly after the formation of the pre-
sent government along straight Con-
servative lines ensued.

The ex-member from Rossland is nat-
urally indignant at the shabby trick
played him and the Rossland riding in
respect to the appropriations for public
works. He had secured an appropria-
tion of $14,500 for the construction of
trails and roads, among the items be-
ing. the Burnt Basin wagon road, ne-
cessary t0 the development of a rich
section of the Rossland @istriet, and
this appropriation was properly passed
by the committee drafted to examine
the appropriations before the supply was
voted as per agreement. Unon the vote
being recorded, Mr. Curtis left the com-
mittee, to find later to his unutterable
disgust that later in the day the appro-
priations for all public works had been
reconsidered and defeated. He blames
Joseph Martin and W. W. B. McInnes
principally for the whanton upsetting
of plans which made for the good of the
entire country, and the incident only
added to the list of black marks which
Curtis has recorded against them, and
which he proposes to air in their respec-
tive constituencies, if he has the time
and money to go take the stump against
the gentlemen in question. Paterson,
the Grit candidate for the Islands. also
fs in Curtis’ bad books. and will be
onposed by Curtis if conditions are pro-
pitious.

Underground operations are still con-
fined to the 850 level, but a start will
be made -for the 1000 level as soon as
arrangements can be completed.

GIANT WORKING.

Mining operations have been resumed
at the Giant. Today a force of men
will be at work on the property, and
already shipping operations have been
started. The company had seventy or
eighty tons of ore ready for teaming
to the railway, and it is proposed to ship
ebout ten tons per day for the present.
A larger output would be shipped were
the smelter at Trail prepared to receive
unlimited quantities. Unfortunately. the
coke shortage prevents the smelter from
ndopting this attitude. hence the Giant's
ontput will be restricted for the present.
Mining is confined to the first level of
the property.

FOR THE PAYNE.

No steps have
been taken toward reopening the Contact
mine, which is the principal property in
the Basin, and it is not likely that any
extensive work will be undertaken there
until the govemment carries out its un-
dertaking in the matter of constructing
a wagon road.

The -Contact company had arranged
to equip the property with machinery
on an extensive scale. Plant is essen-
tial to further development of the mine,
gnd the success attained up to the
present time has been sufficient to war-
rant the erection of works on a consid-
erable scale. It is absolutely necessary
to the installation of machinery that

JUMBO SPUR.

The management of the Jumbo mine
has opened negotiations with the Spo-
kane Falls & Northern road for the
construction of a spur to a suitable
point for the loading of ore from the
mine, and the question is likely to be
disposed of at an early date.

A report was circulated yesterday to
the effect that an eight-foot vein of
ore had been encountered in the Jumbo
workings. This is & misatatement, ac-
cording to M, R. Galusha, managing
director, who states that there has
never been but one ore body in the
Jumbo. At times this body carried
richer streaks, but nothing in the shape
of an entirely new find has been made.

TRADE WITH EMPIRE

STATISTICS OF GREAT BRITAIN'S
EXPORTS TO THE
COLONIES.

GERMANY'S REPORTED INTIMA-
TION REGARDING PRE-
FERENCE.

LONDON, June 19.—Lord Camper-
down in the house of lords today drew
the attention of the house to the recent
revelation of Foreign Minister Lans-
downe to the effect that Germany had
intimated that if the other British colo-

nies follow the example of Canada, in
giving a preference to British imports,
Great Britain would probably not be
allowed to continue in receipt of most
favored nation terms, Lord Camper-
down asked that the papers on the sub-
ject be laid on the table.

Lord Lansdowne replied that he de-
sired to deprecate the assumption that
the conduct of Germany was actuated
by deliberate hostility to Great Brit-
ain. He considered that Germany’s
course was not unnatural, considering
the way in which Great Britain had
hitherto dealt with these questions
concerning the colonies. If Great Brii-
ain made her position perfectly clear
and intelligible, as she ought to do, it
would, he thought, be possible to ac-
complish a settlement of these ques-
tions in a manner satisfactory to
Great Britain and to her colonies.

MANAGER'S REPORT ON OPERA-
TIONS—DEEP LEVEL DEVEL-

The manager’s report of the Le Roi
Mining Company, Limited, for the
month of April, as published in Lon-
don papers an to hand, is as follows:

“Ore shipments—The ore shipped
during the momnth amounted to 12,156
tons, containing 4851 ounces gold, 6488
ounces silver, 307,632 pounds copper,
value per ton $11.41. A portion, 130
tons, containing 363 ounces gold, 209
ounces silver and 2358 pounds copper,
was sold to the Hall Mining and Smelt-
ing Company, Limited, of Nelson, B.

“Mining—The tonnage stoped during
April is lower than for several months
past. This is largely due to the fact
that without increasing the present
force the sill floors of three stopes have
been taken out, a proceeding which,
of course, entails additional labor in
breaking the ore, The gold values in
the ore mined are higher than have
been obtained since December, entirely
owing to the yield of the stope near the
east end of the 500-foot level, but the
copper contents are lower than former-
iy. It is regretted that a small ‘streak’
of good ore, which was met with dur-
ing the month of March on the 500-foot
level, has not enlarged, and the man-
ager has been compelled to abandon
work upon it for the present, owing to
the comparatively high cost involved
in stoping.

Another conveyor wilk
run direct from the screens ta the whart,
so that when a ship is loading the coal
will be carried direct from the screens
to the hold of the vessel. This convey=
or will pass under the bunkers so that
the coal may drop direct from the bunk-
ers to the conveyor and to the ship with-
out handling.

This system of loading will obviate
the necessity for so many locomotives
and cars and save a great deal of ex-
pense in handling. This will ‘be the
first conveyor of the kind on the Ameri-
can continent, and it will not only be
used at Departure Bay, but wherever
it can be used to advantage in Nanai-
mo.

A conveyor will be arranged for the
Nanaimo bunkers and also at No. 1 shaft
to carry the rock out to the end of the
dump.

Other small improvements in the way
of expense economy are also contem-
plated.

ROME, June 23.—The Osservatore
Romano today publishes the allocution
which the pope delivered at the consis-
tory yesterday.
