Says J. W. Flavelle, Chairman of Munition
Board—Orders Placed In Every Province

Ottawa, Dec. 18.—“Is it not ‘busi-
ness s usual’—and bprofits larger
than usual?” asked . W. Flavelle,
chairman of the Imperial munitions
board, of a crowded audience when
he addressed the Ottawa Canadian
Club on “Munitions in Canada.”

“Am I stating it too strongly if 1
say we are almost drunk with pros-
perity? 1Is there evidence in, this
country of natiomal sorrow 4nd con-
cern?”

Mr. Flavelle snoke feelingly of
Canada’s relation to the war, espe-
cially as it concerned the production
of munitions. He gave surprising
facts and figures of the: vast extent
of the munition*work in Canada ad-
ministered by the board, and afte™
emphasizing the vital importance of
these spoke of the absence of a reali-
zation of the gravity of the situation
jn Canada. He bad something to sav
of partyism, too, saying that he could
not conceive of a copdition where
party nolitics had been more bitter
and insistent than theyv had been in
official circles in Ottawa during the
past year. .

“It is as if a horse race was on, 1t
place of a great war in which the
very existence of a nation is in peril.

An Immense Enterprise.

Mr. Flavelle, in his address, said
that the board with which he had
the honor to be associated, was res-
ponsible to the minister of munitions
in Great Britain. The extent of the
organization, the character of the
work, the number of peonle who
were serving the board, would oc-
casion surprise, said the gpeaker. In
the head office at Ottawa there were
600 men and women, and scattered
over the Dominion were 4,000 in-
spectors. To all he paid tribute to
their loval and efficient sunport. He
also ' praised the busifiess and pro-
fessional men who gave up their dut-

jes, or loaned their most efficient
servants to come to Ottawa.
London, Dec. 17.—The Weekly

The Frankfurter's Views

The Frankfurter Zeitung, in an
article on the peace proposals, says:

“Germany must try to'prevent the
Entente from giving an evasive an-
swer. We expect a wide cleavage of
views at thé outset of the negotia-
tions, but great apparent divergen-
cies of opinion-will have less signi-
ficance when the-oral explanations
are heard. The standpoints of all
parties ' are practically identical as
régards the general fundamental
aims of the war and the German pro-
pésals refer to the re-establishment
of international conventions for the
avoidanee of international conflicts
and guarantee international peace.”

Enormous Expenditure

To illustrate the volume of busi-

penditure n .2 normal year by the
Government on the Hill. And the
auditors of the British Government
before they left last week assured
them that they ‘had  found every-
thing from start to finish wholly
satisfactory.

“In carrying out this business the
board adopted the simple and direct
method of determining there should
be absolutely no patronage, no con-
sideration of persgnal, or family, or
soeial, or party or church interests,”’
said the speaker. He pointed out
the vast undertaking of himself and
the staff in administration of such
a department.

“What I attempted to say in To-
ronto the other day was that I had
seen in a great bonded warehouse
where these are inspected and passed
upon when there is any suspicion
concerning thém—1I1 had seen shells
from Canada which should never
have left the shop- of the manufac-
turer if there had been proper shop
inspection, and I was surprised to
see the headline in the paper the
next day, ‘The shells from Canada
are'a failure,” '’ said Mr. Flavelle.

Canada’s Part Tremendons

“1 eould have told my newspaper
friend, if he had asked me, that in
the same bonded warehouse I saw
shells from 50 or 100 English fac-
tories, as well as from 50 to 60 Can-
adian factories. The total percent-
age of shells produced in Canada
in relation to all the shells used at
the British front, is a percentage S0
large that I would amaze some of
you if I were at liberty to express
the figures and when you read, well-
intentioned perhaps, in newspapers
or elsewhere, a comment that we
sent men to the front and we do not
equip them with munitions, where-
by the Government or somebody ‘else
is culpable, it is with a wholly mis-
taken knowledge of the facts of the
case and without an understanding
of the importance of the supply
which comes from Canada.”

He said that the failure on the
part of a manufacturer to deliver
shells was a matter o grave that he
ought not to be able to sleep at night
until he had made every  arrange-
ment he knew how. '
-«@yery failure on the part of a
Canadian workman to work as many
hours as he is able to work, every
failure on the part of a Canadian
manufacturer to plan and lay out his
work so he will deliver that he has
promised to deliver, is a crime
against the state,” he said. “God

Special music in keeping
with the solemnity of the occasion
was rendered, including the hymn
quoted above, while a most stirring
and heartfelt address was that de-
livered by Rev. Chancellor Bowles,
of Toronto, who, speaking from the
depth of his heart, and with visible
emotion, paid high tribute to the
manhood of Canada to-day, and the
manner in which they had responded
to the call of the Empire in its hour

with those of service and industry. In
those days of 1914, we of the British
Empire, in common with much of
the rest of the world, were dream-
ing of universal peace, were hoping
that the shadow of war was passing
forever from the earth. Whatever
mighs be Britain’s faults, and there
were those who held them to be
many, we know that at heart she
was sound, for that the teachings of
Christ held an essential place in her
existence.
A Challenge

Then of a sudden all our ideals
were challenged. A great empire had
arisen in Europe, had sprung into
prominence, vigorous and highly
educated, its genius for organization
perhaps the most thorough ever seen
in the world. It was new in its ele-
ments, its parts; inheriting ideals of
conquest and power from the past,

Stirring Days

“We are living in days of great
trial, of great testing by fire,” de-
clared Chancellor Bowles, in open-
ing his address.

Was Devotee
of Simple Life

—_——-

New 7York, Dec. 16.—Prominent
men throughout the nation, includ-
ing President Wilson, paid tribute to
the memory of the late George C.

Boldt, proorietor of the Waldorf-
Astoria, who died in the hotel which
he made famous.

As a special mark of respect the
funeral cortege passed up Fifth av-
enue from the hotél to St. Thomas’
Protestant Episcopal church, where
public services were held, follow-
ing the services for members of the
family in the Boldt apartment at
the Waldorf.

Members of the family applied for
a permit to pass up Madison avenue,
as New York'’s greatest thorougfare
is only opened to special traffic on
great occasions. In answer Chief
Inspector Max Schmitherger declar-

ed that the cortege should proceed |

along Fifth avenue, if it were ne-
cessary to halt traffic during its pas-
sage.

The public services at St. Thomas’
were simple and did not consume
more than five minutes. The full
vested choir sang and many friends
and associates in business attended
singly and in organized bodies. The
Hotel Men's Association met at the
St. Regis Hotel at ten o-clock and
proceeded to the church in a body.

Others who sent messages of sym-
pathy were Mayor Mitchell, Robert
Adamson, fire commissioner; Jacob
Schurman, president of Cornell Uni-
versity; George F. Baker, Vincent
Astor, Dr. Andrew A. White, Char-
les B. Alexander, Max Pam, H. H.

The great mystery of Boldt’s life
was the Hearst Island castle. He
lavished money on the place and no
one seemed to know how long it,
was going to take to finish ' the
work. When his wife died some
years ago, Mr. Boldt suspended the
work altogether but a 'few years
later he ordered a resumption in a
small way, If Mr. Bgldt himself
knew what he was going to do with
the castle he never breathed it to
anybody so far as known.

Mr, Boldt invented one business
method that séems simple—after
some one hus-thought of it; he
promptly took the stand that the ho-
tel patron was right and he went
along on that theory until the day
of his death. He was the first to
think of supplying entertainment for
his patrons in addition to food and
lodging. Also if a man wanted a
check cashed there was little or no
hemming and hawing, Mr Boldt ‘took
charge’ and cashed the check in
cases where other hotel men mnot
only would do a lot of hemming
and hawing but would finally refuse
to honor the signature, but the pol-
jcy in the long run was a paying one.

He probably knew as many, per-
haps more, men and women here and
abroad one of his friends said, than
dny other man of his day. And yet
it wasn’t so very long ago, as, suc-
cessful careers are measured, that he
was working in a very humble capa-
city in a littie restaurant that stood
not much more than half a block
from ‘the preseint site of the Waldorf-
Astorfa. Y
