There
is no snow on the road between Daw-
son and Grand Forks and none be-
tween Dawson and Gold Bottom
the Hunker road. A week ago there
was show [rom the  Dome to Gold
Run, but a gentleman who came in
yesterday on a wheel says that por-
tion of the road is now bare

Freighting by wagon is laborious
work with the roads in their present
condition, they being very rough in
some ‘places and slippery -in others,
four horses or mules being required
to transport what on bobs on a good
road would be only hali a load for
one team.

It is feared by some that, owing to
the advanced season, the weather may
suddenly turn too cold to snow and
that the roads may be left in their
present lahorious condition for the
winter, thus precluding all possibility
of conveying heavy machinery from
Dawson to the distant creeks

At the start there was four
feet in the well and it required hours
of continuous work with an 8-inch
pump before it could be lowered. It
is the intention of the company while
they are about it to deepen the well
some six or eight feet, hoping tnereby
to increase the supply, providing, of
course, that they are able to do so.
There i§ at present about a foot of
water in the well and it is impossible
for ‘the pump to further lower it. In
addition to digging out the gravel it
will be necessary to crib the excava-
tion with: heavy timbesr, and should
the” flow at any time increase it
would be necessary to abandon the
work. In that particular locality
even though at a depth of 40 feet the
gravel is unfrozen. Mr. Buchanan, of
the water company, has given out
the statement that he hopes to turn
the water on again by 9 a'clock this
evening.

Chinese Have Hello Habit.

“I had quite a turn when I went
into & Columbus. avenue drug store
the other day to use the telephone
and found a Chinamen there ahead of
me on the same mission,” said the
man of experience. ‘‘Of -course there
is no reason in the world why a
Chinaman should not talk over the
phone as well as a Frenchman or a
Glerman or an American, but it had
never occurred to me that they were|
enterprising enough to avail them-
selves ol their prerogative in that di-
rection;:and I stood staring ‘at the
fellow as id he had been a museum
curiosity. I had the effrontery to lis-
ten to his conversation, tqo, a pro-
ceeding for which I had o earthly
excuse, for the man got his number
as you or I could have dong and talk-
ed just as intelligently.

““Even after he had tra
business and had paid hi
Fgone out, I couldn't. get
incongruity of the si
my-mind, and 1 asked the dryggist
what he thought abopt it. Tp my
surptise, he said it was not an un-
usual ‘occurrence. 1t seems that there
are three or four Chinamen in the
neighborhood who have learned the
value of the ‘telephone as a lahor
saver, and instead of attending to all
their little errands in person they
send ‘their messages by wire. So far
as the druggist can make out these
men are all laundrymen. Judging by
their conversation there seems no
urgent necessity for communicating
with their customers, but having once
mastered the mysteries of. the tele-
phone, they seize every opportunity
to experiment with its wonders, even
though the performance does call for
the expenditure of a dime.

“Sioce then 1 have made inquires
in other parts of the city where
Chinamen abound and 1 have been
told that once a Chinamen has learn-
ed English weil enough to talk clear-
ly and sanely he is extremely anxious
to study out the secrets of a tele-
phone booth. That step being taken,
he develops a positive mania for this
system of communication, and the
proprietors of public telephones main-
tain that often they call up a number
for which they apparently have mot
the slightest need, simply that they
may indilge thé telephone habit they
have contracted. :

“This class of Chinese does not in-
clude the well-to-do merchants who
bhave their. own ‘phones, over which
they transact much legitimate busi-
ness, but consists of the floating Mon-
‘golian’ population, many of whom are
