PROFITABLE DAIRYING

Writing to the farming World D.
F. Arn.strong; a ressivg and pros-
perous farmer of mlorytovn 8ays:

“I want w give you some figures
which I believe are hard to beat. I
have a herd of twenty-five cows. They
averaged twenty one cows for the whole
of 1903. I received trom them $1,353.-
90, or $64.47 each for the twenty-one
cows. I don’t use a silo or roots,
feed all the hay the cows will eat up
clean, three or four times a day. [
give ‘them grain after they come in
until they go on the grass again. My
cows are fat enough for beef. I think
the secret lies in keeping them in Al
condition all the time.

My experience is that cows fed on
straw for a oouple of months, asis the
rule among a great wany farmers, is
the greatest mistake that could be made,
When a cow is dried off in December,
and fed straw she quickly goes down
in flesh and she won’t recover in time
to be a profitable cow to ber owner the
following sesson. I tried this plan
once and my cows made only from $30
to $40 per cow. Rut since I began
feeding bay all winter, 7 have been
getting from $55 to $656 _per cow.

*“My cows bave been in stable since
Noventber 80th. They are cleaned off
acd given a clean bed regularly, and I
tell vou it pays well. Poor cows and
and a lack of sytem in farm manage-
ment will keep many & furmer poor.”

Centralizing Cheese Selling

A meeting of the Montreal Produce
Merchants’ = Association ~ was  beld
vecently for the purpose of considering
the advisability of doing away wito-
gether with the smuller cheese boards
throughout the country. Itis gemeral-
ly admitted owing te the present un-
satisfactory condition of- the cheése
trude, that these boards in the country
distriots are too expensive, and in
order to curtail these expenses their
abolition is advocated. In their stead
it is proposed vo establish one board
to embrace a certajn territory sed in
this way compel the outlying districts
tojsend their produce to warket direct,
thus saving the expense of sending
sgents around to all the country
boards for the purpose of buying up
the cheese. Tbhis is considered an
important move on the part of the
association, and the matter is to re-
ceive careful attention before any
definite action is taken. The rules
and regulations regarding the sales of
the smaller-cheese boards are also
under cousideration by the ussociation,
and interesting developments in the
trade are anticipated.

Bradstreets on Trade.

Trade at Montreal has again been seri-
ously interfered with this week by the
snow storms. The conditions of trade,
as reported to Bradstreet’s, are sound.
Domestic, staple and imported goods are
firmly held. The volume of spring busi-
ness done so far is very fair, all things
considered. Payments on March paper
have been- fair, but the slowness of re-
tail trade in the country has to some
extent affected the outside trade rela-
tions.

At Toronto the unusually heavy bliz-
zard at the opening of this week caused
further interruption to railway traffic,
anth trade has again been adversely af-
fected. The annual spring millinery
openings this week brought in many
country buyers and house sales have
been large both in millinery and in dry
goods. Payments on maturing obliga-
tions this week have been very, fair.
Prices of staple and imported goods are
firm.

Trade at Quebec, although not quite
as good as expected, all things consid-
ered, is fairly satisfactory. Shoe manu-
facturers continue busy, and many have
orders ahead.

At Victoria, Vancouver  and other
Pacific coast cities the spring trade is
fairly good and orders are coming for-
ward in fair-sized volume.

In Winnipeg there has been fairly good
buying this week. by the retailers. The
travellers are meeting with a satisfac-
tory demand through the West. Prices
are firm. The outlook for a further
large influx of settlers is encouraging.

Wholesale trade at Hamilton has been
fairly active, but the shipment of goods
has been much hampered by the snow
bloekade. Values are firm.

Trade conditions at London are satis-
factory, and while the spring trade has
been a little slow in a good many de-
partments. Payments have not been
especially good, owing, doubtless, to the
state of the country traflic.

Ottawa trade is in a sound, healthy
condition. The volume of spring and
summer business so far has®Been satis-
factory.

PATHETIG TLEOF

DGEAN GASTAWAYS.

Drifted for Five Days in an
Open Boat.

Heroism of Two Children Cold,
‘Wet and Almost Foodless,

Skin Pesling; OfF Their Limbs,
They Never Complained.

. London, Ma:ch 7.—A pathetic story
told by ocean castaways has just
reached London. Major Little, a Brit-
ish yeomanry officer, his wile and
three children, took passage on the
Mediterranean steamer Cygnet, whici
sailed from London Dec. 25. During a
‘gale off Vigo, on Dec. 29, the wind
blowing sixty miles an hour, fire
broke efit. The captain put the pass-
engers in a boat in charge of the
mate apd four sailors, and then
towed the boat. The Cygnet's cargo
burned fiercely until the hold seemed
1o be a furnace. Flames spouted
from the portholes and cracks in the
deck. Eventually the hatches blew
off. The tow-rope parted and later
the steamer sank. There had-been no
time to provision the boat except
with hiscuits and condensed inilk.
Those 1n the boat had no wraps. A
bitter night followed, the boat was
buffeted by the b.g seas, the chiidren
slept fittully under a tarpaulin, in
several inches of water, and taey
soon became benumbed. An Italian
sailor of the name of Cirardi took
off his coat and wrapped Edward Lit-
tle, nine years old, in it. Cirardi was

portly  afterwit™ls wasied over-
board and lost. Major Little, looking
under the tarpaulin, found that Ed-
ward had wrapped the coat around
hig four-year-old sigter. For five days
and nights they drifted in terrible
distress, cold and wet and almost
foodless. They had nothing to drink
except a little rain water that was
caught in the tarpaulin. The third
night a sailor heard ‘Edward under
thel tarpauiin praying that his father,
mother apd sister might be saved,
and adding, “And please, God, don’'t
forget the mate and the other kind
men.” The fourth day a steamer
was sighted. Khe was hailed by those
in: the boat, who also waved oars and
garments, but the steamer did not
see them. lihe night brought still
severer cold. Tihe garments of the
castaways were drenclied and frozen.
Tihe bodies of the children were
dreadfully frostbitten, the skin peel-
ing off their arms and legs, but the
mate says they never once com-
plained, and there was not a man in
the boat who would not have zladly
given his life for them. On the fifth
night Major Little collapsed. Tae
next morning thte party were rescued
by a fishing boat and taken to the
little town of Figueira. Major Little
died soon after landing. All have
been serlously ill since and continue
weak and semi-dazed. Tthey have only
now heen brought to Londén from
Lisbon,

CANNED 40O0DS.

How Canadians May Increase Their
Sales in Great Britain.

Department of Agriculture,
Commissioner’s Braach,

The Canadian export trade in can-
lied vaporated goods is a compara-
tively new one, but it is steadily in-
creasirg and promises to develop in-
to one of large volume in the near
fulure, says Mr. A. W. Grindley, in his
annual report to the Dominion De-
Partment of Agriculture, of which he
Is one of the representatives in Great
Britain. Great Britain in the past
has bought canned goods largely from
France, Germany and Italy, but ow-
ing to the very friendly feeling that

-hes arisen between the Mother Coun-

try and her Colonies, Canadian firms

may expect a_ large increase in or-
ders providing’ their goods give sat-
isfaction as regards quality and price.
The Americans either have represent-
atives of their own in Great Britain
to push their goods or if they con-
Fign to British firms to scll on com-
mission they fix the price at which
their goods ars to be sold, allowing
& good commiesion, bdt not allow-
Ing prices to be cut in order to ef-
fect males. In addition to this they
gnclose handsome embossed cards in
each case of goods upon whicn is
Plainly marked the retail price in
Englisk money.

It has been found that large
quantities of tinned and bottled
reas, beans and spinach have been
“greened” by a treatment with
salts of copper, The public have
been warned against the consump-
tion of these goods by leading med-
ical and food journals, and it only
remains for Canadian packers to
show that they put up goods of as
reliable quality as the British
merchant has been getting from
other countries, but which are en-
tirely free from adulteration, in
order to create a large demand for
Canadian brands.

The foHowing lines are in good
demand.

Canned and bottled peas = The
Pritish consumer prefers a smaller
sized pea than is usually packed in
Canada.

The followiag grades are wanted ;

Extra fine [size of mesh for grad-
ing), 7 millemeters.

Fine [size of mesh for ’udin ) T
millemeters. i

Moyens [size of mesh for grading),
9 millemeters.

French peas are generally colored
by using .6 (six tenths) grain cop-
rer per pound of peas.

A preference is showm for the
French style of tin for peas, - the
French tin being taller and nar-
rower in diameter than the tin gen-
erally used in Canada. L

A slight addition of sugar will im-
prove some varieties of peas.

Canned apples—Canped apples, in
one gallon tins, are in good demand,
but fault has been found $n Can-
adian goods on account of some
firms putting different varlsties of
appies in the same tin. Some varie-
ties cook much faster than others.
Another complaint is tkat some
patk r: apparently use “cull fruit”
and have not sufficient fruit in
the tins, the goods bcing turned
“sloppy.”

Oaly the best grades shoull be ex-
ported if we wish to hold or in-
crease our trad: with Groat Britain,
as there is kcen competition (rom
all parts of th> world jor the Br tdésh
markit- The Unit«d States, Franes,
Germa%y, Italy, th» Australian Com-
monwealth and New Zoaland are
shipping heavy lines of ecanned
gootds. During <ol ecasons liks the
past two only tha best grades are
in demanl. It is during hot weather
whe cooking b eomes a burden, thit
people turn to eanncd go ds.

ANCESTRY OF THE HORSE.

One of the Oldest as Well as Most
Valued of Antmal Species.

The earliest written history has
reference to the horse and there.is
every reason to believe the animal
cxisted beforc man learned to pen
his thoughts und experiences. As
early as the prehistoric period, as
we infer from the rude drawings of
the animal by his first. masters, the
European horse was uniformly color-
ed—probably dun, with dark mane,
tail and legs. It was a small, heavy-
headed brute, with rough, scrubby
mane and tail, and no trace in the
skull of the depression for the lace
gland. From this stock are descend-
ed the carthorse and the ordinary
breeds of western Europes

The blood horse, or thoroughbred,
on the other hand, is a later im-
portation into Europe, either from
Arabia, by way of Greece and Italy,
or, as some think, from north Africa,
the home of the barb. It- has been
supposed that these eastern horses
are lthe descendants of an earlier
domestication of the same stock. I
have, however, recently shown the
existencgin an Indian domesticated
Liorse skull, as well as in ‘the skull
of the race horse, Ben d'Or, of @
distinet trace of the depression for
a face gland, and the suggestion
consequently presents itself that the
eastern horses, inclusive of thorough-
breds, are descended from equus siv-
alensis, in which the face gland may
still have been functional.

The most modest eater in the world

or even the man whfo complains that he

“never has an appetite,” would proba-

bly be appalled if he could see passing.

in imposing procession before him all

the solids and liquids he will consume
in a lifetime, says Tit-Bits.

But let us assumeé that we have to
deal with a man who is npt ashamed to
admit that he enjoys his meals, and let
us place before him all tg'le food and
fluids that he will require to keep him
going for a lifetime of 70 years.

Such a man will make light of dispos-
ing of 100 four-pound loaves every 12
months, so that we must provide him
with 7,000 substantial loaves. Let us
engage 77 herculean carmen, and make
them file past him in procession, each
carrying a sack of flour, 280 pounds in
weight, every one of which will be
required to supply him with bread for
his life.

Of meat he will eat on an average a
ound a day, and if we limit him to
eef, we shall require nearly 40 bul-
locks to provide the necessary joints for
life; or, if he prefers mutton, we must
sacrifice about 40 sheep on the altar of
his not immoderate appetite every ten
vears. His aggregale consumption of |
potatoes will weigh seven tons, repre-
senting 93 sacks, each weighing 168
pounds, or approximately the entire
product of a couple of:acres of land.
We shall require half a dozen strong
horses to draw our potato supply.

Of fish we must allow him half a hun-
dredweight a year, so that his “aggre-
gate fish,” if not as large as a whale,
will yet turn the scale at one ton, 1.500
weight, and will tax the strength of 30
strong men to carry it to his larder,

Our purchuse of eggs will he on a for-
midable scale, even limiting our men to
an average of fewer than two eggs a
week. In all we shall want 7,000 eggs,
weighing at least 700 pounds, and rep-
resenting a year’s industry of about &0
hens.

Assuming that we only supply seven-
teenths of a glass of milk a day—a very
modest quantity for all purposes—we
shall find it necessary to monopolize
the services of a cow for {two years sad
a quarter, and the resultant milk will
measure 1,120 gallons, and will weigh
more than five tons. Nothing less than
18 pounds of butter can be considered
sufficient for a year’s supply and this
means that in his lifetime one man will
dispose of the contents of more than a
dozen barrels, while limiting him toone
pound of cheese a month, we reach an
aggregaie of 810 pounds. So far we
have laid in a stock of food which it |
would take 600 strong men to carry to
our imaginary larder, for it weighs well
over 30 tons; and this is, as can be seen,
quite an instalment of what we shall
require.

Of tea and coffee we will furnish no
more than a pint a day, having regard
for our patient’s nerves; and yet we
shall find that he will drink during his
life no fewer than 3,220 gallons. A coffee

ot large enough to contain the two

verages will outweigh companies of
soldiers, and people could be stowed
away inside it }f they did not object to
a little temporary discomfort.

We will suppose that eur hero is con-
tent with a pint of beer every day—{wo
glasses—anl that he does not touch it
until he has reached his twentieth birth-
day. Then, in spite of his moderation,
he will require for the balance of his
days more than 255 nine gallon casks,
which would prove a suflicient burden
for eight powerful dray horses.

Limiting him to a bottle of whiskeya
week for 50 years he will consume 2,600
bottles, weighing not much less than
two tons; and when he has drained his
last glass our moderate drinker will be
astonished to learn that his bill for
whiskey and ber alone amounts to at
least $3,250. But yet the man who will
consume three mountains of food and
rivers of liquor in a lifetime can never
be accused of being at all abnormal in
his appetite,

Florida cucumbers, for instance,
have hardly enough dry matter for
the chemist to swear by, yet they
bring $6 to $10 a barrel early in
the season; and several Sumter
eounty growers cleared from $500
to $1,000 an acre on this seductive
fruit of the vine.

A ton of cdcumbers carries away
from Florida only 88 pounds of
dry matter, while a ton of hay
shipped down here brings
from JIojva 1,977.50 pounds. A
ton of hay in the field in Iowa i®
worth not above $3 or $9 at the
outside, while a ton of cucumbers
at the depot in Floride is worth
on an average at least $33. The
hay carries off ten times as much
fertility from the soll as the cu-
cumbers, and is only worth a third
a® much in actual cash.

COREAN'S JOIN RUSSIANS.

Gen. Pflug Wires This Surprising
Information.

London cable = An official de-
spatch from St. Petersbarg, timed
4 a. m., says that Gen .Pflug re-
ports that no enemy has been
seen by the patrols before Ping-
Yang or Gensan. The Japanese
force in the vicinity of Ping-Yang
consists of 6,200, including caval-
ry. No particulars have been ob-
tained concerning artillery. Two
thousand Corean troops joined the
Russiansbetween Ping-Yang and
Seoul. Ping-Yang is being farti-
fied. All is? quiet at Port Arthur,
and all is well in Manchuria. It has
been learned that the Japanese
bring troops by sea from Fusan to
Ckenampo (on Ping-Yang Inlet,
whence they tome to Ping-Yang.

Between 1,000 and 2,000 Corean
t}'oopu have been sent to Ping-
Yang from Seoul. Our patrols on
Feb. 28 were within 12 verts
(eight miles) of Ping-Yang, and re-
Jort that the Chinese have forti-
fied the town. The enemy’s troops
are arriving daily.

According to Corean reports a de-
tachment of 2,500 Japanese, with-
out artillery, landed at Song-Chen
(Hueng-Seng, north of Cape
Eruat/), and on ¥Feb. 19 marched
toward Southern Manchuria.

There have been heavy snowfalls
at Port Arthur and Manchuria re-
cently. At Port Arthur there were
10 degrees of frost, and Viadivo-
stock had a heawvy sncw. storm.

ICE PREVENTS I7.

Port Arthur Not Yet Invested by the
Japanese.

TO PROTECT THEM.

Britain Sends Warship for Canadian
Missionaries.

Ottawa, Ont.,, despateh—There is
sometning more than mere sentiment
in . British connection. Immediatcly
hostilities broke out in the Orient
alarm was felt for ‘the safety of the
Canadian missionaries of the Presby-
terian Church, stationed in Corea. At
the request of Rev. Mr. McCurdy, of
Halifax, Hon. B. W. Scott communi-
cated with the British Mipister in
Seoul, the capital of Corea, soliciting
his good offices in procuring tae
safety of the missionaries and their
families. The DBritish Minister prom-
ised to do so, and accordingly had
word sent to the missionaries in tne
interlor to proceed to Long-Chin, on
the eastern coast, whence they and
their party could be taken to Wop-
san, a Corean treaty port. Mean-
time the Secretary of State, on Feb.
17, had the Caunadian High Commis-
sioner In Y.ondon, Lord Strathcona,
make further representations to tae
Imperial aunthorities in the matter,
and to-day Hon. Mr. Scott received
a cablegram from London, inform-
ing him that the missionaries had
been communicated with, and would
rendezvous at Long-Chin and Won-
san, wheace they would  be trans-
ported in a Dritishi man-o’-war, prob-
aly to the British port of Hong
Kong.

8o solicitious were the Imperial
authorities for the safety of these
Canadian subjects of His Majesty;
that they dechined the proposal to
have the missionaries and their
wives and little ones put to sea in
one of the regular merchant liner
steamers calling at Wonsan, ow-
ing to the risk of the vessel being
fired uwpon by the Russians, and so
a British man-o’-war has been or-
dered for the duty.

The cablegram received by the Sec-
retary of State yesterday is as fol-

“London, Maireh, 2, 1904. Hon. R. W.

“In reference to your cable of the
17th ultimo, the, Foreigh Office ad-
vise me that in view of the reported
sinking of a Japanése merchant ves-
sel, hie Majesty’s Minister in Reoul
telegraphed the missionaries on the
23rd ult. to await a British man-o’-
war, rather than send the women
and children by a Japanese vessel.
They replied that they would
await further instructions. The
Admirality bas since instructed the
Commander-in-Chiaf of the China sta-
tion to send a ship to Long-Chin
for the missionaries and their wives
and children, calling at Wonsan on
the way.

| THEFT OF A LANTERN .~
~ CAUSED AN OUTBREAK.

Peculiar Conduct of Couiit YVon Pueckler
Leads to Bloodshed.

Berlin, March 7.—The rising of native
troops in the Cross and’ Nsassanang
Rivers region of German Kamerun, Equ-*
torial West Africa, resulting in several
factories of the Northwest Kamerun
Company being burned down and four
Germans killed, as announced in these
despatches on Monday, was caused by
the eccentric conduct of Count Von
Pueckier, and was directly due to the
theft of a lantern from the Northwest
Kamerun Coffny. Von Pueckler, who
was the Government’s district commis-
sioner, was reputed to be a quiet and
sensible administrator, having sound
knowledge of native ways and charac-
ter. He formerly was an employee of
the Northwest Kamerun Company, but
recently had been employed by the Gov-
ernment. Herr Schoeller, president of
the company, received in December last
a long letter from Count Von Pueck.ler
regarding the stolen lantern, concluding
with the assertion that he intended to

make the property of white men re-
spected by burning five vill

Herr Schoeller infeired from the lan-
guage ‘of Von Pueckler that the latter
was deranged, and-wrote both to the
count .and to-the agents of the com-
pany, commanding that nothing be done
over+8o trivial a matter. Herr “Schoel-
ler’s letter arrived too late. Count Von
Pueckler, with twenty-five men, tried to
arrest the headmen of one of the vil-
lages,” but the count was killed and his
escort with difficulty escaped. During
the next few days the company’s fac-
toriés on the Cross River were burned
down and four agents were killed. A
punitive expedition has now arrived in
the hostile district.

‘Count Von Pueckler, as appears from
information subsequently received by
Herr Schoeller, had recently given way
to fits of fury against the negroes, at-
tributable to the state of his health, as
a result of his long residence in the
hot climate of Equatorial West Africa.
