: Live Stock.
Receipts of live stock in the city mar­

ket as reported by the railways for 
Wednesday and Thursday were 1)6 car 
loads, composed of 1248 cattle, 1842 
hogs, 1416 sheep and lambs, 332 calves, 
and 4 horses. . .

There was a lot of common and me­
dium, half fat cattle, wfch a very few 
that could be classed as gopd, on sale 
during the two days. *

Exporters—No choice heavy exporters 
were on sale; two or three loads weigh­
ing 1226 to 1260 lbs. each sold at 25 to 
$5465; export bulls sold at $3.75 to $4.40 
per cwt.

Butchers—George Rowntree 
130 cattle for the Harris Abattoir Co., 
reported paying from $4425 to $4.75 for 
fair to good butchers, and $1.50 to $4.25 
for cows, those at the latter price being 
good enough to export.

Feeders and Stockers—H. and W. 
Murby report several buyers on the 
market, but they were not anxious to 
pay high prices. Messrs. Murby bought 
80 cattle averaging 700 to 850 lbs. each 
at $3.12*6 to $3.60.

Milkers and Springers—There was an 
excellent demand for good to choice 
milkers and springers, due to calve in a 
month or six weeks, prices ranged from 
$35 to $00; light'cows were slow sale at 
$25 to $20.

Veal Calves-^-Deliveries of over 300 
for the two days sold at $3 to $6 per 
cwt.

Sheep and Lambs—Both sheep and 
Iambs sold at firmer quotations. Export 
ewes sold at $3.75 to $4.15 per cwt.; 
rams $3 to $3.25; lambs sold at $5.25 to

Hogs—Mr. Harris quoted hog prices 
as unchanged. Selects $6.75; lights $0.50;

Farmers’ Market.

Copenhagen, Aug. 10.—Mylius Erich- 
sen, the Danish explorer, has met his 
death in the far north. According to 
information just received in a telegram 
to the committee of the Demiiark-Uieen- 
land expedition Erichaen and two of hi* 
companions that sailed for Copenhagen 
with him on June 24th, 1906, to the un­
explored regions of the northeastern 
coast of Greenland, perished in a snow 
storm. The three men were on an expe­
dition over the ice when disaster over­
took them.

The exploring party has mapped out 
large tracts of unknown land and char­
tered the entire northeastern coast of 
Greenland. Erichaen and his compan­
ions were on an ice floe when thay were 
overtaken by the snow storm. The floe 
drifted out to sea.

The provisions of the explorers soon 
became exhausted, as they drifted for 
some days, growing weaker and weaker. 
When the floe was finally driven back 
to land the three men did not have suf­
ficient strength to return to the station. 
They must have perished on the shore. 
The Esquimaux who brought in the 
news of the disaster arrived in a dying 
condition, and succumbed immediately 
after making his report.

He begins his animosity against David 
with a jealous thought; then follows a 
jealous habit; next an impulsive effort 
to kill; afterward a deliberate plot to 
kill. The longer he pursues his purpose 
the more devilish it becomes. “Jealousy 
is the rage of a man: therefore he will 
not spare in the day of * vengeance’ 
(Prov. 6:34). _

“A sin is always attended by infinite 
peril. It cannot become so encysted as 
to becomeh armless. Sins hunt in packs. 
Admit the first and a second comes 
prowling behind it, and then a third and 
a fourth, snarling and pushing, until the 
whole soul, filled by them, has become 
a veritable wjld beast’s den.”

Joseph Parker sa vs: “We are apt to 
think that Saul did all the mischief and 
David suffered for it. This is .an incom­
plete view of the case. Saul was the 
victim of the crudest torment. All his 
peace was destroyed.

^Cheating the People.
When the rates changed by municipal! 

plante are too low to cover the cost of 
operation, maintenance and investment 
the deficiency muet be made up by tax­
ation, a part (and frequently a large 
part) of which falls on those who derive 
no benefit from the plant. Their money 
is taken from them arbitrarily to en­
able some of their fellow-citizens to get 
their electricity, gas or water below 
coot. This is manifestly unfair; but it 
is no more unfair than the reverse pro­
cess, which is more common in England 
than in this country. There they rob 
the depreciation and reserve funds of 
the municipal plants to "relieve the 
rates,”/ that is, decrease the tax levy, 
or accomplish the same result by rais­
ing the price of gas or electricity, thus 
compelling the users of these commodi­
ties to bear more than their share of 
the city’s expenses.

The 
best herd average was 631 pounds milk, 
3.8 test, 24.3 pounds fat. The highest 
yield of any one cow was 1,030 pounds 
of milk testing 3.60. The poorest herd 

of 13 cows that averaged only 
392 pounds of milk and 16 pounds of 
fat. If the 13 cows in this heih had 
given only epough milk extra to bring 
them up to the average yield of all the 
142 cows in the association, they would 
have given enough milk in the month to 
make an extra 182 pounds of cheese 
worth $20. That would not be much 
improvement to ask just to bring them 
up to the average, not the best herd; 
and if the cows are such that they can­
not be made to yield an average quanti­
ty, should they be kept?

* At Warsaw, Ont., m June, 118 cows 
gave an average yield of 929 pounds of 
milk, 3.2 test, 29.9 pounds of fat. The 
best herd average was 1,042 pounds of 
milk, 32.3 pounds of fat from a herd of 
26 cows. This association record is ia 
rather sharp contrast to the one above, 
and indicates the great differences that 
exist between the results obtained in 
different sections of the country. Stated 
in another form, if the Ste. Emelie cows 
were as good milkers as those at War­
saw, they would have given an extra 
weight of 64,340 pounds during the 
month.

The graceful and spectacular work oi 
the few metropolitan divers upon this 
occasion, chief among whom were Ihos- 
O’Callaghan, Walter Lee and Fred 
Wenck, caught the fancy of the specta­
tors, and diving was an established fea­
ture* upon eacfc programme of swimming 
events thereafter. A little later the in­
terest created by the sport coming to 
the notice of the officials of the Ama­
teur Athletic Union the latter added 
a national championship at the sport, 
which has been one of the most interest­
ing features of the national swimming 
championships. „

Later still the colleges took up diving 
and made it one of the principal fea­
tures of the programmes of their dual 
swimming meets when the intercollegi­
ate swimming association was organized. 
Then they created an intercollegiate div- 

t ing championship.
Kules were then adopted by the A. A.

U. to govern diving contests, defining 
the standard dives, and now this branch 
of sport is as firmly established as if it 
had been followed for years.

The regulation dives altogether num­
ber five—the plain front, the plain back, 
the front jackknife, the back jackknife 
and the one and a half dive, 'ihe take­
offs, which are from a solid platform, 
number three in all—ten, twenty and 
thirty feet—and the diver gets credit 
for a greater number of points as the 
height of the takeoff increases.

In the plain front dive the diver„with 
feet close together and hands held over 
head, must describe a long or short semi­
circle before entering the watqr, that 
detail being left optional. This is the 
easiest of ail the dives and the first one 
mastered by the beginner.

The front jackknife is executed by 
jumping a few feet in the air, turning 
sharply and descending so that the head 
shall enter the water not more than six 
feet beyond the edge of the platform 
from which*the diver has jumped, ihis 
is quite a difficult dive, as the contest­
ant is very apt to make it a plain Iront 
dive instead of embodying the features 
of the jackknife, and thus leaves open a 
trap into which many good divers have 
fallen on the day of a diving contest.

In accomplishing the third regulation 
dive, the back jackknife, the contestant 
stands, feet close together, on the edge 
of the takeoff with his back to the wa­
ter. Jumping upward his body turns 
quickly toward the point of takeoff and 
he descends with his face outward. As 
in the front jackknife, the regulations 
require that the diver s head snail not 
enter the water more than six feet be­
yond a line drawn from the edge of the
takeoff. ,

The last of the regulation dives, the 
one and a half, is the most difficult, and 
few even of the must expert divers of­
ten succeed in performing it perfectly. 
This dive as a matter of fact is literally 
a somersault and a half. The body must 
describe a complete somersault in the 
air and then continue half way around 
again, so that the entrance to the water 
is head fiçst.

It is on this point that anses the (in­
ference between the diving experts of 

"American and those of the continental 
countries. Americans liqld that the very 

of the dive rests xipo"n a Clean 
entrance, head first, with the least pos­
sible disturbance of the water. It was 
on this part of the dive that so much 
discussion was created at the St. Louis 
World’s Fair. Germany was represented 
by a team of splendid divers—from the 
continental point of view'. In Germany 
points count for the diver’s manner of 
approaching the takeoff, his form in pre­
paring himself for the dive, his move­
ments in the air, and then criticism of 
his actions ceases.

Magnificent work was shown by the 
Germans at the World’s Fair contests in 
all these particulars—in fact, they 
pletely outclassed the efforts of the Am­
erican contestants. But the Germans 
did not care how they entered or struck 
the water. Walking down the plank of 
the springboard with head erect, eyes 
front, chest thrown out, feet close to­
gether, legs working like those of an 
automaton, hands rigidly held tô the 
sides, the German diver with a spring of 
marvelous ease would describe a beauti­
ful evolution through the air and then— 
hit the water broadside with a resound­
ing smack that would send showers of 
spray over every one near by.

The American performers followed 
with a great deal less fuss and even 
grace, jumped far out into the air and 
entered the water head first, at times 
with such skill as scarcely to cause a 
ripple. When the contest was decided 
the judges had no other alternative than 
to award the event to the American con-

waa one

ial.

Preys on Hospitals,
Recently it has come out that in many 

a slum street in certain parts of London 
there are old women who will supply 
to their neighbors, for a penny or so at 
a time, small quantities of medicine, all 
this having come free from various hos­
pitals.

One old woman in Lambeth has lived 
for years on the medicines obtained in 
this way. She will artfully obtain per­
mits to several different hospitals, for 
she is always supposed to be “ailing,” 
and will get a bottle of medicine from 
each at the earliest intervals possible.

She plants relations, too, upon the 
hospitals, an dgets the medicines they 
receive. In this way she procures quite 
a stock of medicines intended for dif" 
ferent ailments, and these are doled out 
at a farthings worth at a time.

Her medicine no doubt gets badly 
mixed, and no doubt the patients do as 
well, but “doctor’s stuff’” is doctor’s 
stuff, whether it touches the spot or not.

scarcely bear it or keep tlieir foothold. 
It is said that some went insane and 
were destroyed. 1 cannot say anything 
as to this, but it is reasonable to be­
lieve that the report is true, as many 
were severely burned on tiheir arrival 
at the pince of safety.

“I could relate many pathetic stor­
ies of the iue. One lady they tried 
to save refused to be assisted. “1 am 
eighty yews of age,” - she said; “there 
are three children LohinV there; 
them first.” Her advice was taken and 
•he evidently perished, as she 
not seen again by nor would-be 
cuers.

“The spirit of tihe people in such 
lamity was, to my mind, remarkable. 1 
had often heard of the display 
fishness in cases of danger at sea, but 
there was no such demonstration there.

“Une woman with 
ia the water ut the Elk River 
the time the fire became dangerous 
about 4 o’clock in the afternoon, until 
ti o’clock in the morning, until she 
rescued. Many women and children slept 
obi sand bars beside tihe water of the 
river, dipping in occasionally to soak 
their clothing and so protect themselves 
from the intense heat.

“Another case 1 heard of was of a 
young married couple. They 
capiug from their new home when the 
husband suddenly remembered 
thing they wished to take with tdic|n. 
The young man went back for the ar­
ticle, but so quickly did tlie fire travel 
that before he could leave the house it 
was enveloped in flames and he 
came out.”

Prohibition Enforced.
Another factor in the maintenance of 

order has been the introduction of a 
drastic prohibitory law. Hie city soon 
after the fire occurred passed an ordin­
ance cancelling all the liquor licenses 
and interdicting ' the importation of 
alcohol. The entire stock in Ferme 
was destroyed by fire, and for five 
days the citizens have gone dry. No­
thing shows that anyone has suffered. 
On the contrary, the work of restoring 
the city has proceeded without inter­
ruption of any kind, and the citizens 
who discuss the situation agree that 
the prohibitory ordinance bas been a 
good thing.

Carpenter* Want Big Pay.
There is a likelihood of trouble- from 

the union carpenters, who are about to 
leap a harvest. They have demanded 
a scale of fifty cents per hour, with an 
eight-hour day, time and a half for 
overtime, and double time for Sundays. 
They also demand that every man who 
works on the erection of buildings shall 
join the union, the fee for which is $25. 
Many men who are constructing 'their 
own buildings look upon these terms as 
too steep, and. declare they will not pay- 
them. there is a movement on foot 
to dej>ort any man who will not work, 
but Lite more moderate method is to 
ask for two weeks’ truce, during which 
the carpenters must work at normal 
wages. In this period it is hoped to 
erect enough shacks lo furnish homes 
for the majority of those who require 
them.

The carpenters are meeting to-night 
to discuss the situation. If they in­
sist on the terms which they have ask­
ed there will be an opening for plenty 
of outside carpenters.

Thirty Charred Bodies.

St. Louie, Aug. 10.—Mrs. Margaret Cas- 
tens, 94 years old, who received $15,000 
three years ago as the result of a unique 
compact entered into by fifteen girls in 
a German convent school more than 
seventy years ago, died at the home of 
her daughter in this city last night.

Goods are distributed almost as 
fast as they arrive, and several carloads 
have already been absorbed. Every ap­
plicant is required to show he is in need, 
and it is a subject for congratulation 
that very little imposition has been 
practised. Most of the stoff has gone 
where needed, and there have been no 
complaints of anyone having been over­
looked. With the weather as warm 
as it is now little concern is felt about 
clothing, and eatables have the first, 
call. The women and children are be­
ginning to come back now, which means 
that bedding and other sleeping accom­
modation must be provided.

Montreal Slayer Sought Refuge in Hit
