College Hall

The contract -for the erection of the
new College Hall has been .awarded to
s-Curry Limited. It is said the
cost will be approximately $350,000 and
the work is to be completed by October,
of next year.

The building will be 182 feet by 80 feet
which exceeds the old building in size
by 40 feet and 15 feet.

“THE FLOWER OF REMEMBRANCE.”

The Provincial Executive of the G. W. V. A., are making a special
effort this year to establish everywhere the custom of wearing the
Poppy ‘‘The Flower of Remembrance” on Armistice Day. It is gen-
erally recognized that the Soldier Organizations should have an exclu-
sive right in the management of this enterprize. Their interest in it
should certainly be more active, as it commemorates events which4
live in undying memory. Besides that, the poppies which they handle
are made in Vet Craftshops by disabled comrades, who make their
living in this way, and the profit from the sale of them is used to reli-
eve the necessities of unfortunate comrades.

It can easily be seen that this distribution of poppies all over Can-
ada, being so large a business will bring iniits train a host of compet-
itors from this trade, and this year an organized effort is being made
40 supply to all Canada a line of poppies at a price to undersell the
Vet Craftshops. These poppies are said to be German made and im-
ported from United States, where such poppies were detected last year
and their sale prevented.

In places where the G. W. V. A. exists, the exclusive right to sell
poppies is being asked of the authorities, and is generally granted.
The public is asked to take notice and to aid the Soldier Organiza-
tions by purchasing from their sellers.

WHAT ARE THE FACTS?

Is advertising as potent a force as its advocates claim? Is the lack
of consistent and carefully executed advertising a weakness in retail
trade? Let the following answer:

According to Herman Rosenfield, advertising manager for Sears,
Roebuck & Company, the big Chicago mail order house, this firm has
one bureau employing several persons whose duty is to read every

week the country newspapers from all over the United States. ““There
is not a paper of any consequnce in our trade territory that our bur-
eau does not get,” Mr. Rosenfield recently stated. “This bureau looks
over these papers carefully, and whenever we find a town where the
merchants are not advertising to any great extent in their local papers,
we immediately flood that territory with our literature. This always-
brings results that are far in excess of those obtained by the same ef
forts in territory where the merchants advertise?’

The Credit Men's Journal is the organ of an oganizatiom, the object
of which is to preserve the prosperous and sound state of retail busi-
ness, and the journal’s comment upon the illustration is as follows:
“If this be true, it presents an unanswerable argument in favor of
the retailer advertising regularly in his local newspaper.’’

And still some merchants lose sleep trying to evolve some fantastic
and impracticable scheme to combat the mail order invasion.

THE COST OF GASOLENE
Motorists from the United States who visit us—and they are legion
these days—express suprise at the price which they are required to
pay for gasolene. In their own country the price paid in the norther:
sections approximates from sixteen to eighteen cents per gallon, while

in some of the southern states it sells as low as ten cents. There is to |l

be considered, of course, the difference in the measure which would
make the price in Canada one-fifth more, but even then the price de-
manded here appears to them as out of all proportion to that paid at
home. They cannot understand why it is that when they fill their
tanks with gas in this Country they are called upon to hand out twen-
ty cents or more per gallon in exce s of what they are obliged to pay
in order to fill them at home. .

This is a matter that evidently requires adjustment not only in
the interests of *“the stranger within our gates’'’ but more especially
in behalfof the local car-driver who finds the present price of gasolene
a heavy burden., In British Columbia they are.placing an extra tax
of two cents per gallon on gasolene and reducing the provincial tax on
automobiles in order to more equitably provide for highway mainten-

A report received by the Fruit Com-
missioner at Ottawa says that the cro
is very patchy, and not more than half
the average, Early Victoria, Lord Gros-
venor, Stirling Castle and Lane’s Prince
Albert appear to be the best of the cul-
inary, and Worcester, Pearmain, Cox’s
Orange and Allington of the dessert var-
ieties; but all varieties vary greatly in
different districts. A

Pears are practically a failure, and
Flums are generally very poor, Such'ear-

blossoming varieties as Prince of Wales,

liath and Monarch are reported to be
bearing fair crops. These reports indicate
a satisfactory season for the export of
Canadian apples and pears to Great
Britain,

A new broom—Before using a new
broom, soak it in boiling water with salt,
This will toughen the bristles and make
it last much longer.

Iodine stain—A very hard stain to
remove is iodine. It can be done though
if soaked in milk, occasionally rubbing
the spot.

Clothespins.—If you will' boil your
clothéspins' once or twice a month you
will find they last much longer.

Oatmeal—A little suffar added to
oatmeal while it is cooking will improve
the flavor,

Fruit stains.—If powdered starch is
applied instaatly to fruit stains, it will
usually remove them.

Short stemmed flowers..~To prevent
flower stems going down too deep in a

" tall vase roll some ordinary newspaper

into a loose ball, The flowers will then
stand up, It will hold the moisture, if
replenishing the water is forgotten, which
is a double benefit.

Ironing “pongee,—Pongee, unlike most
‘materials, should not be dampened when
ironed, It should be thoroughly dried
and ironed on the‘wrong side for a really
good effett.

For sticky substances.—If when grind-
ing raisins or any such sticky substances
a few drops of lemon are squeezed into
the food grinder first the difficulty will
be removed.

Broken Glass—If a glass is broken
don’t try and pick up the small pieces.
Instead lay a wet woolen cloth on the
floor where the fragments are and pat
it.  The tiny particles will adhere to the
damp cloth and that can easily be burned.
A piece of glass in the flesh might cause
no end of trouble not to mention the
m’!l?b keep stove bright—Rub your
stove off daily with an ordinary piece
of newspaper and the polish will remain
twice as long.

The Windsor District of the Nova Sco-
tia Conferance met in the Methodist
church on the sixth instant, the Rev.
