IVANHOE.
Tho heralds then proclaimed si­

lence until tho laws of the tourney 
should lie rehearsed. These were 
.calculated ill some degree to abate 
the dangers of-the day; a precau­
tion the more necessary, as tho 
conflict was to bo maintained with 
sharp swords and pointed lances.

The champions were therefore 
! prohibited to thrust with the 
I sword, and were confined to stri­
king. A knight, it was announced, 
might use a Ctitce or baitle-axe at 
pleasure, hut the dagger was a 
prohibited weapon. - A knight un­
horsed might renew the fight on 
foot with any otlier on the opposite 
side in the same predicament;, but 
mounted horsemen were irt that 
case forbidden to assail him. 
When any knight could force his 
antagonist to the extremity of tho 
lists, so as to touch the palisade 
with his person or arms, such oppo­
nent was obliged to yield himself 
vanquished, and his armor aud 
horse were placed at the disposal 
of the conqueror. A knight thus 
overcome was not permitted to 
take further share in the combat. 
If any combatant was struck down, 
and unable to recover his feet, his 
page might enter 4ho lists, and 
diag his master out ot the press; 
but in that case the knight was ad­
judged vanquished, and his arms 
and horse declared forfeited. The 
combat was to cease as soon as 
Prince John "should throw down 
his leading staff, or truncheon; 
another precaution usually taken 
to prevent the unnecessary effusion 
of blood by the too long endurance 
of a sport so desperate. Any 
knight breaking the rules of the 
tournament, or otherwise trails- ' 

; grossing the rules of honorable 
chivalry, was liable to be stript of 
his arms, and, having his shield 
reversed, to be placed in that pos­
ture astride upon the bars of the 
palisade, and exposed to public de­
rision, in punishment of his uu- 
knightly conduct. Havin • an­
nounced these pi ecantions, the 
herald» e< Deluded with an exhor­
tation to each good knight to do 
hisd'ty, and to merit favor from 
the Queen of Beautv aud uf Love.

'I his pn clamalion having been 
made, the heralds withdrew to 
th -ir stations. The knights, enter­
ing at either end of the lists in 
long procession, arranged them­
selves in a double file, precisely 
opposite to eacli other, the leader 
of each party bjing in the centre 
of the foremost rank, a post which 
he diil not occupy until each had 
carefully arranged the ranks ot his 
party, and stationed every one in 
his place.

As yet the knights held their 
long lances upright their bright 
points glancing to the sun, 
and the streamers with which they 
were decorated fluttered over the 
plumage of the helmets. Thus 
they remained while the marshals 
of the field surveyed their ranks 
with the utmost exactness, lest 
either patty had more or 
fewer titan the appointed number. 
The tale was found exactly com­
plete. The marshals then with­
drew from the lists, and William-de 
Wyvil, with a voice of thunder, 
pronounced the signal words— 
aissez aller! The trumpets sound- 
as he spoke—the spears of the 
champions were at once lowered 
and placed in the rests— the spurs 
were dashed in the flanks ot the 
horses, and the two foremost ranks 
of" either party rushed upon each 
other in full galop, and met in the 
middle ot the lists with a 
shock, the sound ot which was 
heard at a. mile’s distance- The 
rear rank of each party advanced 
at a slower pi>ce to sustain the de­
feated, and follow up the success 
ot the victors of their party.

The consequences of the encoun­
ter were not instantly seen, for the 
dust raised by the trampling of so 
many steeds darkened the air, and 
it was a minute ere the anxious 
spectators could see the fate of the 
encounter. When the fight be­
came visible, half the knights on 
each side were .dismounted, some 
by the dexterity of their adver- 
versary’s lance—some by the sup­
erior weight and strength of oppo­
nents, which had borne down both 
horse and man—some lay stretched 
on the earth as if never more to 
rise—some had already gained 
thgir feet, and closing hand to hand 
with those ot the antagonists who 
were in the same predicament— 
and several on both sides, who 
had received wounds by which 
they were disabled, were stopping 
their blood with their scarfs, and 
endeavoring to extricate them­
selves from tumult. The mounted 
knights, whose lances had been 
almost all broken by the fury of 
the encounter, were now closely 
engaged with their swords, shout­
ing ther war-cries, aud exchanging 
buffets as if honor and life de­
pended on the issue of the combat.

OUR SETTLEMENT LANDS.

Thebe are nearly always two kinds 
of patriotism as there are two kinds of 
loyalty, patriotism of the pocket, and 
patriotism of the heart. The patriotism 

’of the pocket is generally found in 
those who speak not from the impulses 
of their own manhood but for the party 
to whom their bodies and souls are 
hired. There is a great deal of patriot­
ism in some of the Dominion press and 
n great deal of the same kind of 
patriotism especially among such of our 
provincial press ns arc mere trumpets 
to sound the choice notvs of their party.

Wc wish to be specific. We read in 
some of the papers referred to, glowing 
accounts of vast regions in the North- 
West, where buffaloes graze, rivers 
murmur,and undulating prairies stretch 
beyond the bounds of the human eye. 
This may all he true, and wc have no 
disposition to question it. It is beyond 
doubt a matter for National congratu­
lation and we glory and take pride in 
tlie fact. But there is no patriotism in 
the New Brunswick newspaper that 
gives away its columns to pen pictures 
of this region, while it never, or hardly 
ever, prints a notice of what our own 
Province coulnins. We liayp between 
two and three millions of as fair a set. 
tleinout lands ns ever epadp or pick 
were put in, lying along the St. John, 
the Tobiqne, the Miramiclii. The cli­
mate here is milder than the climate in 
the North-West, tlie distance between 
the lands hero and civilization, is in­
comparably less than the distance be­
tween the fertile prairies of the 
Saskatchewan, and the'-poets of civili­
zation. This is the region New Brune- 
wickers want opened up; this is 
the region they onglit to glory, in talk­
ing about. The magnificence of the 
North-West is a matter for national 
pride, tlie settlement of our lands is a 
matter of Provincial profit. Wc can’t 
live on tlie buffaloes of the Saskatche­
wan, or the prairie liens; nor even on 
tlie millions ot bushels of grain this 
tract may produce; .home here in 
New Brunswick our destinies are. 
Tlicre is no New Brimswieker 
worthy of tlie name, hut should 
do all that lies in his power to­
wards building up his own country. 
While we have an acre of land of our 
own, that can yield as well as land in 
the Northwest, let it he cleared and cnl. 
rivaled. When our lands aye, all taken 
up, llien let the mouths who preach of 
empire as the Mnhomcdan prates of 
Paradise, expend all llicir spare non­
sense towards furthering the magnifi­
cence ot tlie North-West.

The people who take flic northern train 
and the people who take the western 
train, as well as those who cross the 
Atlantic and pass through our Province 
ought to he informed that New Bruns­
wick lias three million acres 6f fertile 
laud well wooded and watered and con­
tiguous to civilized outposts. But no; 
they hear nothing but tlie North-West 
dinned into their cars, mid to the North- 
West they will go. Who are responsible 
for this are traitors to New Brunswick 
under the guise of national patriots.
■“Hyeathes there a man with soul so dead, 
Who never to himself hath said,

This is my own my native land?”
Yes, Sir Walter, plenty of them,— 

right here In New Brunswick.

THE “ RAG BABY.”

It is pretty certain tliat before a 
great while, tire question of a National 
Currency will engage the attention of 
Canada. What shape that question 
will take is something that at present it 
would he premature to say. The idea 
of some change lias taken hold of the 
press and some of the leading minds in 
Cauada; and it is almost as certain that 
it lias come np for deliberation before 
the Privy Council.

W bother or not wc say a mere ex­
pansion of our currency system will he 
the result, or whether an Irredeemable 
Currency will he the outcome it would 
be very hard to say at present. It is 
.quite certain an expansion would meet

with but little opposition while an Irre­
deemable Currency would be fervently 
denounced by a large portion ;of both 
politicul parties. Yet the ultimate suc­
cess of (lie Inflated currency scheme in 
the United States and the solidity and 
importance of the mitiotml resources 
ef Canada, pnjfht argue- strongly in 
favor even of an Irredeemable Currency; 
or what some of the extreme Grits 
call the “ling Baby.” The question 
will afford a wide field for discussion, 
and we think the question should be 
looked gt, not through party glasses, 
but from broad National grounds.

THE ENGLISH LIBERALS AND 
TORIES.

We wish to call attention to one of 
the methods the Liberal press of Canada 
have of ftirthering their own interests 
at the present. As nil our readers 
arc aware the politics of England are 
divided now into two creeds, one Lib­
eralism, the other Toryism. The ele­
ments of Liberalism in England may be 
somewhat common to the Liberalism of 
Canada, hut the policy progr. mme of 
the English Tories is certainly not a 
programme like that of the Canadian 
Tories. Tlie Canadian Tories, be it re­
membered, are hateful to their oppon­
ents now only because of the National 
Policy of which they are the authors. 
By the National Policy is meant pro­
tection of home industries. Now the 
party in power in England is Tory,yet 
Free Trade is the policy of the nation; 
so that if Lord Beaconsfield were hope­
lessly routed to-morrow, this would 
not be because the intelligence of Eng­
land disapproves of a policy like that 
which Canada has adopted. And yet 
this is the only legitimate inference to 
be drawn from the bantam crowing of 
the Liberal press on the result of elec, 
lions lately held in England. Every 
election won by a Liberal begets a howl 
of delight through every Grit paper in 
Canada. They might as well shout 
hurrah for our side when General Rob 
erts defeated tlie Afghaus.

We are simply astounded to see the 
Advance give an intelligent, honest, 
and favorable review of the Surveyor 
General’s pamphlet. We shall refer to 
the matter again.

*= MR. FISHER DEFEATED.

We wieli to cast blame on no one in 
particular for the ridiculous affair 
of the candidatcy ot Mr. Fisher, hut 
we do and must as a journalist enter 
our protest against the repetition of 
such barbarous jokes in the future. 
When one comes to view the whole 
situation calmly it cannot hut awaken 
the deepest indignation in his mind, 
that 65 votes more would have capped 
the climax of their ridiculous joke and 
mode tlie harmless victim a Mayor. 
There is no use in those who were the 
deepest in this ridiculous plot trying 
to excuse themselves now by saying, 

‘X) I knew lie would not get in, and 
one must raise some fun now and 
again.” Such a scutment is unworthy 
of any man, much more so of some of 
those whom wc that day saw deliber­
ately deposit their ballots against 
Gregory. They need not try to per­
suade u* that it was all a joke ;thoir long 
upper lips and dyspcpsio-rcligoits faces 
told a different story. How can joking 
be attributed to tlie entire rank and file 
of nearly every Sunday School in tlie 
city? These are the people who .are 
most culpable: for the very Christianity 
they talk about at their bible classes 
consists as much in respecting the laws 
and institutions of the land, as it docs 
in refraining from playing an innocent 
game of dominoes or cards.

We blame the unhappy victim, Mr. 
Fisher, not at all, nor did we censure 
him before the final act of the ridicu­
lous comedy. But surely something 
was due Mr. Fisher’s friends, if there 
was nothiug due Mr. Fisher himself. 
These friends ought to have exercised 
their influence, which would have been 
potent, in keeping him from parading 
his weakness before the public ; but 
since they did not choose to do so there 
is no reason why we should take the 
humiliation of their relation to heart, 

By the word “humiliation” we do 
not mean Mr. Fisher’s defeat, for none 
iu Fredericton, himself excepted, for 
one moment believed his electtoirpos- 
sible. Even those who carried about 
pocketfuls of his money to buy votes 
for him, and Mr. John McPherson was 
one of that number, laughed outright 
whe.n the question “Do vou think he 
will get in?” was asked them. In this 
connection we may mention that Mr. 
John McPherson was Mr.Fisher’s right 
hand man, that he attended his cauc­
uses and directed his councils, aud that 
both.are.the greatest of friends.

As to Mr. Gregory. We are heartly 
glad that he has been elected, while it 
would have given us just as much 
pleasure to see a man of equal attain­
ments elected in his stead. But as no 
man came to oppose him whom we re­
garded iu the light even of a candidate, 
wc gave our heartiest support to the 
newly elected, and should under the 
same circumstances do so next year,and 
the yaer after.

Better a Cæsar* than a Caligula ;f 
yea, better even the knave than the fool, 
in which case a right hand supporter of 
Mr. Fisher’s should have been the man 
since opposition from such a quarter 
wfts inevitable. We are glad Mayor 
Gregory says lie will not offer next year ; 
in that case we have a mayorinourcye, 
and depend upon it he willlbe elected,and 
vest assured he is not Mr. Fred Fisher.

•—For the lienefit of Mr. Fisher, we have 
thought it well to make explanations. “Cæsar 
was ambitions,” ami would be king; and hold 
tlie lease ot power in Rome.—Ed.

Celtic Pedigrees.

There are no people on the face of 
the globe so infected as the Irish are 
with the pride of ancestry. The well­
born cherish, even in the extremest in­
digen ce, the traditions of their ancient 
lineage, while the self-made Irishman, 
as he progresses in fortune, “tries back” 
for a family, places the patrician “ 0 ” 
before his surname, and discovers that 
he had an ancestor O’Toole or an 
O’Gorman, who killed and plundered 
(tnd lived in regal state at 
pipe when the Geraldines and Butlers 
were still on the other side of the 
water. Old Leand says of the Irish 
“a robust frame of body, a vehemeneg 
of passion, and an elevated imagination 
were the] characteristics of this peo 
pie,” and the full development ef this 
latter feature in the breast of every true 
Milesian has probably not a little to do 
with his pedigree. According to his 
own showing, no other nation can boast 
of anything like so remote an antiquity. 
Sober historians of the Emerald Isle 
follow back the Erse still spoken by the 
majority of the native Irish to Tyre and 
Sidon, and have discovered in the dia­
lect of the Galway peasant the inden 
tical tongue that Hanno and Hannibaj 
spoke in the halcyon days of Carthage. 
“On ne quitte jamais les Romains,” 
cries Montesquieu appalled at the ubi 
quity of th'5 wonderful people; and any 
one who dives into the musty records of 
Celtic peoples must be equally impressed 
with the universal mission of the Phoe­
nician merchants. They seem to have 
been here, there, and everywhere; and 
as the story of their settlement in Egypt 
and Spain has been generally conceded 
to the insistance of the heraldic histo­
rian, why should an unkind scepticism 
throw doubt on the tradition that Ire­
land also received her early civilization 
from these irrepressible colonists? We 
offer not the feeblest opposition to the 
fable that all Sclav historians tell of the 
pre-historic perambulations of the three 
Sclav children, Lek, Tchek and Russ; 
and on the same grounds of universal 
impartiality we should swallow and di­
gest the story of Heber, Eremon and 
Ith, the three sons of Milesius, and how 
in early days they headed an expedition 
into Ireland from Spain. In the year 
A. D. 1170, it is said that one of the 
Princes of Ulster boasted to Pope 
Alexander III. of an uninterrupted suc­
cession of 197 kings of Ireland, down to 
this time. “A moderate allowance of 
ten years,” says the veracious Plowden, 
“to each of these kings will fill the space 
of 1,970 years. This nearly corres­
ponds with the time, viz: 1,000 years 
before Christ, at which most of the 
Irish annalists date the arrival of the 
Phoenician colony from Spain under 
Milesius.” We may arrive at some 
idea of the attention that must have 
been paid to purity of blood when we 
are told that from the landing of the 
Milesian children to the landing of King 
Henry II., a period of just 2,140 year§, 
no one but a lineal descendent of one 
of the three sons of Milesius sat on an 
Irish throne. And this, if true, appears 
more curious still when we remember 
that the Irish princedoms were at all 
times elective. This extreme attention 
to purity of blood naturally begot a taste 
for heraldry, and a rigid system of pre­
cedence seems to have sprung up among 
the early Irish which a modem Ulster 
King-at-Arms might have envied, and 
which is very likelya good deal to blame 
for a great deal of nonsense
that is talked about the “ ould 
stock” to this day, According to 
Keating, in order to preserve some or­
der and regularity among the Celtic 
chiefs who assembled on solemn occa­
sions at the hill of Teamor, or Tarah, 
Prince Ollam-Fodlah, of sacred mem­
ory, directed his Earl Marshal or Princi­
pal Chamberlain to hand up their targets 
on the wall over the places intended 
for them ; so that upon entering the 
apartments each chief took his seat un­
der his respective target without the 
slightest disturbance. This, it must be 
admitted, was pretty well for B. C. 950; 
and a lesson so early taught sank deeply 
into the miuds of the Irish people. 
Bishop Berkely said a kitchen wench in 
his employment refused to carry out 
cinders because she was decended from 
an old Irish stock, and there is many an 
Irish cottier on the estate of an Earl 
who, proud of his native ancestry, pos­
itively looks down on his landlord, who 
may only have “come over” with Crom­
well or William.

It is very rarely indeed that we have seen an 
election held with such entire lack of person, 
alities and with such entire view to the ques­
tion of the welfare of the city.

The meeting in the Hail yesterday at 9 a.m. 
was well attended and the very best of order 
prevailed.

Geo. F Gregory, Esq., was proposed by 
James Ilodge and William Anderson; G.

Winslow, Patrick Devcr, Richard Phillips 
and George Clinton.

The campaign was opened by Mr. Geo. F. 
Gregory, who spent a few minutes in discuss­
ing the canvassers and canvassing Hurt had 
been arrayed against him.

Communica­
tions! f) had appeared in this paper abounding 
in abuse towards him and warning the public 
of some deep-laid scheme or diabolical mec­
hanism that he, Mr. Gregory, had in store for 
them. It is a very nice thing to possess the 
assistance of a local paper. A newspaper 
when it opens its columns to public commu­
nications for theexpress purpose of rediessing 
public grievances is supposed to act in the ca-

pacity of an intelligent representative of the 

le. The Reporter had distinguished 
' previous to the Parliamentary election 

in 1878 for the numerous contributions which 
had appeared from time to time expressing 
themselves in terms of unmitigated eulogy to­
wards Mr. Fisher. The people had either 
wofully and unaccountably gone back on Mr. 
C. H. B. Fisher or else, as was more probable, 
these “ communications ” had emanated from 
the editorial sanctum. It was utterly impos­
sible for him, Mr. Gregory, to discriminate 
between editorial matter and correspondence 
in this journal, and so he would not refer to 
some of the statements that had been made 
respecting the advisibillty of his graceful retire 
ment. “ No one pretends to object to me on 
account of any fault or flaw in my administra­
tion. This monopoly cry is an old one. as 
stole as Mr. Fisher’s ideas. He has digested 
it thoroughly once before and found that the 
people of Fredericton were accustomed- to 
vote for a candidate on the question of his 
merits and his acts. Nobody ever objected to 
Mr. Needham who occupied the chair for nine 
years on account of the lengthoftime he occu­
pied it. On a previous occasion whenMrFisher 
and myself solicited your votes, you said prac­
tically. “ We prefer Mr. Gregory to you, Mr. 
Fisher,” and I doubt not you will this day give 
substantial expression to that belief by your 
votes at the poll. You have all heard of Uncle 
Peter Fisher of Woodstock, somewhat of a 
phenomenon In h:s way—the oracle of the 
Fisher family in all its various ramifications. 
There Is no one can speak quite like Peter and 
he possesses many qualifications not common 
to ordinary Fishers at least. Now Peter 
Fisher, Fsq., the object of veneration on the 
part of all his relatives, has held the position 
of chief magistrate for Woodstock for a quarter 
of a cent ■ y. Now, ratepayers of the citv of 
Fredericton, I want to know any reason why 
the Fisher policy is applicable to Woodstock 
to such an extent and vet should not be appli­
cable in Fredericton?”

Mr. Gregory then went on to detail some of 
the canvasses that had been Used against him. 
The market question had been made use of. 
Everyone was familiar with the circumstances 
attending the clash of city and countv. How 
what was known as a “ Round Robin ” had 
been formed and the Phoenix Square Market 
had been declared free. So long as the re­
sponsibility rested upon the aldermen, ex­
pressing as it did the wishes of the people 
through a majority of their representatives, it 
was a matter of small moment to him. But 
when the legal phase of the affair was brought 
to the front and his opinion asked, he had acted 
under the conviction that all matters relating 
to the welfare of the city should be attended to 
m the regular way by the aldermen in council, 
and it was not upon the question of city or 
county rights that he had expressed himself, 
hut on one of order and regularity in the 
transaction of public business. The idea of 
the county possessing the power to regulate 
city markets was sbsurd. But the causes 
which had produced the fracas had 
their existence many years ago, and no well- 
conducted effort had been made to settle the 
difficulty. He was of the opinion that the 
Legislature was the proper medium through 
winch to settle the present disagreement. If 
elected lie would as in the past endeavor to 
discharge the duties that would through the 
people devolve upon him without fear or pre­
judice—or salary.

Mr. G. Fred Fisher then engaged the atten­
tion of the electors. It was a surprise to him 
to find that he was in the field. He had had 
no intention of making the experiment, but 
yielded to the almost unanimous request of 
the people. If the present state of affairs were 
allowed to continue, Mr. Gregory might as 
well be crowned king of Fredericton. Was 
there no one in the city but Mr. G. able to fill 
the position of chief magistrate? He did not 
consider some ef Mr. G.’s statements on 
the hustings and elsewhere as worthy of at­
tention. Mr. G. had made some very offensive 
remarks regarding liisability to keep accounts. 
He was able to teacli Mr Gregory accounts. 
With regard to correspondence, he had sup­
pressed what he considered objectionable. 
Even now there was a communication from a 
lady lying on his desk, containing remarks not 
complimentary to his opponent. If elected, 
he would have a chance to show the people 
what his capabilities were. He had been 
schooled up at the council board, and con­
ducted himself to the satisfaction of the 
electors. His interests were all in Frederic­
ton. There was nothing in his business or in 
the Reporter that he was ashamed of ; he con­
sidered himself just as respectable as Mr. 
Gregory, and they <valid rely that Ids actions, 
if elected, would be for the heat interests of 
the city. He would do something, if elected, 
or burst!

The polls opened at ten o'clock, and the 
count commenced at four. Many were of the 
opinion that the contest would be veiy even, 
and considerable surprise was shown when 
the presiding: officer at the polls announced 
Mr. Geo. F. Gregory elected by a vote of 353 
to 288. _

Mr. Fisher in thanking those who had sup­
ported him, stated that the position of mayor 
would yet he his. Considering that Mr.Fisiier 
" as onlÿ brought into the Held by irresistible 
“ solicitation#,” this remark sounds rather at 
varniuuc with his remarks as given above.

Wc have before given our opinion concern­
ing the relative merits of the candidates, and 

J the action of the citizens in this matter, we 
1 think, docs not require further comment.

Mr. R. D. Wilmot, Belmont, Sunbury Co., in­
forms us that he has raised wheat on his 
farm for twenty-three years in succession, 
and was only met with failure once during 
that period. This fail his wheat when thresh­
ed out was fimnd to have grown at the rate o 
forty bushels to the acre. Minnesota, the 
great wheat field of the United States, has 
yielded this year but fifteen bushels to the 
acre. Flour mills are being built up, farmers 
can now raise wheat cheaper than it can be 
bought: why should not the fertile districts 
of the province be occupied with fields of 
waving wheat?

HALL OF SPRING HILL HOTEL.

A "Warning Voice—Was it a Spirit? 

—A superintendent of the Providence 
and Worcester Railroad says that one 
night when stationed at Providence In 
charge of the freight department a train 
was late, and there remained but 25 
minutes to clear the track for a coming 
express train. This wasn’t unusual, 
and as the red light was burning tor a 
signal no one was alarmed. Hilton 
says ; “ I walked out to the very end of 
the depot platform, and there I suddenly 
heard in my ear these words, twice re­
peated and with impressive distinctness 
‘ Ililton, the light will go out! Hilton, 
the light will go ! » The voice was so 
positive, and struck me with such very 
strange power, that I instantly looked 
at my watch, saw that the Shore Line 
express was dne in three minutes, and 
grabbed the red lantern on the last car 
of the freight train and ran up the track 
with all the speed of which I was capa­
ble. Along I fairly flew, impelled by 
some strange tuition that there was 
something wrong, and never question­
ing for au instant, as I ran, why I was 
running or what I was to do. Arrived 
at the first end of the curve near the 
Corliss engine works, F stopped, and for 
an instant turned and looked back at 
the red light. It was burning, but in a 
second it fluttered and suddenly went 
out, and there came the express train. 
Ililton shouted and swung his lantern, 
and the engineer seeing him, whistled 
down brakes, and avoided a collision. 
Then they examined the light, and could 
see no reason why it should have gone 
out. It was full of oil, with a perfect 
wick, and there was no wind blowing, 
although if there had been it should 
not have stopped burning, as it had 
before through many a storm. There 
were ordinarily but two passenger cars 
on the express, and this night there 
were seven, all full. Hilton firmlv be­
lieves the voice was supernatural.
