The “ Great Kastern” will then re-
pair the broken Anglo-American cable;
and, the ¢ Edinburgh” will proceed to
lay the two new cables between Placen-
tia and Sydney. Itis expected that
four new cables will be working across
the Atlantie, and five across the Gulf of
St. Lawrence, before September. This

Tar Kaiva ExpepirioN.—The

the officer who was at Rome, to accom-
pany the expedition.

Weer Coast oF AFricA.—The Bri-
tish and African Steam Navigation
Company’s Royal Mail steawmer “ Ro-
(uelle” arrived in the Mersey recently
rom the West Coast of Africa. The
Uape coast still continues in a state of
rreat cxcitement in consequence of the
expected Ashantes invasion. It was
reported when the * Roquelle” sailed
that the Ashante forces were only 24
lours’ march distant, the Fantees hav-
ing been beaten on all hands. The
\shauntees marching into British terri-
tory were said to number between 60,000
and 80,000. The King himself was
at the head of the principal division.
The West African squadron were watch-
ing over British interests. Governor
Keate, who had only arrived out at
Cape Coast Castle a few days, died on
thie 16th ult., at Cape Coast, after a
few days’ illness,

Tre Vowrcanic EruprioN IN IcE-
LAND.—It appears from the news
brought by the Danish mail steamer
Diana, which arrived at Lerwick on the
2nd ult., that the eruption of Skaptar
Sokull commenced, as stated in ¢ The
Times” on the Tth of January, and
lasted four days. Skaptar Jokull is 60
miles E. N. E. from Ilecla and 4,500
feet high. The eruption was first ob-
served at Rekjavik, 120 miles distant,
where the light was very bright on the
morning of the 9th of January. Abp
eyewitness of the scene says it was mag-
nificent beyond deseription. Some of
the inhabitants had ventured near the
spot. Large quantities of ashes fell
on the south east of the I[sland, about
60 miles distant from the mountain.
Noises were heard on the north sides
of the island shortly before the erup-
tion.

Bepping Ovur,—The Paris corres-
pondent of the ¢ Pall- Mall Gazette”
writes :—¢ The father of a family living
in the fashionable suburb ealled Passy
makes a heartrending appeal to the pa-
pers to aid him under the following eir-
camstances:—1iis quarter was exposed
first of all t» the Prussian batteries on
the heights of 8¢. Cloud, Meudon, Cla-
mart, and Chatillon, and then during the
Commune to Mont Valerien and Mont-
retout., This unfavorable spot has not
yet recovered its pristine sccurity. and
many unburst sheils are still to be found
close to the surface, only awaiting a slight
provocation to go off. One in particular
lies in the garden of paterfamiiias, with
its percussion apparatus peeping ju:t
above ground and occasioning great un-
casiness when the children are playing
about, The writer has in valn com-
municated with the Artillery Committee
in the hope that is would send up half
a battery to remove the dreaded pro-
jectile, and having received no answer
has recourse to the press.”

Tae "“CHALLENGER.”—Dr. Carpen-
ter, F.R.S. lectured in the theatre of
the Royal United Service Institutioa,
Whitehall, on” ¢ The Voyage of H. M.
S. the ¢Challenger.’”  Admiral Sir
George Back took the chair, and among
those present were Captain Colomb, R.
N., Vice Admiral Erasmus Ommanney,
C.B., &:. In the course of Dr. Car-

penter’s remarks, he dwelt upon the im- |

portance of deep-sea explorations. and
spoke in terms of great praise of the
manner in which the Government had
taken up the matter in the interests of
science. He then touched on the vari-
ous discoveries made in deep-sea dredg-
ing, notable among which were that the
temperature of the sea was not uniform
at any considerable depth, as was the
opinion of Sir John Herschel; and as
to the existence of organic matter, ani-
mal life having been found on the sur-
face of the mud brought up for in-
spection, which was new to Britainand
new to science altogether, By the aid
of a chart he then sketched out the
places of interest the Challenger was to
touch at during her expedition, and hop-
ed that the physical examination of the
ocean would bring out points of great
interest in aid of science.

TaE NAVY.—Two great Blue-books
have been printed and laid before the
House of Commons, containing together
about 1200 pages, filled with the usual
accounts relating to shipbuilding and
dockyard transactions in the financial
year 1871-72. One volume shows, for
each of the home dockyards and foreign

yards, and in detail, the amounts paid

out of the votes, and its appropriation
to the building, completion, and main-
tenance of Her Hajesty’s ships; and

there are accounts showing the value of

land and «ildings, and the stock of
timber ond stores at the beginning and
ens of the year. There 18 an account
of expenses for shipbuilding, &c., other
thau those incurred at Her Majesty's
dockyards. There is given this year
for the first time, a detailed statement
of the expenditure on each class of ex-
periments conducted at the dockyards
&e., during the year. The other volume
shows in detail, as in former years, the
cost of manufacturing and repairing
articles on conversion at the several
dockyards and factories. ‘It appears
that the difference between the aggres-
gate cost and the rate-book price or
value, at which articles have been
charged to stock, of the conversions of
timber and of articles manufactured in
the year is § per cent.
