It was a 
matter of surprise to him that in 
ths county of the wealth and in­
fluence cf Northumberland such a 
building was permitted to fulfill 
the functions of a court house. 
His Lordship had no hesitation in 
declaring the building to be the 
worst in the province and said it 
would havs - derogatory effect on 
the children of the schcol nearby 
as the scholars would naturally 
aoquite a poor idea of the dignity 
of law Moreover the present 
building was a menace to the 
health of those called upon to be 
present. When couit was in 
session and a large number of 
gentlemen in attendance there was 
one of the greatest breathers of 
disease that could exist. For the 
credit of the country, for the beat 
interests of the country, it would 
seem that an adequate structure 
should ba erected and no time 
should be lost in completing the 
preliminary deuils. His Lord- 
ship said it was within the pro­
vince of the grand jury to make e 
recommendvtion in the matter. 
He felt that the people of North­
umberland when folly conversant 
with the pievalent condition would 
deem it expedient to see that the 
administration of justice wa- 
carried out in good healthy en 
vironments.

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A PRACTICAL EXAMPLE.CAMPBELLTONCAMPBELLTON Example of the Effect of Competition 
with Australia.TOWN COUNCILLOSES RESPECTED WAS CANCER On March 18th last, 750 carcasses 

of frozen lamb from Australia, were 
landed at St. John, N. B. 250* can- 

.casses were sent to the William Dav­
ies Co., Limited, Toronto. The greater 
part of the remainder were shipped 
to Montreal. This lamb was pur­
chased at nine cents per pound deli­
vered in bond at Toronto.

Under existing conditions the duty 
xvas three cents per pound This 
made the lamb cost twelve cents per 
pound laid down in Toronto.

Fresh dressed lambs were selling in 
Toronto at that time at 12 l-2c. to 
13c. per pound.

Hence, after paying this duty 
there was not much difference be­
tween the prices of the Australian 
and Canadian lamb.

The duty protected the Canadian 
larmer against the Australian pro-

But under Reciprocity the duty on 
this frozen lamb will be only 1 l-4c. 
per pound, i.o that similar shipments 
coula he laid down in Toronto at 
16 l-4c. per pound, iwo or three cents 
per pound chaper than the price for 
the home raised products.

Referring to the lambs whijh were 
sent to Montreal. When they reached 
Montreal Canadian lamb was selling 
at 10 l-2c. The Australian lambs 
were sold at 9 l-2c. delivered ex cars 
Montreal duty paid, the owners ap­
parently being contented to undersell 
the Canadian market by one cent per 
pound.

Now, if you wish to see the effect 
upon the live stock market of the re­
ceipt of this Australian lamb in Mon­
treal, turn up the Montreal papers of 
March 20th, in one or which, for ex­
ample, the headffhe was “Sheep Sold 
Lower in Local Markets.”
