Infectious Dian-hou In Calves,

A form of diarrhoea in calves,
known as ‘“‘Infectious Diarrhoes,’” 'is
not uncommon  in. palves, 'and:.theé
owners are oftén at a loss-to, abcount
for it.

‘It'is caused by a specifie garm that
-gains entrance 'tu the circulation
generally by the navel opening.. l‘
_generally occu/s. gs an epidenifc in
certain stableg or certain’ localities,
and as it is often fatal, causes’great
loss to the breedey.

The cause and results strongly re-
semble thosSe of joint iIl or mavel ill
in foals. The virus which causes the
trouble exists-.in the stable or in the
soil.

Symptoms.—-Af a variaole time af-
ter birth, in scmgz cases a few hours
and in others a Yew days, thHe young
animal suffers from an attack of
gcute diarrhgea, the symptoms of
which do not differ markedly from
ordinary diarrhuea, except fromi the
fact that they seldom yield readily
to treatment. The patient réfuses to
purse or parcake of nourishmeént,
persists and death soon results. -

Treéatment.—Preventive treatment
consists in preventing the cause.
When we know that thie entrance. in-
to the circulation of a germ tguses
the trouble, its entrance must be pre-
vented in order that we may be suc-
cesstul, The building in which the
cow is expected to bring forth young,
and especiglly the stall, should be
thoroughly disinfected. 'This may be.
done by sweeping and dusting thor-
oughly, and following by & thorongh
washing or scrubbing with a hot five
per cent. solution of carbolic aeid or,
one of the coal tar antisceptics, or a
thorough coat of hot lilne wash with
five per cent. crude carbolic acid.
The stall should be cleaned out daily
and a little slacked lime spréad upon
the floor each time hefore supplying
fresh bedding. The attendant should
have a guantity of a good strong dis-
{nfectant on hand, as ome of the solu-
tions above mentioned or a solution
of corrosive sublimate, 30 grams to
a pint of water. The writer prefers
the latter. The navel of the call
should be freely dressed with this as
soon as possible after birth, and sev-
eral. times daily afterwarda until
thoroughly healed.

Curative treatment is often iIn-
effective. The following has prohably
given better results than any othar,
viz.: Mix part formalin with 18 parts
new milk -and mix a teaspoonful of
this with each part of milk ¢consumed
by the calf. When the call is nurs-
ing its dam the mixture can.be mix-
ed with a small quantity of the dam’s
milk and given as & drench, the
‘| attendant estimating about how much
it should get. When the calf is, to
purse the dam it is ‘well to wash
udder and teats with the selution be-
fore the calf nurses and once or twice
daily for a week or 8o afterwards,
When this is done the ‘parts should
be allowed to dry, and then be. well
rubbed with a dry cloth before the
calf is allowed to nurse.—J. H. R,
Ontario Agricultural College, Gud’n_'
