FARM AND FIRESIDE.
Timely Hints Useful to the Farmer and 

His Household.

In a paper read before the Sheep Breed­
ers Association by James Tolton, Walker- 
ton, Ont., he said :

To answer this question, defining the 
particular breed of sheep that is beet, may 
appear on casual observation ad treading 
on dangerous ground, and also might ap­
pear a little presumptuous on the part of 
the writer. It is true with sheep, as with 
other lines of live stock, that there are 
particular sorts that are better adapted 
than others to certain conditions and lo­
calities. For instance, the Clyde or Shire 
horse, with his large bone, great muscle, 
and heavy weight, is the most suitable for 
moving heavy loads ; bat if style, action 
and speed are required, we would not 
look among either of these breeds, but 
would go to to the blood or carriage horse 
with their fine style, splendid action, and 
clean bone. Or if we want a cow to make 
gilt-edged butter, we would likely find her 
among the so-called dairy breeds : or if we 
desired cattle more particularly for stall- 
feeding or grazing for beef purposes, it is 
not at all probable we would find them 
among the “ dairy breeds,” but would get 
Shorthorns, Herefords, or Polled Angus. 
If Providence, aided by the skill of man, 
has created and perfected the horse for 
his multitudinous purposes, and the cow 
for her economic uses, the more useful 
animal, the sheep, has not been left in the 
rear, Among sheep, we have as many or 
mdi-e breeds than among the sorts above 
mentioned. We have the fine, medium, 
and coarse wool sheep, some producing 
wool suitable for the raiment of those who 
live in luxury, others from which are 
clipped wool suitable or making the 
coarser clothing of the toiler and wage 
earner . We have the light and nimble 
sheep that can glean more than its exist- 
enc from the rocks and hills where the 
pasturage is scant Again there are sorts 
that are better adapted and more profit­
able in climates that are warmer than ours, 
and we have those breeds that are common 
to us and well adapted to our climate. 
We have those with white faces and legs, 
and some have brown faces, others with 
black feces. We have sheep that have 
horns, while some have none, and sheep 
that have what are commonly called fore- 
tops, others have bare feces, and so on al­
most without end.

It may be said that the question is not 
being answered, which is the best breed 
of sheep. It is not the purpose of this 
paper to name one particular breed as the 
best for every person who breeds or intend 
to breed sheep. But it would be passing 
strange indeed, if from the numerous 
breeds we have, with their varied qualities 
a selection of the best breed for such indi­
vidual breeder could not be made.

There should be good and valid reasons 
why any particular breed should be select­
ed as the most suitable, and when select­
ing a breed it should be considered which 
sort under the circumstances would be 
most profitable and suit the conditions 
and surroundings best, or else be more 
pleasing to the eye and taste. It is |rue 
that there are several breeds that are 
common to us that may meet one or all of 
the requirements, so that after all every 
sheep breeder or person desirous of becom­
ing one should answer the question for 
himself after making due allowance for 
what may seem the popular demand 

When the selection of the best breed is 
made, what I would like to impress on 
the readers of this paper is not to attempt 
to keep sheep for the purpose of keeping 
weeds down on the summerfellow, or to 
run on the roadside to be chased by every 
passing dog in summer, and just eke out 
an existence around a straw stack in the 
winter,— for by this method they will 
neither fill the pocket or please the eye ; 
but on the other hand, give them the at­
tention that has been recommended many 
times by papers read at meetings of this 
Association. I do not know that there 
are any domestic animals that respond to 
kind, attentive and liberal treatment more 
readily than the sheep.

I may not have answered the title of 
this paper in the way some may have ex­
pected, but if by word or sentence I have 
assisted in drawing the attention of the 
general farmer to the importance of keep­
ing more sheep, giving them better atten­
tion, and breeding to pure-bred sires, the 
object of this paper has been accomplished. 
—Farmers’ Advocate.

NEVER MORE PROMISING.

Manitoba and North-West Crop Outlook.

Winnipeg, June 26.—The Manitoba 
government today issued the first crop 
bulletin of the season, The subjoined 
statement gives the comparison of acreage 
with last year :
Acres. 1892. 1893.

Wheat...................... 875,990 1,003,640
Oats..........................  332,974 388,529
Barley.......................... 97,644 114,672
Potatoes.................... 10,003 12,387
Roots........................ 17,498 20,919
Fallowed for crop.... 250,255 274,588
Autumn ploughed.... 325,717 473,410

Taken by districts the southwestern 
district shows the greatest increase of 
acreage, due to the impetus given by the 
extension of branch railroads during the 
past year here.

The area under rye is 2229, under flax 
9637, and area under peas, com, etc., 1059 
acres. The total area under all crops is 
1,533,262 acres, while that of last year was 
1,341,570 acres, showing an increase of 
211,992 acres. Over five thousand men 
are now employed as hired help, and re­
ports indicate that about two thousand 
extra men will be required to assist in 
taking off the harvest. It is expected 
that these two thousand men will be ob­
tained from Ontario and Quebec. The 
wages paid for hired help run from fifteen 
to twenty-five dollars per month with 
board. The bulletin reports a great scarc­
ity of female help, and every inducement 
will be offered to secure females in the 
eastern provinces. All reports agree that 
the crop promises magnificently, and 
that the growth has been phenomenal. 
The weather has been particularly favor­
able, and continues to be. The outlook 
for Manitoba and the North-west was nev­
er more promising.

PRESERVED STRAWBERRIES.

A Brand New Recipe WMch is Recom­
mended to All Housewives.

It is customary to recommend new re­
cipes by saying they are given by old and 
experienced housekeepers. In the pres­
ent instance the method is one employed 
by a housekeeper who could give many 
points to her elders were it not for 
her modesty. This particular recipe for 
strawberry jam is too good to be kept sec­
ret.

Select home-grown fruit, ripe, sound 
and clean. Hull it and avoid washing if

possible. If yon must wash it, do so by 
putting it into a collander and immersing 
it in a pan of water. By this means the 
sand will drop into the pan and the berries 
will not become soaked. Add five pounds 
of granulated sugar to seven of fruit. 
Cover the berries with some of the sugar 
and let them stand for several hours, 
Put the remainder of the sugar into a pre­
serving kettle, and when it forms a syrup 
add the berries and boil ten minutes. 
Then remove them and spread the whole 
mass on platters—china of course — and 
set in the sun, where they must remain 
for three days. It is important that they 
should be so spread that the berries do 
not lie one on top of the other. After 
three days put into jars and seal. Some 
housekeepers add a small lump of alum 
to the sugar, but after reading so much 
about the injurious effects of alum adul 
terations, it seems a pity to adulterate 
home-made preserves.

There is only one disadvantage about 
this method, and that is the possibility of 
not having three successive days of strong 
sunlight. In strawberry season we can 
usually count on two days, and even 
should a day of cloud or rain intervene, 
the drat day’s exposure would set the 
berries so that they would not spoil. 
Moreover, if sun cannot be had, they can 
be turned back into the kettle and finish­
ed in the usual way.

FARM TOPICS.

Gravel your walks and roads.
Fruit costs less than doctoring.
Do not hoe too near the plant and cat 

off the top rootlets.
As the weather becomes warmer be 

careful not to crowd the fowls.
It is important in handling evergreens 

to never let the roots get dry.
Dead shoots should always be cut out 

as they are more or less a draft on the 
vitality of a tree or plant.

When black knot has made a start 
close attention and courageous cutting 
and burning will save the tree.

The plum and cherry trees should be 
cut if they tend to grow too high. They 
should be bushy and not spindling.

Ducks, young or old, do not thrive well 
on a grain diet They need more bulky 
food. Bran, grass, middlings and food of 
this kind are better than grain.

It is within the power of every man to 
breed good horses, and there are few who 
can afford to breed poor ones, because as a 
rule they are not profitable.

Have a lock of nice hay or a lick of 
meal in the manger each night and morn­
ing fcfr the cows, and there will be no 
need of sending a dog or tired and cross 
hired hand after them.

A peculiar feature of strawberry color­
ing is that whilst the berries in the open 
air ripen from the stem, extending to the 
point, those grown under glass ripen at 
the point first.

Success in agriculture depends more 
upon the worker than upon the material 
worked with. A poor farm and a good 
farmer is a better combination than a 
good farm and a poor farmer.

Keep all animals free from worry if 
you want them to thrive. The horse, in 
order to work well; the cow, that she 
may give much milk; the hog and the 
steer, if you expect to fetten them cheaply.

Many plans are suggested by which 
cattle growing may be made to pay the 
fermer better. Among them are the im­
provement of the feed, shelter, water sup­
ply, etc. But the improvement of the 
breed should lead all these.

A dark stable is not a good place in 
which to develop horse flesh. The con­
ditions under which plant life and ani­
mal life flourish do not vary greatly. 
Grow a plant in a dark cellar and see 
how it turns out. A colt raised in a dark 
stable will have just about as much 
stamina.

There is no better feed for pigs than 
milk. After ar litter is two weeks old the 
sow never gives all that they require, and 
we can generally begin to feed them 
earlier than that. If enough skimmed 
milk cannot be had, make an oatmeal 
porridge to add to it, adding small quan- 
ties of linseed meal, which will keep the 
pigfe sleeker looking than any other feed, 
besides greatly assisting their growth.

As the weather becomes warmer there 
is apt to be less care in warming thorough­
ly the skim-milk fed to calves. Consider­
ing how much heat of the little animal’s 
body is required to warm up its feed of 
five or six quarts of cold milk to blood 
heat, it is hardiy to he wondered at that 
such treatment results in giving them 
scours. This is the worst blow that can 
be given digestion and in a young animal 
it is an injury that is often never wholly 
recovered from.

The current worm does not travel fer, 
and if an isolated patch is once thorough­
ly cleaned of these pests it may run for 
several years without needing any further 
care than use to be required. But to 
manage currant bushes perfectly they 
should be kept free from weeds and with 
stems free from sprouts for quite a distance 
from the ground. On scraggling bushes 
usually some of the current worms escape 
poisoning, and these keep the bushes in­
fested year after year, when a little extra 
labor one season would save much labor 
thereafter.

In country schools, at least, a profitable 
diversion from regular studies would be 
that of botany, at least to the extent of 
learning of habits, names and character­
istics of the worst kinds of farm weeds. 
The study should include specimens of 
weeds from a distance, or at least such 
descriptions of them as will help them to 
recognition if they spread into the neigh­
borhood. Some weeds that afterwards 
prove much injurious are often introduced 
as harmless plants or flowers, when, if 
their true character were known, their 
spread might at first be easily prevented.

JAGS CORNERED. LUCKIEST MAN IN MAINE.

HOW TO CURE HAY PROPERLY.

Ottawa, July 3.— Prof Saunders, of the 
experimental farm, in addressing the 
Russell county farmer’s institute on Sat­
urday, dwelt on the high prices obtain­
able for hay in Europe. He said that if 
farmers wanted to get the benefit of the 
forty dollars per ton, which hay was sell­
ing for in England, they must send it 
there properly cured, that is, retaining 
its color, flavor and aroma. The best way 
to secure this was to cut the hay in the 
forenoon, turn it in the early afternoon 
and cock it before dewfell ; let it remain 
so next day, and on the third day spread 
it for a time and then house it. Clover 
hay brought the highest prices in the 
mother country. Prof. Saunders, how­
ever, warned his hearers that the practice 
of selling hay off the farm was dangerous 
if kept up, for hay land became rapidly 
impoverished. Hay was best fed to the 
farm stock, and thus returned to the land 
as a fertilizer.

Not a Barroom Open In South Carolina- 
Citizens Provide for Time of Drought.

Columbia, S. C., July 2.—The inception 
of operations of the dispensary law was 
attended in Columbia with wild and 
bacchanalian revels. The law is an in­
novation and an experiment of the most 
novel sort. Under it the state takes en­
tire charge of the selling of intoxicating 
beverages.

The state has a big central dispensary 
in Columbia, where whiskey, beer and 
wine and other liquors are put in bottles 
and kegs. This dispensary furnishes 
liquors to the county dispensaries which 
are established upon the petition of the 
majority of the freeholders of a town.

Nearly every bar has made phenomenal 
sales this week, many people buying 
enough to last for months. Columbia 
bars kept open house until 12 o’clock last 
night. Their sales were immense. The 
consequence was there was much tumult 
in the streets. A double guard was on 
duty on the state dispensary, as threats of 
burning it up had been made.

The bars are all closed today and the 
town is dry, no county dispensary having 
yet been established here. The state em­
ploys a large force of constables whose 
names are. not known, to detect “ blind 
tigers.” Possession of a United States 
revenue license is prima facie evidence of 
intention to violate the law. Failure to 
obtain a license will put the United States 
revenue force as well as the state con­
stables on the track of violators. Bar­
keepers will obey the law.

A test will be made to try the con­
stitutionality of the law in the United 
States court The district United States 
court and the state supreme court have 
already decided the law valid. A new 
case will be made for trial in the United 
States supreme court.

The state of South Carolina goes into 
the liquor business, a lame beginning, 
like that of a man who starts off with one 
leg and one crutch. The outlook for the 
Palmetto state for the next six months is 
the dryest ever known in this country. 
When the situation is understood it will 
be seen that Kansas, North Dakota, Iowa 
and Maine are fairly bibulous compared 
with what this state is going to be when 
the liquor stored in the people’s dwellings 
has been consumed. Drouth destroyer 
Dyrenlorth never encountered such a 
chance to win glory as this state will pre­
sent, but only the legislature which 
brought about the drought will be able to 
relieve it.

The large towns are opposed to the law 
and to everything that pertains to Till­
man and the Tillmanite regime. They 
are old line democrats in politics. Led 
by the city of Charleston, they refuse to 
take advantage of the dispensary law and 
prefer to go dry.

The inhabitants rely on suffering such 
an amount of discomfort as will bring 
about a repeal of the law as soon as the 
legislature reconvenes:

The scenes here and all over the state 
,,-ere such as only this brand new con­
dition of things could create. The liquor 
dealers got rid of their goods at any price 
they would fetch. For a week the choicest 
as well as the poorest liquors went at 
sacrificial prices.

Fine old cognac could be had until mid­
night Friday for a dollar a quart and so 
also twenty year old applejack. Old 
whiskey that use to fetch $8 a gallon sold 
readily at $4. The famous liquors sell 
from 50 cents to $1 a bottle and the com­
mon grades of all sorts of drinkables went 
for what any one offered to pay for them.

For days and days the wagons of the 
farmers and all others who do their mar­
keting here have gone out of town loaded 
with barrels, demijohns and casks of 
liquor, while in this city every house­
holder has laid in a six months’ stock 
of liquor if he has had to beg or borrow 
in order to get the money.

An Episcopal divine was seen ordering 
his six months’ rations in one of the 
wholesale stores, and when he was twitted 
about it he said : “ This pernicious, in­
fernal law drives me to protect myself 
against every possible emergency and I 
am ordering more drink than I ever used 
in my life.”

The favorites of the officials are show­
ing the new state liquor bottles in the 
stores and hotels. All the official liquor 
is to be put up in bottles shaped like 
pocket flasks.

The flasks were made for the state after 
a special design. They are made of brown 
glass, and covering the back of each bottle 
is a design blown out beyond the surface 
of the glass and consisting of a big palm­
etto tree and the words “S. C. Dispen­
sary.” The labels posted on the face of 
each flask bear an engraving of the state 
coat of arms, and a mere sight of this 
ancient symbol-enrages the old citizens to 
a degree that is difficult to understand. 
Sacrilege and prostitution are the mildest 
terms they use when they see or talk 
about the new state grog bottles.

Every bottle is corked and sealed with 
red sealing wax. This may not be broken 
open in any dispensary where it is pur­
chased. On the sealing wax is stamped 
this sentence : “South Carolina Dispen­
sary.” The rum that is being bottled is 
labeled Palmetto New England Rum.

The gin is Palmetto Holland Gin or 
Palmetto Old Tom Gin. The brandy is 
called Palmetto Cognac, and so on. It is 
said that already certain agents of whole­
sale liquor dealers have obtained samples 
of these bottles and labels and mean to 
imitate them and flood the state with 
them, if possible, for they will undersell 
the state groggeries.

Official prices are considerably above 
the old established rates. They must 
needs be if Gov. Tillman is to make good 
his promise to cover into the treasury a 
profit of half a million dollars at the end 
of a year.

The estimated stocks of the dispensaries 
is $10,000. It will replace a stock of one- 
half million dollars of a month ago. 
Twenty-four men are to replace the 1000 

xwho have been employed in this busi-

Until a few days ago there was much 
doubt as to what would become of the 
social clubs throughout the state, many of 
them depending upon their sideboards 
to a large extent for their social feature.

In Charleston the three leading clubs 
have passed resolutions deciding to auction 
off the stock of liquors on hand, and have 
even gone so fer as to forbid the use of 
liquors on the premises.

It is probable that a hundred or more 
blind tigers opened their side doors with 
the inauguration of the new plan. The

A FAITHLESS WIFE.

Elopes With a Portland Me. Truckman*

Moncton, July 3.— On the C. P. R., 
this afternoon, there arrived in this city a 
man named Charles Bartlett, of Portland, 
Me., in search of his wife, whom he said 
eloped with a truckman named Charles 
Donovan. On the way through St. John 
he consulted detective Ring, who through 
investigation ascertained that they had 
gone east on arrival at St. John. Marshal 
Foster was informed of the matter and 
instituted a search through the different 
boarding houses and at ten o’clock tonight 
found the woman and her paramour oc­
cupying a room in a boarding house run 
by M. G. Ayer, harness maker.

The marshal arrested the man and 
lodged him in the lockup. The woman 
he left in charge of her husband. She 
had with her a four year old son, and had 
left six other children home. The down­
hearted husband was completely over­
come on beholding hie wife in such a 
predicament and sobbed bitterly. They 
had been married twenty-six years.

The second floor of the color depart­
ment building at Jackson park, Chicago 
(the paint shop of the fair) gave way 
under the weight of fifteen men at 6 
o’clock Wednesday night and twelve men 
had limbs broken or were otherwise 
injured, but no one was killed.

THE ADMIRAL’S BLUNDER.
Question of Responsibility for the Vic­

toria Disaster.

London, July 1.—At last we have the 
truth about the great naval disaster nine 
days ago in a far corner of the Mediter­
ranean. It was a very human blunder 
which sent the monster engine of war 
with nearly 400 of her crew to the bottom 
of the sea. The man who, by common 
consent, ranked as the ablest commander 
of the finest navy in the world, gave an 
order which involved the deadliest peril, 
if it did not make disaster inevitable.

This, however, does not throw the re­
sponsibility entirely hpon the dead ad­
miral. Assuming that Sir George made 
the blunder which is imputed to him, the 
rules of the British admiralty will still 
hold commanders of their respective ves­
sels directly responsible for a, collision.

The point is this: A captain’s first 
duty in peaceful evolutions is to avoid 
letting his vessel collide or run ashore, 
even if necessary to disregard a superior’s 
orders in order to escape a catastrophe.

This rule was distinctly emphasized at 
a recent court martial on the stranding of 
the battleship Howe. It was this rule 
which Admiral Markham obeyed when 
he failed to respond at first to Tyron’s 
order to turn the Camperdown’s prow 
toward the Victoria. Had Markham, or 
rather the captain of the Camperdown, 
persisted in disregard of the commander- 
in-chiePs order, under protection of this 
rule, the disaster would have been avert­
ed.

Tyron, who was a stern disciplinarian, 
hoisted the peremptory signal, “ Why are 
my orders not obeyed ? ” The position of 
the Camperdown’s commander was like 
that of the commander of the light brigade 
at Balaklava, who knew “someone had 
blundered.”

It must be said in defence of both cap­
tains that Admiral Tyron not only was 
never known to make a mistake, but he 
possessed to a degree which probably no 
living naval commander enjoys, the ab­
solute confidence and loyalty of every 
man under him.

Lord Charles Beresford, illustrating the 
point in conversation the other day, said : 
“ My confidence in the judgment and 
ability of Admiral Tyron was so great 
that had I been in a general action, and 
on the point of vanquishing the ship with 
which I was engaged, and Sir George had 
signalled me to withdraw, I should have 
obeyed without even a doubt of the wis­
dom of his order arising in my mind, so 
sure would I be that his superior judge­
ment saw for me a more effective part to 
play.”

It was from such a man that the com­
manders of Britain’s greatest naval squad­
ron received a fetal order. What wonder 
is it that it was obeyed, even against in­
stinctive protests of judgment of his sub­
ordinates?

No one has yet questioned Tyrol’s self- 
possession at the time, but it is a point o^ 
perhaps the greatest significance that he 
had only that morning returned to duty 
from the sick list.

The facts printed to-day about the 
causes of the calamity have made a most 
painful impression in England. There is 
no disposition to denounce the gallant ad­
miral who would make no effort to save 
his own life.

SURVIVOBS TELL THE STORY.

The survivors landed at Malta confirm 
in their account of'the catastrophe, the 
reports hitherto cabled from Beyrout. An 
officer who was an eye witness of the 
whole affair, after detailing how the ram 
of the Camperdown had stove an enormous 
hole in the hull of the Victoria below the 
water line, said that almost immediately 
after the collision the Victoria began to 
settle by the head and in four minutes 
the vessel turned partly over with her 
bows under water.

The officer added that he did not see a 
single man jump overboard until the 
order was given for every person to save 
himself. Many of the men were good 
swimmers, but they were unable to get at 
a safe distance from the ship before she 
turned completely over and went down. 
The were caught in the vortex caused by 
the foundering ship, and their strength 
and ability as swimmers availed them 
nothing against the suction which drew 
them down.

A sailor who was of the crew of the 
Victoria said that he was below when the 
collision ocurred. When he felt the 
shock he started to run to the upper deck. 
The water began to pour into the ship 
in an enormous volume after the collision.

When he reached the upper deck he 
saw Vice Admiral Tyron and Captain 
Maurice Bourke standing at their posts. 
Every man on duty was at his station.

Shortly after the sailor got to the upper 
deck the ship listed heavily to starboard 
and an order was given to jump and for 
every man to save himself. Until that 
order was given not a man left his post, 
although the vessel was lying at such an 
angle that it was necessary for the men to 
hold on to supports to keep them from 
sliding overboard.

All knew the Victoria was doomed, but 
every man stood by her till " ordered to 
abandon her.

The sailor said he felt himself being 
drawn down by the suction of the sink­
ing ship almost as soon as he jumped, but 
in some way he got out of tne downflow 
of the water and was soon afterwards 
picked up by a boat from another vessel.

From the time of the collision to the 
time he was picked up scarcely fifteen 
minutes elapsed.

Another survivor said he heard it said, 
but was unable to confirm the report, 
that seeing a collision was inevitable the 
commander of the Camperdown ordered 
her engines reversed, and the vessel was 
actually going astern when she struck the 
Victoria. The same person also heard 
that Vice Admiral Tyron had declined to 
accept the offers of other vessels to lower 
boats and go to the rescue of the Victoria’s 
crew until it was too late.

Both funnels of the Victoria broke off 
and the turrett fell out while the vessel 
was listing to starboard.

An officer who was on deck at the time 
of the collision says it is quite unintelli­
gible to those who were on board the 
Victoria how it happened. The Camper­
down’s ram was seen to crash the whole 
side of the Victoria and then got clear 
with tremendous way on. “ I am told,” 
he added, “ that the Camperdown’s ram 
completely bent round.”

Mr. Gladstone has given notice that 
Thursday he will move a resolution pro­
viding that the home rule bill shall be 
reported by July 31.

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CHRISTIAN ENDEAVOR.

Atthough one of the latest societies 
to spring into existence, yet the reports 
from the convention of Christian endeavor- 
ers at Montreal, this week, show that the 
society has taken the world in its grasp, 
and that Canada and the United States 
alone show one million members. From 
a standing of two societies in 1881, with a 
total membership of sixty-eight, the as­
sociation has gone on by leaps and bounds 
till now in 1893 the number of societies 
is 23,565 with 1,413,900 adherents. The 
Christian endeavor motto “ For Christ and 
the Church,” tells the whole aim and ob­
ject of the movement The essential 
features are: Pledged and constant at­
tendance upon the weekly prayer meet­
ings ; pledged and constant participation 
therein by every active member ; pledged 
and constant work for others through the 
committees and in any way that may be 
suggested.

Thirty evangelical denominations are 
represented in this grand army battling 
for the right. The Presbyterians — lead, 
and marshal 4,806 societies in the van. 
Crowding fast upon them are 4,494 Con­
gregational societies. Then come the 
Baptist with 2,736.

The Methodists still hold the fourth 
place notwithstanding the fact that they 
have lost a large number of societies that 
have become Epworth Leagues ; however, 
counting the 240 Epworth Leagues of 
Christian Endeavor there are still 2,335 
societies in the Methodist Episcopal 
Church North and South, the Methodist 
Church of Canada and the African Meth­
odist Episcopal Church. This figure does 
not include the Methodist Protestants, of 
which there are 422 that are recorded.

The movement is still young and is full 
of life and vigor. It has a glorious future 
before it.

The action of the county council in ap­
pointing a local %oard of health at the 
late meeting is to be commended. Why 
they did not follow the example of the 
other counties and appoint boards when 
the law came into effect can best be an­
swered by themselves. They were fully 
aware that such a means of defence against 
disease was neceæary ; they knew that in 
all counties boards of health had been in 
active work against cholera and other 
infectious diseases, yet they deferred the 
appointment till perhaps compelled to 
make it. As to what compelled them 
they are also the best witnesses. If they 
knew that the board was necessary and 
refused to appoint one because a majority 
of the councillors were opposed to the 
local government then they are not fit 
men to represent the parishes. Knowing 
the danger of delay, and that active 
measures were necessary to ward off 
disease, yet they would not do what they 
felt was right because the local govern­
ment desired it. If this is the view they 
took of the matter they must now feel 
relieved that they have got out of a very 
undignified position.

The county and city councils have each 
subscribed $500 to the Gibson fund for 
the relief of the sufferers by the late dis­
astrous fire. Fredericton has extended a 
very liberal hand in this work of relief 
and the action of the county council is 
also to be commended. St. John has not 
shown that liberality which was to be ex­
pected considering the amount which was 
subscribed in York and in Gibson when 
she was in extremity. It may be that the 
people of that city did not fully realize 
the situation of affairs at Gibson or there 
may have been other causes to account 
for the small amount sent. However, the 
people are gradually getting over the feel­
ings of loss and despondency which seized 
them when they saw their possessisns 
swept away and with the help extended 
will be able in a short time to surmount 
their difficulties, and although it may be 
years before Gibson is built up as it was 
yet the location is a good one and must 
ultimately become the site of a large and 
prosperous village.

The marriage at St. James palace, Lon­
don, on the 6th inst., of Prince George of 
Wales, the duke of York, to Princess 
Victoria. May of Teck has been much dis­
cussed in all society papers. It is clear­
ly a marriage with which the families on 
both sides were satisfied. Unlike many 
royal weddings this was allowed to have 
been a regular love match, and as a fitting 
result it is expected that all happiness 
will follow the contracting parties. Her 
majesty the queen graced the occasion by 
her presence, and all the leaders of court 
society in England were present with 
most of the notables of the continent. 
Despite all this glitter and show it must 
have been more gratifying to the bride 
and groom to receive such tremendous 
ovations from the common people, the 
bone and sinew of the empire, as met 
them at every turn of the streets as they 
drove away from the chapel royal.

The relief fund for the sufferers by the 
loss of the warship Victoria reaches at 
present writing, $125,000, and it is highly 
probable that when all the smaller towns 
are heard from, that one quarter of a mil­
lion will be subscribed. England has not 
shown that liberality to her sufferers by 
war and other calamities, that she should, 
but in the present case, her grief appears 
to be substantial, and surely it is a better 
way to expend the money than on many 
of the foolish pageants that take place, 
such as the lojd mayor’s procession, or the 
recent display of British war vessels at 
New York.

Peat Moss.

Mr. McFarlane, the chief analyst of the 
dominion, has been to Germany during the 
past winter for the purpose of examining 
into the peat moss business there. On his 
return to New Brunswick, he said from the 
report of Mr. Chalmers on the surface geol­
ogy of New Brunswick, that there were 
large deposits of this substance at or near 
Musquash, N. B. He has accordingly vis­
ited this locality, and is reported as having 
said that this deposit was superior to any­
thing which he met with in Germany and 
that the dominion will need all of the out­
put from this deposit. The Peat Moss Com­
pany at Musquash have been and are still 
working at experiments in drying the article 
and if they succeed in so doing at a cheap 
rate there is no doubt whatever but that 
they will have as much or more work than 
they can do to supply the demand.

CITY COUNCIL MEETING.
The regular monthly meeting of the city 

council, held on Tuesday night last, was 
prolonged far into the night and was of 
rather an exciting nature. There were a 
great many matters to occupy the attention 
of the board, notably among which were 
the expiring and renewing of the city leases, 
and the discussion about the grant to the 
Gibson sufferers. The monthly reports of 
the various committees were read and ap­
proved. That of the road committee recom­
mended the purchase of 800 tons of gravel 
to be used in the repair of the streets and 
sidewalks.

When the matter of the renewal of the 
city leases was brought up, alderman Mc­
Pherson, chairman of the coramitte ap­
pointed some time ago to confer with the 
lessees and obtain information regarding 
the leases, submitted a report stating that 
the committee had met with the various 
lessees and had obtained certain valuable 
information, but were not prepared to sub­
mit a full report and asked for an extension 
of time. He noticed that there was one 
member of the committee, alderman Moore, 
absent from the meeting; and he stated 
that there was a certain matter of disagree­
ment between J. M. Wiley, one of the 
lessees, and his neighbor, Mr. Machum, 
which he thought would prevent the coun­
cil from coming to a decision about the 
leases until it was settled.

Aid. Farrel said Mr. Wiley had informed 
him that there was no dispute between him­
self and Mr. Machum which they could not 
settle between themselves.

On motion of aid Gilman it was re­
solved that the committee’s report be re­
ferred back to the full council to be acted 
upon at once.

Aid. Farrell then moved that all the city 
leases expiring on the 1st July be renewed 
at the same rentals and upon the same 
terms as the former ones.

It was moved as an amendment by aid. 
Duffle that the leases be renewed at one 
and one half times the former rentals.

There was a great deal of very warm dis­
cussion upon these motions in which nearly 
every member of the board took part.

Aid. McPherson was in favor of doubling 
the old rentals; stating that the property 
standing upon the leased lots had increased 
in value nearly two fold since the former 
leases were granted ; and that leases granted 
by private owners in the same sections 
brought very much higher rentals than the 
city lots.

Aid. Farrell said that the larger number 
of business men occupying the leased lots 
below York street were in the retail trade; 
that their business used to be very profitable, 
but of recent years had been almost entirely 
destroyed by the establishment of country 
stores throughout the surrounding country ; 
that any increase in the rentals of these lots 
would have to be borne by the retail deal­
ers, who are unable to bear any further ex­
pense ; and that the city is already getting 
a very fair rental on these lots. After much 
further discussion aid. Farrell’s motion 
carried, and the leases will be renewed upon 
the old basis.

The rentals for the Queen street lots be­
low York street is $100 per lot; for those 
above York street $32 per lot ; for those on 
King street $20 per lot.

When the Gibson fire matter came up, 
aid. Everett wanted the council to grant 
$1000. The mayor stated that the council 
had been memoralized by the public meet­
ing of the citizens of Fredericton to grant 
that sum. Aid. Duffle moved that the 
council grant $500 toward the relief fund; 
basing his remarks upon the fact that the 
county council had only voted $500, al­
though the entire village of Gibson is with­
in the county of York and pays taxes 
directly into the county treasury. He didn’t 
see any reason why the city, which was 
not connected directly as a corporation with 
Gibson, and which had in the past afforded 
full fire and police protection to that place, 
should be called upon to vote any larger 
sum than the county council had granted. 
Aid. McNutt moved as an amendment that 
the grant be $700. Aid’s Farrell, Gilman, 
Vandine, Walker, McPherson and Duffle 
took part in the discussion which followed, 
the latter closing the debate. Aid. Duffle’s 
resolution carried, and the grant stands at 
$500.

A type-writer was ordered to be purchased 
for the city clerk’s office.

J. F. Vanbuskirk petitioned the city 
council for a lease of a certain portion of 
the city wharf lying back of the Normal 
school, which had been reserved by the 
city, upon which to erect a warehouse and 
offices for conducting his business. It was 
ordered that all that portion of the said 
wharf which the city did not want for its 
own use, be sold at auction Friday morning.

The council adjourned at 12.30 p. m.

His father, James Johnson sr., 
well known in Fredericton and the county 
died two weeks ago. and Mr. Johnson was 
attending his funeral. The elder Mr. John­
son left a widow and twelve children sur­
viving him. By his will his large and valu­
able property at Fredericksburg is left in 
the hands of three trustees to be sold and 
the proceeds divided equally among his 
children.

William Richards, sr., the well known 
lumberman, who has been ill at the Barker 
House for some time, was sufficiently 
recovered yesterday to proceed to his home 
in Boiestown.

The school has been in charge of Miss 
Hughes, a clever and energetic teacher, 
to whom much praise is due for her man­
ner and method of conducting a school. 
After the examination there was exer­
cise in declamation, select reading, and 
dialogues, in which the parties taking 
part acquitted themselves creditably. 
The ratepayers, trustees and visitors pres­
ent expressed themselves much pleased 
with progress made by pupils during the 
term.

ROYAL WEDDING.
The Duke of York Wed» His Cousin. 

Princess May.

London, July 6.—The marriage of the 
duke of York, prince George of Wales, 
and princess Victoria Mary of Teck took 
place at noon to-day, in the Chapel Royal, 
St. James palace.

The chapel was beautifully adorned 
with palms and flowers from the royal 
conservatories. Drawing room dresses 
were worn by the ladies, gentlemen ap­
pearing in full levee dress. The marriage 
ceremony opened with a procession of 
clergy into the chapel, the archbishop of 
Canterbury at the head.

The bride wore the veil which was 
worn by her mother on the occasion of 
her own marriage. Her wedding gown 
was of silver brocade in perfect harmony 
with the bridesmaids’ toilets of white 
satin and silver l&ce. The bridesmaids’ 
gowns were made with low bodices, and 
neither hats, wreaths nor veils were 
worn, only a simple rose in the hair. The 
bridesmaids were the princess Victoria 
and Maud of Wales, princess Victoria 
and Alexandra and Beatrice of Edin­
burgh, princess Margaret and Victoria 
Patricia of Connaught, Princess Victoria 
of Schieswig-Holstein, and princess 
Eugenie.

The archbishop of Canterbury, assisted 
by other clergy, performed the ceremony, 
the bride being given away by her father. 
Mendelssohn’s wedding march was played 
as the royal party left the chapel, the 
united procession of bride and bridegroom 
leading to the throne room, where the 
registry of marriage was attested by her 
majesty and other members of the royal 
family and royal guests.

The dejeuner was served at Bucking­
ham palace, the queen proposing the 
toast of the bride and bridegroom. After 
receiving congratulations the duke and 
duchess of York left Buckingham palace, 
driving through the Mall to the city and 
thence proceeded by the Great Eastern 
railway from Liverpool Street to Sand­
ringham. The gift of the princess of 
Wales consisted mostly of jewelry and 
precious stones, the whole being valued 
at £250,000.

As the procession entered the chapel 
and were marshalled in their places in 
front of the altar a good view was ob­
tained of the royal personages present 
and also of the lesser dignitaries.

The queen headed the procession. She 
walked alone, leaning on an ebony stick. 
She was attired in a black dress with 
train. She wore across her bosom the 
broad blue ribbon of the order of the 
Garter, the highest British order, and on 
her head a small diamond crown, from 
which a veil depended. Around her 
neck was a necklace of diamonds, with 
pendant attached. Following the queen 
came the prince of Wales and duke of 
Edinburgh, and behind them walked a 
number of admirals in foil uniform 
escorting the bridegroom, who wore the 
uniform of the Fleet captain. The king 
of Denmark escorted his daughter, the 
princess of Wales.

The bride leaned upon the arm of her 
father, and as the procession advanced 
her train was carried by her bridesmaids.

The duke of York responded to the 
questions in a clear voice, his answers 
being audible in the farthest corners of 
the chapel. Princess May’s responses 
were not so audible and could be heard 
scarcely beyond the royal circle.

London, July 6.—The duke of York 
and bride arrived at Wolferton station at 
8 this evening and were met and cheered 
by thousands. They drove in an open 
victoria to the Bachelors’ cottage in the 
grounds around Sandringham hall. 
Throngs of countrymen stood cheering 
along the road and children scattered 
flowers before the carriage. At the lodge 
gate the tenants and household formed a 
body guard, and the school children 
threw flowers as the bride entered the 
house an hour later. The royal couple 
were serenaded by fireworks set off out­
side the grounds.

AROUND THE WORLD.
The Week’s Events In Brlef-The Cream 

of Our Exchanges.

The king of greece has abdicated, and 
the country has been declared a republic.

The steamer Falcon, with lieut. Peary 
and his crew, sailed from Brooklyn on 
Sunday for the North Pole.

The cabinet formed four weeks ago in 
Buenos Ayres, has resigned. President 
Daenz Pena is forming a new one.

There has been a heavy fall in the 
price of silver at Panama, and a commerc­
ial panic and many failures are expected.

Clifford Calverley, the Toronto wire- 
walker, crossed the Niagara gorge Tues- 
in two minutes, thirty-five and three-fifth 
seconds.

The late Anthony J. Drexel, of Phila­
delphia, who died at Carlsbad, Germany, 
the other day, left an estate valued at 
over $30,000,000.

A French journalist, M. Lardeaux, pro­
poses to walk from Paris to Chicago, by 
way of Siberia. It is his intention to 
cross Behring straits on the ice.

It is expected that hon. Wilfrid Laur­
ier will address a series of meetings 
throughout Ontario in the latter part of 
August and the first weeks of September.

The annual hoisting of the flag at 
Queen’s park, London, Monday, in honor 
of Dominion day, was participated in by 
between four and five thousand school 
children.

A collision between two electric trolley 
cars of the Brooklyn, N. Y., railway com­
pany resulted in the killing of Patrick 
Mohugh, a motorman, and the injury of 
eight others.

The Batesville, Ind. Herald, says that a 
pensioner in Decatur county, drawing a 
handsome monthly stipend for total blind­
ness, is the best fifteen-ball pool player in 
Decatur county.

Edward McCarthy, a New York bar­
tender, jumped from Brooklyn bridge on 
Monday and sustained injuries which will 
probably result in his death. This is the 
fourteenth case of jumping from Brooklyn 
bridge, and the third in two weeks.

Rev. John T. James, a Virginian preach­
er, who is very anxious tq smash the rum 
power, began operations at the World’s 
Fair on Tuesday, by slashing away with 
his stick at the round tower of bottles of 
Irish whiskey belonging to Sir John Pow­
ers of Dublin, Ireland. The preacher was 
arrested.

Thursday at Augusta a hearing was 
held in the case of Joseph Gilbert, charged 
with Violation of the alien labor law in 
bringing Canadians into the country to 
work for the Edwards Manufacturing 
Company. The commissioner took the 
cases under adyiaement and will return 
decision July 22.

The hay crop in England as well as 
France has been a complete failure the 
present season. While in France it readily 
sells at $34 a ton, in Great Britain it is 
scarce at $40 a ton. Late telegrams from 
Montreal say that two steamers haye been 
chartered to carry hay from the St. 
Lawrence to French ports.

Montreal cattlemen ridicule the state­
ment that pleuro-pneumonia was discov­
ered in a Canadian animal in. England. 
But the Toronto Globe’s London, Eng., 
correspondent cables that it is generally 
feared there that all hope of the removal 
of the schedule on Canadian cattle this 
season must be abandoned.

County judge Johnston sentenced Eli 
Emino to nine months imprisonment for 
bigamy, at Halifax, Thursday. Eli had 
three wives, the first in Boston; the 
second he sent on a visit to friends in 
Michigan, and during her absence he 
concocted a bogus letter announcing her 
death, on the strength of which he mar­
ried his servant girl for his third wife.

The Ghignecto ship railway company is 
endeavoring to obtain from the Canadian 
government a further extension of time. 
The prospectus of March 13, which asked 
for subscriptions to $1,400,000 six per cent 
first-preference mortgage bonds tp com 
plete the work, secured offers for only 
$500,000. The act authorizing the Can­
adian subsidy for the ship railway ex­
pired July 1.

Two young girls named Ray,1 aged six­
teen and twelve, were brutally murdered, 
presumably by a tramp, at Bardwell, Ky., 
early Wednesday morning. The girls 
had gone berrying, and were followed by 
an elder brother about two hours after 
leaving home. He found them with 
their throats cut from ear to ear, bruised 
as if roughly handled, and bearing evi­
dences of having been outraged.

On Thursday, Nathaniel Grisfold, pris­
oner in Dorchester penitentiary, serving a 
four year’s sentence, escaped and so far 
has evaded those in pursuit of him. A 
number of prisoners were working at the 
building in Government row, when the 
prisoner made his way unobserved to­
wards wood lawn. Immediately on his 
escape being announced, the guards were 
set at different points along the I. C. R. 
and other places where the fugitive would 
likely be retaken. He had served a year 
and a half.

Michael Woods, a farmer living at Acad- 
iaville station, while walking on the rail 
way track near that station on Wednes­
day afternoon, was struck and instantly 
killed by the engine of a working train. 
Dr. Keyth, acting under orders from eupt. 
Rennells, had a jury summoned and pro­
ceeded to Acadiaville station by special 
train and held an inquest. The verdict 
was that Woods was killed by the engine 
of the working train, and that no blame 
could be attached to the employes of the 
railway. Deceased was about sixty-eight 
years old. i

The Flying Bluenose was an hour late 
in leaving Yarmouth on Wednesday, ow­
ing to the boat from Boston being behind 
time. It reached Halifax on time how­
ever. A woman and her five children 
were passengers on the train, bound for 
Bridgewater. When crossing Weymouth 
bridge the woman gave birth to a child. 
At Meteghan, the next station, the woman 
and her new born babe and her other 
five children were taken from the train 
and cared for. The new arrival is a boy 
and the passengers on the train were 
unanimous in their opinion that he should 
be called “Bluenose.”

THE CHRISTIAN ENDEAVORERS.

Montreal, July 6.— Big audiences at­
tended the afternoon and evening sessions 
of the international Christian Endeavor 
convention.

General secretary Baer in his report, 
gives the following statistics, showing the 
strength of the movement : New York 
state still leads with 2,985 societies ; Penn­
sylvania, 2,628 ; Illinois, 1,322 ; Ohio, 1,- 
766 ; and Iowa, 1,187.

In Canada in 1892, the societies in On­
tario lead with 1,072; Nova Scotia, 393; 
Quebec, 135; Manitoba, 94; New Bruns­
wick, 89.

The growth in the south has been en­
couraging. Maryland, Tennessee and 
Texas have over a 100, with Virginia and 
South and North Carolina not far behind. 
In all there are nearly a thousand socie­
ties in foreign lands, making a grand 
total enrollment for the wide world of 
26,284 local societies, with a membership 
of 1,578,040. .

It was agreed to hold the 1895 conven­
tion in San Francisco, California. Denver 
waived its claim in favor of San Francisco.

The 1894 convention will be held at 
Cleveland, Ohio,

To establish, maintain and oper­
ate an art gallery and school of art within 
the province. 3. To conduct and carry on 
an agency business with reference to works 
of art.

Sad Fatality.— Lake George was the 
scene of a very sad and fatal accident last 
week. Edmund Burke, the eighteen year 
old son of Michael Burke, was taking some 
cartridges from a revolver, when one of 
them exploded killing the young man in­
stantly. It was the old story — “ didn’t 
know it wgs loaded.” The deceased young 
man was a general favorite in the com­
munity. He took an active part in the 
Sunday school and in all moral and re­
ligious work. The parents feel his sudden 
death keenly.

Welcome Rain.— The plenteous showers 
of rain which fell on the thirsty land Tues­
day and Thursday last, proved most grate­
ful and welcome to the farmers and all con­
cerned in the agricultural welfare of the 
province. Practically no rain had fallen 
for a iqanth past, and the land was liter­
ally parched. The crops of all kinds, 
especi$lly the grass, were suffering heavily 
as a consequence. The grass crop, indeed, 
was almost past cure, but it is hoped that 
during the next fortnight it will thicken up 
from the bottom considerably, and may be 
saved from the almost entire failure which 
was threatened. As for the other crops, 
the rain has been worth thousands of dol­

lars in the farmers’ pockets.

Boys’ Industrial Home.
The boys’ industrial home at St. John was 

formally opened last Saturday at that place, 
with a large attendance and under the most 
favorable auspices. Sir Leonard Tilley, 
bon. A G Blair, hon George E Foster, Dr 
Stockton, mayor Peters, sheriff Sturdee, 
judge Fraser, chief Clark and several prom­
inent clergymen were present. Lady Tilley 
read the opening address. Pleasant speeches 
were made expressing interest and sympathy 
in the home and its prospective work. The 
doors of the home were then thrown open 
and an opportunity given to inspect the 
interior, with which all were highly pleased.

Drowned at Mlssoulla.

J. W. Macready, barrister-at-law, received 
a telegrqm yesterday morning from Miss- 
ouila, Mont., informing him of the very sad 
news of the drowning of his sister-in-law 
Mrs. G. N. Hartley, at that place. Mrs. 
Hartley was formerly Miss Chrissie Cooper 
of this city, who was married here to Mr. 
Hartley last fall and went to Missouila, 
where Mr. Hartley had established a thriv­
ing business. There are no particulars of 
the accident as yet. Mrs. Hartley was a 
general favorite in Fredericton, and indeed 
wherever she was known. Her untimely 
death at a youthful age, and so shortly after 
a happy marriage, is a very sad blow to her 
husband and relatives, and her bereaved 
parents have the sympathy of the entire 
community.

American Visit ora.

Governor Russell of Massachusetts, his 
.brother-in-law Mr. A. H. Swan, Dr. Swan, 

-q^and Wm. Magee of St. John, arrived at this 
city Wednesday night by steamer Olivette 
from St. John, and registered at the Barker 
House. They left Thursday morning by a 
special train on the C. E. Railway foi Boies- 
town, where they will take canoes and men, 
and go up the Southwest Miramichi salmon 
fishing. They belong to a club which has a 
fine fishing privilege at the mouth of the 
Burnt Hill stream, the finest pool on the 
river. Here they have lately erected a very 
handsome fishing lodge, which has been 
well furnished by E. H. Allen & Co. of this 
city. They expect to be joined in about a 
fortnight by Joseph Jefferson, the celebrated 
actor, who is now recovering from his recent 
illness.

Sent up for Trial.

The case of the Crown against Jaynes 
Haney, on the information of Fred Flowers, 
came up for hearing before Sitting Magis­
trate Richards on Monday.

Monday about noon Fred Flowers, who 
hails from Grand Lake, Queens county, came 
to Mr. Richards and complained that James 
Haney, had on Sunday night attacked him 
at the corner of Queen and Westmorland 
streets, and after asking him what time it
was, and upon Flowers taking out his watch, 
Haney grabbed it out of his hand and at the 
same time struck him in the face and knock­
ed him down in the gutter. Haney then 
got out. The two bad been at Newt Lee’s 
place on Westmorland street, drinking, and 
both were more or less under the influence. 
Monday morning Flowers came back to see 
if he could find the man who knocked him 
down and stole his watch. He found Haney 
in Lee’s again, and the two had some more 
drinks together. Flowers was not sure of 
the man at first, but as soon as he was satis­
fied he left and made his complaint before 
the sitting magistrate. The result was 
Haney’s arrest, Geo. F. Gregory appearing 
for Flowers. Haney was sent up for trial 
at the next sitting of the County Court.

Mtaalonary Meeting.

The annual missionary meeting, under 
the auspices of the domestic and foreign 
mission board of the diocese of Fredericton 
was held in the church hall Monday night, 
Bishop Kingdon in the chair. The attend­
ance was not large. After prayers and sing­
ing All Hail the Power of Jesus’ Name, 
Rev. Canon ^Forsythe, the first speaker, ex­
plained the organisation in 1883 of the so­
ciety and its work in the ecclesiastical prov­
ince of Canada. He gave interesting sketch 
of the work in Algoma and the Northwest, 
and as illustrative of the expansion of the 
missionary idea in Canada pointed out that 
for the three triennial periods ending in 
1886,1889 and 1892, the amounts raised for 
domestic and foreign missions were $42,000, 
$81,000 and $110,000 respectively.

Arthur Tippet of St. John, addressed the 
meeting on children’s work in missions, the 
burden of his remarks being the necessity of 
systematic and regular effort.

J. Khaddar, a native of Jerusalem and a 
convert to Christianity, read an interesting 
account of mission work in Palestine. He 
showed that the work of christianizing the 
Jews was going on with gratifying results, 
but pointed out that to reach the Hebrew 
he must be attacked when young, as it was 
an extremely difficult job to convert the 
adult Jew.

Rev. J. R. Parkinson followed with a 
capital address, his argument being that 
the church must be content to work within 
the old lines, according to the faith once 
delivered to the saints. After setting forth 
that God had given to the church the very 
centre in the work of corporate unity, he 
read a review of Pearson’s National Life and 
Character, the latest pessimistic forecast, to 
enforce the position that as the church had 
created modern Europe by humanizing and 
christianizing its conquérais, so the latest 
missionary work was to save the civilized 
world from the ravages of infidelity.

A collection was taken up for missions 
and benediction pronounced by Bishop 
Kingdon.

Burglaries.
Sunday night a burglar or burglars broke 

into the bedroom of David Colwell, on the 
corner of King and Northumberland streets, 
and stole $15 from the pockets of his clothes, 
and made off with it. Colwell says they 
must have made an entrance through the 
window at the head of his bed, passed his bed 
and gone to the farther end of the room 
where his clothes were lying.

The C. P. R. freight station was burglar­
ized on the same night, and ,quantities of 
goods scattered about but nothing of great 
value taken. It is thought the parties here 
were in search of liquors, which they sup­
posed had come from St. John by rail.

G. E. Fenety’s ice house had also a visit 
from the marauders and salmon, preserves, 
and eatables of various kinds to the value 
of $60 were carried away. Then Saunders’ 
hotel was called on to help out the larder 
and honey, biscuit, eggs, with more or less 
table linen helped to swell the list of stolen 
articles. Not content with the booty found 
at these places a quiet call was made on 
Geo. Beattie’s butcher shop and a roast of 
the best beef, large enough for a family of 
twenty, was taken to provide a substantial 
relish for the cranberry sauce seized at Mr. 
Fenety’s.

It is plain that the work is well planned 
and up to the present the police have not 
been able to locate the thieves, but it is 
only a question of time.

ENTRANCE EXAMINATIONS.

Normal Sobo*l Entrance and University

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Besides having the examinations at dif­

ferent points, there is another new feature, 
as well. Heretofore at the dose of the 
Normal school every applicant for license 
was required to pass an examination in all 
the subjects required for the dass applied 
for. Under the new system the candidates 
for admission in their application state 
what class they wish to apply for and they 
are examined accordingly. On some sub­
jects they pass their final examinations, 
that is, they are not required to write papers 
on this subject again at the close of their 
term at the Normal School. These include 
the following subjects for all classes, viz : 
Reading, spelling, writing, English grammar 
and composition, geography, history, arith­
metic (including the kéeping of accounts), 
and elementary natural history. Candi­
dates for the first and second classes were 
required to pass examinations on the first 
book of geometry (Hamblin Smith’s), and 
on algebra, including the elementary rules 
and simple equations of one unknown 
quantity.

The examination papers on the above 
subjects were graded as to extent and diffi­
culty according to the class of license ap­
plied for by the candidates respectively. 
For example, candidates for the third class 
were examined on the outlines of Canadian 
and British history, the general geography 
of North America and Europe with the 
geography of New Brunswick in detail (in­
cluding the drawing from memory of an 
outline map of the province) the elemen- 
tery arithmetic as prescribed, and the com­
mon minerals and plants of New Bruns­
wick, as contained in Bailey’s Elementary 
Natural History.

Candidates for the second class were re­
quired to show a more extensive knowl­
edge ot grammar, history and geography 
(particularly of the several provinces of 
the Dominion of Canada), of the minerals, 
plants, and animals of New Brunswick as 
contained in Prof Bailey’s Natural history, 
advanced arithmetic to the end of com­
pound interest, and the keeping of accounts 
by single entry.

Candidates for first class were required 
to have an intelligent acquaintance with 
prescribed textbooks (including that on 
general history) except in regard to geo­
metry and algebra.

For the present year a supplementary 
entrance examination will be allowed in 
September, at the time of the regular open­
ing of the Normal school. The board of 
education found it necessary to adopt this 
course in order to avoid shutting out any 
who were not informed of the coming 
change in the order of holding examin­
ations. But hereafter the entrance exam­
inations will be held regularly in the 
month of July each year, and will be con­
sidered final.

YORK COUNTY COUNCIL
Local Board of Health Appointed and 

aome Wrangling.
The regular semi-anhüât session of the 

county Council of the municipality of York 
met in the county court house Tuesday 
morning at 10 o’clock. All the members of 
the council were present, excepting coun­
cillor Rowley of St. Marys. Warden Gra­
ham occupied the chair. After appointing 
an official reporter for the session the 
warden appointed the following committee 
on the secretary-treasurer’s accounts : Conns 
Everett, McNally, Mowatt, George S. Inch 
and McMullen.

On public accounts the following com­
mittee was appointed: Coun’s Lawson, 
Lawrence, Murray, Nason, Hallett, Finder, 
McKeen, Scott, Thompson, Cropley, Ful­
lerton and Goodspeed.

Additional parish officers were appointed 
for Canterbury and North Lake.

Conn. McMullen acknowledged the reso­
lution of sympathy passed at last session 
regarding his family troubles, and expressed 
his thanks for the kind remembrance.

On motion the council adjourned till 2 
o’clock.

At the afternoon session several matters 
of importance came up for discussion, among 
which was the tong postponed matter of the 
appointment of a local board of health. It 
will be remembered that the act providing 
tor the appointment of local boards of health 
contained a provision that the county coun­
cil of each county should appoint a local 
board, and that pending their action the 
governor in council may appoint a tem­
porary board. The county council of York, 
whose ruling majority is thoroughly op­
posed to the present government, and |de- 
sirous of thwarting their aims and disobey­
ing their municipal regulations as far as 
possible, did not appoint a board, and the 
government took the matter in hand. The 
board appointed by them performed the 
duties required of them by law, and ren­
dered bills for their expenses to the county 
council, who have systematically reftised to 
pay them, although required by law to do 
so. For the purpose of bringing the coun­
cil to reason, the government has lately 
been withholding from them the jury fées, 
which are primarily payable by the county 
council, who are in due course recouped 
from the provincial treasury. The result 
has been to subject the council to consider­
able expense at every court held in the 
county. At the present meeting the coun­
cillors seemed to realize that they wei’e 11 in 
a hole,” to use a piece of popular slang, and 
they very wisely took the first step in the 
right direction. They appointed a local 
board of health consisting of Dr. O.E. Moore- 
house of Keswick, Walter McFarlane of 8t. 
Marys, James Smith of Canterbury Station, 
A. W. Coburn of Haryey Station, and Rob’t 
Thorbum of Stanley. They did not take 
any action regarding the bills of the old 
board, but it is supposed that at the next 
session in January these bills will be finally 
passed upon.

The Gibson relief fund called for a con­
tribution from the council. Gibson is 
situate wholly within thé parish of St. 
Marys, in the county of York, and pays 
taxes directly into the county treasury. 
Under these circumstances the board felt 
themselves bound to contribute some re­
spectable sum of money towards the fund 
for relieving the distress occasioned by the 
late fire, and accordingly voted the sum of 
$500, which was ordered to be assessed upon 
the county the following year. t

The audit committee on the secretary- 
treasurer’s accounts submitted their report. 
For the six months ending with June 30th 
the accounts showed an expenditure^ of 
$8,400, leaving a half-yearly deficit of $4,600.

Memorial Service.

A special memorial service to the late 
bishop Medley was heldtn the Church hall 
Wednesday evening, opening at 8 o’clock. 
Bishop Kingdon presided, sir Leonard Til­
ley, who was to do so, having been unable 
to attend. There was also on the platform 
archdeacon Brigstocke, rev. J. deSoyres, 
canon Forsyth, canon Ketchum, J. Roy 
Campbell, and sir John C. Allen, G. E. 
Fenety, W. M. Jarvis, G. A. Schofield and 
J. R. Campbell, jr.

After prayers had been said by the arch­
deacon the executive committee appointed 
to conduct the work of raising a memorial 
fund reported through Mr. Schofield that 
they had scattered circulars abroad asking 
for subscribers and taking other steps to 
raise funds.

Mr. Schofield, the treasurer, reported that 
$881.71 had'"been raised to date and sub­
scriptions promised $1,780 or total of $2,617.

Bishop Kingdon made some remarks. In 
speaking of the memorial he said that it 
was to be two fold in its virtue material 
and spiritual, an architectural memorial 
and a missionary canonry. The former 
should be worthy of the grand life of the 
bishop or it should not be built. The mis­
sionary canon should spend three quarters 
of his time at large. He concluded by 
moving the following resolution :

That regard for the memory of the greatly 
valued and beloved bishop Medley, to which 
so many tributes of respect and affection 
have been paid since his death; demands 
general and liberal aid to the memorial 
which it has been determined by a large and 
representative committee of the diocese to 
erect ; that the steps already taken be fol­
lowed up if necessary, by the employment 
of an able and active agent to make known 
the objects of the memorial committee and 
to secure subscriptions thereto.

John C. Allen seconded the resolution 
and called upon the churchmen of the 
province to give their assistance to the rais­
ing of the memorial to the man who had 
gone through every hardship to build up 
the church here. Thi^-memorial was not 
intended to aggrandize Fredericton, but to 
preserve the memory of the deceased.

Addresses were also made by canon 
Ketchum, judge Hanington, the archdeacon, 
G. E. Fenety, judge Wilkinson, judge 
Fraser, Rev. J. deSoyres, W. M. Jarvis and 
others, and the resolutions were passed.

DEATHS OF THE WEEK.

ivn and Respected Residents 
Pass Away.

Mrs. Pitblado, mother of C. P. Pitblado of 
Winnipeg, and grandmother of John Pit­
blado of the bank of Nova Scotia here, died 
at her home in Truro on Monday morning 
last.

J. W. Ruel, who was so badly burned 
about the head and shoulders during the 
late Gibson fire, died Sunday morning at 
the Victoria hospital. The deceased was 
77 years of age, and was a son of the late 
captain John Godfrey Ruel, of her majesty’s 
royal marines, and a brother of collector 
Ruel of St. John. He came from his place 
of birth in Herefordshire, England, to this 
country when 17 years of age, and has since 
resided here almost continuously. He 
came to Fredericton in 1855, and for twenty 
years or more was chief clerk in the custom 
house here. He leaves a widow and a 
family of five sons and three daughters to 
mourn their loss. His funeral took place 
from the residence of his son, J. A. Ruel, 
Gibson, yesterday morning at 10.30 o’clock. 
Chief of police, W. Walter Clark, collector 
of customs Ruel and Gerard G. Ruel of St. 
John, came up and attended the funeral.

Alex. Sinclair, brother-in-law of Alonzo 
Staples, died at the latter’s residence on 
Monday evening last at the age of 39. De­
ceased was formerly a driver on the Gibson 
branch of the C. P. R., but was some years 
ago obliged to give up his position owing to 
severe rheumatism. He has been living 
with his sister, Mrs. Staples, for some years.
