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France and Its Government.

The French Ministry, lead by 
Premier Brisson, was defeated in 
the Chamber of Deputies, Paris, 
on the 25th. alt by a majority of 
32 votes. The Brisson Govern­
ment held power for barely four 
months ; it was the 85th. minis­
try since the inauguration of the 
present Republic, twenty-seven 
rears ago. So frequent, indeed, 

jave been the changes of Govern­
ment that the downfall of a 
French Premier, after a few 
months tenure of office has come 
to be regarded as a matter of 
course, and ordinarily creates lit­
tle surprise. Such frequent 
changes» however, indicate an ex­
traordinary fickleness and want 
of stability in those charged with 
the Conduct of the public affairs 
of a great nation, and are well 
calculated to breed contempt in 
the minds of serious thinking 
people, the world over, for such 
pseudo-statesmen.,. In the parti­
cular instance under review, the 
defeat of the Ministry showed on 
the part of those who brought it 
about a manifest disregard of the 
country’s best interests ; for, as 
we pointed out last week, France 
had on her hands at the time, as 
she has still, a dispute with Eng­
land, of such a serious nature as 
to require the coolest and most 
careful deliberation to determine 
whether peace or war shall en­
sue. At such a critical moment 
one would suppose that the peo­
ple’s representatives would re 
strain their impetuosity, and take 
Abram Lincoln’s advice, who said 
it was bad policy " to swap 
horses while crossing a stream.” 
The unfortunate Dreyfus case 
appears to have had most to do 
with the downfall of the Brisson 
Cabinet The long-continued 
wrangle over the Dreyfus case 
seems to be nothing else than a 
struggle for the mastery between 
the civil and military elements. 
Will the civil powfer be able to 
assert its superiority over the 
army ? If not, so much the 
worse for poor France. The con­
duct of the army officers all 
through this case strongly indi­
cates there is something extreme­
ly rotten in the military depart­
ment of the country. During the 
brief but stormy existence of his 
Government, Premier Brisson wfis 
constantly hampered by the atti­
tude of the military element.

The Semaine Religieuse points 
out that while the Pope has an 
army and a minister of war, it is 
not likely to play any great part 
in the question of disarmament 
It consists of four divisions—the 
Guard of Nobles, the Swiss Guard, 
the Palace Guard, and the gend­
armes. The first numbers about 
50 men and is recruited from the 
Roman aristocracy. The Swiss 
Guards stand sentinel at the 
doors and in the corridors. The 
Pontifical Gendarmes keep order 
in the interior of the Vatican. 
Altogether this standing army is 
composed of less than 300 men. 
The Palace Guard is a sort of 
militia, and is only called on for 
special occasions. The full force 
of the whole army is 600 men. 
The Semaine Religieuse describes 
them as “ brave, simple hearted 
folk, happy and proud to watch 
day and night over the precious 
life of the Holy Captive, who 
dwells in his palace transformed 
into a voluntary prison, the great­
est sovereign of Christendom.”— 
Montreal Gazette.

Since the recenta^hange in the 
Railway time tat*°the steamer 
Northumberland py'-es Point du 
Chene before the arrival there of 
the train bringing the mails ; con­
sequently mails from the United 
States and the Upper Provinces 
were delayed twenty-one hours 
in transit, reaching here on the 
evening of the day following that 
on which they arrived at St John. 
This was surely intolerable and 
little short of disgraceful in these 
days of rapid transit The busi­
ness men of this City and Pro­
vince, through the Charlottetown 
Board of Trade, protested against 
this state of affairs, and their pro­
test has been effectual. The Steam 
Navigation Company have adop­
ted a new arrangement. All the 
foreign mail shall henceforth, till 
the close of navigation, be des­
patched to and from this city, via 
Pictou, and on and after tomor­
row the sreamer Princess, carry­
ing these mails shall leave Pictou 
at midnight and arrive here early 
in the morning, so that the 
mails may be distributed and 
sorted in sufficient time to over­
take the outgoing trains. The 
steamer will leave here on return 
to Pictou at nine o’clock each 
morning. The Northumberland 
will continue running as at pres­
ent, so that passengers by that 
route will not be subjected to any 
change.

The Winnipeg Telegram gives 
an account of the proceedings at 
the annual meeting of the Liberal 
association recently held in that 
city, which seem to have been 
“ very interesting for Mr. Sifton 
and the few people in Winnipeg 
who still adhere toi' him.”

the eyes of the government to the 
fact that Mr. Sifton, besides dis 
crediting it in the eyes of the 
country at large, is worse than a 
lack of strength in the territory 
he was supposed to carry in his 
pants pocket at the time he was 
called to the cabinet. Mr. Sif- 
ton’s friends and the straight gov­
ernment supporters made des­
perate efforts to elect a ticket of 
their own. But their nominees 
were simply snowed under. The 
president elected was a bitter op­
ponent of Mr. Sifton—a brother 
of Joseph Martin, the man whom 
Mr. Sifton supplanted to become 
Minister of the Interior. All the 
vice-presidents elected were 
strongly anti-Siftonian, one of 
them hieing Joseph Martin’s late 
law partner, Mr, Sifton was, it 
will be seen, more than humilia­
ted. But his defeat and degrada­
tion were made even more com 
plete than this A resolution was 

ostentatiously congratu­
lating his rival, Mr. Martin, on 
his success in British Columbia ; 
while for Mr. Sifton there was 
nought but indignant denuncia 
tion. A reference to the rejection 
by the senate of his Yukon rail­
way contract provoked applause. 
His administration of the Yukon 
was bitterly condemned. His 
new personal organ here was re 
pndiated ifl the name of honest 
liberalism. His opposition to the 
interests of Winnipeg was bitter­
ly denounced. His distribution 
of the patronage was caustically 
censured. His subserviency to 
the G. P, R was angrily inveighed 
against For "failing to resist his 
opposition to the St Andrew’s 
rapids, the member for Winni 
was called upon to resign, 
dom has any public man been so 
assailed and humiliated by his 
own party," It is gratifying to 
find that the Grits of the west 
ha^thus demonstrated that they 
have found Sifton out and are 
willing to do their part towards 
ridding the country of him. Sif­
ton is evidently a very bad man 
to have anything to do with Pan? 
ada’s public affairs, and has al 
ready done Canada a great 
amount of injury. The adminis­
tration of tpe Yukon district 
which pertains to Mr. Sifton's de­
partment has been a scandal and 
a disgrace. It is particularly 
gratifying to find his own party 
and his OWU City and Province 
taking the initiative in the upris­
ing against him. Another pleas­
ing feature of the affair is the 
fact that those assembled had the 
courage to applaud the action of 
the Senate in killing the infam­
ous Yukon railway contract 
Did Gritism contain more such 
associations as that in Winnipeg 
there would be some hope for it 
Right on the heels of the report 
of the Winnipeg Liberal meeting 
comes the intelligence from Otta­
wa that a change in the Federal 
Cabinet }e on the tapis. It is 
said that Lieutenant governor

Patterson of Manitoba is anxious 
to retire from office, and Sir Wil­
frid Laurier strongly urges Mr. 
Sifton to accept the position. 
There appears to be a growing 
feeling among Liberals that “ Sif­
ton must go,” and unless he can 
be shelved before Parliament 
meets, the party managers doubt­
less feel that something disastrous 
may happen. But just here the 
trouble comes in. Sifton does 
not want to go ; he acts the part 
of “ Young Napoleon,” and desires 
to continue imposing bis imperi­
ous will on the people of the 
North West, as well as on his col­
leagues in the Cabinet. It may 
reasonably be assumed that the 
Liberals are fervently praying he 
may accept the Lieutenant Gov­
ernorship and thus prevent seri­
ous trouble for the party.

France and Its Government.

The French Ministry, lead by 
Premier Brisson, was defeated in 
the Chamber of Deputies, Paris, 
on the 25th. ult by a majority of 
32 votes. The Brisson Govern­
ment held power for barely four 
months ; it was the 85th. minis 
try since the inauguration of the 
present Republic, twenty-seven 
years ago. So frequent, indeed, 
have been the changes of Govern 
ment that the downfall of i 
French Premier, after a few 
months tenure of office has come 
to be regarded as a matter of 
course, and ordinarily creates lit­
tle surprise. Such frequent 
changes^ however, indicate an ex­
traordinary fickleness and want 
of stability in those charged with 
the Conduct of the public affairs 
of a great nation, and are well 
calculated to breed contempt in 
the minds of serious thinking 
people, the world over, for such 
pseudo-statesmen. ,.In the parti­
cular instance under review, the 
defeat of the Ministry showed on 
the part of those who brought it 
about a manifest disregard of the 
country’s best interests ; for, as 
we pointed out last week, France 
had on her hands at the time, as 

"she has still, a dispute with Eng­
land, of such a serious nature as 
to require the coolest and most 
careful deliberation to determine 
whether peace or war shall en­
sue. At such a critical moment 
one would suppose that the peo­
ple’s representatives would re 
strain their impetuosity, and take 
Abram Lincoln's advice, who said 
it was bad policy " to swap 
horses while crossing a stream. 
The unfortunate Dreyfus case 
appears to have had most to do 
with the downfall of the Brisson 
Cabinet The long-continued 
wrangle over the Dreyfus case 
seems to be nothing else than a 
struggle for the mastery between 
the civil and military elements. 
Will the civil power be able to 
assert its superiority over the 
army ? If not, so much the 

. worse for poor France. The con­
duct of the army officers all 
through this case strongly indi­
cates there is something extreme­
ly rotten in the military depart­
ment of the country. During the 
brief but stormy existence of his 
Government, Premier Brisson wps 
constantly hampered . by the atti­
tude of the military element 
Brisson and a majority of his 
Ministerial colleagues were in fa­
vor of a revision of the Dreyfus

but the investigation necessary to 
ensure revision devolved particu­
larly upon the Minister of War 
and just here arose the difficulty, 
The surroundings of the Ministry 
of War are so strongly military 
that it is extremely difficult to 
find a minister willing to acquiece 
in such proceedings as would re­
sult in the vindication of the con 
demned officer ; for this would re 
fleet upon the capacity of most of 
the heads of the army. This was 
Brisson’s difficulty ; this brought 
about his defeat During 
short term of office Brisson’s Gov 
eminent had three Ministers of 
War. M. Cavaignac, the first, re­
tired on Sept 3, oecause of a dis­
agreement with his colleagues on 
the question of revision. General 
Zurlinden succeeded Cavaignac 
and for a similar reason he threw 
up the portfolio on Sept 17th. 
He in turn was succeeded by 
General Chanoine, who, on the 
25th. somewhat dramatically re 
linquished the responsibilities of 
office, in the Chamber of Depu 
ties, and without any doubt, pro 
cipitated the downfall of the Pre­
mier, which occurred during the 
same sitting of the Chamber. 
The President sent for M. Dupuy 
who is reported to have formed 
ministry. Meantime the queetii 
of the Dreyfus case has been u 
dec consideration by the Court of 
Cassation. Considerable evidence 
was sifted by the Court, some of 
it creating excitement Great 
stress was laid on a letter of Pic- 
quart to the Minister of Justice, 
dated July 14th„ 1898. The let­
ter set forth seven principal argu­
ments against the probability of 
Dreyfus7 guilt On Thursday a 
mob of anti-revisionists attemp­
ted to enter the court They 
were shouting “ Long live the 
Army” “To death with Drey 
fus.” “ Death to the Jews ” etc. 
Their passage was barred by the 
police and large reinforcements 
were sent to guard the approaches 
to the court Finally the court 
decided to grant a revision of the 
ease, and will Institute a supple­
mentary inquiry. Tb« pourt, 
however, has declined to order 
the release of Dreyfus. What is 
t® be the next move in this ex 
traordinary affair f

AT the banquet tendered Hon. 
Mr. Tarte by the people of Sorel, 
to which we referred last week, 
our own Sir Louis Davies is said 
to have expressed deep regret 
that he could not speak French. 
This regret was all the more 
poignant from the fact that, as 
he told the assembled banqueters, 
he was of French ancestry. This 
is evidently a new discovery on 
the part of Sir Louis, Last year 
he claimed to be of Welsh origin 
and in lengthy interviews with 
the Grit daily papers of this city 
told of the tender emotions with 
which his pathetic soul was filled 
when visiting the home of hie 
forbears in Wales, Evidently the 
Minister of Marine twlievee in 
making himself all things to all 
men. A wonderful man is this 
Sir Louis Davies 1

The Semaine Religieuse points 
e Poout that while the Tope has an 

army and a minister of war, it is 
not likely to play any great part 
in the question of disarmament 
It' consists of four divisions—the 
Guard of Nobles, the Swiss Guard, 
the Palace Guard, and the gend 
armes. The first numbers about 
50 men and is recruited from the 
Roman aristocracy. The Swiss 
Guards stand sentinel at the 
doors and in the corridors. The 
Pontifical Gendarmes keep order 
in the interior of the Vatican. 
Altogether this standing army is 
composed of less than 300 men. 
The Palace Guard is a sort of 
militia, and is only called on for 
special occasions. The full force 
of the whole army is 600 men. 
The Semaine Religieuse describes 
them as “ brave, simple hearted 
folk, happy and proud to watch 
day and night over the precious 
life of the Holy Captive, who 
dwells in his palace transformed 
into a voluntary prison, the great­
est sovereign of Christendom.”— 
Montreal Gazette.

Since the recentt^hange in the 
Railway time tatflrithe steamer 
Northumberland pP«s Point du 
Chene before the arrival there of 
the train bringing the mails ; con­
sequently mails from the United 
States and the Upper Provinces 
were delayed twenty-one hours 
in transit, reaching here on the 
evening of the day following that 
on which they arrived at St John. 
This was surely intolerable and 
little short of disgraceful in these 
days of rapid transit. The busi­
ness men of this City and Pro­
vince, through the Charlottetown 
Board of Trade, protested against 
this state of affairs, and their pro­
test has been effectual. The Steam 
Navigation Company have adop 
ted a new arrangement. All the 
foreign mail shall henceforth, till 
the close of navigation, be de 
patched to and from this city, via 
Pictou, and on and after tomor­
row the sreamer Princess, carry­
ing these mails shall leave Pictou 
at midnight and arrive here early 
in the morning, so that the 
mails may be distributed and 
sorted in sufficient time to over­
take the outgoing trains. The 
steamer will leave here on return 
to Pictou at nine o’ckfck each 
morning. The Northumberland 
will continue running as at pres­
ent, so that passengers by that 
route will not be subjected to any 
change.

The Winnipeg Telegram gives 
an account of the proceedings at 
the annual meeting of the Liberal 
association recently held in that 
city, which seem to have been 

very interesting for Mr. Sifton 
and the few people in Winnipeg 
who still adhere tes him.” The

«: -Tne result
severest blows Mr. Sifton has met 
with in his political career—a 
blow which will probably open 
the eyes of the government to the 
fact that Mr. Sifton, besides dis 
crediting it in the eyes of the 
country at large, is worse than 
lack of strength in the territory 
he was supposed to carry in his 
pants pocket at the time he was 
called to the cabinet, Mr. Sif- 
ton’s friends and the straight gov­
ernment supporters made des 
perate efforts to elect a ticket of 
their own. But their nominees 
were simply snowed under. The 
president elected was a bitter op­
ponent of Mr. Sifton—a brother 
of Joseph Martin, the man whom 
Mr. Sifton supplanted to become 
Minister of the Interior. All the 
vice-presidents elected were 
strongly anti-Siftonian, one of 
them being Joseph Martin’s late 
law partner, Mr, Sifton was, it 
will be seen, more than humilia­
ted. But his defeat and dégrada 
tion were made even more com 
plete than this. A resolution was 

ostentatiously congratu 
lating his rival, Mr. Martin, on 
his success in British Columbia 
while for Mr. Sifton there was 
nought but indignant denuncia 
tion. A reference to the rejection 
by the senate of his Yukon rail­
way contract provoked applause. 
His administration of the Yukon 
was bitterly condemned. His 
new personal organ here was re­
pudiated in the name of honest 
iberalism. Hie opposition to the 

interests of Winnipeg was bitter 
ly denounced. His distribution 
of the patronage was caustically 
censured. His subserviency to 
the C. P, R. was angrily inveighed 
against For "failing to resist his 
opposition to the St Andrew' 
rapids, the member for Winnipe, 
was called upon to resign. Sel 
dom has any public man been so 
assailed and humiliated by his 
own party," It is gratifying to 
find that the Grits of the west 
have thus demonstrated that they 
have found Sifton out and are 
willing to do their part towards 
ridding the country of him. Sif­
ton is evidently a very bad man 
to have anything to do with Pan; 
ada’s public affairs, and has al­
ready done Canada a great 
amount of injury. The adminis­
tration of the Yukon district 
which pertains to Mr. Sifton's de? 
partaient has been a scandal and 

disgrace. It is particularly 
gratifying to find his own party 
and h{s own City and Province 
taking the initiative in the upris­
ing against him. Another pleas­
ing feature of the affair is the 
fact that those assembled had the 
courage to applaud the action of 
the Senate in killing the infam­
ous Yukon railway contract 
Did Gritiem contain more such 
associations as that in Winnipeg 
there would be some hope for it 
Right on the heels of the report 
of the Winnipeg Liberal meeting 
comes the intelligence from Otta­
wa that a change in the Federal 
Cabinet is on the tapis. It is 
said that Lieutenant governor

Patterson of Manitoba is anxious 
to retire from office, and Sir Wil­
frid Laurier strongly urges Mr. 
Sifton to accept the position. 
There appears to be a growing 
feeling among Liberals that “ Sif­
ton must go,” and unless he can 
be shelved before Parliament 
meets, the party managers doubt­
less feel that something disastrous 
may happen. But just here the 
trouble comes in. Sifton does 
not want to go ; he acts the part 
of “ Young Napoleon,” and desires 
to continue imposing his imperi­
ous will on the people of the 
North West, as well as on his col 
leagues in the Cabinet It may 
reasonably be assumed that the 
Liberals are fervently praying he 
may accept the Lieutenant Gov­
ernorship and thus prevent seri­
ous trouble for the party.

Father Ryan on the Philippines.
Following is s summary report of 

a lecture on the Philippine Islands, 
delivered in St. M ohael’s Cathedial 
Toronto, on October 11th, by Bev 
Father Rysn :

After a few pleasant intrrduotory 
remarks the reverend lecturer said, 
in subetance : Perhaps a year ago 
comparatively few people knew, 
much about the Philippine Islands. 
Now every one knows <11 about them 
—every tehoolboy and schoolgirl 
knows all the geography of the 
Philippines; that these islands form 
an archipelago of some six hundred, 
with the Pacific ocean oo the east 
and the Ohina sea on the west, tbs 
island of Formosa to the north, and 
Borneo, Celebes and New Gninea to 
the south. They know, too, that 
the area of the Philippines is about 
114,000 square miles, with a popah 
tion of about seven million. Of the 
six hundred islands only about 
twenty-five are of commercial im 
portance ; of these the two most im 
portant and beet known are Luzin 
and Mindanao. Manila is the capital 
of Luzon, Zambonga the principal 
city of Mindanao. It is known, too, 
that the islands are very fertile j the 
dimate, though tropical, plea-ant 
and the products such, in general, as 
come from tropical countries. The 
inhabitants of the Philippines may 
be divided according to races, into 
three groups : Luzon and the North 
era Islands compiise the Tagclog 
race, the central islands the Visaya, 
and the southern islands the Mossol 
man population. The Tagolog are 
the most civilized, and are heid to be 
of Malay extraction ; the others *re 
more jor lees of Moorish descent. 
But, the lecturer said, it was not 
necessary, nor was it hie intention, 
to ep6Bkqf the geography, climate, 
coin meioial importance, or even of 
thp racial ohaYueteristio of the Phil 
ippiuee. Be was asked to speak 
this evening of

in these islands, and to this he would 
confine himself. Cstbolioity came 
to the Philippine Islands from 
-Mexico with Michael De Legaepi in 
1670. Legaepi founded Manila and 
made it the capital zof all the Philip­
pines. The prerent population of 
Manila is estimated at about 300,000.
It has an archiépiscopal See, with 
six suffragan Bishops. Of the seven 
million inhabitants about six mil­
lions are Oat belies, whose conversion 
and civilization are due to the much- 
talked-of and lately much-abused 
Spanish monks. Propeily speak­
ing there are no monks in the Phil­
ippines. The missiooeries there 
form five religions orders, that are 
not in the strict sense monastic. 
These orders are Augustiniens, Be- 
eollettes, Franciscans, Dominicans 
and Jesuits, aided by the secular 
clergy. The lecturer could not go 
into the details of the work dooe by

Î those zealous missionaries ; it was 
enough to know the great undoubted 
foot that the result of their arduous, 
persevering work was the conver­
sion end civilization of these bar­
barous tribes. A good authority on 
the Philippines, Mr. B. Bellas, in 
hie '‘Biographie Universelle," de­
clares that the people of tbeee islands 
are ardent “ Catholics,” are among 
the moot civilized of the far Bast, 
and about the hsppieet people on 
earth. Bven M-. J. Foreman, who 
eaenpt be considered very partial to

he monk» in bis book on the Phil­
ippine Minds, testifies to the prê­
tent advance U the social position of 
these people. “ To a delightful cli­
mate—perpetual summer,” he asys, 
and to the ta-e in procuring all 
things indispensable to life, there is 
not in the Philippines the tenth of 
the misery which exists in Bump », 
and i othing of those horrois which 
publicly sadden our eyes. Begga-y, 
that cons'ant accompaniment of the 
bigheet -civilization, is there still 
in its infancy ; there are none except 
a few professional cripples who did 
not save iç Jbeir. youth. Bven this 
is seen only in (he most European­
ized centre, Manila. Suicide U ex 
tiemely lare, and even the few beg­
gars one meets seem bright end 
hhppyvjtr-their ; oeition. The hos­
pitality cf the Spanish colonists and 
the Tagolog natives in the provinces 
is for the traveller a source of experi­
ence new but charming, for there is 
nothing comparable in Barope.” 
Surely such a high elate of

CIVIL AND SOCIAL HAPPINESS

argues the most assiduous and per­
severing care on the part of the mis­
sionaries who have led these prim­
itive peoples to such a degree of hap; 
pines and comfort. ' One witness 
more, Professor Ferdinand Blumen- 
tritt, well known for bis special 
studies of the native races of the 
Philippines. This is what the Pro­
fessor has to say about the worth 
and work of the Monks of the Phil 
ippines : “ Catholic missionaries dis 
play great tetivily, not only for the 
propagation of Christianity and its 
civilization, but also for geographical 
and ethnological exploration of this 
archipelago.” Unfortunately the 
reporte of the different orders about 
their misaiona are not accessible to 
the public ; so that for instance bnt 
little is known of the missions of the 
Auguetinians- who are laboring espe­
cially in the north-western part of 
Luzon, and in the Island of Negros 
According to tbe-account printed ie 
Madrid in 1892, the discaloed Augui 
tinians bed at that date in the P 
vinoe of Aboe eight missions with^ 
26,109 souls; in the 
panto, two missions wit] 
the Province of Beggue! 
sione with 849 souls ; in mil, 
tools. In 1829 there W<re only 
5,302 Christians. The Franciscans 
have missions on the Oamarino Pen­
insula of Luzin, and on the Pacino 
coast of this large island they, too, 
render great service to ethnography 
and linguistics. I shall mention 
only the vocabulary of tbp dialect of 
the Negretes, due to Father Fernan­
dez, and to Stesdo, and to Father 
Coetanc, on the Bcktoa and the 
Dumegats and the Ates. More ex­
tensive are the reports of the Dcm- 
inicans, who labor 1er the conversion 
of the Alimie, the Apayoe, and 
others. In the Bullrtin of Missions 
are numerous paintings of the man­
ners and customs of these people-, 
sometimes also charts, no* ably of the 
watershed of the Bio Grande. In 
northern Luzon their success in the 
apostolical field is equally remarka­
ble. However important the re‘ulte 
of the evangelical, the scientific 
activity of the missionaries and of 
the orders lost named, they are sur­
passed by what the Jesuits have dors 
in the Island of Mindanao in the 
space of one-half a century for the 
diffusion of religion and Christian 
civilisation, as well aa for the geo­
graphical .exploration of the second 
large island'of the archipelago. Qn 
their arrival they found Christians 
only on the eastern and northern 
coasts, and $ few isolated points on 
the rest of the shore. Bow #11 has 
changed now. The watershed of 
the island is now quite familiar, ahd 
so the imagined lake in the centre 
the island from which the Rio Grand 
is supposed to flow, and which would 
have given^ite psjne to the whole 
island, ha* happily disappeared from 
the maps. The missionaries have 
set'down in numerous mapr and

know, agtiurt even the morality of the 
Monks in the Philippines.” A reply 
to this is very simple yet aomeWhst 
strong.

In the first place, we deny that 
General Merritt ever made the sland­
erous assertion against the monks of 
the Philippines, attributed to him by 
the public press. And we say this 
for the simple reason that we consider 
General Merritt a brave man and a 
Christian gentleman, while this gen­
eral assertion, without—the specific 
proof against the characters of distin­
guished mçn, could only come from 
a coward and a blackguard. Yet, 
there are some difficulties to be met 
with regard to the influence, or rather 
the loss of influence of the Catholic 
missionaries in the Philippines. The 
difficulty is this : How has it come 
to pass that these Fiiippinos, who are 
supposed to be such fervent Catholics 
and so devoted to the priests, have 
lately risen against them ? This diffi­
culty is very fairly answered by the 
Archbishop of Manila. We have 
the Archbishop’s answer in the words 
of a well-known writer, Murat Hal­
stead, who lately had 'an interview 
with his Grace of Manila. He put 
this difficulty to the Archbishop, and 
this was the answer : “ These people 
have been lifted from savagery by 
Catholic teachers, who bad not only 
been educators in the schools, but 
teachers in the fields. Some Catho 
1 c orders that are singled, out for spe­
cial punishment bad planted in the 
islands the very industries that were 
sources of prosperity, and the leaders 
of the insurgents bad been largely 
educated by the very men whom now 
they persecute. Seme of the perse­
cutors bad been in Europe, and had 
become revolutionists. It was the 
antagonism of the church to 
murderous anarchy that roused the 
insurgents of the Philippines to 
become the deadly enemies of the 
priests and church orders ; ” Another 
angyer may be added, and it is the 
action of Secret Societies. Accord- 

el ing to an official report in I896, 118 
,f<f Masonic lodges were scatterd over 

the island; withs 25,000 native mem 
t of thèse societies 

the yoke of the 
monks and till yoke of the Mother 
Country, bcXÉ inseparably united, in 

minds in the same betted, to 
calumniate priests, and endeavor lo 
destroy their authority. If prejudic­
ed observers look for testimonies, or 
so-called facts against the characters 
of the Oatholic Church and her min­
isters, they will probably find them 
amongst members of secret societies 
of the Philippines. It is the same 
old story, the calumny so oft reported 
against the Jesuits cf teaching that 
the end justifies the means, is a first 
principle, and the universal practise 
with those who make the slanderous 
accusation. But great ia truth, and it 
must prevail. One time in the his 
tory of the Church slanderous accusa­
tions were brought against the monks 
of the West. But a gallant knight 
of the pen came forward in the per­
son of Count de Montalembert, and 
in his monumental work, f The 
Monks of the V^est,” triumphantly 
refuted the calumy, and vindicated 
the character of the Church’s child­
ren . And as it was with the monks 
of the West, se, ybep prejudice shall 
have passed away, and the clear light 
of historic truth will be alloyed to 
shine in its fulless, the character of 
the monks of the East will be found 
equally pure and stainless, and their 
splendid work in the cause of religious 
scientific, and social progress will be 
generously and universally acknow­
ledged.—Catholic Register.
