Speaking of home, I revert to my first 
glimpses of the interior of Roekmount, 
that rainy night, when, weary with my 
day ami night journey,.and struck more 
than ever with the empty drearyinoss of 
Trehcme Court, and the restlessness of 
its poor gouty obi master, able to enjoy 
so little out of all his splendors, 1 sud­
denly entered this snug little “home." 
The fi ret the tea-table, the neatly-dressed 
daughters, looking quite different from | 
decked-out beauties, or hospital slatterns, 
which are the two places in which I most 
often see the sex. Certainly, to onewho 
has been much abroad, there is a great 
charm in the sweet looks of a thorough 
English woman by her own fireside.

This picture fixed itself on my mind, 
distinct as a photograph ; for truly it was
Ïirinted in light. The warm, bright par- 
or, with a delicate-tinted paper, a 

flowered carpet, and amber curtains 
which I noticed because one of the 
daughters was in the act of drawing them 
to screen the draught from her father's 
arm-chair. The old man—he must be 
seventy, nearly—standing on the heart- 
rug, met me coldly enough, which was 
not surprising, prior to. our conversation, 
The three ladies I have before named.

Tlie Roekmount invitation was rather 
friendly than formal, and it came from 
an old man. The feeble handwriting, 
the all but illegible signature, weighed 
with me in spite of myself. I had no 
definite reason to refuse his politeness,

These 
subsidies are to lie paid and granted as 
the work proceeds.

Central Section, 1,360 miles. First 
900 miles at *10,0000 per mile, $9,000, 
000. Second, 450 miles at $1,333 per 
mile, $5,000,000.

Eastern Section, 650 miles, $10,000,000, 
equal to $15,38401 per mile Total 
subsidy, $25,000,000. The land is divid­

The option is given the Company of

whisk them weU with thee ugar and yolks, 
work in fourteen ounces of flour, with 
the rinds of two lemons grated. Bake 
them in tin mould* buttered, in a quick 
oven, for an hour ; before they are baked, 
sift a little white sugar over them.

Poison for Rats an» Mice. -Take 
five grains of phosphorus, and having 
added as much water as will cover it in a 
mortar, add an ounce of bread crumlie, 
and beat the whole into a paste, adding 
a drop of oil of rhodium ; then make 
into small pills, the size of a radish-seed, 
and dribble a few into the holes. The 
animals having swallowed these, are at­
tacked with intense thirst, and seek the 
main sowers, and there die.

Lace may ba restored to its original 
whiteness by first ironing it slightly, then 
folding and sewing it in a clean linen bag, 
which is placed for 24 hours in pure 
olive oil. Afterwards the bag is to be 
boiled in a solution of soap and water 
for fifteen minutes, then well rinsed in 
lukewarm water, and finally pipped into 
water containing a slight proportion of 
starch. The lace is then to be taken 
from the bag and stretched upon pins to 
dry.

“In the United States the lowest price 
at which land within twenty miles of a 
railway is sold by the Government is two 
dollars and fifty cents an acre. The 
twenty-five millions reserved by the 
Canadian Government, under the present 
arrangement, if the Globe's statement of 
that arrangement is correct, as compared 
with that of 1872, will be within the 
:wenty-mile belt, and will certainly re­
alize two dollars and a half an acre.

Hhebbrixike, Que., Dev. 10.—At ten 
minutes past eight o’clock this morning. 
Wm. Gray, convicted of the murder of 
Thos. Mulligan, of Scottstown, at the 
October term of the Court of Queen s 
Bench, in Shorbrook, was duly executed 
in the prison enclosure, in accordance 
with the sentence of the court. Since 
receiving his sentence, the prisoner 
has stoutly maintained his innocence. 
He has been constantly visited by the 
ministers of the different churches, and 
was always ready to join with them in 
religious conversation. He had taken 

• his food regularly and slept as calmly 
and peaceably as possible throughout 
the entire night of Thursday, and eat a 
hearty breakfast this morning. He 
prayed with his spiritual advisers, but 
exhibited no unusual emotion, and walk­
ed with firm and steady steps to the 
scaffold, and after a fervent prayer by 
the Rev. J. Brock, when naked by the 
Sheriff if he wished to say anything, he 
replied, in a strong voice, “Yes, I wish 
to make a statement. I am an innocent 
man.” He then proceeded to repeat 
substantially the statements given to the 
reporter of the Sherbrooke Goeetk on 
Tuesday, to the efiect that hie sole of­
fence consisted in stealing the articles 
belonging to the murdered man which 
were found in his possession, which he 
said hie wife compolledjiim to da He 
advised all young men to avoid rum and 
bad women, saying it was these two 
evils which had brought him to the gal­
lows. . s i*

At 8:10 the trap was sprung by the 
•%xeoutioner, and after hanging about ux 
minutes no perceptive pulsation could be 
discovered. The body was, however, 
allowed to remain some ten minutes 
longer, after which it ,was depoeited in 
coffin, and the usual Coroners inquest 
held.

From a house—Chambers, Kitchen, 
Gates, Hall. From the body—Head. 
Chin, Back, Foot. All these names are 
as plain as a pikestaff to us; but we must 
revert to the old English and provincial 
dialects ere we understand that Brock 
means a badger; Talbot, a mastiff; Tod, 
a fox; Culver, a pigeon; Henshawe, a 
young heron; and Coke, a cook.

In the practical working of the present 
instructions difficulties have occurred in 
respect of the appointment and position 
of the Public School Inspector’s 8ul»ti- 
tute, under sec. 59 and 60 of the High 
School Act, and also with resect to sub­
stitutes when required to preside in ad­
ditional rooms. It is, therefore, propos­
ed to give s|>ecific instructions on these 
points:

1. In every Collegiate Institute 
High School where the Pub'; : School 
Inspector is not able to attend ,.i person 
he is empowered, under the 59th section 
of the High Schools Act, to appoint 
another duly qualified jMjrson to act as 
Presiding Examiner in his place at the 
examination of candidates for admission, 
and such person is bound by the s une 
regulations as the Inspector, and is en­
titled the like remuneration.

2. When the Inspector cannot him­
self attend, and does not deem it nerei­
sary to appoint a substitute, the Head 
Master «ill act in that capacity and re­
ceive the usual renn aeration; it is also 
recommended that even when not acting 
in the place of the Inspector the head 
master, upon whom much of the labor 
of the examination must fall, shall re­
ceive the like renumeration as the In­
spector or his substitute would have re­
ceived. The Insjiector shall not appoint 
as his substitute any Public School tea­
cher in the municipality in which the 
High School is situated, or any teacher 
employed in any Pub’ic School from 
which there is any candidate at such ex­
amination, or any person who has taken 
part in the instruction of any of the can­
didates; nor shall any such person be ap­
pointed to preside as a substitute in any 
room at such examination.

ORCHARD AND NURSERY. 

Aitles.-—This 1ms beon a great apple 
ye«V*nd i,ulinoii6e quantities have been 
•hipped to various parts of Europe. This 
trade is now so well estahlishied that in 
planting, the Amoriciia orchardist 
should have the foreign demand in view. 
Apples for shipping should be those that 
bear transportation, also those that are 
in favor abroad, such as the Newton 
Pippin, Spitzenberg, Baldwin, etc.

I1 huit in the Cellar.—When thefruit 
cellar is separate from the house it should 
be kept just above the freezing point; 

or ?,Uch ce^ara d° not require ventilation. 
Cellars under the living-rooms must be 
ventilated, otherwise the gases given off 
while the fruit is ripening—and too fre­
quently decaying—will endanger the 
health of the inmates. There is a de­
mand for special care in this matter, at 
the present time because the fruit lias 
been so abundant that there is an unu­
sually large amount stored in the cel- 
lu.j. If the house is so constructed 
that an opening can be made from the 
cellar into a chimney, ventilation may 
bel very complete; an opening which can 
be closed at pleasure should be made to 
admit air from without when desirable.

Manures.—By many the orchard is 
expected to yield two crops—jbne from 
the trees, and another more directly* 
from the soil, as it may seem. It is use­
less to expect the best fruit from trees 
that are robbed of their nutriment by 
quick-growing crops. Ordinarily, when 
the trees come into bearing, they should 
have the land to themselves. If circum­
stances make it necessary to grow some 
cron between the trees, both the crop 
and the trees should be manured. Well
rotted manure is best, and when spead 
let it cover the whole ground and not

’ use of it. Winter is an excellent time 
to spead the manure, as it can be drawn 
upon sleds which more readily p:vss un­
der and among low trees than a wagon.

If more 
than the necessary number of candidates 
are proposed, then an election must be 
held on the first Wednesday in January, 
from the hour of ten a. in. until 5 p. m. 
It is the duty of the Public School 
Board to appoint the returning officer. 
Six days’ notice of the meeting for the 
nomination of trustees must bo given.

At!IT GARDEN.
Winter Protection.—Many plants 

arc killed by too much protection. For 
example, strawberries are hardy, and 
the covering of straw, marsh bay, etc., 
that is recommended for them is not so 
milch to shield from cold as to prevent 
frequent freezing aud tliawin ; of the 
soil. The covering should b i mainly 
around and not upon the plants.*

Shrubs that arc not quite hardy do 
not require bundling up, as war thought 
necessary not many years ago, when 
more plants were smothered than beno- 
fittod by the covering. A little brush, or 
better, some evergreen boughs placed 
close to the shrub will ward off the 
severe winds, modify sudden changes of 
temperature, and be a sufficient protec­
tion. Tender raspberries must be bent 
down, and covered with earth before 
freezing prevents it.

KITCHEN AND MARKET GARDEN.
Celery. —Celery, while in trenches 

for the winter, should not be allowed to 
freeze hard —a moderate freezing docs 
no harm. The hay or straw for covering 
should be at hand when needed. As 
soon as tho winter fairly seta in, the 
covering, which until then was slight, 
should be made about one foot in thick- 

Celery in boxes, in the collar, is 
mure apt to suffer from heat than cold 
The boxes, about nine inches wide, arc 
made of old stuff, and as lung ns conve­
nient ; set the celery in them as in trench­
es. The boxes should be placed their 
own width apart, thus avoiding a solid 
mass of celery which would heat and de­
cay. The collar should be as near the 
freezing point as possible.

Col'.* frames will nyw need daily atten­
tion: The plants kept in thent are not 
to grow, and should they start they 
would be ruined. The sashes are to lie 
kept continuously closed only during the 
coldest winter weather; at all other 
times, especially during the day, they 
must be lifted. When the temperature 
of tho atmosphere is about freezing, the 
sashes should be off altogether.

Cellars. — Cellars where roots are 
stored need to be kept cool, otherwise 
the roots will shrivel or start into growth, 
and be injured. Roots for table use, if 
kept in earth or sand, are fresher and 
better than others.

Little Things of Great Moment.— 
It is a small matter to take the horses 
across the field for their water; it seems 
to cost nothing, yet if a farmer's time, 
or that of his hired manÇ is worth any­
thing, it costs a great doaKin the course 
of a year. It U a small matter to chop 
each day’s wood upon the day it is usod, 
and thus have it all fresh; but fifteen 
minutes in harvest time is worth more 
than in January; besides, there are vast­
ly more economical methods of making 
firewood than with an axe. It is a very 
little matter to tighten a loose nut, but 
it sometimes costs life and limb not to 
do it A pear tree here, and a peach 
tree there, cost so little that one is in­
clined to think they are of no account, 
but when the fruit is ripe they are ap 

ciated. A single step from one room 
another ie "only «me step," but the 

thought of a stairway made out of these 
steps during a life time, is enough to 
almost make a woman’s back ache. Look 
well to the details, that the little things 
are right, for it pays in the end.— 
[American Agriculturist for Dec 1.

Mr. Foreman and Gentlemen of the 
Grand Jury,—The duty which devolves- a ' agnmt. 
upon me of instructing you as to your ter,n *or 
duties is fortunately for me, not a very 
arduous one, for I perceive by tiie 
Sheriffs Calendar, and this is the only 
intimation I have of the fact, that there 
are no prisoners in gaol whose offences 
will require your consideration.
One person is confined for want of 
sureties to keep the \peace. He was 
some time ago brought before me for 
discharge, but, upon examination of the 
papers I thought proper to allow him to 
await his release until the General Ses­
sions. Scariff, the insane prisoner, will 
be removed at once. Williamson, con-, 
fined for four months as a vagrant, will 
be supported by the County, T am sorry 
to say, fur that period. The prisoner 
Henry was sentenced by me this 
morning to six months* confinement in 
“The Andrew Mercer Reformatory fur 
Females’' at Toronto. She was charged 
with concealment of birth <>f a child, 
w hich of itself is a very serious crime; 
but upon examination of the evidence of 
Dr. Taylor, and upon consideration of the 
views of the Coroner, Dr. McLean, I 
thought, as I still think, that the prisoner 
had narrowly escaped a char'ge of in­
fanticide. Considering her present age, 
about seventeen, I thought proper to re­
move her from her present surroundings 
and give her the opportunity of learning 
a useful trade, by sending her to the 
newly established Reformatory.

Let me say to you that the lightness of 
your duties is due somewhat to the ab­
sence of crime in this County; but main­
ly to the fact that all the minor criminals 
are disposed of in the “County Judge’s 
Criminal Court, ’’ where the person charg­
ed is at once brought before me and 
elects to be tried by me upon a conveni­
ent day or to await his or her trial by a 
jury. During my term, some four years, 
two persons have elected to be tried by 
a jury, and I have disposed of over one 
hundred and sixty charges during the 
same period. I am informed that the 
Crown will have some business for your 
consideration. It is said that a person 
residing in the County has suffered in­
juries at the hîlnds of his ^neighbors and 
that the magistrates in the vicinity re­
fuse to give him any redress. If his 
statement is correct the magistrates are 
making a serious mistake. The remedy, 
however, is in your hands and I have no 
doubt you will apply it when the Crown 
sends you such evidence as is applicable.
In this, as in all matters coming before 
you, you will have the able assistance of 
Mr. Lewis, the Crown Attorney.

It is your privilege, and in some sense 
your duty, to examine the County Gaol,
High School and other institutions in 
which the County is interested and to 
make such presentation regardiug tiem 
as you may think proper. Whatever 
you may say will be forwarded at once 
to the proper authorities. Whenever I 
receive intimation that your duties as 
Grand Jurors have been performed I 
shall be happy to discharge you.

To IIU Honor Judge Squire.

The Grand Jury of our Lady the 
Queen present: That in conformity 
with your suggestion and a sense of duty 
on our part, we have visited the gaol. 
We Slid in all thirteen prisoners, 11 
males and 2 females. One Wheatleigh 
has now been confined for 2 weeks in 
default of Iannis to keep the peace. The 
Gaoler speaks highly of his conduct 
while a prisoner, and says that lie has 
suffered severely from sickness during 
his imprisonment. In view of these 
facts we would recommend, if nW-de­
feating the ends of justice, he be dis­
charged. One female and three male 
prisoners arc undergoing short terms of 
imprisonment for nine -r offences.,/ There 
aie three males, Kelly, Mann and 
Williamson confined as vagrants, the two 
lust named apparently contented, tiie 
first named, who is a comparatively young 
man,fee s much aggrieved at lrniiig styled 

One prisoner js serving a 
larceny. A very intelli­

gent young man (22) is awaiting, 
since Nov. 1st, his trial for forgery. 
Another young mail was yester­
day brought in on a charge of Lar­
ceny. A very sad case is that of an 
insane young man named Scarff. The 
necessary papers :U’u made, out for his 
immediate removal to the asylum; 1 We 
also found a young woman whom your 
Honor has recently sentenced to the 
Andrew Mercer Reformatory fur six 
months, for concealment of birth. This, 
although an apparently severe sentence, 
will have a benefieial^effect upon the 
unfortunate girl. We ÎÏISfïècted the 
various apartments used by the prisoners 
and find a commendable aspect of clean­
liness and order pervading them. The 
Gaol officials showed us every possible 
attention. We would remark that the 
excessive use uf intoxicants would ap­
pear to be the chief factor in producing 
inmates for our Gaol. ^Your Grand Jury 
would also say that cases come before 
them which shoo! ! be settled by magis­
trates. Til l- !.. some instances a serious 
miscarriage of justice is brought about 
through Justices of the Peace, wittingly 
or inadvertently, allowing themselves to 
be duped by interested, disorderly liti­
gants.- From jiapors submitted to us 
in the matter of It. Ferguson, it would 
appear that incipient Donnellyism ia 
germinating in some sections of our 
County. We would therefore urge upon 
magistrates the necessity of their fear­
lessly dtiing their duty. We beg to 
congratulate your Honor on the light 
criminal record. We do so, keeping in 
mind the cases which come before your 
Honor and are disposed of at the Inte­
rim Sessions. We have to thank your 
Honor for the kind aïid clear manner in 
which you instructed us as to our duties. 
The County Attorney has also rendered 
us valuable assistance in his customary 
urbane manner.

All of which is respectfully submitted.
