Tae Coming Comer. —It is announeed
that a comet is soon to make itself visi-
ble in the heavens. It is coming straight
towards the earth, and 1n course of time
it will be plainly discernible with the
naked eye. At present it is a luminary
of small magnitude, but it is throwing off
a tail of considerable brilliancy, which
will steadily increase in length. Astro-
nomers lean to the opinion that it is the
same comet whi= cast such an extraor-
dinary spleador just previous to the war
of 1812. If this be the case, the people
of to-day will enjoy a sight among the
celestial bodies such as has not been wit-
i nessed for 63 years.

At a recent Berlin bird show several
canaries were exhibited which attracted
much attention on account of the - pecu-
liar colors of their plumage. Some were
green, others red and light brown, more
or less from the light yellow of the com-
mon bird. These variation of color were
produced by the daily use of cayenne
pepper in the food of the birds. The
pepper isgiven in small quantities at first,
and the birds appear to like it.

Mr. Foreman and Gentlemen of the
tirand Jury,—The duty which devaivesd
upon me of instructing you as to your
duties is fortunately for e, not a very
arduous one, for I perceive by the
Sheriff's Calendar, and this is the oniy
intimation I have of the fact, that there
are no prisoners in gaol whose offences

will  require  your consideration.
One person is confined for want of
sureties to keep the \peace. He was

some time ago brought before me for |
discharge, but, upon examination of the |
papers I thought proper to allow him to |
await his release until the General Ses- |
sions.  Scariff, the insane prisoner, wiil|
be removed at cnce.

be supported by the County, T am sorry |
to say, for that period. The prisoner |
Henry ‘was scatenced by me thisl
morning to six months’ confinement in |
“The Andrew Mercer Reformatory for |
Females” at Toronto. She was charged |
with concealment of birth of a child, |
which of itself is a very serious crime; |
but upon examination of the evidence of
Dr. Taylor, and upon consideration of the |
views of the Coroner, Dr. McLean, I
thought, as I still think, that the prisoner
had narrowly escaped a chargce of ‘in-|
fanticide. Considering her present age, |
about seventeen, I thought proper to re-
move her from her present surroundings
and give her the opportunity of learning
a useful trade, by sending her to the
newly established Reformatory.

Let me say to you that the lightness of |
your duties i1s due somewhat to the ab-
sence of crime in this County; but main-
ly to the fact that all the minor criminals
are disposed of in the ‘‘County Judge'’s
Criminal Court,” where thepersoncharg-
ed is at once brought before me and
elects to be tried by me upon a conveni-
ent day or to await his or her trial by a |
jury. During my term, some four years, |
two persons have elected to be tried by |
a jury, and I have disposed of over one |
hundred and sixty c)lmrges during the
same period. I am informed that'the |
Crown will have some business for your |
consideration. It is said that a person |
residing in the County has suffered in-
juries at the hdnds of his neighbors and |
that the magistrates in the vicinity re-|
fuse to give him any ' redress. If his|
statenient is correct the magistrates are |
making a serious mistake. The remedy,
however, is in your hands and I have no
doubt you will apply it when the Crown |
sends you such evidence as is applicable. |
In this, as in all matters coming before |
you, you will have the able assistance of
My. Lewis, the Crown Attorney.

It is your privilege, and in some sense |
your duty, to examine the County Gaol,
High School and other institutions in
which the County is interested and to |
make such presentation regarding taem |
as you may think proper. “'fmtever
you may say will be  forwarded at once
to the proper authorities.

We find in all thirteen prisoners, 11
males and 2 females. One Wheatleigh
has now been confined for 2. weeks in
default of bonds to keep the peace. The
Gaoler speaks highly of his conduct
while a prisoner, and says that he has
suffered severely from sickness during
his imprisonment. In view «i thes
facts we would recomnmend, if nute de-
feating the ends of justice, he be dis-
charged. One female and three male
prisoners arc undergoing short terms of
imprisonment for minor offences.’ ~There
are’ three males, Kelly, Mann and
Williamsou confined as vagrants, the two
last named apparently contented, the
firstnamed, who isa comparatively young
inan,fee s much aggrieved at being styled
a vagrant. One prisener is serving a

term for larceny. A very intelli-
gent’ young man (22) is awaiting,
since Nov. 1st, his trial for forgery.

Another young man was yester-
day brought in on a charge of Iar-
ceny. A very sad case is that of an
insane young man named Scarff, The
necessary papeis are made, out for his
immeliate romoval to the asylum. - We
also found a young woman whom your
Honor has recently sentenced to -the
Anlrew Mercer Reformatory for six
wouths, for concealment of birth. This,
althiough an apparently severe sentence,
will have a beneficial effect upon the
unfortunate girl. We ected the
various aparbinents used by the prisoners
and find a commendable aspect of clean-
liness and order pervading them. The
Gaol ofticials showed us every pussible
We would remark that the
excessive use of intoxicants would ap-
pear to be the chief factor in producing
inmates for our Gaol.  Your Grand Jury
would also say that cases come before
them which shouv!?! be settled by magis-
trates. Tho* . some instances a serious

| miscarriage of justice is brought about

through Justices of the Peace, wittingly

| or inadvertently, allowing themselves to

be duped by interested, disorderly liti-
gants. From papers submitted to us
in the matter of R. Ferguson, it would
appear that incipient Donnellyism is
germinating in some sections of our
County. ‘e would therefore nrge upon
magistrates the necessity of their fear-
lessly doing their duty.
