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THE STATE OF FLORIA.

The Rescued Crew Arrive in
Canada.

@Only Forty-Four out of Onec Handred and
Sixty-Seven Lives Saved.

Father Point,® Que., May 7.—The
steamsnip Titania, trom Glasgow, passed
inward this morning. She has twenty-
four of the crew of the steamship State
of Florida on board, the said steamer
having gone to the bottom through a col-
lision with a barque in mid-ocean. Out
of 167 persons only 44 were saved, and
of the barque’s crew only the captain and
two men. One hundred and twenty-
three men went down with the steamer,
and twclve with the barque, miking the
total loss of hife 135. The survivors will
probably be landed at Quebec.

The Titania remained here so short a
time that only brief particu'ars ceuld be
obtained. T{e twenty other suppossd
survivors were in another boat sup,
to have been picked up by some other
vessel, The barque’s name is unknown
by any of those on the Titania. The Ti-
tania will arrive at Quebec about eight
o’clock to-night, but only exchanges pil-
ots there ang proceeds on to Mentreal.
1t is probable that the survivors will be
sent ashore at Quebec with a pilot boat,
and put in charge of the proper authori-
ties.

Quebec, May 7.—The painful sus-
penso that prevailed hereall day with re-
gard to survivors of the disaster to the
ill-fated steamer Sate of Fiorida, was re-
lieved to-night, by the arrival of the
Donaldson steamer Titania, McLean
master, from Glasgow for Montreal,with
coals and general cargo, which was tele-
graphed this morning as on her way up
to Suobec with twenty-four of the saved
party. The Titinia reached this pert
about 8.85, and proceeded straight on to
Montreal, the order to land her party cf
saved here, which the river pelice were
prepared to execute, by taking them off
in midstream as she slackened tu ship
her Montreal pilot, having been counter-
manded by the vessel's owners, and in-
structions received to carry them through
to Montreal. She was boarded, how-
ever, by the press representatives, who
accompanied her for some distance up
the river, and gleaned on the way the
pames of thesaved andsome thrilling par-
ticulars of the disaster.

Following is the report ot the Titan-
ia's? captain : We left Glasgow on the
26th April. On the 25th and 29th en-
countered strong southwest to north-
west gales and high sea. On tne 2nd
and 3rd of May, a dense fog. On the
4th, clear weather, At 10 .a.m. passed
Cape Race, and while proceeding up the
gulf and off Bird rocks, observed a ship
exhibiting two bright lights, and think-
ing that he wished to communicate, bore
down upon him and tovk off twenty-
four passengers and crew, rescued from
the steamer State of Florida,of Glasgow.
We proceeded on our voyage. The ship
Louisa, of Cardiff, from which we toek
the shipwrecked crew, passed a large
fleet of sailing vessels working up the
gulf. The steamer City of Rome passed
them while on board the ship Louisa,
and answered their signals, but did not
stop.

Following is the official report of the
third officer of the State of Florida :—
They left New York on April 12, with
about 167 passengers and crew and a full
general cargo. Ali went well until the
night of the 18th, when, at 11.30 p.m.,
they collided with the barque Ponema,
of Chatham, N. B., Capt. Hetburn.
Both ships went dwwn almost instantly,
and out of the steamer’s passengers and
crew only 44, including the stewardess,
managed to escape in boats, and out of
the bark’s crew of 15, only the captain
and two seamen were saved. The next
morning the bark was observed bottom
up. The survivors, after being thirty-
five hours in the boats without food or
water, were rescued by the Norwegian
bark Theresa, of Christina, from that
port, bound for Quebec. On the 22nd
twenty-four of them were transferred on
board the ship Louisa from Cardiff for
Quebec, where they remained until the
bth of May, when they were taken on
board the Titania for Quebec. It is be-
lieved 135 lives were lust.- The same
officer (James Allan) on being interview-
ed added that the night on which' the
disaster occurred was cleary ti#ough
moonless, and the sea as smoesth as glass.
He retired to his bunk about 8 o’clock,
leaving Chief Ofticer Thempson in charge
of the deck. About 11.30 he heard the
nigiml suddenly given to stop the steam-
er's engines, followed by a fearful crash,
He rushed immaediately on deck, and the
first thing he notiegd was a red light
pretty cluse on their starboard bow.

The members of the rescued party on
board the Titania presented a pitiable
appearance. So den was the accident
that many of them in their buuks at the
time had to hurry on deck, and into the
boats in their night clothes. Most of
them had but a very confused idea -of
what really transpired, and all that they
could remember was the crash and rush
to the boats as the ship went down amid
the shrieks and lamentations of the pas-
scngers. Those on duty at the time re-
memler seeing a red light flash for an

crash, after which nothing but confusion
followed. The steamship was beginning
to sink, and hurried preparations were
being made to launch the beats. The
bark which cellided with them went
down instantaneously. The frightened
passengers rushed on deck in their night
clothes and a scene of indescribable con-
fusion ensued. Wemen  went into
hysterics. Men refused to move, and
women, especially, objected to leaving
the doomed vessel, some that could have
been easily saved absolutely refusing to
budge an inch. Those who clung to the
bottom of the capsized boat sll night,
suffered terribly from the icy cold of the
water, though the sea was calm, never-
theless they never lost heart. One of
their number, A man named Donaldson,
was underneath the capsized beat all
night, until they were picked up Ly ene
of the other boats in the morning. When
she capsized he kept his hold and went
over with her, managing tb secure a posi-
tion above the bars, where he remained
talking to himself and moaning until he
swooned. His companions op the out-
side were unable to assist him. In the
morning when they were picked up the
bottom of the buat had to be broken
through to get him out, when he present-
ed a horrible appearance from his long
‘| exposure to the waves and lack of fresh
air. In a few days afterwards, however,
he got all right. During the 35 hours
they were afloat they had not a drop of
water to drink, and were beginning to
feel all the horrors of extreme thirst when
they were rescued by the bark Theresa,
of the kindness of whose officers and
crew, as well as the efficers and crews of
the Louisa, of Cardiff, and of the Titania,
they all spoke in the highest terms of
gratitude and praise.

The crew all agreed that the case of
the Florida was the quickest and most
appalling disaster they had ever heard of
or experienced;

James Steel¢, of Ayr, surgeon of the
Florida, and formerly surgeon of the
Geneva, was of opinion that the real in-
wardness of the accident would never be
ascertained, as the whele thing was too
sudden. The passengers were all in bed
at the time, and so were the sailors off
duty. He says the officers, crew, and
passengers all seemed to have lost their
heads.

James Bennett, of the Bennett Furn-
ishing Company, ef London, Onat., who
was the only first-class enger saved,
said that when the order was given a
rush was made for the boats, and a
number with him got into No, 2. The
panic on board the doomed ship was
frightful. The lady passengers, of whom
there were only three or four, positively
retused to go in the boats, and only one
woman, the stewardess, Jane McFarlane
was, to his knowledge at the time, saved
from the terrible fate impending by the
self-sacrifice and gallantry of James Bain,
the chief engineer, who lost his own life
in saving hers. He had to use all his
strength in tearing her from the deck of
the vessel and forcing her into the boat.
Just at this moment the ship careened
over to the starboard and went dewn
with a heavy list, carrying with her the
brave engineer and all remaining on
board. Bennett complains that the boats
were badly found, that they had no
water casks containing water, and he
says that Allan alene of all the officers
showed all through any self-possession
and presence of mind. He added that
the City of Rome ignored all the Theresa’s
signals, though they were seen quite
well. She went on her way unconcern-
edly, offering no assistance.

Dr. Donald )hrlrrod oiT&orlsTl i;rq nality.

In connection with thewseries of ser-
mon which are being delivered in St.
Giles' Catliedral by the Queen's Chap
lains for Scotland, Dr. Donald Macleod,
Glasgow, preached on Sunday forenoon
on ‘“‘Social Inequality.” After describ-
ing the source and chiaracter of the social-
istic movement in Europe, he asserted
that this widely spread restlessness and
craving after a Jiborty, equality and fra-
ternity to be estavlished on the destrus-
tion ef society were a warning and a re-
buke given Ly the god of history to the
Church, in the widest sense of the term,
for its neglect of the true bretherhood
which Christ proclaimed. He showed
that there was an equality and an in-
equality ordained of God. "Inequality in
the Divine sense was productive of sacial
benefit. But there was another form
of social inequality which w s of “the
devil, and which it ought to Le the aim
of the Christian Church to renirve. The
class soparations and the hatreds which
now prevailed were full of peril, and the
condition of masses of the people who
stood alienated frem all our churches
ought te arouse the most serious atten-
tion of the Christian community. He
denounced the hypoerisy of those who

,indulged in seeming righteous indigna-
tion against landed proprietors, or be-
wailed the sufferings of Highland croft-
ers, while at their own deors, in every
city, were social inequalities and social
cruelties, hidden in the streets of reeking
tenements; that were as bad as the worst
of the evils they condemned in others.
After touching on what might be done to
mitigate the consequences of the laws of
supply and demand, and of heredity, Dr.
Maocleod declared that the Christian
Church ought to he the true meeting
ground between class and class, and end-
ed by appealing to every individual to do
their best to remeve the spirit of alien-
ation by endeavoring, each in their dif-
ferent spheres of influence, to display
the spirit of sympathy and kindness. He
appealed especially to the employers of
laber to become personally acquainted
with their employees, and to endeavor to
f)lace society on a foundation of brother-
y love and kindly consideration, rather
than on the basis of selfish class interests
and secial ostracism. The false cry for
a fraternity to be gained by the ruin of
the social fabric could be efficiently met
only by a living exemplification of the
Christian conception of the brotherhood
of man through the knowledge of the
.One Father.
