SOME GERMAN STATEMENTS.
WITH THE BRITISH ARMY IN 

FRANCE, Sept 8. (By the A.P.)^ 
The German command has discovered 
that Its troops are unable to emerge 
from deep dugouts in time to meet in­
fantry attacks, folloWlhg on bom­
bardments, so quickly do the Allied 
soldiers co-operating with thé tanks 
move these days. Thus it would seem 
that the Hindenburg line may hé in 
conisderabie alteration at various 
places along the front, including 
Douai. Further corroboration of the 
enemy’s shortage of ammunition has 
been obtained from German prisoners, 
who said they had been receiving only 
limited allotments daily. Some idea 
of the state of the German morale may 
be had from the following quotations 
picked at random from captured Ger­
man documents and letters. One Ger­
man wrote home, but did not get à 
chance to post the letter : “I have 
been in the line for fourteen weeks. 
Johann is being well looked after. I 
wish I too was a prisoner of war." 
Another letter reads; “When we re­
tired two Alsatians remained behind. 
If they had only said they were going 
to desert, many more would have stay­
ed with them.” Another message 
says, ‘"‘our men are completely ex­
hausted, and can hardly stand up­
right” Another says, “the men can­
not keep their eyes open, owing to fa­
tigue. They must have relief.” Still 
another soldier says, “we hear that 
the Bavarians and Saxons no longer 
wish to fight How is it going to 
end?” Captured orders indicate that 
the German air service is being well 
combed out and that airplane machin­
ists, much to their disgust are being 
drafted into the infantry. One me­
chanician wrote to his brother in 
great detail what he should do in or­
der not to be removed from the air 
forces. It appears that even the anti­
aircraft batteries are parting with as 
much as ten per cent of their effect­
iveness so that more men may be had 
for the infantry.

WITH THE FRENCH ARMY Itf 

FRANCE, Sept. 9 (by the A. P.)— 
French troops forced the Crossing Of 
the Croseat Canal to-day, overcoming 
strong opposition, and occupied posi­
tions in the triangle formed by the 
two branches of the canal and the 
read from Latere to St Quentin. 
They also advanced north of the Oise, 
taking the Lys fort, and north of the 
Oise, capturing EtrevillBf a#d Rou­
pie. Though these Were only oper­
ations of details, they tightened the 
lines afotind both St Quentin and 
Lafere, greatly facilitating future op­
erations against both towns. Général 
Humbert's forces now command thé 
entire region west of the riVèf, and 
the Canal from Lafere north, and be* 
yoûd a single track railroad, that 
crossed the MVer at Metlefex, they 
command all of the approaches td 
St. Quêùtin from the northwest, and 
south are within a few miles of the 
town. Occupation of Fort Lys give* 
the French command, not only of the 
entire counrty arOund Lafere, but Of 
the valleÿ of the Dise, to a consider­
able distance northward, the valley 
of the Sere eastward, and the rail­
road line leading to the Lâon Citadel, 
which is visible from the height 
General Mangln's army south of the 
Oise took S^grvaes, closing in on La­
fere from the south, while they im­
proved their position north of Laf- 
raut. Both the third and tenth 
French armies are now practically on 
the line where the pursuit of the Ger­
mans stopped in the spring of 1017. 
ôerman prisoners say that orders re­
ticently issued are to fight to the last 
man to hold the present positions. 
There are indications, however, that 
the Germans have lésé coôfidehee 
than last year In the invincibility of 
this line as they made more sacrifices 
to hold their position in front of it 
Without avail, and the burning of La­
fere betrays the fear that the line la 
not entirely safe there.

GERMANY NOT STARTING.
WASHINGTON, D.C., Sept 9.

Qenpany is not on the verge of 
starvation, Ira Nelson Morris, Ameri­
can Minister to Sweden, said to-day in 
reminding the American people that 
every energy must be put into the war. 
Mr. Morris said his statements re­
garding the food situation were based 
on many reports from reliable sour­
ces, which had reached him at Stock­
holm. It was prompted by many pub­
lished reports regarding conditions 
in the German Empire, which had 
come to hie attention, since he recent­
ly returned to the United States. 
There can be no question, the Minis­
ter said, that there is a shortage of 
most of the essentials of lift, bnt 
state that this borders on the verge of 
starvation le erroneous and mislead­
ing.

WAR ENTERS ON NEW PERIOD.
PARIS, Sept. 9.

the Allies are now almost back to 
the line they occupied before the 
German offensive, after six weeks of 
unberoken victory, and the war has 
entered a period not of calm hut of 
precaution, with the promise of just 
as wonderful things to follow. The 
dry, and on the whole, fine weather 
which helped Marshal Foch to turn 
the tables on the Germans so fast, 
has now ended, and a warm, etorihÿ 
spell has set in the fighting yester­
day centred south of Cambrai, south 
of St. Quentin, and to the heights 
north of Soissons, three vital spots 
for the Germans, who resisted des­
perately but unsuccessfully the Al­
lies forward thrust. The German 
heavy artillery is becoming active 
from Arras to Rhelme, indicating 
that General Ludendorff fears furth­
er removal Will be forced upon him. 
Military critics here are guessing 
what Foch will do next. Critiea 
credited with having inside informa­
tion are displaying fiiuch ingenuity 
and variety in their descriptions of 
the coming moves on the different 
parts of the front, but the belief is 
fixed and confident throughout France 
that there is little danger of General 
Ludendorff being slowed to buttress - 
himself again.

FROM DROWNING—GALLANT RES­
CUE.

Saturday afternoon Pouch Cove wax 
the scene of what very nearly amount­
ed to a tragedy but for the bravery of 
one man.

However, his en­
gine being a email one, and the seas 
raging furiously, he had to abandon 
the attempt and severed the tow line 
aa he did not wish to be drowned him­
self. In the meantime the entire 
population of Pouch Cove were as­
sembled on the shore watching with 
anxious hearts the tragedy that was 
being enacted before their very eyes. 
It seemed th^t nothing could be done, 
and the castaways fate seemed to be 
black indeed, when a man named 
Reginald Sullivan, who ie a fish buy­
ing agent of Bowring Bros., called for 
volunteers to man a large skiff, and 
within a few minutes had ten. Then 
he asked if anyone else would com­
mand another skiff, and accompany 
him out. Another man whose name is 
Diamond quickly volunteered, and 
within a few minutes two large skiffs, 
each manned by ten stalwarts, , were 
ploughing through the seas in the gal­
lant endeavour to save the two men. 
They soon reached the helpless motor 
boat and tying on tow ropes towed her 
eaftly to shore. The two' men had 
nearly succumbed when their rescuers 
arrived, and the people scatterd along 
the shore were praying for their safe­
ty. The man Reginald Sullivan, as­
suredly deserves some recognition for 
his initiative and dauntless courage,

German MusicColumn LET US FILL YOUR OR­

DERS FROM FRESH 
SUPPLIES.

On, and after to-day.
(By MRS. WILLIAM JAY.)

The existence of German musical 
propaganda has been established not 
only through the material imprison­
ment of countless enemy musicians,

, but through the emotional Influence 
which music, In itself, exerts orer the 
hearts and the minds of the listeners.

; In view of this situation, it is purely 
selfishness on ths part of anyone who 
Places his own pleasure before the 
dearly definite duty of having done 
with everything German and his wil­
lingness to disregard a real danger in 
order to gratify hie personal desire Is 
an act of cowardice or culpable ig­
norance. When one thinks of the all-1 
Hons of American men who are mak­
ing the supreme sacrifice, how little 
it seems to the stay-at-home Ameri­
can to give up Beethoven and Brahms 
during these terrific times! It is my 
contention that all German music 
must be interned for the duration of 
the war. A few still argue—but their 
patriotic spirit is lacking—that tousle 
is without nationality and that being 
a very high form of artistic expression 
it can be readily disassociated from 
war. Why have national anthems to 
express the soul of a people if music 
and the national life are separate and 
apart? Music is perhaps most con­
spicuously the national expression of 
Germany because it has penetrated so 
far beyond the German frontiers and 
has been received in the past with so 
much more welcome than the dis­
cordant painting, the hideous modes 
of decoration, the crass sclupture and 
the brutalizing literature of the people 
with whom we are at war. Every 
music lover who is a true American 
Will take upon himself a great re­
sponsibility if he encourages German 
music, if for no other reason than the 
subjecting of Americans of German 
extraction to a severe test It Is very 
much the task of all of us to' do what | 
we can to attract our neighbors of 
German antecedents to a citizenship . 
bereft of the hateful hyphen and to 
this end it is wrong to provide for 
them German music, which by the 
very nature of its subtle fabric would 
most certainly recall memories of the 
fatherland and shake them in their 
allegiance to the country oppoeed to 
everything for which Germany stands. 
Winning over this element to democ­
racy is almost like curing a person 
of an unfortunate love affair, and how 
well we know that deep suggestion 
of a fragment of melody and how it 
awakens thought and yearnings. Ger­
man music can only stir in the brains 
of the listeners who know Germany, 
the recollections of the Prussian sea­
ports whence U-boats issue, the Ba­
varian barracks teeming with blood­
thirsty ruffians, and the Saxon vil­
lages now dotted with aerodromes 
from which fly instruments of death.— 
The Chronicle.

But It seems to me amaslng that 

any American, whether In France or 
elsewhere, oould believe that the Ger­
mans might win, particularly now 
that the United States has entered the 
war. Nor is It true that the French 
are near the exhaustion of their man 
power. They have been recruited 
yearly by the "classes’’ and must 
number at least three and a half 
million. No doubt they are war- 
weary. All countries become war- 
weary within a year after the out­
break of any war, but what does that 
signify in relation to their morale 
and to the result? Nothing what­
ever. When I was in Paris in 1916 
I found France settled down to a state 
of war, a more normal attitude of 
mind in Europe than a state of peace. 
Daily I met women who )iad lost hus­
bands, fathers and mothers who had 
lost sons, and although they were sad 
at times, as was but natural, they 
knew that fighting, in Europe at least, 
is the common destiny of men, and, 
with the exception of one or two in­
significant pessimists, who liked to 
hear themselves talk, and to get off 
such phrases as "France is being bled 
white"—I never heard a doubt ex­
pressed as to the issue of the war, 
nor any discouragement over the fu­
ture of the French race. France has 
had wars since the beginning of her 
history and survived them. Her 
population has been decimated and 
her lands ravished, but she has "car­
ried on” and waited for time and her 
unsurpassable energy and courage to 
make good the loss. She. is also a 
country of immense wealth and has ; 
this richest of all countries to draw 
upon. Even if we had not entered 
the war France and Great Britain 
would have conquered the Germans 
in the end, but the end would have 
been much further off, and the losses 
so much greater.

Codfish Lèather.
The next war "auhajlltùlg," It 

seems, will be the e||^bt afluatid 
animals for shoe leather. At the 
Pratt Institute, Brooklyn, experi­
ments have been made with the skins 
of sharks and codfish, and the re­
sults suggest that a reasonably good 
standard of footwear can be made 
from them.

The new leather will be utilised 
only in the manufacture ofttbe “UP“ 
per” parte of the ehoe; for, so far, 
no satisfactory substitute for sole 
leather, le forthcoming. The Pratt 
Institute, however, have discovered a 
method of treating ordinary sole lea* 
ther In a way that double» and even 
trebles its durability, and It will be 
used In the manufacture of the shark 
and codfish shoes. The ektns of 
aquatic animals, of course, have al­
ready been extensively used for 
fancy leathers because of their hand­
some markings.—Ttt-Blts.

pecially of such luxuries as we enjoy,

Playing-Cards 
With Histories.

Nobody knows when dr where the 
first rude set U cards were invented, 
although numerous somebodies have 
variously brought forth proofs that 
eSch one ofxa dozen countries cre­
ated them. But .It’s somewhere—e 
wide somewhere — among Assyria, 
Egypt and India- They- have even 
been said’to have been invented for 
the Idiot King of Prance; but, of 

they were invented /ong be­

long as cards havegr>ave

observed In the play”—a bad name, 
Judging from the great freedom of 
speech allowed In many-modern
game».

Carde were by no means the same 
In the. different countries, and all 
aorta of changes were, and are «till 
being, introduced. In thé eariy-Ger- 
man seta the marks of suite were 
hearts, belle, leave#, and scorns. In 
Spanish seta, columbines took the 
place of epadee; carnations, of dl- 
monds; kwh, of hearts; and rab­
bits, of dubs; while in France a spade 
is “pique," meaning plkeman or sol­
diers; for clubs Is “trefie,” clover or 
husbandmen; diamonds are “ar- 
reaux’’—builders—and hearts, choeur 
—choir men.

Packs of carda, too, were made with 
all sorte of heraldic devices. The 
honour cards of the early packs were 
Mng, chevalier, and kpave. Later 
Later the queen was substituted for 
the knave.

All sorte of original, beautiful, or 
fantastic packs Were made with the 
face cards containing portraits of 
famous men and women. The four 
greatest Presidents of America were 
substituted In one Intensely American 
pack for the kings, with four Indiana 
for the knaves, and with the cardinal 
virtues—justice, prudence, temper­
ance, and fortitude—personified In 
the forms 6f beautiful women, accom­
panying them. Instead of the prover­
bial queens.

Among the fantastic varieties were 
those educational packs which were 
supposed to teach the player, at Ms 
game, the rudiments of some branch 
of study. Perhaps the funniest pack 
i(as one which professed to teach 
the correct way# of carving every­
thing! Clubs were supposed to re­
present fish, the king of clubs regal 
tag himself with a huge pickled her­
ring; epadee were to represent 
cooked meats, the king making merry 
In good old English fashion; dia­
monds stood for fowls, and it was 
turkey that this king had his carver’s 
knife In; with hearts for good, red 
beef, the king slicing dexterously at 
roast beef.

From the way the face cards were 
represented as oarvere the student (?) 
was supposed to learn the correct 
methods of the most domestic at arte.

And the curious uses to which cards 
have been putt They have served as 
impromptu visiting cards, have borne 
challenges and proposals "ap gal­
lantly- as any gentleman of the 
realm,” and have been carefully "cut" 
to see what luck la In store.

Indeed, evemin this age, when life 
Is too strenuous to permit much su­
perstition, the folk-lore history of 
playing cards Is an old one, with nu­
merous devotees who still faithfully 
believe In it, and who would no more 
undertake a Journey or decide an Im­
portant question without consulting 
the cards than they would think of 
flying.

Great Housing
Scheme.

Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir,—In The Monetary Times 

of August 36th, I find the following: 
Ontario Municipal Convention, Finan­
cial, Economic and Social sides of 
Municipal life discussed in Toronto. 
At this meeting the Prime Minister of 
the Province of Ontario addressed the 
Convention as follows (in part) t On 
Thursday morning Premier Hearst 
described the Provincial Govern­
ment’s plan for assisting the munici­
palities in providing housing accom­
modation. The necessary legislation, 
he said, will have to be secured, but 
in the meantime municipalities can 
proceed with any scheme they have 
in mind after it has been first for­
warded to, and approved by, the Gov­
ernment The houses are not to ex­
ceed $2,500 in cost of construction, 
and are not to rent for more than 
$26.00 per month.

Suggestions Trom municipalities 
would, he said, be gladly received, 
and hme stated that It was not the de­
sire of the Government to dictate to 
them, but rather to secure their co­
operation.

In my letter which you published in 
your issue of the 30th ult., I stated 
the Government of Ontario have of­
fered $2,000,000 to build houses for 
workingmen.,

If thebe houses are not to exceed 
$2,500 then, we will assume that if 
three standard houses will be erected 
to cost $1.600, $2,000 and $2,500, these 
will represent an average of two 
thousand dollars each, and would 
build 1,000 houses at $2,000 amounting 
to Two Million Dollars; this would 
further mean that a $1,600 house 
would rent at $15 per month, $2,000 
house at $20 per month, and the $2,>- 
600 house at $25 per month, equal to 
12 p.c. on the cost of construction.

Take three standard houses to be 
built by the Dominion Co-Operative 
Building Association, Ltd., twenty 
foot frontage (single cottage), first 
floor, living room, small sitting room, 
kitchen, bath room, etc., and from 
three to four bedrooms in each house; 
on the second floor, with the option to 
purchase on easy terms by the ten­
ant, and in addition free from taxation 
of any kind during occupancy by the 
tenant These houses will be erected 
by your own company, with your own 
money, and let to shareholders and 
ncbody else. /

Germany’s Lost 
Leaders.

(From the Boston Herald.)
Were there a complete roll-call at 

German general headquarters in the 
field, it migfil begin somewhat like 
this: "All-highest Kaiser Wilhelm, 
war lord, in supreme command.” No 
answer. “Cdown Prince Fretdri 'k 
Wilhelm of Prussia, commander-in- 
chief of tiie army of Paris." No an­
swer. “Crown Prince Rupprecht of 
Bavaria, commander-in-chief of the 
army of the Channel ports.” No an­
swer. These lost leaders, where are 
they, and why are they absent? They 
have not been wounded, for their par­
ticipation in battle was limited to the 
telephoning of orders or inquiries 
from behind the lines. The disap­
pearance of the Kaiser may be said 
by his own people to be highly im­
proper, seeing that the great German 
advance of this summer was design­
ed to bear his name and was begun p STAFFORD & SON, 
in his presence, after all Germany 
had been informed that he had taken 
the supreme command. The Prussian 
Crown Prince is said to have received 
six months leave of absence. Is he 
in Paris? He ought to have been 
there with his army in the first week 
of April, according to the Hindenburg 
time schedule. But he is not there 
even in the last week of August, un­
less the French have kept his capture 
secret, which is extremely unlikely.
The Bavarian Crown Prince is said to 
have gone away on a serious enter­
prise. He is preparing at the age of 
49 to marry a Luxemburg duchess of 
22. But he and his army ought to 
have been long since at Dieppe, Bou­
logne or Calais, if not at Southamp­
ton or Dover. The retirement of 
these imperial and royal commanders 
is significant They do not wish to 
have their names mixed up with the 
disaster. Too late. They proclaimed 
their leadership of Germany’s mili­
tary might to the position in which 
it falls 'before crushing blows. All 
is not well when the royalties jump 
from the breaking machine as the 
rats leap from the sinking ship. At 
this rate there may not bp left in 
the field as much as a Serene High­
ness when the time comes for Mar­
shal Foch to present his peace terms,
"Unconditional Surrender.”

Germans Force 
Old Men and 

W ounded 
Soldiers.

TO FIGHT IN THE TRENCHER)
The Hague, Holland, Sept 3.—From 

Gelderland on the German border it la 
reported that the soldiers, mostly el­
derly men who constituted the Ger­
man frontier guard, have been sent 
to the front in France, because of the 
critical situation there. The new 
guard is composed of slightly wound­
ed men who are convalescing in Bel­
gium.

It is always noticed on the border 
when the chances of war are against 
Germany, by reason of desertion. On 
August 20 the whole German frontier 
post at Bergyk came into Holland, af­
ter switching off the electric current 
from the wire fence.

Since August 23, the Belgian-Dutch 
frontier has been closed to travellers 
on account of troops movements. M. 
Kellanaaer, a member of the com­
mittee providing houses in Holland 
for Belgian children, in the course of 
the war, has made twenty-five trips in­
to Belgium, and what he tells of the 
conditions there is appalling.

The state of affairs has been es­
pecially bad since the American re­
lief has been held up and the sending 
of food impeded. In January, 1915, 
when relief was unable to reach all 
places regularly, he was sent to Ma­
tines and Staples.

He witnessed thousands of women, 
children and aged men surrounding 
Cardinal Mercier on his walks through 
Matines, and begging for bread. "I 
saw," he says, "even Germans weep 
when they witnessed the scenes.

British Captain Receives Decoration 
from the King.

For sinking in the Mediterranean 
in June, 1917, a large German sub­
marine, which he believes was the 
former undersea cargo ship Deutsch­
land, Capt John Thompson of the 
British mercantile marine, has been 
awarded the decoration of the Dis­
tinguished Service Order by King 
George. The mariner rammed the 
submersible after an hour’s manoeu- 
vering in which the U-boat tried un­
successfully to destroy his craft with 
shell fire.

The submersible’s huge size, Cap­
tain Thompson said afterwards, con­
vinced him that it was the Deutsch­
land, a belief which was strengthened 
when a lifebelt wth that name on it 
floated to the surface after the vessel 
was rammed.

When pressed for particulars of 
the encounter, the captain replied :

"I am the man who sank the 
Deutschland, but I càhnot talk about 
it" <

The Deutschland has been various­
ly reported as captured" or sunk by 
the British. In March, 1917, the sub­
marine was reported as having been 
towed into a British port Later a 
report said that the vessel whose ar­
rival in Baltimore and later in New 
London, in the summer of 1916, with 
cargoes from Germany, created inter­
national sensation, had been convert 
ed into a war sub. and was renamed 
the U-52.

Tells of the
Raider’s Start.

New Harbor, Me., Sept. 2.—“I have 
been sent here to annihilate the Am­
erican fishing fleet and I am going 
to do it,” declared the commander of 
the German submarine which captur­
ed the trawler Triumph recently and 
converted her into a raider, according 
to Alton R. Geyer, steward of the 
Triumph, who arrived at his home 
here.

Steward Geyer and a mess boy 
were the only Americans on board 
the Triumph, the captain and the re­
mainder of the crew being Canad­
ians. The submarine held up the 
Triumph about noon. Upon learning 
-that she had sufficient coal to run 
her for ten days, the German com­
mander took one of the trawler’s life­
boats and carried guns, ammunition, 
wireless apparatus and other equip­
ment to the Triumph. Meanwhile 
some of the fishermen, including 
Geyer, were entertained on board thei 
U-boat, being treated to brandy and 
cigarettes. Geyer said he talked with 
several German officers, among whom 
the second commander, a man about 
27 years of age, told him that for 
years previous to tjie war he was em­
ployed on various American ships.

The officer asked Geyer if the Un­
ited States cruiser San Diego had 
been sunk off New York, and upon 
being informed that she had, said he 
did the work with a torpedo. The 
commander also said that he had 
sunk a ,big oil tanker off Sandy Hook 
and had her captain a prisoner on 
board his submarine.

After arming the Triumph the U- 
boat commander put a crew of twen­
ty-one men aboard and she sank two 
fishing vessels before Geyer and his 
comrades were out of sight .

Nfld. Scotch 
Cured Herring.

Shipments aggregating perhaps 2,- 
600 barrels of Newfoundland Scotch 
cured herring were received in New 
York this week, the fish being of good 
quality, according to merchants, ex­
cept for a percentage of spoiled 
stock. Sales of this goods ex- dock 
were numerous, the demand clearly 
indicating that the consumption of 
this grade is now on the increase. It 
is reported that this Newfoundland 
Scotch pack herring, both of spring 
and winter cure, brought from $23 to 
$27 per barrel here, and Some fancy 
goods in the shipment is understood 
to be held at higher prices. Advices 
from Newfoundland are to the effect 
that there is now only a limited quan­
tity of Scotch pack of either spring 
or winter pack available at this time. 
One estimate gave the quantity in lo­
cal hands in St. John’s at only a few 
hundred barrels. It has been rumor­
ed that one of the large packers in 
Green Bay sold his entire pack to a 
Canadian house, hut this report was 
discredited with the arrival of the 
ateamer in New York with a quantity 
of this pack in its cargo. The price 
paid for this herring is understood to 
have been slightly in advance of the 
original quotation to factors from 
■New York, who were in Newfound­
land during the spring. Most factors 
in New York have comparatively lit­
tle herring yet to come forward,, and 
while it was reported locally that at 
least one flrny had been short shipped 
on the steamer just arrived, lots were 
brought to New York for which space 
was i^ot obtained until shortly before 
the steamer sailed, and it is under­
stood that theçe was room for further 
shipments when she finally sailed.— 
N. Y.'•Fishing Gazette. Aug. 31.

The Jewish
New Year.

The Jewish New Year (Rosh Ha- 
shanah) 5679—which was observed on 
Saturday, Sept 7, marks the beginning 
of the principal holyday season of the 
Jewish year. While the day is really 
the new moon of the seventh month 
(Tishri)—the calendar beginning with 
the spring month—Nisan—yet the re­
ligious importance of the month so 
emphasized this particular new moon 
observance that it gradually assumed 
the importance of the New Year day. 
It is the beginning of the cycle known 
as the ‘ten days of repentance’ end­
ing with the holiest day of the year, 
the day of Atonement In contrast 
with the rest of the period, which are 
days of sadness and penitence, the 
New Year day has always been ob­
served among the Jews as a day of 
solemn joy and happiness. It is call­
ed in the Bible the “Day of Memorial” 

' and to the Jew it marks the recording 
of the deeds of the past year for judg­
ment—a judgment which is, however, 
suspended until after the day of Atone­
ment when through true repentance 
and sincere contrition the sins of the 
past may be blotted out and new op­
portunity afforded to live a life of pur­
ity and usefulness.

It is also called the “Day of the 
Blowing qf the Trumpet" and around 
this ceremony—the blowing of the 
Shofar or ram’s horn—the service of 
the day revolves. The ram’s horn is 
supposed to refer to the salvation of 
Isaac and the substitution of a ram in 
his place when Abraham was about 
to slay him in his wrong understand­
ing of God’s demand for a sacrifice. 
(Genesis xxii.)

As is the case with all Jewish holy- 
days, the observance begins at the 

' preceding sundown, Friday, and in the 
orthodox synagogues lasts until sun­
down Sunday—two days being obser­
ved in place of one as is the custom 
in the reform synagogue.
