Dear Sir,—In conversation with a
friend the other day, I was told of a
case of rent raising extraordinary. I
bring it to the attention of the public
because the Citizens’ Committee has
gone on record as favoring the con-
trol of rents, and because the Legis-
lature is now considering some sys-
tem of controlling same.

previously $150 a year. . Recently the
rent was increased to $300, and 'the
tenant has now received notice that
in future he must pay $600 a year, I
have made enquiries and am satisfied
as to the truth of the statement I have
just made. Gl

Now there might pPossibly be reas-
ons for making these increases, which
a judge or other controlling author-
ity might consider fair. I do  not
know them. The house has not been
improved, nor does the tenant owe
rent. Why I bring this matter for-
ward is to show the need of some au-
thority to control rents. These peo-
ple may be justified in their action to-
wards their tenant; but the fact that
they are able to demand so extraor-
dinary a rent shows that others with
maybe less reason can do the same.

I may say that I am not opposed to
landlords, as such, any more than to
merchants, simply because they are
merchants. My own landlord has
been content with the same rent ever
gsince I entered the house I am:now
living in. If he is satisfied with a
fair profit on his investment, why
cannot others be compelled to act
justly?

We do not make laws for homest
men: we make them for those who
act unjustly. Why not make a law
that would vest a controlling author-
ity in the judge? The provision that
there shall be no increase in rent does
not help the man whose rent is al-
ready too high. The three hundred a
year limit does not help the party
whose case I have brought to your at-
tention. There may be others pay-
ing more than that who are entitled
to protection too.

I have only this to add, namely, that
the principle of control of rents -
volved in Mr. Anderson’s Bill is per-
fectly just and right. The ‘methdds
by which this control is to be exer-
cised may admit of a difference of
opinion.

The House met at 3.20.
Following the reading of the min-
i utes, and before the Orders of the Day
had been called, Sir M. P. Cashin,
Smember for Ferryland, rose in his
‘ seat and moved, “That the House ad-
journ until Friday afternoon next and
that the Government as at present
constituted, does not possess the con-
fidence of the members of this House.”
In moving this resolution he traced
the political events since August,
1917, when the National or Coalition
Government was formed. His chief
reasons for supporting this were: the
war conditions, the regiment, con-
scription, the financial condition of
the colony, loans, etc. With the un-
expected consummation of the sign-
ing of the armistice the plans of the
National Government had been upset,
and the goal of its ambitions was
reached with the ending of the war.
No need existed to-day for the con-
tinuation of the Government, and it
were better were they to get back to
pre-war conditions. He had to be
frank and state that there was mno
confidence existing between the fac-
tions comprising:the Government. As
the seénior member of the House on
the Government side, he deemed it
ﬁroper of him to make the motion of
“want of confidence.” He then went
to some length to warn the country
to economize. Referring to the prob-
lems yet to be dealt with, he spoke of
the Bowring Coastal Contract, pre-
dicting - larger subsidies and much
higher passenger and freight rates.
The Prime Minister, Rt. Hon. Sir W.
F. Lloyd, spoke next. Sir M. P. Cash-
in had handed him his resignation a
few minutes before. He agreed that
there was no desire for the parties to
work together. However, there was

confidence. He did not wish to re-
main Premier, and Eij, resignation
had been handed to the Governor.

Making Liquor
Respectable.

A movement to offset the activities
of the prohibition party, which is be-
coming powerful in the State of New
South Wales, has been launched by
a group of citizens. The purpose is
to reduce some of the evil aspects of
the liquor traffic rather than to do
away with liquor entirely.

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FISHERY RULES.

Rule 58 is amended as fol-
lows :—

“No cod-trap, part of trap,
]e;ader or moorings, no net, net-
ting or twine of any sort shall
be set, for the purpose of se-
curing a cod-trap berth for the
ensuing season, in the water be-
tween Sugar Loaf and the
Northern Head of Petty Har-
bour, before 6 o’clock a.m. on the
25th of May in any year.

“No cod-trap shall be set in
these waters before the 25th day
of May in each year.”

_ “In order to facilitate the set-
ting of cod-traps on the date
specified ,all nets, netting, lines,
twines and gear of every kind
and description shall be removed
from the said waters before
noon on the 24th day of May in
each year, and shall not be re-
set until noon on the 26th day of
May in each year.”

“From noon on the 24th to
noon on the 26th of May, no
gear as above described—with
the exception of cod-traps—
shall be set in these waters.”

“If during this period stress
of weather shall prevent the re-
moval of any gear previously
set, no such gear shall in any
way hold a cod-trap berth.”

“If the 25th day of May fall
on a Sunday in any year, cod-
traps may not be set until 6 o’-
clock a.m. on the Monday imme-
diately following.”

“In this event all gear as
above mentioned shall be re-
moved from these waters from
noon on the Saturday until noon
on the Tuesday immediately
following, during which period
no such gear shall be set.”

“On the day on which traps
are set, no person shall use or
employ any steamer of any de-
scription, or any boat propelled
by motor power the total devel-
opment of whose engine or en-
gines exceeds 12 herse power,
conveying a trap, traps or fish-
ing gear to the fishing grounds
in setting a trap or traps or
in the said waters.”

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Political Playacting.

There have been numerous
political surprises and startling
incidents in this country, since
we were blessed, or cursed, with
responsible government, but the
greatest farce of all was enacfed
in the House of Assembly yes-
terday afternoon when a motion
for a vote of want of confidence
in the Government was ac-
quiesced in by the government
themselves, the Opposition say-
ing neither “yea” or “nay.”

The whole thing looked like a
prearranged affair staged for,
the benefit of the few spectators,
who having heard rumours on
the street, occupied the gallery
and were seated outside the bar,
in larger numbers than have
hitherto attended the Sessions.

Briefly the position is this—
there is either a Government at
the moment or there isn’t, be-
cause the government itself vot-
ed a lack of confidence measure
in itself, the members of the
House to the right of the Speak-
er’s chair not participating in
any way when the motion was
put. There was no division call-
ed, consequently the few feeble
“ayes” which were heard car-
ried it.

As it stands, however, it is
obvious that there has been a
split. The F. P. U. representa-
tives appeared to be perfectly
satisfied with their position, and
the followers of tls: Finance
Minister, who made the motion,
were likewise delighted with
themselves. The thing looked
so like another frame up,—and’
more deliberately so when the
Prime Minister. seconded the
motion,—that the severance was
made amidst a silence that
could be felt, and it was difficult
to tell which were the most em-
barrassed—the adherents of the
Cashin faction or those who fol-
low the leadership of the Presi-
dent of the F. P. U.

In the above, reference has
been made to the Minister of
Finance as being the introducer
of the resolution. “As a matter
of fact it was the member for
Ferryland, Sir M. P. Cashin,
who was responsible, as the hon-
ourable member for that dis-
trict had resigned his portfolio
previous to moving the lack of
confidence vote, and we presume
that thé said resignation was ac-
cepted as the Prime Minister in
his reply referred to the late

we must assume that Sir
Michael has goneback to the sta-
tus of a.private member of the
House; and that, for the present,
there is no Minister of Finance
‘and Customs.

Such a burlesque has nof been
witnessed in Newfoundland, nor
perhaps in any white legislature
in the world, and it all simply
goes to show that under Nation-
al Government this dominion
has been used to buttress and
support the ambitions of certain
aspirants to honor and office
without having regard to any
benefit to the people, other than
that which could not be cast
_aside. A burden of debt, an ex-
orbitant tariff and a reckless ex-
penditure is the legacy, which
the now happily defunct Nation-
al Administration has left to
Newfoundland and her future

Government Defeats Itself!

Ex-Finance Minister Proposes and Prime Minister
Seconds “ Want of Confidence ” Resolution ---
Members Agree to Disagree --- Is There Another
Plot Behind Y esterday’s Farce? --- Governor Must
Act Cautiously and Constitutionally --- Leader of
Opposition Should be Called Upon to Form Tem-
porary Ministry.

long expected political
sensation was staged at the
House yesterday afternoon,
when, immediately the Speaker
took the chair, Sir Michael
P. Cashin, senior member for
Ferryland district and until 3.20
p.m. Minister of Finance, stood
in his place and moved a resolu-
tion for the adjournment of the
House because of lack of con-
fidence in the Administration
(of which he himself is a mem-
ber) to continue the work of
Government. The resolution did
not come unexpectedly as for
days there have been street
rumours that a break was inevit-
able and imminent, but the man-
ner and method of its accom-
plishment was so unusual that
the House auditors were as-
tounded at the palpable audacity
of the proceedings. They were
so transparent that a blind man
could see through them and the
wonder is that such an out-
rageous attempt should have
been made, when it was clearly
patent to the least observant
that the whole affair was pre-
arranged, and that there was an-
other plot being engineered to
further shackle Newfoundland
to the forces which have for so
long misgoverned and misused
her. The oddest exhibition of
Parliamentary . procedure was
given when the want of con-
fidence resolution was seconded
by no less a personage than the
Prime Minister. Could political
depravity go further and act
more barefacedly. Here was an

The

obvious gerrymander,framed by
both the conflicting factions
forming the Government, its
purpose being to. transfer. the
eyes of public opinion from its
chief object, and to possibly lead
the King’s representative to be-
lieve that the whole process was
genuine. As the National Gov-
ernment was conceived in poli-
tical iniquity and born in politi-
cal sin, so the latest move is of
kindred birth, because the par-
ents of the latest political child
have delivered it publicly and
unashamedly. This offspring
however bears a mark which will
not be eradicated and its pro-
genitors will either have to deny
parentage or destroy it imme-
diately. The illegitimate fruit
of such a political union is not
acceptable to the family of vot-
ers, and consequently the poli-
tical”infant will have to be
strangled at birth. It cannot be
foisted upon Newfoundland for
adoption, neither will it be spon-
sored by the electorate.

No clearer evidence of a great-
er conspiracy tham has ever
been plotted, could have been of-
fered than that which was
presented yesterday afternoon.
Honorable members -certainly
agreed to disagree in the hope
of' putting a hoodwink ogver the

ple. As the. custodian of our
rights and privileges the former
must act cautiously and consti-
tutionally” in this new and un-
precedented debacle. The eyes
of Newfoundland are upon His
Majesty’s representative and if

eyes of both Governor and peo-;

he intends to uphold the ancient
charter he must “play the man.”
Subterfuges and temporisings
will not avail now. The challenge
has been thrown down and must
be accepted. The-people of this
dominion ask for the protection
of tHeir inherent rights, and the
Governor cannot refuse to stand
by them. The electorate will re-
fuse to have anything to do with
a Government made up of either
faction of the discordant ele-
ments which at present consti-
tute (or supposedly constitute)
the administration, or who are
seeking to be the future admin-
istration. Neither faction re-
presented in the Legislature has
the confidence of the other,
hence the people can have no
confidence in either. The farce
which was staged gesterday will
certainly have shown His Excel-
lency where his whilom minis-
térs stand and have stood, and
in order that our constitutional
rights may be preserved intact,
he has only one course open, and
that is to repudiate both par-
ties, formerly controlling the
Government, and formally -call
upon the leader of the Opposi-
tion, to form a temporary Minis-
try for the purpose of passing
the necessary bills before the
fiscal year expires. Only by fol-
lowing this course:will the dig-
nity of Parliament be preserv-
ed. Moral courage is now need-
ed by the Governor. Has he the
stamina to make a decision
which - will be at once constitu-
tional and popular? The answer
must be given by Friday.

How Battle Scars Appear to Have
Helped Many to a Ripe 0ld Age.

It-is good to know that the average
wound, if properly healed, does aot
mean that life is going 'to be short-
ened thereby. Let us take a few ex-
amples from the old wars,- when the
methods of surgery were not quite
80 up-to-date ‘as the 1914-1919 period.

The Duke of Grafton died last De-
cember at the advanced age of ninety-
four. He was severely wounded—
that, is the official description—at the
Battle of Inkerman, neaply sixty
years earlier. : y

Field-Marshal Sir Evelyn Wood,
V.C., who is now in the eighties, was
also severely wounded whilst carry-
ing a scaling-ladder in the attack on
the Redan in 1354, Sir Evelyn has
taker part in many little wars, and is,
even now busy with writing and mili-
tary functions.

Field-Marshal Lord Methuen, G.C.B.
who is nearly seventy-four years of
age, lost a leg in the South African
campaign. Previously to that he had
fought in Ashantee, Egypt, and Buch-
analand. To-day he ‘is hale &nd
hearty. He has been Governor and
Commander-in-Chief at Malta since
1915.

Field-Marshal Sir Charles Egerton
is a veteran of seventy-one, with quite
a large number of wars to his credit.
During the Miranzai Expeditions of
the ’'nineties he was severely wound-
ed.

Colonel Sir T. Thackeray, a V.C. of
the Indian Mutiny, was severely
wounded during the Afghan War of
1879. He has passed his eightieth
milestone.

“Birdie,” of the Australians, is now
fifty-four, and a hero of five cam-
paigns before he began af Gaba Tepe
in the Great War. General Sir W. R.
Birdwood was severely wounded in
the South African War but he seems
little the worse for his experience. \

General Sir Archibald Hunter is
now sixty-two. His name is known in
parliamentary worlds as well as the
military. He was wounded severely
in Egypt in 1835, and slightly wound-
ed in 1889.

And also one might go on with the
list of wounded officers. With the
ranks the same experience applies.
One has only to read the local papers
to find that week after week deaths
are. just being recorded of the men
who fought in our wars of the ’fifties
and ’sixties. Many of them have been
wounded, yet they lived for forty and
fifty years afterwards.

She took
to the battlefields of France about
three and a half American divisions,
notwithstanding the fact that the Ger-
mans were employing every effort to
“get her,” and that their submarine
commanders were instructed to sink
the Leviathan at all costs. She went
her way back and forth across the
Atlantic almost with the regularity
of clockwork, passing unscathed a
score of times through the war zone,
in which. so many fine vessels met
their fate. Since the war the Levia-
than has brought back 35,381, mak-
ing the total carried both ways 129,-
570.

This is a fine record, but it i{s still
a long way behind the record of the
Olympie, “the premier troopskip of
the world.” The Olympic transported
from Halifax alone 70,000 Canadian
soldiers.

shells and some hundreds of con-
itainers full of the deadly stuff have
| just been sent to Davy Jone’s Locker.
| They had been sent to France from
| the war factories of the United States,

but, owing to the signing of the ar-
mistice, were never used.

These shells and drums were filled
with mustard gas and Chloropicrin,
both of which are useless for any
purpose save killing people.

Cave at the Royal Society of Arts last

night on “Lighter-than-Air-Craft.”
The lecture was illustrated by lantern
slides.

The Chairman said that Colonel
Cave-Browne-Cave was specially se-
lected before the war to study the
problem of airships, and his associa-
tion with them dated back to 1912,
when he began to study Army airships
at Farnborough. At the outbreak of
hostilities he took over design and:
production of new rigid airships, and
the Service owed him a deep debt of
gratitude for the work he did in those
strenuous days. No one individual
in the speaker’s opinion, had done
more for the development of airships
in this country than he.

A great deal had been said in and

out of the Press about rigid airships,
what they were going to do, and whatl
they had done. He had read in a re-|
‘ cent paper that the two rigid airships
building at Barrow and Selby were
the biggest in the world, and would
fly to America and back in two days.
That was rather more in the nature
of a pious hope than anything else.

The Airship Service being princi-
pally- concerned with anti-submarine
operations had been of necessity
more or less of a mystery. Airships
had flown in all kinds of conditions
miles out at sea without being in
sight of land from early merning un-
til just before dusk. They had flown
two and a half million miles during
the war and escorted a tremendous
number of convoys. Young pilots had
been flying over the North Sea with
little chance of individual distinction,
and had made good. One had flown
101 hours 21 minutes—a record for
this and all other countries but Ger-
many.

In his address, which dealt largely
with the technical side of the subject,
Colonel Cave-Browne-Cave said that

made waterproof. Snow would not in
general stick to the surface of an en-
velope, but in the event of meeting
snow sufficiently wet to stick to the
surface, and possibly later ‘to freeze
on to it, considerable
weight might very rapidly be acquir-
ed.

Carrying Capacity.

The carrying capacity of an  air-
ship was perhaps the feature of
greatest importance both from a Ser-
vice and commercial point of view.
The weight available for bombs, pas-
sengers, merchandise, or fuel, de-
pended upon the volume of gas con-
tained by the ship and upon the
weight of the ship’s structure and all
necessary parts. As the size of the
ship increased, the proportion of her
gross lift available for lifting capa-
city would also increase. The non-
rigid ship having no hull structure
would for the same size have a con-
siderably greater proportion of avail-
able lift. It might be assumed that it
was at the present time practicable
to desiglt odth a rigid ship and a non-
rigid ship which would be able to
carry as useful load a weight equal
to that of the ship—i.e., 60 per cent.
of the gross lift of the ship would be

sity decreased with altitude, and, ow-
ing to the decrease of pressure, the
hydrogen contained in the gas space
would expand at a corresponding rate
se that—other things being equal—the
available lift of the airship would re-
main the same.

Any further rise would therefore
produce a decrease in the lifting
power of the ship. A ship which was
full of gas would have considerably
greater lift on a day when the bar-I
ometer was high., The reduction of
lift caused by rain falling on an air-

available for useful purposes. The
size of a non-rigid which would give
this ratio was approximately 500,000
cubic feet, and for a rigid approxi-
mately 2,000,000 cubic feet.

For many commercial purposes
there was much to be gained by car-
rying a given weight in several small
ships rather than in one large one.

Her machinery is in a
unit quite separate from the main car
which only carried the crew and na-
vigating party. The petrol carried by
this ship amounted, in certain cir-
cumstances, to about three tons.

Development of the KegL

The development of the rigid air-
ship showed fewer obvious features,
although it may certainly be claimed
that the improvements in strength
and details of construction have been
very satisfactory. The most obvious
change has been with respect to the
main keel of the ship. This keel has
primarily to distribute the loads car-
ried by the ship to the main trans-
verse frames of the hull. In the earl-
ier ships this keel was an external
one of triangular section. Our next
development was to eliminate the dis-
tinctive keel altogether, while in the
“33” class the keel had returned,
but as an internal part of the struc-
ture.

The first towing experiment was
carried out in 1912, when one airship
broke down and was towed home by
another. The <wwing ship landed
alongside the disablr.d one, and a wire
was taken from ‘@er to a suitable
point on the la’ter. The ships then
rose, -and no difficulty was experi-
enced in the towing operations. This
operation in itself has not been used
since, but it offered attractive possi-
bilities for conveying lerge weights of
material at a comparatively slow
speed, when the airship tug might tow

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Toledo Preachers

s
Vainly - Protest the Great Fight.

Toledo, May 16.—Protest against
the Willard-Dempsey heavy-weight
championship fight scheduled to be
decided at Bayview Park, a munici-
pal owned plot of ground here, on
¥July 4th, is expected to be in the
hands of Governor Cox, of Ohio, and
Sheriff Mathias, to-day. These offi-
{cials together with Mayor  Schrei-
i ber, of Toledo Ministerial Union, an
organization of 250 churches, to pro-
1 hibit the contest. The protest mailed
ito the state officials and Mayor
. Schreiber, yesterday, characterized
| the coming battle as a “gladiatorial
 contest worthy of the Roman arena of
| infamous memory,” declared that it
would teach youths “to see red,”
and would result in an invasion. of
: gamblers and thieves to Toledo.

The protset also declared that
although the government sanctioned
boxing as a war measure, the govern-
ment also endorsed bayonet = fighting,
but the same government would
not encourage bayonet fighting in
Deace times.

Mayor Schreiber’s answer to the
protest was a statement, to-day, that
the givernment had made boxing. a
part of the curriculum in the army
and navy, and that the battle would
bring thousands of visitors to Tolad=,
who will spend hundreds of thousands
of dollars. The contest, the mayor's
statement added, would stimulate To-
ledo’s business, provide employment
to labor, bring the advantages of To-
ledo, natural and industrial, to. no-
tice in every section of the country
and result in enriching the city’s char-
ity fund by $35,000. Seven per cent.
of the gross receipts of the contest
are to be donated by Tex Rickard, the
promoter, to the fund.

“I am moved to concur in the aec-
tion of the boxing commission grant-
ing aunthority to the Toledo Athletic
Club to hold the bout because of these
reasons and because it will be con-
ducted in the same manner that =zll
boxing contests are conducted in
this city: that is, under the control of
the commission,” the mayor said,
“The contest will be an exhibition of
clean sportsmanship, and free from
any fraud in any form.”

The “Killer” Whale.

(Scientific American.)

The American Museum of Natural
History has recently placed on ex-
hibition a life-sizad model of a “Kill-
er” whale or “Orca” which is one of
the most ferocious animals that in-
habit the sea.

It will attack any living being
within its reach, be it fish, flesh or
fowl. The animal grows between 20
and 30 feet in length and its mouth is
armed with teeth. All other whales
are afraid of him, even the great
sulphur-bottom—the largest animal
the world has ever seen. Frequently
thess giant whales are captured with
badly mutilated flippers, evidently
the work of “killer” whales. Appar-
ently their only defence is in flight.
The big gray whale is so afraid of the
orca that it becomes paralyzed when
attacked. The orcas are said to be
particularly fond of the tongue of the
whale. A number of them will at-
tack a gray whale, worrying it until
it opens its mouth, when they will
dart in and bite off its tongue. Seals,
porpoises and fish are the principal
food of the orcas. The seal are not
even safe when they are ashore; for
at any moment an orca may dart out
and seize them if they are near ‘he
water's edge. Birds too are captured
in this way or when swimming. An
orca has even been known to attack
men who were on a large cake of
floating ice. The whale repeatedly
hurled itself upon the ice in 1t5 efforts
to reach the men.

Apparently the orca has nothing to
fear. He is not hunted by man Dbe-
cause his blubber contains little oil,
and so he is free to roam the seas, a
terror to all its inhabitants. He may
