Mr. Reld, of Glenallan, deliversd -
ture on Temperance in the ! all, on
Tuesday evening last. sudience
was pretty large. Alex. Thomson, Esq.,
President of the Guelph Temperance
Society, introduced the lecturer in a few
brief remarks. We opine that at the
present advanced stage of the temperance
movement it is next to impossible for the
most brilliant talent to advance absolutely
new 1 asons why aleohol should be ban-
ished, and why the principles of total
abstinence should extend. Mr. Reid pro-
duced something that was new, and what
was old he dressed in new raiment, and
rendered it attractive by the earnestness
of his eloquence. One result of the pres-
ent temperance movement, he said, was
the exposure of drinking customs. Thirty
years ago these were favored by science
and religion ; but now law and science
are chaining alcohol, and its chief apolo-
gists are those whom it enriches. Still
| its influence is potent, but its strength is |
revealed, and the question is how shall its
destruction be compassed. Alcohol is a
‘ poison, large doses kill instantly, small
ones kill slowly. Its action on the stom-
| ach is to create disease, but its findl desti-
nation is the brain, and it breaks through
| everything to reach that.
stomach cannot tolerate the presence of
alcohol, and all the eliminating powers
are used for its expulsion. Its primary
effect on the brain is to stimulate the
imagination, and cause a flow of new
| ideas, so that as an Indian expressed it a
man may talk like an angel; but it soon
| undermines the substance of the brain,
and when the indulgence: is continued
| self-control is entirely lost, and reason is
overthrown. Its evil effects do not termi
nate in the victim. Were he to drink a
quart at a time he would be gone and
society would have no burden to bear, but
the process by which his life is taken is
one of torture to himself while his wife
and family are starved and maltreated.
Too frequently the first lessons on drink
! ing are given on the mother’s breast. She
| fancies she wants nourishment in the
shape of wine, or something of that sort,
and an appetite for aleohol is implanted in
the infant which becomes stronger as
years roll round. The gpeaker then came
down heavily on moderate drinking,
citing many examples to prove its ruinons
effect, and asserting that it was the cause
of three-fourths of the evils prevalent in
society. There are ovils, he said, beyond
Liuman control, but this was not ; it exists
merely by sufferance and can be destroyed.
Banish alcohol and trade and commerce
will receive an impetus, peace and plenty
will prevail, life will be a garden of de-
light to thousands to whom it has been
adreary wilderness, prisons and hospitals
| will be emptied, and schoo!s and churches
| crowded. The lecturer went on to show
by statistics {rom various hospitals that
alcohol could be advantageously dispens-

el with in medical treatment, and wound |

up by an earnest and eloquent appeal for
union and energy of action in eradicating
a monstrous evil.

A few days ago some negroes, prowling
around the swamp, discovercd the re-
mains of a white man. The flesh upon
the head and part of the body was ecaten
away.

| left of the body and carried it out of the

Mr. Coyne introduced a bill respetting
Division Courts. He posed this
measure to give jurisdiction to the Divis-
ion Courts over all matters in whichthere
was & wrong to be dealt with to the
amount of $100, as well as ordinary debts.

Upon this,
Parliament passed certain Taws for the
regulation of these establishments, ' and
required, among 'other, things, that a
yearly statement should'be made of their
business and financial condition, Tt ap-
pears from these reports, though they
arc acknowledged to be incomplete, that
up to last year tho total number of these
societics was 940 ; that during the year
76 werc dissolved, and 261 ncw ones
formed, The number of m¢mbers was
173,432, and the amount of iugney they
turned in was about $18,000,000.

In Lancashire, which is the birthplace
of-co-operation, there are 144 societics,
but many are small. Duripg the ycar
these sold goods to the amount of §7,500,
000. The profits arc applied to interest
on shares, todividends to members, and
occasionally to non-members, but who
are patrons, and to the establishment of
reading-rooms. The appropriation to the
last has varied from §100 to §250. The
Oldham society gave away %1000, the
Rochdale Pioneers, $3,500. All these
societies are confined to the simple object
of supplying to the members articles of
prime necessity, or which come into
daily use. Managed with common
prudence, anil with men of sense there i
no reason why they should fail.  The
are a few other establishments, however,
which engage in manufactures, anc
which come divectly in competition with
heavy capitalists These, too, should
suceeed if judicionsly managed ; It we
have no details of their operations.

To show how successful, and even pop-
ular, co-operations have become, we will
note that¥vithin two or three years the
middle, and c¢ven some of the higher
s in London, have established so-
cietics among themsclves. ‘Lhus the
civil servants of the crown have two
large stores, one in the city, and onc in
the West End,  The city store is open to
Government clerks and their friends,
who sometimes are of much higher rank.
The West End is composed of such mem-
bersas clergymen, and officers of the
army and navy. ‘The success of both
these has been far beyond expectation,
and it is conceded that the whole system
is indebted to the humble individuals who
fought their way as the Rochdale Bion-
vers,
