within the reach of ,all who choose to avail 
themselves of such advantages.

When selected to fill the situation of in­
structor of youth, it was with no little diffi­
dence that one so inexperienced could ven­
ture to undertake the situation then ten­
dered. And in retrospect it can be distinctly 
recalled how it weighed on the mind when 
trudging through the woods from Guelph to 
the scene of future labor with a grammar in 
one pocket of the jacket and a pound of 
sweeties in the other. Certainly there was 
not much within the old room, nor in its 
surroundings, to produce sanguine expecta­
tions. The box with its high stool in the 
corner, from which occasionally words ot 
heavenlv wisdom were addressed by minis­
ters of the gosnel ; a crazy desk fovmed of 
boards used in plastering, and the substan­
tial benches, wee all the stock in trade furn­
ished with which to make a commencement. 
In humble dependence upon the Divine 
blessing a begmning was made, and the 
work, w-th a few interruptions, has pro­
ceeded. Maps and tekt books were at very 
considerable exnense imported expressly to 
aid in the labor of imparting useful know­
ledge. Hund*eds have thereby enjoyed an 
opportunity of acquiring what may be bene­
ficial to them as intelligent members of so­
ciety, and of having imprinted on their minds 
the fundamental doctrines and truths of our 
most holy faith.

But what of all those who have sat on these 
benches, and stood in a semi-circle around 
the teacher?

Agricultural Statistics.
To the Editor of the Meycnry.

Sir,—Statistical tables or returns to be 
of any practical use should be based upon 
some certain data. Not many days since 
I saw |n the hands of a Secretary of an 
Agricultural Society a number of ques­
tions forwarded from the Bureau of Agri­
culture, which, if they could be correctly 
replied to would be of great service to 
many, but as is frequently the case, these 
enquiries are sent forth by gentlemen in 
office who have not the slightest concep­
tion of the practical difficulty of obtaining 
the information. In the paper referred 
to it is enquired of the cereals, each in 
rotation, Wheat, Barley, Oats, &c., what 
yield per acre, and as compared with last 
year, and how many acres sown of each. 
Of course these questions will have to be 
replied to In some fashion, but the result 
will be as valuable as waste paper, with 
all due deference to the Commissioner, 
and if such a return is to be published 
as the true state of our crops it is a sad 
mistake that the census taking should be 
so expensive. We might just as well 
reckon so many families in a Concession, 
guess so many heads in a family, and in 
half an hour each township might send 
in its return, 
case will do so 
place this is not the time of the year to 
get even an approximate idea of the yield 
of grain, the harvest is but just over, 
most farmers are too busy getting in their 
fall wheat and ploughing their land, to 
thrash to any exte- t especially spring 
wheat, oats and peas. Secondly, how is 
it possible for any society to ascertain the 
number of acres grown ? If the Bureau 
would request the Reeve of every town­
ship to include this enquiry in the Asses­
sor’s duties in hie spring tour and in 
November or thereabout when the Col­
lector of taxes goes his rounds to obtain 
a return of the yield of the crop per acre, 
something like a reliable estimate might 
be formed and published even in time to 
be useful, and not at a heavy expenditure 
either, if the people at large would con­
sent to such Inquisitorial handling. There 
are hundreds who never reckon such j 
matters up, and there are more who 
would hesitate to give the information 
from an erroneous suspicion that they 
would be indirectly helping government 
to put on more taxation. I attended a 
meeting to-day and the matter was a 
source of regret. The notice or enquiry 
was received on the 4th,the answers were 1 
to be returned by the 5th but the Secre­
tary not liking to take the responsibility 
of replying,called the Directors together. 
It would (take three weeks at least to 
stump the township to ascertain the num­
ber of acres grown of each crop, even if 
the Society could afford to pay for it, but

Buried Alive.—Mr. Franz Vester, a 
German gentleman of New York, has 
invented a new kind of coffin in which 
it is quite comfortable to be buried 
alive. The historic Jones’ Wood witnes­
sed one of his exhibitions on Saturday 
afternoon. About 500 people were pre­
sent to see him interred, and to be 
witnesses of his resurrection. A band 
of music, and a great deal of lager 
were on the ground. The coffin is of 
the usual shape, but larger than is gen­
erally used, the lid having a sliding 
panel, over which, after the coffin has 
been placed In the grave, is placed a 
wooden tube, or shaft, which fits int° 
the aperture and extends to the surface 
of the ground. Over the mouth of this 
tube is placed a diminutive wooden" 
house, or monument, containing a gong 
and a speaki» g tube, both communica­
ting with the interior of the coffin, the 
former by a stout bell-cord, by which 
the occupant can speedily give a sono­
rous signal of his return to animation. 
Between four and five o’clock, Mr. Ves­
ter stepped into his coffia, and the peo­
ple took the liberty of lowering him into 
a hole, and packing six feet of earth on 
top of him. Then the dancing and flow 
of lager recommenced and went on for 
more than an hour, at the end of which 
time the resurrection occurred, and Mr. 
Vester stepped out ot his coffin uninju­
red, an£ quite lively.

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THE PRESIDENTIAL CONTEST.
The very great importance of the 

event may afford a satisfactory expla­
nation of the extraordinary excite­
ment which characterizes the Presi­
dential campaign. As November ap­
proaches more near the excitement 
intensifies, and political feeling is at 
fever heat. Each party has bent its1 
utmost energies to the task of secur­
ing the election ot its particular can­
didates, and the members, in. their 
xeal.are not particular about the wea­
pons they make use of to worst their 
opponents and secure a victory. This 
is applicable equally to Republicans 
and Democrats, although perhaps long 
practice in vilification, and the use of 
vituperative language, and the fact 
that they have^on their side the cham­
pions among blackguard writers give 
the latter somewhat of an advantage. 
We have certainly a mournful exam­
ple of a free press degenerated into 
licentiousness, in the present conduct 
of the papers of the United States. 
The Democrats accuse Grant of being 
a drunkard, and Republicans retort 
by making enquiry into the history of 
the Seymour family and bringing to 
light, or pretending to do so, the fact 
that some of the members of it were 
at some time insane. Then there is 
room for a very edifying discussion 
on the point whether it is better to 
elect a man that may escape the dis­
ease to which some of his progenitors 
were victims,* or he who by his own 
conduct is likely to make himself in. 
sane. The more thoughtful men de­
cry the use of such weapons of warfare. 
They know that the best abused man, 
to use an expression of O'Connell’s is 
generally sure of enlisting popular 
sympathy in his favour, for there is a 
certain manliness in human nature, 
well known so early as the days ot 
Julian when he refused to persecute 
the Christians with carnal weapons, 
that will not allow a man, guiltless of 
any heinous offence, to be kicked 
to death, and that will, when 
there is full proof dF foul play» 
convert foes into friends. It was per­
haps a knowledge of this truth which 
a few days ago suggested to the Demo­
cratic Convention of Massachusetts 
the propriety of the following resolu­
tion : “We deprecate all attempts to 
detract from the military fame, or 
blacken the private character of Gen • 
Grant.”

Though no necessities of party can 
be held as a justification for such 
tirades as the American press indulge 
in, the positions and strength of the 
candidates, as well as‘the relative po­
sitions which the two great parties oc­
cupy towards each other may be ample 
apology for the uncommon^energy and 
vigour which has characterized the 
struggle thus far. Though of primary 
and paramount importance to the 
States the contest is not without in­
terest to the rest of the world. The 
result may be of very great moment. 
“Let us have peace” was Grant’s 
ejaculation immediately after the fall 
of Richmond, and it was towards se­
curing peace, and restoring the equili­
brium of affairs, political and com­
mercial, that the efforts of the Repub­
licans have been directed ever since 
the close of the war. It was to this 
end the President was impeached, be­
cause it was believed that the remov­
al of Johnson was all that was neces­
sary to secure peace. Equal rights to 
all men, is the Republican motto, and 
what son of Adam can reasonably con­
demn it. It is true they are not 
faultless any more than the Demo­
crats, but what truth, integrity and 
honesty remains with United States 
politicians is to be found with them 
Their ascendancy is perhaps the only 
security of American bondholders, for 
they have never with unblushing 
roguery advocated the Democratic 
eoheme of repudiation- It is true 
Thad Stevens said something in its 
favour, but he was the only one of the 
party that we have ever heard of hav­
ing done so, and now that he is gone, 
the others who are left will scarcely 
consider themselves bound to support 
a principle to which he was but a re­
cent convert, and which they had all 
denounced as dishonest and unworthy 
the conception of a great nation. From 
these and other considerations we 
think the wishes of all good men 
should be for the success of the Re­
publican cause- Present indications 
are that the causo will be successful, 
snd at the present moment Grant’s 
election seems better assured than at 
any time since the nomination. He 
will carry almost every State north 
of the Ohio and the Potomac : ex­
cepting, perhaps,only Maryland. Dela­
ware, New Jersey, New York, and 
Connecticut. In Ohio, Illinois and 
Indiana, the popular gains for Grant 
ani Colfax promise to exceed all the 
early Republican calculations, and 
judging from the aspect of things in 
]New England, the Democratic vote 
outside of Connecticut, bide likely to 
fall below that of any vesr since 1864. 
Vermont and Maine have already in 
their State elections demonstrated 
their inclinations, and jgiven very 
Jieavy Republican major!

From Ottawa—Whelan’s Assertions.
Patrick Buckley's health Is falling ra­

pidly, and he is supposed to be insane or 
becoming so. He does not appear to 
know many of his former acquaintances.

Eagleson, James Enright, and Thomas 
Murphy.

The Railway Commissiomebbhip.— 
It is considered very doubtful whether 
Mr. Walsh accents the railway commis- 
sionership. his chances of re-election 
being so slim. The Ministerialists ex­
pect to see a couple of Reformers brought 
out to oppose him, in which event he 
would be elected easily.

Still Uhdib Prohibition.—Documents 
have been recently laid before the Cab­
inet in which an attempt was made to 
prove that the Illinois cattle plague had 
so far abated that there was no further 
necessity for the restriction of the cattle 
traffic. The remonstrances against the 
order came from both the Grand Trank 
and the Great Western Companies. But 
although it was shown pretty conclusive- 
I y that the violence of the disease had 
abated, that Texas cattle which alone 
have the power of communicating it were 
not on the route, yet the facts remained 
that the plague had not disappeared, and 
that a number of cattle in Illinois were 
still suffering from it. Under these cir- 
c umstances, and pressed by the Board of 
Agriculture ot Ontario the Government 
have determined that the order prohibit­
ing the importation ot cattle from the 
States shall remain in force some time 
longer.

A Tempest in a Teapot.
A oomepondent Informe us of â fusa 

which has lately taken place concerning 
the management of the Naaeagaweya 
Poet Office. It appears that a shoemaker 
and candy seller, named Robert Meade, 
of the village qTShdom, thought he had 
just cause of complaint against Mr. East 
erbrook, the incumbent of the poet office 
referred to. He accordingly complained 
to the authorities, and Mr. Dewe, Inspec­
tor, come up to investigate the charges, 
of which Mr. Meade had drawn up a for­
midable array. They may be briefly 
characterized as frivolous, and they were 
so regarded by Mr. Dewe, who after hear 
leg half a dozen or so of them advised 
him to withdraw the remainder. Hie 
giievences were, that out of a number of 
circulars he had sent out, one had not 
reahecd its destination, that some of his 
letters were not stamped on their arrival, 
and some from Montreal had been unduly 
delayed. All these points were, however, 
explained so much to the Inspector’s sat. 
isfaction, that the result was as above 
stated. As the investigation was con­
ducted openly in the Town Hall a large 
number of people had assembled, and 
when Mr. Meade’s charges had been dis­
posed of, Mr. Dewe inquired if there were 
any person present who had any object­
ion to urge against the manner in which 
Mr. Easterbrook had discharged hie 
duties as postmaster. Our correspondent 
says that during a twenty-five years’ 
residence in Nsssagaweya he had never 
seen such a turn out of the wealthy and 
influential inhabitants, and some of the 
foremost of them, among others the 
R:;ave, Mr. Campbell, replied to the In­
spector’s question by bearing very high 
testimony to Mr. Easterbrook’s efficiency, 
hoaesty and urbane manners in discharg 
ing his duty. Mr Dewe afterwards in­
formed Mr. Meade, that it was his duty 
to make an apology to Mr. Easterbrook, 
but the point was i visible to the shoe­
maker. Thus the matter ended, and the 
postmaster retains his position with 
hoqpu*.

Excommunication of three 
Ca' holies.

The extreme penalty of excommunica­
tion was passed upon Messrs. T. O’Brien, 
Miles Byrne and D. Regan by Vicar- 
General Brazvere, yesterday, in the Rom­
an Catholic Cathodral of St. Peter’s. 
The occurrence caused intense coramo 
tion among ^he congregation, and varied 
opinions are held as to the advisability of 
such extreme measures being resorted to 
under the circumstances. It appears that 
a pet project with the Roman clergy here, 
since the arrival of the Bishop, has been 
to secure the services of some of the Sis­
ters of Charity, and in order to make an 
opening for them, the Vicar-General noti­
fied the female teachers in the Separate 
School that their services would be dis­
pensed with after a certain date, and 
their places filled by the Sisters. Some 
of the Board of Trustees opposed the in­
novation, and a meeting was called to 
consider what was best to be done. At 
this meeting the Vicar-General attended, 
and warned the Trustees that he would 
excommunicate all and sundry who 
would place any obstacles in the way, by 
either voice or vote. The subject was 
debated, and, notwithstanding tuo threats 
of the priest, six out of eleven of those 
present had the pluck to vote against 
employing the Sisters of Charity. Of 

- these, the three above named were infer- 
entially selected, and in open church yes­
terday the awful denunciations of the 
church were hurled upon them. The 
matter will not likely be allowed to rest 
where it is.—Advertiser, London, Ont.
