A PROPOSITION TO REDUCE TAXATION.

The committes on ways and means will
Teport an internal revenue bill next week, on
the bacis of reducing taxation $50,000,000.
In making the reduction the committee has
as much as possible made exemptions of raw
materials entering into general consumption.

SECRETARY M’CULLOCH ON THE TEST OATH.

Secretary McCaulloch, in a letter accom-
panyiog the President’s message, recommenv
ding a modification of the test oath, says:
‘When the appointments were made it was
difficult to find competent officers in many
of the Southern revolutionary districts who
could take the oath; but so important did
it seem to the President and cabinent for
thepurpose of equalizing the public burdens,
that the revenue should be established
throughout the late rebellious States with as
little delay as possible, and that the un-
Pleasant duty of collecting taxes from an
exhausted and rebellious people should be
performed by their own citizens, that the
Secretary of the Treasury did not hesitate to
recommend for appointment persons of whose
personality there was no question, but who
might either willingly or unwillingly, during
the progress of the rebellion, having been so
connected with the insurgents and the Con-
federate Government as 1o be unable to take
the oath of office. No one could bhave re.
gretted more than the President and cabinet
the necessity which existed for this course,

The Postmaster General says the test oath
has been the greatest hindrance to his
duties, and suggests that the word « volun-
tarily” be inserted in the oath. This
would enlarge the class of persons who
could qualify, and would be in harmony with
the general provisions and purposes of the
oath. He says 1t may be interesting. to
know that of 2,259, mail routes in operation
in the disloyal States at the breaking out of
the rebellion, on'y 757 have been restored,
and out of 892 post offices in these States,
only 204 appointments of postmasters have
been made. Of the whole, 177 only have
been qualified for office being males and 43
being females.

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UNIQUE REMEDIES,

Of all the acts on the statute book of Van~
couver Island the Real Estate Act is the
most imperfect in its provisions, and the most
loosely carried out. It gives asmuch trouble
to the Government as it does to the holder of
town lots; it depreciates the valge of pro~
perty and encourages Jand owners to postpone
the payment of their taxes until compelled
by the Sheriff. The only class of persons in
vhe community it really benefits, or 13 likely
to bencfit, is the lawyers, who will reap in
the course of time a bounteous harvest of
litigation. To remedy the evil the most ef«
fective way was to repeal the act altogether.
and supply its place with a municipal system
of taxation, simple and equitable in its char«
acter. The House has already adopted the
former part of the scheme, and the prineiple
of the latter part has been sustained by the
second reading of the general municipal bill,
The remedy aims not at the past, but at the
present and future. On Monday last, how-
ever, a bill of a very different description was
introduced by - Mr. Cochrane, and passed
through its various stages in one day. Mr.
Cochrane complained that the Government
had not earried out the provisions of the
Real Estate Act—that owners of landed
property had been dealt with unjustly ;
that proper notice had not been given
them in regard to - the taxes due on
their real estate, in regard to the property
put up at auction by the Sheriff, and in re-
gard to the property sold for non~payment of
taxes. There is no doubt Mr, Cochrane
made out a very good case against the Gov-
ernment. He showed clearly enough that
they had neglected some of the most im-
portant stipulations of the Act, But two
wrongs do not make a right, The fact that
a law is bad and badly administered, scarcely
Jjustifies a Legislative Assembly overriding
all law and ignoring all contracts, Mr.
Goclrane’s bill is nothing less than an ex post
Jacto measure—and it ig saying little for the
intelligence of the members of the Assembly
who voted for it to announce that they

sanctioned such an absurdity.

There may be some of our readers unac-
quainted with the history of the affair, and
or the information of such we will give the
matter briefly. In April last a number of lots
were sold by the Sheriff for taxes, which had

been a very long time due to the Govern-
ment—a much longer time, indeed, than the
act allowed. The terms: of purchase were
cash, with the stipulation that should the
owner of a Jot or part of a lot sold refund to
the purchaser, before the expiration of
twelve months, the amount paid the Sheriff
with twenty per cent, added, the purchaser
should relinquish his claim to the property ;
if, however, the money was not so paid, then
the purchaser, at the expiration of a year,
was to receive from the Sheriff o title to the
lot or, part of a lot purchased. Now it is
‘quite clear that under such an arrangement
10 person, in a country where money is worth
from two to three per cent, g month, would
think of investing his capital in an auction

sale that would only Teturn him twenty per
cent. at the end of the year. It was the

chance that the. property might not be re
deemed before the expiration of twelve
months that induced nearly every purchaser
to buy. Under any circumstance the Gov-
ernment made a deliberate contract with
these persons, which cannot be broken. The
money with ‘the twenty per cent. interest
Was to be paid at the end of the year, or the
title deed was to be given. Mr, Cochrane’s
bill, however, ignores the contract altogether
—it gives neither the title nor the money to
the purchaser, but compels him to wait an-
other year, and offers bim an increased in-
terest. As well might the hon. gentleman
have brought in a bill to make the purchagsers
pay double the amount they were required
%0 pay at the time of sale. If a solemn en-
gagement with the people, entered into pub-
licly by the Government, is to be overridden
by an Aect of the Legislature, there is an
end to all good faith in the administration
of affairs. On the very same principle could
the Assembly tormorrow pass a bill repudi«
ating our public indebtedness. No graver
injustice would be perpetrated in the one
oase than in the other, It is, however, not
merely the injustice of the thing that is so
censurable—it is the crushing blow that is
aimed at the honor of the Government, If
such a measure became law, lots might be
put up for sale in vain ; for the Government
would pever more be trusted, No man mak-
ing a contract of any kind with the authorities
would feel himself safe. A general mistrust
would indeed enter into every dealing with
he Government.

The bill passed its second reading yester»
day in the Council after a very stormy
debate ; but we perceive its whole character
is to be changed in Committee, The amend.
ments to be proposed by the Colonial Sec-
relary or Attorney General, authorising
the Treasurer to stand in the position of
the owners of the property sold, and redeem
the lots before the expiration of the twelve
months, get rid no doubt of the objectionable
and  unconstitutiong] features” of Mr.
Oochrane’s measure, but they expose the
Government and the Legislature to un~
measured ridicule, and are a tacit confession
that the Executive has aoted very impru-
dently in the matter from beginning to end.

It
empowers the Government to redeem all land
gold for taxes that remains unredeemed on
the axpiration of the twelve months from the
time of sale: The Government is to step in
and assume the claims against the property
cbarging in addition to the first year’s ex.
penses, two per cent. per month on the out~
lay until the end of the second year, when,
if the total amount shall not have been paid,
the property will be finally sold and a title
given to the purchaser. When we think of
the extraordinary exertions made by the
Government to collect these taxes in
arrears, the expense and trouwble with
which she effort has been attenced, it
is rather a curious commentary on the ad-
ministration to see it now running with eager
‘haste to relinquish all the fruits of its induse
try and give back the money it had so much
difficulty to obtain. We are ready to admit,
a8 we said yesterday, that the Colonial Secre~
tary’s scheme is not 8o unjust as Mr, Cooh-
rane’s contract repudiation bill; but the
absurdity of both measures is about equal.
To inakg, as Mr. Donald Fraser aptly termed
it yesterday, the Governor of the colony an
agent for defaunlting taxpayers, is, besides
the unheard of novelty of the thing, really to
defeat the whole object of the law and en-
courage the non-payment of taxes. The duty
of the Government is to see, in the first place,
that no laws are placed on the statute book
that cannot be effectually carried out, and in
the seeond to administer the law in strict
conformity with the statute. The Real Es-
tate Act we have already said is a very imw
perfect law, very imperfectly carried out ;
but with all this unsatisfactory condition of
affairs no very glaring injustice could be done
without the neglect of those most interested.
Whatever sins of omission the Government
may have been guilty of, the owners of the
lots sold have shown a much greater negli~
gence. They have either purchased property
without inquiring into the claims againat it
in the shape of taxes,or they kave gone away
and left the property to look after itself. Of
one thing, however, they cannot eomplain—
the baste of the Government to collect the
arrears. The amounts obtained at the
sheriff's sale represented taxes that
were due several years back. So far,
therefore, the only charge that could
be brought against the Government was
the very venial one of leniency. It is quite
true that the manner in which the delinquent
taxpayers was sought to be reashed was
very unsatisfactory, but there was nothing at
any time that prevented the owner of a lot
ascertaining what amount (if any) there
was due. The fact of the matter is, the
carelessness of the Government became con-
tagious, and the lot owner was determined
to show £o more anxiety for paying the taxes
than the Government exhibited in demanding
them ; but this, while making the Govern-
ment liable to censure, in no way relieves
the defaulting taxpayer, who bad no more
right to leave his property unlooked after
than he would have a right to leave the doors
of his dwelling unloeked daring the night,
The Government eannot afford to assume the
risk of the one negligence any more than the
risk of the other:

The Colonial Secretary’s scheme is in
itself a fallacious one. The defaulting tax-
payers have been treated by the Government
either legally or illegally. If they bave
been treated legally then there can be Do
justification for the present measure, which
virtually ealls upon those who have paid
their taxes to assume the burdens of those
who are delinquents. If on the other hand,
they have been treated illegally the present
measure cannot mend matters, and the Goye
ernment will at any time be liable, after sel-
ling the property, to pay damages to the owner.
Independent of this the Upper House, as
Mr. Fraser yesterday properly observed, is
going beyond its functions. It has no power
to bring in any scheme by amendment or
otherwise that will have the effect of putting
fresh taxes on the inhabitants. The Ppros
visions embodied by the Colonial Secretary
in the bill virtually tax the people the
amount which will be pecessary to redeem
the unredeemed lots. If the Assembly
allows its right in this respect to be en-
croached wupon, no matter under what
specious pretext, it will be simply showing
an uofitness to guard publie interests and itg
own prerogative. A precedent like this once
established would be tantamount to a sus-
pension of our Constitation. If the Couneil
is to introduse money bills to pay the debts
of delinquent tax-payers, we shall see it be-
fore the session shall have closed, introducing
other financial measures that will make the
Assembly’s retrenchment scheme look rather
blue. Whatever may be the demerits of
the‘scheme, and they are legion, that will
be to-day laid before the House, nothing
can exceed in danger the tacit submission
to the unheard of powers assumed yesterday
for the first time by the Council, and we
hope to see the Assembly defend hike men
who value popular institutions the preroga-
tive with which these institutions have been

- BN ROUTE TO BIG BEND.
[rROM OUR OWN CORRESPONDENT.]

Forr Kamroors, March 27, 1866.

We left Lytton March 20th, reaching this
place after various delays orr the 26th. = The
road from Lytton to 6ache creek (where
Wright's new road branches off from the
Cariboo route to Savana ferry) was barely
gnssable, in one place we got stalled, and

ad to unload and pack our freight about
100 yards, and in another, called the mud
slide, the horses went to their bellies in the
mud. At the latter place a huge baok of
sandy mud stands gradually slipping down
‘into the road, and threatening every day to
eome down in a body. While at the bridge
across the Thompson river, 1 learned the
particulars of the strange death of Mr. A.
Woods, (one of Mr. McKay’s party) an
account of which was published, youn will
reeollect, at the time. It appears that the
party were engaged in shoveling the snow
from the road, when two small roeks, not
much larger than a man’s fist, started down
the slide, of course gaining great velocity
as they decended, when reaching about the
height of a man’s head from the ground,
they struck a large rock and bounded off
horizontally as if they had been shot from a
cannon, one of them striking Mr. Woods on
the back of .the head, inflicting a wound
which resembled a blow givea by the back
of an axe, and killed him instantly, he fell
forward on his face, and it is supposed he
was dead before he struck the ground. The
rock after inflicting the terrible wound, had
still power enough left to bound on into the
river. Verily, “in the midst of life we are
in death.” Big Jack had got to Lytton, by
the river, with his two canoes loaded with
about a ton and a half of provisions. From
Lytton he had to earry his canoes and cargo
oo wagons to Nicomin, a distance of 11
miles, where he again launched them, and
went on his way up the Thompson. His
object, of course, is to proceed up the river
to the Lakes. :

Wright’s new road, from Qache ereek to
Savana ferry, will undoubtedly be completed
by the specified time, (15th April). A
large portion of the distanee (said to be 23
miles, but which seemed to me to be longer)
is a good natural road;—probably one half
the entire distance may be so eonsidered,
requiring only an occasional * soft”’ place
to be filled up, or a gully to be corduroyed.
The two heaviest pieces of work are at a
place where a high bluff has to be worked
around by cutting the road, for a distance of
perhaps 250 yards, out of the solid rock; and
a long side hill coming down to Deadman’s
creek; two miles from Savana ferry, which
had to be cribbed the entire distance. All
of the bridges are huilt, the two principal
ones being nver the Bonaparte river at Cache
creek, where the road strikes off from the
Cariboo route, and the one near Deadman’s
creek. The road ends to the left (going up)
of Savana ferry, about a quarter of a mile
further up. Savana ferry as I suppose youn
are aware, is a ferry across the Thompson
river, at the point where it leaves Kamloops
lakes. It is estimated that up to the present
time, 250 men bave passed :here bound to
Big Bend, of which number not more than
30 had provisions with them, and one half
the remainder bad neither money nor pro-
visions, .

The only public houses on Wright’s new
road are “ Boston’s”” about two miles up,
and the one at ‘Savana ferry. The former
has been for some years a farm, and at i,
as well as atseveral other houses on the
route, everything on the table, except tea,
coffee, sugar, and condiments, was raised on
the farm. Savana Ferry is named after a
Frenchman who originated it, and whose
grave may be seen on a hill to the south of
the orossiog. On the level platean, just
before descending to tue shores of ‘the
Lake, and where, what town there may
be, will be built, a stake is driven and
8 notice. informs you that * this stake
is near the southwestern extremity of a

udson Bay Company,” At the ferry a
boat is about finished, capable of carrying
12 or 15 tons and at For Kamloops two or
three others are in nse. Lake Kamloops is
yet frozen over, but it looks as if the ice
might disappear in a very short time. From
Fort Kamploops (35 miles up Kamploops
Lake) to the Shuswap Lake, a distance of
45 miles, is a river, with a strong current,
and whieh, I believe does not freeze over at
all. We have come by land to this plaee,
and shall probably proceed the same way as
far as the upper Shuswap Lake, which they
say is still frozen over, and which cannot b
got around by land at the present season of
the year; so we may be obliged to stop here
some time, as the ice is too dangerous to
travel over. Flour at this place is quite
plentiful now, being sold at 25 cents per
pound ; but neither bacon nor beans can be
procured at any price. Fresh beef is 25
cents per pound. In fact all through the
country flour seems to be in greater abundance
than anything else, it is said to be only 30
cents at Seymour (at the head of the Shu-~
swap Lake), from which point I will write
you again. -

He had also & great
objection to making the Governor the agent
of defaulting taxpayers; it was not an hom-
orable or desirable position to place a
Governor in, to make him agent for persous
who, to a certain extent, might be said to
have defranded the Government of its just
taxes.

Hon. Colonial Secretary would be very
happy to add the words “from the General
Revenue.” He was not afraid of the other
House fancying that the Couneil were in-
fringing on their rights. The Council were
only amending the Assembly’s own bill.
Hon. D. Fraser proceeded to argue that
the amendment was in the form of a tax and
was virtually a money bill, and though he
was careful of the privileges of the Council he
was equally careful not to infringe on the
rights of the other House. Taxation must
be provided to meet the expenditure. He
moreover could not see how the Council
could get over the inconsistency of repealing
one clause in an act when there was a bill
before them repealing the whole act.

The Hon. Attorney General said the clanse
was not repealed by the amendment, it was
simply proposed to authorise the Treasurer
to do something.

Hon. Mr. Fraser would like to know
whether the Governor was aware of his name
being used in this bill, and bad consented to
the act being passed making him paymaster
of defaulting tax payers who had kept the
country several years out of money. He did
not suppose thut either the Governor or the
Treasurer would pay the money out cf their
own pockets, He moved that the discussion
on this measure be postponed until after the
Council had_ disposed of the bill repealing
the Real Estate Amendment Act.

The Hon. Colonial Secretary denied the
right of the Council to make such an enquiry ;
it would be committing the Governor, who
had a vetoing power to a bill, before it was
passed. The Council simply bad to legis~
late, authorising, if need be, the Governor to
do certain things.

LETTER FROM SEYMOUR.

LrRox OUR REGELAR CORRESPONDENT.|

SEYMOUR, HEAD oF B1g SHUSWAP LAkE,
April 10, 1866.

THE FIRST PASBENGER BOAT ON THE LAKES.

After leaving Fort Kamloops we pro-
ceeded by land about 45 miles lg to the
point where Captain Wm. Moore built his
boat, which is six miles above where the
steamboat i8 being constructed. Captain
Moore is the same energetic, bard-working
man he was in Victoria. He has two boats,
both scows, built, one of which is decked
over for passengers, and the other is intended
for freight ; she will probably carry about 30
tons. After waiting at this point five days
for the ice to break up in the Upper Shuswap
Lake we took passage on the first trip of the
boats, the price paid being $5 and one cent
per pound for freight, provided the boat
could get all the way, distance about 65
miles.

STRUCK ICE.

Alter going about ten miles we struck the -
ice, and had to take to land travel, for al«
though the ice was too hard to get a boat
through, it was too weuk to travel over with
safety. Parties are camped all along the
lake, having get so far and not being able to
get any farther with their provisions, so all
are praying for the ice to break up, but it is
impossible to say when their prayer will be
granted.

THE STEAMER ‘‘ MARTEN,” AND THE LAKE
TRAFFIC. :

The steamboat timber is about all ready,
and when we came along they were looking
every day for the arrival of Mr. Trahey with
the moulds, after which the work could be
gone on with great speed, and it is asserted
she will be ready by the specified time
(middle of May). In the meantime the boats,
of which I should suppose there are about a
dozen, will reap their harvest, although even
after that tiwe they will do a good business
by takicg freight at less rates than the
steamer. The current in the Lower Lakeg
and river runs, at the present low stage
of water, some four or five knots an hour,
but when the water is well up, on accoung
of the back-water they say it is less. The
reagon for building the boats so high up the
lakes is that no suitable timber in any quan-
tity could be found at a lower point. Men
are already engaged in cutting firewood for
the steamer, for which they are to receive
$4 per cord delivered on the beach,

DESCRIPTION OF THE LAKES AND COUNTRY.
No more pleasant trip can be found than a
journey up these lakes in the summer time.
Until you reach the Shuswap Lake the lang
on either side for some distance back is flat,
in some places the margin being fringed with
trees, principally cotton-wood, and in others
it is entirely bare, But after striking the
Upper Lake the scenery chaoges entirely,
huge Lluffs coming down to the water's edge,
thickly studded with the various members
of the pinus family. Excellent trout are said
to abound in the lakes, but at present it is
too early in the season to test the truth of
the assertion. Game—grouse, rabbits, ducks,
geese, &c.—are to be found in moderate
uantities: All the way up frem Savana
erry to where the steamboat ig building,
good farming land may be found ; @ few farmg
are oocupied by old settlers, and a con-
siderable quantity of land has been taken up
since the Big Bend excitement. Those who
bhave farmed for some time inform me that
almost everything that eould be expected to
grow here yields good crops. The coldest
weather indicated by the thermometer last
winter on these plains was 30 degrees below
zero, which only lasted two or three days, the
rest of the winter being quite mild, The
weather is_pretty hot in summer with .mild
nights, Indian corn grows well. We saw the
first flowers on these plains (buttercups)
March 29th. The first bacon we found for
sale aiter leaving the Cariboo road was at one
of these settlers’ houses, who had g small
quantity for which he asked 90 cents per lb.
Potatoes are plenty, at six cents per 1b. :
TOWN OF SEYMOUR— THE FIRST DEATH.,
This place (Ogdenville or Seymour) at
present consist8 of about 20 buildings (fin-
ished and building) there being 2 buteher
shops, 1 hotel, 1 saloon, 1 bakery, and 2 gen-
eral stores. The steamboat landing has been
selected by Mr. McKay (who is now here,
and is a few hundred feet above the present
buildings. The first death here took place
yesterday, being that of a man named Heaory
Evans, formerly of Cariboo, and I believe an
American by birth. His disease was supw
posed to be mountain fever. He was buried
to-day on the edge of the woods on the
shore of the lake, with all the ceremonies it
was possible to give. The best of care had
been taken of him daring hissickness, I haye
understood that he was a Freemason,

FATAL ACCIDENTS ON THE ICE.

A nuwber of persons have fallen through
tbe ice during the last week or two, most of
them drawing band-sleds at the time, and
thus losing all their provisions, in most cases
barely eseaping with their lives. One poor
fellow thue lost his life last week. His name
was Henry Fry, a Cornishman ; although
every exertion was made to save him it was
found to be impossible.  His body has not
been recovered. An Indian woman and two
children were also drowned some time since.
TRADE AT SEYMOUR—MARKET PRICES,
Business is duller here at preseat than it
has been all winter, and will continue so un.
til the lakes open as most of the miners
have left for the Creeks and no large number
of fresh arrivals can be looked for until the
boats are able to reach here. Provisions are
in supply equal to the demand at present
here. Flour (which appears to be the most
abundant article all through the country)
beiog 30 cts. per Ib; fresh beef, 40 cts. ;
beans, 45 cts, ; bacon, $1 25; candles,
81 50; other things in proportion, averaging
No vegetables of any kind
whatever are to be procured at present, but
they can be got quite readily as soon as the
lakes open. Meals, (very good ones cons
sidering) are $1 50.

MINERS AT BIG BEND,
About 200 men are at present computed
to be in the Big Bend district, but I believe
none have got through on the Columbia route
yet. No mining has yet been done this sea<
son there being three feet of snow still on
French Creek, but it is now disappearing
rapidly. The prices of provisions remain at
about the same as I wrote you last. We
leave in a day or two and I'will write you

next from the digeings.

Dr. Tolmie dissented from the proposition
of the hon. gentleman, which would onl
tend to complicate matters. He looked upon
the bill ag a money bill.

Dr. Trimble asked the Speaker to defina
what was a money bill.

The Speaker said it was a bill that formed
a charge oo the revenue (bear, bear).

Mr. McClure maintained that the House
could not sanction the bill sent down: The
only coarse would . be for the promoters of
the bill to bring in a fresh one with similar
Provisions to those contained in the Council’s
amendments. It was a most dangerous ad~
mission to allow the Upper House to make
such an unheard of inroad on the privileges
of the Assembly as to initiate a money bill,

Dr. Trimble did not look upon the bill in
the light of a money bill, the Assembly’s bill
head simply come down with amendments.
Mr. DeCosmos agreed with his hon. col-

league for the city in suggesting thata new
bill be brought in. Cages had occurred in
England where bills had been sent down
from the House of Lords to the Commons,
which were regarded as money bills, and
were allowed to allowed to lie on the table
while'the Commons themselves originated
and passed similar bills.

Mr. Qochrane quite agreed under ordinary
circumstances with all that had been said,
and would have preferred such a course ;

It would, he thought, be a bolder
and more manly course on the part of the
opponents of the measure if they would at
once declare that they were averse to any
legislation on the subject.

Mr. M‘Clure said the hon. gentleman had
implied that it wonld be boider and more
maoly for this House to give up to the Couneil
all its privileges; but he for one could not
view it in that light. So far as there not
being sufficient time was concerned the hop,
gentlemaa eould not have forgotten that he
bad carried his bill through the House in
one day. The same thing could be done
again.

Mr. Cochrane would remind the hon. gen-
tleman that the Council had adjourned until
Monday.

Mr. M‘Clure—Then that makes the thing
all the worse (hear, hear). The Council has
adjourned . without taking into econsideration
that the House of Assembly might alter its
amendments.

Mr. Cochrane reiterated his previous ar-

of 1550. He had at various times  insisted
on the absolute necessity ot a list of the pro-
perty sold being made public. On the 24th
of thig month the sale of these lots becomesg
absolute, and the Sheriff is instructed by
law to give title of the property sold td* the
purchaser on the 24th of April, 1865, Very
unfortunately for the country, the Executive
had delayed printing the returns for four
months, and now it was only a matter of nine
days when the property would pe absolutely
confiscated. The motion he made was to
enable the public to obtain information re-
specting the state of the property, and atter
all the delay the returns appear in the Gov-
ernment Gazette, and only 100 copies pub-
lished to supply the whole community. The
public, as a gencral body, were as far re-
moved from information as when he first
called attention to the subject. If it wag not
the desire of the House 10 render real estate
absolutely valueless, they would see the ne-
cessity ¢f passing some measure speedily to
counteract the grievous effects of the pres=
vious Aects affecting taxes on real estate.
He had consequently framed a-bill to meet
the case, which be would admit was rough,
but it contained in great measure what was
necessary. There were grave objections to
the Act as it stood. It had two sides: the
public were bound on one side, and the Goy-
ernment on the other. On the 25th April
last 150 lots were sold, the owners not having
complied with the law. On enquiry, had the
Government complied with the law? No !
The Assessor was bound each year to pub-
lish his roll by a certain day. He (Mr. C.)
maintained it had not been done. The Court
of Revision was bound to sit within a cer~
tain number of days. They had not done so.
They were bound to publish their roll: it
bad not been done. The law required the
addition of five per cent. after the lapse of a
certain namber of days from the non-pay-
ment of taxes; after the expiration of a
farther time the Sheriff may distrain on the
personal property of defaulters, and if they
could not be found then he must proceed to
sell the property taxed. The Government had
not complied with any of these requirements.
It was most important now after the lapse of
5 years from the time the taxes became due
that the House should rass such a measure
and prevent the forfeiting of property sold in
1860, contrary to the spirit of the act. The
hon. gentleman then procesded to instance
cases showing what flagrant injustice might
be perpetrated under the protection of the
act upon innocent and unsuspecting parties.
He further called espeeial attention to one
provision in the act, which rendered the
titles now about to be given by the sheriff
valid and effectual, notwithstanding any ir«
regularity that may have occurred. The
whole thing he characterised as an absardity
and a gross violation ot justice, and he ear~
nestly asked the House to suspend standing
orders and enable the bill to go to the Upper
House and receive the Governor's sanction
forthwith, as there was no time to lose.

Mr. DeCosmos said the hon. gentleman
had made out a good case, but there was not
one word suggestive of the remedy.

Mr. Duncan suggested that the case might
be met by a simple representation to His
Excelleney showing the urgeney of the
case.

Mr. Cochrane briedy explained the pur-
port of his bill, which repealed Clause 53 of
the Act providing for the sale of land for
taxes after the lapse ot a year, and extended
the time to another year, allowing interest on
the amount of the purchase money at two
per cent per montb, in addition to the twenty
per cent already 1ncurred, whereupon, if not
redeemed, the Sheriff may give good title.
Leave was given to suspend standing or~
ders that the bill might pass through all its
stages.

Mr. DeCosmos thought the time mentioned
in the second section—twelve months—was
too long. The hon. gentleman had only
brought forward two instances for which he
desired to violate a contract between pur-
chaser and seller. There was something at
the bottom that caused the hon. gentleman
to be go anxious about the matter. If three
months, or thereabouts, were granted in which
to search and make enquiry, it would be more
just than giving one year.

SpriN¢ Ringe Wargg Works BrLn.—A
special meeting of g Committee of the
whole Council was held yesterday afternoon
in the Council Chamber, Councillor Layzell
ic the chair, to discuss the private bill now
before the House of Assembly. After the
correspondence betwezn the Council and the
Assembly on the subject had been read the
Mayor rose to dissent from the remarks made
in the House on the previous day as report-
ed in the papers. His Worship stated that
the Council had been desired to express
their opinion on the bill, that communications
courteously expressed had been sent on the
24th March, desiring a conference, and on
10th April, stating that the Committee of the
Council had completed its labors and were
ready te report. No replies to either com-
munication had been received, but on the
very same 10th day of April the private
bills eommittee reported in favor of the
bill. His Worship here read fhe report in
Tuesday’s CoLontsT of the proeeedings in
the House and ‘expressed indignation at the
Speaker’s language towards them. It came
with -bad graee from the hon. gentleman,
seeing that the Couneil had collected and
were still collecting taxes, and hat the hon,
member supported the Incorporation bill and
the amended bill. The Council received
communications from the Government authoe
rities acknowledging them as a legal body,
and if they were not so then money was
being received under false pretences. This
body presented at the present time an ex-
ample of good order and parliamentary con-
duct, which others might well follow, He
also thought it did not come with good grace
or even decency from the Chairman of Private
Bills Comumittee, after asking for and obtain-
ing the Council’s views to call upon the
Couneil to petition the House in order to ex-
press those views. The Council would sacri-
fice its dignity by so doing, and he therefore
moved that no further steps be taken at
present regarding the bill. Mr. Jeffery, sen.,

was the next speaker, and this old gentleman
who is usually mild as mothers’ milk, forgot
his suavity and pitched into the geatlemen
“calling themselves a Select Committee ”’
for insulting the Council by first asking their
opinion “and then treatiog them with con-
tempt.” The Chairman of the Private Bills
Committee (Mr. DeCosmos) when he said
that the bill was unopposed ** told an untruth
—a lie!” (cries of order). “ He could’nt
help it as it was the real trath. The Speaker
bad insulted them as well, but had not asked
their opinion.”
