Away Again

‘Vancouver, April 8—Jones, the jail-
breaker, is away again, Westminster
jail could not’ hold him, and it is un-
reasonable to suppose that the city lock-
up could.

The rigging which still held anchored
the broken mast and gear to the vessel's
side, and with every sea the iron mast—
like a big ram—was battering against
the plates of the Columbia’s hull. It
seemed that the vessel must be lost, for
the tired crew seemed all unequal  to
the effort of cutting waway this dangling
wreckage; but after two or three hours
of trying work with the whirling spray
breaking over them, and now and then
a big wave threatening to wash them
from the rail, to which they clung des-
perately, they managed to clear away
the wreckage, and free the ehip.

Then I sent three or four men down
to examine the hold, to see if the bump-
ing of the wreckage against the plates

had caused any leakage, but the ship
was still dry. Despite all the buffeting,
she had not sprung a rTivet. All that
morning—the 28th—the ship rolled
from beam to beam in a heavy sea, and
about ten o’clock she rolled the mizzen-
topmast out of her.

Miner Killed

At Nanaimo

Fall of Rock Strikes Worker
And Death Is Instanta-
neous.

Many Cumberland Men Join
the Western Federation
of Miners.

Nanaimo, April 8.—About 1 o’clock
this morning a fatal accident occurred
in the mines here by which William H.
Piper, a miner about 57 years of age,
lost his life. Deceased and Edward
Tunnah were working in a very high
and consequently dangerous place when
from the roof 16 feet above them a
mass of rock fell, crushing the life out
of Piper, one of whose legs was com-
pletely severed from his body. Death
was instantaneous. Tunnah escaped
with slight injuries to his shoulder, De-
ceased was a Staffordshire man, and had
been here about 11 years. He leaves a
wife and adult family of six, resident
in England. An inquest was held this
afternoon, and a verdict in accordance
with facts given, exonerating all parties
from blame,

Makes Good
Impression

Premier’s Business-Like Direct-
.ness Contrasts Opposition]
Leader’'s Rambling.

Canadlan Northern Construction
Still Great Object ot Gov-
.erment Policy.

Messrs Hayward and Smith
Move and Second Speech
in Reply.

In a concise, practical, 20 minute ad-
dress yesterday at‘teruoon,. Hon, Pre-
mier Prior elaborated, amplified and de-
fended the government’s sessional pro-
gramme as outlined in His Honor’s
speech, creating a distinctly favorable
impression in comparison with the lead-
er of the opposition, by his business-
like directness and straightforwardness.
Their were but three others participating
in the debate, Messrs. Hayward (Met-
chosin, and A. W, Smith, (West Lillooet)
respectively, moving and seconding the
reply in sensible 5-minute talks to the
House; and Mr. McBride, who occupied
an hour and a quarter, largely with
ironical criticism, intended better for
the hustings than the halls of parlia-
ment. The usual obstructive tactics of
the party on the left were shown at
the very outset in an effort by the op-
position leader to secure still another
halt in the country’s business by an un-
justifiable postponement of the debate
upon His Honor’s speech, for no other
and more weighty reason than that 1_;he
three days intervening were declared in-
suflicient for the members to digest: the
contents of the speech, whereas another
day would permit of this performance
being  satisfactorily completed. Of
course the Premier could not agree to
this further frittering away of the time
of the House and country, and so the
debate went on. After the mover and
seconder had spoken, the opposition lead-~
er had completed his labored. eriticism,
and the first minister had repli(_ad, ad-
journment was made by Mr. Oliver of
Delta, who will continue at the sitting
of the House at 2 o’clock tomorrow—
2 o'clock meaning 2 o’clock hereafter,
as Hon. Speaker Pooley made it clearly
nnderstood last evening  that when the
House adjourns until 2 o'clock hereafter
it will begin the business promptly at
that hour.

MOVES THE REPLY.

In opening the debate yesterday, Mr.
Haywuard tacetiously remarked that he
would learn a lessou trom the course
pursued on hursday by the member
from Delta, and take as little of the
House's time as would permit him to
comment briefly upon one ‘or two para-
sraphs of the speech, especially appeal-
1mg to him. “The keynote of the sessional
Jprogramme, it appeared to him, was the
ussurance of peace. 'Che legislation out-
lined was, or at least should be, beyond
coutention. There were three clauses
wore particularly all making for pros-
perity through peace—the clause pro-
viding remedial legislation for the set-
tlers within the Island railway belt,
that designed to remove the vexatious
grievances burdening the metalliferous
mines, and that making for the settle-
went of future industrial disputes by
couciliation. 7T'here also was the pro-
posed legislation to minimize the loss
of life by accidents in coal mines, so
that the speech obtained its distinetive
character as a message of peace, mak-
ing for serenity and stability both in
industry and in politics. The country
long had experienced the reverse condi-
tions, and all could attest the enormous
injury that British Columbia in conse-
quence had suffered. He noted with
particular pleasure that an end to in-
dustrial disputes was promised through
the publication of the exact facts as
to the matters of contention. He
thought the proposed means to the
much-desired end would prove efficient
since if public opinion could be develop-
ed upon the unbiassed presentation of

been the showing but for the industrial
disquietude to approximdte the value of
the measurés proposed for thus lighten-
ing the burden and making smooth the
way for induscries. Prosperity could
never be secured with these labor dis-
putations continually presenting them-
selves, more particularly in a sparsely
settled and young country. It was a
well known principle that labor was in-
dispensable to capital, and also that
labor couid not move effectually without
the aid of capital. Therefore any mea-
sure tending to minimize the friction be-
tween these two powers was in the na-
ture of progress and must commend it-
self. It was quite true that immigra-
tion was what Britisa Columbia chiefly
required, and yet unrestricted immigra-
tion was far from desirable. Such im-
migration was unfair both to the coun-
try and the settlers. -Settlers should not
be encouraged to come out unless the
government was aware whether they
could be put with advantage, and the
systematic settlement of the country be
thereby advanced. Agricultural settlers
chiefly were needed in th_e province, and
therefore any legislation intelligently en-
couraging agriculturists, - fruit growers,
etc, and the government should take
every opportunity to investigate the con-
ditions under which these could be set-
tled to the best advantage, as doubtless
would be the case under the promised
Small Holdings Bill. With respeet to
the mining industry all were more or
less familiar with the complaints heard
lin every direction with respect to the
2 per cent. tax.

THE OPPOSITION LEADER.

Much to the surprise of the House, on
the conclusion of Mr. Smith’s remarks
in seconding the reply, the opposition
leader, Mr. McBride, moved the ad-
journment of the debate, pleading an
insufficient oppertunity for members to
have familiarized themselves with the
contents of the address.

The Premiar couid not consent to this,
and failed to see legitimate excuse for
the suggestion of further postponement
of the House’s business.

Mr. McBride contended that their was
no rush, and inferentially paid the gov-
ernment a sterling compliment by saying
that their was plenty of other govern-
ment business on the paper for the
House to go on with.

Mr. Oliver coming to his leader’s aid,
also maintained that further time should
be allowed the opposition in which to
see what amendments they might desire
to offer.

The Premier was obdurate, however,
and the member for Dewdney thereupon
took up the task of criticism. Their was
really nothing mueh in the speech re-
quiring discussion, he observed, and this
bareness of suggestion of a tangible
policy had made the burden of the mover
and seconder heavy indeed. With re-
spect to the movers poetical suggestion
of the sessional programme breathing
peace, the opposition leader could searce=
ly agree, since any peace desirable from
the legislation suggested by this gov-
ernment must be of makeshift character
and rest upon a most imperfect founda~
tion. The only peace the ministry could
contemplate or work for, would be of
temporary nature, to bridge the exigen-
cies of the immediate present and save

the case, whichever party might be in
the wrong could not long contend against
the pressure of legitinate public opinion. |
Passing to the proposals for a readjust- I
.ment of the taxation on metalliferous |
mines, the member for Esquimalt hoped |
that in dealing with the grievances of
the mining industry those of other in-
terests should not be subordinated or
forgotten. Kor example he felt that the
taxation of improvements on farm prop-
erties was just as ill-advised and impo-
litic as the over-taxation of mining prop-
ties could possibly be. It was unfair
that so soon as a progressive farmer
took hammer and nails and improved
his property, along should come the tax
collector and charge him for those im-
provements in the state’s behalf. Of
«course this was beside the question in
debate, but it would be well in con-
sidering any injustice operating upon
any particular class or industry to see
that others were treated with equal
justice. Expressing satisfaction with
the proposals for increased protection for
the miner’s life, the senior member for
squimalt gave his particular attention
to those paragraphs of the speech deal-
ing with settlement, assistance and sur- |
veys, holding that it is a distinet mis- '
take to adopt the policy of unrestricted
pre-emption opportunities, since people |
are - thereby enabled to locate at most
infrequent intervals and in remote locali-
ties, and while settlement is not sub-
stantially advanced in any quarter, the
expenses of the government in road
building and school establishment and
maintenance are appreciably augmented.
T'he member held that lands should only
be made available for settlers when the
government could systematically provide
for them, setting aside surveyed lands
for this purpose, and fostering immigra-
tion only as,it had suitabls lands to
offer. The opportunity of getting pow-
der at reasonable price was anofher

that greatly interested the settler, and !

he hoped when the Small Holdings Bill
was brought before the House to find
. that a clause had been provided enabling
the commissioners to deal with this ques-
‘tion among others. The bush :lands
should also have a fair chance for set-
“tlement in competition with others, and
irrigation should not be overloeked in
the government programme for the de-
velopment of all portions of the country.
As for railways, the great development
u#gency. the speech did not disclose much
i. detail, but this would doubtless be
conveyed when the measures referred to
were themselves before the House. Per-
sonally lie could see no special objections
to land grants when they were made
properly conditional, the granted lands
‘heing made subject to taxation upon
the exniry of a certain period, and a
Teasonahle price being fixed for settlers
to nay either to the railway company
or the government.- In closing, the mem-
ber for Hsquimalt warmly advoecated
the simple justice of better terms for
British Columbia from the Dominion,
and thought that thix auestion should be
fven more energetically presented. The
~overnment must keen hammering away
for justice, and every member on either
side of the Honsa must stand staunchly
by them. (Applause.)
SECONDED BY MR SMITH.
Mr. A. W. Smith in seconding the re-
ply, agreed with the remarks of his col-
feague from Esavimalt. and thought that
the members might well concur with
the langiage of the address and con-
gratnlate ‘tha counry upon the fact that
notwithstanding the pumerous difficnl+
ties experienced by typical industries,
nrogress had heen made durine the past
¥ear. Even despite the vexatious lahor
“isputes the province had had a fairly
nrosperons year as compared with pre-
~ime veéare, and one had onlvy to eon-
template how admirable would have

for the time-being a government that
does not enjoy the confidence of the
people.

He repeated that the peace looked for-
ward to by the mover ot the reply would
be ill-founded if based on the makeshift
expedients of the F'rior government. In-
stances were cited, as in Hon. Colonel
Prior’s pledges to Victoria that he would
resign if the Canadian Northern bargain
were not carried through, and in legisla-
tion dealt with in last session’s Speech
from the Throne and not proceeded with,
to show that the government was not
above deliberate breach of solemnly given
promises; while the recent by-elections
were dealt with in detail as demonstrat-
ing the withdrawal of public confidence in
the administration and the desirability
(in advance of any constructive mea-
sures) of the government submitting it-
self to the people at a general election.
Respecting the promised conciliation
measure, he was informed that the
whole proposal was to have an authori-
tative report of the contrasted conten-
tions in any industrial dispute printed
in the Provincial Gazette so that public
opinion might be based thereon. It was,'
in his opinion, a grave. question as to |
whether this went far enough. JIt was
far indeed from compulsory arbitration,
and appeared to him a subterfuge and
expedient of prescribing a well-thought-
out and decisive remedy for the geners
ill. He hoped that in dealing with the
question of indastrial disputes fullest
consideration would be given to the re-
cent trackmen’s strike in Ontario, to
the finding of the anthracite commis-
sion, and to other reports in which it is'[
made apparent that the employees are
not always the ones to blame for loss
and inconvenience to the public. He
also hoped to see such action taken as
will result in the early ce-opening of the
Ladysmith collieries and the associated
interests, through the restoration of an
understanding between the men and the
{ »wners under which further loss to both
parties, and incidentally to the provin-
cial treasury, may be averted. Touching
| upon_the ministerial mission to Ottawa,
| Mr. McBride held that the Premier and
' Attorney-General had not gone far
enough in pressing the rights of British
Columbhin as to the exclusion of Japan-
{ese. When the Dominion asserted that
Imperial policy negatived, the self-pro-
| tactive laciclotion of onr own parliament,
it was time for our spokesmen to appeal
higher. There could not be a special
lanw for Natal and New Zealand and
none for Rritish Columbia, and the peti-
tion of the province for protection in
this should have been carried if neces-
fary to the throne itself. Premier
Prior and his colleagues were scored for
having broken faith with the legislature
in allotting foreshore leases on Van-
couver Island for fish traps .prior to the
determination of the trap question in the
house, and the recent report of Inspec-
tor Babcock was sharply criticized in its
character of a special plea for traps. In-
stead of granting these. the opposition
leader urged British Columbia should
confer with tha American authorities,
with a _view to the sunpression of traps
and substitution of gill net fishing for
the preservation of an imperilled indus-
try. On the subject of mining taxation.
he was under the impression that a
larger share of hlame for the present
depression than should be, is charged to
taxation grievances. He was of the
opinion that the stagnation in mining
was doe rather to the operation of men
of the Whitaker . Wright stamp. the
floaters of retten compnnies, :than to the
two ner cent. tax. and in this connee-
tion he hoped to see the government de-
vise means to ce-operate with the fed-
eral and Imnerial authorities jn devising
machinerv for the nroper nunishment of
these enemies of the minine industrr,
'Wlth respect to the tax, it might be ad-

to a criticism of the methods alleged- .
ly pursued by the government in press-
ing the compaigns in West Yale and’
Noth Viectoria, expressing the opposi-
tion’s regret that corruption  should
have been practised in North Victoria,
and voicing the hope that all the puble!
works recognized as necessary by ‘the
ministers on the hustings would be
found provided for in the estimates. He
also charged the Premier with having
declared uncompromising opposition to
any railway that would build up Port
Simpson or .any other new city in the
province—another illustration of the
“little Islanders.”

THE PREMIER REPLIES.

After paying a fitting compliment to
the mover and seconder of the reply,
the First Minister commented upon that
portion of the opposition leaders re-
marks with respect to the taxation of
the mining industry, saying that he be-
lieved it would pay the people of British
Columbia if the government did see fit
to exempt the mining industry from
taxation for two or three years to en-
able it to recover its balance. Public
opinion might not, however approve so
radical a step for the assistance of an
individual industry, although such a :
course had been pursued with advantage
in the States, and for the present .the !
government would devote itself to a re-
adjustment which it was hoped would
meet the legitimate demands of the in-
dustry for relief. As for the question
of powder for settlers, and the matter
of irrigation, referred to by the member
for Esquimalt, they would be found
dealt with in the Small Holdings Bill
when that measure was presented to '
the House. He could not but feel dis-
satisfaction at the poor speech of the
opposition leader, who instead of show-
ing wherein the government might have
mproved its programme in the country’s
interest, had taken up 7-8th of his time
and exhausted the patience of the House
in telling what had happened or might
have happened in connection with the
by-elections past and gone, and which
no one- cared to hear about. “What the |
people wanted to know from him was |
what, in the opposition’s opinion, the |
government should do for the advance- |
ment of the country. The address
which Mr. McBride had seen fit to give |
instead was neither dignified nor force-l
fnl. He had contended that the policy
of the government was vague. To be
sure the speech from the throne did
not go into the details of the several |
contemplated measures in the public in-‘

terest.. These would be brought down
in their order, and would be passed, As
to the suggested compromise on the
subject of railways in order to retain
power, their had been none. The gov-
ernment had no wish to retain power
for a single day longer than the people
desired them to retain the reins of state.
If the people of British Columbia did
not want the government, the govern-
ment would go out at once. The peo-
ple’s wishes could only be determined
by the voice of the people’s elected rep-
resentatives, and so long as these elected
.representatives of the people gave the
2overnment a majority in the House
there could be no suggestion that the
government was not representative of
and accredited by the peopie. He had
been charged by the opposition leader
with having declared his first aim and
highest ambition to get in the Canadiga
Northern railway. He admitted it. That
still was his_ambition. and a most laud-
able one. He had nothing either to re-
gret or to withdraw fn that connection.
And when the railway legislation of
the present session wag brought down
the onposition would see just what it
was the intention to do in this regard.
The opposition leader had made a
threat of eleetions. He could say that
he (the Premier) would take care of
Vietoria and Vietoria would take care
of him. He wonld not be drawn into
the discnssicn of election matters or
election pledges which were altogether
~nt of place in the consideratien of the
King's speech. The onposition leader
]\nd made nassing reference to the min-
Ing association, and he had admitted
that the eovernment hod pledged it-
self to assist the work of that associa-
fion. He did not know of any organiza-
fion that had done better work for Brit-
ish Colmmbin. He felt it a pleasure to !
nav a high tribute to the work of that
association. and was glad to say thet
1ts committe had heen able to bring
~hont an adjustment of the Fernie col-
lieries strike, which accomplishment was
certainly worth to the country 20 times.!
what the eovernment had paid as the |
~oenses of the concilintion eommittee.
Fra felt tha government abnudantly jus-
tified in experimenting, if necessary
in the hove of procuring a fatisfactory
method of endine industrial dispvtes by
™eans of conciliation, -and the bill in
this rezard would be fownd a nractieal
measnre, promisine good  results. He
was informed by his colleague, by whom
it hed heon drafted. that it was Some-
what similar to measures possed by Sir
Wm. Mulock and by the New Zealand
government. and the eovernment felt
tha¢ if it pasend the WHouse—as it un-
Aonbtedly wonld—it will nrove of great
henefit to British Columbia in the get-
tlement of indnstrinl disputes. Tt did
not maka arbitration compulsory it wasg
true. but it went as far as any govern-
ment could at present go, since there
vas small deubt hut that the majority
of workingmen and working unions were
onnosed  ta ecompulsorv arbitration, He
thought that compulsory  arbitration
after all would not be found to be neces-
sary; if the facts in each industrial dis-
pute could. be presented without bias,
public_opinion formed thereon would see
to it that wrong eventually gave in. He
repudiated that assertion that he shared
the sentiment of any little Islanders,
and denied with positive assertion that
he had at any time done aught to foster
the Mainland-Island friction. Such a
subject, like that of the election, should
be let alone altogether in this House.
He could assure the house that despite
the insinuations of the opposition leader
he had never exhibited the dispositing
alleged in connection with which he made
A strong and ‘manly’plea to the House
for harmony and unity in thg interests
of the whaole province rather than any
part.

There were certain
railways that the government thought
should be constructed at once. In some
cases it might be proposed to assist
tnese with land subsidies, in other with
cash—perhaps in some with both. But
personally he was o¢ the opinion that
there could be no harm done the prov-
ince in giving land grants under proper
restrictions, or cash in certain cases.
The Coal Mines Regulation Aet would
be amended in the direction of greater
safety.

Only one train left Amsterdam this
morning, and it was protected by troops.
All business is at a standstill on the
wharves, and the mail boats which ar-
rived today could not be unloaded.

Rotterdam, April 6.—Steamers in the
regular service left this port as usual
today, but the work of loading other
vessels is at a standstill.. One thousand
troops from the Southern garrison have
been assigned to duty at Rotterdam, but
owing to the interruption of the train
service, it is not known when they will
arrive here,

Simultaneously the .dock labor-
ers, wagon drivers and all others en-
gaged in industries connected with the
port, have joined in the general strike.
A formal declaration was issued by the
strike leaders here to the effect that
the strike was not connected with the
question of wages, but was solely against
the proposed anti-strike laws, whose
withdrawal is demanded.

The ,railroad station here is guarded
by marines, and a sufficient number of
employees have remained at work to
enable the running of a few trains to-
day between Rotterdam and Amster4
dam,

Queen Wilhelmina, who is at Castle
Loo, has signified her intention to re-
turn to the Hague immediately if af-
fairs of state arising from the strike
situation require her presence here. The

'Nanaimo Deon’t
Want Socialists

Better Elements of the City
Meet to Organize for
Protection.

Enemy Post Sentinels and Picket
Is Thrown Out of the
Meeting.

Nanaimo, April 6.—Those nwho ‘attend-
ed a certain private political meeting
held in this wity on Saturday evening
had to run an extraordinary gauntlet,
It happened that while ‘Conservatives,
Liberals and Liabor men had been invit.
ed, the Socialists had been designedly
left out. MThey, however, became aware
of the fact that a few gentlemen ‘were
to assemble at a hall on the Crescent,
and long before the time for the meet-
ing had thrown out pickets on the
thoroughfare on which the place stood.
A sentinel at the very door calmly
took down the mames of all who enter-
ed, with what object remains .to be
seen, and remarks were addressed to
them of an unpleasantly personal na-
ture. Omne zealous individual even
penetrated to the room itself, and al-
though he received very pointed intima-
tions that his presence was not desired,
did mot move until it became evident
that he would under no circumstances
be allowed to stay. 'Later on he re-
turned and iuterrupted the proceedings
by insulting one of those present, the
incident terminating in his forcible ejec-]
tion, a struggle in the ante-room and
a rapid descent of the staircase.

The meeting had been called 1o con-
gider the political situation, and among
those who attended were prominelst
Conservatives, Liberals and Labor men,
all actuated by the common sentiment
that it was mecessary to provide at the
next general election that ‘whoever rep-
resented the city should not be a So-
cialist, and all prepared to assist in pre-
venting the running of two or three
IConservatives, a division of. forces
which would make the return of thae
present Mmember or one of his friends
possibie.

Preliminary steps nwere taken in the
way of organization, and rough plans of
action 'were drafted and discussed, An-
other meeting twas arranged, after
which it is probable that the new coali-
tion will promulgate its principles, and
begin a campaign which it is pronosed
to continue until the conclusion of the
next general election, be that event
near or remote.

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REDISTRIBUTION. 5

The Redistribution Bill just introduced
in the Dominion parliament emphasises
in a most marked way the movement
of population in Canada. Queber, as
we all know, is the pivotal province, its
representation  remaining fixed .at 65
members. The effect of this rule during
‘the last decade has been to increase the
unit of' representation from 22,900 to
25,367. Ontario has thereby lost 6
seats, Nova Scotia 2, New Brunswick
1, and Prince Edward Island 1, a total
loss of 10 seats. This. however, has not
involved any diminution in the mem-
bership of the House. In fact, if we
count the Yukon member as an addi-
tion, though not made under the Redis-
tribution Bill, there will be one member
more in the House under the new regime
‘than there was wunder the old. The
Northwest Territories have gained six
seats, Manitoba three, and British Co-
limbia one. It may be mentioned in
passing that British Columbia’s increase
in population is not reflected in the Re-
distribution Bill, the province only now
for the first time coming under the unit
of representation principle, and having
previously enjoyed representation in ex-
cess of population under the terms of
union. '~ In adjusting the representation
of the NorthWest Territories, the gov-
ernment was not ‘bound by the census.
They have been given 10 members,
though -only strictly entitled tc 6. It
may be that the fixed delusion that they
are, and will remain a stronghold of the
Liberal party has had something to do
with this generous treatment. But the
result is a happy one, and the ostensible
reason quite sufficient to amply justify

‘it. In introducing the Bill, Sir Wilfrid
‘Laurier said: “We want to give the
“Northwest Territories very extensive
representation in the House, because we
want to make it an object for all these
:newcomers to desire to take the oath of
- allegiance, and to become British sub-
jeets, to take upon themselves the re-
sponsibilities and advantages of Cana-
- dians.” ‘That, everyone will admit, is
the dignified expression of a wise and
statesmanlike policy. The net result of
“the changes which have taken place in.
Canada during the last ten years is to
alter the incidence of representation be-
tween East and West by 21 votes in a
House of 214 members. Canada in this
matter of representation is very for-
tunately governed by a mechanical prin-
ciple which causes the political centre
of gravity to move freely and truly to
its proper position every decade. In a
country so large as Canada, where the
consideration of sectional interests might
very easily become vested in the main-
tenance of sectional privilege, this is an
adq;u:ite and very necessary guarantee
against sectional tyranny and eventual
disruption. We do not now get fair
play in the West. The revenues
of Canada are frequently  squan-
dered in places where this lavish
expenditure corrupts the political in-
dependence of the people at the same
time as it destroys their initiative
in developing the natural resources lying
at their doors. If such conditions were
capable of perpetuation, it would be a
black lookout for Canada, because the
West would eventually become soured
and rebellious under continuous injustice
witheut hope of remedy. But as it is,
<his remarkable change in the incidence
0f representation contains a note of
varning to all politicians and political
parties aspiring to control the destinies
of the country, that they must find the
prosperity of the East in a forward
policy for the development of the West.
There is no likelihood of the movement
of population disclosed in the last cen-
sus altering its character during the next
decade. On the contrary, it is likely to
increase in significance. We refer not
werely to the increase of populatien in
the West, but also to the increase in
the unit of representation rendered like-
ly by developments in Quebec. The open-
ing up of the West is likely to bring
a vast accession of trade, commerce and
manufactures to the St. Lawrence river,
‘Canada is no longer content to see her
inland commerce drained into New York,
Boston, and Portland, as maritime ports.
Every movement towards inereased pro-
duction in the West will be reflected in
increased commereigl prosperity and “in-
creased population along the shores of
the »St. Lawrence river in the province
of Quebec. Prior to 1901 there were 17
‘members of Parliament elected West of
the province of Ontario. From now on
ithere will be 28, and it is a fair assump-
:tion that the population of this great
«country will double in ten years. From
1891 to 1901 it increased from 327,478
to 592,808 people, exclusive of the
population .of the Yukon. At the present
time it is increasing by immigration
alone much faster than by 100,000 peo-
.ple per annum. Yet that rate would be
all that would be required to triple in-
stead of doubling it in ten years. It is

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SETTLING THE PROVINCE.

The bill brought down by message to
the legislature, entitled the Small Hold-
ing Aect, deserves more than = passing
notice, because it is intended to bring
into effect a new and almost radical
principle of dealing with the lands of
the province both public and private.
If it were not for the peculiar conditions
‘which exist in the province, and the
obvious importance of giving a new
turn to the development of our agei-
cultural resources and diverting some of
the rush of settlers Westward to Brit-
ish Columbia, we should hesitate in ex-
pressing an opinion on its merits _witli-
out giving much more serious consxde'ra-
tion to its provisions than is possible
up to the present. But we have been. as
a province face to face for some time
with a problem of settlement that no
other administration has undertaken to
solve, and we commend the government
in its resolve to do something to bring
about a better state of affairs. We
have a contempt for the class of legis-
lator that is afraid to do something
without precedent, and although we are
not aware that any similar measure is
on the statute books of the other prov-
inces, or in force in other countries, a
measure must be judged by its adap-
tability to the special requirements
be met, and in this case we believe the
bill in question is decidedly in the right
direction. Without the necessary ex-
planation of the Minister of Flaance
which will no doubt be forthcoming
on the second reading we are somewhat
in the dark as to how the gpvernment
propose to inaugurate the work under
the act when passed, but we assume that
it is the intention to take the powers so
amply conferred on the Executive there-
by to first demonstrate by experiment
the possibilities of success, and then to
submit a measure with provisions in
greater detail. For the purpose  the
government has in view, a land bill, such
for instance as the Imperial government
has recently submitted in British House
of Commons, with elaborate machinery
and complicated details, would be a very
great mistake and seriously hamper the
discretion which the Government should
be permitted to exercise in giving it
tentative effect. A competent Board of
Land Commissioners left to exercise the
good common sense of its members will
be much more apt to do the right thing
than if all sorts of restrictions and limi-
tations were imposed at the outset. As
To -one can fairly be expected to -fore-
see at the presen% time just how a mea-
sure such as this is, or might be under
any other drafting, will work out in
actual practice, it is much better to
make the provisions as general as pos-
sible, more especially as every possible
care has been taken to prevent the
province from being involved in serious
financial responsibility in any way.
The powers which it is proposed to
vest in land commissigners to clear,
drain, and irrigate land and so forth,
which we presume will be exercised in an
experimental way, will do much to dem-
onstrate how far the government may
be justified in going in that direction.
If it can be shown for instance that by
improved methods of clearing land by
machinery on a comprehensive scale the
cost of clearing can be reduced to one-
third of its present cost, it will mean
the bringing into cultivation of a very
large amount of land in the present ac-
cessible and settled districts, which is
unproductive, and a burden to its own-
ers, and justify the government in un-
dertaking for the settlers we have at
the present time, as well as for those to
come in the future, what has been urg-
ed for a long time as mest desirable
and necessary. It would, however,” b¢
a mistake of policy to undertake such
work in behalf of individuals without
reference to a system that would apply
generally.  Hence the wisdom of the
present proposed legislation. Not
the least important provision of
the bill, if it be not the most important,
is that providing for the survey and re-
connaissance of districts already acces-
sible, that under improved conditions
may be available for settlement. This is
the most important step that has yet
been taken in connection with the public
domain, and is a complete verification
of the promise made by the Premier in
his manifesto and public addresses. It
is what the province has wanted for
some time—accurate and definite infor-
mation about the resources we already
have at our door. As soon as the dis-
tricts in the interior are opened up by
railway, the government can turn its
attention to the large fertile areas which
exist there. In the meantime let us
develop what we -have near at hand.
It is claimed that there are at least
half a million acres in the province that
can be at present dealt with under the
provisions of the Small Holdings Bill;
but let the area be small or great, when
the measure becomps law the govern-
ment will be in a position to offer some-
thing definite to settlers, even if it only
be a tract 1,000 acres in extent, regard-
ing whicli information the most minute
can be afforded, with plans and deserip-
tion of soil, ete. By dealing with tracts
in the several districts in this way, lands
suitable for various kinds of products,
and adaptable to various tastes, will be
available, and a choice presented. This
is far and away ahead of anything that
has yet been attempted. In-addition to
that, the government can, as settlers of-
fer, deal with tracts amenable to jrri-
gation without special legislation, which
is a very decided advantage. We
have not time to discuss the finan-
cial features of the scheme proposed,
but on first sight they appear to be as
practical as they are ingenious. The
government has left itself a wide mar-
gin of safety, and does not appear to
take any serious risks. The issue of
land bonds at four per cent. will afford
4 very attractive form of investment
for small capitalists and trustee funds,
and these will undoubtedly be placed on
the market at a premium from the out-
set. Of course, in any scheme of the
kind, there will be a loss in the actual
working, although we confess the lia-
bility of loss is reduced to a minimum;
and will be if it occurs many times
compensated for in the general benefits
to be derived. We await with interest
the exposition of the measure by the
First Minister when it comes . up for
second reading,

THE POWER OF THE PRESS.

In an article in Macmillan's Magazine
on. that remarkable man, Mensienr de
Blowitz, the causes which eldvatad him
to the extraordinary. position’ lie_occu-
pied: in: Continental Turopean politics
sare given, aad tHe use be made of that

position criticized. ~As’correspondent otr
the Times, de Blowitz was able to give
ample publicity to anything confided to
him for that purpose. ~And most things
were so confided to him because the
sources of his information were. always
kept inviolate. Hence he was a most
useful man to the diplomat who thought
he could gain a diplomatic advantage
by publishing anonymously what his
diplomatic opponents were doing. .T.he
diplomat who~ wished to use publicity
as a diplomatic weapon found a con-
venient instrument in Monsieur de
Blowitz—and so did the other diplomat.
In addition to this, de Blowitz possessed
the journalistic knack of, from a small
bone of hint or suggestion, reconstru.ct-
ing the whole skeleton of political in-
trigue, andof doing it correctly, nor
was he only content to publish, what he
was told, he added thereto whatever l{e
could discovered by any means in his
power. By these methods he so grew
into the tangled web of international
politics, that he acquired great influence
and, in a peculiar degree, typified in his
own person ther power of the press. This
leads his critic to make some ‘general re-
flections upon the political power of
the press, “There is nothing,” he says,
“more dangerous to a state than a dip-
lomatist without responsibility, who, in-
deed, is more highly rewarded in pro-
portion to his indiscretign. A journalist
may say what he chooses without fear
of impeachment. The heaviest disaster

ground of discrimination between cer-
tain raees, and invited the application
of an educational test which would be
applied to all races alike. In reply to
another question, Sir Wilfrid Laurier
was obliged to admit in a hesitating and
halting way that the disallowance took
place upon the initiative, the sole ini-
tiative of the Dominion government.
We are glad to know this. We are glad
to know that the Mongolian question
will never plant any seeds of disloyalty
to the Empire in_the hearts of the peo-
ple of British Columbia. But what are
we to think of those who, to save their
party from responsibility, hinted that
the Dominion government was acting

govern when they know nothing of the
art of government. At no time in our
history has the press arrogated more
influence to itself than at present, and
though it is still over sanguine, the in-
fluence which it does possess is wholly
bad.” In the first place it may be noted
that the political power .of the press
has been gained by the readiness of poli-
ticians and diplomatists to use the press
when it suits their purpose. The press
has become the master of politics
through its utility as the servant of
politicians. The process began through
politicians dictating to the press when
they expected thereby to gain some ad-
vantage. But the advantages of pub-
licity cannot be gained without the dis-
advantages of publicity. The object of
the newspaper being to publish correct
information, it is likely to disregard the
ulterior purpose with which such infor-
mation ig divulged. When the critic of
Monsieur de Blowitz goes on to say that
the press is irresponsible, that it is un-
qualified, and that its influence is wholly
bad, he shows a libelous ignorance of a
profession to which from his signature
he apparently aspires to belong. The
press is responsible to public opinion
in the highest and most delicate degree.
A journalist might as well retort that
a politician or diplomatist is irresponsi-
ble because all that can happen to him
is the loss of his salary or career. The
contributors to a newspaper are anony-
mous, but the newspaper itself is not
anonymous. It has responsibility due
to its character and position, which
permeates every utterance, and which
exacts pemalties for neglect at once sum-
mary and.severe. When our critic goes
on to say that the press is unqualified
for the influence it possesses, he flound-
ers still deeper in the mire. That in-
fluence . i8 built up by the survival of
the fittest under a most searching and
ruthless competition. A false note in
the press immediately diminishes its
power, more rapidly and more finally
than a false step destroys a politician
or a diplomatist, who are to some extent |
protected by the conventional safeguards
of their professions. When he concludes
that the influence of the press is wholly !
bad, he merely expresses the ignorant
and futile objection of some diplomat-
ists and foliticians to the curb upon
their actions set by a quick and lively
public opinion manifested through the
press.. Every titular ruler of events is
subject in the last analysis to the in-
tangible, but all powerful restraint of
publicc opinion. Modern newspapers
have systematized that restraint and
made it more immediately effective, that |
is all.

“Is the Federal government the super-
visor of provincial legislation?’ asked
Mr. Borden. This brought Mr. Fitz-
patrick to his feet, saying: “A law
+ might be perfectly within the province’s
rights, but if the government considered
it inimical to Canada’s interests they
could disallow it,”” and quoting a pre-
cident. Still Mr. Borden was not satis-
fied. “I want to know,” he rejoined,
“whether these acts were disallowed as
against Canadian or Imperial intecests.
If the province is bound by this ancient
decision of Sir Alexander Campbell’s,
why has it ‘not an opportunity of hav-
ing the matter adjudicated by the
courts?” That question of Mr. Bor-
den’s exactly expresses what the prov-
ince wants to know also. Through the
tilt ‘at arms he held Sir Wilfrid Laurier
fast to the essential meaning of his
policy on the question of disallowance.
An evasive answer to that question was
almost impossible, therefore Sir Wilfrid
Laurier’s réply is of importance to Brit-
ish Columbia, both as regards provincial
rights, and as regards Mongolian immi-

gration. ~He said: ‘“We consider the
legislation of British Columbia was of
doubtful competence for that legislature
to_enact, ‘but apart from that, we con-
sidered it against the interests of Can-
ada on both Imperial and domestic con-
siderations. Therefore we did not give
the provinee an opportunity to refer the
question to -the courts. We considered
this act extremely prejudicial to Canada,
and disallowed it.” We are delighted to
have Sir Wilfrid -Laurier placed fairly
and squarely on record as considering
the Natal Aet “extremely prejudicial to
Canada.” - The people of British Colum-
bia_owe a:-debt of gratitude to Mr. R.
L. Borden for having cornered Sir Wil-
frid Lavtler ‘on this important Western
issue, and for having laid bare the
tergiversation ‘of his government. The
people of British Columbia also owe a
debt, not:of gratitude, to Sir Wilfrid
Laurier, They will discharge both
debts.

MINERAL TAXATION.

For once we find ourselves in agree-
ment with Mr. A. G. Galt in his general
conclusion, altheugh we absolutely dis-
agree with him on everyone of his prem-
ises, and on the arguments he bases on
them. He says that “the revenue de-
rived from the mineral tax is but a drop
in the bucket compared with the other
items of revenue which the government
realises from the mining industry.” He
speaks also of amendment to the two
per cent. tax to a tax op net profits, as
reducing a revenue of®under $100,000
to a revenme of $25,000, and then he
says that  doing away with this taxa-
tion altogether would be the ‘“end of
the system of bleeding the industry to
death which has heretofore prevailed.”
These propositions are obviously .incon-
sistent with one another. If the indus-
try is being bled to death it must he by
indirect taxation, and not by direct
taxation, which is a ‘drop in the bucket.’
and we do not see how the process of
bleeding to death would be stopped,
providing it is in existence. which we
deny, by a policy which would greatly
increase the indirect revenue. Mr. Galt’s
premises, however, are no guide to his
conclusions. and in this case we agree
with the latter. It would be a very
stupid policy to amend the two per cent.
tax by a tax which will kill the revenue
and yet retain the irritation against
taxation. Colorado exempted producing
mines from direct taxation for a period
of years, and the exemption had an ex-
cellent effect in stimulating investment
and development in Colorado. It might
have a good effect hera also. One thing
is quite certain, that people who object
to a drop in the hucke* will continue to
object to half a drop im the bucket, or
quarter of a drop in the bucket, or an
eightk, or a sixteenth, apd the outside
effect~ of their obiectfon will be just as
great as it is nows

The percentage of Con-
‘servative votes might be fixed in each
constituency, so many for a by-election
and so many for a general election, so
many for a popular candidate and so
many for an unpopular aspirant. Two
great benefits would accrue from the
Brazilian system, first, the forecasts of
campaign managers would mnever be
wrong, and, second, there would be no
need t6 spend any money in what op-
ponents call debauching the electorate.
By the frank adoption of the Braziliau
system, nothing short of a revolution
would ever dislodge the Laurier gov-
ernment  from power, and instead of
wasting their time over the affairs of
the country, citizens could attend ex-|
clusively to their immediate concerns. !

The operators claim to be
prepared for such a conflict, and
threaten to- import miners from other
states if they can not get enough la-
bor on their own terms to work the
mines. It is rather remarkable that an
organization, should have been formed
in (California. on the lines of our de-
funct Mine Ownens’ Association, at the
very moment that an eorganization nvas
formed in British Columbia on the lines
of the old California Mining Associa-
tion. We believe, however, that British
{Columbia is on the right tack, and that
California is on the wrong tack, that
the Britishh Columbia organization -will
be successful in moderating and pre-
venting industrial strife, while the Cal-
ifornia organization will be far from
having that effect. The British Colum-
bia Mining Association owes its sue-
cess to the fact that it ix thoroughly
representative and thoroughly fair. It
has accempi'shed weork at Fernie which
entitles it to the respect and support
of everyone in British Columbia. It is
impossible to express what a three-
years’ gnarantee of peace and an unin-
terrupted supply of coke means to the
mining and smelting industries of the
province.

charges, were $24,656,136. The quar-
ter's earnings show a decrease, and in
a foot note the decrease as compared
with the same period last year was
attributed largely to the ‘railroad con-
gestion. which prevented prompt deliv-
ery. Compared with the same period
of last year, the net earnings show a
decrease of $1,623,463. Unfilled orders
on the books for manufactured products
on April 1 were 5,410,719 tons.

The target was rectangular in shape,
with a conical top, and was constructed
of planking. The target used in the morn-
ing was ten feet long, ten feet wide and
twelve feet high. That in the afternoon
was of the same length and width, but
only eight feet high. It was supposed to
represent two battleships, one broadside
and the other bow on. The target rested
on two watertight floats towed by a
small tug diagonally across the range at
a epeed of about six miles an hour, the
range varying from 4,000 to 8,000 yards.

The auditors reported that they had
examined the treasurer's accounts and
found them correct.

R. Mowat, of No. 5 sub-committee,
outlined a policy to influence the retail
and wholesale trade by which certain
local manufactures could be exhibited
for a certain time during each year. Lo-
cal manufacturers had not attempted to
bring their goods before the retailers in
the most effective manner.

H. Clarke reported from the commit-
tee appointed to impress upon the legis-
lature the necessity of more stringent
observance of the laws for the protec-
tion of those engaged in legitimate busi-
ness.

The president observed that the vari-
ous' sub-committees had accomplished
much alteady, and.that when the com-
plete report was brought down, it
would result in great benefit to the
city.

On_motion of Dr. Milne. seconded hy
Mr. McGregor, the references in the re-
port to the value of the proposed line as
a part of a througheroute to the Yu-
kon and any transcontinental line
‘which might be built, were stricken out,
as was also the reference to the ques-
tion of government ownership.

On the question arising as to what
should be done with the report in its
amended form, SMT. Paterson suggested
that the committee should draw up a
short resolution containing mention of
the point aimed at—the necessity of a
survey—and submit the same to a pub-
lic meeting to be called at an early
,date. 'The report was adopted as
amended, and Mr. Paterson’s suggestion
agreed to, His Worship naming Satur-
day evening next as the date of the
meeting.

Replying to a query from Mr. Pater-
son, Capt. Meyer explained the relative
advantages of ports on the East and
1 West Coasts of Vancouver Island as
points for the Northern terminus of the
proposed line, Taking the map, the
aptain demonstrated that ships leaving

2. That license holders must cut one'

thousand feet B. M. per day for every
license held, for eight months in the
year. That the licensee may take up
any number of licenses. .

3. Licenses to be transferable, Exist-
ing licenses to be transferable.

4. Whereas timber. East of the Cas-
cades is not as heavy as West, it is
therefore submitted that no increase bé
made in the license fees for licenses is-
sued over lands East of the Cascades.

5. We approve of the regulation re-
quiring survey, but would suggest for
yvour consideration that in view of the
difficulties which will be met in having
surveys made, reasonable extensions
ought to be allowed before cancellation
of license for failure to survey.
