Ottawa, Feb. 10—Today was the day
of the Quebec members in the House
of Commons. After the routine pro-
ceedings had been disposed of, the
French language made its appearance
and held the floor until the House ad-
journed, as usual on Wednesday, at six
o'clock. The talk arose on a resolu-
tion moved by Dr. Paquet, the Conser-
vative member for L’Islet, calling for
copies of reports and documents be-
tween the interior department and im-
migration agents in the United States.

Blaze in New York.

New York, Feb. 10.—Fighting the
fire from the elevated rallroad struc-
tare in front of the building, firemen
today confined a threatening blaze at
109 Bowery to the building in which
it originated. The bullding, a five
story structure occupied by Alexan-
der Bros, dealers in household goods,
was burned out causing a loss esti-
mated at $150,000.

These facts are disclosed by the fur-
ther publication of the correspondence
between General Blanco and Premier
Sagasta at the instigation of Blanco
as a defence against the charge of
cowardice made against the Spanish
army in Cuba by a Catalonian deputy.

A despatch received by the Spanish
government on July 8, 1898, from Gen-
eral Blanco, insisted that the army,
although crippled by the loss of Cer-
vera's ffeet, was ready and anxious to
continue the war, but both the minis-
ter of war and Premier Sagasta replied
on July 12 that as the Americans were
masters of the sea, and were preparing
to attack the Balearic Islands and the
Spanish coast, which would be certain
to produce an uprising in the interior,
peace was imperative. General Blanco,
protesting to the last, finally agreed to
surrender.

Regina Bakers’ Combine

Regina, Sask., Feb. 10.—The starting
of a new bakery here and the cutting
of prices reveals the fact that a com-
bine has existed among the master
bakers of the city. The new man
started in business because the older
bakers would not sell him bread unless
he agreed to retail at the standard
price. He has now started in-opposi-,
tion, and has cut prices by one quarter..

“The efforts of the master bakers to
whip him into line have thus far failed,
and it is likely that a general reduc-

tion in the cost of living will result.

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MINING MEASURES
EVOKE DISCUSSION

Member For Nanaimo Told thé
House That B, C. Courts
Were "“Rotten’’

(From Thursday’'s Daily.)

Yesterday was private menbers’ day
in the legislature, and the proceedings
were for the most part the considera-
tion of bills, public and private, in-
troduced by the rank and file. The
interest of the sitting centered for the
most 'part on the debate on the bill
brought in by Mr. Brewster (Alberni)
to frustrate the schemes of penniless
and unscrupulous foreign mine-
operators, who depart without paying
wages when a claim ‘‘pegs out.” This
bill, as did that introduced by Mr. Mc-
Innis (Grand Forks) for the purpose
of widening the scope of the eight-
hour law as affecting miners, led to
some warm controversy. Both meas-
ures were lost on the second reading.

The feature of the debate was the
atack made by Mr. Hawthornthwaite
(Nanaimo) on the courts of the pro-
vince, which he characterised as “rot-
ten.” The Speaker reprimanded the
member for Nanaimo for his language,
and Mr. Hawthornthwaite defended his
adjectlve warmly, declaring that it was
a good word, and one that should be
used more frequently to describe some
of the institutions of the province.

Mr. Brewster's measure was sup-
ported by the Opposition, led by Mr.
Macdonald (Rossland). The leader
of the Socialists disagreed with the
terms of the bill, but supported it for
sccond reading. leaving his proposed
amendments for committee.

The Grand Trunk Pacific bill came
up for second reading, but debate was
udjourned at the request of Mr. Oliver
(Delta) who wanted time to have a
good look at the blueprints of the
.Prince Rupert townsite.

The Flathead Railway bill was pas-
pned, as was the Attorney-General's
Dills to amend the Arbitration act and
the Magistrates’ act.

The Eight Hour Law

When the House resumed the ad-
journed debate on Mr. McInnis’ bill to
-amend the Inspection of Metalliferous
Mines act, the Premier said that he
had asked for adjournment in order to
.look into the situation, and to be able
to advise the House with all the avail-
able data to hand. His position was
‘entirely without bias for; either the
imine operator or -the mine worker.
-He recalled that the passing of the
'Bight Hour Day law, which measure
‘he had supported,- had been followed
for several years by considerable
.trouble in the Kootenays. This was
.attributed by many to the legislation
referred to. This trouble had now dis-
"appeared, and the Eight Hour law was
operating very successfully.

' “My honorable friend from Grand
_Forks, who now takes his seat in the
House for the third time, has suddenly
‘discovered that it is his duty to en-
.large the scope of the law to cover
miners who work on the surface,” re-
“marked the Premier. “I contlude that
he has in. mind the men who work in
‘the so-called ‘glory holes.’” The enact~
Yment of this would affect a large num-
;ber of men working Kootepay
‘mines.. These ‘glory hole’ Wprkers are

{

" ‘not necessarily expert miners. I am

.quite satisfied that there has been no
.very specific or emphatic demand
.made upon the member for Grand
Torks for this legislation. In my ex-
_perience as minister of mines I do not
‘recall one instance where there was
- a specific demand made upon the de-
_partment for such a law, and I sup-
pose that the member for Grand
Forks ‘assumes the responsibility for
"the matter.”

The Premier adduced two argu-
_ments against the bill. First, there
‘was no general demand throughout the
‘province for the bill. In the second
place, it was not necessary for the
’physlcal protection of any large num-
ber of men. The Socialists, he said,
"would like. to have the eight hour law
_applicable to all phases of industry,
which would greatly retard industry in
the province. Particularly with the
‘mining industry would it prove a
drawback and that industry needed
_encouragement, owing to the great
drop in the price of copper, among
other things. It was necessary for the
‘government to move slowly.

A Socialist Attack

Mr. Hawthornthwaite (Nanaimo) fol-
lowed the Premier, and there ensued a
bitter attack on the mining policy of
‘the administration.

" *I have sat in this House a number
of years,” declared the Socialist leader,
“and time and again have heard labor
bills attacked. Theére is never any
varlation in the reasons assigned for
the opposition. It is always ‘the con-
dition of the market’ The Premier
‘asked for time to investigate this mat-
ter. I venture to say that he confined
his investigations solely to the capital-
‘ists;  Indeed,’ I challenge him to give
me the name of one working man in
the districts of which he speaks.”

( 'Here the Premier arose and ex-
. plained that in seeking advice on the
.bill he had gone to neither operator
ynor mine-worker, but to the officials
of his own department. 3

This statement still further aroused
the ire of Mr. Hawthornthwaite. The
‘department of mines was, he sald,
-suffering from “dry rot” The pro-
‘posed ecivil service pension bill was

{welcome, a8 it would rid the buildings
jof some of these officials. It was true
that there had been a fall in the price
of copper, but even at that
‘the Granby Smelter was earning
+$60,000 a month. What must the pro-

The Premier had stated that there
had been no general demand on the

“part of the working men of the pro-
.vince for a reduction of the hours of
exploitation. He could not expect, in
view of the attitude he had so often
taken in the House on labor questions,
that these appeals would be made to
:him, or to other gentlemen who shared
his “prehistoric -views.”

Again the Premier interrupted, this
time to state that almost every month
he had labor delegations to see him.

Mr. Hawthornthwaite admitted that
as a matter of form such delegations
sometimes called on the Premier after
they had consulted their represen-
tatives in the House. He said that all
the trouble arising from the eight hour

. day law in the Kootenays originated

with the mine-operators, the real
anarchists of the province, whe re-
fused to obey the laws. Since that
time there had been few labor troubles
in British Columbia. The working
men were directing their energies
towards political methods, as they did
in all civilized countries: If political
aid was refused they would go back
to trade union methods, methods of
force.

“Why was the ‘glory hole’ establish-

ed ‘in British Columbia?’ demanded
Mr, Hawthornthwaite. “It was merely
an attempt on the part of the mine-

operators: to defeat 'the elght hour

law. The vast majority of accidents
in metalliferous mines occur in these
‘glory holes’ There is not a maa
working in one of them who is not in
hourly danger of his life. The opera-
tors are a little more careful since the
passing of the Workmen's Compensa-
tion act, but now they fall back on
their other staff, the courts of ‘the
province, which are absolutely rotten.”

At this stage the Speaker inter-
vened. He said ' that the honorable
gentleman’'s language was unparlia-
mentary, and could not be tolerated in
the House. ;

Mr. Hawthornthwaite, however, went
right on. As long as the courts were
what they are, he declared, he would
criticise them.

“I merely called them rotten,” he ex-
plained. “This is not swearing. It is
not unchristian. It is a word that
should be more frequently used in
speaking of the institutions of this
provinee.”

He went on to say that the pro-
vince was getting to be full of crip-

ples, out of all proportion to the popu-,

lation, and it was ‘time ‘some effort
was made to protect the mine worker.

The bill was put to the vote on
second reading, and lost, 14 to 23.

Mine Workers' Wages

The bill introduced by MF. Brewster
(Alberni) for the protection of mine
workers employed by foreign or irre-
sponsible -prospeéctors, came up for de-
bate on second reading. This was
another measure on which debate had
heen adjourned by request of the gov-
ernment.

The attorney-general said that at
the close of the last session the
Premier had promised that during the
recess he would look into this matter.
The government had not seen its way
clear to bring in a bill or to support
this one. There was a great deal to
be said on the side of the mine worker,
but it was not to be expected that he
should be placed in a better’ position
than any other class. This sort of
legislation could be carried to ex-
tremes. The bill asked that the mine
operator should post up a certificate
at the works to the effect that he had
on deposit in a bank enough money to
pay wages for two months. ;

“Even the ordinary servant in a
house might ask for a similar law,”
suggested the attorney-general. “Your
cook could ask that a certificate be
posted up to the effect that you had
enough in the bank to pay her her
next ‘month’'s “wages. For another
thing, the banks are reticent on these
matters. If they' were to post up a
statement of their depositors’ accounts,
other creditors would get the advan-
tage of it, and the miners would still
lose out.”’ 3 3

The  attorney-general drew attention
to another point in the act. It could
only be enforcéed by prosecution. A
fine was to be imposed, and in defauit
of \payment, the debtor wag to be im-
prisoned. - This was in effect a re-
vival of fmprisonment for ‘debt.

The Leader of the Opposition, who
followed, said that Mr. Bowser had
evidently misconceived the application
of the bill when he said that it was
meant to cover matters not covered by
the Mechanics’ Lien act. It was in-
tended for that class of operator who
does mot own a mine, has no money,
and ‘trades on the credulity of the
working men.- He takes the chance of
success, and they take all the risk. A
solution of the existing evil was to ‘be
found in the bill, and its defects could
be weeded out in.committee.

The bill did not imply imprisonment
for debt, but. imprisonment for the
non-payment of a fine for breaking the
law of the land, as was to be found
in a score of acts.

The Premier’s Criticism

The premier stated that he, with the
aid of the'then attorney-general, had
tried several years ago. to. find a 80-
lution to the puzzle but without suc-
cess. 1If the present bill passed, he did
not see any reason why it should not
be extended to every phase of indus-
try, lumbering, farming and so on.

The enforcement of such an act
would be impossible in the northern
districts. Moreover, if the history of
mining in British Columbia were writ-
ten, we would find that a large num-
ber of our most prominent men had
started out with nothing. ¢ .

Mr. MclInnis (Grand Forks) sugges-
ted that if the present bill were not
practicable, a bi-monthly payday would
help the situation, as then 'the miner
would not stand to lose so much.

Mr. Oliver (Delta) said that wnen a
serious grievance existed, as in the
present case, it was the duty of the

government to devise a remedy. The

premier had promised a remedy, but
had failed of :carrying out his pro-
mise. Miners were .in a category by
themselves. % Millmen, lumbermen,
and the rest could' be realized upon,
but there was nothing to be realized
from a worthless hole in the ground.
The government, hefore accepting a
tender insisted on the tenderer having
a bank account, and why should not
the same rule apply to a miner?

“If the government has not the abfl-
ity to grapple with this question,” re-
marked Mr. Oliver, “let them. resign
and let in people who have.”

Mr. Bowser: ‘“Would the hon. mem-
ber accept & similar amendment with
regard to farm laborers?”

Mr. Oliver: *“Yes. Agricultural la-
borers have the crops for their se-
curity, and they can even take the
stool from under the milkmaid as sh
milks the cow.” .

.The member for Delta urged that
the bill be allowed to pass second
reading, and then, if necessary, the
clause about certificates could be put
up to the department of mines.

Mr. Hawthornthwaite Again

The member for Nanaimo ‘made  a
fierce onslaught on the bill as it stood,
while declaring that he intended to
vote for its second reading in order
that it might be amended in commit-
tee.

“My great objection to the bill is
that it is useless, in fact, worse than
useless,” he said. “As regards the
statements about miners’ losses, they
are absclutely correct, and every care
should be taken to provide a dill that
will protect them. They have asked
for bread and the member for Alberni
has given them a stone.”

However, Mr. Hawthornthwaite de-
cided that a bill brought down with
good intention should be given a
chance, and so he would vote for sec-
ond reading.

7. The clause relating to the bank
deposit meant that the the ordinary

prosHector could not develop a claim
at all.

Mr. Brewster explained that the bill
did not interfere at all with an owner,
but only with the man who takes a
lease on bond on a mining property.

The member for Nanaimo said that
this only made the matter worse. Also,
the clause allowing the miner to re-
linquish his rights under the act meant
that no miner could obtain work until
he had signed such release. This
walver clause stamped the bill as a
humbug. In conclusion he stated that
British Columbia had the instrument
of torture known as the “black lst,”
and any miner who stood up for his
rights was driven from the province.

The bill on its second reading was
veted down, 13 to 22. The division
was as follows:

Mr. Taylor's bill to amend the High-
way Traffic Regulation bill was read a
second time.

An informal meeting of members of
the Victoria Fruit Growers’ associ-
ation was held yesterday afternoon at

the City hall whén it' was decided that|

in the interests of the island fruit
growers the association should dis-
band and the members become incor-
porated under the Joint Stock Com-
panies act. This procedure will be re-

.commended to the general meeting of

the association which will be held next
Monday afternoon in the Board of
‘frade rooms.

Some twenty members, together with
several fruit growers, not members of
that body, were in attendance at yes-
terday’'s meeting. It was the. con-
sensus of opinion that the Farmers’
Institute act, under which the Victoria
Fruit Growers’ association was organ-
ized, does® not confer sufficlently wide
enqugh powers. The growth of the
association’s- business has been such
that more extended powers are neces-
sary. Under the Farmers' Institute
act the individual liability of the mem-
bers is not clearly enough defined
while, should the association be incor-
porated under the Joint Stock Com-
panies act, the liability of each mem-
ber would be clearly understood, and
should the increase in business,avar-
rant it, increases to the capital can
be made.

The association has been growing
steadily in membership and many
growers have joined the organization.
On Tuesday night a meeting of fruit
growers was held at Metchosin when
James Drummond, manager of the Vic-
toria Fruit exchange, spoke on the
benefits of co-operation. Many of the
growers present expressed their in-
tention of joining the association, be-

lieving that it is only by co-operation |
that the island growers can have their

product satisfactorily handled.

The Sanitarium

The work of the Sanitarium has, on
the whole, gone smoothly during the
past year. During the year one pa-
tient was expelled from Tranquille,
by the  medical superintendent. A
committee of the board of directors
inquired into the reason for this dras-
tic action. The committee were satis-
fied that the medical superintendent
was justified in:the action he adopted,
but instructed him, in future, to report
to the executive committee before tak-
ing final action, except in gross cases
of irregularity.

In an institution for the treatment
of consumption regularity and order
are of the first consideration. It must
be remembered  that strict discipline
{s part of the treatment and must be
maintained no matter what the hard-
ship inflicted on the individual.

The board of directors regard the re-
sults obtained,: from our first year’s
work, as excellent, and ask that par-
ticular attention be given to the medi-
cal superintendent’s report.

Hospital for Advanced Consumptives

The board: regret” to have to report
that no action has been taken to build
a hospital for advanced cumsumptives.
It is fully recognized that the need
of such an institution is great and
pressing. No doubt, enthusiastic sup-
porters would ‘advocate the immediate
use of the $10,000 grant, which the
government placed at our disposal, but
conservative members of the board
pointed to the fact that the mainten-
ance fund was strained to its utmost,
and that it» would be fatal to add fur-
ther charges till such time as the
funds subscribed justified the work.

The percentage of good results in
the treatment of advanced consump-
tives is not high, but the arrest of the
disease and the ‘return to ‘duties is
possible, in many cases, but it rests
with the public to say whether these
unfortunates shall be given a fighting
chance for their life. The board com-
mend this to the public thought and
feel assured that a practical answer
will be given in the affirmative. o

The board regret to report the déath
of one of its most: prominent and
active members, Dr. Wm. Stephen. His
sudden and untimely decease has been
a source of the deepest regret to all
within the sphere of his activity. His
keen insight and scrupulous integrity;
his honesty and intensity of purpose,

IMPROVEMENTSTO
THE E. N. ROADBED

Possibility of Wash-Outs Has
Been Minimized—Steel
Bridges Here

The improvements on the E. & N.
railway road-bed are proceeding apace.
Some weeks ago the work of cutting
away the bank at Waugh Creek by
hydraulic process was commenced and
already it is practically finished. The
reason that it was undertaken was be-
cause of the annoying frequency of the
wash-outs at that point. The loose clay
and gravel of the bank was easily dis-
located by the heavy rains and wind,
the result being that quite often the
passenger and freight trains found the
right-ot-way obseructed by three or
four feet of mud, which took some
hours to clear. As a result of the steps
since taken this is not likely to again
occur. The cliff is cut to bed-rock and
it would take a wash-out of huge pro-
portions, and one that is not at all
likely to happen in the worst possible
weather, to affect the track.

Most of, the material to be used in
the construction of steel bridges at
Cowichan, Chemainus and Nanaimo
has arrived. One or two more cars are
en route and ,as soon as they are re-
ceived, there will be no reason for fur-
ther delay. The greater part of the
foundation work on the . different
bridges has been laid. Therefore, all
that will be necessary is to put to-
gether the steel structures. This, it is
stated, can be done expeditiously so
that it is expected that the. present
wooden trestles will be replaced by
those of gmore permanent and imodern
type befdre the'spring is far advanced.

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THE A.-Y-.P. EXPOSITION

It is announced that the Dominion
government will give $75,000 to erect
a suitable building for a Canadian ex-
hibit at the Alaska-Yukon-Pacific ex-
position, and that the exhibit, that has
been displayed with such excellent re-
sults in Great Britain, is to be sent
out to Seattlee. This will make a
very fine showing for the Dominion as
a whole, but it is ‘'woérthy of ¢onsideéra-
tion if something especially represen-
tative of Western Canada should net
be arranged. No one questions the
excellence of the collection which the
Dominion government has provided,
but this exhibition at Seattle is pecu-
liarly western. The occasion is one
that will be taken advantage of.to
make widely known everything favor-
able to the Pacific coast states and
Alaska, and we are strongly of the
opinion that British Columbia, Alberta
and the Yukon should have special re-
preSentation. The matter was before
the council of the board of trade yes-
terday, and is on the agenda paper for
today’s meeting of the full board. The
people of Calgary, and we assume that
in this matter they represent the
views of ‘the peoplé 'of Alberta gerner-
ally, favor a joint exhibit for their
province and British Columbia. The
Vancouver board of trade has taken
the matter up, and as appeared from
a dispatch in yesterday’s Colonist,
have decided to promote such a sug-
gestion. We think very well of it. As
Mr. David R. Ker said at the meeting of
the council yesterday, the relations of
Alberta and British Columbia are be-
coming closer steadily and are likely
to become very intimate. It would
be very desirable-if the two provinces:
could arrange to cooperate in this
matter. It might be the beginning of,
a policy of cooperatidn. That would:
Jeave the Yukon out of a special ex-
hibit, but a way might be found to
include it. We are not making any.
hostile criticism of the plan adopted
by the Dominion government. On the.
contrary, it meets with our hearty ap-
proval, if that is worth anything.
What we would like to see, if it 1s pos-
sible to bring it about, is a joint
special exhibit from the two western
provinces and the Yukon, which would
be supplementary of, and not-in oppo-
sition to, the general Canadian exhibit.

The correspondence, which the board
of trade has had with the provincial
Premier shows that the local gevern-
ment is alive to the desirability of the
province being adequately represented.
‘We assume, although we do not know,
that the suggestion of Jjoint action
with the province of Alberta has mnot
yet been placed officially before the
ministers. If it does come before them
we hope that they will be able to see
their -way ' clear to cooperating with
our sister province.

ing report of the Committee on Trade
and Commerce submitted.to the Coun-
cil of the Board - of Trade . yesterday
upon certain questions sent out by the
Department of Trade and Commerce.
The whole report  is interesting, but
the part to which we wish to make
special reference is that relating to
the much-hoped-for railway connec-
tion between Vancouver Island and the
Mainland. We spoke of this matter
yesterday in connection with the ac-
tion of the Citizens’ League of Na-
naimo, and then suggested to Mr.
Templeman that he might advantage-
ously consider if an appropriation can-
not be secured for .a re-examination
of the route surveyed by Marcus
Smith, as far as it lles between the
Summit and tide water. In speaking
of the subject again today we do so
for the purpose of urging Mr. Ralph
Smith 'to give the same matter his at-
tention. It is peculiarly appropriate
for Mr. Smith to move in it, because
the revived inteérest in it arises out of
action taken in his own constituency,
‘We know that Mr. Smith appreciates
the value which sucHi a raflway would
be, not only toc Vancouver Island but
to the Mainland of British Columbia,
and, indeed, the whole of Canada. -If
he has not already brought it under
the attention of the government, he
probably has not” thought it timely to
do s0. We venture to suggest to him
that the people of the Island are ripe
for actlon now. . No matter what oth-
.er proposals for railway construction
under government assistance may be
carried out, the people of Vancouver
Island . will never be satisfied until
the connection referred to has been
obtained. The movement is not in
any sense hostile ‘to the proposal of
the Canadian Northern, as it was out-
lined in a general way.by Mr. D. D.
Mann. No one in Victoria, and we
are sure noc one in Nanaimo, desires
to say or do anything which will pre-
vent the construction of a railway by
the general route mentioned by Mr.
Mann. We can readily see haw the
reasonable demands of Victeria in
connection with such a line could be
satisfactorily met, but we would like
to see the whole Island developed. We
would like tc see the old favorite pro-
ject of a Bute Inlet connection carried
out at the earliest yosslblc day, no
matter what else fay be'done. There-
fore we are glad that the people of
Nanaimo have taken the matter up so
earnestly, and_therefore, 3lsp, we¢ ask
that Mr. Templeman and Mr. Smith
will use every effort in their power to
advance the consummation .of that
project, which is conceded by all per-
sons, who have examined into it, to
possess exceptional merit, although it
must be conceded that, looking to im-
mediate results, as good a case can-
not be made out for it as for the line
which seems to be favored by the Can-
adian Northern. It is, we are- satis-
fied, the best possible route for a rail-
way from the wheat lands of Alberta
to the ocean, and in advecating. it we
do so because we believe such a rall-
way ought to .be .constructed at the
earliest possible.day.. 2 o)

ELEGTRICAL SMELTING

Dr. Haanel, of the Dominion depart-
ment of mines, concerning whose in-
vestigations into the electrical smelt-
ing of iron . .ores, the Colonist has
spoken on. several occasions, i8 about
to establish -an experimental plant for
the purpose ‘of utilizing peat as a fuel
for the generation of electricity.
Water power is preferred naturally,

because of its Pelative cheapness.
There seems to be no doubt whatever
of the feasibility of the electrical
process. Eight furnaces are in opera-
tion in Sweden, and each is an im-
provement upon the others, the last
one to be erected being regarded as
everything that is to be desired.

This is a matter of very great in-
terest to. the ‘"people of Vancouver
Island. Lying between this city and
Barkley Sound and on the route of the
proposed railway betweeni those points,
are immense deposits of magnetic iron
ore of high grade. As we said a day
or two ago in speaking of this part of
the Island, there are coal beds, the ex-
tent of which seems to be great but is
as yet unknown, not far from the iron,
and there is a great available water
power, at least such is our informa-
tion. The Nitinat river, which is the
outlet of Nitinat lake, flows between
rocky walls said to be 200 feet high.
It is of no service to navigation, and
the claim is made that it could be
dammed so as to secure any desired
head of water and an immense storage
basin. If this is correct, here i8 a
power capable of Indefinite develop-
ment, and- it-could be used in connec-
tion with electric smelting or for any
other purpose.

MUNICIPAL WORK.

* As was suggestod in a paragraph in
the last-issue of the Colonist, the in-
vestigation Into the manner in which
certain municipal work has been car-
ried on leaves matters abcut where it
found them, but we are far from think-
ing that the inquiry will do no good.
On the contrary we look for beneficlal
results. As is very often the case in
municipalities, ‘things have been al-
lowed to drift along pretty much as
they liked. No one seemed to feel
full fresponsibility for anything.  If
a citizen spoke to a city officlal about
the way things were being done, he
was met courteously encugh but got
very little satisfaction. We are not
blaming any one particularly for this,
because it is in point of fact no one’s
fault more than ancther's. What
seems tc be uppermost in the minds of
those who talk about this matter. is
that there js the lack.of, a responsible
head. Perhaps public opinion is wrong
‘upon this point, but the general im-
pression is that the City Engineer does
nect have the free hand, which he ought
to have. It so seems as if what the
City Engineer ought to have is full
control over all descriptions ef public
work, and if his dutles are so onerous
that .he is unable to give his whele
time to supervision and consultaticns,

them. :We do not suggest that he is
interfered with by aldermen, but we
do say that he ought nct to be. Al-
dermen may properly have a voice in
saying what ought to be done, but not
in saying how it shall be done. That
seems to be work for an expert A
private indtvidual: would’ leave expert
work t6 an expert. We' @ not know
how far the observation just made is
called for by anything that has trans-
pired in the past. We have heard a
great deal, but it is not always safe to
accept everything said on such’polnts.
Nothing will be lost in this matter by
letting by-gones be ‘by-gones ‘and go-
ing forward on strict business lines.
There is a vast amount of work te
be done in Victoria. We think the
present City Counicl is disposed to be
aggressive and progressive. If ‘we are

...A-STRANGE .POSITION.

On Saturday the Vancouver . Worl
had an article in regard to government
aid to the Canadian Northern, There
is evidently something amiss typo-
graphically with the latier part of it,
but it seems. clear emough that our
Vancouver contemporary calls upon the
three Vancouver members of the cabi-
net to settle the question out of hand
We think it a little unfortunate that
the World shotld have felt it to be
its duty to direct attention in this
pronounced way to the fact that of
the provincial ministry three members
represent Vagcotver and the adjoining
constituency of Richmond, 'especially
as with this it couples what seems to
be a demand that they shall exercise
their influence ‘in ‘a sectional way to
determine the policy of the govern-
ment. There are a good many people
in the province who think ‘the repre-
sentation of the small’ area around
and including Vancouver in the leg-
i{slature is quite as large as it ought
to be. For ourselves we endeavor to
look at matters in a broader way, and
so that the affairs of the province are
well conducted, and sectionalism s
not a.pparerit. we are not very greatly
concerned as to the part c¢f the prov-
ince from which ministers or members
come. It is very unfortunate, we think

very outset of ‘the movement for the
development of & ‘railway policy force
sectionalism to the front.

Ev-
ery one has known that the Canadian
Northern wished to reach the Coast,
but until last month nc one represent-
ing the company was prepared to make
any definite proposal Why this should
be the case need hardly be %explained
to those, who know the magnitude of
the undertakings that company had
in hand and watched the nature of its
operations. The Grand Trunk Pa-
cific had no proposition to make; at
Jeast if ft had the public has not been
informed of. it. The Canadian Pacific
has been busily engaged in extending
its lines in varicus directions and the
Great Northern has been in the field;
but neither of these companies was
engaged in work which could properly
form the basis of a provincial rallway
poliey. The- CN.R. is now an
applicant ‘for - aid- to what is the
completion of ‘a transcontinental line;
the G.T.P. suggests that it would like
assistance in the construction of at
least one important branch line, and
possibly there are some things which the
C.P.R. might ‘do sooner if assisted than

officially and the G.N.R. aigclim any
desire for aid ¢f any kind.

As a general proposition _we think
the public of’ British Calumbia would
be averse to the extension of aid to
railways, which could not strictly be
said to be designed for the development
of new areas; but we are very strong-
ly of the opinicn that they will sup-
port the government in any business-
like project, whereby the early con-
struction of such ‘development lines
can be secured. If we may conclude
anything from what has been stated
in the press and otherwise, the gov-
ernment is likely to have specific prop-
ositions before them at an early day,
and we are confident that these prop-
ositions will be approached with a
bona fide intention of settling them
along lines that can be justified to the
public. To what extent the govern-
ment may be justified in ¢ommitting
the province it would be premature to
express an opinion. This is a point
upon which we must all wait for light.
We do not suppose that even the min-
isters themselves know what will be
asked of them.

NATURAL RESOURCES

The Prime Minister and the Leader
of the Opposition are in accord on &
very interesting proposal, namely, that
there shall be special committees ap-
pointed to take into conslderation the
development and conservation’ of the
natural resources of Canada. The
matter came up in consequence of a
suggestion from Mr. Borden that &
seléct standig ‘committee should be
appointed to which all matters re-
lating to the subjects meéntioned
should be referred, and he added that
he thought there might™ 'well be a
sub-committee to which matters re-
lating to the fisheries could be sent.
The Prime Minister accepted the prin-
ciple of the suggestion -and added
that he thought there might advan-
tageously be three committees, one for
the fisheries, one for minerals and one
for timber and waterways. The idea
is an excellent one, and we venture to
suggest that it ought to be supplemen-
ted by the appointment of a compe-
tent person ‘to act throughout the year
as secretary of .these  committees,
possibly one man could act for all
three, whose duty it should be to col-
late information and to whom corres-
pondence could be addressed. - We do
not suggest that this secretary should
have any executive powers whatever,
but only that he should be the agency
whereby material could be got to-
gether for the use of the select com-
‘mittees during.the session of parlia-
ment. f
If the history of other countries
teaches us anything at all, it is that
Canada cannot too soon begin the
conservation of her ' natural wealth.
Take our forests for example. Accord-
ing to the system,’or rather lack of
system, followed in most parts of the
Dominion, the exhaiistion of our
forest wealth is steadily drawing
nearer. It is doubtless a long way off
vet, but the rate of consumption is
annually increasing, and, exceptin some
comparatively small areas, nothing is
being done in the way of  restora-
tion. 1Indeed, the natural restoration
of the forests is too often retarded
by the ravages of fires, whieh might
largely be prevented, as the experience
of this province during the past few
years has demonstrated. Just at pres-
ent the preservation of resources is
chiefly in the educational ‘stage. The
people are only beginning. to learn its
importance and if very strenuous laws
were passed, there might be some re-
senfment. It seems to be necessary
to get the public to understand that
the policy of conservation is 'a wise
policy, and we can see lines in which
the proposed committees could do ex-
cellent work, ¥

AN AWAKENING

“The Awakening of Nanaimo” is the
caption of the first page of the Nana-
imo Free Press of the 6th inst. The
letterpress following this heading was
devoted to the harbor improvements
required by the city and to a railway
project suggested by Mayor Hodgson.
We have already prirffted the resolu-
tion moved ‘by him and adopted at the
meeting of the Citizens’ league, but a
brief synopsis of it may be advisable.
It recites that the Canadian Northern
Railway company is asking aid for a
line from Edmonton to the Coast, and
that - the population of Vancouver
Island is nearly as numerous as that
of the southern part of the Mainland,
and its exports of natural products
are greater in value than those of the
Mainland. Hence. it urges that the
Canadian Northern shall be assisted
to construct a railway from Edmonton
to Vancouver Island, with a branch ex-
tending north to Quatsino Sound angd
south to Victoria. We may mention
that such a line is what the Royal
Commission on Transportation report-
ed favorably upon three years ago, and
the Colonist has urged over and over
again. The Commission did not men-
tion the Canadian Northern or any
other company particularly. It
only recommended the general pro-
position, and this also was the course
taken by this paper. We are as de-
sirous of seeing such a railway bullt
as ever we were, and if it cannot be
obtained by an arrangement with the
Canadian Northern, as the people of
Nanaimo wish, we hope it can be
through the instrumentality of some
other of the great railway companies.
We are much gratified at the spirited
manner in which the' people of Na-
naimo have taken up the question of
Island development. They have asked
for something specific. It is well to
have a definite object in view in de-
velopment campaigns.

While speaking of this matter, we
may mention that one of ‘the objections
made by some persons to the Bute
Inlet route, as surveyed - by Marcus
Smith, is based upon the grades. . In
these days the gredt effort of rail-
way companies is te secure the easiest
possible grades. Those by way of the
Smith route are not very serious.
From tide ‘water at:'the head of Bute
fnlet to the summit the distance is 94
miles, and the elevation to be' made is
2,760 feet, or 26.36 feet to the mile,
which is certainly nqthing at all seri-
ous, if it is'at all uniform. The maxi-
mum grades are 10560 feet to the
mile, or-2 per cents: These-occur #nt
three places; oné of;them is 1.27 miles
in length, another; 6.67 miles and
another 4.43 miles. Threse, of course,
are all against east-pound traffic. The
surveys from which these grades were
taken were made ‘thirty-three years
ugo; and it does not'¥eem unreasonable’
to suppose that with the greater know-
ledge that has been: ‘acquired as to
mountain bullding* :since then, it
might be possible - to get a better
alignment. Some twoe years ago, we

A POLITICAL RUMOR

Tho Toronto World has a Montreal
telegram of the 1st inst., in whieh the
early retirement of Sir Wilfrid Lau-
rier from public life is mentioned.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier,. if he decided to
retire, and he has been advised by his
physicians to relinquish the strain of
government, will retire in favor of Mr.
Fielding. That has been the under-
standing for a long time. This may
occur within the next 12 months.

His followers in parlidment will be
the chief opposition to the change, on
the ground that they’d like him to
remain at their head for another elec-
tion. Sir Wilfrid is true to his col-
Jeagues and true to His arrangements
with them. It may be, however, that
Mr, Fielding may not be so keen for
the succession as he might have been
two or three years ago.

The World is not the best authorjty
in Canada as to the intention of Sir
wilfrid Laurier,. and we give the
statement of its Montreal correspon-
dent without expressing an opinion as
to its value. We may say, however,
that there would be very general re-
gret- all over the Dominion if it should
be proved true that Sir Wilfrid Laurier
must contemplate retirement from
public life. It is one thing to oppose
a First Minister at an election and
quite another to contemplate his with-
drawal from political activity for such
a reason as is given “in the above
quotation. The people of Canada have
given another term to Sir Wilfrid in
which he may “finish his work,” and
we think that, without distinction of
party, they will deeply regret if he
should find himself compelled to lay
his political armor by.

WILL BE DISCUSSED

ermen Charge Inhumanity

That Capt. N¥®wcombe, of the fishery
protection cruiser Kestrel, is ' keeping
some of the United States fishing ves-
sels engaged in’fishing on the northl
ern British Columbia fishing grounds
from illegally using British Columbia
harbors for the "purpose of cleaning
their fish, is evident from the com-
plaints being made by the masters of
the Seattle fishing steamers driven
from northern harbors. The Kestrel
is not fast enough to patrol as efficient-
ly as is desired, and the fishery pro-
tection cruiser,: which ‘has been 8o
long talked of, i8 necessary to prevent
the continuance of poaching and the
{llegal .use for the purposes of clean-
ing the catches taken on the British
Columbia - fishing grounds in British
Columbia harbors by TUnited States
fishermen.

The Seattle Times of yesterday, gives
the following version of the driving of
the United States fishing steamer
Grant from a northern harbor:

“Inhumanity 1s scarcely too strong
a term to be used in describing the
conduct of officers of British gunboats
towards the' officers and men of the
Seattle fishing fleet when driven from
the halibut banks during the present
winter by terrific storms and forced
to seek shelter in Butler's Cove or
other ports in British waters. Such;
at least, is the statement of both men
and officers of the Seattle fishing ves-
sels.

“Capt. E. B. Crockett, of the steam-
ship ' Grant, - ownéd Dby the  Ban Juan
Fishing ‘& Packing company, on his
last trip to' the halibut’ fishing grounds
was, he declares, forced to seek shelter
in Butler’'s Cove to escape from a
snowstorm and tempest which threat-
ened to engulf his vessel

“He alleges that he was ordered to
put to sea the minute the -storm
abated, - though . -the . weather: was
threatening, and told that if he came
back without going thirty’ miles out
of his course to register at a British
customs port, e would be fined $400.

“No sooner had Capt. Crockett taken
the Grant putside than the storm broke

forth with renewed fury and he was|

forced to run for it to an unchartered
shelter on the: north end of Dundas
Island.

“There he remained for two days, the
weather being so thick outside that he
could not see the ship’s length.

“ ‘Leaving, our shelter, the Grant
made her way out through the danger-
ous and unmapped waterg to which we
had been forced to run by reason of
the unheard of and drastic ruling of
the British officers,’ sald Capt. Croc-
kett yesterday. ‘The ship struck an
unchartered rock, which, had the blow
‘been a foot or two higher up, would
have ripped the hull of the Grant open
and sunhk her.

“‘Asg 1t was, three of her propeller
blades were brogien off short and we
were forced to limp our way to port.

“‘T have been going to the fishing
banks off the British Columbia and
Alaska coast,’ off and on, for twenty
years. I have neéver seen worse wea-
ther than we have had this winter.
The arrogant ruling of the men on the
Rritish gunboat is such as to make
our work there as hazardous and dis-
agreeable as possible.

“‘Up to two years ago it was the
custom of American fishing vessels in
the stormy winter months to put into
British waters for shelter and safety
and remain there all night, coming
forth again in the early morning. This
custom lasted for vears and was recog-
nized as fair ~between the TUnijted

Martin Burrell, M.P., Enlightens Mon-
trealers in Regard to Conditions
in This Province

Montreal, Feb. 8.—The resources of
British Columbia formed the ‘subject
on which Martin Burrell, M. P, for
Yale-Cariboo, gave an interesting talk
to the members of the Canadian club
at the weekly luncheon this afternoon.
Mr. Burrell jocularly touched’upén the
“encyclopedic ignorance” which pre-
vailed in some quarters regarding
British Columbia, and then went on
to desecribe the commercial value of
the Pacific waters'which bound British
Columbia, and shores of its myriad
of islands there.

Concluding, Mr. Burrell dealt with
what he called distinctively: British
Columbia questions. First there were
the difficulties of settling a country
with such extraordinary geographical
cenditlons.

HON. J. H. TURNER ON
BRENTWOOD PLATFORM

Eloguent. Address on Beauties
and Resources of British
Columbia

(From Tuesday’s- Daily)

The Hon. J. H. Turner, agent gen-
eral in London for, and formerly prime
minister of, this province, recently de-
livered an address at the ahnual meet-
ing of the Brentwood and district
Tariff Reform League. There was a
distinguished company on the plat-
form and the audience appears to have
been a large ome. Reporting Mr. Tur-
ner’s speech, the Essex Times says:

The Hon. J. H. Turner, in addressing
the meeting, said that after arrange-
ments had been made for him to read
a paper that evening he was informed
that it would be a Tariff Reform meet-
ing, and possibly it might be said that
anyone who was-connécted with the
Civil Service of one of the colonies as
its agent in Great Britain should look
after his own special work in the In-
terest of the country to which he was
accredited. There might be;some truth
in this, but it depended on conditions,
and the conditions now were such that
all ‘colonial representatives in the
Mother Country were bound to be-
come interested in the important ques-
tlons of the 'day, the settlement of
which must have so much influence in
the future history and welfare of the
Empire; Therefore he wished to state
that he took a great deal of interest in
these questions, of which probably
the greatest was Tariff Reform.

Canadians Tariff Reformers

Proceeding, the speaker said: —"Peo-
ple. of the Mother Country who visit, I
believe, any one of the colonies, though
I refer more especially to Canada, and
become acquainted with the people,
are speedily ,impressed with! the fact
that nearly ‘all are Protectionists, or
in other waords, they fully believe that
all encouragement should be given to
their own people, in preference to for-
elgners. They all believe, too, that it
is of much greater advantage to their
country that as much and as many of
‘the things requirea for the daily life
and work of the community should be
grown or made at home by their own
people—that, in fact, it is for the ad-
vantage of all classes to provide workid
in this way for their own workers,.even
if the products do cost a little more,
than by what is known, as Free Trade.
Both systems have been tried in Can-
ada, and under the present one the

‘country 'is prosperous. Wages are high,

an dthere is practically no poverdy, at
least as we know it here. But I am not
before you to discuss political ques-
tions which have of lgte become some-
what = bitter and warlike, especially
among the fair sex, but to tell you and
try to interest about a beautiful coun-
try lying far away to the west, looking
out on the waters of the mighty Pa-
cific ocean,, and my digression from the
real subject was probably induced by
the fact, fresh on my mind, that when
I visited British Columbia again last
autumn, after an absence from it of
seven years, I found that practically all
its people, Liberal or Conservative,
were Tariff Reformers, in the sense we
apply that term here’ in England.

“This great western Jand has the pe-
culiarity of being both’a very old coun-
try and also a newsone. "It may be
sald to have had three historic periods,
the first dating as far back as 1540,
when the Spaniards were on the coast
and held many places as part of the
Spanish ‘kingdom. The Spani&irds
were ‘soon - followed by the intrepid
British navigators, Drake and Cook
and others.” After them it was for a
long time almost forgotten until the
arrival of the great explorers and fur
hunters of the Hudson’s Bay Company
and the North West Company, and
practically the rediscovery of the coun-
e .

Having dealt at length®with these
three periods, and given an interesting
oufline of the industries and occupa-
tions of the people and the resources
of the country, the spgaker continued:

British Columbia Prospeyous

“As to the prog‘i'ess“_’ﬁhd prosperity
of the province I t show it more
plainly or concisely: thah by quoting
from the Budget speech of the Hon.
R. G. Tatlow, the Finance Minister.
He says the revenue of the province
in 1903 was $2,009,412, and in 1907 it
had increased to $4,338,632. I might
add to the Finance Minister's state-
ment that in 1897, ten years previous-
was. only ° $1,383,048.
This speaks for. itself, and the Finance
Minister also shows that the debt of
the province has been reduced since
1905 by over a million #nd three-quar-
ters of dollars. In closing, I may say
that British Columbia, with its great
undeveloped supplies of coal, iron, cop-
per, gold, silver and timber, the ma-
terials that are more and more in de-
mand every year, and on which it may
be said the progress of civilization
largely depends—these, combined with
its unrivalled sitpation on the Pacific
ocean, where the greatest future in-
crease in the world's trade must take
place, but which is only Just begin-
ning, make it evident that British Co-
lumbia, as the gateway to that great
ocean and its trade, cannot fail to be-
come one of the most important parts
of the Empire. May it always remain
part of this mighty Empire. All its
people have this desire, all its institu-
tions are thoroughly British, and all
its people thoroughly loyal. They have,
with the rést of Canada, conclusively
proved it, and it is to be.bhoped and
prayed for that the Mother Country
may thoroughly appreciate this, and
not meet the efforts of the Canadian
people for a still closer and more per-
fect union with the Empire, with
slights and closed doors. (Loud ap-
plause).

JUBILEE SERVICES
AT THE METROPOLITAN

Fiftieth Anniversary of Landing
of Methodists Celebrated
by Congregatio

The jubilee services in the Metro-
politan church on Sunday last were all
largely attended.

of Saul and Baruahas out into the
Gentile world,. The justness of the
comparison was emphasized by the
Apostclic zeal and the Apostolic re-
sults which had been achieved in this
province. The seed which was during
that period so faithfully sown was still
bringing forth .a bountiful harvest,
and the young men of today should be
equally responsive to the call to spread
the civilizing and uplifting Gospel
throughout this province and through-
out the world. ¢

MISSIONARY MOVEMENT

SHORT SITTING OF
THE LEGISLATURE

Bills Brought in on Medical
Council and Women's
Suffrage

(From Tuesday’s Daily)

It was “Blue Monday” in the legis-
lature yesterday. The members evi-
dently were not fully recovered from
the two days’ respite, and lethargy

marked the proceedings of the sitting |

throughout. Even the member for
Delta seemed to be suffering from
ennui, and, beyond one small outburst

of which the premier bore the brunt,|

he endured with great fortitude the
task of facing the government benches.

The attorney-general's bill for re-
vision of the statutes, passed third
reading, and took its place as the sec-
ond piece of finished legislation for
this session. Mr. Tatlow’s Horticul-
tural Board act was the first.

Dr. King (Cranbrook) introduced a
bill embodying. certain interesting
amendments to the Medical act, no-
tably with regard to the status of
those practicing medicine without be-
ing registered physicians. The bill
also makes provision for more oOr less
important .changes in the method of
electing the medical council.

That hardy perennial, the “Women’s
Franchise” bill, was again intrdoduced
by  Mr. Hawthornthwaite (Nanaimo).
The bill is practically identical with
that of last session, which went down
to defeat in the House. Based on the
Australian act, it aims to give wo-
men precisely the same status as men
in provincial matters.

Mr. Oliver on Dykes

Mr. Oliver (Delta) moved the follow-
ing resolutions:

“That an order of the House be
granted for copies of all orders in
council, letters, telegrams, agreements
or other papers or documents relative
to the acquisition by the Victoria Ter-
minal Railway c¢dbmpany, or the V. N.

In moving the. latter resolution, Mr.
Oliver stated that this work had been

performed with the funds of the pro-

The premier said, in reply to this
thrust, that his information on the
subject was to the effect that when
the dyke was completed it was as-
certained that a farm owned by one
Alderson had been submerged hy rea-
son of the damming up ©f the water
by the dyke.

W, report the government had perform-

ed the necessary work. It was not a
case of favoritism, but the govern-
ment had been forced to pay some
attention to the hardship caused to
Alderson by the building of the dyke.

Mr. Oliver: “If the report of the
inspector of dykes was such as the
premier has stated, he ought to be
fired. I know that no harm was done
to this man’s property by the dyke. I
know every inch of the land in the
district and I can assure the House
that there was no such damage. The
work was done to improve the pro-
perty of Alderson’s land and a tract
owned by the Bank of Hamilton. The
premier cannot shelter himself behind
the report of this official.” |

The Fraser Fishermen

Mr. Oliver further aimed some ques-
tions at the attorney-general with re-
gard to the alleged wrongs of the Fra-
ser river .fishermen. He wanted to
know whether it was the intention of
tha government to repay to the fisher-
nien ‘who were prosecuted under the
Tisherlies act the amount of their fines,
whether the fishermen would be re-
imbursed the amount of their costs in
the various ocases; and whether the
damages sustained by them owing to
the prosecutions wouid be made good.

Mr. Bowser replied that the gov-

erament was going to bring the mat-

ter of the Fisheries act before the
Privy council and until it was ‘set-
tled no question of reimbursement
could/be consideregd.

The bill introduced by the attorney-
general to amend the Arbitrdtion act
passed committee.

The bill introduced by the attorney-
general to amend the public inquir-
fes act, passed second reading. This
amendment makes it possible for com-
missioners to take the oath of office
pefore county court judges, as well
as jacges of the Supreme court.

The attorney-general’s bill to amend
the Court of Appeal act, correcting
seyveral minor errors in the statute of
1907. passed second reading.

Mr, Tatlow’s bill to amend the Suc-
cession Duty act was given second
reading. This measure tends to widen
th+ powers of the minister of finance
in succession matters. The consent
o7 the minister of finance must ' be
sought for the probate of all .estates,
instead of only those of more than
$5,000, as under the present law. In
addition to this, under the new law,
the succession duties on that part of
the estate that is specifically devised,
must be paid at once. The word “de-
benture¢s” is added to the list of se-
curities within the scope of the act.
These are the prineipal provisions of
the amendment.

Mr. Hayward Honored

When Mr. Hayward (Cowichan)
moved second reading for his bill to
amend the Dairy and Live Stock as-
sociations act, the Speaker called him
to order, although - Mr. Hayward's
name was on .the order of the day un-
der ‘“Public Bills and Orders.” Through
some error, Mr. Hayward had found
his way into the order reserved for
bills introduced by members of the gov-
enment. He was allowed to proceed,
and his bill was given second reading.

The Victoria and Barkley Sound
railway bill was reported to the House,
and will come up for third reading
today.

The Flathead Valley railway bill and
the Meadow Creek railway bill were
advanced a stage, and will be reported
today. The Goat River Water, Power
and Light company bill passed secend
reading.

IN THE HOUSE was spent for the most

part in advancing bills of
more or less routine chars‘cter, “taking out
commas and putting in semi-colons,” as a
flippant member of the Press Gallery express-
ed it. In fact, the Press Gallery owed most of
their “stories” during the week to the small
but energetic band on the Opposition side,
who are captained by James Hurst Hawthorn-
thwaite, of Nanaimo.

The amendment proposed by the Attorney-
General to the Provincial Elections Act was
one matter that aroused the ire of the Social-
ist memebrs. The provision in the amendment
for striking from the electoral lists the names
of men who have left their electoral district
was the bone of contention. This, Mr. Haw-
thornthwaite declared, was a blow aimed di-
rectly at the workingmen of the Province, who
must of necessity travel about from job to job,
and therefore from electoral district to elec-
toral district.

The occasion was taken for attacking the
election laws in a general way, however. The
Socialists delivered an ominous warning that
was almost more of a threat than a warning
on this head. They called.the attention of
the Government to the fact there were form-
ing among the workingmen of the Province
large organizations of Anarchist and semi-
Anarchist tendencies.

However, the Socialist members had some
constructive criticism to offer as well. Their
plan is to cancel the existing “electoral lists
and have new lists. prepared before each elec-
tion in the Province. They claim that this
will at least have the element of fairness.

HERE battle rages hottest in the front

What is to be done to our beloved legal
terminology? The Socialists in the Legisla-
ture demand that the
statutes of the Province
be put in plain man’s talk
instead of the jargon
(apologies to the member for the Islands)—
the jargon that centuries have rendered a
sacred tradition. They would have us trans-
late “certiorari.”

This particular word has been taken as a
random example.: Mr. Parker Williams, of
Newcastle, the Socialist member who had
most to say on the subject, declined to give
any examples of the hateful “foreign” words
that appear in our statutes. He said he was
neither a jews-harp nor a banjo, and therefore
could not pronounce these hoary words. He
said that the Legislature must either provide
a system of education whereby every man,
woman and child can learn to understand the
Latin terms in the laws of the land, or else
translate these same into English pure and un-
defiled.

1t is a hard matter, this. While many of
us do not like to pay our lawyers’ bills when
they ' come in, there are, after all, few who
would characterize the legal profession, as did
Mr. Williams, as a “social parasite.” Mr. Wil-
liams declared that the mystifying phrases in
the laws made it necessary for people in gen-
eral to go to the lawyer to get the laws ex-
plained to them. i

It is a hard matter. Suppose we translate
all these “jaw-breakers” that offend the ear of
the member for Newcastle, and have the
statutes all written in simple Anglo-Saxon
style, there are few of us who will care to go
to court on our own reading of the law. Ow-
ing to the vast variety of human foibles, and
social institutions, the laws of the country are
intricate, comprehensive, and dry—oh, so dry!
It would take a long time for the layman to
master them all so that he could be his own
man of law. Even if the statute books were
printed in English, and illustrated with dia-
grams and dotted lines instructing the layman
how to proceed in his own defence, he would
probably shake the nuisance of “understand-
ing” the laws, and go to a lawyer.

ustralia in Three Aspects

ERE are glimpses of Australia in

three aspects as depicted by Dr.

Fitchett in his magazine, “Life”:

“The character of a nation may al-

ways be judged by the sports which

delight it most, and on which it is

willing to spend’ the’ largest sums’ of -money.

Horse-racing—as -an- aecompaniment,  not. to

say a pretext, for gambling on.a tremendous

scale—is perhaps the chief delight of an Aus-

tralian crowd; but just now prize-fighting is

at an extraordinary - height of popularity.

Nothing attracts- such -crowds, at -such - high

prices, as a prize-fight. No singer, though

she had the voice of Jenny Lind or of Melba;

no lecturer, though he had the science of

Huxley and the eloquence “of  Gladstone; no

actor, though he -possessed the- mimetic. art of

Garrick, could crowd a building with such

throngs, or stir such a passion of excitement,

as at the present moment can even a couple of
second-rate boxers.

Mad on Boxing

“In Melbourne, on a recent evening, the
great Cyclorama was crammed to suffocation,
and more than a thousand people waited out-
side, unable to secure entrance at any price,
all to see a few pairs of quite unimportant
pugilists beat each other to the point of ex-
haustion. For the fight bétwixt ‘“Tommy”
Burns and “Bill”, Squires a great building was
specially erected, and the sums paid to waf.ch
the fight would almost change the complexion
of a State budget. Burns has fought with yet

another rival, a negro named Johnson, and it .

is said that a yet vaster buillding had to
be erected to hold the spectators, and yet high-
er prices were demanded for entrance. A
cynic might well smile at the spectacle; a
philosopher might perplex himself with trying
to analyze the passions to which such scenes
appeal. :
Australian Self-Denial

“But theré " is -another group of facts
pointing in an exactly opposite direction which
deserve recording, In 1888 the Salvation
Army throughout Australasia established a
weel of self-denial, and raised by it the modest
sum of £1,026 for the support of its work.
The self-denial week has been cbserved every
year since, and this year the sum raised ‘is
£33700; last year it was £3293s. .Self-
denial week has come to yield the Salvation
Army over £30,000 every year. In twenty
rears it has yielded a total sum of not less
ban £400,000. The Salvation Army is look-

ed upon! with a certain amount of distrust by
some, and with a certain touch of contempt by
others, if only because it moves in the realm
of sentiment, and works by forces which the
world, in the intensely secular mood which for
the moment possesses it, is inclined to dis-
miss as unpractical. But a sentiment which

.crystallizes into £30,000 in a single week of

each year is “practical” enough to justify its
own existence. There is plainly a rare energy
of spiritual force in the Army to collect this
sum.

Springtime in Australia

“It is springtime for Australia and New

Zealand, and everywhere the land is lush with
grass, fragrant with blossoming orchards, and
rich with the promise of a great harvest. Dur-
ing the month a most timely rain swept across
the whole floor of the continent from west to
east, and if the money value of this rain
could be expressed in cold arithmetic, it would
run up to many millions. A shower of glitter-
ing gold dust falling from the sky over hill
and plain would hardly have made a more
direct contribution to the national wealth than
the gains of a season so genial.”

LONDON’S GREAT POVERTY

“Phe problem of poverty in London has
seldom been more urgent than it is at this mo-
ment. At this Christmas season 130,543 per-
sons—or more than 27 out of every I1,000—
are in receipt of poor-law relief. . In.ten years
London has added 26,000 units to its pauper
army. The total number has not been higher
for thirty-eight years; and we must go back
to 1874 to find a higher ratio of paupers to
population.

“We take these figures from the review of
“The Legal Poor of London’ in the Times, an
annual statement which always conveys the
impression of being written with full, inside
knowledge, and which often: anticipates by
many months the report of the Local Govern-
ment Board,” says the Chromcle. “The figurcs
are painfully arresting. They seem to war-
rant a very gloomy view of the state of things
in London. Close consideration makes the
facts look not less serious, but serious in
other ways than might at first sight be sup-
posed. : s

«“When it is said that pauperism 1in Lon-
don is more extensive, both absolutely and
relatively to population, than it has been for
a generation, the natural conclusion might

seem to be that poverty and distress must be
similarly greater,

“Poverty, however, is one thing; and legal
pauperism is another. IL.argely, of course, they

< coincide, and the increase of pauperism this

year reflects a condition of distress. Largely,
but not entirely; for the first fact which the
analysis in the Times brings out is that the
increase of pauperism is confined to a few
unions, whilst 1n more .than half there has
been a decrease. The Poplar Union alone is
responsible for a great. increase in the
East-end pauperism, and Islington for almost
all the increase in the North,

“The second fact to be noted is that where
the increase is large a particular kind of lax
administration exists. The social conditions of
Poplar are-similar to those in neighboring
unions. What is different is the Poot-law ad-
ministration. The conclusion is irresistible,
and it is supported by facts otherwise notor-
ious, that the administration is at fault. The
first problem of Poor-law reform is to abolish
the diversity of treatment which is favored by
the existence of thirty-one different boards of
guardians. The ‘pauper-factories’ must in
some way be closed.

“Iax administration (especially in the mat-
ter of out-relief) is not, however, the only form
in which the manufacture of paupers is car-

ried on in London. Misguided philanthropy-is-

another. The pauper army in London i8 re-

 cruited from all over the country; it is the

Mecca of the ‘work-shy,” because nowhere else
is the provision of shelters and the like so
abundant, and in no other hunting-ground are
the profits of begging so ample.

“The person who is most busily engaged
in the pauper-making trade of London is the
indiscriminate alms-giver.

A number of experiments have been car-
ried out with the object of preparing a caffein
free product from the coffee seeds. A satisfac-
tory result was obtained by certain methods
which aim at subjecting the entire raw seeds
to a procedure by means of which the caffein
salts are decomposed and the seeds are render-
ed amenable to subsequent extraction with a
volatile solvent of caffein. This procedure is
at present employed in Bremen and in Mann-
heim, Germany. Nature has produced a plant
free from caffein, native of Madasgascar and
Reunion, but unfit for use on account of its bit-
ter principle. Grafting experiments have not
yet proved successful. The requirements 1n
case of the artificial non-poisonous product are
its almost entire harmlessness, together with
an unchanged appearance, taste and aroma.

Can Venezuela Govern?

“ B W OW or never Venezuela can and

X must prove that it possesses the

ability to govern itself well and

indefinitely improve. We have

pending international complica-

tions of which the country knows

through the recent Government announcement.

This demands imperiously from Venezuelans

the obligation to unite in‘the common cause.

Let us show that we are worthy and strong in
the defence and honor of the flag.”

These are patriotic words which the Minis-
ter of the Interior, Senor Alcantara, sepnt to the
State Governors of Venezuela after a coup
d’etat which has ended President Castro’s
malevolent antics. ;

“While President ‘Castro has been rousing
the curiosity of the European Press, and es-
pecially that of Berlin, and exciting the cupid-
ity of concession-hunters, shipbuilders, and
the manufacturers of warlike stores, the Op-
position in Venezuela has not been idle,” says
the Spectator, narrating the incident. “On
Wednesday news reached this country through
Reuter’s Agency that General Gomez,  Vice-

“President of the Republic, had substituted for

the old Castro Cabinet a new coalition -Minis-
try. The supporters of Senor Castro have, how-
ever, not only been turned out of office; they
have ‘also been arrested on the ground that
they were engaged in a criminal conpsiracy,
in which President Castro himself is charged
with complicity.

“T'he fact is that an anti-Castro coup d’etat
has beerr carried out in the usual < Spanish-
American fashion. -General Gomez is said to
have shown great personal bravery. On Sat-
urday last he went on foot to the barracks,
where a mutinous regiment was quartered un-
der the command of President Castro’s bro-
ther. General Gomez entered the building and
himself placed Colonel Castro under arrest. He
then went to the Yellow House and arrested
Senor Torres Cardenas, President Castro’s rep-
resentative. General Gomez seized him by
the shoulders, and, shaking him roughly, said:
T have discovered your plot to assassinate me.
You are my prisoner.” Senor Cardenas tried to
use his revolver, but General Gomez was too
quick, and pinioned his arms.

“These two arrests appear to have broken
the back of the plot. General Gomez next is-
sued a proclamation justifying his action, and
declaring his intention of finding a decorous
and pacific solution of the country's interna-
tional disputes. No doubt anything may hap-

pen in a Sefith American Republic, and unless
there is”some very sudden reaction we may,
we think, consider President Castro’s career
at an end. We can hardly doubt that he was
in a sense prepared for such an event. South
American Presidents when they are absent are
sure tobe in the wrong. The telegrams add
that President Castro’s ‘unlimited letter - of

credit’ has been cancelled; but it is not likely

that the ex-President, as we suppose we must
now call him, has failed to make prudent pro-
vision against such an event.” ‘

“It is Holland that deserves the thanks of
the civilized world for having given the push
that toppled over the fabric of Castro’s power,”
says the Times. “But, while her seizure of
one or two Venezuelan vessels was the occa-
sion of the catastrophe, it can hardly have been

the cause. There were other factors, external-

and internal to Venezuela, at work, and per-
haps an appreciation of their number and foree
may not have been entirely unconnected with
the ex-President’s voyage to Europe, He must
have known of the deep hatred that his rule
inspired among large classes of the nation,
and he must have been well aware that, in
times of real stress and danger, the motives
which impelled place-hunters and ruffians to
attach ‘themselves to him would impel them
with equal force to desert his cause.”

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In a report to the British Colonial Office
Sir William McGregor, governor of New-
foundland, gives an account of a visit he paid
to a settlement of Micmacs, who are held by
ethnologists to be a branch of the Algonquin
Indians, at Bay d’Espoir, on the south of the
island. here are only twenty-three families
living on the reservation, consisting of 131
persons. The Micmacs are hunters and trap-
pers, they aré ignorant alike of agriculture,
seamanship and fishing. On the visit of the
governor there were only two miserable cows
in the settlement, and a few extremely wretch-
ed sheep, and he saw only one _fowl and a
“tame wild goose.” The food consisted chiefly
of flour, a few potatoes and cabbage and cari-
bou meat, while the majority of the pepple
were in rags. Notwithstanding these obvious
hardships the inhabitants are generally healthy,
the oldest woman was ninety years of age and
the oldest man about eighty. The men are
described as of good size and strongly built,
clearly of mixed descent and many being
