If either of these requirements 
is not complied with, the endorser or drawer 
is released, although the maker remains 
liable. Protest is not absolutely necessary— 
it is only a way of preserving official evi­
dence of presentment and notice. |Jor is 
the intervention of a notary public 'Accessary 
in order to comply with the law. The bank 
is quite competent to present the note and 
give the notice ; but in case of a diaoute, 
the evidence of the bank officers would not 
be entitled to as much weight as the notarial 
protest. *

Now as to the abuse of thp law by 
notaries. As I stated before, I have
been in the office of several 
notaries, and I cannot say that protesting 

done with the indecent haste which you 
state. In the first place, generally we did 
not get the notes till about 5.15. Then the 
several notes had to be presented in different 
parts of the town or city, and it was be­
tween half-past three and four when the 
protesting was fairly begun, so that 
usually had about an hour’s grace, 
which notes were not unfreqpently held 
over at the request of the parties.

Now for the remedy. In the first place, 
the fees are much too high. The responsi­
bility is no doubt great, as it involves 
the retaining of the security, but the wprk 
is very light An ordinary protest with 
three notices, which brings the notary $1.25, 
can be finished in twenty minutes, ithe pre­
sentation on the average occupying five or 
ten. And the work is usually delegated to 
the last student who arrives in the office, and- 
whose salary is about $50 a year. I think 
the fees might with justice be reduced one- 
half, providing the system of protesting 
were retained.

But supposing it is proposed to abolish 
that "system, we have to consider what to 
substitute for it. My suggestion would be 
to let the banks present the notes, send the 
notices and keep a record in their books, 
which should be admitted in the courts as 
prima facie evidence of presentment -sad 
notice., AN OLD “ PROTESTANT.”

Besides, there 
are many government employees who, seeing 
the horrors committed by the government, 
gradually become revolutionists. , We wish 
the American people knew the truth about 
Russia, then their. sympathy for ottr cause 
is assured.
