Phil'Delphi*, Nov. 4 -- William C. 
Russell, paying teller for the Pennsylvania 
company for insurance on live» and grant­
ing annnitiee, haa absconded, after sqn in­
dering $22,500 of the company’» fund» in 
stock margins. Since the discovery of the 
peculations the corporation " official» have 
had Pinkerton’» detective» soonring the 
country for the fugitive, bnt thus far Rus­
sell his succeeded in eluding capture.

The absconding teller ie about 35 years of 
see and resided with, hie wile and two 
children at No. 1324 Green street. He 
entered the employ ef the company thir­
teen years ago as a clerk, and by fidel­
ity and perseverance gradually ad­
vanced until he attained the poai 
tion which he haa at last dishon­
ored He reerived a salary of $2400 a year, 
and had the control of a standing fund of 
between $60,000 and $80,0u0 with which to 
meet the daily demand» at the counter. A 
part of this money was in gold and new 
note», which were kept on hand to accom­
modate customers who wanted that kind of 
money. "Russel! drew upon these two piles 
to supply his want» He took the fatal 
step which led to bis downfall about three 
months ago, when bis wife came into a 
legacy of abont $6000. The money wea 
named to Third street and invested in 
marginal purchase» of Reading and Northern 
Pacific railroad stocks. A declining market 
threatened the loss of the entire amount, 
and Ruaaell, like many other» before him, 
adopted the dangerous alternative of sending 
good money after bad.

He resorted to the company's funds in 
the hope of a favorable turn in the mar­
ket, but the deeper he got in the toils the 
faster tne deficiency grow, until he had sunk 
*15,000 of the t rust company’s money in 
the attempt to retrieve nia losses. His 
duties requiring him to be at hia desk dur- 
ing buainess hours his business with his 
broker» was transacted through an acquaint­
ance who wae a runner for a neighboring 
bank, but who never suspected that Russell 
was operating srith money thst did not 
belong to him.

Russell left the city on October 16 for a 
two-weeks vacation, which the company 
grants all its employees every year. His 
leave of absence expired last Saturday, but. 
aa was suspected, he failed to return to his 
duties. Russell knew that it was the cus­
tom of the company in November of each 
year to scrutinize carefully every aaaet of 
the bank, and being convinced that hia 
speculation» would be discovered be resolved 
upon flight. Before departing he left a note 
for the bank-runner saying: "I suppose 
yon know that I have been using the com- 
[rany’s money on Third street ” The lat­
ter, astounded at this revelation, at once 
informed the brokers, who in turn carried 
the information to John G. Johnston, at- 
toroJÿ for the Trust company, through 
whom it reached the ears of President 
Smith. Rnsiell’a accounts were at once 
overhauled and the defalcation discovered.

There ta no use of anyone trying to eon- 
ceal the faet that etock gambling in Toronto 
haa reached a dangerous point 
come

considers that if the closure succeeds by 
each a narrow majority it ia the duty of 
Northcote to a»nounce that he refuse» to 
allow the question of proceedure to go for- 
ward without an appeal to constituencies, 
snd that to feme inch appeal he should 
advise hie supporters to make deter­
mined nee ol the right» of minori­
ties.

Although there ie no specific section |in 
any statute giving the judges autherity 
over the windows of court houses, yet their 
dignified position and long usage have dele­
gated to them supreme authority in thie 
matter. The idi-ayncraeiee of the judges 
respecting ventilation and drafts are as 
conflicting and antagonistic aa the points 
of a compass. In striking contrast with 
the peculiarities of Judge Armour ie that 
of a certain other judge at Osgoode ball. 
Whenever there ia the least breath of air in 
motion he order» all the constable» to 
ferret out the draft, which, one# dis­
covered, never thereafter bother» the court.

It was an unfortunate circumstance that 
the crown counsel who recently attended 
this judge on circuit had, among other 
hobbies, a strong penchant for fresh air, 
and was strongly impressed with the idea 
that bad air wai aa injurious to the system 
as patent flour. While the court was happy 
in it# freedom from cold-producing drafts, 
her majesty’s unfortunate counsel 
stantly being reminded by the stifling sir 
that every hour he lived in it was shorten- 
ing his life by a dey or more.

Many men who 
do not care for money are in mines digging 
for it or in business es ruing it, simply be- 
cause money making ia the supreme passion 
ef this age ; and they acquire millions to 
show this age that they can beat it with ite 
own weapons.”

That ia what the Rev. Dr. Paxton ssya 
What dùj Christ Himself ssv? In the 23d 
verse of the 19th chapter of St Matthew 
we read : “ Then Jesus said unto His dis- 
oiples, • Verity I say unto you that a rich 
man shall hardly enter into the kingdom 
of heaven.’ ” That being the teaching of 
Christ then is not the spirit the passion 
of this commercial age essentially un­
christian ? But apparently the Rev. Dr. 
Paxvon doe* not agree with the Divine 
Master, for he finds nothing contrary to 
Christianity in the greed for money.

We will give him a new theme. Let 
him study up what are the exact require­
ments of Christianity, and then test 
by them hit own conduct and 
motives and the set* end the purposes 
of has up-town congregation. If 
he is reelly penetrated by the Christian 
idea and tells the truth sqnarely and with­
out favor, we do not believe hie people will 
find his sermon dull, though they may 
conclude that he ie giving them • sort of 
preaching theydonot ears to pay for.

Engineers on the Centrel-Hudson road 
are paid three cents a mile, and firemen re­
ceive just one-half that rate. Passenger 
conductor» are paid 380 a month, end, in 
some instances 810 more. Aa the engineer 
has control of the brakes, the old-fashioned 
brakeman is displaced by “trainmen, ” who 
help ladies to seats and also assist them in­
coming and going. These men receive $50 
a month, but the man on the last car has

TA ST TERRITORY HKCURKD IS AF­
RICA BY FRANCK.

Meerut Annexation* Following I he Trans* 
Sahara Ballrond I'rojcrl - Penetrating 
to Near Stanley’* Slnllon on the Congo.

Letter to the Loudon Time».
At their present rate the French will 

have half Africa under their “ pro­soon
tection.” Events in Tunis arc still fresh 
in our memories, aud there they began iu 
much the same way as they have just 
began in Madagascar. The grandiose 
schemes of annexation in connection with
the disastrous traus-Sahar.-iu railway pro­
ject may be remembered ; nothing less 
was talked of than the acquisition of the 
whole region between Timlmctoo and Al­
geria. Indeed, part of the stupendous 
scheme has actually been accomplished by 
the annexation of all that territory lying 
between the Senegambian «-Monies and the 
Upper Nile. True, the etntee into which 
this region is divided have only been per­
suaded to place themfirlvcK under the “pro­
tection" of France by a formal t r.-aty, but 
everybody except those most nearly con­
cerned know6 what this ultimately comes 
to.r The object of th-s protective annexa- 
aioe ia the tapping of the Niger trade by 
the éonitruction of a railway from the l p- 
per Niger to the Senegal, and the condition 
of V protection ” is that none hut Fiench 
are to be allowed to trade in all that region. 
But one of the most remarkable instances 
of the line of conduct referred to is to be 
found in the recent action of M Savorgnan 
de Brazza on the Lower Congo. We all 
know from Mr. Stanley the vast import­
ance ot the Middle and Upper Congo as a 
waterway into o»e of the richest regions 
of Central Afrioe ; but we also know 
that tile lower course of the river is 
obstructed for » long distance by an 
impassible series of cataracts. It is to 
overcome this obstruction that Mr. Stan­
ley has been laboring for the last three 
years under the patronage of the king of 
the Belgians, and as he is now in Europ» 
we slum soon probably have full details of 
his work from himself. He ha* already 
mide great progress in the construction of 
a road by which goods can be conveyed 
between the navigable parts of the gre.it 
river. At the present rate however it will 
ue long before the road is ready for traffic, 
and whether it will ever accomplish the 
great object which its undertakers have in 
view is much doubted by those familier 
with all the conditions.

Meantime, the French, from their colony 
on the Gaboon, about 300 miles north of 
the mouth of the Congo, have been making 
strenuous efforts to explore the interior by 

of the river Ogove, the delta of 
which lies about forty miles south of the 
Gaboon. French explorers have done good 
service by tracing tni.s river to its source, 
about CO miles west of tbe Lower Congo. 
The Alima, a western tributary of the Con­
go, rises quite close to the upper course of 
the Ogove, and it would cost little inJabor 
or money to construct a road or a railway 
between the two. One of the most active 
explorers in this region is M. de Brazza, 
who has been several times up the Oijove. 
He has just returned from his last journey- 
ings, in which he reached the Congo just 
above Mr. Stanley’s principal station. 
About the result of this last journey he 
has been telling enthusiastic French 
audiences in the usual glowing terms. 
During 1880-82 M. de Brazza twice ascended 
the Ogove. He succeeded in obtaining more 
than the good will of the chiefs between the 
Upyer Ggove and the Congé. On the former 
he founded a new French station, France- 
ville, which has since been under the charge 
of another French explorer, who, M. de 
Brazza tells us, has succeeded in cultivating 
many European vegetables. The French 
flag, of course, waves over the new French 
station, and, of course, is recognized by the 
natives as the “symbol of peace and pro­
tection.” Proceeding further along the 
course of the river Lefini (the Lawson of 
Stanley), M. de Brazza made friends with a 
chief who claims the right of dominion 
over a large extent of the right bank of the 
Congo. Not only so, but he persuaded this 
chief to agree to a formal treaty by which 
the latter placed himself under the “protec­
tion” of France. The French flag was 
hoisted over the native“Tuileries” (as M. de 
Brazza calls the kraal of this chief), and 
homage was done to the great white chief 
beyond the seas.” Cession was made of 
certain lands on the lower Congo, and on 
the west aide of Stanley Pool M. de Brazza 
founded another French station, to which 
his admiring countrymen have given the 

of Brazzaville. On a subsequent 
journey, concluded in the sumn er ot this 
year, M. de Brazzi made further explora­
tions north and south of France ville, seek­
ing for a navigable waterway by which the 

of the Congo could be tapped 
and diverted from its natural outlet by the 
mouth ol the river itself. Striking south 
from the source of Ogove he traversed the 
plateau between that and the coast, dis­
covering a fertile country abounding in cop­
per and lead and a tiue waterway, the 
Niari. which discharges only sixty miles to 
the north of the Congo. By virtue then 
of being the fir^t to visit this region, 
and of the treaty of protection 
which the confiding chief was persmded 
to agree to, M de Brazza claims for France 
a light over all the region lying between 
the lower Congo, the coast and the Ogove 
The region itself might be made an im­
portant field for trade, but tbe great value 
of this annexation, ns M de Brazza consid­
ers it, is that bv means of its navigable 
liver* the trade ot the Congo may be 
tapped Mr Stanley and the king of the 
Belgians checkmated and the numerous fac- 

nf various nationalities tit the mouth 
ol the Congo starved out. M de Brazza 
speaks of course in the most magniloquent 
terms of the value of his conquest ; he evi­
dently believes that by his action na other 
nation has any right to settle or trade in 
this wild region except the French, and 
that if only a railway, a short one, could 
)>e constructed between a tributary ot the 
Congo and one of his new riveis the fortune 
of France would be made in this region.
