Co-operation In Coal.

To the Editor of the World.
Sir: AU I said to you in my former letters 

as to cost of selling, collecting and bad debts 
apply with equal, if not greater, force to 
fuel. If a successful effort is to be made by 
the masses to organize this coming season 
an association of such a nature as will en­
sure to them a large portion of the profits 
hitherto paid into the coffers of our already 
too wealthy coal dealers, no time is to be 
lost. Owing to the fact that in the United 
States, whence come our coal supplies, the 
business is largely controlled by those who 
work into the hands of our dealers here, 
great difficulties surround the starting of 
a fuel co-operative society, and I think 
those difficulties can only be mot by hav­
ing on the management some 
well posted in the business. It would be 
a good move to rent the premises of some 
one now in the business. There are those 
who from their long connection with the 
coal trade must in the nature of things be 
rich, and who doubtless only stay in be­
cause from habit they must work. Such 
as they, and there must be several here, 
would no doubt give a good portion of their 
time to a real co-operative fuel society 
gratis or almost so for a few years. They 
would thus get an opportunity to return to 
the poor some compensation for the vast 
sums made out of them in bygone years.

During the summer months coal sells at 
from $5 to $5.50 per ton. Since last No­
vember it has steadily advanced until it 
has reached $7. The rich can lay in their 
stock, the poor must add to'the coal dealers’ 
well filled coffers by buying as their wants 
necessitate. There is imported into this 
city now nearly 300,000 tons of coal per 

Deduct for manufacturing and 
other purposes one half that quantity, it 
would leave nearly 150,000 tons to be con 
aumed by private families. The dealers’ 
profit on this is certainly not less than 
dollar per ton. I arrived at this estimate 
of profit by deducting the value of the coal 
as entered at the custom house from the 
selling price and after all due allowances 
for freight and handling there is certainly 

dollar per ton margin left 
for profit to the dealer. This would 
about $150,000 to be divided up among 
the 20,000 families living in Toronto. Is 
there not here a field for mutual help ? 
How long, Mr. Editor, will the people suf­
fer when they are the master ? How long 
will tney be hewers of wood and drawers 
oi water for the middleman ? Will not 
vour words open their eyes to their slavery?

The License Muddle.
Sir John Macdonald has taken the sen­

sible course in deciding to withhold the 
enforcement of the dominion license law 
until the question of disputed authority 
as to jurisdiction in this matter between 
the provinces and the federal power is set­
tled by a test case, heard before the privy 
council in England. This is what Mr. 
Mowat asked him to do some time ago, 
and through similar pressure coming from 
other provinces—notably Quebec—he has 
consented. The provinces are in posses­
sion, and until their claim is decided to be 
unconstitutional they ought to remain 
there. We must say that the French 
papers argued the provincial side of the 
issue in much more temperate and in just 
as forcible terms as did the provincialists 
of Ontario. After the way in which Sir 
John has been assailed in Ontario as the 
enemy of the provinces it required a good 
deal of magnanimity on his part to con­
sent to the reference to England. While 
there is a provincial view of this matter, 
there is also a dominion side to it, and it is 
this latter that falls to the federal govern­
ment to defend.

About Potatoes.
We need not go north to look for cheap 

potatoes, for north of Toronto the crop is 
not a favorite one with farmers. But while 
potatoes are dear in Toronto, it so happens 
that they are cheap east, west, and south 
of this point. In Montreal potatoes arc 
plentiful and cheap, and buyers are holding 
off, expecting to get them at still lower 
figures. In New York, good potatoes sell 
at from 30 to 40 cents per bushel ; in To­
ronto we have to pay 
figures. The Montreal Gazette says 
“Advices from Prince Edward island 
state that the New York market 
is so low that this year it does not 
pay to ship there, several lots having lost 
money . Iu New York the price of early 
rose ranges from 90c to $1.25 per barrel, 
which is equal to 30c to 40c per bushel. 
When therefore we figure duty 15c and 
f reight 10c per bushel from here to New 
York it will at once become apparent that 
there is no chance of shipping potatoes to 
the American market at present, as a 
shipment of potatoes from here to New 
York would only about cover duty, freight 
and commission when sold in that market, 
letting alone first cost. Prices here (Mon 
treal) are easier, very good early Rose and 
Chili being offered at 60c to 65c per bag of 
90 pounds.

Have we no enterprising dealers here 
who would run the risk of bringing a few 
carloads from good purchasing points in 
Ontario? It is an extra poor year for po­
tatoes when the counties of Brant, Norfolk, 
Elgin and Oxford have not a large supply 
of the best. Surely railway rates are not 
too bigli to preclude the attempt. East
