4N Pledges Made by His Predecessor to
be Redeemed, but Afghanistan Musg
be Protected in the Interests of India.

Loxpox, -July 6.—Lord Salisbury, in
moving the adjournment of the house, said
i would be convenient to explain the

condition of one or two important question®

which greatly affected foreign affairs and
the positicn of England. The matter of
the gravest importance, he said, was the
recent negotiations with Russia in regard
' tothe frontier of Afghanistan, The busiaess
_of the government was not now to consider
or comment upon the past., It was their
business to take up the policy of their
pred ors and duot it to an issue
consistent with public interest, but it was
_mnot their business to enter into any con-
troversy regarding that policy. It must
be observed, he said, that there were very
clear restriotions upon the action of the
Yment government arising from the
act that they assumed office when
certain . matters were drawing to an
end., The result was that many pledges
were given, and the first dauty of any
government was to see that any pledges
which the English government. had given
should be observed. Continuing, Lord
Salisbury said that as far as he had an
opportunity .of judging, the negotiations
between Russia and %nghnd had been
conducted with an earnest desire to arrive
st an adeguate settlement,but he was bound
to say that the negotiations had not gone
far enough to emable him to speak posi-
tively. He must ask their lordships not
to attach too much importance to these
. megotiations as final: and  conclusive, even

when concluded, as the whole condition of
affairs in Central Asia was very unsatis-
factory and uncertain. *“We hope,” he said,
‘4o .arrive at an amiocable settlement
of the difference in regard to the Zulficar
pass, which ‘England had promised the
ameer would be included in Afghanistan,
What had been promised must be done,
Whatever settlement might be arrived at,
it was. our duty to skilfully devise and
vigorously ocn? out measures for the
defence of the Indian fromtier. Further-
more we should stretch out beyond,so that
when the tide of war comes it will not
come near our doors. These preparations
must be promptlyjand energetically made,
and I trust that this policy will never be
abandoned.”

In concluding his speech Lord Salisbury
said the present difficulty in Egyps is
perhaps. one of the most complicated
problems that has ever been submitted to
a-government.  Bsfore deciding upon any
remedy the government must e counsel
of those best qualified by experience to
guide the Their policy should be
without oscillation. One most momentous

.’ issne was the defence of the fromtier by
the Egyptians, assisted in some measure
by ourselves, against the tide of fanaticiem
and barbarism. It is necessary to establish
such a statejof things-that, if we eventually
withdraw our protecting hand, Egypt will
be left safe. 81.\0 prlmﬂplo must animate
us, namely, to weigh our steps so
that .once taken we must not re-
'trace them, The “military difficulty is a
large one,the political difficulty is a greater

AN IRISH MUORDER O48E,

Three People Killed Because of a Dispute
About a PDowry.

DusLiN, July 6.—The summer assizes ip

Ireland opened to-day with a remarkable

decrease in the number of cases to be tried.
The only trial in which the death penalty
is likely to be meted out is in the case of
Wm, Sheehan and his brother-in-law,
David Brown, which cemes up at the Cork
assizes on July 23, The prisoners are
charged with the triple murder of Shee-
han’s mother, sister and brother at
Castletown Roche, Oct, 27, 1877. The
crime is alleged to have been committed
because Sheehan’s mother refused to
give her consent to the marriage of her son
William to the daughte? of & farmer named
Brown until Mrs, Sheehan had received a
marriage portion of £300. The farmer
was only willing to pay” £170, Mrs,
Sheshan, her daughter and son Thomas
disappeared a few days afterwards. All
their bodies were found in a well near
Mrs, Sheehan’s farm in the latter part of
August, 1884. Sheehan ‘was arrested at
Auckland, New Zealand, in December,
1884, and on his arrival at Cork in May
last his brother-in-law was also taken
into custody. The evid against the
prisoners is strong, as is also the feeling of
the people of Cork, the prisoners being
hooted when they were taken to and from
the magistrate’s court during the prelim-
inary examination. There are no agrarian
crimes on “the calendar and very few
ordinary cases of crime ure to be tried.

CHICAGU’S STREET-CAR STRIKRE,
Cars Attacked and Drivers and Comn-
ductors Brutally Beaten.

CH10AGO, July 6.—Shortly after 4 o’clook
the situation assumed a more serioug

aspect. A car left Western avenue in
charge of a ‘“‘scab” conductor and driver,
guarded by four policeman. It was fol-
lowed by a second vehicle simi-
larly awarded. At Robey and Van Buren
streets & mob of over 300 men and boys
began hooting and scoffing, - The police
jumped from their seats and made a
charge, thus leaving the cars unprotected.
A portion of the crowd made a detour, and
seizing car 648 threw it from the track and
upset it imto a. ditch., - The horses
were turned  adrift, the driver
and conductor ¢everely clubbed, and
fled for their lives. Patrol wagons
filled with police arrived, and after dis-
persing the crowd escorted the disabled car
back to the barns, A second attack was
made, this time on a Madison street car, a
little west of Robey street. The conduc-
tor was badly beaten and the car
overturned into the ditch, The team
was out loose, as in the former case.
Officers arrived and put the assailants to
flight. Two arrests were made, The cars
are stained with blood drawn from the
conductors and drivers. About 4.30 two
Lake street cars were attacked and thrown
from the track by a howling mob, The
police again put the crowd to flight,

Bradlaugh Once More Ejected.

Let Charity Begin at Home.
Hditor World: I was somewhat surprised
to observe in your’s of 1st a leader under

the above heading, in which you seem to
take a very narrow view of charity, the
greatest of the christian virtues, Just as
if this Canada of ours was not large enough
to admit a few hundred waifs and strays
from the mother-land. We are constantly
orying out for more help for the farmers,
more assistance to help along the duties of
domestic life, and because some philan-
thropic people in Great Britain have sent
out 100 poor boys to Canada without a
farthing’s expense to us, you cry out: *‘Let
charity begin at home.” The conditions
of life are very different here from those in
England. There the population increases
with : wonderful rapidity in such a con-
fined area that subsistence presses
hard on existence, Here . our un-
occupied lands are calling aloud for
settlers, and the necessaries of life are
cheap and plentiful, so that what is a
burthen in one land is a blessing in the
other. You seem to be willing enough to
receive the capitalist and the well-to-do;
you are anxious to obtain favorable loans
snd money for public works; you enjoy
the free entry for all your produce into the
marts of Great Britain; you are the legatee
of all her citadels, forts and defences with
all the public domain deeded to you away
from the workingmen «f England without
fee or reward, but when a poor boy with
only willing hands comes seeking a home
and work, you ory ‘‘let charity begin at
home,” Supposing this had been the
watchword of England, wonld the world
have been wiser or happier to day?
If you are, as you profess to be,
a teacher of the people, cultivate a
more liberal spirit. Is it a farce or a
delusion or a snare when our orators
expatiate on the boundless resources of our
country, and proclaim it as 8 home for the
oppressed and poor of other lands, or is it
only a figure of speech? I have observed
of late a growing spirit of selfishness
amongst the people who bhave emigrated
from home, who desire to deny to others-
the benefits they are now enjoying; Ia
know-nothingness unworthy a great peopls,
and which, howéver gratifying to the
vanity and exclusiveness of its promoters,

There are certain indications in business
circles which are worthy of consideration
at the presens time as bearing upon the
quedtion whether better times are coming
or mnot. Tho unfavorable Indications ar®
the continued d.pte-ion in stocks and the
shortage of the winter wheat crop. The
favorable indications are the low stocks
held aver the gountry by merchants
and the prospects of s good harvest.
Locally, it ‘must be confessed that trades-
men are feeling blue, more so than at sny
period of the depression. But there is
good reagon for this, as the midsummer
lethargy is fast settling down on the
city, and until the fall brings cooler
weather and a brisker trade it is idle to
expect anything htho shape of a boom.
VUnless all prognootiostlou fail, better
times are certainly close at hand, and the
ﬁionblo reackion would certainly have
arrived ere this had it not been for the
unfortunate long cold spring, which com-
pletely demoralized both trade snd crop

prospects.

Cattle Syndicates and Cowboys.

Cattle syndicates and cowboys are two
modern “institations;” perhaps we should
say rather that they are mefely different
parts of the same concern; Be this as it
may, it is sure enough that they requir®
witching, and that it will pay the govern-
ment, the press, and the -public to watch
them well. We know thi§ sbout them to
start with—that they are opposed to
cultural settlement, and will hinder it to
the extent that they can; by fair meany
sometimes, and, if these won’t do, then
by foul means as well. Now, it is
clearly in the interest of the common-
wealth of Canada to promote agri-
cultural settlement, for the reason
that one township oceupied by bona fide
farmers is for the gemeral good worth as
much asa dozen townships occupied by
osttle and cowboys only, Of course, wher-
ever the land is unsnitable for farming,
and fit for pasturage only, there let the
yanchers have it, and make the best of it.
But the ranchers, so those who know them
#ay, have a trick of including along with
gheir pasture large tracts of really good
farming land, and them calling the whole
by the name that best suits their interests:
@ive a regular rancheman a grip on fen
thonsand acres of the former, and unde,
color of that he will speedily annex fifty op
» hundred thousand acres more, every 160
scres of which would comfortably support
& farmer and his family.

It is » remark which has often been
made, that the experience of the older and
the larger country—the United States—
ghould in many cases be sufficient $o save
Canadians from too muchexpensive learn-
fog in the dear school of experience. And
the truth is ¢hat in things innumerable
incident to the building up of a new
country the experience of our neighbors
should amply suffice to light us on our
path and save us from costly blunders, If
we wish to apply this idea to the ranche
and cowboy business we can find a strong
case in point in news from the southwest
of guite recent date,

Just of late we have been reading a good
deal of Indian outrages said to have oceur-
red in Colorado, New Mexico, and those
parts, where both Indians and ocow.
boys abound, It turns out now that the
reports of outrages by Indians are largely
denied, and apparently on good authority,
too. It is further alleged that cowboys
disguised as Indians have been the rea]
offenders, and that the whole rascally and
bloody ‘business was designed with the
intention of driving off settlers already on
$he ground and of getting up & good big

‘goare” that would prevent any
arrivals from coming in. Here let us quote
s Washington despatch: ~

Adjutant General Drum has received a
report from General Augur, dated Fort
Leavenworth, Kansas, June 26, in regard to
the reported outbreak of the Ute Indians in
Colorado. General Augur saysthat Carlisle,
from whom most of the sensational telegrams
about the Indians emanate, 18 the agent of an
Knglish cattle syndicate, not one of ‘whom, he
is informed. is an American eitizen or intends
to be, He is also informed that the syndicate
does not own the land uoon which its cattle
range, and that it is publi¢ land. General
Augur enclosed extracts from the Rocky
Mountain News of Denver, which saythat the
s§ories of the Ute troubles, if not entirely
without foundation, are grossl exagrerated.
Possibly there hasbeen some trouble the gen-
eral thinks, but there is every reason to be-
lieve it hias been bron%ht on by the cowboys,
who have been spoiling for a fight for some
time, and probably resolved to shoot all In-
diang found away from their reservation. The
report that whites and Indians have been
killed lacks confirmation.

In the interest of peace and quietness
and fair play all round, the proposal to
disarm the Indians has been met with a
proposal to -disarm the cowboys. Ex-
Delegate Ouray, of Arizona, and Mr.
Hughes, of that territory, called upon the
commissioner of Indian affairs last week to
urge the disarming of the Indians on the
San-Carlos reservation in Arizona, They
expressed the belief that, this measure, i
adopted, would prevent a conflict thag
seemed to be impending between the
Indians now on the reservation and the
white settlers, Commissioner Atkins met
the request with a proposition that the
cowboys also be disarmed, and then pro-
ceeded to expound his views upon the
Indian question at some length, He said
he failed to see any reason why the cow-
boys shenld carry arms when the Indians
were digarmed, and added $hat it was
entirely improper for any person, Wwhite,
black or red. to be permitted to ride around

Juvenile Immigration.

that charity should begin at home, and
that there was as much need of doing some-
thing for our own “‘waifs and strays” as
for those newly brought out from the old
country. Therenpon a correspondent,
whose letter will be found in another
column, takes us to task for exclusiveness
and 1lhber::hty

The old argument concerning the exten®
and boundless natural resources of th,
dominion is brought up again; and we q;,
asked whether it be not true that this stil}
sparsely-settled country requires immigra-
tion. Wae reply at once that it does want
jmmigrants, and that to the mumber of
many millions. It wants them, however,
on this copdition—that they go on the lang
and cultivate it. Canada has any exteny
of unoccupied land; why, then, not invite
gettlers to come in and settleonit? Onf
prompt reply is—we take you at your
word, let them come in and take
up land, by all mesns, millions of
them, if they choose. But coming here
to hang about the towns is not taking up
land; it is not settling the country. As
long as the boys sent out from England
are placed among farmers, and ag long as
they stay on the farms, all right, But
from frequent experience we o know thag
many such boys have a strong tendency to
drop into the city, and to becoms nuisances
instead of acquisitions. Our vast extent
of unoccupied land is the main reason
urged on the pro-immigration side. We
accept the reason as a good one, but w,
insist upon holding you to your word; seg
to it that the boys you bring here go to
the farms and stay there, and that they
don’t flock joto the city to trouble us, If
you will gimply hold yourself tojour own
word—that you bring these boys out t0
ocoupy our vacant land, then wo hurtily
bid you God speed.

worship of God, and in these edifices the
usual’ pictures ‘and images, portraying

diving soedes ‘and characters, sfiorned the |

walls, Imagine, then, the horror of priests
and congregations alike to find continua;
proofs that some secret ememy to Sheir
religion was in the habit of visiting Shese
sacred buildings and violating thelr saso-
tity by tearing to shreds and breaking to
atoms the holy émblems before whioh the
plous devotees were in the habit of pouring
forth their dally prayers and adoration,
Not a week passed but some fresh evi.
denoe of sacrilege was discovered in one or
another part of the oity, and in spite of all
precautions taken by the ministers of the
holy religion, no satisfactory evidence
could be found to attach the orime of
murder, which breught the image-breaking

to a tragie end, to any person, and ao
explanation has ever been offered to account
for the occurrence of such vandalism. In
the hope of clearing up an old mystery the
following details of this strange episode in
Cnnsdi:a nllglo;u history are gint::

Among the oompnn&lnlly few English
residents In Quebec at the time alluded to
above was a young man, who bore the
name of Margrave., He was a strange-
sfrange-acting man, In
physigue he was far above the
average—tall and broad, with & noble
carriage and handsome appearance, His
head was of classic beauty, over which
long wavelets of bisok hair fell back upon
his shoulders, his face was one of
composure, every lineament being perfect
in ite modelling, and ax expression of cold
impassibiljty hid moet effeotually whatever
thoggxta or feelings might be moving
within him. His ei“ shone with a strange
angd unnatural light, which often ocansed
those whom he happened to look u
suddenly to experience a strange feeling,
not. unconnected with fear. This. man
spoke little to anyone, and lived i'a small
room in the poor quarter of the fown. He:
lived alone and passed his time chiefly in
reading from a large library of books,
mostly dealing with religion, philosopby,
and the black arts. He had money
to satisfy the just claims of some poor
reoplo who relied largely upon his liberal-
ty. Numerous conjectures were made-as
to his means and pur of life ; butnose
were ever enlightened by himse!f on these
topics, Indeed, he rarely spoke to smy
pereon, ‘except the old woman who looked
ter his* personal comfort, and a few

eggars, who were constant seekers of a
charity never denied them. Yet he was a
will-known character in Quebeo, and was
deeméd mad by not a few who used to
meet him, Whether their supposition was
right or wrongj she reader must decide for
hiniself after perusing this narrative.

P M ave belonged to an ancient
and rich English family, He had received
& very liberal eduoation, and after finishin
his curriculum at Oxford, had proceed
to the continent, as was the custom, to
acquire a knowledge of the world and to
learn anything that pertained to the char-
acter of ‘& gentleman which nature and
education might have neglected. On this
score, however; Philip Margrave had little
to acquire, ;

Dusing the third year of hls travel he
was staying for a short time in Venice and
there formed the acquaintance of a young
Italian lady, who was steying under the
guardianship of an elderly relative for the
benefit of her health, which was extremely
delicate,

Franoeféa Colonna wasa lady of very
old Roman family of historioal celebrity.
She was rich and ranked with the highert

* nobility that lived in the old capital, th
her parents having died whilst she was
quite young, the church had taken her
under its especial care and Cardinal
Lagrazzi was the appointed guardisn of
the girk. She'had been brought up in the
most zealous and religious manner by the
church, She was known to be one of the
vichest heiresses in&jtaly, and the ohief
object of Cardinal Lagrazzi was to secure
the immense fortune Francesoa would
peceive by securing Francesca - herself
within the safe walls 6f some convent,
where she wounld be immured for life,
This scheme at one time bid faigto succe-d,
but that was when Francesca was very
young and unable to understand the
nature of these And other things ve
clearly; but a time came in the girl's life
when she rebelled aghinst theidea of com-
plete withdrawal from a world- whioh her
imagination had often - piciured and of
which she had heard and read much. In
spite of all religious persuasion and moral
coercion she steadfastly refused to bind
herself for life by vows which her very
mature could not understand. As her
girlhood ripened into womanhood she felt
within her innocent heart new emotions
and strange feelings that taught her far
more of life and its purpose than all the
pious utterances and sacred precepts
of priests and nuns. Nature oould not
be . controlled by any artificial so-
phistry, and as the girl was endowed
with ~ & decision of . character and
power of will seldorsgranted to one of her
years, she effectually withstood all at-
tempta to confine her within the walls of
the convent, wherein she had lived for se
many years. Had the girl been of ordinary
parentage probably means might have been
found to prevent her from carrying out her
natural desire for liberty; but Francesoa
belonged to a lineage too lofty and influen-
tial to be trested with undue severity.
Moreover she was looked after by an old
friend of her father and & man of much im-
portance in Rome—one Count di Luigi,
who constantly visited her—and in spite of
all the stnmgu of her guardiam to
his object, the nobleman knew exactly how
matters stood and determined not %o be
sacrificed to the greed of even the” church
to which he belonged, Aocordingly when
Francesca Colonna became of age and the
oardinal had no fursher right to detain her
against her will, shelefs the convens$ where-
in she had passed all her early years and
entered Roman soclety. It was not sur-

. priging that the new 1 o revolusionized her
nature.. Having known nothing of the
world and its ways, having had no chance
of learning the meaning of luxury and
pleasure, it was not a matter of much won-
der that she was soon intoxicated with the
new life that had opened to her. In ashort
time Francesoa became one of the most
sought-after of women—partly from her
wealth and partly from her beauty and ac-
complishments. She was wooed by many
of the most noble menjof Italy, and not &
few foreigners of rank would have lain
their fortunes at her feet; but she refused
to marry and treated all offers with indif-
ference,

Shie was not of a strong constitutien,
and three years of travel and so-
oiety sufficed to reduce her fto
s state of exhaustion and nervous-
ness that threatened serious comsequences
to her health, unless she abandoned the
life she was purluing. In accordance with
medical advice and friendly persuasion, she
withdrew herself from the pleasures
which she had’so well enjoyed and sought
Venice, where she hoped soon to regain
perfect health. It was here that Margrave
first saw her, and, seeing, fell into love
with here. Nor was the passion only fel§
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possessed ' no other credentials shan those

which naturée had endowed him with, he

would not have failed in attracting toward

‘bimself le-of the highest ramk and
most ‘sante, :

Bat Philip. Margrave did net lack other
means of iwtroduction to the highest olroles
of soclety abroad, and failed- not to us
them to the bestadvantage, : .
