There is, as will be seen, a very general unani­
mity of view regarding the high degree or crimi­
nality of thepractice. Despite all this, the crime 
is increasing both in this country and in Europe.
There is no doubt that this is due to the fact that 

y more women than formerly know of the 
ibility of abortion and refuse to accept the 

consequt nee of indiscretion or the responsibili­
ties of maternity. There is but one way to look 
at it, however—abortion involves the destruction 
of one life and danger to another. Hence it is a 
crime never to be justified even under extreme 
circumstances.

It is true that many obstetricians still regard 
the induction of premature labor, even before 
the infant is viable, as a necessary measure in 
certain very rare cases. But the indications for 
it are becoming more and more restricted as 
medical science advances, and it is not impro­
bable that the time is near at hand when the 
operation will no longer bethought of as a means 
of saving life. This legitimate obstetrical pro­
cedure. however, has nothing in common with 
criminal abortion, and medical men owe it to the 
community as well as to thoir profession to as­
sist in limiting the work of those whose trade is 
infanticide.

murder was committed here this forenoon. 
Hiram Richeson, colored, knocked down aud 
kicked his wife to death. Richeson has 
always been cruel to his wife, and it is said 
had often threatened to do the terrible deed. 
She hod left him several times, but was as 
often induced to return.

Yesterday Richeson began abusing his 
wife again, and this morning after he had 
left for work she bad a dray load of her 
household effects, intending to leave for 
good, but it is supposed that he suspected 
what she would ao, for he returned. She 
tried to escape, but be ran her down.

The coroner’s inquest was held?this after­
noon and a verdict of wilful murder was 
brought in. The magistrate’s trial will be 
held to-night.

THE SHIPMANS ON THIAL

For the Murder of John Fitzsimmons At 
Lsnsdowns Last March.

Brock ville, Nov. 6.—The trial of Charles 
Shipman for the murder of John Fitz­
simmons near Lansdowne on March 24, 1893, 
and of Albert Joels, Mrs. Joels and Thomas 
Shipman as accessories in the crime began 
to-night. Mrs. Joels is a daughter and 
Thomas a son of Charles.

The Shipmans and Joels had had difficulty 
with Fitzsimmons about certain property 
and the latter bad taken possession of the 
house when the shooting occurred. The 
prisoners came to take possession and a fight 
resulted, in which several shots were fired by 
Fitzsimmons, when Thomas Shipman, the 
boy, went and got a gun for his father, who 
fired through the door, killing Fitzsimmons.

The prisoner alleges that the gun went off 
accidentally and he traveled quite a distance 
to give himself up.

It was a pitiful sight to see four prisoners 
crowded in the box, the youngest a mere boy 
and one a woman. A number of witnesses 
have been examined. The verdict will likely 
be reached to-morrow.

A TARIFF FOR*BE VUS CX.

The United States Will Reduce the Sugar 
Tax But Increase It on Whisky.

Chicago, Nov. 6.—Charles F. Crisp, 
Speaker of the House, said last night: “The 
House will have some very important legis­
lation before it at the beginning of the regu­
lar session in December. Mr. Wilson’s com­
mittee will have its tariff .bill ready 
early day. The committee will recommend 
a reduction of the tariff to a revenue basis, 
in accordance with the declarations of the 
National Democratic platform. The tax on 
refined sugar may be reducfld-iconüiderably, 
but the tax on-Whisky, beer and tobacco may 
be increased. It is estimated that an in­
crease of one cent on whisky will add 
$1,000,000 to the revenues. The present tax 
on whisky is 90 cents, and say it is increased 
to $1.20, that would mean an increase of 
$30,000,000 to the revenue of the Govern­
ment.

MATOB’S PARK DEAIWithout Waiting for Ex­
tradition Proceedings. Th. Man Who Obtained S7000 From the 

Bank of Montreal at Winnipeg Ar­
rested at El Paso—CUlms That He 
Formerly Was Employed U the Branch 
Bank Here.

The man who obtained $7000 from the 
Winnipeg branch of the Bank of Montreal 
on a forged draft, aa detailed in The World 
on Nov. 2, was arrested at El Paso, Texas, 
yesterday.

He gave hit name ai A. R. Crofton, and 
was accompanied by a woman claiming to 
ba his wife. Crofton claims that he was 
formerly employed in the Bank of Montreal 
at Toronto, but the officials here deny that 
any man of that name was ever employed in 
any of the city banks.

The charge against Crofton is that he 
cashed a bogus draft for $7000 drawn on the 
Bank of Montreal at Winnipeg at the First 
National Bank, Chicago. *

When the forgery was discovered the 
Pinkertons were notified and they learned 
that Crofton and his female companion bad 
purchased tickets for Los Angeles, Cali­
fornia. The authorities at El Paso 
notified, but the pair had crossed over into 
Mexico.

Crofton had, however, left some property 
at an El Paso hotel and came over from 
Jnarez to secure it, when he was at once ar­
rested.

When charged with the forgery he denied 
it and agreed to return without waiting for 
the necessary extradition papers. He will 
be brought back to Montreal for trial.

Russia's Minister of War Seal By the 
Czar on a Mysterious Mlesion to Al­
geria—Startling Editorial m The Col­
ogne Gazette—Bass la’s Mevements In 
the Mediterranean.

Berlin, Nov. 6.—In a notable leader pub­
lished on Friday The Koelnlche Zeitung 
said:

“The ultimate ends of the Franco- 
Russinn alliance cannot be achieved without 
wars which will shake the whole world.”

The writer then quotes The Russian Svet 
to show that the Franco- Russian designs in­
clude the annexation to France of the whole 
left bank of the Rhine and the absorption by 
Russia of the Danube principalities and 
Turkey to the Bosphorus.

“The struggle for supremacy,” be says, 
“may begin in the Mediterranean against 
Eneland without involving Italy.”

Numerous reports as to the Franco-Russian 
designs upon England have come to Berlin. 
One is that Russia has offered to guarantee 
Italy against attack from France in case 
Italy will pledge herself not to help England in 
any event. Russia is negotiating with Greece 
for the use of a naval station on the Island of 
Paros.

posit. The letters patent may be revoked 
unless shares to the value of at least $500,000 
be subscribed and at least $50,000 in cash 
paid thereon within three months from the 
date of incorporation. The company shall 
not engage in any business/ except for the 
purpose of organization until shares to the 
value of at least $500,000 are subscribed and 
$50,000 in cash la paid. The agreement shall 
be void unless the company expends $500,000 
in 18 months.

The Be5,000 Bluff Laughed At.
The discussion covered the same ground as 

at former meetings. Nothing new was 
brought out, not even the names of the 
backers or how long that $25,000 would re­
main in the bank.

Notwithstanding the $*,000 that is sup­
posed to be on deposit the Mayor said he was 
still of the opinion that the scheme was being 
run on brass, gall and wind.

Aid, Hallam, as usual, opposed the scheme 
strongly. In answer to Aid. Bell he denied 
holding any stock in the Gas Company or 
the Electric Light Company.

Aid. Lamb said if the promoters of the 
scheme were acting in good faith or had 
$25,000 ! they would have brought a marked 
cheque or would have made a deposit with 
the City Treasurer.

After two hours’ wrangling the report was 
referred back to the Gravitation Committee, 
where it will be discussed clause by clause 
aud doctored up.

Dominance of the Scotch and Irish In 
European Circles.

New York, Nov. 6.—The Tribune says: 
Tbe British Empire at tbe present moment 
may be said to be practically ruled b> Scot­
land, and Lord Rosebery’s remark to the 
effect that wherever the world over there 
was a good thing there would be “a Scotch­
man sitting by it,” Is borne out by the ap­
pointment of a Scotch peer to the poet of Vice­
roy of India, the most lucrative office in tbe 
gift of the Crown. There are no less than 
six Scotchmen in the Cabinet, and every 
one of the Australasian colonies is at the 
present moment under the rule of a Scottish 
governor, among the most conspicuous 
being the Earl of Kin tore, the Earl of Hope- 
town aud Sir Robert Duff, while tbe Gover­
nor-General of Canada, the Earl of Aber­
deen, is likewise a Scot.

Irish Influence,
It is not only in the United States that the 

sons of Erin have secured a place among the 
leaders of the people. This fact has been 
called to mind by the circumstance that while 
all France was mourning one illustrious 
Irishman in the person of bouest old Marshal 
Mac Mahon, the massues of the population 
of Austro-Huugary were acclaiming an­
other Irishman, the Irish peer Viscount 
Taaffe, who holds the post of Prime Minis­
ter of Austria, for bringing forward a bill in 
favor of universal suffrage.

An Echo From the Fight.
In its endeavor to demand consistency 

from many leading citizens who are instru­
mental in moulding public opinion The World 
has a herculean task in hand, but still we 
keep at it under the belief that we may have 
some little influence in inducing these citi- 
cens to review their actions and to consider 
just where they stand. There is one case of 
such egregious inconsistency on the part of a 
leading citizen that we feel compelled to re­
fer to it to-day,as we also did a week or ten 
days ago. If the clergymen of Toronto 
come into the arena of everyday life, if they 
take an active part in furthering legislation 
that tends to otfrtail the people’s liberty, 
then they must prepare to be met by the 
arguments and the logic tbat everyday people 
use in the conduct of their affairs. To illus­
trate the inconsistency of the gentleman iu 
question we must go back to the Sunday car 
contest, Towards the end of those exciting 
daye Rev. D. J. Macdonnell appeared on the 
platform and waxed highly indignant when 
he was asked to allow the people of Toronto 
the privilege of riding in the street cars on 
Sunday, tie objected because the usiug of 
the cars was bad in itself, but principally 
because the innovation would lead up to 
greater evils, to the opening of the stores, to 
Sunday labor of all kinds, and, worst of all, 
to the opening of beer gardens and public 
drinking houses. The rev. gentleman fairly 
shuddered when he thought of the intemper­
ance that would follow in the wake of Sun­
day cars.

Now Mr. Macdonnell came out strongly in 
favor of gagging the public as far as the lesser 
evil is concerned. He presumed to be acting 
within the limits of bis individual preroga­
tive in refusing to allow his next door neigh­
bor to use the street cars on Sunday, tie 
presumed that he was right m saying to that 
neighbor, “Thou shall not use the cars, for 
1, the Rev. D. J. Macdonnell, think you are 
doing wrong.” He justifies himself for thus 
interfering by pointing out that the use of 
the street cars on Sunday would increase 
public drinking.|

But later on the same gentleman under­
takes to gives his opinion on public drinking, 
and his right to interfere therein. In re­
gard to public drinking; strange to say, 
the rev. gentleman assumes no right to 
dictate to his neighbor what or where he 
should drink.

This is a most remarkable case of incon­
sistency, especially from the lips of one 
whose special calling is to unfold the truth 
and to denounce evil wherever he finds it. 
Why should Mr. Macdonnell prohibit his 
neighbor from riding on a car, which is 
about as harmless a thing, per se, as a man 
can possibly do, while he allows that same 
neighbor the privilege of brutalizing his 
nature by the use of alcohol, of degrading 
his family and friends, of becoming a nui­
sance to society? Rev. Mr. Macdonnell makes 
a public statement tbat he is not justified in 
preventing his neighbor from having access 
to alcohol. Bat he is justified in stopping 
tno cars so that his neighbor cannoCpso 
them. It puzzles us beyond solution where 
to locate the reverend gentleman. He feels 
weighed down with a terrible responsibility 
when he sees his neighbor get on a street 
car on Sunday. Bat he assumes no respon-\ 
■ibillty at all when he sees bis neighbor 
wallowing in the gutter and going down to 
hell at a gallop, ft This indeed puzzles 
us, but the enigma becomes much 
more complicated when we remember that 
the rev. gentleman interfered with Sun­
day cars principally because it would in­
crease public drinking. That makes the 
conundrum as diiticult for us to crack as an 
ivory nut

We sometimes think that if we were ac­
quainted with the personnel of the rev. 
gentleman’s congregation we might get a 
clue, or an inspired idea, to explain bis 
apparently
is a line of argument that might 
account for the inconsistency ; If 
the said congregation were wealthy they 

x woüld not need the cars on Sunday; if th£ 
Segregation, or the leading members there­
of,twere rich enough to have expensive wines 
placed on their tables,and if they had a relish 
for them; if it should happen that leading 
members of the church were engaged in the 
liquor business and had contributed largely 
to the church funds; and if in connection 
with these facts it should turn out tbat the 
rev. gentleman who ministers to this con­
gregation was averse to exciting the ill-will 
of these his people, then we have a possible 
explanation of bis conduct.

Now, is it a fact that the lead­
ing members of St. Andrew’s Church 
do not want Sunday cars, having 
carriages of their own? And is it a fact that 
they do desire the privilege of drinking wine 
and ale? And is It a fact that the pastor of 
the church has acted according to the 
dictates (unexpressed, no doubt, bat still in 
evidence) of his congregation? If so his 
inconsistency is capable of explanation. If 
not we give it up and leave it to the reverend 
gentleman himselft* The public to whom he 
is speaking has a right to interrogate him 
herein.

Mr. Preston’s principal object in visiting 
Iowa was to observe the working of the pro­
hibition law in that State. Iowa has one of 
tho strongest prohibitory laws in America, 
and yet in the largest portion of the State 
liquor is openly sold.

In Omaha, adjoining Iowa, the system is 
that of high licenses. The minimum license 
fee is $1000. No liquor is allowed to be sold 
on Sundays, or in certain hours of the night, 
and in many oth»r ways the laws are 
very stringent, and thoy are enforced. 
It is impossible to get a drink of liquor of 
any kind on Sunday. In Council Bluffs, la., 
however, if is different. Although it is a 
prohibition town, liquor is openly sold. Oue 
hundred and eighty Government licenses are 
issued in Council Bluffs annually, and the 
saloon-keepers secure immunity from the 
local Taw by paying what is nominally a 

' tine, once a tuouth, to the local authorities.
Every Sunday the trains carry thousands 

of people from Omaha to Council Bluffs, and 
the saloons are tilled with crowds of the 
thirsty inhabitants of Omaha, who must 
have liquor at any cost. , In Des Moines, the 
capital of Iowa, liquor is also sold 
openly, and 200 Government? licenses 
art-, issued 1 annually. In Dubuque, 
a town of / 80,000 inhabitants, there 

weries, six bottling estab­
lishments, ten wholesale liquor stores, thirty- 
live hotels and oue hundred and eighty-five 
saloons, which is pretty good fora town of 
that size, considering that it is a prohibition 
town. All that is necessary to open a saloon 
is to secure a Government license and pay 
the town marshal a fee of $50 every six 
mouths and you will be able to carry on the 
open sale of liquor with impunity.

Mr. Preston is firmly convinced since his 
return that total prohibition will not work. 
It is impossible to enforce it, and the only 
way to fight the liquor traffic is under license, 
and by regulation.
