DR, POPE’S MURDER HAD BEEN
PLANNED FOR FOUR YEARS,

Evidence That He Was Killed While
Sleeping and Bied Without a Struggle
—In 1891 the Woman Imsured Dr. Pope
for $80,000, But the Policies Were Can-
celled—Mrs. Pope’s Ingersoll History.

Detroit, Feb. 4.—There were a num-
ber of important developments in. the
murder of Dr. Horace Elliot Pope, whith
came to light yesterday, and the police
are convinced that they will be able to
show that the murdered man was the
victim of a well-planued plot concocted
by: Mrs. Pope and William Brusseau,the
young man who 'drove the hatchet into
the unfortunate man's brain.

Yesterday morning @Sergt. Baker had
another interview with Brusseau. Hb
tol\l about the same story as on the
previous day. He answered the questions
put to him in a dogged way andstop-
ped continually so as to think back
and not tell anything different. He was
again asked @bont the hatchet, hut
| said that he was unable to acecount for

able to 4Awold out lonzer under the strain
he is naturally subjected to.

Was Sleeping When Killed.

Bhortly aiterwards Mrs. Pope
appeared here and stated to Mr. Knee-
shaw that Mrs. Andrews had followed
Dr. Tripp to Detroit'and was endeavor-
ing to briug about a marriage between
her daughter and the Doctor. In order
to prevent such an event, Mrs. Pope said,
the Doctor was under her protectionin
petroit, and she claimed to be working
in the iuterests of Dr. Tripp's children.
Subsequent events, however, proved that
she had an éye to the sole weliare of
Mrs. Pope.
The Result of a Conspiracy.

Mrs. Andrews, failing to bring about
the desired union between her daugh-
ter and Dr. Tripp, charged him with
poisoning his mother, who had died a
few months previously, and he was ar-
rested in June, 1890, on the strength
of the information. The statement was
looked upon with discredit by many in
the community, and was regarded as a
case of blackmail.

At the examivation before the Police
Magistate a {few days subsequently,
Mrs. Andrews repudiated the entire state-
ment, and gave it as her opinion that
Mrs. Tripp had died of old age. She fur-
tkgel' stated to Mr. H. B. Beard, Q.C., of
V\rpoodmtock, that she had been oifered
$700 by Mrs. Pope to go to Woodstock
and make that deposition. Mrs. An-
drews having denied the statement made
against Dr. Tripp, he was discharged
from custody. ‘

The Woman an Opium Fiend.

Later on an action was brought

against Mrs. Pope to recover the ‘mort-
ga;xwhich it was alleged had been ob-
tained through draud. Judgment was
given for plaintiff, setting aside the deed,
with costs.
_ During her examiunation it was pain-
fully apparent that Mrs. Popg was an
opium victim. Her statements would,
not bear investigation, and assertions
she would make to-day would be denied
to-morrow. She was not looked upon
as insane, but as an opium fiend.

The prospects of forming a
Cabinet are gloomier than ever, as al-
most every conspicuous’ candidate has
adopted G dog-in-theqmanger ' policy,
which threatens a permanent dead-lock.
The Whitewayite members of the House
of Assembly. who have been - requested
toiretire are deaf to: all entreaties and
declare they will not resign their seats
unless Nir William gives them safe and
remunerative difices, This Sir Willidm
cannot do, as the demands for economy;
in the public service f@are paramount,
Meantime the men who ought to be in
the Cabinet, are leit unavailable and must
reinain 80, since {the foremost positions
are placed beyond their réach by the
obstinacy of the present incumbents.

A caucus was held to-day, but the
problem was left upsolved. Any arrange-
ment is now likely, to be deferred until
Wednesday, pending the arrival of an
answer to the tentative despatch sent
to Great Britain. The question put to
the Pritish Government was: “‘What
assistance will be given in the present
crisis in case the Newfoundland Govern-
ment accepts a Royal Commission ofen-
quiry, and binds itself to abide by the
commissioners’ recommendations?”’

A Propesed Osutilever Bridge Two Miles
Long to Cross the River to
ill. Ronde.

The Montreal Bridge Company has
called tor tenders for the erection ot
what the promoters claim will be the
most gigantic structure erected in Can-
ada since the completion of the Victoria
Tubular Bridge. It consists of a bridg
across the St. Lawrence {rom a point
near Dalhousie Square Station to Isle
Ronde, and thence to the southern shore
of the river. To be built on the canti-
lever eystem, it will afford not only rail-
way communication with the city, but
also will enable the country traders and
pleasure-seekers to come and leave the
city at pleasure. Tho bridge is to bs
of gigantic proportions. Its length will
be about two miles, divided in spans as
follows: One cantilever span of 1,250
feet, two side spans of 500 feet each, 13
viaduet spans on the south side of
250 feet each, and 18 viaduct spans on
thie Montreal side of 240 to 260 feet
each. The height of the carriage road
ou the large cantilever span ahove the
water level will be about 150 teet, a
higher altitude than that of the great
Brooklyn bLridge. The bridge will be
so constructed as to allow of a double
line of railway track, a double_ track for
electric tram-cars, two roadways for
carriage vehicles, and footpaths for pas-
senger traffic.

All these will be on the same plat-
form, but on the other portions of the
bridge separate roadways, one above
the other, will be provided for the rail-
road and vehicle traffic. The termini
will be graded to such an exteut that
the ascent and descent of the bridge will
not prove arduous, nor of a great angle.
The whole cost of the structure is esti-
mated at $6,000,000. oxclusive of ter-
minal facilities, which will increase the
cxpehdimru by abcut $2,000,000. The
bridge is not intended to be used bv any
one railway or corporation ; in fact, 1t
is expected that all the railways con-
verging at Montreal will be able to se-
cure the right of way over the mighty
structure,

The Hon. Senator Thibadeau and
Mr. Charles Armstrong, two of the
prime movers in this enterprise, left by
the Umbria on Saturday tor London,
where they expect to enlist the co-
cperation of English capitalists in the
undertaking. It is stated that a firm of
London bankers has agreed to take the
bonds of the Montreal Bridge Company
on condition that the promotors will ex-
perience little difficulty in having them
fuifilled.” The promoters. expect that
the Dominion Government will subsi-
dize the new structure to the extent of
15 per cent. of its cost. -

he bridge is to be -practically an
auxiliary to the Atlantie & Lake Su-
perior Railway, which i3 about to build
an éxtension of the present términus of
the Baie des Chaieurs Railway to deep
water at Paspebiac, where connec-
tions will be made with St. John's, N.
F., by a line of ocean steamers. Work
is expected to commence on the St.
Lambert-Levis section during the com-
ing spring.—Montreal Star.

ANTI-TOXINE NOT NEW.

Inoculation by Poison Dates as F;u- Back
as Mithridates, King of Poutus,

There is nothing new under the sun.
Inoculation with anti-toxine, it appears
according to a learned and ingenious
correspondent of a Munich medical
journal, is by no means new, nor even
modern, having been employed by no
less a person than-Mithridates, King of
Pontus. The authority for this state-
ment is the Roman naturalist Pliny,who
relates that this monarch, for reasons
known to himself, was afraid of hein
poisoned, and therefore made hims
proof against all such attempts by grad-
ually accustoming himself toall known
poisons, producing the state known
from him as mithridatism. He was ac-
customed to make use of an antidote
called mithridaticumn, whose prin¢ipal
ingredient was the blood . of the Pontic
duck, this creature having been chosen
because it had the reputation of living
on poison. Here, therefore, we bave
the case of the blood of an immune ani-
mal being used to make another animal
immune, }

The British Army,

Official returns of the strength of the
rezular British Army at the close of
1894 show that there are now rather
more than 222,000 officers and men on
the regimental rolls, and; including the
first-class army reserve of men who
have been thoroughly  trained within
very recent years,and ‘who are liable to
be called upon for service-at anv time,
the full strength of the regular military
forces is about 803,000 men. These,
however, include the West India regi-
ment, the Royal Malta Artillery, and'a
few corps raised in other parts of the
world for special local duty, but who, of
course, 'reduce the demands upon the
ordinary troops. Of the 222,000 about
106.000 are quartered at home, nearly
78,000 being in England and Wales,
8,000 in Scotland, nearly 26,000 in Ire-
land, and the remainder in the Channel
islands, a very large proportion of those
in England being quartered in the
southern parts, and convenient for the
prompt mobilization of an army corps at
short notice. The colonies and Egypt
take the services of nearly 88,000 troops,
and 78,000 are in India and Burmah.
The Egyptian garrison absorbs quite
5,000 British officers who are attached
to the Khedive’s forces either to train
or command the native levies; and in
the ‘Mediterranean, Malta has a garri-
son of '8,5)0, snd Gibralter one of near-
lv 5,000, besides thwc small force kept in
Cyprus. Hong Kong has a force of
about 8,500; Bermuda and the Straits
Settlements have each about 1,500;
Canada has only about the samz num-
ber: South Africa, 8.400; the West
Indies, 3,000; Ceylon, 1,700; and the ra-
mainder of those troops on colonial duty
are spread over the West Atrican settlé-
ments. Maurvitius, ane St. Helena,
Australia containing no imperial troopas.

RESPECT THEIR HORSES.

Englishmen Think That Some Good Omes

Are in the Dwyer-Croker Lot.

Many interesting details concerning the
horses shipped to Eagland ~by Messrs.
Croker and “Dwyer reached here in yes-
terday’s foreign mails. In addition to
particulars already received by cakble,
London; Sporting Life of Jan. 26 has the
following : ;

“It is just 16 yeafrs since the Yan-

~ kees sent us a batch of thoroughbreds,

whose - achievements will long live in
the cmories of those who witnessed
their doings on the different.racecourses
of England. The first to clajm the at-
tention of the English sporting men
was the brown gelding, Parole, who
carried the cherry and black of Mr.
Pierre Lorillard. This little 6-year-old
animal won three of the principal handi-
cap events of 1879, They were the City
and Suburban, when carrylng 8 stone
7 pounds; the Newmarket Handicap,
cagying 8 stone 4 pounds; the Great
Metropolitan, carrying 8 stone 12
pounds, and the gold cup at Epsom.

“The year afterwards (in 1880) the
American 2-year-old Iroquois appeared
on the scene and carried off the Chester-
field Stakes. This animal was also the
property of Mr. Pierre Lorillard. It was
as & 3-year-old, however, that Iroquois
shone so brilliantly. During the season
01 1881 the American won the Derly: dnd
St. Leger. He also won the Priuge of
Wales’ Stakes at Akcot, ayith 9 :stone
6 pounds up. 3

“It was in this same year that the
white ‘and blue spots of James R.XKeene
were geen on the English turf. His herse,
Foxhall, as & 34year-old, won the Cesare-
witch, with 7 stone 12 pounds ‘in the
saddle.’ He earried two pounds more
in the Cambridgeshire and won. The
Grand Prix de Paris was also captured
by Foxhall, and in 1882, as.a 4-year-
old, he carried off the gold cup at As-
cot, with 9 stone on his back,

THE NEW CZAR,

Personality of the Youth Who has Now
Become Russia’s Ruler.

The scientific training of the young
prince was superintended by his gov-
ernor and tutor, Gen. Danilovitch, a
man keenly alive to a senst of duty,
highly educated, and. with a habit of
looking at all things in a strictly gen-
tlemanly manner, although of a some-
what dry temperament. He brought
up his pupils free from prejudices of
all kinds, and this was greatly to his
credit, since this early education had
to be carried out at a time when the
hatred of Germany and Germans was
at its height in Russia. The scientific
education was excellent, but not
after the fashion of a German gymna-
sium.

At the wish of the Czar more atten-
tion was given to modern sciences than
to the classical work. Dead languages
were not taught at all, and ancient his-
torv only up to a certain point, while,
on the other hand, the records of recent
centuries, especially so far as they bore
upon Russia, were carefully read. ' At
the same time a good deal of Muscovite
history and much that pertained to the
rise of his own family was kept back
from the prince. The necessary amount
of mathematics and a very thorough
knowledge of geography was instilled
into him, and particular attention was
given to the language and literature of
his own country and Germany, France
and England. All these lamguages the

| Czarevitch speaks and writes\fluently.
| He was also thoroughly instrutted in

constitutional history, law, the admin-
istration of the country, finance and po-
¥tical and social economy., ' The Dbest
masters were selected, and care was
taken that their instruction should not
be warped by political views.

He entered the army at eighteen,
and was little more than a child as re-
gards his way of looking upon life at
that time. He abhorred the homage of
court and official life, and was only
really happy when he could frolic in an
innocent fashion with his younger tel-
low-officers,” when the elder ones,
especially his tutor—for whom he has
alwavs entertained the greatest esteem
—were out of the wav. In this wayv
his character became more independent.
He became a good officer, and, al-
though anything but a passionate
soldier, he is in a position to recognize
mistakes and to appreciate efficiency.
He is devoted to duty, and does every-
thing that he undertakes thoroughly.

In many ways he resembles his
father, but is, in scientific knowledge,
in advance of him and has this advan-
tage over Alexander 111 that, from his
earliest years, he has been brought up
as the heir appareut, whereas the lat-
ter was twenty vears of age when he
came into that position. He has also,
like his father. a certain shyness, which
in his case also, has been mistaken for
haughtiness. At home he was brought
up in the most loving manner, like all
the other children of the imperial fam-
ily; but the consciousness of the dignity
or the position of the cgzar was more
deeply impressed upon him than upon
his brothers. To him the Czar was high-
er than the father.

This is illustrated by the following
anecdote: One day the Czarevitch,
when a lieutenant, returned to Peter-
hof very tired after a long day’s exer-

cise with the troops, retired to his room,
took off his uniform and boots and lay
down on his bed to rest. As he was on
the point of sleeping the Czar entered
his room. Afterwards, when telling the
story to his friends, he remarked :
‘You can imagine my terror when I
saw the Czar before me andI had ne
boots on.” .

The youngest son, the Grand Duke
Michael, was not troubled by any such
sentiments of official respect. n one
occasion, when ten years of age, he was
taking a sea t¥ip with his father.- The
lajter was taking a nap in a net sus-
pended on deck, and his wanton son
amused himself by jumping over hi
father. The Czar finding that patern
remonstrances were of no avail, ex-
claimed solemnly, ‘“The Czar orders you
to desist !” The youag Grand Duoke
thought this such a joke that he burst
out laughing.

These simple aneedotes are character-
istic of the domestic education of the
imperial princes. The relations that
pr vailed between the Czar and the
Czarina themselves, and between them
and their children, were admirable,
and could with advantage be imitated
by every family. The Czarevitch still
sees everything through his father’s
eves, and from him he has learned to
look down upon all other countries and
nations without exception.

In this respect the Czarevitch is noted
for the harmless jokes he makes, espe-
cially about Germans. Germans are so
utterly incapable. in society, of accom-
modating themselves to the manners
and customs of the country they are re-
siding in ; they are stiff, have a high
opinion of themselves, and ostentatious-
ly display their astonishment abroad,
especially in Russia, at all that seems
grand to them. The voung Czarevitch
did not fail to notice this German weak-
ness and just because-he sometimes
ridiculed it it has been rumored that he
hdted Germany. But thisis not at all
the case. (Germans are just as 1ndiffer-
ent to him as Frenchmen, Englishmen,
or any other foreigner.- He has never
yet displaved an opinion contrary to
that of hisfather. and it may be pretty

What 1s Recommended Wherever Irrie

gation is Necessary to the Proe
duection of a'Crop]

Wherever irrigation is necessary to
the production of a crop, it will be tound
of great advantage, at the time of seed-
ing, to make - ditches and furrows at
short intervals, and then to so check the
water in these ditches that it may stand
in small bodies at a level above the gen-
eral surface of the ground to be irrigat-
ed. If the water is held constantly in
these small reservoirs during the grow-
ing season, it will not be necessary to

\fiood the ground so often, and if the soil

is sufficiently porous, it may be ssible
to give th{; pgrop all the mogt)u;e it
needs without surface application.

to the lowest part of the field. Then
run ditches ¢ ¢ from above each drop
nearly along a contour or equal level
line of the field, dyking these ditches
up ta keep the water above accidental
high places. These ditches should be
permanent. They should be near to-
gether at the top of the field, the inter-
vals widening as they near the lower
edge, as the seepage from the upper
ditches will necessarily make the

round more and more moist toward the
ower edge of the field, The field
should be made as long as possible
along the course of these ditches, and
the ditches should be made as near par-
allel as the ground will permit, so as to
obtain as large and regular an area
between ditches as possible.

Whenever it is necessary fo flood
growing crops an opening can be made
in these permanent 'ditches at points
where the grade line of the ditch inter-
sects a slight knoll. This will prevent
washing of dykes and the consequent
digging up of crops to repair these
breaks. From these openings the water
should be conducted in zig-zag courses,
in furrows prepared at the time of seéd-
ing, thus preventing washing and keep-
ing the water as much as possible away
from the crowns of plants until it soaks
into the soil. A headgate d should be

laced atthe scurce of each of these
geld laterals, and then it is . possible for
the farmer to so regulate the supply in
each part of the field that a sufficient
supply may be At the roots of every
plant, and very little or no water going
to waste at the ends of the field laterals.
By this method ‘a comparatively small
quantity of water can be made to supply
a large area. The system is simple,
and can be applied in any section not
equipped with regularirrigating works.
A modification of it can even be adopt-
ed in the central or eastern states.

CULTURE OF GELERY.

e,

Once a Discarded Vegetable, it is Now
Universally Used and Highly
Esteemed.

Celery, like the now popular and uni-
versally used tomato, was not long ago
considered to be poisonous. or, at least,

t for human food. To-day the de-
mand for the crisp esculent is mét by
ardeners, North, South, East and
est, 10 months in the year. Formerly
the celery season was confined to winter
months, and prices ranged so high that
the tables of the rich were alone decor-
ated with the graceful stalks. Celery
in a wild state is rank, if not noxious,
and certainly unpalatable. It is a
plant that only attains its agpetizing
erfection after much labor and watch-
ul care. For this reason the best celery
comes from the sections of the country
settled by German gardeners.

The great celery beds of the nation
are in Michigan, especially in the
vicinity of Kalamazoo, where no less
than 100,000 acres are devoted exclu-
sively to its culture. A deep, rich,
well-drained soil is required, The seed
is planted thickly. wWhen the plants
reach a height of two or three inches
they are taken up and transplanted into
long ditches and aliowed to grow from
eight to 12 inches tall. They are again
transplanted for bleaching. The stalk
is kept covered with a dark, rich soil,
heaped up until the flowering top is
alone exposed. A celery farm is gene-
rally located in low, flat bottom lands,
and the dikes in which the celery is
bleached are laid out with precision, re-
gular ditches intervening.

The Law of Trespass on Rallway Tracks.
From The Railway Review, Chicago,
Jan. 19.

-While - railway eompaies are per-
mitting the general public to:walk on
their tracks and in their yards, they
are, daily, at every such point, creating
a legal liability, to say nothing of 4
moral ope, which must sooner or later
become very burdensome. Mere desul-
tory, oecasional or fugitive use of a rail-
road yard by pedestrians at diiferent
places may not impose any duty to
exercise more than ordinary care on
the part of employes of the company.
But, as the Supreme Court oi Wisconsin
said some time ago, it has been irequent-
ly held that where the grounds of a rail-
way are used by pedestriand for a cou-
siderable time without objection, or
with acquiescense on the part of the
company, a pedestrian icrossing over
some becomes thereby a licensee, and is
no longer to be considered a mere tres-
pasper acting at his peril, and it is the
duty of the company to exercise increased
prudence and caution in operating its
road at such point, and to keep a rea-
sonably vigilants outlook to prevent in-
jury or acecident to those so crossing
its grounds. And that court now goes
even further, holding that a State sta-

When it is remembered that it is as
yet impossible to tell what this current
is and where it comes from it will be
seen that there is a wide field open for
the scientist and investigator.

One of the earliest practical uses of
electriciy was in the sending of mes-
sages over a wire. Prof. Morse finish-
ed his line between Washington and
Baltimore in May, 1844, but for a long
time after this the telegraph was used
only in a sparing manner, Business
men seldom thought of availing them-
selves otit. They were perfectly con-
tent to wait for the slow moving mails.
When in, 1865, ‘The" Boston Transcript
insttucted its Washington correspond-
ent to send 10 words per day by tele-
graph it was considered a startling
piece of enterprise.

While the telegraph has been used
more than any other . form of applidd
electricity comparatively few improve-
ments of any note have been made
in it for quite a number of years,
but & stride is about to be taken - that
puts it far in advance of its present posi-
tion.

A device is being perfected for send-
ing messages and haying them written
out automatically in Roman characters
as rapidly as 10 average operators can
work under the present system. The
new system can not fail to cheapen tiie
sending of messages. It will in due time
