Capt. Swift a Prisoner in Germany

Friday’s London Free Press says a
Windermere cable to The Free Press
from London, England, gives news: of
several Western Ontario officers whose
fate has been in some doubt, Im most
cases they have been reported as miss-
ing, but they are now definitely located
at prison camps in Germany. Among
these is Capt. T. L. Swift, of Watford,
an officer in the 27th Regt., 1st Battalion.

In the engagement at Festubert, on
June 15th, Capt. Swift was known to
have been left wounded in the second
German trench, but it could not be as-
certained whether he had died from the
effects of his wounds or had been taken
prisoner. The cable dispatch to the
Free Press was based on the fact that a
photograph received in England showed
Capt. Swift, together with two other
Ontario officers, as prisoners of war 1n
Germany.

Capt. Swift’s relatives and numerous
friends were pleased to get tidings of
him and were much relieved to know
that he is alive, even if the fortunes of
war had handed out to him the roll of
prisoner in the enemy’s camp,

CAPONIZE COCKERELS.

Fowls So Treated Give Better Returns
Than as Spring Broilers.
Caponizing the cockerels is the efli
cient method of handling, writes H. M
Cubberley in the American Agricuitur
ist. A capon is an unsexed cockerel”
The advantages of caponizing are abou:
the same as those gained by alterinc
cattle or swine—that is, the fowis

grow larger, the young males are quiet
and more easily fattoued, and the flesh
is more tender and of better quality

Although capons ure only a little Iarge:
than cockerels of the same age during

##®he Colurubian Rock breed of hen
appeared in 1907 and is a single comb
sport from the Columbian Wyan-
dotte, which originated in a cross
of White Wyandotte male and a
Light Brahma hen.

the first part of their growth, when
put on the market they sell for a high-
er price to the poynd. They will not
get tough and staggy as cockerels will
when mature, but stay tender and can
be sold when the market is most ad-
vantageous.

The best fowls for caponizing are
the large, rapld growing breeds such
as the Plymouth Rock, Rhode Island
Red, Wyandotte, Orpington and Brah-
ma. The latter breed is used by spe-
cialists in' capon growing. It is sope-
times crossed with the Plymouth Rock
breed. Very often the cross makes a
capon weighing from ‘twelve to fifteen
pounds. However, the smaller birds,
such as Plymouth Rock, weighing from
six to nine pounds when ecight months
old, are more in demand. It is un-
certain and not desirable for the aver-
age person to cross breed. Plymouth
Rock capons grow fast, have a large
breast and the desirable yellow skin
and legs. Then, too, Plymouth Rock
pullets which can be conveniently
raised at the same time are good layers
and early maturing, combined with
good weight when killed.

The caponizing operation is simple
and can be done by the farmer with a
little practice. A good set of instru-
ments may be purchased directly from
manufacturers of surgical instruments
or through poultry supply dealers.
Complete directions for caponizing are
furnished with the instruments.

The average farmer raises about 200
chickens a year, about half of which
will be cockerels. If they are sold as
spring cockerels the farmer has about
500 pounds at 22 cents a pound, or
$110, but if they are caponized he has
about 700 pounds at 28 cents, or $196.
That will be $86 additional receipts for
the two or three days’ extra work in
caponizing the fowls, Professionals will
caponize for 5 cents a bird, and an

. expert operator will caponize from

forty to sixty fowls in an hour. The
above figures are conservative. More-
over, the fact that capons eat less than
cockerels must be considered.

Animal Food For Poultry.

Remember that until the bugs and
insects come -the laying hen must be
fed something in the way of animal
food. FEresh ground bones with some
meat on them is the best food of this
kind. Then come good beef scraps.
In lieu of either of these skimmilk or
buttermilk will take the place of meat.
All grain and no meat for the laying
hen spells the difference between fail-
ure and success in the poultry busi-
ness.—Kansas FFarmer,

Ashes In the Hen Yard.

Coal and wood asbes are good things
to carry to the poultty houses these
days. From the coal ashes and clinkers
the hens can pick many a piece that
answers the purpose of grit, and if the

coal ashes are sifted they make the
best kind of a dust bath for the hens.
From the wood ashes the fowls can
pick lots of charcoal, which will do
them lots of good in the way of a blood
purifier.

Millet For Poultry.

Millet seed is an excellent poultry
feed, especially when you want the
hens to do some exercising. The seed
is so small that it takes quite a time
for them to pick up any great quantity
of it. It should be scattered in the
litter of chaff, cut straw or hay. It
will keep the hens hustling, and it is
the busy hen that does the laying. It
Is also fine for young chicks,

WOMEN SOLDIERS.

They Posed as Men and Fought With
the British Army.

The British army has had its women
soldiers, and two of them are buried in
the cemetery of Chelsea hospital. One
of these dames—Hannah Snell, a truc-
ulent looking person, whose portrait is
preserved in the great hall of the hos-
pital, served in the siege of Pondi-
cherry and was badly wounded, her
sex being discovered when she was re-
moved to the hospitil. She became a
pensioner and wore on occasions the
three cornered hat and uniform coat of
Chelsea and was at her own request
buried in the graveyard of the hospital

Christina Davis was the other female
soldier buried in this cemetery. She is
described as a “fat, jolly woman.”

Another Englishwoman who success-
fully posed as a man and enlisted as a
soldier was Phoebe Hessel, who was a
private in the Fifth foot regiment and
fought at Fontenoy in 1745, under the
Duke of Cumberland, being severely
wounded. Ultimately she died at
Brighton in 1821 at the age of 108.

The most famous Englishwoman
“soldler,”” however, was “Dr. James
Barry,” who joined the medical corps
in 1813 and served at Waterloo and in
the Crimea, In 1838, after many promo-
tions, she became inspector general,
and it was not until many years later
that the fact that she was a woman
was discovered.—St. Louis Post-Dis
patch,

ELECTRICITY AND WATER.

Little Danger In Turning a Hose on
Heavily Charged Wires.

The slight danger that firemen run
through the electric current passing
from heavily charged wires up the
stream of water they are squirting is
proved by an experiment conducted by,
Ugo Tartaglini and reperted In La
Scienza per Tuttl

A trolley car wire charged with a di-
rect current ¢f 525 volts had one end
grounded; on the other end he directed
a stream from a hose with a nozzle fif-
teen millimeters In lameter. At 2.20
meters distance a voltmeter attached
to the nozzle registered twenty volts.
At sixty-five centimeters distance it
registered seventy volts and at twenty
centimeters 210 volts, The average man
can stand a current of fifty volts with-

‘out serious shock, so a fireman who

holds his nozzle five or six feet from a
live wire runs no great danger.

Mr. Tartaglini made the same experl-
ment on two lines of alternating cur-
rent, one with 2,800, the other with
4,600 volts, and the voltmeter did not
register any current in the stream of
water, although a slight shock was per-
ceptible when he put his hand into it
With a chemical extinguisher he got a
current of 1,550 .volts at 225 millime-
ters from a wire with a current of 2,050
volts,

Ypres and Death.

In Holland and Flanders, according
to the Manchester Guardian, Ypres is
connected in the mind of the people
with the idea of death. If a Dutchman
or a Fleming wishes to describe a par-
ticularly lugubrious person he will say,
“Hij ziet er uit als de dood van Yper-
en” (“He looks like the death of
Ypres”). This expression has been pro-
verbial since Ypres was ravaged by the
plague in 1349; “the 'death of Ypres” is
a vivid expression like our “black
death.” But it is also taken literally,
for Ypres is in sober truth one of the
dead cities of Flanders, It is moredead
than “Bruges la morte,” which owes
its reputation in this respect more to
George Rodenbach’s novel and the rev-
eries of other artists than to actual
fact.

More Boys Atter Battles

In England there are, according to-
the last census, 1,068 females to
every 1,000 males. In other words,
women in the British islands out-
number men by nearly 1,100,000.

In most civilized countries the
case is similar, Women are in &
considerable majority. Among the
few European exceptions are the
Albanians and Montenegrins. Both
these are warlike races, which even
in times of peace, constantly ocarry
arms. In both cases men areslight-
ly more numerous than women.

Among the Afghans and the hill
tribes of Northern India where tribal
vendettas are always raging, the
cagse is the same. There, where
men are constantly meeting with
violent ends, it might well be sup-
posed that women would be in a
considerable majority. This is not
the fact, for mother Nature balances
matters, and the proportion of boy
babies born exceeds girl babies by
nearly five to four.

After the Franco-German war of
1870, it was noticed that in both
countries for some years afterwards,
more boys were born than girls. It
was as if Nature had sot herself de-
liberately to repair the upset in her
usual arrangements which had been
caused by the death of so many men.

By far the most startling instance
of this sort of thing is afforded by
the South American Ropublic of
Paraguay. From 1664 to 1870
Uruguay joined with Brazil and
Argentina in trying to destroy Parae
guay. Never in modern history wag
any country so terribly used. Before
that war, Paraguay’s population was
1,337,439. After it, she could number
but 221,079. Of these only 28,746
were males of over fifteen years of
age, while there were 106,254 women
of over fifteen.

For vears afterwards boy babies
outnumbered girls by nearly three to
one! Within less than thirty vears
the sexes were again equal in
numbers.

'We may be sure that the nexb
census will bring to light some start-
ling figures as regards the birth-rate
in this country, and, however many
of our brave fellows fall before we
settle with Germany, the.loss will
eventually be made good.

But what-
ever has been-dealt out to Belgium,

That we ehall be broken,
plundered, robbed and enslaved like
Belgium will be but the first part of
the matter. Over and above this,
no pledge we can offer, ho guarantee
we can give will be accepted by Ger-
many as binding. She has broken
her own’most solemn caths, pledges
and obligations, and by the very fact
of her existence she is bound to trust
nothing and to recognize nothing
except 1mmediate superior force

badked by illimitable cruelty. So
you see there are no terms possible.

“Realize, too, if allies are beaten

there will be no spot on the globe
where a soul can escape from the
domination of this enemy of man-
kind. There has been childish talk
that the Western Hemisphere would
offer a refage from oppression. Put
that thought from your mind. If
ithe allies were defeated, Germany
would not need to send a single
battleship over the Atlantic. She
would issue an order, and it would
be obeyed. Civilization would be
tbankrupt, and the western world
-would be taken over with the rest of
the wreckage by Germany, the re-
-ceiver. 8o you see there is no re-
treat possible. There are no terms
and no retreat in this war. It must
.go forward, and with those men of
England who are eligible for service,
but who have not yet offered them-
selves, the decision of war rests.”

If one were asked what period in his-
tory furnished the most themes for sto-
ries he might be right in replying that
containing the administration of the
government of Louis XIII of France
by Cardinal Richelieu. Louis’' queen,
Anne of Austria, was a bitter opponent
of the cardinal, and what Richelieu
was to the king the Duchess of Che-
vreuse was to the queen. The duchess
was one of the most beautiful, the most
attractive and the most intriguing wo-
men who ever lived.

After the exposure of a treasonable
plot the cardinal banished her to Lor-
raine, where she infatuated the king,
Louis XIII, mixing him up in another
conspiracy. The cardinal’s policy for-
bade him to mprison a woman, so aft-
er banishment from France had failed
he sent Mme, Chevreuse to a country
estate she owned. There, having no
better subject for her fascination, she
bewitched an octogenarian official.

This amusement failing to satisfy
her, she turned her attention to an-
other intrigue with a view to over-
throwing the queen’s and her owh de-
tested enemy, Richelien.

At this time the queen was secretly

corresponding with those opposing the
cardinal, among themn Mme, de Che-
vreuse. The person who conducted this
correspondence was one La Porte, her
secretary. He was the keeper of her
cipher code, translated her letters into
it, forwarded them to their destination
and received the replies, handling them
in the same way.
But the cardinal was watching and
suspected the frequent goings and com-
ings of the man. One of the queen’s
supposed adherents was won over and
told La Porte that he was going to
Tours, where Mme. de Chevreuse was
held in restriction, and asked if he had
any message for her. If so he would
carry it. La Porte replied that he had
a letter and would bring it to him.
‘While doing so he was arrested with
the queen’s letter on his person and
lodged in the Bastille. The letter was
not important, but the queen and her
friend had been forbidden to corre-
spond. The cardinal at once ordered
the seizure of the private papers of both
the queen and the duchess,

‘When the queen was accused of trea-
son she falsely made an oath that she
had not corresponded with any foreign
power. Richelieu knew better, and on
promise of the king’s pardon the queen
confessed that she had written her
relatives in Madrid and in Brussels,
but not on matters of state. La Porte
declared that be had carried no letters
for the queen except to Mme. de Che-
vreuse. I'earing that La Porte’s state-
ment and hers would not agree, Anne
desired to post him on what she had
declared and ask him to make the
same statement. This she hoped would
satisfy Richelieu and prevent hls in-
vestigating further.

But how reach La Porte in his cell at
the Bastille? 8o carefully watched was
he that a warden quitted him only for
a few hours during the day and slept
In his cell at night. One of the queen's
maids of honor and devoted to her,
Mile. de Hautfort, not only suggested a
plan of conveying a letter to La Porte,
but volunteered to carry it herself.

The Chevalier de Jars, who had been
involved in a former conspiracy against
the cardinal, was confined in the Bas-
tille and occupied a cell directly oyer
that of La Porte, though between the
chevalier’s and La Porte’s cell were
two others. It was hoped by the
queen’s adherents that De Jars might
find some way of conveying a letter
from the queen to La Porte. De Jars
had suffered a paralytic stroke and was
allowed the privileges of an invalid, be-
ing permitted to receive friends and
converse with them in the courtyard of
the prison.

Mlle. de Hautfort early one morn-
ing issued from the palace of the
Louvre before the i{nmates were
awake, being dressed in the costume of
a maidservant. Mademoiselle’s hair,
which was luxuriant and beautiful,
‘wa$s concealed under a large coif, and
she was robed in a loose gown which
concealed her superb figure. Calling a
flacre, she was driven to the Bastille,
where she asked to see the Chevalier
de Jars, saying that she was a lady’s
maid of a niece of the chevalier and
bore a message for him.

The hour was before the prisoners’

honor was obliged to wait in the guard-
room among a lot of soldiers of

After*some time the chevalier
arrived and asked what was wanted.
Mademoiselle drew him into the court
and, raising her coif, showed him who

De Jars was no coward, as he haa
demonstrated in the schemes in which
he had embarked to overthrow the car-
dinal. Nevertheless he bhesitated to
become mixed up in a scheme which it
discovered would cost him his head.
But when mademoiselle reminded hin.
of the terrible risk she was hersel:
running he consented.

The queen’s messenger returned tu
the palace without having been discov-
ered. De Jars, who was full of re-
sonrce, worked out the problem of get-
ting the queen's letter to La Porte,
Haud the Iatter occupied a cell directr

beneath his own he might contrive to
get the letter through the floor. But to
pass it through other floors was impos-
sible. The next cell below the cheva-
lier's was occupied by some men who
had been implicated in an insurrection
in Bordeaux. The next cell below
theirs held the Baron de Tenace and a
man named Reveilton, who had been a
servant of a nobleman who had lost
his head for a conspiraicy against the
cardinal. The chevalier planned to
pass the queen’s letter through these
two cells to that of La Porte.

De Jars enlisted in his service a
young fellow named Bois d'Arcy, the
valet of a prisoner who was confined
with his master. D’Arcy while in at-
tendance on his master at the hour of
exercise found a broken stone with a
sharp point, which by eluding the ob-
servation of the sentinel he managed
to slip in his pocket' and at the same
time asked the aid of the Bordeaux
prisoners. Any prisoner was ready to
do anything for another unfortunate,
and they at once granted the request.
Then they were given the broken stone
for an implement.

The men succeeded in boring a hole
through the floor to the cell next below
and passed the letter through to Baron
de Tenace and Reveilton. These made
another hole in the floor of their own
cell and had not La Porte been so
closely watched would have had no dif-
ficulty in passing the missive on to
him. They learned that the warden
usually left La Porte for a few min-
utes in the morning. Waiting till they
heard him go out, they passed down
the letter.

The goal was won. La Porte made
aiis confession tally with that of Anne
of Austria, and the cardinal for once
was outwitted. Being convinced that
he bhad got the truth and the whole
truth, he advised the king to pardon
lis wife, whom Richelieu believed to
have been led into mischief by Mme. de
Chevreuse. The pardon was granted
on condition that the queen would hold
no further correspondence with the
mischief maker.

Anne, whose conscience was very
elastic, regarded this promise solely
as pertajning to letters. Through Mlle,
de Hautfort she had contrived to in-
form the duchess that if their machi-
nations against the cardinal were go-
ing well she would receive a prayer
book bound in green. If there was
danger it would be bound in red and
she must look out for herself. Through
some misunderstanding Mme., de Che-
vreuse one day received a prayer book
bound in red. She decided upon flight.

An official whom she had enthralled
provided her with directions for pro-
ceeding to Spain, and thither she di-
rected her course. Ordering her car
riage, she gave out that she intended
to visit friends in the neighborhood.
She set out near evening and as soon
as it was dark ordered her coachman
to stop and siepped out disguised as a
man in a long cloak and riding boots.
A horse was waiting for her, and
mounting, followed by two servants
also mounted, she rode southward.

In her excitement she had left in the
carriage the official's directions as to
the route and was obliged to proceed
without them. Riding all night, she
arrived at a town near which a noble-
man, La Rochefouecauld, was at the
time stopping. He had carried mes-
sages between bher and the queen, and
she knew she could trust him; but,
not willing to compromise him, she
wrote him as a stranger who had kill-
ed a man In a duel and was flying
from the authorities, begging him to
,send a carriage and a valet,

La Rochefoucauld sent the carriage
and the vilet, and the duchess set out
for another of his houses occupied by
2. gentleman in his service named Mal-
basty, where she arrived before day-
light the next morning. Mme. Malk

basty recognized the vaiet as a servant
of La Rocliefoucauld, and the man

The hairbreadth escapes from recog-
nition that were made by the fair fugi-
tive were many. She was constantly
meeting persons who knew her and
‘was obliged to resort to varieus devices
to avoid acknowledging her identity.
One man she met said that if she were
dressed as a woman he would certainly
mistake her for the Duchess de Che-
vreuse. She replied that she was a rela-
tive of the duchess.

Despite the fact that as soon as her
flight was discovered the cardinal sent
after her in great haste, she reached
Spain, where she was safe.

Philip IV., brother of Anne of Aus-
tria, was then king of Spain, and as
soon as he léarned that his sister’s ad-
herent was within his dominions he or
dered that she be received with great
distinction and sent several royal car
riages, each drawn by six horses and
occupied by his representitives, to
fetch bher to the capital. On her ar-
rival the people turned out en masse to
see the distinguished stranger who had
come to them after so many romantic
adventures. The king, like all other
men, was captivated with her, and the
gueen showed her every attention.

From Spain the duchess went to Eng-
land, whose queen, Henriette Maria,
was a sister of the king of France and
a bitter enemy of the cardinal who
dominated her brother.

RAISING GEESE IS
EASY AND PROFITABLE

For the keeping of geese little if any

| special equipment is needed. They sel-

dom seek the shelter of bulidings,
spending virtually all of the time in
the open, regardless of cold or storm.
Of course it 4s always well to provide
some inexpensive place to which the
birds may go if they wish, but these
coops need not be large in size and
may be most simply and roughly ecom-
structed.

A liberal sized pasture must be sup-
plied. One containing a stream, pond
or marshy land is best, though suffi-

' clent water to permit a swimming place

is not absolutely required.

It it is desired that the geese be
kept confined to a certain tract of land
this may be inclosed with a low fence-
of wire netting. However, free rangeis
best and is usually given where condi-
tions permit,

Goslings may be successfully hatch-
ed in incubators and reared in brood-
ers, but the natural method is used al-
most exclusively.

Give the goslings reasonable protec-
tion and a plat of tender grass and
they will thrive without much atten-
tion. It is possible to grow them on
no other feed than that found on &
good range, but this is not a satisfae-
tory plan. They develop slowly and
fail to reach satisfactory weight. =1

SAFETY FROM FIRE.

A Method For Insuring Escape From

i a Crowded Building.

! In discussing the best means of emp-
tying a loft or factory building of its
occupants in time of fire or panic, H.

| F. J. Porter, expert on safety from fire

| 8nd known as the father of the fire
| drill, points out a method for solving

‘ the escape from a crowded building.

| This method is a fire wall so arrang-
ed on a building as practically to bisect
it. This wall must be continuous from

| cellar to roof and be provided with

J doorways on each floor, closed by auto-
matic fire doors. The building must be

designed with two sets of egress facili-

ties of ample proportions, one set locat-
ed on each side of the wall accessible
from each fioor.

No fire Is at all likely to occur on
both sides of this fire wall simultane-
ously, unless it is of incendiary origin,
Bhould a fire occur the alarm sounds,
and the occupants of the building on
the side where the fire is merely have
to pass through them and be perfectly
safe,

A fire drill will empty either side of
a building so equipped, no matter how
many stories high, in a minute. The
refugees remain in the safe side of the
building until the fire has been put out,
or they may at any time without haste
use the egress facilities provided there,
which would be free from smoke or
fire.—St. Paul Pioneer Press.

RAISING WINTER LAMBS.

Ewes Must Be Bred Early to Secure
Profitable Results.

Any one within a radius of 150 miles
of a large city, on investigation, is very
likely to find a ‘well established mar-
ket for specially fed winter lambs,
writes R. L. Adams in the Country
Gentleman. These lambs, often call-
ed hothouse lambs, are marketed when
not more than ten or twelve weeks of
age, after having been heavily fed
from time of birth and rushed along
in growth to reach the market at
weights of from thirty to fifty pounds.

The Tunis sheep, as its name im-
plies, had its origin in Africa. These
sheep are noted for their early me~
turity, their prolificacy (rearing two
sets of lambs per year) and yield=
ing a fine and long staple of wool.
The cross of the ramis on our mut-
ton breeds yields an fmproved fleece
and excellent mutton. The cross of
the Tunis and Merino makes an ex-
lent sheep for every purpose. The
Tunis ram pictured is an excellent
specimen.

Placed on the market during Decem-
ber, January and February, they com-
mand prices as high as $15 aplece,
with $10 to §12 a common quotation.

In order to turn off these lambs ewes
must be bred in May or June so that
the lambs will be dropped in October
or November. This is an off season for
usual breeding, but good results are
obtained with pure bred Dorsets or
with ewes that are the result of cross-
ing Dorset rams with Shropshires or
Merino ewes.

The ewes are kept in good condition
throughout their period of pregnancy,
the extreme in feeding that will cause
the putting on of too much fat being
carefully avoided. Following the birth
of the lamb a ration containing plenty
of succulence is provided to insure a
heavy flow of milk. As soon as the
lamb is old enough to mnibble a little,
feeds are provided in a lamb creep
that will exclude the mature sheep.

In feeding the lambs greatest stress
is placed upon wheat,! bran, cracked
corn and ground oats, with a little oil
meal or soy bean meal. The lambs
are given as much as they will eat, fre-
quent changes of feed being practiced
to prevent the lambs from tiring of 6ne
kind.

" CLIP TUSKS OF PIGS.

Needle-like Testh Should Be Removed
Soon After Birth,

Hvery little pig should have {ts tusks
clipped off when one hour old or soon-
er. It is not too late to do some good
if they are quite good size, writes R.
A, Hayne in the National Stockman,
Catch a little fellow and look at the
needle pointed teeth on each side above
and below.

Have a care while looking, else he
will treat you as he does his mates aad
often his mother when she suddenly
jumps up while the pigs are tussling
for their places at dinner. When the
sow does this a pig has cut her udder
with one of those tusks. Look at the
lips and noses, faces and eyes of pigs
a few days old and see the sores and
scars from these same teeth. Cut them
off, save all this pain and have larger,
growthier pigs.

A pair of small, stiff steel pincers is
the thing to do the job. Have a pine
stick six inches long, one inch wide
and half an inch in thickness, round
the edges and put this in the pig’s
mouth like a bit. Sit on the ground
or a low stool, set the pig on his rump
between your knees with feet toward
you, hold his nose and stick with one
hand, hold his body with your Kknees
and clip his upper teeth off clean and
smooth with gums. Don't pull them
out, Then turn him with back toward
you and cut out lower ones the same
way. Now he is disarmed, no more
sore and cut lips and eyes, and the
mother will lie still till all are fed.

Lung Worms In Swine.

Lung worms is a disease which it is
almost impossible to treat successfully
after a pig is once badly infe¢ted. The
application of preventive measures is
about - the only treatment that can be
recommended. The spread of the dis-
ease might be largely controlled by
the use of crude oil applied to the
floors of the buildings, thus killing the
eggs. Frequent changes of bedding
and litter and the burning of all this
material is also advisable. In a badly
infested herd it will be a good plan to
change the lots entirely, starting om
fresh ground.

Universities Company

There are many men in Canada who
are anxious to play their part in the great
war, who are willing to go as officers, but
trom lack of military training, or for
other reasons, are unable to obtain com-
missions. There are other men who
would prefer to join the ranks simply
because they realize the enormous respon-
sibility of the wastage of life which re-
sults from the bad leadership of an im-
properly trained officer.

Some ot these men hesitate to go into
the ranks, merely because they are un-
certain of finding the congenial compan-
ionship of men ot similar training and
tastes,

Now, there is an organization in Can-
ada exactly suited to the requirements of
such men, and its existence should be
brought clearly to the notice of every
young man in Canada,

The universities of Canada are working
