FROM AMERICA TO EUROPE.

Did Primitive Canadians “Discover”
the Old World?

In a recent issue of Nordisk Tid-
skrift (Stockholm) Prof, Oscar Mon-
telins had an article in which data
concerning communication between
America and other parts of the world

before the time of Columbus were
collated and discussed. On the basis
of these facts the professor raises
the question of the early cultural
links between various parts of the
world and whether these threads of
communication could have had any
demonstrable influence on eultural
development.

It is a matter of common knowl-
edge thHat the Vikings and other
Seandinavians discovered and visited
America long before Columbus. It
is less generally known that there
are data that point to peoples having
jorneyed, many centuries before

| Columbus’ time, from the American

continent to Europe. The direction
of ocean currents facilitates such a
journey. Floating wreckage is occa-
sionaMy washed up on the west coast
of Europe with marks of identifica-
tion that show it has come from
America.

A couple of mediaeval authors tell
of “Indians” who came to the Ger-
man coast. A few decades after the
birth of Christ Pomponius Mela tells
how the pro-consul in Cisalpine Gaul
received from a German king as a
gift some “Indians” who had come
to Germany’s coast, scudding in their
vessels Dbefore a westerly wind.
Pliny, too, refers to the event. That
these strangers who could not them-
selves explain ‘whence they came
should have been supposed to be
‘“Indians’ is, in view of the period’s
geographical knowledge, very nat-
ural. . The supposition that these “In-
dians” were, in reality, American In-
dians was confirmed in a notable way
by an archaeological find of about
a century ago.

In the Louvre is a Roman bronze
head, cast about the time of the birth
of Christ, that plainly represents an
American Indian. It is hollow and
has apparently been used to hold
ointment. At the back of the head is
seen the beginning of the tuft of hair
which the Indians to this day have
worn there. This bronze head is
distinguishable from all that one is
accustomed to see of Roman art, but
it offers all the characteristic fea-
tures of an Indian head.

HAVE UNION OF RURAIL, SCHOOLS

“The solution of better education in
rural districts is the consolidated
schools.” declared Hon. Dr, H. J. Cody
Minister of Education, before the Ontario
Municipal Association, Friday. The
Minister declared that while in his opin-
ion rural Ontario would never entirely
get away from the little red school house
be saw a gradual getting away from the
system of five or six- small schools to a
district.

““We bave carried on the campaign for
consolidation in several districts,” con-
tinued Dr. Cody, ‘‘and consolidation is
under way in quite a few. But I don’t
believe in trying to force it on the people.
That i$ not democratic. But in order to
encourage consolidation we are going to
give agrant of from $800 to $1,200 towards
the erection of a central school for each
district and also from 10 to 40 per cent.
of the cost of conveying the children to
and from the schools.

““The plan will not necessarily reduce
the cost of maintaining the schools. The
attendance of children would probably
largely increase. While there was an
attendance of 75 children at five schools
there would probably be a total atten-
dance of 125 children at the central
school. Regulation of attendance, where
ever consolidation has taken place, has
greatly improved.

In addition to the school facilities Dr.
Cody pointed out that in these central
schools there could be a social hall and
public library for the benefit of the dis-
trict adults,

Better teachers could be obtained and
agriculture taught to better advantage.
Referring to necessity for highly trained
teachers, the minister said the depart-
ment was determined to increase 1ihe
salaries to the highest level to which the
Government could be ‘induced to raise
them.,
