Rules of the Road at Sea.

Mr. Smith, deputy minister of marine,
who is still in England as Canadian repre-
sentative on British departmental enquiry
regarding the manning of ships, has been
commissioned by the government to co-oper-
ate with the London shipping exchange and
to wait upon the president of the board of
trade, regarding the new rules of the road
at sea. Three years ago an international
convention was held at Washington, at
which all the great powers were represented,
when the rules of the road at sea were re-
vised, and some important changes agreed
upon. The regulations based upon the
Washington recommendations have been
framed, and were to come into effect in the
spring of 1895. Several powers have ac-
quiesced in these regulations, including Ar-
gentina, Brazil, Chili, Turkey, Peru, and
other states which have only a limited mer-
cantile marine. The British shipping inter-
ests are up in arms against the new regula-
tions; chiefly as regards a change in the
sound signals in foggy weather and the
screening and position of side lights on ves-
gels. The total tonnage of the powers pre-
pared to accept these changes is about seven
millions, while the United Kingdom, United
States, Relgium and Germany, which are
against the proposed rules, have a tonnage
of nearly sixteen million tons. The total
shipping of the world consists of about
twenty-three million tons, of which Great
Britain owns 11,807,000 tons, and vaturally
British ship owners and ship masters claim
a prepondering voice in the settlement of
these important questions. Mr. Smith has
been authorized to join the board of trade
and protest against the enforcement of the
new regulations, as they are likely, if adopt-
ed, to imperil life and property at sea.

Although no singer ever ress
tudes as Mr. Sankey has done and &
yet he never followed any. system
culture nor cared for any. Naturégs g
a fine baritone voice of unusual powerand he.
has been careful of it. o

Bat the secret of his power over men and
women lies not in bis being a singer, but &
preacher; preacher in song. Like Mr. Moody
he believes and feels tremendously, and so
others come to feel and believe with him.

He never sings a hymn twice in the same
way, refusing to be bound by arbitrary notes
and measures and shortening or prolonging
his tones as the soul of the words move him.

“ [ won’t sing like a machine to sait
cold-blooded ritic,” said he once.

“ How is it, Mr. Sankey,” another singer
asked him at the close of a monster revival
meeting, ‘‘ that you can always make your-
self heard ia the largest crowds, while our
voices are drowned?”’ % : o7

“ The whole thing lies,” said Mr. Sankey,
“in interesting the people with your song,
exactly as an orator does with bis oratery.
If you'll sing iuterestingly, they'll lie as
quiet as mice just o listén. ~ But you can't
do it with music alone; you've got to make
them hear every word, and see every piec-
tore of the poet. Then you'll get that si-
lence of death which always comes when
good is done. I have sung before 10,000
people when the building was so still you
could hesr the clock tick, and almost hear the
heart-beats.”

As he sings, so Mr. Sankey composes the
tanes for his hymns, by inspiration, often
stopping suddenly while reading or talking
to jot down quickly on the ever ready music
paper a bit of melody that has come to him.

It is a great mistake to suppose that Mr.
Sankey has any preference for hymns of the
camp-meeting style or tunes that have s sen-
sational character. On the contrary, he
takes his tunes, as he takes the words of
them, wherever he can find them. :

He has searched through all the church
hymnals and classical compositions for some-
thing that would suit bis purpose, some-
thing that would ““ lift” his audiences; and
although the search has been fruitless for
th: most part, yet he has found bymn tunes
that are sung successfully at revival meet-
ings.
few such in existence that Mr. Sankey was
forced to become a composer himself.

Ar his meeting Mr. Sankey is particular
about the placing of his little melodeon. Ew .
uses alwauys the same one, and it has acecm-
panied him twice around the world. He
pever fails to send some one, before the
meeting begins, to see that some officious
member of the committee has not stowed tke
melodion behind a door or off at the side.
“ We are both preachers,” he has said of
himself and Mr. Moody, “the oely di_geren"e
being that he reaches men's hearts™ w:
words that are spoken while I reach them
with words that are sung.” While singing
Mr. Sankey always faces his audiences, sit-
ting on a high stool, so that he can See and
be seen from every part of the building.
The effect is almost as if he was standing.
Usually he singles out some man in a distant
part of the building often in the extreme
gallery, and sings at him, for him, knowing
that if he can reach and touch that single
listener, he will reach and touch all the
others.

Bishop Fallows of the Reformed Episcopal
church, is about to try an experiment im
Chicago which will be watched with much
interest. He proposes to establish places of
business in different parts of that wicked
city, which will compete with the saloous in
every element that goes to make up their
attractiveness, except thé one particular of
the sale of intoxicating liquors.

He proposes that these rooms shall be as
bright and clean, and attractive to the eye
as the saloons. That they shall be warmed
in the winter and cooled in the summer, ad
so made as comfortable as the saloonr, and he
proposes that the wants and comforts of
patrons shall be as carefully looked after by
atlendants as in the saloons,

To this end he will provide lunches much
after the free luuch fashion of the soloon,
though probably not on quite the scale the
saloone affect, and in lieu of intoxicating
drinks he proposes to sell every kind of hot
and cold non-intoxicating beverage, such as
coffee, tea, cocoa, lemonade, and all the
long catalogue of what are known as hot and
cold ** temperance drinks,” at prices consid-
erably below the average paid for intoxicat-
ing drinks. Light, warmth, comfort, cheer-
falness of surroundings, freedom of move-
ment, greater cheapness, everything what-
soever that contributes to the attractivene«s
of the saloon is to be called into service ex-
cepting only the onc element of intoxicating
peverages.

"Canada a better footing in the English mar-
ket than it has hitherto bad. Of late years
our exportation of cheese to the mother
+ country has grown to immense’ proportions.
Where but a few years ago a small quantity
of our cheese found its way to the English
market this trade has of late years grown to
such an extent that over half the cheese now
imported into Great Britain comes from
Canada, while only about two per cent. of
the butter imported is Canadian. The
cheese trade has been developed largely
through the assistance rendered it by the
government. - For several years the govern-
- ment has taken the output of certain of the
cheese factories, at a given’ price, and as-
sumed all risk of shipping it to England and
placing it upon the market, returning to the

" makers the profit, if any, remaining after
the expenses were paid. This policy has
had the effect of introducing our cheese into
the markets of the old country to a much
greater extent than private enterprise could
have done, and of firmly establishing the
reputation of the Canadian article there.

While this has been done for the cheese
trade of the Dominion, very little effort has
thus far been made to capture the English
market for our butter. In this item our
exportations are a long diatance behind even
the far away Australian colonies. While
Canada exported only about $400,000 worth
of butter to Great Britain last year, Victoria,

one of the Australian colonies, sent about
1

$5,000,000 worth.

Recently the Minister of Agriculture an-
nounced the intention of the government of
assisting the butter trade of the dominion as
has been done with the cheese trade. With

* this object in view the government propose
to take the output of certain creameries,
during the winter months, paying the sum
of twenty cents per pound in Montreal, and
send it to England. As the object is to ee-
tablish the reputation of the Canadian arti-
cle in the English market and thus to develop
the trade in that article, none but the best
of creamery butter will be handled.

The idea is certainly a new one, and in
certain quarsers it is meeting with consider-
able ridicule. * Bowell and butter” is form-
ing the text for many a fine piece of sarcasm
in snme of the political papers. Bat, if the
attempt results in doing for the butter mak-
ers of the dominion what has already been
done for the cheese makers, it is certainly

worth the experiment.

General in il. As the M
ernment has emphatically declared-that it
will make no concessions to the Catholic
minority, and submit to no interference with
the school system of the province by the
dominion autherities, it is probable than only
the Catholic side will be represented at the
hearing on Tuesday next.

After hearing the case it will be necessary
for the government to decide upon its course.
The dominion government still has time to
disallow the Manitoba act of which Catholics
complain, and this the more rabid of Catholic
sympathizers are demanding. This course
would also greatly please the French conser-
vative members. Daut to disallow that act

"would create confusion worse confounded in

the prairie province, taking from the educa-
tional system of the province itsentire foun-
dation, and leaving a condition of things
such as would exist in this province if our
school law were suddenly repealed. It is
safe to say that this will not be done.

The French supporters of the government

are almost i ind ding a sessi
of the house in order that the question may
be disposed of before the electors have to be
faced, while their English supporters would
prefer to stave off a settlement until the
election is over.

—Tae United States Government has
once more been compelled to borrow gold in
order to maintain the national credit. This
makes the third time this has had to be done
since the present administration took office
just two years ago. In all something over
$160,000,000 have been horrowed, and inter-
est bearing bonds to that extent issued, thus
adding to the permanent debt of the nation
this large amount, within so short a time.
This is certainly a remarkable change from
the condition of things a few years ago,
when it was not unusual for the government

- to find itself with a surplas of about $100,-
000,000 a year on its hands, and its officials
were chiefly concerned to decide what to_do
with it. President Cleveland and his trea-
sury officials have not been troubled with
surpluses. On the contrary their difficulty
has been to get a sufficient quantity of gold
to redeem the greenbacks, s lver certificates
aud treasury notes presented for redemp-
tion, and to give the business world the as-
surance that the nation was able to redeem
all its obligations in gold.

The Sealing Industry.

Ottawa, Feb. 13.—Information has been
received here from Victoria, B. C, which
shows that far from the sealing industry be-
ing killed by the Behring Sea arbitration’ it
never was in a better position than it is to-
day, and never more people engaged in it.
Up to date fifty vessels have sailed, one-half
of which are bound for the Japan coast and
the other half will hunt in British Columbia
and Pacific coast waters. On the vessels
which have gone to Japan there are 605
hunters, nearly all of whom are whites, the
gun being used freely in hunting on the
coast of Japan. On the vessels which have
not gone to Japan there are 178 whites and
602 Indians, making a total of 1,385 employ-
ed in the industry, exclusive of those who
will go to sea on the schooners still in port.

TORONTO'S LATEST SENSATION.

Twin Brothers Charged with Murder and Rob-
bery—Insurance Companies Swindled.

Toronto, February 14.—The crime for
which the twin brothers, Harry and Dallas
Hyams, are under arrest was one of the most
cold blooded ever commiited in Canada.

Seven years ago- two young men named
Place Hyams and Dullas T. Hyams came to
Toronto from Kingston and opened a brok-
erage office in King street. The brothers,
who are twins, were born in New Orleans,
their father having made a competence dur-
ing the prevalence of the yellow fever plague.
They came to Canada originally after the
death of their father, nine years ago, locating
at Kingston, where they engaged in manu-
facturing kid gloves. Two years later they
removed to Toronto. Aboul five years ago
they became acquainted with Martha and
Wiﬂiunanlll, brother and sister,. two or-

hans from Somerset, England. The Wells
amily consisted of two boys and two girls,
orphans. Their parents were English people,
who immigrated. The children on their
death lived with their aunt, Mrs. Urial
Jones, at Pickering, but they were subse-
quently taken from her by the law, owing to
cruel treatment, and placed under the guard-
ianship of a farmer named Knowles. After
this Annie was persuaded by her aunt to re-
turn to her, but Mrs. Jones became fright-
ened and induced Rev. Mr. Ockley, then
tor of the Methodist, church at Pickering,
ut now in charge of the Euclid avenue
church in this city, to take the young girl
into his employ. This he did. Annie sub-
sequently became the wife of E. W. H.
Aylesworth, broker, now residing at 151
Close avenué, Parkdale. The children had
a small independent income from some pro-
rty in England, and George, one of the
ys, crossed the Atlantic in connection with
this and died in the old country.
YOUNG WELLS' LIFE INSURED.

The other two orphans, Martha and Wil-
liam, came to Toronto about five years ago,
and, as stated, became acquainted with the
Hyams brothers. In the fall of 1892, Harry
Place Hyams and Martha Wells became en-
gaged to be married, and young Wells, who
was then 21 years of age, entered the em-
ploy of the Hyams. In August, 1892, Wells
was induced after much persuasion on the
part of the agent of the New York Life as-
surance company to take out a policy for
$1,000 in the company. The agent endea-
vored to write out a policy for several thous-
and dollars, but young Wells stated that he
konew what he could afford to pay, and de-
clined to increase the amount of the risk.
A few days later a policy for $1,000 was
taken out by him in the Covenant Mutual
benefit association of Illinois. Fourteen
days later, on Sept. 13th, 1892, application
was made for $30,000 insurance on Wells’
life in the New York Life, and the half-
yearly premium of $384 was paid by Harry
Place Hyams. Three months later a second
policy of $1,000 was taken out in the Cove-
nant Mutnal on Wells’ life, the assessment
of which was also paid by Harry Hyams.

KILLED BY AN ELEVATOR WEIGHT.

Early in January, 1893, the Hyams Bros.
sublet from Imrie & Graham the warehouse
belonging to J. D. Nasmith at church and
Colborne streets, the ostensible reason for
which the warehouse was engaged was that
shey proposed conducting a general auction
business. The employes of the building were
E. W. Alyesworth, brother-in-law, young
Wells, who was reported to be the book-
keeper and general overseer of the building,
and a typewriter. On Jan. 16, 1893, at
noon, the police were notified that- young
Wells had been accidentally killed in the
elevator. There was no person in the build-
ing at the time excepting Harry P. Hyams,
the man who had placed the heavy insarance
on young Wells, and to whose sister he was
engaged to be married. Hyams claimed
that he found the body lying av the bottom
of the elevator shaft. His explanation was
that Wells was making some repairs at the
foot of the old-fashioned freight hoist shaft,
that the weight which balances the hoist,
and which weighed 500 pounds, had become
unhooked and fallen from the third story
directly upon the head of the young man in
the cellar. The left side of the deceased’s
head was crushed in, as if he had heard the
falling weight, and glsnced up before it
struck him.

HYAMS' EXPLANATIONS.

Dr. E. E. King was summoned, as was
Coroner Aikins, but in view of the explana-
tion given by Hyams deemed an inquest un-
nececsary. An investigation was made by
the insurance companies, butTailed to ascer-
tain any facts that would warrant an arrest
and. paid the $38,000 insurance on the man’s
life to his sister Martha. Detectives Cuddy
and Davis were also detailed on the case and
while they were satisfied that there was
something crooked in the case they were un-
able to fasten the crime on any person. So
the matter rested.

The total insurance on Wells’ life was
$38,000. Of this sum $31,000 was in the
New York Life, one policy of $1000 taken
out by Wells himself, and the other policy
of $30,000 taken by Harry . Hyams. There
was a further accident policy of $5000 in the
Mutual accident association, and $:
the Covenant Mutual. All these policies
were taken out within two, four or five
months of the tragedy. This testimonial
shows when the Covenant Mutual was paid:

In May following Harry P. Hyams and
Martha Wells, the sister of the victim and
the beneficiary from the boy's death, were
married. Meantime the lease of the (ol-
borne street warehouse had been given up
and the Hyams brothers returned to King
street, where they continuzd to conduct
their business. Harry P. Hyams, about a
year ago, left for Montreal with his wife. In
Montreal he had been engaged in the manu-
facture of printer’s ink.

THE WORLD STARTS INVESTIGATING.

Ten days ago it was learned that an at-
tempt had been made to place 300,000 insur-
ance on the life of Mirs. Martha Hyams, sis-
ter of young Wells and wife of Harry P.
Hyams. The companies to whom the appli-
cations were made were:

Hyams was known not to possess suffi-
cient capital to warrant the incurring of a
liability of $6,000 per year in insurance
premiums. It was learned that Broker
Richard Lane of King street had a chattel
mortgage on the effects of the Hyams Bros.,
in Gould street for $2,100, bearing interest
at 3 per cent a month, when the application
for the insurance was made. It was also as-
certained, that when the tragedy occurred
in the Colborne street warehouse Harry P.
Hyams was alone in the warehouse. His
brother, Da_llas T. was at the barber’s, his
clerk, E. W. H. Aylesworth, had been sent
on a message to" North Toronto and the
young lady typewriter had not arrived at
the office, having been given letters to de-
liver personally on Monday morning, before
reporting for duty.

THE CROWN'S THEORY.

The theory of the crown, based on the
facts gleaned by 7he World, is that the
Hyams Bros. deliberately insured Wells'
life for $35,000, and leased the Colborne-
street warehouse for the sole purpose of se-
curing a suitable place in which they could
accomplish his death, as they had no use for
the warehouse in the business they were con-
ducting. As Harry Hyams was engaged to
marry Martha Wells, they knew that the
money would eventually revert to him, while
the fact that the sister was the beneficiary
would dispel all suspicion that the young
man’s death was other than an accident.
WAS HE KILLED BEFORE THE WEIGHT FELL?

Among the facts learned by The World
in its investigation were that for several days
prior to the tragedy in Colborne. street, the
deceased had been urging the Hyams to set-
tle up a loan of $1,200 which he had advanced
them urging that he was-anxious to go to
Medford, where he was negotiating for a
fruit farm. It was also learned that young
Wells was very near sighted, and never went
about without his spectacles. After the
tragedy no trace of the spectacles could be
found. This has given rise to the theory on
the part of the crown that the boy was killed
before being placed in the elevator shaft,
and that the v::;ght was subsequently
dropped on his head.

. THE ARRESTS MADE.

As previously stated
they are twins. They are 35 years of age.
THE ATTEMPTS TO INSURE MRS. HYAMS,

The details of the attempt to place the
heavy insurance on the wife of Harry P.
Hyams, and which indirectly led to the ar-
rest of the brothers on the charge of murder,
are sufficiently fresh in the minds of World
readers. About Jan. 15, O. W. Leger,
manager at Montreal of the French depart-
ment of the Sun life insurance company,
came to Toronto with his assistant Mr. Ste.
Marie, and Mr. and Mrs. Hyams. Asa re-
sult of their visit applications were made to
the various insurance companies for $300,-
000. Hyams accompanied his wife to the
offices of the insurance companies and per-
suaded her to take out in every instance
straight life policies instead of endowment
policies, as she fully intended.

Several of the applications were refused,
but five policies aggregating $220,000, were
accepted. When Mrs. Hyams learned the
amount which had been placed on her life
she became hysterical. She believed, ac-
cording to her own story, that but $5,000
had been taken out.

THE WOMAN GREW SUSPICIOUS,

The fact that her husband had-already obj}
tained possession of the whole of the insur-
ance money on her brother's life and that
it had disappeared, coupled with the heavy
insurance which was being placed on her life,
rendered her ici W hat she suspected
is best known to herself. . At all events she
at once instructed Messrs. Watson, Smoke
& Masten to institute an action for separa-
tion and alimony from her husband, and she
has since been living with her brother-in-law
in Close avenue.

MR. FOX'S STORY.

Joseph Fox of 78 Carlaw avenue, the ex-
pressman who was the first outsider on the
scene after the tragedy, was seen by The
World. He said: * I was employed by the
Hyams as carter. On the day in question I
went into the warehouse and met Harry
Hyams coming up from the cellar with his
hands bleeding and dirty. He seemed greatly
disturbed. I asked him what was the matter
and he replied that * Billy ” had been killed.
I went down stairs and found the body lying
at the side of the shaft, with the head crush-
ed by the 500 pound elevator weight. The
weight was partlyon the boy’shead. Hyams
accounted for the blood on his hands by say-
ing that he had cat them lifting the weight.
The elevator was an old-time hoist, and I
know that Mr. Hyams had frequently warn-
ed the employes against getting too near it.

““ The building was a three-story one, and
when the elevator was down the weight
would hang up near the top of the building.
The boy’s injuries led me to believe that the
weight had fallen from about the first floor.
If it bad fallen from the third story, I
thought the head would have been crushed
to atoms. The weight ran up and down in
a wood casing between the top and first
floors, but beneath that it was unprotected.
The weight was attachel to the rope by an
S hook.

Building an Ice-house.

The simplest kind of a structure will keep
ice. A cheap board building with cracks
battened will answer the purpose. For a
permanent house it is well to build a brick
or stone foundation, and to bed the sills
in mortar. The walls should be double, and
can be made so by using two by eight inch
lumber for studding. Line both sides with
paper, and board up tight, but do not fill in.
Let the roof project on all sides, or build
under the shade of a tree, or on the north
side of a larger structure. Always leave
plenty of ventilation at the gable ends.
Have a drain at the bottom, extending out
a considerable distance. Cover the mouth
of this drain in the house with a wire screen,
and then cover the whole bottom with a
layer of sawdust a foot thick.

The keeping of ice depends quite as much
on the packing as on the house in which it
is stored. Sawdust or dry tanbark furnish
the best packing material. The next best
is chaff or cut straw, and after these, uncut
straw.

In a structure such as we have described,
ten inches of sawdust on the sides is suffi-
cient, or twelve or fifteen inches of cut
straw. Do not put a thick layer of sawdust
on top of the ice; six or eight inches is
enough.

Fill the house in freezing weather only,
for best results. Have the cakes as nearly
uniform in size as possible, and pack closely.
filling cracks with powdered ice to make the
mass as solid as possible. If the Farm
Journal has ever advised to sprinkle or pour
water on after filling, we now take it all
back, for it was unwise advice. When the
owner comes to take out ice over which
water has been sprinkled he is apt to lose
his patience and his temper.

Forty cubic feet of ice will make about
one ton. The size of the house wanted can
be figured on this hasis.

Proper Adajustment of Sled Tongues.

We have seen more than one sled so made
that the horses pulled the tongue down on
their necks, making the work much harder.
The tongue, where attached to the sled, was
several inches too high; and the whiffietrees
were placed on top of the tongue. The re-
sult was a weight on the horses’ necks, in
proportion to the load drawn. This not only
added greatly to the labor of the animals,
bat might easily produce a sore neck. The
fault could be remedied by bolting the tongue
to the lower instead of the upper side of the
cross-piece of the sled to which it was at-
tached, or by placing the whiffletrees under
instead of on top of the tongue. One must,
however, avoid the other extreme, for if the
point of draft is so adjusted that the horses
pull the end of the tongue up they will be
worried, and the collars will interfere with
their breathing. Our experience and obser-
vation show us that this point should receive
more consideration than it does, not only in
the use of sleds, bat of land rollers, cultiva-
tors, etc.

Protecting Young Trees.

Young trees of all kinds are frequently
injured or entirely ruined by mice and rab-
bits gnawing the bark near the ground.
Various methods have been tried and re-
commended to prevent these depredations,
but there are two plans which we have
found to be entirely effective. Oae of these
is to surround each tree with a shield of wire
cloth, such as is used to cover screen doors
and windows, and the other is to tie tarred
building paper loosely around each tree.
The last is the cheapest plan we know of.
Mice will pot trouble the trees usually if
there is no grass or other litter about them
in which the little pests can hide. Rabbits
may be kept away by smearing the trees
with any kind of grease, or with a piece of
bloody meat, but this must be repeated two
or three times during the winter.

Some Novel Sofa Pillows.

A novel pillow is a clover pillow, but to
carry out the idea as originally designed one
must await the coming of the season when
clover is at its fullest and sweetest blossom,
Then gather the large red clover heads.
Take as many as would fill a large washtub,
sprinkle a pound of fine salt over them,
and stir them well, about once a day, until
they are thoroughly dried, without falling
to pieces. This is the filling of a pillow
made of white linen duck, embroidered with
a straggling design of clover.

A pillow made of chamois, either painted
or embroidered, is effective and entirely
new.

Ecru felt with four rows of black lace
beading running around the four sides of the
pillow, in which red, green, yellow, and blue
satin baby ribbon are run, is also novel.
The four shades of ribbon mentioned, an inch
and a half in width, are sewed together and
form a ruffle.

Yellow cheese cloth perfectly plain on hoth
sides, with two ruffles of the same and a
fulness of lace between, makes a dainty and
inexpensive pillow; the under ruffle being
six inches, and the top ruffle of cheese cloth
three inches in width.

For the woman whose tastes run to the
elegant, a pillow of silk-face velvet and
satin ribbon is grateful.

A serviceable pillow and one that can be
laundered, is of blue denim, with a band of
Irish point embrcidery running around the
four sides of the square with the edge toward
the center. A ruffle of denim with a narrow
embroidered ingertion to match the edge,
completes this sensible head rest.

An India silk pillow is always pretty and
is pleasant next to the face when one is lying
down.

An open-work scrim with rows of ribbon
placed upon the plain stripes, made over a
contrasting color of silk, with ruffle to sheer
lace over the color of the pillow, is effective
and bright looking.

Any one who is fond of an oriental effect
can have it in the pillow by sewing silkeand
satins hit and miss, as in making an old-time
rag carpet, then having it woven with black
linen chain.

One who is expert with the crochet needle
can have a creation worthy of handing down
for ages to come. Crochet a number of
artistic wheels or medalions of knitting silk
in a golden yellow shade; join together,
making a square the size of the pillow de-
sired. Place this lace cover over a contrast-
ing shade of yellow, finishing the edges with
yellow silk pompons placed cldse together.

An éxperience with Ink.

Having left the ink bottle for a minute’ in
reach of my little two year-old boy, I re
turned to find it spilled, with a ugly spot on
the carpet and his new kilt badly disfigured
down the front.

I took common
baking soda or salaratus, and rubbed well
into the spots, then rinsed with warm water
and the spots were entirely gone.

Wash well 4 tablespoons of rice put in a
saucepan with a pint of milk and 3 ounces of
white sugar; let it boil until tender; whisk
in the yolks of 4 eggs, and continue whisking
until a light froth is made. Whisk the
whites of the eggs to a firm snow; add to
them 7 ounces of white powdered sugar and
a drop of essence of almonds.
