At tilt lime of the Norman conquest
only E nglisli naines, with a few (>1( Cehtic
naines, werc known in England. Tlhis
nsa) seein to sortie readers too obvious ta
neud setting forth, until tlsey know that
this limitation excludes such naines as
John, Tlhomsas, janme-s, Stephen, William,
Robert, and so forth. It is flot quite
truc to say tîtat John was absoltitcly un-
known; but it was very rare, and was of
late introduction Now John and WVil-
liam are tire cominonest Christian narnes
borne by men of English race. Before
the Conquest the narnes wer.: trmly Eng-
lish-Alfred, Arthur, Ethelbcrt, Edgar,
Harold, and sa forth. Aftcr the Con-
qttest these rapidiy disippeared. 'Ile
conqucror's language yiclded to the
strcngth and the foothold of the English
speech, but their namnes wcre diff, sed ail
over England, and within Iess than a
century and a half had aimost wholly
dris-en the English names out of the

contry. Tlhis is rernarkablc because,
althongh the Normans brought:in Bible
naines and saints' narnes, as wcll as their
own proper Scandinavian riantes, their
list was comparativcly sirgall, and the con-
secjuencc 'was a great repetition. In cvMr
comiiiiinity of one hundrcd Englishnien
there would bc, during the fouir hundrcd
)-cars preccding the Rcforrnation, an
average of tventy johnis and fufleen
%Villiauss, ansd thets, in fewer nurnbcr%
andh varying proportions, wtitld corne
Richard, Robert, Walter, lHenr-y, G;uy,
Roger, 'lhoir-is, Nicholas, l'hilip, Simon,
P>eter, and su furthf. Of wonsen's naines
duîriîîg these Cour centuries the fas'ourites
wcre MNatilda, Isabella, Ettîma, Cecilia,
Catharine, INargaret, and I .iitian-al
Norusan, it wilI be seen. A fact vcry t-e-
niatkable, as to il -. consion repetition of
natîtes, is that, mriany cases, one name
was reveatcd in one family and in the
saint. gti eration A f'ather wotîld narne
two, or, in sorte cases, even tht-cc of hLs
sons John, or WVilliam, or James. Tlhis,
strange custonsi did not îass away until
nearly the begirning of the scventcenth
century.

In consequence of tbis very sriait aI-
lowance of Christian naises, the canIus-
ing cllect of wh< Ih was aggravated hy the
absence of surnarneE, atîr forelathers
wcre sorcly put ta it to distir, :sls them..
selves one Iron tire other in tiser every-
day talk. Hience the uise of words ex-
pressing a man's occupation, lits place af
residence, his persunal apîlearance, or
lus prrentage as a to-nanse, and we have
.5ahn (the] Whelwright, John [tire] Con-
stable, John Attwoud, John [of the]
G;reen, John [the' lligg, John [flic] Cray,
John Robert's-son, and JohnWila's
son. Singular remuants of thîs custom
are rte naines By-tbe-sea and Strong-
t'the-arus, mhich still exist in England.

But the needs of individual distrinction
wcre far Iroin being Iully met in tItis way,
and recourse %vas had ta nicknanses and
pet isanes. Nicknaisses are those which
are nicked, or cut. Pet nanses were
gencrally iinade by thîe addition of a syl-
labie, whichi %vas cie- diminutive, or
Iondly, or jocosely descriptive. Nick-
nanses hardIs' ueed illustration, for ive
have themi still in tise. Our use of thens,
howevcr, is very Iiiiiited cornpared with
that af otîr forefathers bectweeni tht-c and
six< hundied years ago. TIomn, Bob, Sam.
will, and dt t-est may soon be reckoned,
but of old the varicty was endlcss. Wal-
ter was IVat; Sinon %vas Sis; Bartholo-
miew, Bat ; Gilbert, Gib; Isaac, Hyke;
Nicholas, Col; Gregory. (;rig ; Robert,
110b); L.awrence, La-in ; Hugli, Hnd;
Theobaid, T1ill; (ecilia, Cis; David,
I)ave, and so forth. Morcover, ane
naine had înany varteties of nicking.
Thhus, Bartholornew %vas nuade into Bat,

and i>esidcs it wàs bath ni:kedandl pettcd
into Bartclclot and ltcack bv a lurocess
to be explained liercafter. Noir. ail uhese
nickcd andh pctcd nainvs sti:king toi
those to whorn they w-ct-c given, luecaine
fit-st sepat-ate Chri'.tian naine, aud after-
wat-d sut-nauses. 'l'les inay ai Ie found
in the London I irecto-v. So Williani
becanse flot only %Vill. buut %V'illot, WVil-
mot, Wilkin, and Wilcock, and these
nicknames aIl becaie sut-naines, as any-
one may sec. John svas jack, but it was
also jefin, and jenning, and Jenkîin, and
Jackcock, and Brownjohn. and Mickie-
john, and l.ittlejolii: and ail these
nicknanmas and pet mniles, adl-
hering to their beat-ers, becaine stîr-
namres. It was fia mere freedoni of in-
tercourse or slipshodness of speech wisich
made these nicknaînes and pet naires su
consmon. t %vas abïahutchy necessary.
For, Soo years ago, ane-third af ail the
Englishmen alive wcrc nanied cither
John or William, and they had no sur-
rianes! -Richard Grant W9hik.
