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ELIJAH'S COMMD/V-SE_NSE APOLOGETICS

NE of the most interesting incidents in the life of the
0 great Tishbite is his experience on the crest of
Carmel. There he appears vindicating his faith in
Jebovah as the true God and heaping confusion upon
the votaries of Baal.

Elijah is all alone or accompanicd by his attendant.
Before him on the slopes of the mount stretches alarge
company of people representing the court party of Ahab
and the populace of the ten Northern Tribes. He is
there as the undaunted messenger of Jehovah. The
courtiers of Ahab with the fczur hundred and fifty priests
appear as the representatives of Baal.  The mass of the
people present belong to neither party. They areinan
attitude of suspense They are halting between two
opinions. One day they are disposed to unite with the
party of Baal, the next they lean tonards the worship-
pers of Jehovah.  They are in a wavering irresolute
condition not knowing which to serve.

To these waverers halting between two opinions
Elijah makes a proposal. The proposal is that they
should serve Him as God who responds to thecir prayer
and comes to their rescue.  If their experience goes to
show that Baal is ready to rehieve his followers in their
hour of perplexity let him be served.  Butif it appears
that it is Jehovah who listens to the prayer of His fol-
lowers then let Him be served.  Discover who it s that
helps and forthwith begin to serve Him as God.

As soon as the people hear the prophets proposal
they feel that it is reasonable and they express them-
selves to that effect.  The fact is that it was scarcely
possible for them to doanything else.  For the test pro-
posed is one that will appeal to the common sense of
maunkind everywhere. There is no onc but will admit
that it is vain to serve 2 god who will afford no help in
the time of need, who will turn 2 deaf ear to the suppli-
cation of his distressed followers, as every one will be
prepared to admit that it is sensible, reasonable, worthy
of the highest understanding 1o serve Him whosc earis
ever ready to hear, whose hand is ever extended to help.
Qnly show men that Jehovah is both able and willing
to meet the wants of His followers and they will be
forced to admit that it is unreasonable for those who
are too weak to help themselves and too limited n re-
sources to meet their own needs, to refuse toserve Him.
Such apologetics will appeal to their common sense and
will go to disturb the composure that often character-
izes those who assume a non-committal attitude towards
the powers of the spiritual world, .

In the actual application of this test in Mount
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Carmel it speedily appeared that Jehovah was God.
For while Baal gave no response to his perplexed
followers, Jehovah in an unmistakeable manner re-
sponded to the prayer of His servant by coming to His
help. The tongues of fire consuming the altar with its
sacrifice and licking up the water in the trenches, in
response to Elijah’s prayer was suffiaent proof to call
forth from ten thousand throats the triumphant shout
Jehovah is God. They had proof offered them that He
was able and willing to help His servant and so they
began, us they thought, to serve llim as God by
destroying the worship of Baal in the death of his
priests.

By the application of the priadiple throughout the
ages it will be seen that among the different daimants
for the service of man Jehovah approves Himself as
God. Other gods may promise much but their promise
fails. Jehovah not anly pronuses but he fulfils His
promise in providing a way of escape for His people out
of every trial.  Mammon will pronuse to give peace and
comtort. When the hour of t'ial cumes he will prove
himself as helpless as Baal. Bacchus will promise to
make the heart merry and to preserve itein a happy
mood but when calamity comes the car of Baalis no more
deaf than his.  Venus will speak of o pathway of roses
leading to palaces of oriental splendor and gardens of
tropical wealth and beauty. Lut they who yield to the
invitation will find the way ending in a ruin whose
distressful ery finds no response in the artinl enchant-
ress. All these gods will promise very much.  In this
respect they will almost surpass Baal.  But when the
hour of need comes they will prove themselves as help-
lessashe. There will be ncither voice, nor any ta
answer nor any that will regard.  Jehovah alone will
fulfil the desire of them who fear Him, hear their cry,
and save them. What folly then to turn away from
I1im to enter the service of Baal or Bacchus, Mammon
or Venus. Common sense decrecs that Jehovah alone
is to be served as God. For He can and will help, they
ncither will nor care.

Elijah’s test implies that there can be only one who
will be ever able and willing to help, And this is doubt-
less true. Both Baal and Jchovah cannot help. It
must be cither once or the other. It cannot be both.
He who is able to help in every case must have infinite
power, unlimited wisdom and knowledge. He who is
willing 10 help in every case must have infinite good-
ness, merey and love.  But there cannot be two persons
of unlimited power wisdom and knowledge, as there
cannot be Lwo persons with unlimited merey and love.
Only onc person can cmbody these attributes.  Both
Baal and Jehovah cannot be unlimited in their attributes.

If the onc is the other cannot be. Therefore there is
only one person who is cver able and willing to help.
And every dictate of reason urges that He be served
as God.

Miss Graham and Mrs. Malcolm,
IE news reported in our last issue that Miss
Lucinda Graham, M.D., diad of cholera and Mrs.
Dr. Malcolm of peritonitis, came with startling sudden-
ness, and brought profound sorrow to multitudes who
have been taking an interest in their work.  We under-
stand that Mrs. Malcolm had not been in good health
for some time, having had a severe attack of small-pox
during the summer, but that Miss Graham never sui-
fered any inconvenience from the change of climate,
has always been in perfect health, and the more on
that account is this intelhigence a painful surprise. It
was in the fall of 1892, that Dr. and Mrs. Malcolm,
Miss Graham, Rev. W. Harvey Grant and Rev. Wm.
Gauld and Mrs. Gauld left Toronto together for the
mission field.  Mr. and Mrs. Gauld went to Formosa,
where they have been laboring with much encourage-
ment, and in tllc enjoyment of good health. The rest
of the party jomed the mission in Monan, and have
since shared the toils of that most difficult ficld. So
these two young lady missionaries went forth together
and were called away within a few days of each other,
Miss Graham having died on the 33ih of October, and
Mrs. Malcolm on the 21st.  In life they were pleasant
and 1 death not dwvided. Their term of service was
bric—stricken down in the midst of their days— but
the term of service has often been remarkably brief for
God's most honored servants.  Well is it with all who
go forth atthe call of duty ' committing their hves
unto Him, wn sedl doing, as unto a faithful Creator.”
Lifc will not to such close any too soon. \When the
youthful Adam McAll went to the region of the Congo,
and was stricken with disease erc he had fairly begun
hus work, his prayer was ** Lord, Thou knowest that |
consecrate my life to preaching the Gospel in Africa, if
now Thou doest take me, instead of the work I pur-
posed to give Thee, what is that tome? Thy will be
done.”  So gladly went the obedient servantinto the
preseace of his Lord.  Thus have our sisters in Honan
been taken instead of the service they had hoped to
offer unto Him whom their souls loved, and lave
already received the joyous welcome into His presence,
where there is fullness of joy. It is surely a life and
death to be coveted! Wisely did the mother of the
Wesley's say, when her sons were in America, mis-
sioparies to the Indians, *If Thad twenty sons I would
gladly give them all to that work if I should never see
them again.™  Although Miss Geaham's life has been
cut short, yet through her medical skill, she was of
service to the Chinese, although only acquiring a know-
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fedge of the Janguage and after many days the seed
sown will spring forth. Indeed it is not possible for
Christian women filled with the Spirit of Christ to live
amongst and gently minister as they can to these
crushed and loveless lives, without having an influence
for good. It may never be traced by us, but it is
konown to Him who will recognize and reward their
contribution to the world's redemption.

The whole staff in Honan has been severely tried
and need the warmest sympathy of the Church. It has
been a long and desperate struggle and they have
never turned their backs upon the enemy, they have
shown themselves to be possessed of the heroic spirit
that is the glory of missionary annals. In the records
of no other department of life’s history can so much be
scen of patient endurance, of persistent hopefulness, of
unflinching courage, as in missionary biography. They
strive not for a perishable crown, and under the inspira-
tion of their Captain, press in for the joy that is set
before themm. We cengratulate our Honan missionaries
on their noble service, and unite with the whole Church
in our expressions of sympathy with them and with all
sorrowing friends in this present bereavement. There
can be no doubt as to the future The ranks will be
filled by others who are ready to take up the work Iaid
down, and in the end His Kingdom will come and His
Will be done on earth as it Is in Heaven.

Mr. Moody's Visit.

Next week (D V.) Mr. D. L. Moody will open his
course of meetings in Toronto. They are carnestly
looked forward to and pruyers for blessing ascend to
the throne from maay loving, anxious hearts. Two
references to these meetings appeared side by side in
the press on Tuesday which may be emphasized. Onc
was in connection with the meeting of the Mimsterial
Association at which Rev. Dr. McTavish read a paper
describing the preparation for the revival. He said
that God had laid his hand on Mr. Moody and had
fitted him for the specral work in which he was engaged.
A great many people would take no interest in meetings
and the question of how to reach them would only be
solved by the coming of the spirit of God; the other
was a communication from Mr. Treble the Secretary-
Treasurer of the meetings calling attention to the need
of funds and giving a list of people who had already
subscribed the small amount of $180. Bearing Dr.
McTavish's apt words in mind there should be no
difficulty in obtaining the necessary funds. Let the
Christian public act liberally in this matter, and relieve
the committee of any anxiety. Hand in hand, by prayer,
by faith and by work, let those who care for souls help
to makeg the visitonc of areal revival.

Home Mission Fund.

The Home Mission Committee has issued through
its energetic convencr, Rev. Dr. Cochrane, a circular
to Presbyteries, showing the requirements for the year
1S94-95. A larger expenditure calls for larger revenue
and Preshyteries are urged to liberality. The two
features of the work Iaid special stress upon are, the
requirements of some parts of British Columbia where
the people, having lost their all by the floods, have been
unahle to meet their share of the missionaries’ salaries §
and the help needed in the North-West on account of
the unexpected failure of the crops in districts hitherto
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prosperous. It is estimated that the amount named at
last General Assembly, viz. :—$73,000 must be raised
to S79,000 to enable the Committee to close the year
free of debt. The circular closes with the following
urgent appeal which ought not to go unheeded in any
congregation of the Church :—* The British Churches
are coming to our help this year, and from them
valuable aid is confidently expected ; but, in addition
to the sum coming from this source, strenuous cfforts
must be made by Presbyteries and congregations. The
Committee feel that they have reached a crisis in their
work, and that unless special contributions are receiverd
from our wealthier members, in addition to the regular
collections of the Churches, retrenchment on a large
scale must be made next year, accompanied by a re-
duction in the salaries paid to our self-denying laborers
in the mission field. So far the Home Mission Com-
mittee has never once failed to meet its -obligations.
Whether it will be able to maintain this honorable
record next year, depends very largely upon the Pres-
byteries; ministers and missionaries of our Church, to
whom this appeal is made.”

A Brave Princess.

All the world has been watching, with mingled feel-
ings, the struggle going on between the Princess Alex-
andra Victoria, the grand-daughter of Queen Victoria,
and the prelates of the Greek Church, with regard to
her admission into that Communion. Betrothed to the
heir of all the Russians, it is taken for granted in
Russia, that she must become a member of the Greek
Church, of which her future husband is to be the nomi-
nal head. This might not be so hard for her to do,
were it not that she is required, before submitting
to triune immersion, to anathematise the Lutheran
faith in which she has been reared.  Whether she will
do this, or whether she will be admitted to the Greek
without doing it, remains to be seen. But what a pic-
ture it reveals to us of the intolerant spirit of the Greek
Church! He.eis a Church, professing to beiong to
Christ, sitting in judgment vpon another Church, or
Churches, (for all Protestant Churches, at least, are the
same to her), and condemming them, as beyond the pale
of Christian fellowship, and having no claim to Christ's
regard. Onec would imagine that the significant answer
of Christ to the disciples who had forbidden a man to
cast out devils because he did not follow them—*¢ For-
bid him not, for he that is not against us is for us"—
was not in the Bible of the Greck Church. Their
attitude, and that of other Churches, in refusing to
acknowledge the Christian status of the great Protes-
tant Churches of Christendom, is both irrational and
unchristian.  And the re-union of the various branches
of the Church of Christ, so long as they have no, faith
in cach other is out of the question.  And yet, it can-
not be denied, though the Greek Church has madelittle
or no advance toward a more liberal Christian spirit,
the spirit of tolerance has made great progress during
the last few decades. And we will trust on, and pray
still, and believe that Christ’s prayer for the union of
all His people will be fulfilled some day, and in some
way, and that ‘“ the earth shall be full of the knowledge
of the Lord, as the waters cover the sea.™

Tho Church  Says the Mid-Contincnt: “Onc of the
Colloctton.  brightest of Dr. Cuyler’s always bright

and sound remarks are these, from the Evangelist,
anent the church collection: ¢ The church collection—
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¢ Offertory,’ rather, as it is coming to be called—is being
made more impressive by the pascor’s descending from
the pulpit, receiving the plates or baskets from the
hands of the collectors and invoking a blessiug on the
contributions of the congregation. A good, scnsible
proceeding this, especially when there has been a goced
generous contribution ; but I have known some collec-
tions over which a * confession of sin’ would be more
appropriate.”
Church Extenslon It is gratifying to learn that the work
in Borlin. of Church extension in Berlin, in-
augurated five years ago under the patronage of the
Empress Victoria Augusta of Germany, has achieved
immense success. The population of the German
capital, which must now be somewhere between one
and a half and two millions, had quite outgrown the
church accommodation and the services of the clergy,
and it was absolutely necessary, if the capital was 1o
be retained for German Protestantism or for Christ-
ianity, that some movement should be begun. Fifteen
churches have been opened, and probably seven
more will be dedicated this year. Eight additional
churches are in course of erection. Thus no fewer
than thirty churches will soon be added to the parochial
organization of the German capital, and as the work
proceeds the promoters of the movement arc enlarging
the scope of their enterprise, and propose to go on to
the building of fifty, instead of forty churches in all
The movement has had from the first the warm
approval and distinguished patronage of the Empress,
whose piety has been the inspiration of the movement,
and the Emperor, who jealously guards his position as
temporal head of the Church, and who is one of the
wealthiest of European sovercigns, has countributed
gencrously from his own private purse. A sum of
£:800,000 has alrcady been expended, and of this sum
A 117,000 has been spent upon the memorial church to
the Emperor William L. This church promises to be
one of the finest on the Continent, and its dedication is

fixed for September, 1895.

Christ 2 2 Tim. iv. 1.10. Tho true Apostclic succession says Dr.
Picrson is that which passes the Gospel from mouth to mouth, and
thence from mouth to mouth again. Thus we may all be in tho
line of Apostolio succeasion if we fulfil these simple conditions, and
they are not diflicult of fulfilment. Wo can all preach, {from the
little child to the Christian ripe in ycars and experience. Preach-
ing does not necessitate a college education, a white tie, a pulpit
or a desk ; but it does nccessitate companionship with Christ,
(Mark iii. 14) purity of life, cagerness for souls. We can preach
without opening our lips at times. There aro sermons in silence
that aro heard far above the din of earths most eloquent scholarship.
Somo sermons will be writ in gold on God'a great record book that
have been preached by the hand-maid in the kitchen, by the clerk
behind tho counter, by the merchant at his desk ; while many that
hava fallen from the lips of orators in the presence of asscmbled
thourands will be loat in oblivion. Decds preach mightier sermons
than words, and the discourse that is written in a hfe 18 worth a
thousands screeds on many sheets of manuscript.

New Hevwors.—In the South Seas thero are thirty.cight
clustora of Islands varying in numbers from 400 a8 in the Philip.
pines to four asin the Loyalty group. ‘Thore aro sbout 2,0000f theso
islands inhabited, and have a population of 16,000,000 They are
of wondrous beauty, upon them naturo has lavished wll the wealth
of perpotual summeor and yot they have been for centurics the
habitation of devila, The New Hebrides group was explored by
Capt. Cook, and because of its likencss to tho Scottish Hebrides
he gave it tho name it bears.

The tollowing paragraph from the pamphlet on the New
Hebrides, written by the Rev. R. Murray of Halifax, gives a
graphic description of their condition when the missionaries first
landed.

¢ Tho islauds are rich in all that lends beauty and lovelness to
tropical seenes ; mountain ranges clad with forests to the summit;
green and fertiln valleys, stupendous precipices deep dark gorges,
sunless ceverns, coral reefs over which tho long wavesof the Pacific
Leat and break in ceascless play.  In some of the islands the fear-
ful throes of tho earthquake are often folt and in some tho volcano
thunders continually. Fruits abound. Little labor is required to
win a living from the cocoanut grove, aud bread frut tree, and
banana patch. Tho people of these 1slands when first discovered
wero sunk in the lowest depths of degradation—depths so profound
s to be indescribable on tho printed page. Human sacrifices were
offered to paltry and cruel gods. Widows wero strangled. Infan,
ticide prevailed. Cannibalism was as universal as war, and war
was the normal condition of the people. Indeed all the society in
the islands was a dead sca of polution. Petty tribes separated by
& mountain, a stream or a narrow arm of the sea, treated each other
as deadly foes Lo be sluin and caten. The whole condition of the
peoplo served s a vivid and ghastly itlusteation of the state into
which men sink when left to then.selves under most favorable cir-
cumstanres. Here were tribesnot troubled withan endless struggle
for food and clothing, shelter and fuel, fearing no external foe,
enjoying abundant leisuro surrounded with all the loveliness of
Eden, and with all the wealth a child of nature could desire, yet
they had no knowledgo of the true God and they becamo thieves,
robbers, murderers and worse, if worse wero possible—treacherous,
foul, crael, revelling in nameless vices, flinging shame upon the
very name of man,”

It is scarcely possible for man to fall into a worso condition than
that so vividly portrayed and whero only man is vile. Yet of the
2,000 inhabited islands in the South Seas three hundred have been
evangelized, Ouc of tho marvels of missionary triumphs is the
conversion of the Fiji group, and also tho Sandwich group which is
centirely conquered for Christ, and is now o centroof light—sending
forth the Gospel story to do for others what it did for them. The
New Hebrides group has not yet been won, but great progress has
been made, and by and by the last barrier will be broken down,
and all shall bow to their Creator and rightful Lord.

The island of Erromangs has a melancholy prominence as the
scenc of the martyrdom of John Williams, the heroic missionary of
the London Missionary “xeicty in 1839 ; of Rev, Georgo N. Gordon
in tho year 1861, and in 1872, of the Rev. J. ). Gordon, a younger
son of tho aamo family who took up the banner which tho assassin

strgck from the hand of his older brother. The Rev. 1. A. Robert.
son now carries on tho work, the influences of the Gospel have
pervaded tho whole island and the nssassin and cannibal have giten
up their murderous feasts and unite in celebrating the Lord's death
until He come.

The island of Ansityun upon which Dr. Geddie began bis work
was beforo his death so completely cleanzed from idolatry that
when ho was coming homo to visit his own land hecould not find an
idol to take home with him.

Rev. Alr. Armand, one of the most devoted of our missionarics,
1abored for a time in Efate then on Ancityum, and is now breaking
ground on tho great island of Santo Esprito  Rev. J. W. McKenzie
is at present in charge of Efate an! has a strong church and several
stations. Eight other Churches wave missionaties in the Now
Hebrides groups, and all have co-operated as one body in Christ,
having their annual conferences devising methods for the further-
ance of the cause.

Of all mission ficlds none have been 80 liberally blessed and
nono appoal 4o tenderly to tho sympathetic, Christlikespirit becauso
nono are 30 benighted and holpless,
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A Letter from Honan.

The following oxtracts from a lotter from Mr. Grant dated Aug.
17th and addressed to Mr. Hamilton Cassels, will bo of special
intereat to the public,

*“'I'ho hot scason has ended and the rainy season has been cool-
ing and deluging us for the lust three weeks, and I hope has now
also como to an end.  “The Cheng river when in its bed flows ten
miles north of here. The Cheng aud Yu nivors overflowed their
banks cnd reached the gutes of Chiu Wang on Frulay Aug. 10th,
‘The townsmen ut once began embanking tho town gates. I saw
that the provision made 10 cope with the tlood at the north gate
was quite inadequate, and 1 told those who were attending to it so,
Y hastencd homo to set tho servants at work to tmbank our own
compound. Aboui 4 p.m. word was brought that the river had
broken in at the north gate, our landlord scon had a force of men
digging and backing up our compound with earth, Weall worked
hard tzom 4 p.m, till € aan,, when the water reached our compound
and the wall being of mud it was scon undermined and laid low.
The water rushed in and all was over. Tho forty men skipped out
and T and tho servants rnshed to tho houscs to raise overything
perishable out of the water.  We had all made as sufe as possibleat
2,30 p.m., when wo returned at 3 a.m. the water in the compound
was 24 feot deep, It reached its lughest pomnt on Sabbath and
Monduy when there was about 3} feet of water on the level, Unly
ono house in the compound was always dry. By constant watch-
fulness and hard \\'or}c wo have saved all our personal property from
gevere damage.

The compound walls arc all gone. Of the seventeen rooms on
the northern part of the compound, i.c., the part onginally leased,
7 have sucenmbed.  Of the four rooms in the southern part leased
last summer for hospital purposes itone remain intact.

This is the worst ﬁoo«Ythut has been here during the last thirty
years. Four men who lived near us have been drowned and num-
cra of women and children, including onv of the eight pumls who

atend our school herc. The women are perfectly l-c pless on
account of their small feet—if they once fall they are gonn. Tho
Chinesgo will sav ¢it is only a woman.” Nearly all the houses around
have fallen dov « and the country for mles around 18 under severnl
feet of water. The fall crops which wero just ri!wmng are ruined.

Now that the water is falling and soon only the ruinsand debris
will be left probably a very univalthy time will {follow.

Tho house of Mrs. W, our Bible woman, fell inupon her, Sho
was providentially spared, thongh sho was so brmsed beneath tho
bricks, and beams, and tiles, that we could when we rushed to
reacue her only see a smnll part of the back of her head, still she
has suffered no serious injury and isaboutagain, Mr. McGillivray
had left by cart on July 30th to visit Hsin Hsun, Hsiti Chen, and
then return by Cheng Te Fu to Chu Wang. He was overtaken by
the foods when at Cheng Te Fu, and was detawned there 8o 1 was
here alone.”

Thesc extracts give another phase of the difticulties of a Minrsion-

ary's life in China.
Winter Werk in the West,

Editor Presbyterian Review:

Si,—1I gee that our energetic superintendent hias published 2
vigorous letter ¢ relativo to manuring ficlds during the winter
months. The note of warning is timely, and the eallis urgent,
but the responss what of it, not so spontancous. I'ar from the
dectsion which Peter and the rest of his companions camo to, but
the oppositea—** its not for me” ** my work is in tho forcign field,”
my worlc ia in * Montreal,” * Kingston,” * Toronto,” city's whero
congregations are numerous, whese ministers are hikewiso numer-
ous, and where students and professors could undertake much of
thework. Now Mr. Editor and fellow laborers in the Master’s
vineyard, I would suggest a remedy for tho discase which is laying
its hand upon our work in this, the western section of our Church.
Instead of our ministers in tho cast taking their holidays in the
summer time, 1et them take their holidays in winter—come West
and experience our bracing ‘‘nor-wester winds,” our modeat
churches—with no gorgeously furnished parlors, or stable accom-
modation for your steed. Come West and experience somo of the
hard luck which meet our missionarics on cvery nand. Come
West and be preacher, clder, precentor, acxton, organizer, ctc. ;
como West and behold the indifference, luke warmness, jealousy,
otc., that abounds in our undulating prairies—among our own
church as well as others. Cotno west and receive the same treat-
wment which wo recawve from tho church universal through the
agents—who sitin their warm offices—enjoying every luxury on
good fat salarics, no reduction or deduction on them, all that I can
acc is on our missionarics, and when pay day on earth comesis
§16 or 850 lcas the amount promiscd, no wonder many do not
harken and respond to the cry, ¢ Come West and help us.”

Many of the students who como WWest return East half-paud,
and undcr paid at thay, with a chilling story of Mamtoba and the
treatmeont they havercceived whilo here, which more or less effccts
tho missionary zcal of our students.

Again, young incxperienced and raw recruita avo sent Weat to
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man tichls and do work which they have no knowledge thercof
Preaching the tGospel in Mamtoba is different to tract distribution
1n towns or citics cast,

We have wen who have completed their course, who have o
knuwludge of men, how to deal with them, lying upon their oars--
uro theso mcompetent aro they left to starve -why loft without
work when the demand 18 a0 great?

Agann, we hasve ten who have been taaght inour colleges— even
10 Manstoba Collego—who when they have gavluated in Theology,
when we would unturally expect that they should fill up some of
the veancies —work in our mission ficlds  cross the lino and settle
down to worh where perhaps the need is great -~ but not so great—
us here,

Agaw, wo have men who study in ISastern Colleges, receive
w holarshipe intended for those whostudy with a view to sottlement
in Mamteba, or to encourage them to como West and carry forward
tho work  with us ~go further E1st or settle in Ontario, thus our
mussion fclds are lefy unvceupied  the field is great, the laborers
are few.  Ihero s untest, scitiement is sparse, spiritual lifo isat a
luw ¢bby, and many uf the cungregations which wero encouraged to
attan the status of sclf-support, are now on_ account of financial
depresaion begimnng to totter, and seek reliefl by allowing their
pastor to resign. Got back again to o mission ficld, becomo asso
crsted with stations onco rojected, this is rotrogression onco an
inspiration —now sunk m delt.  Children must crawl before they
can walk, so must churches i Manitoba.  Our parent in the East
munt ) et nurae and care fot us, help us more than they are doing,
come to our rolicf,

Lomo to our holp. Come out and help us. Come and spend
some of there days with us.  Come and work. Think of many of
un nzver hasing a holiday sinvo we came here.  Thiuk of the hard
shups we enconater day and night upon the prairies. Think of us,
whule you Eastern men enjoy comfortable houses with every con
semeacs, hot and cold water bath roums, rooms heated by hot air
ot hot water, never having to leavo tho house to supply the empty
scuttle, all your conl aud wood dumped into your cellars in the
cities at mach less & prico than we can get it here.  Think of the
colds we contmact during the w uter, of the extra amount of cloth
1y required, of the prices wo pay for the common necessaries of
Iife vwathont the texaries).  Think of us whem tho thermometer is
below 40 driving from twenty threo to thirty miles each Sabbath
and preach threo tunes.  Think of the many lonely hours we spend
not even havang the companwnship of a brother winister to con
verse with except at Presbytery, and then its all about money,
tnoney, aad more stwdents, and pay your own way there and back,
half fare rates, by C.P.R., or M.NLWC, or NLP. four cents per mile).

Tbe stunalus mentioned r¢ *“ the p{ruwlh of new wmissions, etc.,”
may give oo satisfection, but it does not supply the demand
asked, it does not strengthen the force, shoulder t}xc burden—only
mereases it.

I write these ines Mr, Editor for the purposo of setting matters
redatitg to our Churh work in a new llig}-.t before our lbirother
tiinistara in town, ity and country.

There is also a specinl work in connection with
cach hall for young women, and for y oung men aud for thochildren,
whilst a Gospel Service is hield one night in the week and another
on Sunday evenings. ‘There are besides Sunday schools and Biblo
classes.

Tho wun of the Mission is sunply to bring the Gospel to those
who negleet. it and to influence them to connect themsclves with
the different churchea.  'rom the first the work hasbeen carried on
upon undenominational lines, .

UOn account of the stringency in financial affairs and the removal
by death of many of the old supportersof the work, a serions deficit
casts in the working expenses amounting to nearly §1,400. The
Conmnttee feol that they cannot carry on the work unless necessary
fumls como in without delay, 1t would bo a great loss if work
of this character suffered from leck of means to pay expenses. We
o not behievo there 1s more work douc anywhere at so amall cost.
The reason of this is that the only workers that receiveany remun
eration, aro the Bible Waomen and Nurses who get barely enough to
pay their board.  All the rest of the work is done by volunteers.

Cust, ‘have becume mere matrimonial agencies.” ¢ Tho
young public servant in India doces not marry directly he lands in
the cotutry, and yct lives a holy life, he waits until Lie has learnt
his duty and mastered the language by living among the people.

Letter from Syria.

Following is a lettor from a clorgyman
woll-known in Canada, Rev. Dr. Ghosn-ol.
Howio. It i3 addressed to Rov, Dr. Mac-
Donald, of Sts Agnea de Dunrdoe, Quoheo * —

Sutviir, Berrour, Synia.

My Drar Dg. MeDoxann,—Hithortohath
tho Lord helped us. My wifo was reading
to mo your excellont and werful sermon,
“‘New Year's greeting,” latoly. Yon did
not know that your words would travel to
Mount Lebanon and be read 3,700 feet aboveo
the Sea of Galileo, half way betweon
Jernsalem and Antioch. Our village has
about 3.000 inhabitants, and round about
us there arc hundreds of similar villages,
Tho district is well stocked with schools,
supported from various sources, hut you
kunow that religien und not education, Christ
Christ and Socrates, is the hope of the world.
I am the first and only native Prasbyterian
who has been qualified in Scotland and
Canada for preaching in Jehovalr's land.
‘The sects hero aro many and bitter against
cach other, and no wonder. What would
Scotlund and Canada be, the countries you
and I love so well, without a preached
Gospel.  Well, thero is mo preaching here.
Pronching forins no part of the services of
oven the nominally Christian sects,  About
two months ago this neighborhood was astir
at the report of o swgularly cloquent and
tiery pricst preacher coming fromn the Island
of Rhodes ; he did come and did preach, bug
the burden ol his first sormon, which I sup.
pose i8 n specitnen of the whole, was on the
compurative merit of the kind of taper which
the fuithful should bring to church. Heo
warmned up sud concluded with a climax,
- L would rather sny mass in tho dark than
with candles made of pigs suet.” How
would you people feed on such food t Thank
(iod, however, tho way is open, and in that
very church I have preached soveral tines,
**The depravity of man and that Christ end
the Holy Spnit can restore holiness and
happiness.” Lwo other churches are open to
e, aud 1 preach in one or other every
Sabbath day, and hold two week evening
meetings in privato houses, aud had I the
wncans of defraying the cost of a donkey I
woula travel to distant villages where I
would bo well received.  We left Canadaon
tho 9th of August of last year, nad as yct
we havereceived £12. 13s. including 30 from
Mcs. (Rev.) James Howis, Paris, Ont., the
mother of an excelient famiiy, and all of
them are gencrously disposed towards
Christian work ; please, therefore, after you
read this letter, kindly send it to Mrs.
Howic, she may retura it to you if you
wish.  Please cacuso this request, becauso
we must save time.  Fivo of us aro living in
a single room and callers are constant. We
have very little oppurtanity for writing or
cven studying. { have to study up my
sormous after the light 18 put out andallare
in bed, and yet wo muat find some meaas of
lctting our fricnds know in Canada that we
avoalive. We have no guaranteed support
but we are quito willing to wait on tho
Lord to move tho hearts of His people to
sond us some fragments. It is not desirablo
to boro Christian pcople with appeals, but if
you sce fit yon can mention this matter. In
wldition to out work hiere wo thought it
profitablo to publish a Leatlet which contains
a messago to the unsaved from the Saviour's
1aud, aud we will be glad to supply it inany
quantity to Christian workers who would
hike to do Hume Missivn woik amonyg the
churches. Miss Mary McArthur, 400 Bloor
Strect, Toronto, our treasurer, widlacud you
a specimen if you drop her a card. The
Leaflet is to be pablished twive a yeac. Tell
your Sabbath schools that there's nothing
for tho childien here on the Loid's day, and
cach doos what is good in his owa ecyes.
This week 1 have preached twico in two
different Greek churches, immenso stonc
vanlted buildingy, but withoat any internal
arrangement for the comfort of the peuple.
Tho audiences were 150 and 100. Last night
my Friday cvening mecting was held in
pricst’s houso. Ho said to mo ' On onc
occasion I heard you speak of Saul, Who is
ho?! 1In what book is lie nntioned ™ This
is a specimen of the kind of work I have to
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do, Our dear friend, Mrs. Howie, and many
like her, were surprised, and wo oursolves
waro bittorly disappointed whon wo found
out last apring that no socioty wonld accept
our services und ussumo the responsibility of
our mamntenance. Now, however, wo know
that, had we succcoded, in what wo were
