Dahiousie coiiand of the inilitia force of the county or Hlunt-
iligton, whichii ho rglaiized, taking up lus residence on the batik
of the Chiatatuguay river. Subsequently, too, James liemlp gave
Col. Ilingston connand of the iniilitia of the county ef Beau-
harnois. HIe Nvzas wvoîiffed at tie hate of Chippewa. and died
iii 1880. At the mîge of tiftecu, having reeeived his primiary
education at the sèchool in hlis native place, W. H. Riuîgston en-
tered the Collage of Montreal, where, at the end of the first
ycar, hie carried off threo liret and two second prizes Ont of a
possible five. Subseqnontly lio sent a couple o! years in the
stîîdy of pharmacy, and then entered Mc3-ihl College, whcre lie
grifduated in inedicine, iq 1851. lc %vont at once to Edinburgb,
whiere lie obtained tic diploina of the Rloyal College ef Surgeous.

One, thic niember-
shlp o! thc 1îîîperial Leopold Acadomy, was the firit over ob'-%
tained by a Canadian, latc late Sir William Logan bcilig the next
recipient.

T.ut, Very Rev. 0harles Hlugli Gauthier, Vicar-General of the
urchidioce~se of 1ingston anîd pairi8li 1)riest of St. Francis Xavier's
churcli, ]3rockville, was born on the l3thi of Novoinbcr, 18-.1, ini
thie parisl of Alexandcria, ini the historie county of Glengarry,
whicli lias been justly nainod tho cradie of Catholicity in Ontario.
Hoe reecivcd tio rudiments of hlis edîxcation iii tho BroLlîort;
Scixool, and ini 1859 exîtered flogiopolis Collogg, Viein under dho
l)resideney of Vie latu Dr. O'Brien, aftorwards Bislîop of Rings-
ton. ln 1863 lie graduated witlî xarked success and the higi
estilionors. Ho was afterwards îîppointcdPIrofossor o! lUiotorie.
Vhe old studentr of thoso days rînemiber Wei1l his hkindly inarner,
Vie grcnt interest ho took in theni aind the untiriig diligenice
iwitlî whiliie h soîîglit to ixnpart knowlcdge and l eýe ô! litera-
ture. ilaving coniplcted bis course ini thienlogy, hoe was or-
dained priest Aug. 24th, 1867, by tie lido Dr. Iloran, Bilihop 61
Ringston, in St. Joliii Vic Daptist Churcli, Perth. It is soldom
that so niany pricsts have assemblod to witness tho ceovation of
aiiy elle te their order as sîîrrounided the young Levite on that
bright xnorning. 'Nearly ail the prionrs of the diocese wcre
prescrit, inany of tiix triends wlîo had known him from bis
boyhood, and liad watelied with pleasure, bis brilliant college
career. They prcdicted a nioble future for the inew laborer ini
the vinuyard of the Lord. The tweinty.fiftli anniversary of that
day lias arrivcd, and their liopes have been more than realized.

É athier Gaîîthier vas soon aftor appointed Director o! ]lis
Alma Mater, wvhero bis brilliant attainnients acquired Minu a
host o! fnicnds aînong professors and students. The friendships
of Liiose days liave been strengthiencd as yetirs have been added.

In 1869, before tcaving for the Vatican Couincil, His Lordship
Bishop lioraxi appointed Father Gauthier tu the important
i);trisli of Gananioque, whlich thonl includcd Brewer's Milis,
Lansdowno, Howe Island, and many o! tiiose beautiful Cana-
dian islands that leîîd so much grandeur to the St. Lawrene.
During the five years of bas mfinistry thcre, lie repaired
and improved Uhc churches at, Gananoque and Hoî*e Island,
and gave out Lime contract for the present stono churcli' ait
La~nsdowne. Hie, imorcover, bîîilt St. Barnabas' churchl,
Brewc's Milis, and prepared that part of biýs extensive 1)arisli
for the recoptioti of a resident pastor.

In January, 1875, Father Gaxîthier, was appointcd to W'cst-
port. But 01,tie accession Of the iato Riglit Rey. Jolin O'Brien,
D.D., to the Sec of Kingston, lie was the salue year tranferred
to WilliauistoNvii, Nvlhere the Sistera of tie Congregation of Notre
Daine lîad a louirishing school. At once hlis educatioxtal cxperi-
ence gave now life and vigor to the noble work- to whicil thiese
good ladies hxad dlevoted their lives. Not omily did the schîools
fiourishl and the practice o! religion prograss, but a now impetuls
was giveli to the material worh-s witbin the parishi. Before him
wvas a debt of noarly $6000, which 120 soor lmquidated. llaving
made a large and handsone addition to the Presbytery, lie built
the churches of St. Joseph and o! St. Ita, and after a pa8torato
of cleven years lîad the mnunificent sun lof $6401 .in, the funds
e! flic church to Icave to bis successor.

The Catholics o! thme vicinity o! Glen-Nevis, seule of wvhoin at-
tended Alexandria and soine Williamstoivn, hiad long desired to
Ilave a churcli o! their own. The Most Rey. Dr. Clcary, soon
after hlis appointuient to the diocese, decided to forni tlîem into
a new parish and to give themn a residont priesi. There was
neitmer clurch for priest's bouse. A beginning liad te be
made. His Lordship hiad long recognized the ability and work
of Father Gauthier. Tô hini the Bisbop gave the charge of
building up the new parish. Soon St. ?'.argaret's took forin.
At a cost o! $45,000 the uxagnificent, churcli and beautiful pros-
bytery wverC buit. In 1886 Glezi-Ncvis received its regular
pa-rsh pricst, and 'vas numbered amoxtg the parishes of the
diocese.
