ONTARIO COLLEGE OF PHARMACY.

In the Aungust number we gave our
readers a complete account of the proceed-
ings of the swmmer session of the Couneil
of the Ontario College of Pharmacy, re-
ported specially for this journal,

Being the first meetimyg of the new
council, and a lively interest being taken
in the matters under discussion by the
druggists of Ontario, we had no hexitation
in allotting a considevable spice to the ex-
clusion of other matter of more interest,
perhaps, to some of our readers in the
other provinces.

The session was a lengthy one aund full
of business-like procedure, and, we trust.
will be productive of practical results.

The election of officers was, in our
opinion, a good one : Mr. Clark, as Presi-
dent, brings with him the experience of a
former term and also nu zeal which has
already shown itself in its results, The
individual members of the councilare men
of high standing, professionally, and are
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fuirly vepresentative, of all parts of the
Provinee.

Perhaps at no time sinee the incoption
of the College has the same intorest been
taken, and, as may be expected, fault
found, rightly or wrongly as it may be,
with its working and result, therefore
much is expected of the present Council,
and we trust that they will be found equal
to the occasion.

FANCY GOODS IN THE DRUG STORE.

"Ihere is, perbaps. nothing more essential
to a drug business than that the store
should look pretty. Clean and cvenly
labelled bottles placed at uniform intervals
on the shelves, nice fresh sponges regularly
assorted in a basket or on a revolving
wire-holder, a handsomely-framed mirror,
colonred lights in the window, tooth
brushes and combs laid. not in heaps, hut
in rows, and divided according to value in
proper trays, constantly refreshed samples
of patent wedicines, tooth powders, etc.,
are all essentials which every drugyist will
constantly heep watdhr upon, but a well-
burnished show -case, full of pretty
fancy goods, does move to assist in making
thestore attractive than would be genervally
aceredited by the druggist himself. Cus-
tomers waiting for prescriptions invariably
spend their time looking around. It
will generally be found that the pretty
fancy goods give them the greatest
pleasure, and the skilful salesman should
not lose his opportunity of cither making
a sale or preparing the ground fora future
visit with that intention. The one great
drawback druggists have to contend with
in selling fancy goods is. that people im-
agine that the advance put upon all his
woods is the same. 'To obviate this the
storekeeper should take some decided action
to show that his faney goods ave cheap.
Perhaps the best mode is to ticket a few of
the ¢ leaders,” and when talking, not to
forget, the impression that his customer
probably hax,  This difliculty once set
aside and a druggist should be able to work
up a larger and profitable trade in gifts
and usefal sundries and faney goods.

The dispensary is
probably as complete as human ingenuity
can make it, and fitted with elaborate
appliances of the trade.

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trade in this propavation. The bnilding
throughout is heated with hat water, sup-
plied with water and lavatories in all
parts, and the vavious flats may be veached
cither by stairs of easy ascent or by an
clovator. ‘The whole building is a marvel
of completeness and eleganee, and a eredit
alike to its enterprising owner and to
Broekville.

fancey Goods.  Travelling cases too are
seldom found anywhere else, except in the
larger cities. Clina or glass stands. or
boxes for the toilet table are all in the
same category. There are also some goods
which are expected to be found both inthe
jewellery and drug store, sach as spectacles
and cases, thermometers, calendars. ete.
I'he stationer mav also be opposed in a few
of the more fancy styles of ink bottles, in
the better lines of purses, penknivey, ete.
In fancy goods there are two things to re-
member :

1. In most cases a customer has only

. half made up his or her mind what to
. buy,and very often has no idea at all.

2. In order not to lose a sale vour stack
must be sufliciently varied to satisfy the
buyers that they have a large enongh

- choice without going elsewhere.

It is not therefore well to confine one's

Castor O1n.—Hazura and Grilssner, as
the rosult of experimonts, have arrived at
the conclusion that of all tho fatty oils ex-
amined so fav castor oil is the only ono which
contains no oleine.

Monrsing,—Knore, working on mothyl-
morphimothine mothiodide, has obtained ro-
sults which show that of tho three carbon
atoms in morphine one is attached to the
nitrogen atom as mothyl, so that the alkaloid
caunot contain a pyridine-ring.

Ouive Omn.—Hazura and Griissner have
mado a searching examination of the oxida-
tion products of the liquid fatty acids of olive
oil, the rosult of which points to tho fact that
both oleic and linoleic acids are present in
the oil, and in all probability they exist in
most non-drying oils.

THE SoLusiLiTy oF CHLORATE ur Poras.
stoM.~Mr. Alver Findlay, in a paper read
to the Edinburgh Chemists’ Assistants’ Asso-
ciation recently, showed that at 404 F, the
solubility of this salt in water is only 1 in 26,
He also stated that the presence of tincture
of purchloride of iron in a mixture materially
increased the solubility of potassium chlorate,
and that oven in the cold chlorine was slowly
liberated. The addition of glycerino was
found to diminish the solubility.

Ice a3 A PHaxMAcEUTICAL Propucr may
soon be a matter of fact, if the advice of a
number of medical societies in Germany is
taken hy the Pharmacopweial Commission of
that land. The Pharm Post says that several
orgamizations of physicians have passed reso-
lutions requesting the Commission to admit
ice into the Pharmacopasia. The District of
Baden has long had a law which requires
apothecaries to always keep on hand ice for
medical purposes. Outsido the clementary
axperiments of the apprentice, when he first
reads the chapter on ‘“artificial cold ” in his
natural philosophy, we doubt that any ice
will ever be mannfactured in the drug store.

Insecr Powpir has beon used asa dressing
for ulcers and wounds, to prevent the forma.
tion of maggots. It also answers to preserve
dried insects and plants in cabinet collections.

AcacINE is a white powder looking and
tasting a great deal liko acacia, but is not so
bulky. To the touch it appears consider-
ably like pulverised arrowroot. An eminent
chemist, says Mr. G. G. Allen, in the Regis-
tered Pharmacist, suggests that the manu-
facturer has succeeded in oxtracting the
mucilage from [rish moss, the result being,
when finished, a preparation which is put on
tho market as acacine. It produces an emul-
sion almost iustantly, and ono that is appar-
ently complete when examined in the bottle
as finished. In preparing the emulsion of
cod-liver oil with acacine, no amount of

triturating will reduco tho sizo of the globules
to that of an acacin omulsion.  After taking
an cgu-beater and beating tho acacine emul.
sion, and comparing it with acacin emulsion,
it was found that the oil globules of tho latter
wero at lvast n half smallor than thoss of
the acacine emulsion, Tho acacin omulsion
soparatos, but the acaciue one doos not.

A ruanMacist in Warsaw was recontly
making up a prescription consisting of 42
parts of chlorate of potassium aud 4 parts of
tannic acid, and oun adding » fow drops of oil
of poppermint to flavour it the mixturs ox-
ploded * ith great forco, doing considerablo
damage. A St. Petersburg pharmacist has
dispensed the prescription with the same
rosult.

SorurtoNs or Tanrakic axp Crreic Acivs
are, according tu Roinhardt, preserved by
tho addition of salicylic acid ; J4 per cont. nf
salicylic acid {on the weight of dry substance)
is suflicient for a solution of tartaric acid,
and } per cent. for a solution of citric acid.
So treated, thuy may bo kopt for years in
quito goud condition.

A Drvecrive Prarvacy Acr.—~The Phar.
macy Act of New South Wales does not wear
vory well. For somue time past the New
South Welshmen have showa a singular taste
for ** Rough on Rats,” and as this romedy
for all the ills of life is littlo besides pure
arsenic, it has at least the merit of certainty,
In order to check the too free indulgence in
this luxury, ** Rough on Rats” wus gazetted
in the usual form into the poisons schedulo.
But the first time an attempt was made to
punish a vendor who had not observed the
necessary formalities, it was found that the
proclamation was ultra vires, as clause 7 of
the Act exompts from its operation *¢ poison-
ous mixtures for the destruction of ,vermin.”
It is a curivus complication though that the
4th section enacts that ‘it shall not be law-
ful to buy or sell any poison for the avowed
purpose of destroying rats or other vermin
infesting houses, unless the purchaser be a
houscholder,” But thoe framers of the Bill
thoughtfully saved the courts trouble in re.
gard to this section by omitting to attach any
penalty to its infringemont. The Sydnoy
papers, which comment in severe terms on
tho failure of the Act to protect the public,
account for its imperfoctions by explaining
that thoso who drafted it had their minds
fixed on the object of gotting an official status
for the Pharmacoutical Society, ** as the asso.
ciation of druygists is learnedly seclf-styled.”

A New Hyrxorie.—Dra. Hagon and Hue-
fler havo just issued a report on a new
hypnotic called chloralamide, which is stated
to induce slecp immediately after taking;
the dose is from 80 to 45 grains dissolved in
wine, or given in wafors. It was tried in
twenty-eight cases, and was successful in
twonty-six of thom, no injurious secondary
offects being observed.

SULPHONAL AS A NARCOTIC.

At the annual meeting of the Howminion
Medieal Ascociation, held at Banff, Dr.
James Stewart, of Montveal, preseuted the
histories of fifty-two cases in which sul.
phonal had been administered for the pue.
posa of procurving sleep.  When sovere
pain was present he found the deug useless,
but in those cases where sleeplessness was
present without pain it was highly useful,
In those neurotie eases wheve the morphia
ar chloral habit had been developed it was
the means of seeaving lLeneficial <leep
when giveu in twenty-grain doses,  Thore
wits, he believed. no fear of the habit heing
established, as in the commonly used nar-
cotics,  No depression of the heact had
been noticed fram its wae The dowe is
from fifteen to twenty grains—the ordin.
ary dosu being twenty prains.  lLarger
doses are known to produce atosie symp-
toms.

Dr. Whittaker, of Cincinnati, spoke
from experience in the use of sulphonal,
and confirmed all that Dr. Stewart had
said in its favour, s an agent to procure
sleep ho considered we had in it a most
valuable remedy.  He had u<ed it in large
duses, giving as wach as half an ounee
within three or four hours, and had never
seen any danger, or the least symptoat of
danger, from its use.  There wece persons
who could not sleep while travelling on a
train or steamboat.  Such persons nught
have a goud night's sleep, free from any
objectionable after-effects, by taking early
in the evening fifteen geains of sulphonal.
He bolieved that 1t was no use whatever
as an anodyne, but given in thoso eases
requiring sueh a remedy it was a new and
highly valuable vemedy,

DRUGGISTS AS OPTICIANS, <.

The question i~ frequently asked, * Why
do so many people nowadys  wear
glasses " The answer is easily given.
Within the last twenty or twenty-five
years much has been learned about the
value of glasses, and their range of useful-
ness has been largely extended : as a con-
seguence, people are taking better care of
their eye-sight, and statisties show that
the number of persons losing their ~ight
has greatly diminished.  Again, the oyes
ueed more help now than formerly, because
every year the amount of work they ave
required to do increases greatly -mew em-
ployments, closer application, the more
extended reading of cheap literature and
newspapers all combine o overtax the eye
and rvender it liable to give way in the
coutinued strain and struggle of work.
This being the case. glasses ave comng
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wmors into demand every day, and are
becoming a necessity to a lavgo proportion
of owr people.  Seoing this, and vecogniz-
ing the fact that where inteolligence and
compotency ure required the druggist
comes to the front, we iare of opinion that
optical goods, that is to say, spectacles,
oye glusses, opera glasses, microscopes, and
all that go to make up the optician’s stock
in trade, should form an important fealure
in overy well-kept drug store. Easy to
handle, rvequiving but a short time to
hocome thoroughly acquainted with the
titting of sights, etc., yiolding good profits,
and making a nice display when proporly
shown, they not only make up for many of
the “cuts™ which the drug businessof the
present day has to suffer from, but build
up & class of trade which, f properly
looked after, will prove a source of remun-
eration in more ways than one.

There are several points which we would
impress on those who have not hitherto
handled these goods. One is, handle only
fivst-clacs goods. Cheap goods. although
seemingly profitable at first sight, do not
pay, for they do not give satisfaction, and
are in fact detrimental to your trade.
Keep the stock of numbers well up, so as
not to have to substitute ove number
when perhaps a higher or a lower would
be more sunitable, and make a striking
display of your goods, Tn fact. make it
one of your “ specialties.”

FLUCTUATIONS IN IODINE.

The following letter, which has been
sent us for publication, shows the cause of
the recent decling and svbsequent sudden
advance in price of iodine and its prepara-
tions -~

PuiLavenenia, Sept. 6, 1884,

Dear Sirn~—As a number of our friends
have written to us regarding the recent most
unsatisfactory tluctuationa m the price of
indino and the preparations of ivdine ; and as
there appears to be a misapprehension as to
tho real position of manufacturers, we desire
tu briefly give the facts in the case.

The price of crude iudinoe is entirely under
the control of a combination, compased of
makers of jodine in Svuth America and
Lurope.

Wae are in no way connected with the com-
bination, but are separat¢ and distinct from
it, and subject to its decision as to how much
and at what prices it will sell.

Within thirty days the price fell more than
fifty per cent., and then abruptly advanced
to the old figures. Over these fluctuntions
wo had not the slightest coutrol.

About August 1 the combination dropped
the price—again on August 8—and again on
August 12 ; but manufacturers of indine pre-
parations were at first refused sufficient sup-
lies of iodine at the low price agreed upon
hy the combination, an 1 finally were refused
untirely, and found thomselves in the anoma.-
lous positivn of receiving pressing orders «nd
for unusually large quantities) restricted to

low prices, without being able to purchase
cride material at correspondingly low rates.

Had we been able to obtain an adeguate
supply of crude judine at the low price nnmed
August 12, it wonld have beon in our power,
a8 it would have beon our pleasurs, to con-
tinue to furnish our frionds with usnal
quantities and at low figures. But such was
not the case.

Wo par ed with a great deal of our stock
at a heavy loss, but whon our supplies of
manufactured goods hecame greatly reduced,
and, in some cascs, ontirely exhausted, and
we were refused the crude material from
which to continue manufacturing, thore ro.
mainod but one course to pursue ; namely,
to out down orders,

And when the combination restored tho
prico to the old figures, which it did about
Soptembor 1, the ouly further course left for
us to take was to go back to a basis of cost,
and not work longer on meaningless quota-
tiong.

PHARMACY OF THE FUTURE,

A weoll-known professor of pharmacy in
one of our eastern cities, not long ago
said : The manufacturers have come to
stay. Students of the subject all over the
country arve forced to believe that such is
the fact. Some of us will be obliged to
give up a favourite ideal in accepting it,
for we have long dreamed of a pharma-
ceutical profession of individual pharma-
cists, each an independent manufacturer.
But it must be apparent to the most
superficial observer that this ideal is a false
one. You ask, Why? Let us consider
the answer.

First, pharmacy boing the science of
preparing medicine, it must of necessity
depend upon therapeutics, or the applica-
tion of medicineto cuve discase. Pharmacy
will therefore take form according to the
demands of the medical profession. There
is w growing tendency upon the part of
the profession. as therapeutic seience pro-
gresses, to nse less medicine, and in sim-
pler. more concentrated forms. tlor ex-
ample take normal liguids. Here is a
concenirated fluid form of medicine of
standard strength obfained by assay. This
class of preparation can be made with
profit on the large scale, and, of course, is
out of the reach of the pharmacist who
manufactures on the smaller scale.

Take another example, that of coated
pills now used so extensively. Itisa well-
known fact that the coating of pills in
large quantities is a very cheap operation,
while in the smaller way of the ideal
pharmacist, competition with the great
manufacturing houses engaged in this
line of work is impossible.

- Even the manufacture of fluid extracts
is more profitable on a large scale, and in
the struggle for supremacy the manufac-

turer can undersell the ideal pharmacist,
And this is true in regard to all prepura-
tions, for the manufacturer who deals in
largo quantities can buy cheaper, und
therefore undorsell his sinaller competitor,
if he is forced to by competition.

Second, the large manufacturing houses
have the advantage in the selection of
drugs. ‘They have the first pick in the
market ; and not until each lot is picked
ovor many times does it finally fall in
reach of the ideal pharmacist manufactur-
ing small portions at one time. Then,
foo, when large purchases are made of
drugs admitting assay, such as cinchona
and the narcotics, the manufacturer can
buy according to assay. This is done
oxtensively in the case of somé drugs, and
the tendency is to a more extensive adop-
tion of the plan.

There are other reasons, such as perfect
machinery of costly design, ele., that puts
modern pharmacy in many departmonts
out of the reach of the ideal professional
pharmacist. The modifying influence of
homaopathy, too, is a factor of no mean
importance in its influence, not only upon
the public, but upon the prices as well.
And thus successful manufacture of home-
opathic triturations can be accomplished
only upon a large scale.

The preparation of medicines, therefore,
is leaving the hands of the ideal profes-
sional pharmacist. and going into the
hands of the wmanufacturer. And the
tendency is to its further exodus.

[f the pharmacy of the future is going
into the hands of the manufacturing
houses, what is to become of the pharma-
cists of the future ? Are they, too, going
into the hands of the mamufacturers v
Yes, part of them undoubtedly are. As
science progresses the competition between
these houses will become more and more
severe.  This will require the employment
of @ higher and higher class of talent. To
meet this demand our pharmacentical col-
leges will be reyuired to continually raise
the standard : pharmaceutical training
will have to be changed to fit young wen
to enter the great manufacturing establish-
ments and handle improved forms of ma-
chinery not found in the drugstore. Ana-
lytical and synthetical chemistry of the
higher and more practical type will have
to be tanght. It may seem a startling pro-
position, but it is nevertheless a fact that
nuny teachers in pharmacy, now connected
with our colleges, would Dbe obliged to
undertake a course of special training to
fit them to oceupy a position in charge of
almost any one of the departments in a
large manufacturing establishment.

M. Donigies (Moniteur de In Pharm.)

solution (cold, of potassium bromude in
water ; add one cubic centumeter of concen-
trated sulphuric acid, and shake. After
adding the acid, the lower portion of the
mxture will turn shghtly yelluw, but this
tinge will disappear on shaking, if the
bromide be free from bromate. Add, nuw,
2 or 3 drops of the suspected svlution, and
the presence of copper, even in the smallest
proportion, will be shown by a carwine
coloration, which beco .es more intense by

heating, and disappesrs s 0 the addition of
water.  Thia reaction is exceeding sonsitive

THE OPIUM CROP.

Tho vollection of upmm. in the pnncipal
districta of Asin Minor which produce that
important drug, is now approaching its end,
and although no definito reports are yet to
hand from Smyrna sud Constantinople re.
garding the out-turn of tho harvest it way by
tanken as probablo that the crop will be nbout
o fair avernge one, fow operators estumating
it at less than 6,000 cases, while aeveral
genorally woll-informed firms place it at n not
meonsderable percentage 1 excess of that
fygure. At the same time it should by addad
that telegrams have been received heveo this
woek frotn Smyrna, the tenor of which iy
rather 1 contradiction tu tho mail news from
that place, and 1ndieate that during the luat
two or three days tho Smyrnn market has
become excited, and that a protty counsider
able amuuut of business has beon done at 0
goneral advance in qguotations.  But in the
absonco of uny definite and reliable dotails of
this improved position, wo sce no reason to
mistrust the goneral charactor of the news
from Smyrna, and that does not appoar to be
of a really alavmist character, A crop of
6,000 cases would be scarcely sullicient to
cover the normal consumption for a year:
but it should not be forgotten that there
must be a fuirly heavy stock loft over from
las: season, when tl.o opium crop was, it 1a
on all hands acknowledged, an exception.
ally good one. This heavy stock, though
much of it may Lo in the hands of very tirm
holders, will have to bo reckoned with as a
dead weight in the way of any sustained
aud considerable upward movement. It ia
thought that there were about 1,350 cases in
stock hero at the beginning of this month,
and about an equal number is in the various
Turkish centres, while Awerica wight add
another 1,000 cases tu the aggregate of the
other markets. This stuck is certainly from
10 to 15 per cent. larger than that which was
belioved to exist at the commencement of
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last season's campaign; but, on the other
hand, the presont crop is pretty certain, satis.
factory as it is, to fall short of last year's
abundant harvest by at least five or six times
the amount of the excess in the stock.
Presuming, therefore, our information
from Smyrna with regard to the harvest pros-
rects tobe correet, a moderate advance seems
not at all an unlikely event, though to some
extent that advance has alrendy been dis.
counted, the average opium price in Smyrns,
at the beginning of the present campaign,
being about 20 per cent. in excess of that of
the 1888 season. Amnother circumstiance
which is mentioned as likely to be of some
account in keeping the opium prices up is,
that since the recent establishment in Smyran
of a branch of the Crédit Lyonnais bank, it
has become easier for weak holders to raise
mouey thau was formerly thecase.  Whether
this will really havo any appreciable influence
on the market we cannot judge, but at any
rate it is a factor which descrves to be men-
tioned when passing in review the clances
for and against a rise in the value of the drug.
As regards the quality of the new crop, it
is as yet too carly to speak with any degree
of certainty. As we stated before, the bar-
vest in the provinces is now practically at an
end, but the new opium is only slowly com.
mencing to arrive on the Sinyrna market,
and it would be prematuro to judge the
average quality of the crop by that of the
150 cases, or thercabouts, which had reached
Smyrna up to the middle of this month. In
the Salonica district, we know, the crop has
been a large one, fully 1,200 cases, or Jouble
that of last seasan, when this very district
was one of the weak points ; but as yet there
is no saying what quality of opinm such
important districts ag Malatia, Karahissar,
Koniah, Tokat, ctc., have produced this
season.  One thing, however, is known, viz.,
that the harvesting period, and that inue-
diately preceding it, have been attended by
unusually favourable weather, though gener-
ally speakiug the crop is late iu consequence
of the delay in the spring sowings resulting
from the prolonged wintry season.  The next
wreat feature in the Smyrna wmarket will
probably be the purchases for account of the
Dutch Colonial Departinent, which appears
as a large bayer of certzin qualities of opium
every season.  Theanticipation of the require-
ments of this large purchaser always gives
rise ta a very considerable amount of apeen-
Iation. So far as we avo able to judge at
prescat. the position would scem to be most
in favour of the maintenance of the current
rates for the drug, or, perhaps, a slight
advance; but it is quite possible that fora
time, at any rate, a fecling of panic may
seize some of the Smyrna operators, and
make its cffects temjomrily felt on the
Tondon market; for although, as we have
frequently pointed out during the laat fow
years, the outturn of the crop must regulate
tho quotations ultimately, yet opium is one

of the articles most liable to unaccountable
and wayward speculations— partly on account
of thu extrempo difliculty of obtaining reliable
data as to what goes un in the ranote districts
of Asiatic Turkoy, and partly becauss the
bulk of the trade is in the hands of a fow
largo houses, whose wealth enables them to
operaty independently of the considerations
which genemlly guide operators of moro
modest resources.  With regard to the yield
of the diffurent varieties of opium respectively
used by drugzgists, morphia makers, exporters,
ete., no information is available until further
details regarding the harvest in each particu-
lar district have been received ; and it is
quite possible that the risc or fall, as the case
may be, will prove more pronounced in the
case of one of these varieties than in that of
another. —[Cliemist and Druggist.

SELLING AT COST.

Editor CayaniaN Drigarst.

Sz, —A letler appeared in the August
number of your journal uuder the heading
*“sclling at cost.™ The writer requests,
* would like to hear how others figure this
up.”

In the Druggists’ Circular for December,
1888, appears a letter written by W. DB.
Lil'ard of New York, from whick I will give
some cxtracts.

Sigus like the following are now to bhe
found in many retail drug stores :

Great reduction in prices, all 81 patent
medicines at 69 cents; 50 cent ones at 33
cents; 25 cent ones at 14 cents. Quinine
pills 1 grain 2c. per dozer, ; 2 grains 3c. per
dozen ; 3 grains 4c. per dozen ; 5 grains Tc.
per dozon ; prescriptions at half price.

Toilet articles and pecfumery are often
added to the above list at about wholesale
prices.

Now whero does the profit come in?

I asked onc prominent cutter what pro-
portion of his sales were at cut prices. He
aaid 75 per cent., possibly more. T asked
him if he had ever figured ont what it cost to

do business? Ho said no; but judged it
was about four or five per cent. Now this
party claimed to do a business of $16,000 per
annum. I made an estimate of his oxpenses.
I find that it costs this party to do business
about 80 per cent. Mr. Lillard writes: |
have made an estimate of the busincss of
over 150 retail druggists in different parts of
the United States, and jind that their aver.
ago sales aro about £8,000 per annum, and
average expenses aro $2,000, or in other
words it costs 25 per cent. to do a retuil druy
business.

Mr. Lillard again writes in August number
of the Druggists’ Circular, 1889, At the
recent meeting of the Kentucky Pharmaceu-
tical Association, the same matter was dis.
cussed ; there seemed to be a unanimous
opinion that the trouble in the trade was in
cut prices, especially those on patent medi-
cines. I have taken from a number of state.
ments obtained three.

STATEMENT A.

On a business of $20,841.25 per year a not
profit was made of $4,19885. Expenses
being £8,801.15.

STATEMENT B.

On a business of #35,121.70 per year a net
profit of $754.45 was made. Expenses being
£1745.50.

STATEMENT .

Oun a business of $11.217.00 per year, # net
profit of £854.90 was made. Expenses were
£4,191.60.

Au old druggist writes in September num.
ber of the Druggists’ Circular rvegarding
these :

1 have been in business thirty years and
have managed in that time fo save a little
money by dint of closc attention and careful
economny. I have kept a detailed acconnt of
purchases, of busineas expenses, of private
oxpenscs, and of bad debts during some con-
siderable portion of that time. Here arca
few figures for the years 1878, 79, 80, '31
and '82, five years. I purchased $25,862.57
worth of goods. My business expenses during
those five years amounted to 87,598.86, ex-
clusive of freight, bad debts and personal
expenses.  That is to aay, every dollar's worth
of zouds X bought cost mo £1.2% hefore 1 got
it into tke hands of my customers. Am 1
more extravagzant in my mwanagement than
my neighbours? I think not.

“In statoment A, given by Mr. Lillard,
expenses are 52 per cent. on * purchases,”
in statemient B and C they are 66 per cent.

“ 1t would scem that the gentleman who
furnished statement B, if he sells his busi-
ness, invests his money at 6 per cent. and
liver out as a clerk would make yrobaoly
$1,050 per annum instead of 8754.45 as he is
doing now, whilst he who furnished siate.
ment C would make 81,260 instead of
2852.90."

Suppusing we examine these statemcuts
and try and place them on a basis that would
be applicable to the retail druggists of On-
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tariv. The cstimate made by Me Lillard,
of an avorage of 150 retail druggists in the
Unitod States, that ‘it costs 25 per cont. to
do a retail drug husiness® isnot correct. He
takes the amount of **sales™ to be an aver-
age of 83,000 per annum and expenses 22,000
per year, and states that the percentage of
oxpenso is 26 per cent., or if an article is
invoiced from wholesale at 81 it costs 2194
to place it in the hands of a customer. Is
this correct ¢ No. 1t should be if an article
ia invoiced at 75 cents it costs &1 to placo in
bands of & customer, or 33} per cent. on the
invoiced price of article to do a retail dray
business (if ho desires to sell without a profit).
The percentage should be based upon the
purchase price of the articles and not upon
the sclling price. So, by these statements,
if an article is purchased at 81 it will cost
€133 to place it in the hands of the customer.

Inletterin your journal signed ** Drugaist,”
is the statement that ‘“if an article costs
wholesale 81, it will cost when handed to
customer £1.20.” 1 think he is below the
average cost for expenses of a retail druy
business in Qntario. A fair estunate of the
average sales of the retail druggists in Un-
tario would be $7,000 per annum, and ex
penses $1,750 per year, these include rent,
taxes, heating and lighting store, clerk,
apprentice and cost of living for proprictor
the is at least entitled to this) and sundry
small iteins.

In the Era Supplement for August a state-
ment is given of the number of retail druy-
zists in the United States, namely, 31,527
twholesale druggists, and most general stores

or about 44 per cent. are rated as being

worth 82,000 or wmore, and 56 per cont. as
being worth less than 22,000 each. Not a
flattering record.

There are about 800 retail drug stores in
Ontario. Does the agxrezate sale per annum
of these amount to over £6,000.000 7 3f not
the average of 87,000 per annum as sales for
cach isa fair estimate.

A good
animal yiclds, therefore, at a single milking
as much of this acid as is contained in two or
or three lemons, and the annual aggregate
throughout an extensive dairying neighbour-
hood must be aomcthing: enormous, It accurs
in the form of a calearcous salt.

S. F. Hughes, Ph G, Sao Frunciaco, says
Every druggist apprecintes the sense of em
barrassment with which preseriptious apphte
able to dolicate discases uro ealled for by the
customer,

The ruby blush of the cheek too often tells
the secret bofore the timid lip can spenk it .
the gaudy and fashionable attire may allute
or amaze the Inyman, but the httle serap of
paper handed to the clerh by the customer
strips the latter of his spirit of nonchalant
audacity and transforma him into a contrite
creature, presenting his  preacription, for
which he richly pays, with an air of penitence
intensified by an uncontrolled embarrassment
of manner,

The writer was moved to these reflections
a short time awo by o youny man handing
him a preseription as follows -

B Uny, Hydrarayri, 3i
Div. in chart. No, xx.

Sig. Uso as directed.
Dw. - —,

I deternuned to get ont of the old way of
prepariuy this prescription, and am happy te
state that I was able to dispense st i one-
third of the tune heretofore required w the
old process, by the adoption of the following
method, which T can earnestly recommend
to the use of the profession, it being simple
but quite practical.

1 tiest lay the Ung, Hyd. on a pill-tale and
roll it into o long roll, adding plenty of lyco-
podium to keep at from sticking to the fingers,
aud cut it into twenty parts, using 2 heated
spatula to avord adherig.  Each picce i
then rolled into u mazble shape by placing it
w the pahn of the hand and, as stated abovo,
using Iycopodium  ad llafwm ; the waxed
paper being laid out on the counter, each
picce when finished was dropped on the paper
without adhering in the least. 1 then folded
vach and dispensed as usual,

It suay be sard that lyeopodium does ot
atlect the absaption of the merenry w the
least.

NOTE ON THE DISPENSING AND ADMIN-
ISTRATION OF SULPHONAL.

Peter Boa says : Some months ago, hefore
sulphonal was a0 generally obtainable as it
how is, an occasional customer got from me
some powders containing w cach 10 grains
of sulphunal.  The sulphunal was reduced
tovery fine powder. A fow weeks afterwands
ke called again and told me that the powders
U supplied had produced the desired offect ,
he had, however, pmcured somo later from
the chemist with whom he regularly dealt,
2ud he found that they did not produce any
perceptible effect.  He had observed that
these were an lanzer particles than the firat,
and after consaltaion with his chemist the
powders hie bad 1.0t used were, as he aad,
*pounded T and retarnel to hum, To lus
surprise they acted just as well as the firat,
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Hoe wanted to know if T conld oxplain this.
1 told him that as sulphonal was very insol-
uble, the more finely it was powdered the
botter. In fine powder there was so much
more surfacoe oxposed to the action of the
liquid in the stomach, and solutivn would be
facilitated. It was cnly reasonable to sup-
puse that in proportion to the rapidity of
solution, so wonld bo the advent of the phy-
siolagical action. My customer was satisfied
with my explanation.

‘The incident which X have deseribed em-
phasizes the importance of dispensing in-
soluble substances in as finewstate of division
a8 possible. [ ahould scarcely thituk it neces-
sary to refer to it were at not apparent that
attention is not always given to the point,

In councction with insoluble substances
there is at times a difliculty in getting them
conveniently mixed for the patient to take.
It may be worth noting that a little spirit
and water secs the best vehicle for sulpho-
nal.  Any convenient spirit may be used,
such as whiskey, brandy, or tincture of carda-
mas.  From a teaspoonful to a tablespoon-
ful, according tu the size of the dosc of sul-
phonal, should be put iuto a wineglass and
the dose of sulphonal added. The sulphonal
sinks, and when water is added and the mix.
ture stirred it diffuses besutifully. With
wateronly it persistently floats.

CLEANING MORTARS AND GRADUATES.

Mr. Haus M. Wilder says: “ When 1 have
cleaned my graduates, mortars, ete., thor-
oughly—at least judging from appearances—
L awm in tho habit of catching the last drop of
the final rinsing water onmy tongue, and also
taking a strony sniff. In this way the last
trace of any acrid, bitter, or odorous substance
is casily detected, in which case, of course,
the rinsing iscontinued.  If substasnces with
marked chemical reactions have been in the
graduates or nortars (for instance, salicylic
acid, taunin, iron campounds, cte.), I use a
fow drops of anappropriate re.agent in order
to ake sure of the absence of even traces
When cleaning tho scale pan used in weivh-
fue out aniline colours I always apply at the
very last a fow drops of alcuhiol to the appar-
eutly thoroughly clean pan, when the merest
speck of aniline colour will reveal itsolf
instantly.

The iden of keeping scparate mortars and
utensils for poisous, stronzgly odorous and
bitter substances, is a good one, provided the
utensils be warked anmistakably and kept in
® separate place.  In my store I was in the
habit of keeping separato graduates for tine-
tures of valerian, assafwtida, and spint of
peppermint, which grad :ates were put behind
the respective shelfebottles on a swall tmy
ora piece of hatter’s felt "—Awmer. Jour, of
Phar., May, 1889,

TREATMENT OF HEMORRHOIDS BY

ployed cnemata of glycerine in one case with
such success that in a few weeks a congrested
internal pile was reduced from the size of a
large filbert to that of a pea. The patient
injected two drachms of glycerine into the
rectum every morning a short time before
going to stool.

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THE TRADE OUTLOOK.

Seldom does @ twelvemonth open with a
fuirer trade prospect than the one now before
our own country. Everything foreshadows
an exceedingly prosperous, if not a phenom-
enal, year’'s business. Generously has the
carth brought forth her increase, not merely
in local tracts, nor with unequal favor, but
over all our cultivated area, and throughout
the whole range of our products. Climate
and soil have been liberal accomplices of the
Iabor of man. The taking off of the grain
crop has also been fortunate, and effected
with little damage or loss.

It is true other countries have reaped
bounteowsly as well as has ours. It may be
that this circumstance will keep the level
of prices below the highest of former years,
bet this will be overbalanced in its ten-
dency by the large amount produced. There
is more money likely to be put in circulation
by abundance at a moderate price, than by
scarcity at 2 lngh price.

THE REIGN OF TASTE.

Amony civilized people the ornamental
rarely precedes the useful, but in time grows
out of it, becomes its adjunct and sometimes
lingers as its survivor. 1t is gencrally ac-
cepted as in the nature of all beginnings that
they are rude.  But in po beginning is there
any degree of uncouthness that human taste
cannot in the end greatly mitigate.

Taste is about as strong an clement of
success in a business churacter as is tact, in-
dustry, or square dealing. In these days it
ts getting more and more to be recognized as
their cqual and ally, and finds a place in the
creed and practice of most business men.
Such, at all events, must be the conclusion of
any man who looks into our country stores
nowadays, with the pictures, unfaded in his
memory, of what they were twenty years ago.
1f the shadows of a hideous nightmare should
give way to the fountains and grottoes of &
fairy dream, great would be the change ; but
scarce greater than the transformation of the
old country store to its successor of to-day.

In the rural house of merchandise of our
childhood varicty and overflowing plenty
were usually to be found.,  Sacks in all pos-
tures, piles of boaes just holding their own
with gravitation, keygs of all sorts of nails,
cacumbered the tloor and confounded all
scnsc of order.  On the shelves from floor to
cciling, in solemn or grotesque arry, patent
medicines, unwashed delf, glass and cvery-
thing that would stay there enlivened the
appearance of the walls.  Dust sacredly un
disturbed upon all things and in all recesses,
the Iair of the spider in the shelf corners, the
record of the tly-scason stamped upon al)
goods, the close and stuffy atmosphere—
these had their day when trade was youny
and taste was 2 minor thing., Oaly in a few

sequestered spots are they now to be found.

Gone are they all, and with them is gone the
man of gloom and silence who.used to tie
our parcels.

Various degrees of improvement now meet
the eye of the traveller. A bright, neat man
is usually all alive behind the counter. The
shelves are tastefully covered with light at.
tractive waves. Coolness, freshness, bright-
ness hang around the stock. Industry,
method, taste, all have their part in stock-
keeping ; and the consequence is, that though
there is more labor there are also less waste
in the stock, many times & more pleasing
cffect upon the public, and a more refining
influence and better health and spirits to the
dealer himself, The sum of all this, however,
is Profit.

BUSINESS MEN'S ASSOCIATIONS,

A meeting of the business men of Scaforth
was held for the purpose of hearing the re-
port o. the delegates from that town to the
Mcrchants' Counvention at Hamilton last
week.  The chair was taken by Mayor Wil-
son, and Mr. John Fairley was appointed
Secretary, The dclcg':ncs were Mr. George
Good and Mr. J. Brownell. They handed
in a most comprehensive and interesting
report of the business done at the Convention,
and strongly urged the formation of a Busi-
ness Men's Association for Seaforth.  After
some discussion the report was, on motion,
received, and the suggestions for the forma-
tion of an Association approved of. A reso-
lution was also adepted, appointing a com-
tiittee, consisting of the Mayor, Reeve and
Messrs. J. Faurley, George Good and T. O.
Kemp to canvass the business men of the
town for their signatures to an agreement to
bzcome members of the Association to be
formed here, and to take an active interest
in it, also to sccure a copy of the by-laws,
ctc., now being prepared by the Central
Association, as soon as possible. The in-
tention 1s, of course, to form this local As-
sociation under the auspices of the Central
Association, which was formed as the result
of the Convention.  The objects of the As-
sociation are. (1) Toencourage well directed
enterprises, and to promote the growth of the
town in all its interests and the extension of
its trade.  (2) To promote at more social feel-
ing amonyg business men, and to foster the
strictest commercial integrity amony those
engaged in the different lines of business.
(3) To take concerted action in matters
where the general good of business men is
concerned, and where individual cffort is
powerless, such as nceded concessions in
freight, express and insurance rates , shoner
hours of business, immunity from adulterated
gooads aud short weights and incasures.  (4)
To procure a list of delinguents in the neigh-
borhwood for protection only, so that they may
no longer abuse the confidence of business
men, and evade the paynment of just debts.
(5) To compel the pedlar toassume a portion

of the burdens borne by the merchants, U
will be scen that the objects of the Assotia.
tion are not ounly entirely unobjectionable,
but highly commendable, The Expositor
expresses the “hope that the business men of
Seaforth will take the interest in this matter
that they should do, and that we may justly
expect from their enterprise in other direc-
tions, and that a strony and vigorous Associ-
ation will be formed, which will be not only
of great benefit to individual members and
the trade, but to the town also.”

HOW TO SUCCEED.

A gentleman, who is now a prospeious
werchant, in a conversation with 1 represen-
tative of the Economist, said that his life
was changed by a simple performance of
duty.

“1 was clerk behind the counter in a large
retail store in Boston at a small salary. 1
had been out of woirk some time, and when 1
secured the position in Boston I was thank.
ful, and | made a mental promise that 1
would perform my duties thoroughly. 1 had
been working for two days with poor success:
trade had been quicet, and it was difticult to
get any customers. | felt somewhat down-
hearted because my counter had been idle
for some time. A customer making his ap-
pearance 1 tried my utmost to cffect a sale,
but do what I might 1 could not please the
man. Everything was ecither too light or
too dark, and if the colour was selected for
his satisfaction the ‘quality® was not what
he desired. I have a quick temper and at
times during the transaction 1 felt that 1
could strangle the customer, hut I quickly
curhed my temper and went at him tooth
and aail. 1 felt that my reputation as a
salesman was at stake and it was a ques-
tion to conquer or to be conguered. At last
I made the sale, and wath it came a great
satisfaction, but 1 was not done with the wan
vet. | wanted to sell him more, He said
somethmy about sending his wife around to
look at some dress goods. 1 promised to
send samples of new patterns as they ar-
rivett.  “The customer thanked me and said :

“*1t has taken you a long time to scll me
a few goods. Are all your customers as hard
to please as 127

“*1t 1akes some customers but ashort time
to make their sclections, while others wish
to go lower; we are bound to please them
all) I answered.

“*Does it pay your house to devote so
much time to so small asale?? hie inquired
again.

“*Yes,' 1 replied, *1 have taken pans to
give you what you want. I know that you
will find the goods as I say. You will have

confidence and come again, and the next.

time it will not take so long.’

“After getting his package he walked out
of thestore. [n three days I miiled samples
of the new dress goods to his wife, and the
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circumstance passed entirely out of my
mund.  In about & month 1 was transferred
to another counter and received aslight ad-
vance in wages,  Much to my astonishment,
1 was taken anay from this department after
only a month or six weeks' trial and placed
in another position. [ counld not believe that
1 was not giving satisfaction, because with
each change an increase of wages was made.
One morning | was informed that Mr. B
wished to sce me. 1 went to the office with
surprisc and some fear. 1 was more sur
prised when 1 saw sitting beside my em-
ployer my customer of a few months back.
He proved 1o be the moneyed partner of
the concein, whose other business interests
kept him away from the dry goods store
almost entirely and he was known to but few
of his employecs, although he knew that 1
was it new man as soon as he saw me, and
thought to sce what metal 1 was made of.
‘That he was satisfied is proved by making
me buyer of the several departments where
1 sold goods. My prosperity began with the
tough customer, and now [ thank goodness
that 1 got him and that 1 did not show my
disposition to strangle him.” [Economist.

HOW TO INCREASE YOUR WAGES.

Every thinker knows that the man who
would succeed must do more work than he
wets paid for, in every profession and trade.
We take it for granted that the man who will
do only $20 worth of work a week because
his salary is but $20 will never get more than
$20 a week, for the simple reason that he has
never shown his employer that he is worth
more. We figure it that an employee who
means to succeed has to do from ten to
twenty per cent. more work than he gets
actual pay for. This he has to do until he
1caches a certain point, and having reached
that point, he will find that by as much as
his income bas increased by so much has the
demand for amount and intensity of his
labor diminished. To put this theory into

figures, we will say that a boy 1eceiving $3a
week ~hould do §§ worth of work ; the hoy
receiving $35 a week should do §7 worth of
work s when he get- 1o be a manand receives
$20 a week, he should do $30 worth of work ¢
a man receiving $30 should do $40 worth of
work, and so on until, say, the salary reaches
$75, and then the labourer can give himself
somewhat of a rest, that is to say, about $50
worth of work will satisty his employer.
Labour brings its market value, and is seldom
overpaid, oftener underpaid. 1t is the expe-
rience~ the “know how "—that brings the
money. -{ Philadelphia Ledger.

FEWER COMPROMISES.

The ayitation going on among the retail
and wholesale merchants of Ontario, and for
that matter of the entire Province. for the
past year or so against indiscriminate com-
promises has borne more fruit than many in
the trade imagine.  Mr. Kuox, chairman of
the Merchants’ Convention, pointed out this
fact during the discussion on the question.
Three years ago he explamed that almost
anyone could get & compromise. Nonc of
the creditors ever thought of wgmnng mto
the justice of sigmng a composition. They
were all glad to get out of the trouble as
quickly as possible. Now matters were very
diffcrent.  Each creditor, before agreeing to
@ compromise, generally looked into all the
circumstances. If he found that the appli-
cant had cndeavored to do an honorable and
upright business, and was bkely to succeed
if allowed 10 resume, he was willing to comn-
promise.  1f, on the other hand, 1t was shown
that he was an habitual cutter of prices, and
allowed neither his neighbors or lmself to
make a profit, or was not a man who was
likely to succeed, a compronnse was generally
refused.  As a result, dunng the past few
months, a number of such men were driven
out of business, much to the benefit of the
general trade.  The agitanon should be kept
up. Rectilers should refuse to deal with

wholesale houses who agreed 1o compromise
with any but deserving applicants, There
would then be fewer farlures and less reckless
cutting done i the retail trade.

1s already 21 vast over production is, that * he
is carrying coals to Newceastle.” but that
would be insipid in this instance.  One who
would attempt to furnish a description of a
“drummer ™ to an audicnce of retail grocers
would more closely resemble an individual

MARKET REPORT.

Trade during the past month has beew
fairly active. The, principal excitement
has been over the remarkable drop in the
price of iodides, owing to some tronble in
the combination. The prices have dropped
50 per cent. lodide of potash has been
so0ld as low as $2 per 1b . mostly for forward
delivery, as very little stacks were held in
Canada when the drop took plice. For
the last few days prices have been stiffen-
ing, until they have resumed their old
figure, and is worth to-day #3.50 to ¥3.75
per 1b, JIodine, resub, has been sold as
low as #3, and iodoform as low as £4.80.
but these and all the other preparations
have gone back to old prices, and prospects
are that they will stay there. Cascara
Sagrada, as we predicted, has gone back
to old prices. Balsam Canada, firmer.
Balsam Copaita is lower, owing to new
stocks coming in.  Chamomiles firmer,
owing to the reports that rain has spoiled
the second gathering. Honey is liable fo
be high this fall ; crop small. Opium—
the report of short crop is confirmed : the
market is firm. Citric and Tartavic acid
still keep low. Camphor still advancing.
Morphia—some makers have already ad-
vanced their prices : market firm. Mer-
curials are all higher.
