PresineNT HaRrrisox has submitted to the
United States Senate for ratification an act relative
to the suppression of the slave and rum traffic in
Africa.

Among these representatives
aro found the Shah of Persia, the Sultan of Zanzi-
bar, the Sultan of Turkey, necatly all the European
sovereigns, and the President of the United States.
If this act is enforced it will be a glorions thing for
Africa—for then firoarms and the liquor traflic,
with its heartronding esnd soul-destroying evils
would be virtually abolished and tho slave trade a
thing of the past. For tho suppression of these
things it is proposed to establish an International
agency at Zapzibar, to construct roads and rail-
waya, and at different parts in the interior of the
country to establish atrongly forlified outposts.

It never atrengthens the hands of the pastor
for a chutch member to yo home and pick flaws in
a faithful sermun or to dissipate its influence by
trifling conversation.

For their
support and convenience he has in operation stores
of vartous kinds, at which they obtain the necessary
articles of living at a low, if not lower than, cur-
rent prices. Somo time ago one of the men too’
sick, and as weck after week passed away the wifo

labored and toiled to keep want away from the
door, hoping that her husband would soon be woll
again—but all to no purpose; the husband grew
worse, the bill at the storo grow largor each weok,
until ono day the head clerk at tho store said, “‘We
can’t let you have any more on oredit.” What to
do sho scarcely know, but at the last, driven by tho
straitened surroundings, she made up her mind
to go direct to the *“ boss” himself, and, though a
stranger, explain to him the whole affair. Some-
what timidly she approached and laid before him
tho facts of her husband's sicknass, her own efforts
and hope of his recovery, and that at the store
further credit was refused. He listoned to hor
attontively, and at the conclusion said, ** Come
with me,"” and, going to the store, said to the clerk,
Did you refuse this woman credit? Yes, sir, said
the clerk. On what ground? Because already
sho owes a little over $200.00 with but little pro-
spects of ever payingit. Let me see the account
said the head of affairs, and after looking over it
took up a pen and, dipping it in red ink, drew it
twico across the page and said to the clerk, give
her all she wants,

What a lesson there is the foregoing. Our debt
to God is more than we can pay, and atill we need
more from Him, Let us go to Hira, acknowlodge
our indebtedness and ask Him to help us, and Ho
will cancel the past and give us all we need,

Tur Missionary Weekly has, in the following,
words of truth and soberness, and should help us
to see the folly, yea, the sinfulness of adopting

names not sanctioned by ¢ Holy Writ.” To call
religiously ourselves by any other name than God's
word doth allow is to follow in the footsteps of the
Corinthians, ¢ I am of Paul, and I of Apollas, and
I of Cephas’—a course so emphatically denounced
by the Apostle Paul:

An important step toward Christian union would
be takea if all who love the Lord Jesus should
drop sectarian names and wear only the name of
their Master. Party names breed division, engen-
der strifs, and keep apart many who otherwise
would be united. Why is it necessary after con-
verting o heathon to label him with a denomina-
tional name? Why baptize a Mohammedan into
the name of Christ, and then call him & Lutheran?
Why n.arry a disciple of Confucius to the Heavenly
Bridegroom, and then ask him to take the name of
Calvin? Why tell a poor Hindoo that Christ died
for him, and when he accepts Chriat as his Saviour
require him to say: I em of Wesloy?”’

?J'ohn Bunyan is said to have made this remark :
#Aud since you would know by what name I would
be distingunished from others, I toll you I would be,
and I am, a Christian, and choose, if God should
count me worthy, to be called a Christian, a bo-
lievor, or such name as the Holy Spirit approves;
and as for these titles—Anabaptist, Independent,
Dresbyterian, or the like—I conclude that they
came neither from Jorusalem nor from Autioch,
but from Babylon, for they certaiuly tend to
divisions. You may know them by their fruits.”

Q. 1 Please explain tho following passages ¢f
Scripture: I, Cor. xxiv:34-35, and L. Tim. ii:11.

2. I Tim. v:19-20.

A. 1. From all that wo can learn of the circum-
stances which called forth those Seriptures, it would
appear that some women had taken advantago of
tho liberty of the gospel, and had violated a custom
of long standing among the Jews, that the womun
should be silent in their assomblies, and not ask
questions and make objections at any stage of the
meoting as tho men wero permitted to do, TFor a
woman to do this was considored disorderly. Hence
tho words in tho Scripture under considoration:
“ For it is a shame for a woman to epeak in the
church.” That this kind of spuaking is hore meant
is plain from the instruction given that if there was
aoything they wirhed to learn, *¢ Lot thom ask their
husbands at home.”

That thess Scriptures refer to the then oxisting
circumstances, and were nover intended to
prohibit women participating in the worship by
praying, and ‘‘speaking to edification and com-
fort” is ovidont from the fact that God by tho
prophet Joel predicted that they wonld do this vory
thing. In Acts ii:17 Petor applies this prophesy
to the guspel dispensation. And that the womon
did prophesy is also evident from the instruction
given inI. Cor. xxi:b as to their personal appearance
while thus engaged. To prophecy, according to
Paul's definition, I. Cor. xxiv:3, is to *‘Speak
uanto men to edification and exhortation and com-
fort.”

It would bs difficult to accept such an explana-
tion of these Scriptures as would lead us to con-
clude that, while God had on the one hand given
somo women the gift of prophecy — to *‘speak t»
edification and exhortation ’ — He would, on the
other hand, forbid her excrcising this gift.

A. 2, Ordinerily a charge agaipst any one might
be entertained without a plurality of witnesses; but
not so with an elder. For the more faithfully he
discharged his duty— ¢ To oxhort and convince the
rainsayers ” — the more exposed he would be tuv
vexatious and false accusations. Ior this reason
it was important that he should have this protec-
tion, that a charge against him should not be enter-
tained unless sustained by two or three competent
witnesses. But let any who are thus shown to be
guilty of any sin be rebuked bofore all the church
¢ that others may fear,”

I had seen
such things in my own country years ago, but not
in recent years, Falsehoods.and misrepresenta-
tions were quietly circulated to the injury of our
work. But notwithstanding all these things we
had a good meeting.

The visible results were: Additions by baptism,
4; restoration, 3; from the Baptists, 1. I remained
at Westport until the 9th, and came to Tiverton,
where I am in a meeting with Bro. DeVoe, the
pastor.  Bruther DeVoe eonjoys the confidence
and love of his congregation, which he has served
for more than three years, With less than two
week's work there have been added to the church
here: By letters, 2; by restoraticn, 4; by baptism,
1; from Free Will Baptista, 3. Total, 10. The
one baptized was a man in his seventieth year.
He had often resolved to obay Christ, but put it
off uutil the decline of life. It cost him no little
struggle to come out and confess Christ; but he
conquered and came. He has but a few days to
sorve tho Master on earth, but we hopo they may
be days of good and faithful servico, He has lost
much of heavenly enjoyments in this life — much
of peace and comfort which only Gud can give;
but nur prayers are that he shall be ¢ filled with all
the fullness of God.” We expeot further reaults
from our moeting here,
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Aftor my leaving Westport Bro. Covke con.
tinued the meotings, and reports one restored, and
the interest good.

The harvesi is very groat but tho laborors are
fow, Calls aro coming from all quarters for meot-
ings. Bo pationt, brethren. I am only one
ovangelist in a very large fiold. Let all oultivate
love — love for the world, love for one another,
and love for God — and work and pray, and Cod
will bless tho labors of our hands.

DEDICATION AT BOWMANVILLE,

The 22ud of February will forever remain a rod
lotter day in the history of this congrogation.
Our church dedication — the long looked for
evont, tho parent of anxicties, tho occasion of
heart-folt prayors, has come and gone, and once
more wo sottle down to the monotony of every day
lifs. Church dedications have been so raro among
the Disciples in Ontario that when they come they
recoive tho appreciation of pure gold. They are
good in a great many ways. They toach many

lessons. This one has taught us the lescon of
doing as never before, We can do great things if
wo will, Wo caun never do anything as long as we

are under that impression. When Christiar s with
splendid opportunities for doing good ave glum,
despondent and continually deploring their in-
ability, the devil is having a grand jubilee. When
we act thus we could not please him better had we
enl.sted in his sorvice instead of God’s. All the
time spent in looking at the durk side of things
should bo utilized in doing guod for the Master,
because all the repining in tho world cannot add
one farthing to our tteasures either in heaven or
on earth. A stream cannot rise higher than its
source, 80 we can never rise higher than our ideal;
and if our ideal consists of can't, impossible, and like
expressions we will live in thesoverest harmony with
it. Too many churches aro on tho uegative side of
religion; they are trying to draw warmth from the
frigid zone, I read a few days ago of some ex-
plorers who were planning an expedition to the
north pole, I have seen a few churches in my

,time which, if these adventurers saw, they would

conclude that thoy were as near the object of their
search as was desirable to be. Let us wake up,
and if we aro just as active as we are now listless
we aseon will find ourselves on the highway of suc-
cesa, Splendid opportunities are strown about on
every hand, Let us make them living deeds.
Romember that all the ammunition on the feld of
Waterloo would never have harmed a single soul
had there been n> ore courageous enough to use it.
The Israelites might have had a million rams’
horns, but the walls of Jericho would never have
fallen had no one blown them. So we havo great
opportunities, but they will profit us nothing un-
leas we 8¢ them.

But 1 will not moralize more, but proceed to

give briefly the history of the cause here and an |

account of the dedication. Our orgaunization has
been in this place for more than half a century;
but as to anything definite we have no records,
and there are nonu now living who can give us
information beyond thirty-f o years. Bro.Camp-
bell, Bro. Ben, Franklin, and Bro, Lord have
preached here, but the work was given permanency
chiefly through the labors of Bro. Lord. Our
growth has not been phenomensl; but the stability
of the church, together with its influenco, have
compensated for our lack of numbors. Three
churches have marked advances made; and the
fourth and last marks the most prosperous period
in the history of tho church, Tho building of our
present edifico was undertaken from a sonse of
duty; the fact is, the new church was demanded

becamo wo had outgroewa tho old, and a change
became a necessity. The work was undertaken
with fear and trembling and wuch opposition.
All at once some soemed to lose what littlo money
thoy had. It is surprising how rich some people
got at olection times, and how poor whou thore is
anything to be spent for the advancement of
Ohriat's canee, However, the enterprise was
atarted, and liko uvery other had its perils; but we
know that failure was impossible while all the
belpful promises were in God’s word. DBrethren,
those promises are still thore and backed by them
wo are suro to win. To-day wo have as fine a
house of worship as can be found among the Dis-
ciples in Ontario, with very fow excoptiona. In
stylo it is of moderr. architecture, built of brick,
and presents o very plessing appearance. The
auditoriutn has a seating capacity of about threo
kundred, though for the present about two hun.
dred and tweonty chairs upholstered in plush have
been put in. We have a fine baptistry with ap-
psratus for heating tho water attached. The
space in front of the baptistry is enclosed by
elegant curtains of c¢rimson velvet; but to be
understood and appreciated this arrangement must
so seen, The pulpit and its fixtures are in keeping
with tho artistic taste displayed throughout the
wotk, There are two large dressing rooms and
preachor’s study. There is alao a place for a choir,
as we have no militia stativned at Bowmaaville
and only one policoeman it has been thought best to
do without a choir fo1 tho present. The building is
heated by furnace and lighted by oleetricity, The
windows aro of leaded glass. The basemont will bo
comploted in a fow deys. It contains clags rooms,
kitchon, ote. The total cost of the entire work
will be about §7,000, of which amount £3,500 has
beon raised by subscription before and during the
time the work was in prograsa.

The day sot apart for the opening smiled prop-
tiously. Everything was in readiness. Many of
our brothren from a distance favored us with their
presence, Among our preaching brethren we were
glad to welcome Bro. Jobn Munro, of West Toronto-
Junction, and Bro. Donald Munro, of the Canadian
Evangelist. By provious arrangement Bro, F. 1.
Raines, of the Christian Standard, was with us.
We onght to have a host of men like him in Canada.
He is oarnest, aggressive and full of enthusiasm.
You ure not in his company long before you realize
how little you have done and how much there is
to do. A houso crowded to the doors greeted him
while ho spuke on the words of Jacob: This is
none other but the house of God and this is the
yato of heaven. 1t was an interestiug as well as
an appropriate discourse. At its closo an appeal’
was made and the brethren responded with such
liberality that thoy astonished themselves. On
the Saturday before a groat many said that the
dobt conld not be paid whilo a few said it could,
and with that end in view the few went to work.
One brother contributed altogether $800, while
many others gave $200, and oihers lezs, In all
about 82,000 was raised. In the afternoon a plat-
form meeting was held at which Rov, Magee Pratt,
Congregationalist, and Rev. R. D. Fraser took
part and gave us encouragiug words, Of course,
there were a fow things said which, when looked at
from our point of view, were not exactly orthedox,
but this only shows us kow much there is yet to
to bo taught and learned. Bro. John Munro also
made some telling remarks. At the closo of this
meeting wo colobrated the Saviour’s death, and it
seemed that he was not far from ns. At night a
crowded houso assembled and hundreds were
turned away. Bro. Rains discoursed on the
parable of the mustard seed. Another appenl
was mado aud the remaining $1,600 was raised,
making in all $3,500, sufficient to cancol the entire
debt. This was ono of best features of the meet-
ing, It is a proof to every Disciple of what can

be done if we will only g0 to work, Lot us bo as
carnest in the Maater’s rorvico as wo aro abont the
affairs of life. If we would mnke religion our
business instead of business our religion the devil
would bo forced to make an assignment. Lot ua not
forget that the fulfilling of our obligations to God
is the only payment of a debt that really makes us
rich, and that we never do onr best for God until
we do our all,

Bro. Rains preached on Blonday night, and left on
the 8:30 train for Cincinnati, We are profoundly
thankful to our Heavonly Father for what has been
done, and may we show our thunks by more faith-
ful work in the future than ever before.

Ido not think I ever held
ameoting when circumstances seamed sounfavorable
as thoy appeared at this inceting. Sickness, stormy
weather, bad roads, opposition from sectarians, and
many other things scemed to almost discourage us
fromn making the attempt. But the rosult of the
meeting shows huw God can work with ns if wo
are ouly faithful, and determined to do His Will.
Sometimes we got very much discouraged when
opposition rages fiercely, and then we wait until a
moro favorable time to do what ought to bo done
now., The mau who succoeds is the man who gains
ground oven whon opposed; who makes hoadway
when the wind and current are ahead. All men can
go with the wind and tide. The fow who succeed
in lite are tho ones who make hoadway against all
opposition, Souls arae perishing. Time, whether
fine or stormy, waits not. If we would work for
the Master we will try to save some in the stormy
timea as well as in the fine, .

Come, brother preachers, saffer tho word of
exhortation, Start a meeting somewhere in your
locality. It may storm three nights out of the
seven, but if you have four good meetings and get
some of the church members in earnest, and have
three or four additions, you will be thankful, and
feel repaid for your effort, which would not be the
caso if you had not tricd the meetings.

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THE TWO COMMEMORATIVE INSTIZTU-
TIONS OF THE NEW TESTAMENT,
THE LORD'S SUPPER AND THE LORD'S DAY,

A dizcoursa delivered by the editor at the opening of the
Christian meeting houso in Charlottetown,

‘ For as often as yé eat this bread and drink this cup yedo
show the Lord's death untfl Ho come." — 1. Con. XX1:11,

Momory is an oxtraordinary faculty of the
human mind. Itis a tablet on which can bo in-
scribed ten thousand times ten thousand imoges,
ideas and words without in the least impairing the
original back ground.

Commemorative institutions are intendoed to im-
press upou the memory signs of past ovents, to
presorve these events from oblivion and to cor-
roborate their history to future ages and gonera-
tions.

When the Lord designed that Israel should in
future ages romembor that their nation was de-
livered from Egyptian bondage, and their firat-born
from death by killing the pascal lamb and sprinkling
its blood on their door posts, he commanded them
to observe tho feast of tho Passover from year to
year.

The testimony of Zwo witnessos is sufficient in all
law human and divine, and in order that our faith
in the death and resurrection of Christ might rest
secure, (God has vouchsafed to us both written and
commemorative testimony of theso great events.
He saves those who bolieve in the death aad resur-
rection of His beloved Son aund accopt of Jesus;
and Bo has ordained that these events should be
clearly written in the Now Testiment and com-
memorated till the end of time, ono by the Lord’s
supper, the other by the Lourd’s day. Along with
the gospel is a commemorative feast and a com-
memorative day. These are to be kept by Chris-
tiavs, one by the positive command of Christ, the
other by the approved example of His disciples.
To a consideration of these two institutions I in-
vito your attention to-day.

We will speak of the first day of the weck, called
the Lord’s day. And I would here remark that
nature has sundry divisions of time, It has daily,
monthly and and yearly divisions, but it has no
weekly division. Art has its Jivisions of hours,
minutes and seconds but no weekly division. It

ig neither natural nor artificial but spiritual.

There is nothing in nature or in art to suggest why
one day should be kept differently from the other
six. If this is to be done at all it must be by the
positive command of -God.

God commanded the Jews to work six days and
to rest on the seventh because Ho had created all
things in six days and rested on tho seventh from
all his work. Tt was His Sabbath and must be the
Sabbath of Tsrael throughout their generations
Every time the day came round it corroborated the
written history of creation. It was a commemo-
rative day set apart by God, Neither the Jows
nor surrounding nations could find any natural
reason for its observance; but it was the
Lord’s Sabbath, telling all that Jsracl's God
was the Creator of the onds of the earth;
lience the monumental charactor of the seventh
day. Our Lord was a Jew and atrictly kept
the Sabbath until He finished it, whon He rested
from all His work in the cold grave of tho Arama-
thian councillor. When the Sabbath was past and
the first day of the weck began to dawn He loft
the grave forever, walked out to begin a life of
activity and glory which would never end. He
met His disciples, turned their aorrow into a joy that

no man could take from them, and they were be-

gotton again into a hope of life by His reaurroction
from the death,

Wo learn that the disciples mot together on
the first day of the week ond for worship,
for the doors wore shut to provent Jewish
assault, Wo learn that Jesus had proviously
told them to meot (Mark xxvi:7), and we
concluded that He appointed the day as well as
tho place for this meoting. If so, which is hizhly
probable, then Jesus had told them before His
doath to meet Him on tho first day of the weok;
and although they did not oxpect to gue Him alive,
vet thoy had such loving respect for their cruoified
Mastor thoy would obey this command rogardless
of Jowish rage.

It is certain thoy did meot togothor on this and
tho following first days, and that Jesvs approved of
theso meotings and met with thom, although there
is nothing said of thoir meeting on any other day
than on His rising day.

The approved example of Christ’s disciples is
our authority for mooting to worship the Saviour
on this day, and to honor His Divine Majesty and
to expect and enjoy His blessed approval.

It was on the firat day of the week tho disciples
woro togoether praying and waiting for the promises
of the Father, and the Boly Spirit came from
heaven, filled the apostles, and they began with
great power to gather thousands into the fold of
God. And it was on the first day that the disciples
meot to break bread at Troas. It is the only day of
the week since Jesus rose that is mentioned in con-
nection with Christian practice or worship, all
showing that it is the Lord’s day, and to be devoted
to His service.

The Jewish religion had its annual and tri-annual
worship. It also had its duily, weekly and monthly
observances, its seven years and fifty years divi-
sions of time, Christianity has only its weekly
public worship. The Jewish religion was national
and largely natural, and somewhat conformed to
nsture. DBnut the religion of Christ is spiritual.
In this, as in other things, we have first that which
is natural, afterwards that which is spiritual.
Christians are kings and priests to God, and they
can rejoice evermore, pray without ceasing and in
everything give thanks; but thoy have neither
yoarly nor monthly public worship. Only weekly
worship is onjoined by Christ.

History abundantly testifies that the first day of
the week was observed by Christians until the law
kept that day free from secular business, Wherevar
tho Biblo and civilization go that law whien pro-
tects the Lord’s day goes with them.

1f we ask why steamers, railroads and factories
which wore all astir for the last six days aro so still
to-day, the answer cannot be: Becavse God rested
to-duy from all His work. On the first day He
began to create and it cannot celebrate His rest.

Ask the infidel who owns a large factory: Why
is all your machinery still to-day? His answer is:
Tho law commands us to stop to-day. Bnt why
was such a lawimado? Ho roplies: ‘It is said that
Jesus Christ roso from the dead to-day, but it is
a fiction; He nover rose.” I ask him if he ever
knew & day kept through the centuries and the
milleniums to commemorate a fiction, and he is
silent, No monument was ever built to celebrate
tho famo of a man who never lived or a battle
which was never fought, although both may be
greatly exaggerated.. What proof has the infidel
that Jesus did not rise? Tho best history of the
times says Hec did. Tho most dotermined vigilanco
of the Jowish nation,with the mightypower of Rome
to assist, could not find His dead body. Those who
saw Him after His resurrcction and suffered and
died for seying so, declared it true, and this day
commemorates it.

The Britieh nation is the strictest on ocarth to
keop the Lord's day. Is it because this nation is

the weakeat, most ignorant, superstitious and

despotic on earth? Who will so affirm? Wherever
her armies go light and civilization follow.
Whorever hor banuer floats each subject, be ho
prince or boggar, has perfect liberty of conscience
and full protection in all rivil and religions mat-
tors.

But it may bo asked: ¢ Isnot that law tyrannioal
which requires men whother willing or not to wor-
ship on this day 1" Tho answer is: The British law
does not compel men to worship against their will
on this day. No just law does this. But it pro-
tects those who wish to worship God this day.
Society is 8o constructed that Christians could not
meot for worship on this day without the law pro-
tecting it; and it says to all, “ Stop your business
and allow Christ’s followers to celebrate His rising
day.”

God’s vord declares that there is a time coming
whon every knee shall bow to Christ and every
tonguo shall confess that Ho is Lord to tho glory of
God and He scoms to foreshadow that time by what
we new seo and hear, Every letter wo receive, every
messago and overy paper or document of any kind
is useless without i1 is dated, and all dates from A.
D., the year our Lord. No business can be car-
ried on without A, D, All literature is useless
without it. The Creator and Ruler of the univerae
is thus proclaiming to onr raco ‘hat His dear Son
was born in the time and place that His prophets
had foroteld.

It atings infidels to tho heart to be continually
reading and writing ¢ the year of our Lord,” and so
far acknowledging Jesus as Lord, Jn the French
revolution thoy invented the habit of dating from
another ovent, and struggled hard to have A. D.
expunged from the world's literature. But after a
desprrate attempt they failed, and the year of our
Lord 1.ngs through all civilization and proclaims the
Saviour's birth. The same is true of the Lord’s
day. It preclaims to all men that the same Lord
who was born in Bethlehem so many years ago and
led a pure and perfect life and died on the cross,
rose on this day by the mighty power of God.
And while He protects this day for His people to
worship Him, He aleo affords others the privilege
of hearing the gospel that they might be saved bty
faith in Christ Jesus. Who can describe the bless-
ings bestowed ov men by this day or the happiness
of thoso who spend it in the true worship of God,
aud in active labors to spread the knowledge of the
Son of God among the lost, until Ho calls them to
the rest that remaineth fcr the people of God.

In our dsy meu aro laboring in different places
to abolish the ubservance of the Liord's day. This
is not done in reality so much for temporal ad-
vantago, because men need s rest from care and
labor, but it is dono to oppose Christ and His
Father. In some instances they seem successful,
ard got laws to snit their mad attempts to *‘ break
their bands asunder and to cust away their cords
from them.” But their triwmphs will be short.
*“Ho that sitteth in the heavenys shall laugh; the
Lord shall havo them in derision.” He will exzalt
His own King and exhibit the malice and weakness
of his enemiecs. This day remains, and will romain
to the end of time, pyoclaiming to all that God-has
raised His Son from the dead.

CHURCH GROWTH.

This is & very important subject, lknox I am
not able to write upon it as it demands, but from
personal obscrvation I sce a necessity for our
brethren to take this matter deeply into considera-
tion. Itis a question that affects our success as'a
distinctive people, and if we want to make our-
selves folt as a Christian body we wust build up
our churches, Some one thinks the answer aisiple
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enough and unthinkingly roplies, * Place an
ovangolist—an enthusiastic preacher—over your
congregation and he will build up your church.
While I admit much depends upon the miniator,
yot I do not amcribe to him undve powers. In
fast 1 believe too much in many cases is expected
from him. It is too often believed, evon by our
people, that if any good work is to bo done the
minister must do it, If a truant soul is to bo re-
claimed the minister must do it, Ho must do all.
He is the hauds, head and heart of the whole
churck, Upon the result of his work does the
church stand or fall, and in him is embodied sufii-
ciont of the Christian graces for cach individnal
member. Can a church grow whilst it is in this
stato 7 Is it possible, even for an energetic and
enthusiastic winister, to cause a church to grow if
the mombers are “‘acarce half alive, dead more than
half 7 What, then, is required is real, live work
by each individual member. The minister must
not beto the church as & loccmotive carrying a
dead weight, but as a fire brand applied to tho dry
grass of the prairie. Let him preach the quicken-
ing Gospel to a truth-seeking people ready to obey
every call of the Master, When the members in-
dividually feel themselves responsible to Gud for
tho spread of the Gospel, then thers is sot in
motion a power which, guided by the Spirit, will
surely pull down the strongholds of Satan aud sub-
stitute the impregnable towers of Zion.

Another important factor in the upbuilding of
the church is Christian unity. Nute the unity and
love existing amongst the tirat converts, They had
all things common. What one had was another’s,
and whou they met together it was with ‘*one
accord.” Brotherly love 18 tho growing principle
of the Christiau church. See the parable of the
vine, John xv. 5. I am the vine, yeare the branches.
If we are the branches and receive cur life from a
common vine, 4. e., from Chriat, should we not all
have one life and aspiration, viz., to bear fruit
worthy of our true head. Oh! that we wbo have
named the name of Christ and profess to have been
engrafted by the word of God into the true vine
would rationally view our connection with Christ.
Self would be lost sight of entirely in the desire to
work for tho Master and implant within the heart
of our dying friends the word of life and Gospel of
liberty.

WHAT SHALL I DO WITH JESUS?

Pilate saith unto them, What shall I do then with Jesus
which {3 called Christ ?—MATT, XXVIX:22

This now becomes a personal matter with each
and overy one of us, It is a — yes, I might say the
living issue of the day. We meet this question,
and it must be answered in one way or another.
This question is one of vast importance. Our
destiny for time and eternity depends upon our
action in this matter. Many questions are coming
before us from day to day as to what occunation
weo shall follow, where shall we live, what position
shall we take in regard tc this society or order,
secular or roligious; these are minor matters whon
corpared with the one great matter as to what dis-
posal we shall make concerning God's dear Son.
Lot us look at this question first as it presonted
itself to Pilate. There were conflicting interests
to bo taken into tho account as to the decision to
bo made. Pilato was s Roman governor. The
Jows wore at that timo tributary to the Reman
government, and although they were allowed many
privileges as to carrying out their own peculiar
laws concerning their religion, the powor of passing
the death penalty was reserved to tho Romans.

Josus wag born in Rothlehew, and at his birth the
angelio host appeared on the plains to the shophords
there, and thoy saug Glory to God in tho Highest,
peaco on earth and good will to man. Hoe lived
with his paronts until ho was thirty years of age,
und the divine record says, He was subject unto
thom. When he came to bo about the age of
thirty years he camn to John, who had been for a
time preaching to and haptizing the peoplo, thus
preparing them fur the advent of the Messiah.
Jesus requested baptism at tho hands of John.
This was necessary, as he came to do the will of
the Father, and John was sent by the Father to
baptize the pouple, In connection with this act
the Spirit descended upon him, and with a voice
from above Goud the Father declared him to be his
Son,

In the history of his life, given by four men, wo
have a continuous story of love to man. Hoe in
various ways alleviated the sufferings of humanity.
Bow many hoarts wore gladdened by Him! Was
he at the marriage feast, then, in the time of their
noed Be mudoe wine for them as pure and as
harmless as the water from which it was made.
Were they gathered around Hum in the mountain,
then He brought bofore them the most beautiful
precopts and the purest of teaching; and although
thore wus nothing harsh or discordant in all that
he said, yot Ho taught them as one having &u-
thority. Was it the Centurion’s servant was sick
of the palsy, Peter's wafe’s mother sick of o fever,
a man kept among the tombs by evil spirits, a blind
man sitting by the wayside, the impotent man by
the puul, or was it a deaf man with an impediment
in his speech? He exerted His divine authority for
the benefit of every une who came to him, He
was in sympathy with humanity, for He was born
of a woman. When He met the procession at Nain
and beheld the heart-broken mother as she fol-
lowed her unly sun to the grave, the sorrowing heart
of the widow touched hiwm, and He made the
widow's heart leap fur joy by giving back to her
tho son of her love. When He saw the sorrow that
filled the hearts of the sisters of Lazarus Jesus
wopt; but He did more than this, Ho restored to
them their brother. But time would fail me to
follow out this line. Ho was always ready to bs-
stow blessings. He wever did an unkind act nor
passed by a caso of sufferiug and want. He was
the man without a fault. The multitudes followed
him and hung upon His words. The religious peo-
ple of the day were muved with envy, for they saw
that they were losing their power over the people,
and they laid aside their differences in order
that they might destroy the power of Jesus,
They commuaicate with one who followed Christ
—one who carried tho bag, and who had more
thought as to what it contained than of the
poor who might be relieved by what it con-
tained, This traitor knew the place where, in
the hour of darkness, the Saviour communed with
the Father, and for thirty pieces of silver led a
maddened mob to His midnight retreat. Jesus is
led before the council. False witnesses are called.
Their testimony docs not agres, and they ave likely
to fail in their object till they extort from His own
lips the confession, which they pronounce blas-
phemy. Thoy decide that He is worthy of death.
It was now necessary that thoy should go to Pilate,
The examination is begun and carried forward with
vigor, Pilate listened to tho testimony. He has
heard all that they had to say. They had proved
nothing. He knew that for envy they had de-
livored him, ani ho declares that He was a just
person. VPilate had to ask the people after he had
heard all their testimony, \WWhy what evil hath He
done! Pilate also declared, I find no fault in this
man. Ho had also the judgment of Horod in this
mattor, and it syreed with his own. Pilate was
satisfiod that Jesus was innocent. What should
he have done? What should any judge have done

vith & just man, with n man that he knew hud heen
delivered for envy, with a mau that he declured to be
innocent, a8 man in whom le fouud no fault at all f
Should ho have beon in doubt as to his sentence?
Simply soeking for a right course he would never
have asked such a question. He had sought the
judguent of Herod, snd he having examined him,
found no cause of death in him; and now to whom
does he go for advico? To amob! To tho very
persons whom he konow were motred by envy in
bringing an innecent person before him. What a
place to go for advice in the matter! Again, wo
usk, What should he have done? Every honest,
every right-thinking porson is ready to answer.
Why did Pilate ask advice, and especially of the
enemies of Jesus? Sume uurighteous motive must
have been at work. Pilate had an office. He was
under authority; but, like tvo many in the present
day, he thought more of tho benefits of office than
of justice, truth and 1iighteousncss. THe waa
threatened with an accusation before the king.
He had wished to release Jesus, but ho was
threatencd with an accusation. ** If you let this
man go you aro not Cwmsar’s friend.” An un-
righteous motive, a sordid deswre actuated him in
the course he pursued.

But now, dear reader, having looked at this
mattor, and having decided in our minds, as I
think we have done, what Pilate should have dune,
how will it be when we bring the matter home %o
ourselves 7 You know it is often easier to decide
for others than for ourcelves. If wo have not fully
decided this question, and are not taking a righteous
courso in this matter, let us individully ask, What
shall I do with Jesus? Right here one word of
advice: Do not go to the enemies of Jesus for advice,
fur they will try to influouce you as they did Pilate;
and if they can make you believe that it will en-
danger your pocket, or cause you to lose some
position, or turn some man against you, they
will do it. Be careful, for the fear of man
bringeth a snare. Look at the matter honestly.
Take tho revelation that God has given of His Son.
Study it faithfully and you will find that all { have
said of Him in this writing is true, and very much
moro. He left heaven, with all its riches and
glories, and came to earth to save tho loat, to save
youw. ‘To accomplish this work He became a man
of sorrows; and acquainted with zrief, and being
found in fashion as a man, He became obedient
unto death, even the doath of the cross, wherefore
God hath highly exalted Him, and hath given Him
a namo that is ubove every name. Look at Bim,
the Pure, Holy, Loving Jesus! See Him lay dowan
His life for you! O, what love! And now, what
does He ask of you? Behold I stand at the door
and knock; if any man will open unto me I will
cowe in unto him and sup with him and he with
Me. Como unto Me all ye that labor and are heavy
laden and I will give you rest—rest for your
souls. Let him that heareth say come, Lat
him that is athirst come. And whosoever will
let him take the water of life freely, With the as-
surance we have of His ability to save in connec-
tion with the great manifestation of His love, and
the sweet and loving pleadings in His many invita-
tions. With all this before you, the quastion comes
to you afresh, What shall I do with Jesus. Now,
if you will uso the same honesty that you have used
in deciding the question for Pilato you will not
find any difficulty. But if, on the contrary, you
consult with the enemies of Jesus, as did Pilate,
you will sce many difficultics in your way. When
I was a young man this question pressed itsolf upon
me, and from time to time I would dismiss it.
Sometiries the love of wordly pleasures would
affect my decision; at other times I would consider
my separation from old associatos. But I kept
looking at Jesus until I was satisfied that He was
my best friend. What did I do? I opened my
heart to Him, I gave Him my best affections, I
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said, Lord, what wilt Thou havo n.a to do. I went
to tho Word piven by the Spirit of God for the
answor, 1 did not ook for Jesus to make to me o
new revolation. I did not expect to know that I
was accopted by any sensation of the flesh, nor by
any impression made upon my spirit directly by
the Spirit of God. I knew that Jesus invited me
to come, and that Ho had promised to receive ell
who camo. I saw the declaration of Paul, that He
had become the author of eternal salvation to all
them who obey Him. I dwelt upon the words of
the Saviour: If you keop My commandments you
shall abide in .ny love. I have tried to live for
Hiw who died for me, and I have never, in the
thirty-threo yeors sinco I let Jesus into my heart,
found Him an unwolcomo guest. Now, dear
friend, what will you do with Jesus? I beg of
you to consider this question. Look to Jesus,
Your happiness here and your happiness hereafter
depend on your decision, J. A, GATES.

WAS IT NECESSARY?

Woe open our New Testamonts and read the story
of the Christ, its every detail, His miraculous
couception, wonderful birth, unsellish life, agon-
izing death on tho cross and glorious resurrection
from the grave, and we ask, Was all this really
necessary? It is accepted as a truth that he who
proves a bonefactor to his fellow creatures has bet-
tered the world by being in it. That Jesus Christ
was a benefactor to the human race will not be
denied by the most confirmed disbeliever i hiz
divinity., All will edmit that His name and life
have extended a wider and moro lasting influence
for the good and well-being of the human family
than has that of any other. While other good and
great men have benefitted the world and their
teachings beon accopted us good, and by the good
they have wrought proved that their hving was
necessary to the welfare of the persons taught or
influenced by them, none have proved so fully
by their life and teachings that the world had need
of them as has Jesus Christ. That His life was
pure is attested by the recorders of His actions,
That His teackings are pure is attested by the holy

.lives of those who obey them. Then, as Jesus
Christ lived and taught such an ideal life and en-
couraged and desired all men tofollow His standard,
and by men doing fo we find the world made
better, wa therefore conclude that it was neces-
sary for Christ to have lived, if for no other reason
than the effect of His life and teachings upon the
world. But it was necessary for Christ to have
lived so that the law of God might be fullilled.
Mau, by his disobedience to this law, had lost
fellowship with God. ‘Chen only by a full and
complete obedience on the part of man could he
regain his lost favor. Jesus Christ took man’s
nature upon Himself and by obedience fulfilled
God’s law, thereby placing man on terms of nearer
approach to God. We therefore seo that it was
necessary for Christ to have lived, Weo may ask,
Was 1t necessary for Him to die? As the law of
God required tho shedding of hlood before remis-
sion could be granted to man for his sine, it was
necessary for him who stood butween God and man
to make reconciliation with bluod. Under the
Mosaic law no high priest couldapproach the merey-
seat of Jehovah without blood to wmake atonement
for himself and the poople. Jesus Christ had
undertaken to fulfil the law, He must fulfil it in
all things. Ho thereforo mado an offering of Him-
self, with His own blood satisfying the demand of
justice and atoning for the sin of the world, It
was theroforo necessary that Jesus Christ should
die that man might receive the benefit of the atone-
ment made by His blood. Was it vecessary He
should rise from the dead? If Christ had
not risen from the dead He would not have proved

that His life was moro than the lives of othor great
men, Others bad died and beon buried, so also
did Christ die and was buried. Christ arose from
the dead, none other had or has done so; Hoalone
of all the world's prophots that died rose again.
In his rosurrection is established His superiority
over all thoe rest of those who have taught the world
lessons of lifo and morality, If Chrict had not
rison from the dead His claim to the Sonship of
God would have bgeu falso; all the prophets who
prophesied concerning His resurraction would have
been false. Mo would therefore have beon guilty
of falsehood and an impostor, and none would have
bolieved in Him or His tecachings. By His resur-
rection e proves that death does not ond all ;
that there is u lifo beyond tho grave. If He had
not risen men would have said there is no lifo be-
yond the grave, and no matter what hopes some
might entertain that there was, all would be uncor-
tainty. Thoy could not have sought to live right-
cous Jives as death was tho portion of the just as
well as the unjust. They would have reasoned that
as death was the only rowsrd they might us well
securo all the happiness possible in life fer them-
solves, no matter who suffered. Selfishness, then,
would be better than liberality and immorality, and
vice would boe as gued as morality and righteousness,
If Christ came to redeem man from the curse of the
law, whut proof would there be of man's redemption
if Christ had not risen? None, whatover. His
lifo and death would have been a failure without
His resurrection. As His death was necessary to
prove His humanity, so His resurrection was neces-
sary to prove His divinity. With the resurrection
of Christ tho hopes of the past and future gencra.
tious rested; had He failed, the centre of all hope
had failed, Therefore, it was necessary that Christ
should live on the earth to teach mon pur.ty of
life; that He should die to fulfil God's law and
make atonement for sinful man; and that He
should rise frum the dead to prove that death did
not ond all, and that by obedience to His teachings
man might live forever.

and he has done much for tho cause of Ohrist by
presenting our plea, not only from the pulpit but
from his personal talks with those whom he met in
the commu walks of life. In this community he
was largely rospected and had a good report of
“ them that are without.”
