The
soot la extraordinarily liglit, and distinguished by its deep black
color, which does not show even the slightest tinge of brown.
It is free froin ail tarry admixtures, which in lamp black and
ordinary sout are always present in larger or smaller quantities.
Acetylene sot la very voluminous, and excellently adapted for
the production of dye stuffs and printer's ink.

-IN further reference to the item concerning ramie fibre, in
our last issue, whose qualities are becoming widely recognized
in a variety of textile manufactures. The Ceylon Times reports
the working of an industry at Johore by a conpany in which the
Sultan of Johore is a shareholder. The cost of the ramie fibre is
5s a ton, which when cleaned costs £14 per ton delivered la Liv-
erpool. It is sold te the manufacturera in the United Kingdom
at £42 per ton. If titis statement is auywhere near the truth,
there will be a big rush for ramie cultivation before many years,
although it is not forgotten that Hon. Jos.

DRY GOODS NOTES.

An Alabama cotton mill has contracted for the consignment of
their cotton goods for the next four years to China, and the flrst
shipient, which is the largest and longest shipment of cotton
sheeting ever made from the State is being prepared.

A cotton guild lias been established at Shanghai one of the
chief objects of which is to guarantee the delivery of properly
dried cotton by its inembers. Fines are to be inposed for in-
fraction of the rules.

Reports from Belfast state it la several years since so much
stagnation existed la linons yaras and cloth.

Balbriggan underwear at popular prices is a leading feature of
city retail trade ait the moment, and stocks are getting much
broken.

The sensational advertising gent's furnishing store, very often
convicts itself publicly of business duplicity, and occasionally
business insanity, but a worse feature than these has crept into
the mnethods of one notorious " working meu's store." In the St.
Catherine street branch of this concern, crowds have been at-
tracted ta the windows wherein was a horizontal disc upon
which nice were racing at Incredible speed, their eyes bulging
inder the strain. The device la similar in idea ta the revolving
bird eage. When ingenuity ln advertising descends to this level,
it is indicative of nothing more than gross cruelty. The S.P.C.A.
should look into the matter.

A Chemnitz correspondent writes that, la hose, fancles are
still the prominent factor. Large lines of black hose, with
fancy silk clocks, have been prepared by the leading manufac-
turers, and will readily find custoniers, as the combinations show
ail the new colours in novel and tasty designs. Polka dots are
also chosen by a large number of buyers ta comple'te the linos.
Lace hose with embroidered fronts will be good property for
the coming season. land ermLroidered goods will be sold mostly,
instead of the vertical silk or lisle stripes, which have been the
craze for the last two seasons. Misses' hose in stripes are
ordered in large quantities. Bright designs are now taken ln
preference ta the quiet styles in Scotch colorings. Men's wear
striped goods are also bouglit a good deal and in bright designs.
A large business is also done in golf and bicycle hose. These
are now nearly ail in black with fancy wolts, and the linos shown
contain such a variety of styles that buyers find It quite a task
ta inake their selections.

GROCERY NOTES.

Regarding the conforence on sugar boanties now proceeding
in Brussels, the course of the European markets does not indi-
cate that an early agreement for the abolition of bounties is like-
ly to be arrived at. All rav markets at the moment are about
on the saine level, Holdors of raws iii store in New York are
not anxious sellers, belicving that the market will favor sales at
higlier prices very son. That more active demîand for refined
inust soon enstie locally la undoubted as ail accounts agree that
dealers are working entirely on a hand-to-mnouth basis and hold
no stocks with which ta mee0t the licreasing requirementa of
consumers during the suminor months,

St. Louis wholesale grocers bave rencunced allegiance te the
equality plan of selling sugars, which has existed for several
years, and a bitter fight is on.

Concerning sardine prospects. Reports from France state
that fish .being caught are ahl of large size, and supplies of
smaller sizes are becoming exhausted. As no more supplies cau
be haid for some time, higher prices are looked for. From East-
port Maine, fishing trips are proving practically fruitless. In
sympathy with these conditions, American packers are holding
out-for higher prices. Some holders in New York demand
$2.85 for quarter cils, though others quote $2.80. It la possible
that $2.75 will still buy. Mustards are very scarce and held
firmly at $2.20 ta $2.25, the outside price being the general
quotation.

The Turkish canary seed crop will be as large as that of
1898, se says a report.

The first sale of new crop dried prunes (California) in bags lias
been made by a Chicago firm, The sale, which amounted ta four
cars, was for October shipment, and the price paid it is stated ta
be Se.

Whatever new arrantgemiient mnay be muade, doubtiess
the Harbour Commîîuissioners, as business men, and the
guardians of the interest of the port, will see that those
interests are properly cared for, and that the work,
once begun, will vitlh a certainty be carried on to
coipletion.

It is due to ail tiat this maLter should be made clear
to start with.

THE BANK STATEMENT FOR MAY.

The banik statemients of nearly ail our leading banks
have been published in detail in our issues of June,
witi commt nients thereon made by the Directors in their
ainual Reports and by ourselves. Those statenients
and retma rks were however each isolated from the gen-
oral returns of May for the whole of the batiks. There
were narked signs of an era of improved conditions
having set in at the close of ite Spriiig of 1897. The
year froi Jîune lst, 1897 to JIune lst, 1898, which was
the year covercd by the banik stateients recently pre-
senîted at a numiber of atnnal nt meetings, was the first

year since 1892 which throutghout its wiole teri was
conttintiuously progressive Lowards prosperity. lThe fol-
lowing table gives the principal items in the bank rel
turns at end of May for each year sitnce 1892, those
froi 1893 to 1897 being decidediy "lean" years of de-
pression and 1898 being the first one of iiprovement:

The mîîost strikinig feature in the above table of in-
creases is the very large addition miade to the aggrt-
gale total of deposits since 1893 compared with the in-
crease iii discounts. The total aioiL of deposits of
both classes lield by the banks in 1893 was $170,440,831,
in thatyear the discotnts were $207,685,450, the ratio
of deposits to that amouînt being 82 per cent. ln 1808
the deposits of both classes aggregated $223,402,533
and the discouits were $223,679,314, the ratio of de-
posits to tiei being 100. Ten years ago the
deposits were uily $111,743,076 and the dis-
couits wyere $137,766,205, beiig in 1888 $26,022,-
689 in excess of deposits. This very great aninual in-
crea1e in deposits coltlpaIred with the in crease in dis-
couits wbich lias gole on tntil nlow ithe deposits are
over 4t per cent larger thian the discounts, instead of 18
per cent less five years ago, is a feature in our banking
operations whiclh calis for serious consideration as the
profitable use of these incereasing funds is beconing

m6ore and more diliculL.

The continiued publication of the figtLres of the
3anîque du Peuple in lie oficial returas is msuch to be

regretted as they are very mnisleading and without any
public Thterest. The total asses of this defunct batk
are stated to be $2,154,935 and the total liabilities $1,-
820,308, of whicli $1,790,764 is deposits. According to
Lhis the bai'k has a surplus of $734,627. How far this
is really tLhe case we need iot say-hlie figures are
wholly at variance withl niotoriotIs facts, so that uînder
the knîownî circumîstances it is not desirable to have
such retuîrnîs issuedt.

As comipared with May, 1897, the principal changes
shown by the bank retuirs for May, 1898, were, ais
ilcrease in circulation from $31,820,445 to $36,261,769 ;
in lpois oit demuand an inîcrease fromîî $70,183,545,
to $80,202,518 ; ad in those pmyable after notice fron
$129,532,122 to $143,200,518 ; in cuîrrei loans and dis-
counîts fron $1,11,750,310 to $223,670,314. Tiere is
every prospeco of a large harvest which will add to the

m9onetary resources and goeral trale of tle couIltry.

EX-PRESIDENT CLEVELAND ON TUE WAR.

One of the weak points in the A merican constitut-
ional systei is the relegation to a "private station" of
those who have ended their presidential career. Un-
lesswe regard the judgment of the majority of the
people of the Unlited States as worthless, ve mnust re-
gard each president as the ablest statesnan of the tine
wien he is chosen to guide the destinies of that grent
nation. Yet, after four or eighît years of service, dur-
ing which his experience has been enlarged, and his
judgment matured by grave responsibilities, he becomes
a " back number" in the sphere of active statesinu-
ship, the Sonate and Congress knowing hin no more as
an active participant in legislative duties. One of ouîr
i ost dogiatic contelporaries sioe mionths ago

denied that this was the case, but, having recetoly
lcarnt something about Ainerican public affairs, it re-
cently turned a somersault on this question with hie
skill of ant expert, star acrobat. Ensgland's premiers on
retiring fron oflice, still give their statesimanly talents
to their country in the halls of legislature. Mr. Glat-
stone for instance, was four tines Premier, and he only
retired fromn active worc in the Hlouse of Comnmons to
seek a brief rest before death. Ex-Presidenit Cleveland
who, as President, was the greatest factor in Aierican
public life, who, by his owîn individual act, twice
brought the States to the verge of war with Great
Britain, las been comipelled to give Lis views on the
war at the closing exorcises of a boys, ochool, so narrow
and so private is unow hlis sphere. One recalls the fact
that the destinies of Europe vere once clansged by ans
Eniglish statesman by whose eloquence in Parliament
the governmiuent of the day was ipset.

Mr. Cleveland in office as Prositient was bellicose toia
dangerous degree, out of ollice, as a private citizenî, he
roars "as gently as any suckiing dovo." T his policy
is largely attributable the Jingo sontimnt at the root
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of the Spanish war. IL was his goad which prodded
his countrymient into conflict with Spain, as its irritating

i thrusts lied nearly brouglt the States into am armted
conifliet with Great 3ritain.Now however lie is as much
alarmned at war as any Quaker. le regards the seizure
of Cuba and the Philippineb by the States as " a dan-
gerous perversion of their national mission which vill
bring in their train a people's demoralization, and a
decay of popular contentmtent more surely destructive
to the Republic tian armiies with bantiers." Mr. Cleve-
land considers the present situation, whiclt he laboured

Y' zealously to croate, as frougltt vith greater dangers than-
any which ever beset the United States. One of these
lie styles "ionairctical hazards," by which he imnplies
those Iazards fron which monarchies have never

> sirunkl, the hazards incident to the governient of
colonial possessions, the hazards the taking of which
has created the British Empire as the mnightiest,
wealthiest, most influential in promoting huinan ad-
vancement and welfare, which ever existed, or ever
likely to be organized. Mr. Cleveland cvidently re-
gards a Republic, constituted like tiat of tie States,
incapable of successfully assutming the " mîîonarchical
hazards" of imperial control. lie is riglt in this convic-
tion. Populations sucli as thoseof Cuba antîd Lte Philip-

plies could not be governed on republican principles.
The attempt to establisi American political institu-
tions in such places would be practically impossible.
A heterogeneous population of semi-savage Malays,
half-breed Indian and Spaniards, all of wbom have
iad no training in self-government, require the strong
hand of a despotic ruler, backed by a permanent miili-
tary force. If Lhey are left to run the governing ma-
chi ry themselves there will be frequent revolutions
and chronie anarchy. A visitor to the Philippines nar-
rates his experience in the Contemporr Review
for June in whiich he shows that a race
lives there to whon nmurder is a pastime. Yet there is
every reason to anticipate these islands becomîing de-
pendencies of the United States. Having crushed the
rule of Spain in Cuba and the Philippines, the Ameri-
can Republic must replace that rule by its own until
sone degree of law and order is established. To im-
agine that the leaders of the insurrections in. these
places vill each be able to found a Republic to take
over the work of governing as soon as the war is closed
is to imagine a very vain thing. The disorders that
would arise would call for the intervention of European
powers for precisely the sane reasons as those pre-
sented as the ground for the present war, as the condi-
tions ereated wNould be, as President McKinaley's war
message to Congress said, " abhorrent to civilisation."
The States cannot shirk " nionarchical hazards" with-
out infinite shanie. They have put their hand to the
1 Iough of aggression, of territorial expansion, and the
furrow will have to be extended to the end,there can be
no looking back to resumne the old situation, thai is gone
for ever, it lias gone to the political bourn front whence

' "io traveller returns." The States cannot too soon
realize the radical change in their destiny involved by
the expulsion of Spain from Cuba and the Philippines.
The inevitableis before theam in the near future. The
statesmanship of the nation's rulers, and the patriotismn
of the American people vill te severely strained in or-
ganising such arrangements as will be soon imperative-
ly demanded for replacing the governiient of Spain
vith the Government of the Reptiblic. The United

States lias yet to learn tiat it cannoL extend its trade
Lo foreign nations and to their dependencies, and at
Lte saine time enjoy imunnity fron those troubles
which are, and ever have been, the accomnpanimîent of a
widely extended foreigt commerce. Those who play at
bowls must exnect rnbbers. As the States have entered
the gaine of commercial comupetition with European
povers they will have to take with then a share of the
chances of the gante, and to raise their armtanents on sea
and on iand to a degree of strengthi equal to the de-
fence of their commerce and their people wherever they
are likely to be threatened. Ex-President Cleveland
helped laigely in opening the portals through which
the whirl vind of war bas escaped and lie cannot escape
the responsibility of its necessary consequences, even
though tbey compel the States to assume " monarchi-
cal hazards."

MR. B. E. WALKEItS ADDRESS.

The annual meeting of the Bauk of Commerce is
always looked forward to wiL mnuch interest as the oc-
casion when an address is anticipated fromi the General
Manager, Mr. B. E. Walker. These ann ual addresses
have especial value as the carefully prepared utterances
of a banker of great experience who bas exceptionally
iwide opportunities of forming a sound judgnent on
the affairs of the country.

The address opens with a reference to the changed
conditions since last year, when confidence was ex-
pressed that the era of depression was nearing its close.
This forecaste is declared to have been so far fulfilled
that the most pessimistic must acknowledge there bad
been a favorable turn in the business tide. La Toronto
the improvement in real estate was evident front the
filling up of vacant bouses, and the more frequent
sales of properties. This is developing a return of
trouble as Mr. Walker secs sigus already of a return of
speculative building. Should this go on there will be
such a relapse in Toronto as will seriously retard its
prosperity for many years. Rural properties have also
been more marketable so that farms held under fore-
closure in Ontario and Manitoba are less in number
than for many past years, a number of loan companies
having practically no properties so acquired. .Even
farmers, who, as a class, are pessimistia, now admit that
they have bad a good year, whici unusual admission,
says Mr. Walker, is very significant. Those who lad
kept wheat two or more years had swept up the floors
of their granaries, hence the large supplies wbich lad
upset Mr. Leiter's calculations. The value of last iar-
vest to Manitoba farmers is given as $14,000,000. The
feeding of cattle he regards as not so extensively fol-
lowed as it should be, and the rearing of horses and
hogs for export imiglit be increased with.advantage.
A warning is given against the mîîischief certain to arise
from the undue use of cor for feeding hogs, as this
will lower the reputation of Canadian bacon however
skilfnlly it is cured. Last year was " another baniter
year for checse,?' of which the output was 198,350,000
pounds, comiared witl 162,844,000 in 1807, with better
prices ruling. The value of the cheese product was
$17,900,000, being a 25 per cent advance over that of
last year. Our butter exports continue to be very
ligit, being only 24 per cent of the imports into Great
Britain. This journal has repeatedly declared what
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conditions are requisito for en largin g the constinption
of Canadian butter in Etigland, and if our farmners
-would only work on the lines we have laid down, their

butter trade would rival in volume and value Ltat of
cheese. IL is the worst kind of obstinacy tu keep on
miaking butter of a quality wlicli passes in Canada
where there is nu such ihight staidard as thatf main-

tained by British and Danish farimers. Mr. Walker

endorses what ve stated soute Lime ago, Lthat the in-

creased deposits in our batiks have comte frot agricul-
turalists. We are glad tu find so eminent anit auttority
saying : "IL is to be hoped the action of the Ontaio
Goverinent in enforcinig the manufacture il Canada
of logs cut from Crown lands vill cause our friends in

the United States te sec that there is an effective answer

to their sellist policy of free logs and Itigi tarifl timi-

ber." It is however vain to protest against the tarit!

of a foreign country as being "selfisih," for sellisiiess
is the true policy, as iL is te duty of every country,
and the riglt motive, for wliat may be regarded as
liberality or unselfishness in a ntatioi's policy towards

othter nations is the promotion of such nation's self
interests by sucli liberality or iiunsellislntess. If
liberality leads to a reciproCiLy of liberality tLien il is

wise, but, if liberality is not reciprocated it is an un-

justifiable sacrifice on the altar of sentiiientalisn. The

supremte duty of a Governmnt is to protect antd pro-
imiote Lte miaterial welfare of the peuple it represents.
This bas been tuo tihci overlooked in Caînada by over
anxiety tu show a friendly feeling to the States, whicl

las been met witli indifferenc. Nations are like men,
they secire good-will by siowing self-respect, ntot by
anxiously seeking friends or sympathy.

Mr. Wallker regards last year as the last of a series
of lean ones, though the Dinigley tarif£ lie regards as

a serious menace to our lititiber and pulp iidustries,"
and the unisettled ctrrentcy question in tie States to

sing developmlent of new enterprises ratlier tian in-

jurinig existing ones.
roni lhe States lie tus to comment tupon the footd

suîpply of Great Britain, but considers Lite danger to

the old land front a short supply caused by wa'r as Loi

remte a conitingency to be wortlh discussion. ITe cot-

siders Canada to be the hope tif Great Britaiîî iii this

respect as ier lands could grow ail the wieat nieeded by
the imother country. By aiskinig, " Does Canada offer

to settlers inducemîents enougi in cheap lands ?' Mr.

Walker seems to intimate Ltat lie doubts if Lite induce-

ments are liberal enough. We also doubt; wheLher

tiis las been the case, but the tite has passed for of-

fering casier ternis to settLiers, and ithe prosperity of the

North-w'est seemts so assuredi as Lo render thein not so

uecessary as they were years ago.
The address was closed by a reference te the insol-

vency aiet introduced last session, which Mr. Walker-

shows was not obstructed by batkers. le repudiated
the idea of bankers being oppsed to insolvency legis-
lation, and explained that the objection raised by banks
to the previous act was causcd by its " mnaterially alter-
ing the security on which rests the larger part of the
)ills discounted by a bank." It is certainly not desir-
able for such security to be placed in jeopardy, for
were an insolvency act to be so drawn as to weaken
such security the banks would be comipelled to adopt
such mteasures for self protection as would neutralise
any possible benefits to ierchants which an act so
franed could confer upon the banks rests the fabrie of
commercial credit. The interests of ail engaged in
mercantile pursuits are intimately bound up with the
interests of the baiks, too closely indeed for one to suf-
fer without the other being inijured. We trust this dif-
ficulty will be surnounted and an aet prepared
for next Session which will connand the united sup-
port of our bankers and ierchants who e:jually and
keenly realize the urgent need of a national insolvency
law.

A FREE TRADE SUPEitSTITION.

Switzerland sells goods to Great Britain more than
double the value of those site buys froi there, yet lier
tariff is adverse to British exports. This condition
imoves the Liverpool "Journal of Commerce" to varn
Switzerland against continuing this discrimination
against the old land as, " if more liberal terns are not
given for the admission of British goods a very large
amiount of dairy produce will inevitably be imported
front Canada instead of Switzerland." With ail defer-
ence to our Liverpool iamesake we beg to say that the
purchases by British merchants from any country are
not to any extent regulated by what that country boys
front Great Britain, but solely by the respective prices
asked by the producers of different cou ntries for their
gocds, and by the needs of the buying country for the
products of the other. Thie United States tariff is very
restrictive of British imports, largely indced prohibitive,
but this does not hinder Great Britain buying heavily
fron the States, of which country she is the best custo-
tmer. The theory that buying froi a country neces-
sarily leads to selling proportionately Le that country
it merely a Free Trade superstition-Lite theory is dead
against experience and facts. Talc for example the
tritle between the States and Spain, the total of which
in 1897, iiports and exports, was $72,720,000, the ex-
ports of A ierica to Spain being thîree tintes the value of
Spain's exports to Ancrica. The trade of the States'
with Cuba reverses this order, as Lte last returns show
that the U.S. sent goods worth $37,650,000 to that
island and imported goods frot Cuba valued at $200,-
088,000. Great Britain buys frot China three times as
iucl as site sells to that country, on the otier hand

the United States sei to China Llree times as nuch as
China buys frot the States, and this country purchases
frot Chita over six tines the value of lier exports to
that market. British niercliants will not buy a dollar's
worth more of goods front Canada beccause of our giv-
ing British goods a turil! preference. If Switzerland,

or any other proteetive country, eau sell then goods
more saleable than ours and on better ternis, sucit
countries will get the custon of British buyers. The
rule of commerce is, that nerchants buy such goods as
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they can sell at a profit and tley de this utterly re.
gardless of their purcliases froi any cotu try leaiding
to correspondling purchases by tliat coutry, and ier-
chants who are sellers universally act on the sane

principle.

BACTERIA IN BREAD.

Bread as the staff of life, seems a natural antithesis
to bacteria, whiclh are the geris of disease. Recent
investigations, however, by an ominent bacteriologist in
Des Moines, Iowa, show that theso extremes are oftei
more 'closely associated thain is desirable for the public
health. Ont of 118 loaves examined by hii 103 con-
tained living. organisms, in 10 of wbich vere niold or
yeast, aid 87 were bacteria. Th.e mîost 'fou nd in any
instance vere 600 te the ounce. The so-called Gralamn
bread contained not ouily the greatest number, but the
greatest variety, 8 species being found in one loaf.
Rye bread coutained more than ordinary white bread.
While in no case were disease-producing germs dis-
covered; such as those which generate typhoid or
diphtheria the species that cause putrefactive
changes in the intestinal tract, such as are pro-
ductive of grave disorders, were fourni, but nîot in suif-
ficient uî nibers, in the opinion of this expert, to con-
demnî the bread as w'holly unit for consuimption. As
such bacteria develop to an amazing extent under
favourable conditions, we should regard even the
presence of such gerns at all, as exceedingly danger-
ous. We are unable to compare the cleanliness, or
lack of it, which pre ails in the handling of bread in Des
Moines and in this city. It seens reasonably certain
that if Montreal bread is freerer fron bacteria than
that in the Iowa city, it is not owing to any excessive
precautions taken to ensure so lesirable an iminunity.
It is a common sight lere to see loaves in bakery wag-
gens wholly exposed te the unclean dust which per-
vades the atmîosphere of so nany streets. Such bread
.nay be often seen driven tLhrouigh clouds of dust on a
windy day, and exposed wliere the scavengers are busy
filling the air with uncleauliness. 'T'le handling of
leaves is not as a rule done by men wlose laids and

liersons are thoroughly clean, and the bakeries, in somîe
cases aie, froin a sanitary aspect mîost defective. A n
instance is kown to us of a family being all prostrated
by sicknss which puzzled their physician who sue
ceeded in solving the mystery by tracing thre infection
to the cellar where thre fanily bread was made. The
exposure of bread to pollution when in transit through
the streets to customers should be prohibited. The
disclosures made, as described above, call for the in
spection of all bakeries, and the insistance utpont every
reasonable precaution being taken to avoid the risk o
bread being a medium for transnitting the germns o
dtisease.

TEA STANDARDS.

On the invitation of the Governient a number of
tea imiporters met last week in Ottawa to consider and
to re-arrange the existing Customs appraiseînent of
tea entering Canada. A preliiinary plan was sug-
gested seeking tà arrive at a solution of the problen,
and to obviate, or minimise friction with the Custons,
which plan is to be reported upon after consideration
by the trade.

Under the suggested plan China greens invoiced at
and above ten cents; China, Indian, and Ceylon blacks
at and over 11 cents; and Japans at and above 12 cents,
are to be admitted by Custoins officials at port of entry
as at present, but teas invoiced under the minimum,
must be subnitted to Governmnent analysis at Ottawa.
In the event of re-alirmation by the importer, should
these teas be condemned by the analyst as unfit for

*constimption, saitiples are subaniittedl to five noeutral ex-
perts w'orkir-g independently of each other -nt varions
parts of the country. The decisien of throe of those
judges will be regarded as decisivo. We ùnderstaüd it
to have beni tho intention of the Governmlent aotinig
upon a nîc'morial front certain Montreal tea-men, te
straigbitway adlopt uniforni standards snob ns those
adopted in Hie Unitcdl Stutte*s. T1his radicaldpatr
froin Canaîdiaii usage was bloclzed by thie weighit.y evi-
douice givonl by large tea un porters. They liad net
sigyned the ineinoriai, uer wore tlîey iii accord witlî tho
desire it expressed. te adopt stuch stringen t miles.

Opinion is mnch di vided as to tho detsiralbility ami
p)ro bable tîtlity of He proposedl regulations as te tea
impiorts. Ia the case of China greens for instance, it
is pointed ont that the grcatest amiotnt of sophisticea-
tion prevails iii teas at 16 cents or those about that
figure, sucli as, artirlii Pingsueys, twistcd tLo satisfy
the dcnîauid for so-callcd " attractive" teas. Thiese
USu.ally are of worse quahity tban teas cost.ing under 10
cents per p)Ou nd. It inay also 1)0 said of G unpow'ders,
thiat. as a ru le, iiîey -are more f roc froin ipurities thian
tliose costinig 1-1 centIs. [ri he case of Japais the
standard of 12 cents, is altogethier too liigh, consideriug
that the averageofe their quality is wvell lçnownî to ho
botter than eitior China greclîs, or blacks. The mat-
tel-. Linder considieration eaui hardly bo dccidcd util
the early part ef next vear, and thon it is probable the
icoîîaistoîîcies puiîîted oît will disappear. l1fwo con-
ditions Wvî11 have te bo creait.d for the tea trado before
it bocoies practicable for Canada to fellow in the
footsteps of the linited States. Ihese necessary con-

Thiose too who ca afford. roally goodl teas very sciol
indeed kinew aniytlmug about the ehamnîs cf the bover-
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age. Let anîy one go the rounds of this city's " five-
o'clock" functions, and, in a twelvemonth of such mild
dissipation, hc, will never once taste anythinîg to even
suggest the flavour of good tea, in fact the so-called
" tea" served, almîost universally, is merely hot water,
sugar, ereamn, or milk, the proper, the characteristic
flavour of the beverage, its only charin, being conspic-
uous by its absence. Sutci a mockery of tea heing so
prevalent a cutstom, a cheap tea serves just as well as
the chioicest quality. To greatly enlarge the demind
for higelir priced teas it would then be necessary to in-
crease the buying powers of the poorer consumers, and
the capacity of the richer would have to be developed
so far as would erable thei to distinguish and to ap-
preciate the differenee between a beverage characterised
by the flavour of good tea, and the fashionable drink of
that naine whiici is a delusion and a mockery.

There is a fine opening here for iissionary work by
our prohibitionist friends. They would deprive us of
the chance of getting exhileration, or comfort out of
any beverage except tea or coffee, yet drinkable, whole-
somte tea and coffee, are as rarely served as Imperial
Tokay. Could not a propaganda be started to teach
the art of mnaking these non-inebriating beverages, and
giving objeet-lessonis in what they taste like when
properly made ?

The mliischief that would arise fron the establish-
ment Iere of United States regulations nay be judged
by our knowing one local tea firin which would stand
to lose 80 per cent of its trade were such radical inno-
vatiois made. With ail deference to analysts we must
regard the " cup test" as the most conclusiv e, and,
from the consuimer's stand point, the niost satisfactory
one. Whiat the public interests demand is a tea free
froin injurions adulterations. The Governient has no
grouînd for interferinîg at all with the trade except to
protect the health of tea consuiers from the danger,
incident to its being impure.

WI-O FEARS TO SPEAK OF '98?

At a gathering in this city to celebrate the Ceu-
tenary of '98, on Sunday last, a visitor fron New York
got se far astray as to prophesy that ere long this Dominion
would ho a State of the American Republic and Ireland in-
dependent of Great Britain and "b er sons would preach the
funeral oration over lier ancient foc." The audience received
these wild words in solenin silence, wvhieh acted liko a shower
bath on the New York orator. Mr. Quinn M.P., very quietly
assured him that suchi views were not leld in Canada by any
class of the people. The American speaker in an address
upon the affairs of Ireland in 1798 compared the then civil
and religious liberties of the people with those now enjoyed
without any grateful reforence te the English statesmen by
whom Ireland was placed on an equality with England in
this respect, thus proving that his study of history has gone
no further than the days of Wolfe Tone, Emmnet, and Fitz-
gerald. The penal laws thon in force in Ireland which pro-
voked their insurrection were a disgrace to civilisation as
every sane Englisliian freely adinits. The worst blot on
the memory of George IV, as a king, is the insane rage he
displayed against the proinoters of Catholie emancipation.
The abuse of England in which the New York orator in-
dulged on the ground that the British people of te-day are
responsible for the wrongs done to Ireland a century ago,
was as absurd as it was untimely, and his prophesy of Canada
joining the Republic was an insult to those ôf vliom. he was
*a guest. Nobody " fears to speak of '98" now-a-days as a

most natural outeome of piolitical conditions wlicl could not
have been endured quietly witbout shame. The speaker al-
laided to is said to be a descendant of Grattan who, had he
been present, vould have condenned the rude and impolitic
and frotby language of lie ill.inforned bearer of his honor-
ad name.

-TRADE reports from the States for June are not as bright as
were those of May. The generat volume of business and rail-
way earnings, though In advance of last year, show a falling off
since May. Dun's Review says, the falilures for the first thre
weeks in June have been $6,698,524 against $7,718,214 lu 1897,
and $8,i68,014 in 1890, and $16,509,092 in 189. Manufactulring
have been $3,200,847 against $3,625,861 last year, and $3,848,495
in 1896, and trading have been $2,663,168 against $3,507,748 last
year, and $3,132,387 in 1896. Failures for the third week were
285 In the United States against 216 last year, and il in Canada
against 24 last year. The prolongation of the war and prospects
of its continuance are having a depressing efect.

-Tun new branci of the Biank of Ottawa at Kemptville will
be managed by Mr. larry Y. Complin, manager of the Bank
street branch of that institution in the capital city, The Union
Bank of Canada has opened a branch at Hartney, Man, undor
the management of Mr. E. K. Strathy. It ls said that a town
has already sprung.up south-east of HIartney and south of Souris,
there being a number of stores located in tents. As soon as the
extension of the railway is completed lumber will be brought li,
and the erection of the buildings comnenced. This section of
the country ]S a good one, and the town will no doubt bc a thriv-
ing little place.

-OwINe te the impossibility of securing a jury in the counties
of Lennox, Addington and Hastings, which ls not biased in favor
Of W, W .Il. Ponton, whose action agiinst the Dominion .Bank
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for $50,000 damages, arising ont of the theft of $32,000 is shortly
ta come up for hearing, defendants have noved for a change
of venue, and either Cobourg, Whitby or Peterboro will be sel.
ected for. the trial at choice of plaintill.

-TnE National Association of Fire Insurance Agents will
hold their annual ne'ting at Detroit on the 15th inst. when a
large number of dolagates will be present, soio from Canada.
Tuîey will be most hospitably entertalned, as Detroit has the
higlhest reputation in tis respect, and no doubt the occasion will
be both profitable and enjoyable.

-THE Niagara Central Railway was sold on 28th ait. by the
Court of Chancory, Toronto, ta Mr. J. A. McMahon for $34,000.
The road was bonded for $240,000, which, with accrued interest,
raised the indebtedness ta $350,000, of which $210,000 is due ta
the city of St. Catharines. It will cost $100,000 to put the road
ln running order. There may be money ln it for the buyer, but
the bondholders will be sacrificed.

-THE Ontario Mutual Life Assurance Company helid its 28th
annual meeting on 2Oth May, when a gratifying report was read
on the business of the past year and the position of the company.
It lias now insurance in force for $21,487,181, the reserve on a
4ý2 per cent standard being $3,227,789.

-Trin total production of copper ln 1897 was 418,677 tons, of
whici 213,421 came from U. S. mines. Of the Ainerican pro-
duct 50 per cent was exported. The U. 8. consumption in-
creased last year by 23 per cent over 1896, an increase indicative
of improvement in manufacturing business.

TriE census of Arthur, Ont. just taken, gives the town 1,025
inhabitants. Our correspondent writing on Tuesday last states
"crops of all kinds are doing well under particularly favorable
weather conditions." Wellington County bas apparently escaped
the recent tropical deluge which bas done considerable injury ta
crops in Lower Canada.

-TaE gross earnings for May of all roads in the United States
reporting ta date, ombracing about one-half total mileage,
are $41,085,179, which is 13.7 per cent over last year and 15.0 per
cent over.1892. Compared witi 1892 the earnings are larger
than for any preceding monti since 1892.

-MEssirs. P. S. DoYir, of this city ; Thos. McPherson, M.P.,
llamilton; T. C. Bate, Ottawa, and James Ince, Toronto, have
been appointed by the tea importers to submit standards for
Government endorsation for the various grades of tea before
November 1.

-TE SS. "Rossmore" which sailed for London to-day took
with it a unique shipment from Canada in the shape of a million
and a quarter cigarettes for India via London, the product of the
Aimerican Tobacco Co. of Montreal.

-TrE lungarian wheat ha'vest thisyear is officially estimated
at 33,755,072 double costs against 24,471,241 in 1897, and other
grains proportionately larger than last year.

-SunsCoIrTroNs ta new companies in England to middle of
Sune this year were $402,142,000, which exceeds 1897 by $40,-
000,000 and 1894 by $175,000,000.

-THIE Bank of Ottawa has opened a branch at Alexandria,
Ont.

Besides the direct tax on
stock dealings of $2 on eaci 100 horses,
lie is alo subject to another one on his
banking busin-ss, sa the two togetter cut
into lils profits very s?'riously. These
operators kiown as "'roim traiders" are des-
cribed by a New York circular as. "Me
who buy and sell for their own accolunt
lieing always ready ta buy at a price ev-ry-
thing thit is otfored, and of supplyiug at a

price everything that is wanted. They are
a balance wheel in the financial machine,
and in timte of panic are especially a steady-
ing influence. If they should be destroy-
ed or naterially crippied by legislation,
if in consequence of the Government's tax
they are reduced li umiiiber and influence
the market would lose one of its staun-
chest suppor's in times of depression and

panic. " The public at large will not fret
over this, where they will feel lie new
taxes will be in those on tea, tobacco, beer
and the atamp duties on c heques and other

commercial papers. Business on change
have lias quiet on the whole thougli con-
siderable excitemuent was shown this week
in War Eagle stock, large speculativo
oierations having been engaged in.
