BeowN ailuded ils a pleissaîst way
to titis fcîtture of Geuî,'s cartoone, andi remarked
tîsat ais msens grow oier they enjoy mitlh keeuer
roli.is tise good-natus'ed liberties thue tiaken 'vitis
theni. It je 'vell knowa among thse intianate
friensdr cf tise decascd journalist tisat bc 'vas
not oîsiy wrilling ta be impaled upan tise peneil-
poinit for the delectation ana edification of tise
public, but that lie pesitively enjoyed thse mer-
tyrdai. In thse> interview ailuded to-ittisg in
tise mroom and in tise chair wvhere the assassin
faund hârs-e expressed a strong desire ta trio
and converse îvith thse person îvhosc cartoons ex-
outed his laugîster. Tise desise, however, was
uiniuli'lled, aad so thea artist assd bis distinguished
eubject neyer met, althougis the former 'vas a
member of tIse Globe staff in tise early daye of
GRisa.
