dox one must have the faith of the See of St. Peter.
The Vatican Council, by the so eften-mentioned
dogma of the Infallibility of the Pope, has clearly
expressed this doctrine. The request to have the
same fnith with the Pope, necessarily supposes the
Infallible teaching of the Pope. For the faith
agreeing with the dogmatical decisions of the See
of Rome is the only true faith, because the dogma-
tical decisions of the Pope are Iniallible and free
from error. If$hey could be fallible, my faith would
be without that higher seal of certainty. However
much our adversaries slander this dogma, as being a
new doctrine, it still remains as old as the Church
herself. To paes over other arguments, the Papal
Iufallibility is the necessary consequence of the
primacy of St. Peter and his successors. This pri-
macy has been acknowledged by the Old-Gatholics
before their apostacy, if ever they were Catholics.
And if the Bishop of Roms, by virtueof his primacy,
is really the Head of the Church, it is manifest that
the members of the Church must be joined with
him, as the limbs of n living body are joined with
the head, or else the Bishop of Rome would not be
the living centre of unity. But this union, by
which all the members of the Church are joined fo
the Head of the Church, is no mere communion of
external religions rites and ceremonies, but the
communion of that which is the deepest foundation
and counstitutes the Lrme essence of the Church, viz,
faith, of which the external religious rites and cere-
monies are only a fit representation and expression.
Never could the See of St. Peter be the centre of
unity, if it were not at the same time the unshaken
rock of truth., A unity in lying would not be the
unity of the Church of Christ, the King of Truth,
but of the Church of Satan, the liar from the begin-
ning. As the primacy of the See of Rome is a Di-
vine institution, aud acknowledged as such by the
Old-Catholics before their apostacy, so is this pri-
macy the most striking condemnation of Old-Cath-
olicism. My dear flock, let us not be troubled by
the slanders of these horetios who thus try to silence
their consoiences, Let us consider the decree of
the Council as the most happy and glorious event
of the Church of our days, and as a great, Divine
buncfit. No new doctrine is made a dozma, buta
bulwark is raised against the modern Liberalism
which dared to advance to the threshold of the
sanctuary of the Church.

the Church has celebrated so many glorious victories
and triumphs, but suffered at the same time so many
painful defeats; France, that remarkable country,
concerning the possession of which heaven and hsll
are, 80 to say, continually striving, is not only the
home of Galiicanism, but bas been most sensibly
injured tn her religious intercsts, Since the fgreat
king' Louis X1V, (who was a grent despot as well

while go called German science bad shown the great-
est hostility against the authority of the Church.
What would have become of the Church of
Germany if this German science, puffed up to sach
8 degree and 50" hostile to the authority of the
Church, had been allowed to go on, and to . instill
our students' minds with the poison of pride? And
if there could be still any doubt whether or not it
were opportune to crush the head of this moanster of
modern science, intoxicated by pride, the conduct
of the Old-Catholics and their leaders must have
opened the eyes of every one.

tion of ecclesinstical matters in the Irish Church
the time and the place for holding the snme to bt;
fixed by his Eminence. It is now  nearly twenty-
four years since the Natioual Council of Thuries
was held, within which period many importané
changes affecting the Church have taken place—
changes of the gravest nature abroad, and some of
considerable moment at home. The ('Keeffo case
reveals the fact that remnants of the Penal Laws
stand uorepealed on the statute Book, which strike
at the very root of all ecclesiastical authority, by
declaring illegal ali Bulls, Briefs, and Rescript’s of
the Holy Scp. The Religions Houses—conventual
and monastic—are menaced by the large fanatical
soct of wl:.lich Newdegnte isthe head. The Penal
Laws against the Religious Orders of Men, imposed
in the Emancipation Act, are liable to be put in
operation. Contested clections in Ireland have, in
several instances, led to unseemly scenes impéril—
liug clerical influence; whilo, in the important
matter of education, of all grades, the spirit of secu-
larism has made maorked advance since the last
National Synod was held. Though all Denomina-
tional in practice, there is now not a University,
nor a College, nor a Primary School in Iieland re-
ceiving one shilling State aid, save on the condi-
tion of being secular or ¢ godlesa ;" wherens,in 1850,
we had Maynooth College, Catholic; Belfast Divine
ity School, Presbyterian ; and Trinity College, An-
glican ; and all receiving State aid, cither through
Parliamentary grants or land endowments; Durifg
this whole period, the just claims of Catholics fos
aid from the State, through legal privileges and
pecuniary grants, towards the support of the Catho-
lic Umven_sxty, which is the immediate outcome of
the Council of Thurles, have been partly recognised,
and often seemed on the eve of concession, but
witheut any practical result, It may Dbe that in
viow of this stato of things a scheme may be de-
vised for placing the support and maintenance of
the University upon n canonical, as distinet from 8
mero voluntary footing, so as to render it, as in tke-
case of the University of Louvaine, independent of
accident or disturbance, to which all voluntary ine
stitutions are liable. ~ The state of middle class
education, and the condition of the several diocesnn
and other collegiate foundations have become &
source of increasing solicitude to the Bishops,
While, as regards Primary Education, under the na-
tional system, it has undergone half a dozen radical
ghangee since 1850, and for years back its dnily ex-
istence bas been in daily peril. The question of the
Scripture lessons and the Christian evidénces led to
the retircment of the late Archbishop Whately and
two other Commissioners from the Hoard, toan in-
quiry before & Select Committee of the House of
Lords, and to & new code of rules, The rapid spread
of Model schools, and the opposition theréto of Cath- -
olicg, led to an order by the Governmentto erect no -
more of them., The dissatisfaction with these in-
stitutions led to the inhibition of Catholic clergy;
in 1862, from sending teachers for training thoreto,
and from employing any trained after that date,
while, for the Inst 13 years, no provision has been
made for the technical and professional training of
our Catholic teachers, The system nenrly suf-

A few words on his family may prove
interesting.. Arthur Dillon, born in 1760, lost two
sons in”the service of France—James, killed at
Fontenoy, and Edward at Lanfeld, Arthur Richard
was Archbishop of Narbomne, Arthur Dillos, his
grandson, was born in Ireland in 1750. He endea-
vored to save the Dantonists, and died on the scaf-
fold. Count Theobald Dillon, hit near relative, was
born id Dublin in 1745, He was Colonel of Cavalry,
snd became General in 1792, He was sent from
Lille to Touiny, with an army, but expressly for-
bidden to give battle to the Austrisn aymy. He
gave orders for a retreat in presence of the cnemy.
The troops retreated in disorder, and then sccused
their General of treachery, and murdered him, The
¢ Convention' punished his murderers with death,
gave him the honours of the Pantheon, and adopted
his swo sons, one of them became & Colouel, the
other an Intendant-General--the latter was the fa-
ther of the late Count Theobald. Helcaves another
son and a grandson. Count Theobald Dillon was
sincerely devoted to the land from which hisan-
cestors sprung. Better than any man living he
kaew the history of the Irish Brigade, and it is to
be hopéd that his valuable manuscript will be pub-
lished. It was the favorite study of his life, and
would have made his name dear to 1reland had he
been spared & few months longer.”

A sad boating accident, involving the loss of two
lives occurred on the FFoyle near Moville, on the 9th
ult, A yacht, the property of Mr. Napier, bank
manager, having got adrift, a party of cosst-guards
and a man named McDevitt put off to securs her.

A rather startling fact has come to light at Queen-
stown. A vessel arrived there on the 1st ult, for
orders, with three of her crew suffering from small
pox, yet it was not until the Saturday following that
the public became aware of the presence of this
walignant diseass in the harbor. The vessel, it is
stated, had been allowed to lie in the vicinity of
several otber vessels for days, instead of being placed
in quarantine. The Quecnstown Hospital Uommit-
tee decided that they bad no accommodation for
such cases ; but the Cotk Board of Guardians con-
demned their conduct, and called on them to make
provision for the sick seamen, the Guardians paying
the cost.

Taeg Countesé oF Gravarn.—The Grand Master-
Licutenant and the Sacred Council of the Order of
Bt.John of Jerusalem have just conferred upon the
Countess of Granard the Cross of Devotion—one of
the highest decorations of the order, and much
prized in the way of beraldry. The Catholics of
these kingdoms will rejoice that so eminent an
honor has been go worthily conferred, and will hope,
with one accord, that the Countess mmmy be spared
for very many, very bappy years, to wear the pre-
cious emblem, The father and mother of the noble
lady both wear decorations of the order of Malta,
and it is but & short time since we (Freeman's Jour-
nal) recorded the transmission to Earl Granard of
one of the highest decorations in the gift of our
Holy Father, Pius IX.

Ireland does not seem to have gained very much
by the change of Government. Even the Irish
backers of Tory ascendency do not seem to be aatis-
fied with the resulis of the change so far as they
bave gone, They looked forward to the re-establish-
ment of Protestantism and the propping up of totter-
ing Orapgemanism, and they bave been bitterly
disappoiated.- That local Fories are not to be easily
ousted from their assumed position, and that if they
do not regsin their weoll-nigh lost ascendency, seem
to be however beyond doubt. Their latest attempt
has been to disfranchise all the householders rated
at and under £4. In furtherance of this cbject they
have made an appeal to the Local Government
Boatd, and the appeal has heen referred to the con-
sideration of the Board of Guardians, who have re-
fused to entertain the question, displaying thereby
more good sense than those gentlemen who go to
make up the head department. It is to be hoped
that the Liocal Government Board will not scruple
imparting to the Orangemen of Ireland the informa-
tion they secm to need so much, namely, that Pro-
testant ascendency in Ireland has been tried found
guilly and executed some years ago.—Zhe Universe.

—On Sunday evening June 7th the Right Rev. Mgr.
Capel commenced a series of sermons in the church
of Qur Lady, 6. John's Wood. ~The text of the firs$
course was taken from St. Matthow’s gospel, viz,
“ Ga ye therefore and ‘teach all, nations, baptising
them in the name of the Father, and ‘of the Son, and

‘When God Almighty established his -Church' on’
‘carth, (said the preacher), ho did 8o for'a clear and
‘expreas purpose—that.was that men ‘should Ve .in-
.structed in all truth,ind thatthereshould be dispensed

{to us,those distiict: means-.which are. necessary ‘to
enable us:to work ‘out.our salvation. - While God 50|
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determined the end of his Church, . He .wrote upon
her brow marke that must at once’ distinguish her
and seperate her from every other body, and there-
fore she had marks bestowed upon her by God, not
by humen institutions, The Right Rev. preacher
proceeded to quote from many places in Scripture,
by which he made clear the fact that in the Church
there must be good and evil persons, but this is no
resson why people should argue that that Church
waa not fashioned by the band of God. For while
God said that the body of she Church should be
made up of good whent, and of ohafl—of the wise
and of the foolish—He has also. clearly expressed
that “ the Spitit of God was to abide in His Church
until tho end of time, and that the gatus of hell
should net prevail aguinst her From this the
preacher went on to argue, that though the Church
might have weak members—though some of her
children should dishonor her—yet there ‘was one
poiat which could not be nffeoted in tho leasd by
those who led bad lives, and that was her Divine
power. The Church was made wp of human cle-
ments-—~with 1ts weakness and its evil passions—
human elements ever standing in -need of correc-
tion ; but pervading all these there was the Divine
clement, which was to verify and conserve that body
—that kingdom—which God called into existence.
Deseribing the Church zs one great family, which
upited the natious of the earth, and made no differ-
ence between Jew and Gentile, she prencher said
that the Christinn spirit of the Church, was above
the love of country. Nationality was the first of all
instinets in nature ; nationality did God Almighty
establish ; nationality gleaming forth into the grand
and besutiful iden of patriotism, imparts not alone
Iove of heart and bome, but also urges on to the
most generous sacrifices, All this was God's crea-
tion; but above these feelings—above this patriot-
ism is another fact, nRmely, that weare all members
of one mighty race—God made us one great people
to be preserved by the Precious Blood of His Divine
Son, and to be united with Him in His great family.
This is God's idea. Nutjonality or patriotism fades
away in the spiritual order, and those lines which
nature traces so far as birth or interest is conccracd
—though not destroyed by becoming “Christian—
yet they arc all absorbed in God’s family ; and this
is the first idea of Catholicism., The right rev.
preacher then proceeded 1o dwell at considerable
length on the distiuctive marks of the true Church.
He laid particular stress on the title of Catholie, to
which name no other sect—not even the Anglo- Cath-
olics—hnd the least claim, and none but these
wholly blind could fail to perceive that there was
only one Church Catholie, namely, the onc Holy
Roman, Apostolic Church.

Another illustration of the loyalty of our old
Catholic bouses to the Church of God has just been
witnessed in the metropolis—that loyalty which has
been shown unfalteringly through three hundred
years of only recently relaxed repression. A very
few days have elapsed since the eldest son of Lord
Petre, having recently been received into the priest-
hood, said his first Mass in the beautiful church of
the Immaculate Conception at Farm street, in the
presence of many mombers of his ancient family.
When thus choosing his path in life the Hon, and
Rev. William Joseph Petre was true to tha noble
device emblazoned on his escutcheon—=Sans Dies
rien!

ORrPHAN AsYLUM.—It has been our agreeable
privilege to witness on the 30%h ult. one of
these family festivals which are of rare occur-
rence in one's life, The Rev. Mother Forbes,
Superioress of the St. Patrick’s Orphan Asy-
lum, was about to celebrate her gol¥en wed-
ding or the fiftieth anniversary of her religious
profession in the community of the Grey Nuns,
For thirty-six years has the reverend mother
been connected with the institution of the St.

Here
the pastor, the’ Rev. Father Andricux, merits
a special henorable mention. In a compara.
tively _poor country Parish, with hardly any
outside help, a church has been erected which
many a city Parish would be proud to possess,
Another large and elegant brick churoh is nog
being built at Maidstone Cross, at a cost of
between eighteen and twenty thousand dollars,
_The Pastor, Rev. Father Delahunty, and many
others with him, are of opinion that this
churck, when completed, will be the most stylish
church edifice in the county of Essex, and I
think they will not be disappointed. The old
cathedral of Sandwich is also being repaired
and enlarged at a cost of $20,000. Then that
fine stone church of Amherstburg, through the
zeal and unceasing labors of the Very Revd,
Dean Laurent, has received the addition of a
tower which can not have cost less than $7,000
and moreover, has been repewed and frescced
in splendid style at a costof some $4,000 more,
In the remaining three Parishes large and com.
modious frame churches and parochial houses
have also been erected within the last five or
six years, I may add that in the town of
Windsor, they are just now layiag the founda-
tions for a large and magnificent Catholic
school house, which will eost about $15,000
and will afford ample accommodation for 500
children.

From this rapid recapitulation, your readers
may be enabled to judge what progress our holy
religion has been making in this western corner
of Ontario, within the last few years. Now
you will allow me to say a few words about our
college and our convents,

The college of the Assumption, situated at
Sandwich, after experiencing many ups and
downs, beforé it came into the possessionof the
Rev. Basilian Fathers, is now in a most pros,
perous condition, in fact it stands second to
none of our Catholic educational establish-
ments for boys in Canada, I had the good
luck, the other day, to be present at the closing
exercises, and I must say that what I saw and
heard surpassed by far auything that I might
have anticipated. I confess that if I had amy
boys to send to college for either a commercial
or a classical training, I would most unhesi-
tatingly send them to the Assumption College.
The number of boarding scholars during the
scholastio year just concladed was, I am told,
75, besides 2 pumber of day scholars from
Sandwich, Windsor and Detroit. Besides the
Assumption college, we have also in Essex two
educational establishments for young ladies, one
at Amherstburg and the other at Windsor, both
under the charge of the Sisters of the Holy
Names of Jesus and Mary.

St, Mary’s Academy of Windsor has only
ten years of existence, yet in point of numbers
and cfficiency it has attained a rank second to
no other similar institute in the Province. The
egercises of the amnual commencement took
place dast Thursday in St. Alphonsus' Hall, in
the presence of a very large andience. It was
cortainly the best and most interesting affair
of the kind I have ever had the good fortune
to witness, [Every one present agreed in say-
ing that the performance was as perfeet a3

human beings could possibly make it.

The whole was concluded by a faw remarks
by Very Rev. V. G. Bruyere, and a masterly
discourse en Christian cducation by Rev. Fa
ther Ferguson, Professsor of Rhetoric in As-
sumption College. At the conclusion, Rev. Fa-
ther Wagner, Pastor of the Parish and cha-
plain of St. Mary’s Academy, announced that
the school would reopen on the 1st day of Sep-
tember next. ‘

The convent is a large and substantial brick
building, capable of giving accommodation to
at least 100 boarding seholars, T am informed
that the number of pupils who Teceived instruc-
tion at St. Mary’s Academy during the scho-
lastio year just concluded was 120, of whom
80 were boarders. ,

‘at 3 30 o'clock on Saturday afternoon upon the re-

maing of Prospere Therein, the foreman in ihe em-
ploy of Messrs, Prowse & Bros. who was almost
instantly killed by being precipitated from a scaffold
at a height of 110 feet, it would appear, instead of
40 feet, ns wementioned, Fortunately his four com-
panions, young men named Lauzon, Spinole, Cham-
pagnae and Peltier, did not share his fall, as was
erroncously stated ; otherwise, owing to the great
height, theycould not havo escaped death, The
circumstances of this deplorable accident were as
follows :—Tho deceased and the four men named
were engaged in affixing galvanized iron plates to
extorior of tho Warshouse Qompany's building, Mill
street, which is built of wood. It became necessary
to elevate the platform to proceed with the work
and two of the young men began steadily to draw
upon the ropes af each end for this purpose. LM'l-
zon, who was at the right extrsmity, stated in his
avidence that at this juncture he felt the scafiolding

falling and at once he seized bold of the ropes; his

other companions did-the eame and the fall of the

‘platform, after it had -descended some ten ‘or fifteen

féet, was arresiod by the ropes, which gave out no

longer. . The four men:hung in this -terrible posi-

ing fortunately censed their descent when close to
apertures in the wall through which a man could
pass. Thoir sensation in this pesition, their lives
banging on the merest thread, must have been ter-
rible. The accident was due to the giving of a rope
at the left exiremity; it separated abeut the centre,
and owing to its location, the staging when its
course was arrested, hung in an oblique position at
ap angle of about forty-five degrees. The rope was
thick, appeared strong, seemed comparatively new.
Gilfoyle, a workman who was employed in the yard
at a short distance foom the building, on the same
side where thescaffolding was suspended, states that
hearing an unusual noise, he locked wp and zaw
tome dark bedy turning and tumbling through the
air. Haran to the spot and fonnd the deceased
lying on his back, but then alive; mssisted by a
couple of other workmen, who had also hastened to
the spot, he removed the man to a shed, his incen-
tive to this being a fear that the other four weuld
fall immediately upon the same place.

The deceased, when they placed bim uponthe
ground, zave three or four leng-drawn Lreaths, and
died without having spoken a word. Lauzon, who
was on the sceffold, an employee of Messrs, Prowse,
deposed that they had every comfidence in the
strength of the rope by which the staging was sus-
pended; that previous to being put te this nse if
had been carefully tested with tho welght of ten
men ; that no one at any time bad expressed the
slightest apprehension in thisregard ; that he had
buen for some time in the employ of the firm, and
that they had never any difficulty whatever when
they required it in obtaining new rope, &c. This
evidence was cotroborated by other witnesses, and
the jury, whieh was composed of workmen engaged
on the building, roturned a verdict of accidental
death. Therien was s young man about 28 years of
age ; he supported his parents, who will feel their
sudden bereavement keenly. Oue ef the young
men saved w2s his nephew.—Star,

DgeaproL Fain—On Saturday afterncon, rbout
two o'clock a man employed by Messrs. Prowse, St.
James street, named Prospere Therien, 28, living in
8. Genevieve street, while working on a scaffold
near the roof of the new elevator of the Montreal
Warehouse Company, was, owing toa rope giving
way, causing the scaffold to cant to one side, pre-
cipitated to tho ground—a distance of 110 feet. He
was horribly mangled by the fall and died instantly.
The Coroner was netified. The deliverance of the
jury was “that the deceased came to his death in a
manner purely accidental and not otherwige.”

Potatoes look wall,
and gecm not more injured by the beetle than last
year. Turnips likely to be good. Vegetables will
be scarce, having suffered badly from the nniversal
grub. In fruit, cherries and plumbs will be abun-
dant, but apples a poor crop. We are likely to have
a pretty good supply of smail fruits, with the ex-
ception of strawberries, which are nowhere.—Oriftia
Packet.

_ TExecutive for the long delays they have inter-
posed—in most cases, perhaps, unavoidably—
between the arrest, trial, and exeution of the
unfertunate prisoners of the Commune, In
the case of Emile Bonnard, one of the fero-
cious mob who stoned to death an agent de
police at the Canal de St. Martin in 1870, and
who was condomned by one of the military
tribupals in February last—the respite has
been attended with good effect. The labors of
the prisen chaplains, the Revv, Abbes Portier
and Baron, were rewarded by the conversion
of Bonnard, so- that he wot only received de-
voutly and thankfully all the aids of religion
offered him, but addressed his fellow-prisoners
in the chapel, and the spectators at his execu-

_tiou on Friday, the 5th; declaring that he ad-
mitted the justice of his sentence, and warning
them agpiost the reading of bad papers, ces
feuilles infames, which he said had poisoned
his mind as they daily poison ‘the minds of
thousands to their ruia. He also besought
his confessor te correct the false accounts
which those papers would be sure to publish
about his own end. Althought so penitent,
he seems.to have died without signs of foar;
he faced the velley uunbound, and sank, with
the shout of Vive la France! pierced by eight
"bullets. Men like Bonnard are rather the vie-
‘tims than the leaders of the anti social move-
ment that still terrifies and paralyses France,
Their crimes were great, but were committed
under that political frepzy which intoxicates
the haif-educated TFrenchman as strong drink
maddens the colder temperament of the North,
The greater criminals had brains and money
to escape justice, and are mostly still at large,
—Tablet.

The receptions at the
Vatican, which were but slightly interrupted,
have been resumed,

Corpus DexiINI.—This I'east was celebrat-
ed in various parts of Italy this year with the
usual processions, except in Bologna and other
towns, where the authorities inhibited proces-
sions in the streets. In Rome no processions
took placs outside the churches. At S, Peter's
there was High DMass at the altar behind the
confessional between -the tombs of Paul III,
and Urbae VIII. Dlany priests and lay
Monsignor Casale was

celebrant. After Mass Cardinal Federico Bor-

Fromeo carried the Blessed Sacrament in pro-

cession through the nave. The churches of
the city were thronged with worshippers, and
all the shops were shut.

PEACE oR WAR., — Some persons consider
the abandonment of the Defence Fortifications
to ben sign of approaching war, The Minis-
try have received, it is thought, the word from
Prince Bismarck to keep the army ready for
marching, and not to mind the defensive works,
Ttaly is to make war, not to awaitit, and Savoy
and Nice will ba both the pretext and the
prize. Certainly the speeches of Cialdini and
Minghetti were alarming, and the ohaunge of
policy was very suspicious. Bix months rgo
these fortifications were deemed indispensable,
now they are put off sine die,

‘Foop Riors—1a many parts of Italy disturbances
arising from the high price of provisions have been
put down, by armed force. Riots broke out at Brisi-
ghella;, Solarole, Castcl- Bologuese, Luge, and
Cotignola, The ring.loaders were arrested, and
some of them brought fo Ravenna to be imprisoned.
The disturbances at Faeoza lasted some days, and
one time threatencd to be serious. The populace
attributed the scarcity of provisions to certain rich
merchants, and assaulted the corn-stores and baker-
ies, throwing stoncs at obnoxious individuals. The
slops were shut for some days, - and business was
guspended. The authorities, to calm the multitude
issued proclamations that a reduction would be
made in the price of bread, and that the persons
arrested would be set a liberty. These promises
were not fulfilled, and the abger of the mob incroas-
ed. Rations of soup were then igsued, but without
satisfying the rioters. Teu thoueand loaves daily of
eight ounces each were then distributed gratuitously
to the poor. The town of Facnza was patrolled by
soldiers; and the liguor-shops, ceting-houses, and
hotels, were closed at an hour early each evening by
order of the prefect, At Imela the balkers' shops
were guarded by so!diers, and the crowds of women
and workmen nssembled in the piazza were only
dispersed after two bayopet charges. It was feared
the butchers in Rome would po on strike in conse-
guence of & new burden laid on them by tho Muni-
cipality. The Municipality, to prevent the incon-
venience of leaving the city withoutbeef, opened a
store where all persons might purchase meat at the
usual prices. Itis, however, expected that in a few
wecks butoher's meat will cost one franc the Italian
pound of eleven ounces,

ST. SEBASTIAN.

Diocletian was Emperor at this time, A, D. 283,
He was tho son of a Ddlmatian slave, and called &t
first Diocles, but Diotlétinn on his accession to the
ompire, Huwns & groattyrant— bloodshirsty, avari-
cious—but passionately fond of palace-building., It
is around him and the other persecutors of the
Church that the infidel and apostate, Gibbon has
raised up those ‘clouds of obscurity” whick prevent
in the minds of those who readithe pages of Gibbon's
‘Rise and Fall of the Roman Empire a trueappre. i
ation ef the terriblo persécution of the Christians,
Unfortunately, those outside the Church take their
information from such a puisoncd source.

During the reign of the Emperor Carinus, two
twin brothers, Mark andjMarcellinus; were imprigon-
ed in Rome, Sebastian, born, at Narbonne, in the
Gauls, but educated &t Milan, came. frequently to
visit them. Sebnstinn's’ family was a Alilanese

All wero
touched. " Zoe, wife of Nicostratus, threw herielf at
Sebastian's feet, and by signs made him understand
what sho desired. For six yearsshe had been dumb.
Sebagtidn made the sign of the cross on her mouth,
asking in a loud voice of Jesus Christ to heal her, if
all he had said was trus, Zoe arose and spoke.
She had seem an angel descendimg from heaven
holding an open book before the eyes of St. -Sebas-
tian, whera all that he had said was written word
for word. Thesssistants were converted. Nicos-
tratus protested that neither meat nor drink would
pass his lips until he had received Holy Baplism.
But Scbastian told him, first of all, to exchange the
diguity of office of Prefect of that for officer of Jesus
Christ, and te bring to him all the prisoners under
his charge, so thatthey might be catechised. So
Nicostratus went to the jailer Claudins and obtained

the prisomers. The holy priest [Polycarp received,

them into the churcb, Claudius, the jailer, at the
sight of this, felt his heartfouched. He professed
his belief and asked the szints to cure his two sick
children. On being baptized, they regained perfect
hesalth, BSebastian was godfather to the new con-
verts, and Beatrix, afterward a martyr, and Lucina

the godmothers. Trenquillinus, father of the two
martyrs, was cured of gout on coming from the
Dbaptismal fount. Chromatius haviog ascertained
all this desired much to be cured of the gout,
whersof he suffered, and calling Tranquillinus

he promised him half his fortune would he but cure
him. Tranquillinus laughed at the idea, and teld
him t{o what Physician he should have recourse,
The holy priest Polycarp too’s occasion of the suffer-
ings of Chromatius to speak to him of the eternal
pains of hell. Chromatius then gave hisname and
that of his only son as Christians, St. Sebastian
and St. Polycarp, having the-consent of the ncw
catechumen, broke all the idols in the household,
and a young man appeared to Chromatius, and
healed him. ‘ :

Dioc'stian became sole master of the Empire on
the death of Carinus, in 285 and took his eeat iu
Bome. He gave to Sebastian the captainey of the
first company of ths Pretorian Guard, and had al-
ways the Saint with him,

At this time the persecution became intense,
Chromatius, by the advice of the pope, St. Caius,re-
tired to his country seat, and the Pope decided that
Polycarp should also go, but that Sebastian should
remain with him. The Pope conferred on Sebas-
tian the title of Defender of the Church: Many
now were receiving the crown of martyrdom. St
Caius was concealed by Sebastian in the very palace
of the persecuting Ewperor.

:Diocletian being apprised that Sebastian wne a
Christian had him celled to his presence, and re-
proached him for thus having requited all the bene-
fits bestowed. The Saint answered that seeing the
folly of asking prayers ond help from stones, he had
unceasingly adored Christ and the God who is in
heaven for the salvation of the Prince and of the
Empire, So wise an anawer did not satisfy Diocle-
tian, and he had the Saint delivered over to the
archers of Mauritanis, to be made a target of Aad
they left him as dead, pierced with arrows, But
Irene, widow of St. Castule, who being keeper of the
baths to Diocletian, had secreted St. Caius in the
palace, having come to bury him found him still
living, and being brought to her abede in the palace
of Diocletian, he in a short time recovered perfect
health. The Christians exhorted bim fo withdraw;
but invoking the aid of God, he took position on a
stairway where Diocletian had to pass, and charged
him with the injustice of hig persecution, Diocle-
tian wagamased on beholding him alive. Where-
upon the Baint told him that Jesus Christ had given
him back to life, 8o that he might protest before all
the people that this persecution of the servants of
Christ wis an extreme injustice, Diocletian had him
immediately conducted to the hippodrome of the
palace, there he was beaten with clubs to death.
Aud so that the Christians might not make a mar-
tyr of him, his body wes thrown into the public
sewer, but there it remained suspended to an iren
hook. Atnight the Saint appeared to Lucina, told
her whero his body was, and to have it buried in the
Catacombs, at the entry of the Grotto of the Apos-
tles, This occurred in 288, (Acta Sancti Scbastiani,
20 Jan. S8, Marcellinus et Marcus, 18 Junii. BS.
Tiburtinug et Chromatug, 11 Aug. etc. Apud Acta

THE LATE BENJAMIN FRANKLIN,
BY MARE TWAIN,

[Never put off till fo-morrow what you can do
day after to-morrow just as well—B, F.)

This party was one of those whom they call
philosophers, He was twins, being born simultan-
eously in two different houses in the city of Boston.
These houses remain unto this day, axd have signs
upon theut worded in accordances with the facts,
The sigus are conmsidercd well cnough to have,
though not necessary, because the inhabiitants
point out the two birthplaces to the stranger any-
how and sometimesas often as severa! times in the
same day, The subject of the meroir was of a
vicious disposition, and early prostituted his talents
to the invention of maxims and aphorisms calcula-
ted to inflict suffering upon the rising geneifation of
all subseguent ages. 'Tho simplest acts also were
contrived with a view to their being held up for the
emulation of boys for ever—boys who might ether-
wisa have been bappy. It waiin this spirit he be-
came tho son of & soap-boiler, and probably for no
other reason than that the cffurts of all futvre boys
who tried to be anything might be looked upon
with suspicion unless they were the sons of soap-
boilers. With a malevolence which is without
paraliel in bistory, he would work all day and then
sit up at nights and let on to be studying algebra
by thelight of a smouldering fire, so that all other
Loys might have to do thatalsa or clse have Bep-
Jjamin Franklin thrown up to them, Not satisfied
with them proceedings he had o fashion of living
wholly on bread and water and studying astronomy
at menl times—a thing which has brought affliction
to millions of hoys since whosge fathers had
read Franklin's pernicious bingraphy,

His maxims were full of animosity towards boys.
Nowadays a buy cannot follow out a single natural
instinet without tumbling over some of thosy ever-
lasting aphorisms, and hearing from Franklin on

.the spot. If e buys two cents’ worth of pent-nuts

his father suys. “Remember what®Frankiin has
gaid my scn—A groat day's a penny o year? and
the comfort is all gone out of those- pea-nuts, If
he wauts to spin histop when he is done work, his
father quotes “Procrastinatian {s the toief of time.”
If he docs a virtuous action he never gots anything
far it because “Virtue is its own roward,” And thgt
‘boy i5 hounded to death and robbed of his natural
rest, because Franklin said onco in one of his inspir-
ed flizhts of malignity— - -

My grand-
father knew him well and he says Franklin was
always fixed—always ready.’ Ifabody, during his
old age, happened on him unexpectedly when he
was catching flies, or making mud-pies, or sliding
.down the cellar door, he would immediately look
wise, and -rip out a maxim, and walk off with his
'noks in the air and hiscap turned wrong side before
and trying to appear absent-minded and eccentric
-He was a hard lot, : . ’

He invented a stova that would smoke your head
off infour hours by the 'clock, One can see the
almost devilish satisfaction he took in it by giving
it his name. '

He was nlways prond of tellinghow he entered
Philadelphia for the first time, with nothing in’ the
world put two shillings in his pocket, and four rells
of bread under his arm. But really, when you come
to examine it eritically, it was nothing. Anybody
could have done it,

‘fo the subject of this memoir belongs the henor
of recommending the army to go back to bows and
arrows in place of bayonets and muskets. He ob-
served, with nis customary force, that the bayonet
was very well under some circumstances, but he
doubted whether it could be used with acouracy at
long range. :

Benjamin Franklin did a great many notable
things for the country, and made her young name to
be honored in many lands as the mother of such a
son. It is not theidea of this memeir to ignore
that or coverit up. No;thesimple idea of it is to
snub those pretentious maxims of his, which he
worked up with a great show of originality out of
truisms that had bLecome wearisome platitudes as
eatly as the dispersion from Babel; and also to
sowb- his stove, and his military inspirations, his
unseemingly endeavour to make himself conspicuous
when he entered Philadelphia, and his flying his
kite and fooling away his time in all sorts of such
ways when he ought to have been foraging for soap
fat or constructing candles. I merely desire to
do away with somewhat of the prevalent calamitous
ideas among headsof families that Franklin acquired
his great gpenuis by working for nothing, studying
by moonlight, and gettting up in the night instead
of waiting till morning like ~ Christian; and that
this programme, rigidly inflicted, will make a Frank-
lin of every father's fool. Itistime these gentle-
men were finding out that these cxecrable eccen-
tricities of instinct and conduct ars ouly the
evidences of genuis, not the ereators of if, I wish I had
been the father of my parents long enough to make
them comprehend this truth, and thus prepare them
to let thefr son have an easier time of it.  When I
was & child I hadto boil soap, notwithstarding my
ather was wenlthy, and Ibad to get up early and
study geometry at breakfast, and peddle my ewn
poetry, and do everything juet as Franklin did, in
the solemn hopethat I would bea Franklin some
day, And hereI am.

CricAq0, Juxe 30.—The managers of the railroads
leading from this city through Iowa are discussing
the Towa law, which is similar to that epscted by
the Wisconsin legislature. The Ghicago, Burlington
and Quincy, Chicago, Rock Island and Pacific,
Chicdgo and Fort-Western, and Illincis Central
Railways, will be setiously affected by the law. It
is certain that the roads will {ake some joint action.
The Chicago and North-Western and Chicago, Rock
Islend and Pacific will issne a freight tariff corres-
ponding with the new law, and this line of action
the other roads will probably adops. Under the
new passenger law the rates will be 3 cents per mile.
The roeds represented at the meeting yesterday fail-
ed to agree in the course to be pursued in regard to
the future; but at preseat the Chicago, Rock Island
and Pacific will submit o the law, aud the other
roads will continue at the present rates, except to

land and Pacificc. The latter companies are
bound by the terms of extension of time of their
Towa graat, to submit to whatever the Legislature

The Attorney-Greneral gives his opinion that the
law can be enforced, though very loosely fiamed.

Coxvigr Lirz e New Catenonta—A corregpondent
of the Southern Cross, who recently visited New
Caledonia, communicotes some ioteresting fucts
about the convicts. “The convicts of New Cale-
donin number over 8,000, and are mostly on the Ile
des Pines, which is a short distance to the south-
ward of the mainland. Other convict settlements
are scnttercd all round the const. Qwing to the Jate
arrival of the Communists, these numbers will be
congiderably increased. The convicts are mostly
employed on the roads; which, round Noumen, are
in excellent condition, and on any Government work
that may be going on. They are at present re-
claiming a portion of the harkor, whick, when com-
pleted, will be of groat value to the town of Nou-
mea. The convicts are puid a fuw sous n day, part
of which is retained until their sentence is expired.
