M DR. O'BRIEN TO THE YQUNG
MEN OF IRELAND.

(From the Cork Lzaminer.)
Newcastle West, March 24, 1862.

[ address vou to-dsy. I nolonger confine myself
to the Young Men's Societies; numerous though they
be, and holding, as I believe, your bone and sinew.
I address you all, high and tow, rich and poor, igno-
rant and educated, acd before God I declare that I
believe myself placing before you the most important
issue that ever engnged the hearts and heads of the
Irish race.

And I do not confine myseil in this appeal to the
men who have not entered what i3 called the * Na-
tionsl Brotherlicod of St. Patrick.” Nay, in a par-
ticular way I appesal to them. To the * initinted,”” who,
perbaps imngine that rebellion against (od can mean
fidelity to their country ; to the uninitivted, who have
not yet surrendered their liberty to the sunguinary
fanaticism of revolutionary passions; to the hopest
men of every class, grade, and hope within that Bro-
therbood, I address myself in the face of our coramon
dauger, and I pray of them calmly to read these lines.

Sir,—If ‘any Oanadians : !

. Siy 8'h ¢n offended, as'it
ppeara. some have been, by.my: first leiter. to you on

‘the_subject of ' Colonial Bmancipation, it is- the falt

of "the Timés. not mine. I eend to you, whose motto
is'open councils, & letter obriously intended as s con-
tribution to Baglish discussion, but which; when read
entire, could not be thought disparagiog 1o the.colo-
nists. The Times, being apprehensive lest my remarks
should do mischief at * Quebee and Montreal,” drags
the letter from ' its obscurity,” and calls the particu-
lar attention of the people of Quebec and Moatreal to
the passages which it thinks likely to be offensive.
Perhaps I should have.either Yeen left in obscurity,
or differently treated, if I bad not oua previous oc-
casion, spoken ratber tréely against an ecclesiastical
system which, because it is the usetul outwork of u
corresponding political system, the * statesmen” of
the T%imesia common with other ' statesmen,’ pieusly
defead. . : :

No doubt my first thought wa3 justice to the Eng-
lish people, who maintain, by the sweat of their brow,
tbat ‘‘ magnificent fabric,” as the Times calla it, of
reckless and aseless expenditure, whick the profligacy
of past rulers reared, and the blindness of their suc-
cessors upholda. A Quebsc journal tells me that
“my God is Mammon.” My neighbor tells me that
my God is Mammon, because, when he i3 better off
than [ am, I do not wish to pay his rates. Our atates-
men need not fear to encounter the reproach of Mum-
mon worship when public money is to b saved. A
wealthy Genoese, long known for his liberality, all at
once turned miser, and becamne by his solid parsimony
the object of general wonder and of gezeral scorn ;
but atlast, with the savings of that pursimony he
paid the public debt of Genoa, snd with her solvency
restored her greatness. The extravagance of our go-
vernment is sustaining the reputation of o minister
who has no other ground for his reputation ; but not,
only does 1bi3 extravagance diminish the comforts off
our people in peace—ir ¢nts beforehand the sinews of
just war.

However, my argument iz that timely separation i3
good {or both parties, but especially good for the co-
lonists. They love o fresh start in the world, with a
heritage of modern libecty and cirilisation, unencum-
‘bered by the feudalism which still presses, and will
long continue to press, on the energies of the mother
country. Their destiny, as it 13 the last gift of Pro-
vidence, i3 probably ligher than ours, if they will
onty go forward like men to meet it, insteal of cling-
ing, like frightened children, to the skirts of the Old
World.

What i3 it the Canadians bope to gain by remain-
ing a province? What is it that they fear to [ose by
becoming 8 nation ?

We bhave given them all that we really hase to

give—our pational character, our commercial erergy,
aur attitude of law and government, our language,
with all the stores of wisdom and beauty which it
contajcs —the mewmory of ap illngiricus origin aud
bond o affection which will not lose its force when
the Governor General ceases to exercise his nominal
rule. We have given them the essence of our coasti-
tutivn—tree legisiation, self-taxation, ministerl re-
The ze-
cidents of that constitution —the reiics of the feudal
mould jo which it was wroughi—we canno more
wive them than we can give them our history or skies,
Do iliey or auy of them desire an hereditary aristoe-
racy 7 T'hen they must be prepared to accept the ne-
cessary Ditsis of an hereditary aristocracy—primoge-
niture aud groat settled estates, with waste, neglect,
pauperisy, shsenteeism and Windhamism in their
train,  Awn aristocrmey without acres would soon
prove anytbing but an angnst iostitution or an ele-
men: of nolivical stability. T find it difficult 1o soar
to the poetic conseption of & firee-new Qanadian mo-
narehy, with colonial lords of the bedchamber and
ladies in waiting; bat [ find it still more difficalt to
soar 10 the conception of a Canndiun peernge, with
the Duke of Montreal, the third perheps from the crea-
vion of the title, begging like Belizarius for an obulus,
or whistlinz on a costermonger's cart.
v Again, the Onnadians possess what is essential in
our religion. Do they or any of them wish to import
our ecclesiastical iastitutions, with state bisbops sit-
ting in parlinment und eeclesiastical courts to eu-
force Cburch suthority in matters of opinion, and
brisg men to trial for writing what they believe to be
! the truth ? Does not the very mention of these things
at once remind us that ages as well as ocesngs lie be-
tween the feudal civilisation io church and state, and
that of which the colonies are burn heirg ?

Or to drop from these refined and riry speculations
to the vulgar and substantial, do the Canadinps hope
that this country will always go on paying for their
army and navy ? Then I do not shrink from declar-
ing my belieftbat, governad by the power of the clubs
as we are, and cajoled as we are by the great organ
of that power, 1o hope this is to hope 100 much from
the suffrance of the English people.

If then, the Cunadians have nothing to hope from
continuing a depeudence, have they anything to fear
from becoming a nation ?

That their trade withus would not suffer they knuw,
pot only from the reason of the case, but fromn ihe
decisive example of the United States, whose trade
with this country bas rapidly incrensed from the Girst
hour of their dependence.

They dread upnesution to the United States. b
1 subuait that their greatest danger of being annexed
ariges from the position as a dependeacy of Eoglaud.
That England will some day geu into a war with the
United States is only too probable, were it only from
the intense hatred wbich our aristocracy unaturally
feel for the mode! cepublic, and which has so signully
broken forth since the commencement of the eivit
war. And incase of & war between England and
the United States, Canada, us an outlaying depen-
dency of Eeogland, would no doubt be placed in jeu-
pardy. Dot istbere any rensonable ground fur pr.-
suring that the American people nre g0 extravagaally
ambirious and so outrageonaly profligate ngz, withou:
proveeation, 1o invade and annex an independent ua-
tion ?

j change, could England umlertake ultimateiy o pre-
vent it?

dian Government are now bestowing the land on ig..
dustrious settlers who make Canada their howme,—
There is, perhaps, however, no feature in Canndi'm.
life and prospeets so favornble 1o the setiler as the
great trade in timber, with which the s0il of Cnnada
has been so been so bountifully supplied by Provi..
dence. The forests of the country ure said to be co-
vered with enough of wood to supply Rurope for
ages—an immense source of wealth when combined
with the other advantage that the tributaries of the
great St. Lawrence, when swollen in the spring by
the meeting of the winter's snows, convey the timber
to & market at Quebec with such facility nnd ap
bardly any expense, while the snow which lies on
the ground in the montha of December, Junuary
Februnry, and part of March in some pluees, is mo;'!,.
valuable io “ macadumizing” the roads to draw (he
tiabér on sleds to the banks of the rivers. Mlany
parts of Canrda, not readily reached in this war
have also been tupped by the ailways recemly con-
structed, but they only bring & small propurtion of
tbe whole quantity exported to the shipping pert.—
Tho value of Canadiag ycllow pine, the great stuple
wood of the country, is well known. Of late the
beautiful Caundian black waluut hias become o fs-
vorite article, and i3 highly pried for making 1he
most elegant description of furnitnre,  The bird's eye
maple, curly birch, and other ornamental woods also
grow in almost unlimited variety and profusion, be-
sides the celebrated rock clm, oxk, red pine, Tama-
rac and other ship-building woodsz, so valuable items
of Canadian export. But we were certainiy not yre-
pared to learn that Cannda produced anyiling like
so many varieties of wood as were shawn to ug yes-
terday by E. J. Charlton, Fsq, » native of [ieland,
and for wany years a resident in Canadn, whao uwuw
represents the Canadinn Government inthis conniry,
for the purpose of encouraging emigration 10 Cana-
da. The box of specimens shown to as cmbraces a
variety of over fifty different kinds of wood, heirg n3
meny varieties as are imported into the United King-
dom from all parts of the world, Theg. ave beauti-
fully zot up, and are creditable to the iste, as well
ag indicative of the wealth and resourees of Unnads,
aad nre well worthy of inspeciion by our artizing
and mnncfactarers, who will receive from Mr, Charl-
ton useful information as 1o what these woods are
best suited far, the quantity in which they enn be
produced, and the probable cost Inid down here. -
But tho most interesting cousideration in conunestinn
with Canadian timber is the great nssistunce it iz the
means of affording tu the farmer who mnakes a tiome
for himselt ie Canada in the neighborhood of the
Iumber merchants’ operations, to whom it gives u
market for his produce nt all times at high prices.
The farmer in the new settlements on the Otawas and
St. Mauriee, for instance, not only gets the prices
current at the great marketr towna on the St Law-
rence, but a3 much added as will cover the cost of
transport from thence to the farmer's own dour in
the neighhorhoed of the timber mannfuciurer’s chan-
tier or saw mill—a most important considerntion, in-
deed, to n new settler, and one that should have the
effect of inducing intending emigrauts to aetect Ca-
nade in preference to the western prairies of the
United States, where an absence of 1]l timber causes
the farmer to be put to great expense and suflering
for fencing, for building materials, and fuel, and
where there are no prices for his produce, lndiaa
corn having sold last season at sizpence per bushel
of gixty pounds in the centre of Illinnis. We con-
gratalate Canada on the enlightened and tiberal po-
licy adopted by her rulers and the people of this
country disposed to emigrate in 1h» menans when to

TRecess, Connemara, County Galway,
March 20th, 1562,

My dear Lord Mayor—I have been staying for a
few cays in this neighborhood, and I wish 1o bring
before the attention of the Mansion Hogse Commiz-
ter some facts relative Lo the distress in the West,
The parish’of Ronndstoae is in the barony of Batlina-
hinch, and extends about twenty-five miles {rom
Morvey to Shanskila, near the half-way house. It
containg about 500 families. The population i3 al-
most entirely Roman Catholic. The Rev. Mr. Grif-
fin, of Rouudstone, is the only priest lo .-uiend to
this groat district. There arc two Roman Catbolic
chapels—one at Roundstone,lnnd another at Ballinn-
fad. There ave three national schools, and a school
conducted by the monks at Roundstone. Almost
the whole of ihis country is bog nsnd mountaia,
There i3, however plenty of arable land, and Glen
Inagh and other mountain valleys aflurd capital
grating for the Comnemarn ponies nud the native
cattle and sheep. In the best of times tle people of
thia district live on potatoes boiled by means of turf
During & great part of the year there i3 also plenty
of cheap fish, hake and herriogs. They sell some of
their sheep or eattle to pay the rent. Two wet sea-
gons have reduced this district to starvation. There
aro no potatoes—the turf i3 destroyed —meat, clothes
and fire nre the three necessaries of life, and two out
of the thres are almost gone. If any traveller wish
to see to what condition the peasantry of the West
aro being reduced, let him pay a visit to the miser-
able village of Lissoughter, within half a mile of
Recess. There is a collection of filthy hovels unfit
for human habitation. A few starved creatures,
creep round them with the wistful look of hunger in |
their eyes. They have been liviog upon half-boiled
Indian meal—their bed-clothes are pawned—they are
helpless—the natural jndustry is here c‘owed by
Lopeless poverty—and here is the final result o_f cen-
turies of igmoraace, oppression, and submission.
This district forms a portion of the vast estates of
the Law Life Insurance Company, formerly the pro-
perty of the Martivs of Ballizahinch Castle. The
company posgesses au extent of country larger than
masy & Grerman principnlity, with high mouatains,
deop valleys, 52 miles of sea coast, sex and inland
fisheries. The natural beauty of the country is un-
surpassed in the woeld. The property is as well
mannged a8 the property of sbseates landlords can
be managed, and it is said to produce u rentai of
£15,000 per anuum. In 1850 the Special Commis-
siouer of the Duily Netws wrote :—* Here is an es-
tate runaing through forty miles of country on whick
there is scarcely 203, n day speat on any sort of la-
borr | am tnaware what great change there is by
way of improvement since. [ respectfully ask for
some relief an behalf of the poor people lere. Mr.
Robert Mecredy has collected n small fund from the
gentlemen who have frequented the district for the
purpose of angling. This has been all expended,
principally in the purchase and distribution of seed
potatoes.  The starving women and ckildren of the
place yet meals at his house; but private charity is
unnble to relieve all the hengry crowd. It may oot
be possible to prevent the gradual process of the ex-
termination of the [rish pensantry. Political and
social catises are at work, over which we liviog in
Treland untortunately bave no control.

Ter [Risu Poor Rerier Binn.—In a discussion on
the Trish Poor Relief Bill, which took place in the
House of Commons oa Monday night, 29th ult., soms
noticeable observatioas wece made by supporters and
opponents of the various clauses, Mr. Gregory sug-
gested that the Poor Law Commissioners should com-
municate with the Catholic Biabop of the diocese be-
fore dismissing Lbe chaplsin of any workhouse. Mr.
Osborne remarked that &t least onc member of tho
Irish Poor Law Commisgion ought to be a Catholic,
Mr. [Tennessy inquired why it wus that neither in the
report of the committee of last session, nor in the
blue-book they bad issued, was there any refereace
10 the tact that out-door relief was given in Eagland
ta 1lin 23 of the population, in Scotlnnd to 1 in 24,
but in Irelasd ouly to 1 in 140, To the latter question
Mr. Cardwell replied that * perbaps the committee
were of opinion thiat it was no reproach toa poor
law if it did not extend relief to & certain large por-
tion of the population, or that it would be any credit
to it if it did.” This i3, of course, A very satisfac-
tory and explicit nuswer to the question. Inanswer
to Mr. Gregory, Sir Robert Peel said that ' no great
dissatisfnction” with the present arrangement exisied,
and that it should not be altered. As to placing a
Ostholic on the Pour-Law Commission, the rppuini-
ment of a board of Englishmen and Protestants to
deal with an [rish and Catholic people, were made !
solely owing to théir efficiency! * He thought it
would be very injudicious to introduce sectarinn feel
ings in the selection of the members of the commis-
gion.” in guch words of hollow mockery as these do
the Government deal with the jusi and reasonable
requirements of the [rish people! Colonel Gresille
very pointedly agked * swhat confidence wounld the
English people tuve if their Poor Lew Bosard wero
composed of [rishmen and Roman thulics?.’

GREAT BRITAIN.

A petition against the return of Major O'Reilly has
been preseated. We lardly know whether such bra-
zen insolence most excites astonishmernt or blame. It
i3 mot too much to say that no contested election in
Ireland within the memory of man haa ever given so
little plausible colour for this charge of intimidation.
To repeat only one or two uanquestionable facts.
There were in the county two regiments of cavalry,
two battulions of infantry, and one thousand five
hundred police (a force which in Ireland i3 recog-
nised a3 a regular military arm), the whole under the

command of Major-General Yates, sent down spe. !

cially for the occasion. There were also three ati-
pendiary magistrates. It was, therefore, clearly im-
possible thut apy outrage shounld really hase been
committed without soms of the guilty parties being
arrested. Yet the only perscns tuken in charge dur-
10g the olection was two dranken men, one of whom
was Inid hold of by the police, the other by the popu-
lace, who were resolved that no excess of which he
might chance to be guilty should give any plausible
colour for the charge of rioting, and therefore of their
own accord gave him in chargs, although they had
considerable difficulty in compelling the police to
take him in charge. Mare than this, neither the She-
ril’ nor- aoy of the officers, civil or military, were
even called upon to protect any vater or take any
steps for the preservation of the peace. This alone is
enough to prove that the charge of violence is un-
founded. So large a military force, where there was
clearly no need of its atfendance, might have been
keld to be an undus interference on bebalf of Colonel
White. In England it would certainiy have been
made o ground of complaint. But this, anyhow, can-
not be made & charge against those who were op-
posed to the Government candidate. But more than
this, the senior of the three stipendiary magistrates
present publicly declared that, in the whole of bis
expsrience, which was very large, he had never seen
o contested county election so abaolutely peaceable,
The Sheriff, as wae &ll know, made a very similar de-
claration. We may add, that we have been favored
with the sight of a letter twritter by o Protestant
clergyman, the Rector of an Eoglish parish, who, be-
ing a Longford elector, attended and gave his vote
for Colonel White. This letter declared that the
claims of truth came frs¢, and that the writer was
bound to declare that neither in voting nor in walk-
ing both through the streets of the town apd oa the
road from Longford to Newtown Forbes, which was
that along which most of Colonel White's votera
came, had be either been interfered with himaself or
seen anyone interfered with, In like manner, a gen-
tleman, well known in the House of Commons u3 o
late member for Westmesth, Mr. Hugh Morgan Tuite,
who is one of the largest Protestunt propriators ot
the county, is ready, we are assured, to testify that
he walks with his Protestant tenants through the
streets of the town, and that they all voted for Colo-
oel White ; but that veither while comiag, voting, or
returning, did they esperience the sligbtest interrup-
tion. Under these circumstances, it is difficult to ima-
sine that the petition will be serlously pressed. Col.
White, as might have -been expecied, repndiates it,
and will have nothing to do with it. In fact, we
imngine the real petitioner in this caseto be Sir Robt.
Peel, who having been the person above all athers to
whom BMajor O'Reilly owes his election, canuot bear
the humilintiva Lo has brought upon himself and the
Alinistry, anod has oot yet learned the lesson, very
necessary to a politician, of bearing defeat with a
acod grace.— IVeekly Regisier.

- 8ir Frederic Smith called the attention of the Se-
ereincy for War to the report of an engagement be-
tween the Confederate iron-clad frignte, the Merri-
inae, sad the Federal iron gunboat, called the Moni-
tor, having o shot-proof raot. He deseribed the cou-
struction of the former, which bad plates Sve inches
thick, and as regards defensive purpuses she wus =«
greut suceeas, but us regurds her sen-going qualities
be was not so confident.© The Monitor was of a dit-
fercut coanstructivn, but she had on har passuge
proved her sea-going powers. The nctivn was fought
gallantly on both sides. The Monitor wus the lenst
powarlal, but the Merrimac was ficed upon by hatte-
ries from all sides. Uader these circumstances, he
wished to'consgider the future prospects of defensive
warfare, and urged hal small vessels of this deserip-
tion wonld be cleaper and more efficient than sta-
tionary forts on land, which could be sailed by with
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impunity by iron-plated vessels. . He, therefore, con-
sidered the proposed fortificetions of the dockyacds,
especinlly of Portsmouth, as’ so much waste of mo-
ney, and that the day of wooden vessels of war was
proved to have passed away. So confideat were the
Americans of this fact, that they were constructing
8 most formidable fleet, of all sizes of vessels, for
defensive and sea-going purposes. He, therefore,
strongly urged the cessation of the works at Parta-
mouth, and the construction of a fleet of iron gun-
boats and other small vessels,—Mr. Laird said it was
clear thas the Monitor had saved allthe Federal shipa
on the spot. In his opinion the question had pever
been one of invalnerability, but of seagoing capa-
bilities, under so heavy a weight of iron plates. The
Americans were 5o satisfied with this experiment
thut they ware going to sbandon the use of forts,
and to rely solely upon & fleet ot Monitors. He be-
lieved that iron for ships of war would be iz the end
the cheapest, and that facilities for docking and
clenning iron vessels must be provided for at bome
and abrond, ns there must be nn efficient irou steam
pavy, aad be hoped government would turn ita at-
teation serioualy to the question.—Mr. Gregory be-
lieved that this counlry, with its resources iu iron
and coals, would be enabled to maintain its maritime
supremacy.~—Lord A, Vane said that from bis own
knowledge the Merrimac was only fit for river pur-
poses, and that the Monitor was really the more effi-
cient vessel of the two. Ile hoped thatgovernment
would act upon the views expressed by nll practical
men.—8ir G. C. Lewis suid questions had been
raised, one on the construction of fortifieations, the
other on our naval defences ; but he must warn the
house that any change would involve great expense.
If this revolution in naval warfare wa3 to be carried
out, the practical result would be that bis ooble
friend at the head of the government would have to
sk for a supplementary naval estimate of £12,000,-
000 to £15,000,000 (laughter.) This perticular ques-
tion of Partemouth had been brought by Lord Her-
bert under the notice of the Defence Commissioners,
aud they, after having fully considered it, adlered to
their former views, alleging that if those positions
were pot forlified they might be occupied by the
esemy. They urged a combined system of forts and
won-plated auxilinry vessels; for his own part, he
did not think the action hetween the Merrimac and
the Mouitor throw any new light upon ths qualities
of iron-plated ships. There were two question io-
volved—~first, the defence of the coasts sagainst iron
vessols, and probably forts could be made to muin-
tain their superiority over floating batteries; se-
condly, he believred that the inveuntors of modern
artillery were senguine that they would he able to
crush these iron vessels, which it was assumed wounld
be able to invade our coasts. Ife wag nlso supported
in this view by the fact that the Americans were
constructing a gun of 20 inch bore, cupable of throw-
ing a ball of 1,000 tha, and likely to smash the side
of auy vessel, however thick its plate; it would not,
therefore, do to proceed too hastily without [urther
experience in so expensive a question, but govern-
ment would most carefully watch that question.

The English papers have been occupied during tie
week with the results of the action Letween the Mer- |
rimac and the Monitor : and very properly. The .
whole system of naval war is changed. Our majestic
fleet is rendered practically useless. Whether we
are to adopt shields to our existing ships, or to build
new iron ramn3 and tortoises, or, a3 we suppose, to do
both, is tke only guestion. That the Ewperor's dis-
covery of defenzivos armour for ships will cost us
many millions, i3 certain.  We barve once more o !
run o race for our maritime power, that is in facy for
our national greatness aud independence. There re- |
maig twe great guestions—first, is it wise that we
should continue at present the enormous expenditure
on which we have just eutered for fortifications for
our harbours and dockyards—for it seems as if flont-
ing forts alone are to be henceforth of real use; and
next, can we 20 far improve our projectiles, a3 1o aver-
come the strength of the new armour ?  Canwe, a3
Sir G. Lewis anticipates, fiad anything powerful
enough to crack their irou stdes? Alas!it is clear
enough that for many a day to come the chief energy
nod expenditure of civilised aation3 is to bhe duvated
10 improve machinery of destruction.— Veekly Re-
gister.

It is of no use mincing the matter. Our fine screw
line-of-battle ships aud frigates have goue the way of
our fine old sailing 74's, They are good for nothing
agsinst an iron-clad battery. They must be struck
off the list of effectives if we wish to save life and
escape disaster, and we raust concentrate ail our
efforts upon a new clagy of vessels. There {3 no
reason why this should be any great tax either on
our ezergies or our resources. We iare always ship-
building, and have always large sums availabie for
tbe purpose. The Navy Eatimates were 'uneither
framed nor voted in any niggardly spirit. All we
have to do is to guard sgainst aoy misdirection of
enorgy or waste of power. Fortunately, the develop-
ment of the new principle is in the direction rather
ot economy thap extravagance. Captain Goles's in-
vention is cheaper than the iron-clad frigate; and
the Monitor if she could go to sea, would be cheaper,
wo imagine, than the cupoln or shield ship. So we
are pot going from bad to worse in that respect,
though we doube if Mr. Ericsson’s vessel would ful-
fil all the conditiona of a British man-of-war. How-
ever, the main question of all has now been finally
decided for us, aud ut the expense of others. The
Admiralty i3 alrcady on the right track. Lord C.
Paget announced in his official statement that we
bad at length ceased to build line-of-battle ships,
and were devoting ourselves to jron-cased [rigates.
Oune ste} further will put ug in safety. Let our au-
thorities, pending the completion of these formidabic
fabrics, address themselves vigorously to plating and
srming the numerous veesels admitting of such eon-
version. The Merrimac herself was only a converted
ship, and we may get a score of Merrimncs in a very
slorl time.— Times, )

aid,  Notwithstapding the exertions of our surgeons
the mortality must be alaeming.,  The coufusion into
wihich the army was thrown, and the ruins which
have recently fullen, have rendercd the work of -
thering in the wounded » work of grent lubor,  The
pursuit and gunrd aguiost a {resh demonstration from
the coemy necessarily oecupied the first attentiun of
the communder. The ambulinces had eurly been
put into requisition, the hospital teuts filled to reple-
tion. Mun laid stiffened in the mud in long rows
lined the banks. Boats approprinted 1o the use of
the wounded were speedily londed up and passed on
theiv way down. Several duys will elapse befyre all
the sufferers are brought in, a3 they are scattered
over the woods for a space of five miles square.
Here, too, are preseoted the most awlul apecincles
of human suffering which evea the horrors of a but-
tle-field can exhibit. The leaves oo the woods being
dry on the first day, they had cnught fire in places
from the camp fires;, shells, nnd wadding, and bed
burned to death such of the men ashad fallen unable
to crawl away. The piteous siglht of men of botk
sides with their eharred garwments still clinging to
their blackened forms, the bair and beard sioged to
the head, the hands uplified, as if shielding them-
selves from the stifling flames, could ve seen in seve-
rul places.  The rain of Snunday night, Moaday, and
Tnegday had fallen upon the writhing vietims and
beat out the remuunt of fieeting life. Tha features of
the men blackeced with powder and dirt, washed
into pallid whiteness, their heads rechning on the
dreamless pillow of mud, the excrucinting gronng ot
the wounded 1aid as they were in groups; the mourns
of those in deepest Agouies ot puin, and ke glariog
staring eyea of the dying, formed indeed one of the
mo3st touching but terrible pictures imnginable. Of
the effect of the baitle on the Federal troops, the
same correspondent snys : —I need not be asbaned to
say that the army i3 demoralized. It has received a
blow which has shattered it to the centre. [tis pro-
bably no disgrace to men who liave sustained so
grave s pressure to 3ay thae they are somewhat cow-
ed by the result. A few days however under the
organizing eye of the commander-in-chief will regtore
1L to & tolerable state of efficiency. If another battle
iz to take place, which is doub:ful, General Halleck
will lead in person, and with the aid of General
Buell, and it is hoped of General Smith, will out-
weigh io skill the Coufederate leaderd ns much ag
the native valor of their troops is inferior to our owan.

abolish, and which gave to the Union more of Lhe
Federal than of the Legislative complexien.

And if (hat provision could be maintained, we
Jhouli offer no objection to the Union, but <hould
be content still to endure it as ws fait accompli,
and as an evil now too late to remedy. Repeal
of the Uuion neans, we know, the anuexation of
Upper Capada to the United States, to which,
even now, the Western section of the Province
naturally gravitutes, and with which it has far
sronger affinities thau 1t can ever have to French
and Catliolic Lower Canada. TFor the sske
therefore of our Catholic hrethren of ihe West,
10 whom Repeal of the Union, and annexation 10
the United States, would but bring ap increase
uf persecution, aud additional restrictions upon
theie cavil and religious liberties, we have po de-
dre to see the Union repenled—so long as equality
of representation can e maintained. But ths
Jast security taken away, we should be unable to
Jefend our own ; much less then should we be
able 1o come -to the aid of the Cuatholics of the
West ; and therefore if no alternative betwixt
Representation by Population, and Rejreal of the
Union, pur et simple, be left ta us, we mithout
pesitation declare ourselves in favor of the latter.

We publish an article upon the subject from
the Toronto Airror, with whose sentiments we
perfectly comcide.

Tue 3arrie or DirTspurc.—We have
powe seine details of tns great battle, on which
we may rely. [t now appears to have been the
most desperate conflict yet waged on tins Conti-
pent, and for slavghter to be entitled to rank
amougst the great battles of the world.  As yet
no very important consequences to either side,
noge commensurate with the terrible loss of hfe,
lave been drawn from it. It was a fierce duello,
in which the South has reaped the laurels indeed,
but f{rom which 1t derives no substantial advan-
tages.  We publish below some extracts from a
letter by an eye witness, a Northeroer, with
stronz Northern proclivities, which appeared in
the Cincinnati Gazette. It will be seen that
(he reports of the panic whici fell upon the North-
erners, and of the cowardice of many of their
troops are fully confirmed.  We must remember,
however, that these troops were in great part
composed of raw levies, of men who had never
eeen a shot fired in anger, and that panics are by
no means rare amongst raw troops, no matter how
brave the individuals of which they may be com-
posed. From this reflection we should couclude
how foolish 1t would be for us to attempt to op-
pose raw militiamen, to the disciplined troops
whith in case of 2 war our wot over scrupulous
uwghbors might pour across our {rortier:—

Au oficer cn borrd huiled numbers
of them and demsnded their reason for retreatiog in
such disorder, but they nll gave tho same response :

“We're clean cut to pieces, wnd every man must save |-

himgell” At the lavding appearsnces becomu still
mote aminous, Our two Cinrinoall wooden gunbuats
Tyler and Loexington, vere edging uneasily np and
down the buunks, eugor to putin their brondsides of
" heavy guns, but unable o find where they cculd do
. The rosr of battle was startingly close, nod show-
ed Lhat the rebels were in earnest attempticg to carry
out their threat of driviog us inte the river, The

landing and'bluff were-covered -with cowards who
had " fled from the ranks to the rear for'safety, and
who were telling the  most frightful stories of the
rebel onset, and the sufferings of their own particular
regiments, Momentarily fresh fugitives came back,
ofter guns in band, and all giving the same accounts
of the thickening disasters in front.

OUR MEN SURPRIBED.

Almost at dawn Sherman's pickets were driven in
B verylittle later Prentiss’ were; and the enemy
wore into the camps almost as goon a5 were the pic~
kets themselves, Here began gcenes whlch, let us
hope, will have no parallel in our remaining annals
of the war. Many particularly among oar officers,
were not yetout of bed. Otbers were dressing, others
wasbing, others cooking, & few eatiog their break-
fasts, Many guns were unloaded, accoutrementa ly-
ing pell mell, ammunition was ill supplied—in short
the camps were cowpleiely surpnsed—disgracefully
might be added, unless some one can bereafler give
some yot undiscovered reason to the contrary—and
were laken at almast every possible disadvaniage.
The first wild cries from the pickets rushing in, and
a few scattered shots that preceded their arrival,
aroused the regiments to a sense of their peril; nn
ingtant afterwarde rattling volleys of mnsketry nonr-
through the tenis, while, before there was tiu. fur
thought or preparation, there came rushing through®
the woods, with lines of batile sweeping 1the whole
fronts of the division campa and bending down on
either flank, tbe fine dusbing compact columwns ol the
enemy. Into the justaroused cumps tbronged the
rebel regiments, firing sharp volleys ws they came, and
gpringing forward upon our laggards with the bayo-
net, for a while their artillery, nlrexdy in pogition,
wag tossing shells to the further side of the encamp-
menis, scores were shot down a3 they were, running
without weapons, hatless, coatless, towards the river.
The searching bullets found other poor unforiupates
in tbeir teuts, and there, all unbeeding now, they
still slumbered, while the unseen foe rushed om.
Others fell as they weredisentanglivg themselve from
the flaps that formed the doors 1o their tents; others
as they were buckling on theic accontrements; others
a3 they were vainly trying to impress on 1he cruelly
exultant enemy their readivess to surrender. Officers
were bayoneted in their ebeds and left for dead, who
through the whole two days' fenrful struggle, ley
there gnsping in their agony, and on Monday even-
ing wele found in their gore inside their tents, nnd
still able to tell the tale,

Sucii were the fearful disasters that cpened the
rebel onget ou the lines of Buckland's brigade, in
Sherman’s division. Similar, though perbaps less
{errible in some of the details, were the futes of Pren-
tiga' entire fromt, Meantime, wbat they counld our
regiments did. Falling rapidly back through the
beavy woods till they gained « protecting ridge, Gr-
ing as they ran, and waking what resistance men
thus situnted smight, Shermun'z wen succeeded in par-
tinlly checking the rush of tie encmy long enough to
form their hasty line of battle.  Meantime, the other
wwo brigades of the division (to the right) sprang
hastily to their atms, &nd bad barely dooe 8o when
the enemy’s llues carue sweeping up fgainst their
fronts, tup, and the battle thus opered fiercely eloug
Sherman's whole line on the tight. Ducklaed’s bri-

gnde had been compelled to ubaudon theie camps

without a struggle, Some of the regiments, itiseven
said ran witheut firing & gun,  Colenel Appler's
Fifty-third Obhio iz lovdly complained of on this
score, and others are mentioned. It {5 certain that
parts of regiments, both here and in other divigions,
ran disgrecefally. Yet they were not wholly with-
put excuse. They were raw troops, just from the
usual idlenees of our * camp of instruction 3’ hundreds
of them had never beard a gun fired in anger; their
ollicers, for the most pari, were equnlly inexperienced
they had been reposing in (ancied security, aud were
awaked, perbaps from eweet dreams of home, and
wives, and children, by the stunnivg roar of canuor
in their very midst, und the bursting of & bornbahell
amongst their teots ~to see oniy the serried columns
of the magnificent rebel mdvance, nnd through the
blinding siifling smoke, the hasty retrent of comrades
and supports, right =nd left. Certaiply, it i3 s&d
encugh but bardly surprising, that upder euch cir-
cumstnances some shiould run, Halfus much ceised
the wild panic at Bull rur, for which the nation, as
one mau became p ioud-monthed apologist. Bat
they ran—here ag in Prentiss division, of which last
more in a moment—and the enemy did not fail 10
profit by the wild disorder. As Bucklands brigade
fell back McClernand threw forward his left to sap-
port it. Mennwhile Shermon was deing his hest to
rally his troops~ dashing 2long the lines, encourag-
ing them everywhere by his presence nnd exposing
his own life with the same freedomn with which he
demanded their offer of theirs, be did much to &ave
the division from utter destruction., Hildebrand and
McDowell were compelled to retire their brigades
from their camps across the little ravine behind; but
here, for a time, they made a gallaut defence, while
what was left of Buckland's was falling back in such
order aa it might, and lenving McClernands left to
take their place, and check the wave of rebel nd-
vance.
CAPTCRE OF GENERAL DI'NENTISH.

General Prentiss was faring scarcely so well.
Most of bis troops stood their ground to be forined
into line; but, strangely enough, the hue was drawn
up in open spuce, lenving to the enemy the cover of
tle dense scrub oak in front, from which they could
pour i their volleys in cowmparative safety. The men
held their position with an obstinacy that adds new
laurels to the characier of the Americen soldier; but
it was too Inte. Down on either flank came the over-
whelming enemy, Fiercely pushed in frout, with s
wall of bayonets closing io on either side like the
contracting iron ehamber of the inguisition, what
could thoy do but what they did ? Spredily their re-
sistnnce became less ohatinate, more and more ra-
pidly they fell back, less and less frequent became
their retorning volleye. The enemy puabed their ad-
vantage. They were already within cur lines; they
had drivea one division [rowz all it3 crmps, and nearly
ovened, ns they supposed, the way to the river. Just
here, between nine and ten o'clock, NeArthur's bri-
gade, of W. H. L. Wallace's divicion, came up to give
gome assistance 1o Stuart’s brigade of Sherman's di-
vigion, on the extreme ieft, vow jn itnminent danger

Pawis, March 31,—M. Larvalette has had Ius
audience of the Emperor. Hq explained, at
-some length, to His Majesty his pecuhar and
somewhat difficult position az Rome, and, it is
said, expressed a wish to be relieved from it.—
There are bul two ways of doing so—to allaw
M. Lavalette to retire, or to remove (General de
Goyon, with whom that Minister cannot well get
on. I doubt whether the Emperor has any de-
sire 1o do either, unless M. Lavalette peremplo-
rily insists upon having his resignation accepled.
Though the diplomatist and the General differ
greatly on the “ Roman question,”” means may
yet be found to make them act together in up-
pearance, if not in reality. Oue important as-
surance the Emperor is reported to have given to
his Minister—namely, that even in case of the
death of the Holy Father, the French army
should not be withdrawn from Rome, as Ij‘rench
influence st prevail over every other in the
Conclave. Tt1s still uncertain whether M. La-
vallette returns to his post. i

The accounts from the manufacturing districts

A strike has tuken place among some of the
working printers of Paris, and if 1t goes on as it
has beguu we may see the whole of the newspa-
pers and presses of the capital stop all at once
without avertissements or any other kind of re-
pression by the Government, Disappointed and
dl-natured people bave sawd that when anything
goes wrong in the world a woman s somehow or
other at the bottom of it. 'This, of course, 1s
calumny § but 1 the present instance it 1s certam
thal the sex bave, without meaning 1t, comridut-
ed to the revolt of the pruters. These men
have long complained that they find it difieult to
keep body and soul together with a tarifi of
wages established now more than 20 years ago.
Lvery one knows that since 1840 the price of
every uecessary of life has enormously increased,
not to speak of house-rent, which has already
driven thousands away, while the wages of the
printers are still the swme.  Iam assured that
the wost skilful workiman earas with difficulty 4,
a-day? and AL a-day go a verv litle way when
there isa twnily to bring up. The men have
repeatedly expostulated against a tarifl framed at
a time when matters were far different.  Several
of the masters admitted the justice of the de-
mand, and signified thewr readiness to adbere to
it, when one ol e body thought that e could
turn the difficulty by introducing female labor
into the printing-oflices. Of course, a master
lias a right to employ women in work which does
not require much physical strength; but the in-
gentons person it question employed women, and
paid “them, not according to the tanfl, as he
should bave done, inasmuch as the result was the

same, but on a reduced and, I fear, an arbitrary
scale—unearly oune-hall what it was when men
were employed.  I'he men prolested against tis
innovation. They demanded, that as women
were employed, they should be paid the same
wages for the sane work as the nen. On the
refua! of the master 120 meun struck work and
quitted the estabhishment of the innovator, W!llle
at the same time the committee of master print-
ers rejected the revision of the old tarift proposed
by the workmen's committee.  The confercnce |
belween the committees was broken off, and the
workmen were told thal such of them us present-
ed themselves at the office should be taken into
custody. A commissary of police and his agents
were installed in the workshops, and admission
refused except on condition of at once setting 12
work. About 20 of the men were arrested,
among whom was the President of the Society
of Working Prnters, who, I believe, had been
named by the Government. These persons are
charged with coalition, but they declare that
there was no conlition other than an agreement (o
abstain from work, and that there was no under-
standing smong them to force their fellow-work-
men 1o do tie same. The strike has not yet
spread Lo the other printing-offices, but it is ap-
prehended that unless the masters agree to A new
seale of wages 1t will not be confined to the sin-
gle establishment in question.  Itis said that the
imen taken into custody sre sending in u petition
to M. Persigny, praying for his intervention be-
tween themselves and the masters.— Témes’ Cor.

It was decided
then that M, Lavaietie should retuvn to Rome ; that
General Goyan should be recalled, uad that snother
officer should be sa2pt in s place, Two or three
persons have been spoken of, ng, for inztance, Mar-
shal Nigl, Genaral Trochn, and General Ladmiranit.
It i3, however, so unusnal for a Marshal of Trance to
aceept the command of o &ivision that when Niel's
nume wa3 mentioned it was thought that the functions
of Ambassndor and Generil were to have been in his
hands. [ do nor know whether this arrangement
was long or seriously contemplated, but at all events
it was dismizaed.

of two days, and the verdict of the jury was ¢ suilty.”

THE ALLOCUTION OF THE POPE.

The official Journal of Rome publishes the follow-
ing Allocuticn delivered at the canonization ou Tues-
day last, in the Church of the Minerva, of three mar-
tyrs of Japan :

“ Nothing, certainly, could be more agreeable to
my heart than the ceremoay of which we are all wit-
nesges, and which increases the number of the ser-
vants of God and the saints, who, while increasing
in numbers, o not cease ta intercede for us, and ab-
tain for us desideratum propitictionis abundaentium,
,sboun ding mercy to defend the rights of justice, to
obtain the conversion of the wanderers and the apos-
tates, tosustain with firmuoess and resigoation war
and sufferings, and to assist, finally, in the trinmphs
of peace. Yes, it i3 coansoling for us ¢o think that
in the solemnity which we shall have shortly to cele-
brate, we shall be surrounded by the choicest souls,
by the College of Cardinals, and by our brethren, the
bishops. It will be a fine spectacie to see the su-
preme paster, surrounded by other pastors who have
supported upanimously the rights of this Holy See,
and have allayed by their, consoling words our pro-
found grief. Itis fitting to mention here a letter
which we received only 24 hours ago, from a large
town of [taly, or rather from the capitsi of Lombardy.
This lotter bas been forwarded by an ccclesiastic
who calls himself o canon, and itis there said—
tTake good care that in the approaching assembly
of the Bishopa nt Rome the temporal power is not de-
clared to be s Jdogma of faith. If this poor priest,
whom we should like better to call goed priest, were
preseat here, we should say to him as we say lo you
who are present—* Rest assured that the Holy See
does not maintain the temporal power as a dogma of
faith, but it declares that the temporal power is ne-
cessary and indispensable so long ns the order estab-
lished by Providence shall endure, to sustain tke in-
dependence of the spiritual power” We should say
to him, * Thick of the very boly martyrs who did not
fear to give, and who did give, their blood and their
life in defence of the church! We would sty to him,
¢Singe you are in such haste to manifest your fears
tbat you have brought them under the cyes of the
Vicar of Jesus Christ, hear his voice, which enjoins
you, and the chapter to which you belong, to listen
to your OWwn pastor, to practice not only hiz orders,
but also his advice; if you, with your colleagues,
obey not, they will be misernbly lost.' We would
say to him—* Recormend yourselves to the holy mar-
tyrs who bave lost all that they might not lose God.’
From « neighboring kingdom we have received writ-
ings, sigued by some ecclesiasiic, in which they ad-
dress to ua the hypocritienl insinuation that we should
renounce the temporal power, which is for them, or
rather fur thoze who advise them, very inconvenient,
apd impedes the consummation of their anti-Chris-
tian and anti-social designs. But we at the same
time receive letters, also sizned by ceclesiastics,
which are filled with respectful attachment to the
Holy See. It appears, from these letters, that the
Government of that kingdom, or its representntives
or emigsaries, sent printed forms, which we have seen
and read, persuading some priests and miserable
clerks to sign them, with a double view of causizg it
to be belicved that the clergy sustain the absurd
principle of the incompatibility of the spiritual with
the temporal power, aad of separating the iaferior
clergy from their bisbops, whose admirable con-
cord in these times has astonished the whole world.
The good ecclesinstics who write to us beg us o give
no heed to the observations of this bandful of de-
Iuded individuals, of whom some-have been ensnared,
and others led by fear, into giving their signature.
Let the Holy See be persuaded, say these good
priests, that their convictiona are such that they do
not any doubt asto the necessity of the temporal
power. They invite us, consequently, to pardon
those blind men who know not what they do, and
we, on our part, add that these blind men, led them-
selvea by other blind, will fall into an abyss from
which it is almost impossible they should ever es-
cape. Let us, on our side, take care that the intrigues
tending to sepnrate, the pastors from the flocks do
not attain their object; let the Loly martyrs obtnin
this for us from the Lord, and that there may be
given to us through their intercession the necessary
power to sustain with courage the combats to come.
May the very Holy Virgin, under whose all-power-
ful auspices we have been kept snfe and sound up to
this hour, deign to continue to us her protection;
and may she inspire us with a perfect resignation to
the Divige will, so that even 3 she pronounced the
fiat expected by human generations, * Eece ancilln
domini, fiet miht secundum verbum tuwm, we may, in
like manner, amimated by her, say to the Lord, * Ecce
servi tui, fint verbis secundwm velunialem tuwm) Tt
now only remains for us to pray to the Lord that
He will cause Iis blessing to descend upon all of us;
and that it may descend upon the company which
hag prodiced so many heroes for heaven, and so
raany defenders of the Clhurch ; snd that it may give
strength to maintain regular observances and exem-
plary precepts of life, in spite of so many contests.
May this blessing give intelligence to our poor mind,
and may it communicate strengib to this poor arm!
May this blessing solnce and protect all those who
endeavour to sustain the vessel of the Church, tossed
about by the waves, that theic voices may not be
drowned in the noise of the tempest whichk has been
let loase! May this blessiog serve, in the last place,
to encourage all the good, and to convert the souls
of the wiclied !

Rome for the destruction of all the enemies of reli-
glon, was arrested in his rooms the snme might. The
Liberals have not yet recovered from the fright of
the skirmish.

My first supernatural acqunintance was Alesis, angd

guessing, and of the gnme of Yes aud No. Allsymp-
toms were neglected but those indicated by the ques-
tioner, and there was no subsequent eure.

At o public electro-biologicel meeting I, with some
